SHRI HIBI EDEN : The decision to waive-off the environmental clearance for
the on-shore and off-shore gas as well as oil exploration projects could have
serious consequences on the islands, fishing areas, breeding grounds, and
migratory routes. The said decision could also risk serious damage. The spilled
oil can also settle down on the sea bed and can destroy the eco-system. A
large section of fishing community will be deprived of their livelihood and
occupation.

In my constituency, there is an Indian Oil Corporation’s LPG storage
plant which has been given provisional environmental clearances by the
MoEF. But the State has also given recommendations that the 200 metres’
stipulation should be given clearance from the High Tide Line. There are
around 6000 people staying nearby in two wards. There are concerns
regarding serious health hazards among the people.

Will the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change take
necessary steps in this regard? Why is that the MoEF giving such clearances
without prior notices? Why is such a decision taken by the Central
Government?

SHRI BABUL SUPRIYO: First of all, | would like to thank my hon. Colleague
for bringing up this issue. There are certain clarifications that we really need to
give you. The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change has not
exempted these kinds of projects in terms of giving environment clearances.

Rather in tune with our hon. Prime Minister's ‘Minimum Government —
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Maximum Governance’, we have actually decentralised it and given it to the
State Governments to decide. There is a very robust process that goes
through in giving environmental clearances for this thing.

First of all, we have divided this into three categories. The NDZ is in
CRZ-1ll and the area is 200 metres’ from the High Tide Line, as you have said.
It is a ‘No Development Zone’. So, we have given it to the State Governments.
The State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA) is the one who
along with the State Coastal Zone Management Authority, is going to study it
and then issue clearances. The State Environmental Assessment Committee,
which is the SEAC, is going to take care of not only the Environmental
Protection Act, but also the Air and Water Acts to ensure that such pollution, as
you are saying, does not happen on the sea-shore. The State Pollution Control
Board (SPCB) is also very much involved in the entire process.

So, if any such thing like spilling of oil is happening in your particular
constituency, | would love to address that problem in coordination with the
State Government. | would be more than happy to solve it for you.

SHRI HIBI EDEN : Sir, what you have answered is not exactly right because
the 200 metres’ stipulation has not been followed by the particular Vypeen
IOC project. But | would like to ask another question.

The CRZ law came into being in 1991. Later, it came in the year 2011 as
a new CRZ law. In 2018, it was again revised for ports, defence and oil
tankers. There are around 26,800 fishermen’ houses which are built on this

coastal area in the 50 metres zone. According to the verdict of the hon.
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Supreme Court, the State Government has made a survey whereby these
many people are going to lose their houses because these houses were built
before 1991 and they are in a dilapidated condition. The people have to re-
build these houses. But the CRZ clearance is not being given. In 2014, Shri
Oommen Chandy — when he was the Chief Minister of Kerala -- had submitted
a proposal to the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change to
exempt the fishermen community from this. Many corporates have been given
exemptions. Many defence projects, oil projects, and exploration projects have
been given exemptions. But why is the fishermen community not being given
exemption? The fishermen community is living near the sea. Their livelihood is
being lost and they are the under-privileged community of our society. So, their
livelihood has to be protected. So, kindly exempt the fishermen community
from this Zone.
THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE,
MINISTER OF INFORMATION AND BROADCASTING AND MINISTER OF
HEAVY INDUSTRIES AND PUBLIC ENTERPRISES (SHRI PRAKASH
JAVADEKAR): You have raised a very good and important issue. Let me
clarify and explain to you that in any case, the fishermen, who are staying near
the seas, will not be de-stabilised. We have asked the State Governments to
create good facilities for them. We have made changes in the CRZ that were
required to be done.

When we talk about sea-level rise, hurricanes, and cyclones, the

fishermen are the most vulnerable habitat. They live near the sea-shores. They
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must be protected and must be given good facilities. That is the policy of the

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI : The hon. Minister in his reply has
said that they have not exempted the hydrocarbon exploration projects from
the environmental clearances.

So, | would like to find out from the hon. Minister as to how many of
these hydrocarbon wells -- currently operational in Cauvery Basin, which is the
rice-bowl of Tamil Nadu -- have environmental clearances. | would also like to
ask the hon. Minister how many of the abandoned well sites have been
decommissioned and restored as per law? How many such sites have been re-
meditated and restored to its original condition as per law? It is because it is a
very important problem in the State of Tamil Nadu and it can completely ruin
agriculture in the State.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Hon. MPs from Tamil Nadu, from all sides,
met me. We discussed the issue in detail. | made it very clear to them and
even in the reply also | have made it clear that we have not done away with
environmental clearance. We have not done away with the Water and Air Acts.
We have not exempted the provisions of these Acts. What we have done is
that earlier file used to come to Delhi for clearance and now we have
delegated that power to the States. You should welcome it. Now, in all States

there will be no delay. The State Environment Assessment Committee will take
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decisions and put conditions. They know better the local conditions. Therefore,
we have not exempted the provisions. We have delegated the power to the
States. The hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu met me and gave me a letter.
The Ministers concerned also accompanied him. | have written to them and
they are all satisfied.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI : Sir, | have a small clarification. The
hon. Chief Minister has announced that the Cauvery Delta is going to be a
protected agricultural zone. Is the hon. Minister promising that there will not be
further explorations?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: That will have to be decided and taken care
of by the State Environment Assessment Committee. The file will not come to

the Central Government. That is what | am saying.

SUJAY VIKHE PATIL : Sir, the Government had brought the National
Clean Air Programme in January 2020 which included measures for reducing
industrial emissions in which 102 cities were included. To make the NCAP
effective in achieving breathable air quality across the country, the air quality
targets and specific measures identified in the NCAP must be given a proper
legal status. My question, through you, to the hon. Minister is whether the
Ministry is considering giving legal status to NCAP by notifying it under any Act
to ensure better compliance and time bound actions to achieve the goals under
the NCAP by 2024.
SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: NCAP is a programme of the Central
Government’s eight missions. So, this is a programme to be taken on a
mission mode, and therefore, it is the most prioritized programme. In the first
batch, we have taken 102 cities where problem of pollution exists and we want
to ensure that the pollution levels will recede. We are first giving the instalment
to prepare the DPR because city-specific pollutants are different and city-
specific answers and solutions are also different. Therefore, we ned to build a
city-specific plan. That is the idea of NCAP.

which come maybe out of housing or this and keep a check on it because
thanks to urbanisation growing at a very fast speed in all second and third tier
cities, all our drinking water sources are getting polluted. So, do you have a
specific plan in this regard? The States do not seem to have a plan. Can you
guide us and throw some light on it?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: As you know and as Supriya Ji knows, the
Kurkumbh industrial area is on the hillock and as there are so many chemical
industries, there is a treatment plant separately. Let me recall that in 1992, my
first struggle on environment was against SN Dyechem factory which was
polluting and impacting the farms of nearby farmers and we closed it down. At
that time, | was not the Minister, but still our agitation could do that. So, now
we have already taken action. We are monitoring it. There is a monitor on the
chimney of each factory and on the water discharge point also. We have 24 x
7 monitoring mechanism. In my cabin, in CPCB and in SPCBs, there are

monitoring windows where you get the status of each factory in every 15
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minutes showing whether it is polluting or not polluting or whether it is following
the norms or not.

Every week we take a review and do it and in that process, we inspect it.
There are certain other surprise inspections also. Nearly 700 inspections were
carried out; 347 industries were found non-complaint. They were closed.
They were given notice, a little time and many of them improved their situation,

but we have closed 40 factories.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: As our notifications are justiciable, so people

go to NGT or any other forum and whatever cases are before the benches of
NGT or various courts, we definitely do inspect them, but at the same time, if
you also have some specific instances or information, we will definitely take
follow up actions.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR : | am grateful for the hon. Minister’s reply. The
point, however, is that he has not addressed some of the basic policies/criteria
to be involved in setting up of these new plants. He has mentioned about the
plants under construction and the plants where proposals have been
considered, but we all know that in setting up effluent treatment plants, there
has to be a trade-off between deciding a location somewhere near the city that
will facilitate the cost of procurement of industrial waste to be treated, but also
balance it with lowering the cost of the disposal of treated waste once you
have treated it. Now, the problem is that in many cases, your plants are, as the
very first question pointed out, near urban populated areas. My question to the
Minister is, have you taken into account the impact of the location of such
plants on the nearby populations? When you go to the urban areas, one of our

great problems which we certainly have witnessed in Kerala in the context of
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waste treatment and not industrial, as a general policy issue, is the impact of
these plants on human beings, the accumulation of waste and its getting into
the water affecting the ground water, toxicity in the air etc. All of these things
have created serious inconvenience for people living in the proximity of such
plants. So, the question is whether there is a policy in this regard. Have you
got any criteria worked out? Do you do an impact assessment on the
wellbeing of ordinary human beings before you situate the plant?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Sir, it is a very good question. The issue is,
CTEP plants are decided by the City Corporations or the city authorities. They
have to take into consideration all the local factors. But let me tell you good
news. The good news is, the technology has changed so fast that the new
CTEPs do not really create problems because they also use sludge to create
energy which runs it. At the same time, the effluent discharge or treated water
is also used for irrigation and many other purposes. They are also used for
cooling the thermal power stations nearby. All these are new developments.

Sir, we seem to think that effluent treatment and the issue of industrial
waste is primarily of urban areas. | represent a constituency which is 100 per
cent rural and there is only one municipality. We are seeing that funding of
panchayats, when it comes to solid waste disposal, is exceedingly low.
Panchayats have something like Rs. 20 lakhs available to them and that too,
through NREGA, to implement solid waste disposal. Besides this, we have a
riverine area where River Jalangi flows through. All the panchayats have a
huge problem of tapping into funding when it comes to effluent treatment even
on a smaller scale. Is there any thought which the Ministry is giving to make
available some kind of central funding pool which panchayats can tap into on a

SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN : Sir, an Order was issued by the NGT on 28"

August last year, and the same has to be implemented from 1% April, 2020.

Sir, it is too short for any State to implement it at a short notice.

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE,
MINISTER OF INFORMATION AND BROADCASTING AND MINISTER OF
HEAVY INDUSTRIES AND PUBLIC ENTERPRISES (SHRI PRAKASH
JAVADEKAR): Sir, the matter before the NGT is our concern. We, definitely,
also take the States into confidence, and jointly put together our case.
Therefore, you may rest assured on this issue. But one more thing is
important. The situation of lakes, even in the city like Bengaluru, is not good.
People are also putting the effluent into the lakes which is not good. Therefore,
they need to create separate sewage plants individually in their societies or a
common plant, and link it with the city drainage system. So, lake protection is
our treasure because that is what brings in the migrating birds. That is why, we

must preserve our lakes many of which were already destroyed.
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SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN : Sir, my second supplementary is about the
Bharathappuzha river which is the lifeline of many districts of Kerala. The
existence of this famous river is under environmental threat.

The experts have predicted untimely death of the river in the near future.
Therefore, | would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the Government
has any plan to protect the Bharathappuzha River.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Mr. Speaker, Sir, as far as the
Bharathappuzha River is concerned, this was not addressed in the question.
But | will send the specific information on the Bharathappuzha River to the hon.
Member.

SHRIMATI SANGEETA KUMARI SINGH DEO : Sir, the CGHS is a great
scheme for the Central Government employees and pensioners for providing
primary health care. But it needs major reforms and revamping in order to
make it sustainable and equitable. Now and again, we keep receiving
complaints about absence of doctors, discontinuation of visits of specialists,
non-availability of medicines, etc. Specially, in the current scenario, with the
WHO having declared the coronavirus as a pandemic, and also our
Government taking exemplary measures to control the spread of this virus, my
question to the hon. Minister is this. Time is the essence in today’s situation.
So, is he quickly considering to strengthen the infrastructure of CGHS, expand
the coverage of CGHS by opening more dispensaries, empanelment of quality
hospitals and diagnostic centres in uncovered areas also including Odisha?
DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Sir, let me inform the hon. Member that right now,
we have the CGHS scheme, which is implemented in 72 cities. That is
number one. In a significant majority of these 72 cities where we have the
CGHS scheme, it has been created only in the last five years. That is number
two.

We have, right now, 329 Allopathic Wellness Centres in the country. We
have four hospitals, which are directly linked with the CGHS. We have 86

Ayush Centres, 12.33 lakh primary card holders, 36.08 lakh beneficiaries, 757
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empanelled hospitals, 392 empanelled eye care centres, 180 empanelled
dental clinics and 241 diagnostic labs. Then, | have to inform you that we are
in the process and we have already got the sanction that in the near future, we
are going to create 26 new Homeopathic units and 26 new Ayurvedic units.
Plus, the expansion of the scheme in a number of other cities is also in the
process of being worked up depending upon firstly, request and secondly, the
number of employees in those particular cities.

As far as my information goes, there is no shortage of doctors in the
CGHS Wellness Centres. Every CGHS Wellness Centre is well-equipped with
a doctor and all the facilities. Most of the things are, now, done online. Very
good quality reforms have already been introduced in CGHS system. We are
also using the help of NIC for that. We have, as | said, asked for good
suggestions and lot of suggestions have come. They have all been assessed,
reviewed and are being considered by the Government to add further reforms
in the CGHS healthcare delivery system.

(a) and (b): It is not correct that immunization coverage in the country has failed to meet the
objectives. The immunization coverage in the country is steadily improving over the years.
As per Health Management Information System (HMIS) 2018-19 Full Immunization
coverage is 87.00 %.
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(c): The immunization coverage is not uniform across the country. To rapidly build-up
immunization coverage special immunization drives like Mission Indradhanush, Intensified
Mission Indradhanush, Gram Swaraj Abhiyaan (GSA), Extended GSA has been conducted to
reach out to left out children and hard to reach children living in remote & inaccessible
geographical areas and pregnant mothers with vaccines.

(d): The full immunization coverage is improving over the years. The State/UTs wise full
immunization coverage for last three years is given in annexure 1. The State/ UT wise details
of vaccine preventable diseases burden are given at annexure-II.

(e): The Government has been regularly reviewing the immunization program through
various mechanisms. Some of these are (i) Immunization programme review with State/UTs,
(i1) reviewed and feedback of HMIS, concurrent monitoring data with the states/ UTs for
corrective measure (iii) Regular video conference with state at all level to discuss program
implementation gap (iv) Cold chain review (v) supportive supervision including concurrent
monitoring feedback of the programme to State/UTs (iv) National Program Coordination
Committee (NPCC) reviews etc.

(f) In addition to above Government of India is also undertaking awareness generation
through electronic and print media through radio, television, posters, hoardings etc.,
strengthening inter personal communication & social mobilization by front line health
workers like Auxillary Nurse Midwives (ANMs) and Accredited Social Health Activists
(ASHAs) and other community workers for demand generation and empowering the
community, regular utilizing of social media platforms like Twitter, WhatsApp’s etc.

SHRIMATI SANGEETA KUMARI SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): The Indian
Police Service (IPS) cadre strength of Odisha is 195 posts. Out of these, 136
posts are meant for direct recruitment (DR) and 59 posts are under
promotional quota to be taken from State Police Service. Out of 136 posts
meant for DR, only 117 officers are now in position with a shortfall of 19
officers. All 59 posts under promotional quota are also vacant. Out of 117 DR
posts, only 79 officers are serving in state and the rest is on deputation in other
departments. Fifteen districts of Odisha have been affected by Left wing
extremism activity. Keeping in view the increase in naxal incidents in the State,

DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): | have demanded, in my capacity as the
Godda Lok Sabha MP, that the crucial Deoghar-Pirpainti via Godda railway
line be constructed as per the new cost share of 50-50. The state government
agreed and wrote to the Railway Board that it is to contribute 50 per cent of the

total cost.

In February 2014, the CCEA cleared this 127-km Deoghar-Pirpainti via
Godda rail project. The land acquisition has since started. However, in 2017
the Coal Ministry put up an objection saying that it has been allotted a coal
block on the route between Godda and Pirpainti. This came as a surprise,
especially as prior NoC had already been provided by the Coal Ministry which
allowed for the land acquisition to take place. Now, the Godda to Mahagama
32 Km land acquisition process is complete and the Railways had awarded the

work to lay the railway line.

However, the 30-km section between Mahagama and Pirpainti is stuck
due to the coal companies last minute objections. Due to this hitch, the state
government is not willing to fund the project as the new alignment will go
through Bihar. The people of the region are suffering for the last 72 years and

due to this new problem, their hopes seem to be dashed.
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It is, therefore, requested:

1. Objections of the Coal India be overruled and sticking to the old

alignment of the proposed railway line.

2. NTPC should allow the usage of its existing line and save costs

and delays.

Anything other than this is likely to compel the people of the region to

protest and shut down the mining of coal and its transportation to NTPC.

It is thus requested that you kindly intervene at the earliest and resolve

this problem which is preventing the development of the region.

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(xvii) Regarding inclusion of houses in Coastal Zone Regulation
notification in Kerala

SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): A large number of houses have been found
included in the coastal zone regulation notification, spanning 10 districts and
majority of them belong to fishermen community and financially backward.
There are concerns raised regarding the lack of notification given to the
residents prior to finalization of notification, leading to many being uniformed
later on about inclusion of their homes in the list. There are disturbing reports
that the Kerala Coastal Zone Management Authority might miss the March 23
deadline set forth by the Supreme Court and the socio-economic ramifications
will be disastrous. By keeping in view, the social cost and agony of common
people, | urge the Government that relief be granted to houses by considering
the socio economic status of house owners such as BPL, SC/ST/OBC,
Fishermen, widows , Ex-servicemen, physically challenged and they be
exempted from the ambit of the existing legislation as they are unable to afford

another dwelling.
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(xviii) Regarding proposed changes in the labour law and labour code

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): | would like to raise a matter
regarding the proposed changes to be implemented by the Union Government
in the labour law and labour code in the country. Apart from the negative
implications for the working class in the country as whole, the proposed
changes will also have specific implications for the journalists employed in the
Media industry. The proposed changes will make the provisions of working
journalist act infructuous and redundant by reducing the journalist community
to the mercy of management thereby affecting the job security and the
remuneration of journalists. The changes will serve a death blow to freedom of
press and media in the country. | would also like to draw your attention to the
fact that the Union Government has not taken any initiative to constitute Wage
Board for the Journalists and other workers employed in the Media Industry in
the past 10 years. It is mandatory on the part of the government to constitute a
Wage Board every five years for fixing the wages and working conditions of the
journalists and other employees in the media industry. |, therefore, request the
Government to review the proposed changes in acts concerning journalist and

also take necessary steps for announcement of new Wage Board.
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(xix) Regarding the plight of farmers of Tamil Nadu

SHRI GAUTHAM SIGAMANI PON (KALLAKURICHI): The farmers of Tamil
Nadu are in extreme distress and more so is the case of sugarcane farmers.
Having supplied their produce to the mills, the farmers necessarily need to get
their dues without any delay. But the plight of sugarcane farmers is absolutely
woeful. The undue delay on the part of sugar mills is unwarranted and puts the
already disadvantaged farmers to undue distress.

Vilupuram district has seven sugar mills, of them three are co-operative
sugars Mills and the other four are Private Sector companies.

The undisbursed amounts kept pending by these sugar units as detailed

below:

1. Kallakurichi Co Operative sugar mills, Moongilthuraipattu (4.8 crores)
2. Gomuki Co Operative sugar mills; Kacharapalayam (No dues)

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(xx) Regarding problems being faced by orphaned in the country

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): According to
UNICEF, there are about 14.3% or 21 crore orphaned children across the
globe. India has an estimated 2.57 crore orphaned children aged 0-17 years as
in 2007. Though a significant number of orphaned children are being adopted,

the number of children becoming orphan is far greater than their adoption.

The central Government should create clear “Definition for Orphans”
through Constitutional Act. For an Indian citizen, the government has
introduced so many cards like pan card, Aadhar card, Voter card etc. But none
for orphans. To get admission in the school one needs Birth certificate, Caste
certificate, to receive government entitlements they need ration card, income
certificate and residential certificate for address proof. But what can an orphan
submit to get the above certificates? Most of the orphans suffer a host of
physical, sociological and psychological problems including lack of nutrition,
education, and abuse. Every Orphan from broken heart is asking their identity,

in details like parentage, date of birth, caste, religion etc.

We request the Government to take it as an important and urgent matter
and action to be taken in defining the orphan and policies to be enacted to

address the above mentioned genuine problems .
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(xxi) Regarding setting up of village secretariats in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Mahatma
Gandhi firmly believed that the country would perish if development eludes
villages. And, taking cue from this, AP CM has opened a new chapter in public
administration by starting village secretariats on 150" birth anniversary of
MahatmaGandhi.

By bringing governance and nearly 500 service delivery mechanism
closer to the doorsteps of villagers, Village Secretariat works as bridge
between Government and the people. One Secretariat has been set up in
every village having population of 2,000 or more and in Wards having a
population of 5,000 or more. It is expected to create around 5.6 lakh new jobs.
Secondly, it strengthens the Panchayati Raj system and strengthens the
decentralized federal system. It gives people the chance to directly participate
in the development of their villages and therefore enhances participative
democracy. Thirdly, the Village Secretariats will also wipe out corruption for

getting ration card or pension or to avail any welfare scheme.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, whenever we
dwell on the subject of Indian Railways, we used to get a little bit nostalgic
because we have witnessed the huge fanfare and brilliancy while the Railway

Budget had been presented in this House.

Railways. The railway now has been casting a lurid eye on the entire economic
spectrum of our country. However, the fact is that the railway is recognised as
the most fundamental fulcrum, in spite of the fact that over the years, the
Railways has been suffering from various lacunae, deficiencies, non-
performances and other ailments which the Minister is well aware of.

May | ask a question to the hon. Railway Minister? Do you think that
after the amalgamation of the Railway Budget with the General Budget, the

Railways has been able to yield any tangible or perceptible outcome? It is
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because the separation convention was abolished by you. | would like to know,
after the end of the separation convention, whether the Railways has been
able to yield any tangible or perceptible outcome or not. In  spite of your
highfalutin promises, the Railways has been failed to earn adequate revenue.
In the freight sector also, it has been registering a slowdown.

You do not have internal surplus. Over the years, the budgetary support
remains consistent and you have been resorting up on borrowings from the
market. Extra-budgetary borrowings have become the order of the day. Then,
without having the requisite financial sinew, how would you be able to run this

behemoth which is called Railways?

12.16 hrs (Shri Rajendra Agrawal in the Chair)

In the absence of a separate Railway Budget, we have been failed, and
people of our country are not being able to know the nitty-gritty of your
finances. Earlier, the Indian Railways used to brainstorm in order to prepare a
sound and detailed Budget, clearly explaining the features like total Budget
outlay, revenue receipt and capital expenditure. Now, people do not know
anything about it. So, there is a severe transparency lacuna being observed.

Sir, | would like to draw the attention of the hon. Railway Minister. In so
far as net revenue is concerned, as noted by the Standing Committee on
Railways, there has been a drastic reduction since 2015-16. Between 2015-16
and 2019-20, there was a decline of 80 per cent in the net revenue. The net

revenue of Indian Railways in the year 2015-16 as per the Budget Estimate
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was Rs. 25,076 crore. In the RE, it came down to Rs. 19,897 crore. In the
actuals, it was Rs. 19,228.48 crore. Now, in the year 2018-19, the Budget
Estimate was of Rs. 12,990 crore. The Revised Estimate was of Rs. 6,014
crore, but the actuals came down to Rs. 3773.86 crore. So, there is a
continuous decline in the net revenue of your Department.

In the year 2018-19, you have revised your target for the construction
new rail lines to 1,000 kilometres, but the achievement is 479 kilometres. In the
year 2019-20, your target for new lines was 500 kilometres which was revised
to 300 kilometres and the achievement up to January, 2020 is only 278
kilometres.

So far as gauge conversion is concerned, in the year 2018-19, the target
was of 1,000 kilometres and the achievement was of 597 kilometres. In the
Budget of 2019-20, the target was fixed at 600 kilometres which was revised to
400 kilometres and the actual achievement up to January, 2020 is 345
kilometres.

The same scenario is repeating in the electrification project also. In the
year 2018-19, the target was revised to 6,000 kilometres while the
achievement was 5,279 kilometres. Again, in the year 2019-20, the target was
fixed at 7,000 kilometres which was revised to 6,000 kilometres and the
achievement up to January, 2020 is 2,881 kilometres.

So, this is the record of your performance. You must certainly
acknowledge your dismal performance in spite of rosy picture being painted by

you. You have raised the fare also. We have not objected that so much. Still
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India performs poorly in global rankings on Railways. It was ranked 28" in
2019 on quality of Railway infrastructure as part of the Global Competitive
Index. | think this data must be at your disposal.

Insofar as bullet train is concerned, | would like to know what is its fate.
What is the fate of bullet train? The deadline that was fixed was 2022. | would
like to know whether it would be possible to complete the work by 2022. The
reason why | am asking this is eloquent and obvious. Till now only about 39
per cent of the total required land has been acquired. Further, farmers are
opposing the project as well as acquisition of their land. Nearly 6,900 farmers
are impacted by it and 60 per cent of them have already raised objection to the
acquisition process. So, what is the fate of bullet train, which is Narendra Modi
ji’'s dream project? You must address that in your reply.

You have failed to implement your earlier Budget announcements. |

would like to enumerate them one after another.

12.22 hrs (Hon. Speaker in the Chair)

In 2017-18 Budget speech, you have promised that a new Metro Rail Act
will be enacted by rationalising the existing laws. It has not been delivered. In
Budget 2015-16, it was promised that in the next five years your priority will be
to significantly improve the capacity on the existing high-density network. It
was also promised that the average speed of the trains will be increased and

that trains will become more punctual. In the year 2018-19, the punctuality rate
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reduced to 68.91 per cent as against 71.55 per cent in 2017-18 and 76.67 per
cent in 2016-17 according to Railway’s data. It is not the data mined by us.

In the year 2017-18, it was promised by you that it will be your
continuous endeavour to improve the operating ratio of the Railways and that
tariffs of the Railways would be fixed taking into consideration the quality of
service, the cost, the social obligation and competition from other forms of
transport. But what is the actual position that is prevailing now? The Indian
Railways reported a drop in profitability during the first five years of Modi
Government at the Centre. Between 2014 and 2019, Railways’ profitability
decreased by 7.8 per cent.

During the financial year 2017-18, the Indian Railways reported its
worst-ever operating ratio of 98.40, the highest ever since the year 2000-01
when it was 98.30.

In your manifesto it was declared that modernisation and upgradation
will be based on national development rather than political expediency. But
what is the status? The Railways have performed poorly under the BJP
Government with falling punctuality rate, falling revenues and high operating
ratio. There are few signs of it improving with many of the required reforms
pushed in to the slow-lane.

You also promised in your manifesto that you will launch diamond
quadrilateral project of high-speed train network. But so far only Mumbai-
Ahmedabad Train has been announced. Feasibility studies have been going

on for years together for the remaining projects. So, answer is awaited.
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However, do not try to mislead the House insofar as performance of this
Government is concerned.

AP in the last few years, appropriation to the Depreciation Reserve Fund
(DRF) has decreased significantly. In 2014-2015, appropriation to the DRF
was Rs 7,775 crore. In 2018-2019, this appropriation to the DRF was reduced
to only Rs. 300 crore. Under-provisioning for the DRF has been observed as
one of the reasons behind the decline in track renewals, and procurement of
wagons and coaches.

The Standing Committee also observed that appropriation to the DRF is
obtained as a residual after payment of the dividend and appropriation to the
Pension Fund, instead of the actual requirement for the replacement of assets.
Therefore, the CAG noted that at the end of 2017-2018 the value of over-aged
assets pending for replacement using this Fund was estimated to Rs. 1,01,194

crore.

crore over a period of five years. DT FT BT 82 In 2020-2021, Railways
has allocated Rs. 5,000 crore towards the Rashtriya Rail Sanraksha Kosh
(RRSK). The remaining Rs. 15,000 crore will be provided from the general
revenues of the Central Government. As per the revised estimates of 2019-
2020, Railways is estimated to allocate Rs. 2,500 crore towards the Fund,
which is 50 per cent less than the proposed allocation for that year.

In 2018-2019, the actual allocation towards the Fund was Rs. 3,024
crore, which is 40 per cent less than the proposed allocation of Rs. 5,000
crore. With Railways struggling to meet its expenditure and declining internal
revenues, it is unclear how Railways will continue to fund the RRSK. As
discussed earlier, in 2017-2018, the RRSK was credited through funds from
the DRF. The Ministry of Railways mentioned that the adverse resource
position of the transporter during 2018-2019 did not permit the desired level of
funds to be transferred to the DRF.

The Standing Committee also noted that if funds from the Fund cannot

be utilised well, then the purpose of having a dedicated safety fund becomes

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'SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH (MANDYA): The Indian railway is a
National transporter and it plays a vital role in providing cheaper transportation
facilities to the people living in the nuke and corner of the country. It is
contributing to a great extent to connect the people of different regions,
languages and cultures.

The hon’ble Finance Minister in her budget for 2020-2021 provided the
railways a budgetary allocation of Rs 70,000 crore and an outlay for capital
expenditure amounting to Rs 1.61 lakh crores from Rs.1.56 lakh crores in
2019-2020.

In the 2020-21 budget, funds of Rs 12,000 crore have been allocated for
construction of new lines, Rs 2,250 crore for gauge conversion, Rs 700 crore
for doubling, Rs. 5,786.97 crore for rolling stock and Rs. 1,650 crore for
signalling and telecom. Rs 2,725.63 crore is allocated for rail passenger
comfort in this budget. It is also proposed freight loading at 1,265 MT, which is
42 MT (3.4 per cent) incremental over RE 2019-20. The operating ratio, which
was envisaged to be 95 per cent in BE 2019-20 and revised to 97.46 per cent
in RE 2019-2020, now stands at 96.2 per cent in BE 2020-21. The budget also
proposed setting up of a large solar power capacity alongside the rail tracks on
land owned by the railways.

The Government has proposed to setting up of a "Krishi Rail" through
PPP arrangements with an aim to build a seamless National cold supply chain

Another important announcement is that commissioning of 550 wi-fi spots in as
many as railway stations is also part of the announcement in the budget.
Karnataka is also expected to get some wi- fi facilities too.

As far as South-Western Railway (SWR) received a total grant of 2,709
crore for 2020-2021 in the Union Budget. The Rs.2,709 crore from the Union
Government includes capital and extra-budgetary resource funds, the highest
ever after SWR'’s formation.

Bengaluru is considered as Silicon valley of India, however, recently the
city has earned the infamy of being the most congested city in the world.

In the past five years, the Government has made safety the foremost
priority of Indian Railways. Indian Railways has achieved its best ever safety
record in 2018-19. There has been 81% drop in number of deaths from 152 in
2013-14 to 29 this year (upto Jan 31, 2019). This is a result of holistic efforts.
All Unmanned Level Crossings (UMLCs) on Broad Gauge network have been
eliminated. Rashtriya Rail Sanraksha Kosh (RRSK) fund of Rs. 1 lakh crore
has been created for safety expenditure.

Besides the Make
in India benefits from the HSR project, Railways is creating large scale
employment and economic development through sanctioned projects in Latur,
Maharashtra; New Bongaigaon, Assam; Lumding, Assam; Jhansi, Uttar
Pradesh and Sonipat, Haryana. Setting records for Indian Railways, Diesel
Locomotive Works (DLW) in Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh has successfully
executed world’s 1st ever conversion of diesel locos into electric loco to enable

Mission Electrification.
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Railways has embarked on transitioning to sustainable rail transport with
a six times increase in electrification from 610 RKM during 2013-14 to 4,087
RKM during 2017-18. 100% Electrification of Broad Gauge Routes of Indian
Railways is targeted by 2021-22.

Railways has achieved significant milestones in moving the country’s
economy faster with the highest ever freight loading in 2018-19. Freight
earnings have touched their highest level and is expected to be about Rs. 1.43
lakh crore in BE 2019-20. Dedicated Freight Corridors (DFC) are gateways to
India’s superfast growth and development. First sections of Eastern DFC
(Bhadan to Khurja, 200 Kms) and Western DFC (Rewari to Madar, 200 Kms)
have been completed.

Railways is improving Passenger services including a complete
makeover of stations by installing modern facilities including escalators, lifts,
free wi-fi etc. and using local art in the design.

The worst part is they are not
conversant in English language as well. | don't have to remind that rural poor
are the people who patronise the Indian Railway and most of them in any part
of this vast land speak only their tongue. To add up they are the ones to be
serviced properly for that happens to be only cheap and convenient mode of
communication. So it is very unfortunate that they are put into lots of hardship
in approaching for services and grievances redressal. Hence ensuring that the
recruitment process is fair and does not make any discrimination in selection
process. Not just Railways, any Government of India department's office in
Tamil Nadu is filled with North Indians. How did this come about is no secret.
The recruitment exams in north is thoroughly liberal and free. This large scale
encroachment does not bode well for the unity and harmony of India.
Governance is about reaching out and establishing communication and this
wholesome encroachment including Railways employment is thoroughly unfair
and needs immediate correction mechanism. The request is in the interest of

common men everywhere.
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Another very important point that is to be addressed is the callous
/luncaring attitude of Railway officials. As people's representatives, the
Members of Parliament approach local level Divisional officials with minor
requests, represented to them by local villagers, business communities, trade
bodies etc. This request range from stopping of trains at certain unserviced
places and extension stoppage by a few more minutes etc. But none of them
heeded to by most of the officials. This attitude is not warranted and hinders
the very purpose of being and undermines the role of people's representatives.

Another pressing issue that needs to be attended immediately is the
broad gauge railroad connecting Chinna Salem and Kallakurichi . This 16 KM
project was started way back in 2006 itself. The Chinna Salem is located on
the Virudhachalam - Salem railway track. This area is an industrial belt with
large number of Modern rice mills, Sago factories, Textile mills and a few
Sugar mills. The units are located on various points in adjacent areas. Hence,
Chinna Salem is a trade hub with lots of economic activities and most of them
being connected to agricultural products. Agricultural produces from here are
moved to various parts of the country. Thanks to the present Government, the
project pending for long saw the light of the day, with the Honourable Ministers
for Railways Thiru Suresh Prabhakar Prabhu, laying foundation stone on
07.02.2016. The special features involved in the proposed project are (1) Big
bridges-2; (2) Small bridges 22 ;(3) Level crossings-2; (4) Road over bridge-
1;(5) Road subways-10. The estimated cost of the project is 116.61 crores. But

the sad part is the work has not taken off for want of administrative sanction.
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When approached it is informed that the project is pending because the
Government of Tamil Nadu has not acquired the necessary land. It is well
known that the present Tamil Nadu Government is very quick in positively
responding to the directives from the Union Government. Hence, it's submitted
by me, as the Member of Parliament, that effective steps/directives may be
given to Tamil Nadu Government and fulfill long pending dire requirements of
Kallakkurichi constituency and complete the project on priority.

In Salem district's Ayothiapattinam Union, there is a village called M
Perumalpalayam, which houses about 6000 Arundhadiyar Dalits. If they are to
reach near by places for going to schools and colleges across the railway track
connecting Virudhachalam and Salem, they have to travel through a
roundabout route about ten kilometres long and even at the emergency
situations like child birth and other hospitalisations also they have to travel so
long. Hence, | request that a railway under bridge should necessarily be built to
facilitate them. This is an utmost important work that is to be done urgently to
help the under privileged people to tide over the emergencies.

The very unfortunate thing about Virudhachalam- Salem railroad is that
the track through which more than fifteen trains pass by has several unmanned
rail crossings. Emergent actions required there. Manning these crossings

should be done at war footing.

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" SHRI RAHUL RAMESH SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH-CENTRAL): The
2020-21 budget projected a 9% growth in the total revenue, however, the
credibility of this projection is not very sacrosanct, especially when we consider
the fact that the revised estimates of 2019-20 have estimated a total revenue
of 6% lower than the budget estimates. The inability of the Ministry to provide
for accurate revenue projections, would certainly affect the expenditure
projections of the Ministry, that is clearly evident from the fact that Revised
Estimate of 2019-20 saw a 3% decrease in comparison to the 2019-20 budget
estimate, which has affected efficiency of the Indian Railways.

The operational ratio has only seen a marginal improvement, from
97.4% (revised estimate of 2019-2020) to 96.2% budget estimate of 2020-21.
Though, it is true that the Government’s initiative of the Tejas train, is a good
move that would aid in improving the Railways poor fortunes, it doesn’t justify
the reasons for why the Operational Ratio of the Railways-has consistently
been higher than 90% for the past couple of years, indicating low efficiency to
generate operational surplus, this is particularly evident from the fact that both
the freight and the passenger traffic have been recording a declining growth.

The Committee on Restructuring Railways had noted that the
expenditure undertaken by the Ministry to fund the expenditure on staff has
been disproportionately high and unmanageable, | would like to suggest to the

Government to separate pension spending from the rest of the revenue

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expenditure. As it is a non-productive expenditure, we must in all ministries
separate it from salary and capital expenditures.

The foundation stone for this
new railway project was laid by the then Hon’ble Prime Minister Manmohan
Singh on 20" Nov 2004 and the Jiribbam—Tupul section is slated to be
completed by 2019, but now rescheduled to 2022.

Nevertheless, if the “Diphu-Karong” project is taken up, much
development would take place, provide job opportunity to thousands of young
men and women and brought them to the main stream, improve trade and
commerce as well as connect the people of these Hill Tract Tribal Districts,
would have progressed and come nearer to the rest of the country and
establish National integration.

It is my earnest request that, Hon’ble Minister for Railways will kindly

seriously look into the matter and revive the Diphu—Karong railway project for

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): First of all, | would like to
thank the hon. Speaker for allowing a discussion on Demands for Grants
relating to the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. Hon. Speaker was
kind enough to include this topic for discussion on my request as Demands for
Grants relating to the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment were not

part of the Demands-related discussion in the Business Advisory Committee.

14.04 hrs (Shrimati Rama Devi in the Chair)

Hon. Speaker had understood the need for an analysis of the Demand
allocated under the General Budget 2020-21 as the voice of the Scheduled
Castes and other backward sections, including women, children and the
weaker sections, is not listened to anywhere, be it in the Parliament or in the
public discourse.

Madam, Dalits and adivasis are the most oppressed classes as they are
victims of two types of oppression — oppression from the State and oppression
from the society — despite the legal provision for protection and support.

What is the general scenario of this country? The general scenario of
this country is not good for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and other
vulnerable sections of the society. That is why we need to provide effective
and targeted Governmental intervention, both in terms of protection and
specific allocation with mechanisms to ensure 100 per cent utility of funds. But

even as we stand in this august House to speak on behalf of Scheduled
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Castes, Scheduled Tribes and OBCs, an atmosphere of fear is spread in the
country against them.

As | stand in this august House this day, what | witness is a cloud of fear
enveloping the hearts and minds of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes,
OBCs and all my fellow beings. Why are we reduced to a nation of
shockwaves of anxiety and scant expectations of future, from what the world
viewed as symbol of hope and prosperity?

Our nation has been subjected to a regime led by BJP that defies
democracy, that destroys the sanctity of institutions that retarded growth and
opportunity for its youth, a regime that made rule of law extinct and made rule
of mobs the new law and murder of dissent the new fundamental philosophy.

What is the situation in this atmosphere of fear when we talk about
social justice and empowerment? Rohit Vemula and Pehlu Khan will be turning
in their grave when the BJP Government talks about social justice.

The Dalits who are denied justice everyday in every walk of life will laugh
at the Budget speech of Shrimati Nirmala Seetharaman. | would like to quote a
part of hon. Finance Minister's Budget speech in this House. What did the
Finance Minister say in her Budget speech? She said: “For today’s youth born
at the turn of the century, for every member of Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe who seeks a better life, for every woman wishing to stand up
and get counted, for every individual from the minority sections of our society —

this Budget aims to have your aspirations and hopes addressed”.
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Will their aspirations and hopes be addressed by lynching and flogging
of dalits by lynch mobs? Would you address their aspirations by beating them
to death by holding kangaroo courts? Will you address their hopes by
systematically denying them every avenue of growth and by sabotaging their
constitutionally-mandated rights of reservation by diluting norms of
reservations? If it is so, this Budget is a brilliant picture that cleverly hides the
devious designs the BJP Government has projected for the vast numbers of
unemployed dalit youth. There is no doubt about that.

| am going to talk about the deficiencies in the allocations for Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes in the General Budget 2020-21. Before moving
further to the discussion, let me highlight a few points referring to the allocation
of SCs/STs in this Budget which exposes the Government's duplicity of
declaration and its intention. The allocation for Scheduled Castes stands at Rs.
83,257 crore and for the Rs.53,653 crore for Scheduled Tribes for the financial
year 2020-21.

Hon. Chairperson, 323 schemes for SCs and 331 schemes for STs have
been allocated for the welfare of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
respectively.

In this Budget for the financial year 2020-21, the proportion of targeted
schemes comes to 19.43 per cent with Rs.16,174 crore allocated under SC
budget and 36.02 per cent with Rs.19,428 crore for STs. | do not know whether
the Hon. Minister is aware of this allocation. These schemes are de facto

general schemes in a clever manner, cheating the SC/ST by making them feel
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as these allocations are exclusively SC/ST budget schemes. The
development gap, therefore, is still remaining unaddressed. There is a total
gap in allocation of Rs.1,22,998 crore under SC Budget and Rs.57,606 crore
under ST budget. Out of the total budget allocation for SCs, only Rs.16,174
crore is for targeted schemes, that means, 19 per cent and for STs, it is
Rs.19,429 crore, that means, 36 per cent. So, | am comparing the budget
allocation for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

Madam, there is a reduction in allocation for SC/ST women and also
there is a reduction of allocation in implementation of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act. SC and ST women are the
most vulnerable among the women in the country as they are subjected to
violence of system, violence of patriarchal system, caste oppression and to
violence of society. So, the SC/ST women should have been allotted a
significant sum in this Budget. But the Government has only allocated just 0.8
per cent, that means, Rs.7,986.34 crore for 2020-21 for Dalit women and 0.34
per cent, that means, Rs.3.174.91 crore for Tribal women for the Centrally-
sponsored Schemes and Central sector schemes.

While Rs.30 crore has been allocated for boys’ hostels, the girls’ hostels
are completely ignored. Is this the nari shakti the Government is taking pride
in? Madam, where is nari shakti? There is no allocation for SC/ST women for
their hostel construction and hostel facilities.

Madam, the allocation for the Post Matric Scholarships has been

increased very nominally from Rs.2,926 crore to Rs.2,987 crore. The budget
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allocation for the Post Matric Scholarship (PMS) Scheme is inadequate. The
allocation for Post Matric Scholarship Scheme for SC girls is Rs.251 crore and
Rs.82 crore for ST girls. Madam, this is a very meagre amount.

The amount allocated for the implementation of the SC/ST PoA Act has
been reduced from Rs.189 crore to Rs.165 crore. That is also a very serious
matter. This figure very clearly shows that the Government is ignoring the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in a systematic manner, just as they
have been doing by diluting the reservation norms and protections by targeted
interventions in the court. It is the case whether it is dilution of the SC / ST
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act or the opinion on reservation in appointments in
public sector.

| am coming to the sectoral allocation with regard to this Budget. From
farmers to rural poor, the Modi Government makes its stand clear that there is
no allocation for the poor and farmers. If the budget allocation for the farming
sector is not adequate, then mainly the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes will be affected. | am saying this because the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes people are engaged as labourers in the agricultural sector.
Hence, if the budget allocation is not sufficient for it, then it will adversely affect
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes people. The allocation in this
Budget for the agricultural sector is very meagre.

As regards MNREGA, MNREGA is helping the poor Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes people to earn their daily income. MNREGA is a path-

breaking scheme that intends to reduce poverty and improve household
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income in rural areas whereas allocation for the same stands reduced. It is Rs.
10,000 crore less than the previous year’s allocation for it. The food subsidy
has also been reduced. | am not going into the figures for it due to paucity of
time. These steps will also affect the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

With all these reductions, it can be seen that this Government has
closed its heart, shut its eyes and turned its ears away from the panic and
agony of agricultural labourers of whom a majority are Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes. This is not a pro-SC Budget. This is an assault on their
livelihood and their very existence.

As regards the NITI Aayog, this Government has constituted NITI Aayog
in place of the Planning Commission, but there is no representation for SC or
ST in the NITI Aayog. Who is controlling the NITI Aayog? It is the upper caste
people who are controlling the NITI Aayog. How can they know about the
problems of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes? They do not have
any information or experience as to how Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes people live, and the situation that they are in.

What is the NITI Aayog recommending through the Government? The
guidelines for earmarking funds for development of SCs and STs by the NITI
Aayog is worth mentioning to point out the differences between preaching and
practice of this Government. | would like to quote the guideline, which states
that: “... Earmarking should be against the overall allocation for schemes of the
Ministries / Departments and not against the total budget of the concerned

Ministries / Departments over and above the overall allocation for the
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schemes. However, the Ministries / Departments will have flexibility to allocate
funds for SCs and STs for specific activities within their overall budget in case
their existing schemes are not amenable to or do not have the scope for any
such activities for SCs and STs...".

So, the Ministries and Departments are in effect instructed by the
Government to find means of allocation for SC / ST within the allocation and
not against the total Budget where flexibility and need-based expansion is
actually possible. It means that by compartmentalizing the scope of the
Ministries to allocate funds for SC / STs the Government has indeed reduced
the possibility of allocation itself.

| am reminded of mirage in a desert by the actions of NITI Aayog where
we feel that the oasis is real and we try hard to reach there. But in reality, there
is no oasis, it is just a mirage covering the emptiness. Hence, the Government
has already applied a clever and devious restriction in the allocation and their
natural justification of policy limitations. | would also highlight that as per the
guidelines of earmarking funds for development of the SCs and the STs, 41
ministries/departments shall earmark funds for the SC & ST communities
under specific schemes but only 35 ministries have allocated funds for SCs
and 38 ministries for STs. This is the overall situation concerning SCs and STs
in various ministries.

| am coming to mismatch in allocations concerning SCs and STs.
According to the allocations for SCs and STs guidelines, 41 ministries and

departments are supposed to earmark a total fund of Rs.1,39,172 crore for and
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implementing 323 schemes for SCs but only Rs.83,257 crore was allocated. |
do not know whether the Minister is aware of these figures. For STs it is
supposed to be Rs.77,034 crore but actually only Rs.53,653 crore was
allocated. Out of 323 schemes for SCs, only 52 are targeted schemes, and
271 are non-targetedng schemes amounting only Rs.16,174 crore and
Rs.67,083 crore respectively. Similarly, out of 323 schemes, only 42 are
targeted schemes worth Rs.19,428 crore and 289 are non-targeted schemes
worth Rs.30,225 crore. Even when the quantum of funds seems to be
increasing proportionately, the same is decreasing in respect of allocation to
SCs and STs in the last five years.

Recently, in The Economic Times report of 9" March, 2020, it is stated
that not a single ministry has fully utilised funds earmarked for the welfare of
SCs in the current fiscal year 2019-2020. In 2019-2020, the Ministry has
allocated Rs.81,340.70 crore for the schemes of SCs. A high-level review of
the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment has revealed that only one
ministry, the Ministry of Rural Development, out of 41 ministries when it comes
to utilisation of funds, has shown satisfaction. Hon. Minister, only one ministry
out of 41 ministries has shown satisfaction when it comes to utilisation of funds
and that is Ministry of Rural Development. Most of the ministries show only 50-
60 per cent utilisation of funds, with less than a month for the current fiscal
year to end. The review has found that funds are meant for general schemes
and not targeted intervention for SC community. So, we can conclude that by

making notional allocation of funds, this Government is diluting actual intent. |
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am inviting the kind attention of the hon. Minister. Madam, | am inviting a kind
attention of the hon. Minister to it. The reduced scope of budgetary provision
through ‘notional allocation’ for SCs/STs destroys the objective of target
intervention. There is underutilisation of the funds by the Ministries for the
welfare of SCs/STs.

Madam, | am not going to the talk about the mismatch in budgetary
allocations during last five years under the BJP Government because of time
constraint. If | talk about BJP Government as to what they have given to the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes, it will take a lot of time. | am also
not going to talk about the UPA Government as to what they had done.

The status of Dalits in our country needs to be mentioned in this House.
The Government may be wondering as to why there must be a debate over
social justice and empowerment. There is no time during which voice of
SCs/STs/OBCs are raised who are at risk, who have constant fear and who
are unable to exercise their rights.

This is the time to speak about the facts of this Government. It is
possible under Modi Government and BJP Government. The National Crime
Records Bureau data of 2016 suggests that four Dalit women are raped every
day, thirteen Dalits are murdered each week, five Dalit homes are burnt each
week and six Dalit women are raped each week. It is estimated that the crime
is committed on Dalit person every eighteen minutes. This is not my record.

This is the record of the National Crime Records Bureau, a Central agency.
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Dalit children are made to sit separately from other children in schools.
Almost one out of every three Government schools in rural areas prohibits
children from sitting together. Dalits are prevented from entering police station
in 27.6 per cent of Indian villages. Public health workers refuse to enter Dalit
homes in 33 per cent of villages. Dalits are denied access to water sources in
almost half of the villages. In this situation, the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes need a comprehensive support and a provision of
Government assistance to them to overcome the wall of discrimination set
against them.

Madam, | am not going into the details because the higher education
and school education are the most important things which are totally neglected
in the context of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

The Government is not
ready to come with a legislation to include this in the 9" Schedule of the
Constitution. Reservation in private sector is a very important issue.

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" ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The Budget 2020-21 has given a
significant push to social sector with enhanced allocations for welfare schemes
and a renewed emphasis on education for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes and other vulnerable sections of the society including Senior citizens,
transgenders and beggars.

Alcohol consumption is disproportionately higher among socially
marginalised groups, notably SC/ST. It is mainly associated with a range of
social and economic consequences that are rooted in historical oppression and
social discrimination. Hence, | request to the Government to formulate a policy
to reduce the tendency of alcohol usage among the marginalised groups.

| also request the Government to kindly incorporate the following issues:

Need to provide state wise specific package for rehabilitation of senior
citizens/widows/beggers;

Need to allocate adequate funds for providing free coaching for SC/ST
and OBC students to equip them to win various entrance and competitive
examinations;

Need to provide infrastructure facilities for the convenience of disabled

persons in public places.

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"SHRI D.K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): In recent years there has been
growing concern that adequate resources are not available for persons with
disabilities and for implementation of new legislation related to their needs and
rights. Hence, a significant increase in allocation for disability-affected persons
was needed and expected in the Union Budget but the recently presented
Budget has failed to live up to these expectation and needs. What is even
more difficult to understand is the reduction made in some important
allocations.

During the last four years the Budget of the Department for the
Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities has amounted to just 0.04 per cent
of the total expenditure of the Union Government. This is clearly very
inadequate, in fact shockingly so, and should be increased significantly. An
allocation amounting to 0.04 per cent of the total expenditure of the
Government is grossly inadequate to fulfil the demands. Additionally, it must be
noted that the allocations for the department have remained constant for the
last three years. On top of it there have been some difficulties to understand
the reductions.

It is to be noted that almost all schemes that lead to the participation of
persons with disabilities such as assistance to Disabled Persons for
purchasing/fitting of aids/appliances (ADIP), Artificial Limbs Manufacturing
Corporation of India (ALIMCO), National Handicapped Finance and

Development Corporation (NHFDC) show a declining trend. The Research and

’ Speech was laid on the Table.
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Rehabilitation Institutes as well as the Institute of Sign Language find no
allocation this financial year. The Scheme for Implementation of Persons with
Disabilities Act (SIPDA) finds a reduction of Rs 63.50 crores when compared
to 2019-20 (Budget Estimate).

Although there is also an increase in the allocation for Deendayal
Disabled Rehabilitation Scheme, various reductions are a cause for serious
concern. This review adds that the specific allocation by the Department of
Health and Family Welfare also sees a decreasing trend in this year’s Budget.

The Indira Gandhi National Disability Pension is the only social security
benefit offered by the Union Government. It is obvious that a small increase of
Rs. 50 crore from 2019-20 (BE) will not do justice to the aspirations of persons
with disabilities for an adequate standard of living. It would also not adhere to
the CRPD committee recommendations to compensate the additional costs of
disability as well as ensuring an adequate standard of living or the budget
commitments to design social protection systems in lines with international
standards.

The Union Government through this department has the mandate to
implement the international laws such as the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities (UNCRPD) and other international
commitments. It is the responsibility of the Government to oversee their
implementation across the country.

The Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities has made

some important recommendations to the Government. The committee has
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specifically made recommendations for resource allocations in many sections
of the recommendations in September 2019. That includes an action plan for
implementation of the convention and the legislations in the country by
adopting policy efforts with adequate human and financial resources; Adequate
allocation of financial resources for the removal of barriers and inclusive
information for enabling participation of persons with disabilities, allocation of
financial resources to ensure inclusion in basic public services and support for
all children with disabilities, including in early childhood, ensuring accessible
early development centres for all children; To arrive at a de-institutionalization
plan; Provision and enhancement of sign language interpreter services;
Reaching out all services, accessibility of infrastructure in rural areas ; and
introduce and ensure that all persons with disabilities access entitlements to
cover disability-related extra costs, disability pensions, and strengthen
identification procedures for accessing pensions and increasing pension
wages. But unfortunately, the Government failed to address the
recommendation of the committee.

The specific allocation by the Department of Health and Family Welfare
sees a decreasing trend in this year's budget. However, it is to be noted that
majority of allocation has gone to Psychiatric Institutions, which is highly
debated within the disability movement as there is a lack of transition plan for
persons with psychosocial disability to live in the community on an equal basis

with others.

The Department of School Education has an inclusive education
component under the Samagra Shiksha Abhiyan. However, disaggregated
data for the current year is not yet available. As programms get subsumed
under larger schemes of the Government, data on disability gets invisible. This
is a key issue in ensuring accountability and monitoring. To conclude, it is time
that the Government comes up with an action plan with financial commitments
involving the sectoral Ministries and Departments as recommended by the
CRPD committee in order to “Make the Right Real” for persons with disabilities.
Clearly much higher allocations for the welfare and empowerment of persons
with disability are needed. Therefore, | urge upon the Govt to allocate more

funds for the empowerment of persons with disabilities. Thank you.
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" SHRI P. R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): India has been ranked at the
103" position among 119 countries on the Global Hunger Index In 2017. India
is ranked below many neighbouring countries, including China (25th spot),
Nepal (72), Myanmar (68), Sri Lanka (67) and Bangladesh (86).

When this Government came to power you have promised, to improve
the conditions of Anganwadi workers and helpers. But after coming to power it
has drastically cut down the budgetary allocation for Integrated Child
Development Services (ICDS) scheme. The NITI Ayog, which has replaced the
Planning Commission, has recommended winding up many of the centrally
sponsored schemes. The Modi Government has drastically cut down the share
of funding by the Government of India for such schemes. Attempts to handover
schemes like ICDS and the midday meal programme to NGOs and private
players have strengthened. More funding wants to be allocated in this sector.

The rape vulnerability for girls or women is almost twice today to what it
was 17 years ago, according to data provided by the National Crime Records
Bureau (NCRB). Although the list of crimes is very long, we can take measures
to ensure women’s safety in our country. Firstly, the Government must make
stringent laws that ensure the punishment of criminals immediately. Fast track

courts must be set up so that the victim gets justice instantly.

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DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Thank you very much, Madam, Chairperson, for allowing me to
participate in this discussion on the Demands for Grants under the control of
the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. | am privileged to participate
in this discussion since | hail from the State of Tamil Nadu, a pioneer State,
which has held the virtues of social justice and empowerment right from its
Justice Party days.

Madam, | would like to open up my discussion with a saying by a famous
German playwright and poet, Bertolt Brecht, who has said, “What kind of times
are these, when to talk almost about a tree is a crime because it implies
silence about so many crimes?” Are these lines not very apt, Madam? In the
aftermath of the Delhi riots, by keeping quiet against any kind of injustice, you
are again doing injustice in terms of upholding social justice. They say the
Battle of Waterloo, wherein Napoleon was defeated, was won by the Etonians,
meaning the students who graduated from the School of Eton in London.
Similarly, the battle for social justice was won, back in Tamil Nadu, by three
legendary Dravidian reformists -- Thanthai Periyar, Perarignar Anna, and Dr.
Kalaignar.

Madam, when | come to the definition of social justice, | am reminded of
these three legendary reformists who had upheld these virtues and the baton
has now proudly been carried on by my Party President, Thalapathy M.K.
Stalin with more fervour and commitment to all the causes espoused by the

champions for this avant-garde movement like Ambedkar and Baburao Phule.
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When | look into the definition of social justice, | would like to quote what the
definition says. The social justice is a political and philosophical concept which
holds that all people should have equal access to wealth, health, well-being,
justice, and opportunity. When we take stock of the aftermath of the Delhi riots,
| would like to ask, through you, Madam, that whether all the people have had
access for their protection of their lives, whether they have had access to
protect their wealth, whether there was justice meted out equally to all the
citizens of Delhi, and whether all of them had the equal opportunity to
safeguard their lives. The synonyms for social justice are fairness, equity, and
integrity. My first demand in this is whether there is fairness in the justice
meted out to all the citizens of Delhi.

Madam, | know pretty well that | need to talk about the Demands here.
But at the same time, to reflect upon the term social justice, is very important in
this juncture because -- | would like to quote and | quote, “because social
justice assigns the rights and duties in the institutions of a society which enable
people to receive the basic benefits of cooperation. Social justice helps us
works towards celebrating diversity in our communities and countries.” Do we
really celebrate diversity in this country now? Suppressing all voices of
democratic protests and plural voices, is the present deplorable scenario here.

Madam, in Europe, great revolutionaries and rationalists like Voltaire and
Rousseau took almost 50 years to awaken their countrymen and prepare them

for a revolution. But our Thanthai Periyar took just 20 years to achieve social
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justice in Tamil Nadu wherein in other countries, all the reformists and rebels
have taken centuries to achieve such aims.

Madam, | would like to place it on record the track record of all the
achievements that Tamil Nadu has done in the field of social justice and
empowerment. The First Constitutional Amendment of Article 15 Clause 4 --
that gives powers to Government to provide reservation in education -- was
done due to the relentless fight in Tamil Nadu way back in 1950. Dr. Kalaignar
continued to protect the constitutional rights of SCs, STs, minorities, backward,
and most backward communities by following 50 per cent reservation. He was
instrumental in getting the inner reservation for Arunthathiyar community.
When our Party President, Thalapathy M.K. Stalin was the Minister for Local
Bodies and Administration, he was instrumental in filling-up all the vacancies
which were reserved for the inner reservation of the Arunthathiyar community,
particularly for the women vacancies in an effective way.

Dr. Kalaignar was the first one to propose and implement reservation for
destitute women, physically challenged persons, and for the transgenders. He
brought the 33 per cent reservation for women in local bodies, and 30 per cent
reservation for women in Government jobs. The Tamil Nadu Government
during his days and at present, provides 69 per cent reservation, for which the
then Chief Minister, Dr. Kalaignar was instrumental.

Madam, they say that all are equal, but some are more equal than
others. In order to have a fair and balanced equality, | urge the Government to

bring a reservation Act for OBCs, SCs, and STs and to place it in the Ninth
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Schedule of the Constitution. | am proud to remind here that the Government
of Tamil Nadu, headed by Dr. Kalaignar, was the first Government to create a
separate Ministry for Backward Classes way back in 1969.

| wish to bring to the notice of this august House a matter of very urgent
importance. The three-member expert committee on Creamy Layer for OBCs
is needless and unwarranted since we already have a constitutional body, the
National Commission on Backward Classes to look after the OBC’s related
issues.

It is sad to note that in that Committee not a single member is from the
OBC. To determine a creamy layer on the basis of salaried income only and to
remove Groups A and B is unjustifiable and could eliminate the deserving
candidates belonging to the OBCs. That is why, our dear Dr. Kalaignar called
the creamy layer as the "kirumi’ layer’. *Kirumi’ in Tamil means virus in English.
The Government has totally ignored the report of the Parliamentary Standing
Committee on Welfare of OBCs dated 9.3.2019. (...interruptions) Madam, | am
the only speaker from my Party.

Therefore, | urge the Ministry to reject the three-member Expert
Committee and advise the National Commission on Backward Classes to look
into the issue of various posts in Public Sector Undertakings and on creamy
layer. Injustice anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere. | wish to record the
grave injustice being done to the OBC students in the seat allotments of MBBS

and Post-Graduate medical seats under all India quota. Though this issue
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relates to the Ministry of Health, | want to record this in the discussion under
the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment since this is a problem related
to the implementation of social justice.

The 27 per cent reservation mandated by the Government for the OBC
students has not been implemented by the Medical Council of India in all India
quota seats. This has to be taken note of and the Health Ministry has to take a
decision to extend 27 per cent reservation to OBC students and should file in a
reply in the Supreme Court. | have got the data about the lack of funds allotted
to the post-matric scholarship as well as pre-matric scholarship to all the
students. It has to be increased. The inadequate budget allocation under these
schemes is because of the gap between the funds decided by the Ministry of
Social Justice and those approved by the Ministry of Finance. It should be
bridged.

Madam, justice delayed is justice denied. The implementation of
reservation for SCs, STs and OBCs in higher educational institutions, funded
by the Centre, was delayed by 15 years after the announcement while the
same for EWS was done within a month of its announcement. This disparity
should be set right. Again, the Ministry of Social Justice has created Dr.
Ambedkar Foundation and allotted funds. We are happy and it is a welcome
move. Similarly, the Government has to create Thanthai Periyar Foundation for
furthering the ideology and message of Thanthai Periyar.

Madam, coming to the issue of empowerment of women, we are now in

the millennial era talking about empowerment but way back in the 4" century
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BC when Aristotle was lecturing to his students that women were subjective to
men and that men were rulers and women were subjects, it was Augustine, a
woman who disguised herself as a man and became the world’s first women
doctor. Who was Plato’s teacher? It was Miletus Aspasia who was a woman,
celebrated as the first lady of Athens. But here, in this, even after the
Government having declared the year 2001 as the year of Women
Empowerment, we are still fighting for 33 per cent reservation for women. Is it
not a shame? | wish to place on record that reservation is our birth right. It is
neither a concession nor any alms given as mercy to us. We want minimum,
not maximum, 50 per cent reservation and the Government should take steps
to implement the 33 per cent reservation. Dr. Kalaignar implemented 50 per
cent reservation for women in urban and local bodies. So, Tamil Nadu is the
first State to do so in the whole country.

Madam, right is its own defence. | wish to urge the Ministry, through you,
to allot more funds for the persons with disabilities. There are 70 million people
with disabilities and are physically challenged. The funds allocated is only Rs.
330 crore. The Government should increase the allocation. Also, the funds for
the Deen Dayal Disabled Rehabilitation Programme should be increased.
Under the Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana, | have adopted a village by
name Sitalapakkam. | urge the Central Ministry to put pressure on the State
Government because the Government of Tamil Nadu has sent back the

Nirbhaya Fund without properly utilising the whole amount.
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funds.

With these words, | conclude my speech.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Madam, | rise to speak on the
Demands for Grants pertaining to Social Justice and Empowerment for the
year 2020-21.

15.06 hrs (Shri Kodikunnil Suresh in the Chair)

Sir, social justice is a concept of a society in which every human being is
treated justly, without discrimination based on financial status, race, gender,
ethnicity and caste in the country. Eradication of this discrimination must be
accompanied with empowerment which will ensure a healthy society. Need of
the hour is to turn this mere concept into a reality. It will be unfair to say that
proper steps are not being taken by the Government, but they are not
sufficient. Innumerable schemes being formed on paper are not the solution of
unjust happenings in the country.

A key to the solution is proper implementation, just like quality is
preferred over quantity. Of all the things that are so crucial not only for India
but also for the entire world is women’s participation. Until and unless little girls
are educated and provided opportunity to prosper in life, social justice will
never be achieved. Social justice is also incomplete till the time when people
are identified by their contribution to the society and not by their caste. Justice
is nowhere near when manual scavenging is still going on. The day when
Sugamya Bharat Abhiyan will be fully accomplished, then only we can say that
absolute justice in Indian society is no longer a dream. But till then, social

justice and empowerment seem to be an unachievable utopian concept.
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| would like to draw the attention of the House to the incidents which are
disturbing for the entire nation. Firstly, according to the information forwarded
by the National Dalit Movement for Justice and the International Dalit Solidarity
Network to the UN Human Rights Committee in July, 2019, while the reporting
of crimes against Dalits and Adivasis has risen over the decades, there has not
been an equivalent rise in the rate of disposal of cases by the police and courts
under the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)
Act. Pending cases of crimes against Scheduled Castes have nearly doubled
from 8,380 cases to 16,654 cases in a decade. In the case of crimes against
Scheduled Tribes, pending cases of investigation have risen by 55 per cent,
from 1,679 cases to 2,602 cases, a submission to the UN said. At the same
time, it said, in courts, crimes against SCs pending trial rose by 50 per cent
over the decade from 85,264 to 1,29,831. In 2016 alone, for which the latest
figures were available, 40,801 new crimes against Dalits were registered under
the Prevention of Atrocities Act. Less than 15,000 cases completed trial that
year. Forget about the empowerment, there is no justice even after so many
schemes being taken up by the Government.

Secondly, a survey conducted by the National Safai Karamcharis
Finance and Development Corporation has reported 45,000 manual
scavengers in 170 districts across the county. The year 2019 recorded highest
number of deaths in the prohibited profession of manual scavenging. There is
no reported conviction under the Prohibition of Employment as Manual

Scavengers and their Rehabilitation Act, 2013 since its enactment. Yet, the
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allocation in this year’s Budget, that is, Rs. 110 crore for the Self Employment
Scheme for rehabilitation of manual scavengers is equal to that of the last
year.

Thirdly, the Denotified Nomadic and Semi-nomadic Tribes (DNT) are
overlooked once again in this year’'s budget. The DNTs are a heterogenous
group engaged in various occupations such as transport, key-making, salt
trading, entertaining acrobats, dancers, snake charmers, jugglers and
pastoralists. Well, the problem lies at the root that they are not even
accounted for in the census. The development of DNTs across six years
shows a slow growth while the budget allocation is slightly increased in 2018-
19 from Rs. 6 crore to Rs. 10 crore. It has been stagnant since then. It is
significant to note that the actual expenditure for each year has been below the
budgetary allocation showing the inability of DNTs to avail of funds and
resources meant for them. Most of them are accounted under the SCs and
STs but getting a certificate for the same is difficult for them as they are asked
for a proof from 1950s.

| would like to request the hon. Minister through you Sir that the
Government must look into this issue as they have an estimated population of
ten per cent of the total population of India. Since the constitution of the Renke
Commission to the Idate Commission, there has been no improvement in the
situation of DNTs.

Fourthly, the tribal communities remain vulnerable to displacement

because of mining, dams and other large infrastructure projects. Distressing
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incidents of bonded labour also came up in 2019. A man named Kashi was
rescued along with 27 others including ten children. They belong to the lrula
community, a particularly vulnerable tribal group. Due to the unbearably poor
condition, they had to borrow petty amounts and non-repayment of those
amounts led to this condition. This is nothing less than slavery. Kashi’s case
was brought to the notice of the authority by Released Bonded Labour
Association but none of the culprits was booked under the Bonded Labour
System (Abolition) Act, 1976. The very next day, the rescued group was
threatened to join back. This is not the nation we are trying to build. Several
loopholes in the system not only favour the offenders but also promote them to
commit even more severe crimes.

Fifthly, the Union Government’s allocation for the inclusion of persons
with disabilities through the Department for the empowerment of persons with
disabilities remain 0.04 per cent compared to the total expenditure of the
Government during the last three financial years. The Budget documents
reveal that allocation for Institute for Sign Language, Institute for Research and
Technologies for Persons with Disabilities, and assistive devices both ADIP
and ALIMCO has been reduced. There is no mention or provision for
enhancing services in rural areas. There is only a marginal increment to RCI
which is responsible for producing the pool of experts to work with persons
with disabilities. The expansion of quality habitation and rehabilitation services
in rural areas will never see the light of the day with this marginal increase of

Rs. 0.50 crore. Neither the Government lives up to the aspiration of the
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persons with disabilities nor is there an obligation to consider and fulfil the
recommendation of the CRPD Committee that was released in September,
2019. The gaps identified by the NSSO survey released in December, 2019
are also ignored.

Coming to the immediate steps that the Government should take
immediately, firstly, overall, the Demands for Grants for the Department of
Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities should be increased. Secondly, the
Centre’s contribution to pensions of disabled persons must be increased. |t
continued to remain at a meagre of Rs. 300 for the past several years whereas
in the State of West Bengal, the hon. Chief Minister, Mamata Banerjee
provides assistance of Rs. 1000 per month through the Manobik Scheme.
Disability certificates are being distributed through organising medical camps.

Number three, the National University for Rehabilitation Sciences and
Disability Studies announced in 2015, and the National Institute of Mental
Health Rehabilitation promised in 2016, are yet to see the light of the day and
demand allocations.

More funds are to be allocated for proper implementation of the Mental
Healthcare Act, 2017 as the suicide rates in India are continuously rising. More
funds and impetus for the field of rare diseases is required immediately. It is
also necessary to ensure that the Schemes and Programmes are being
implemented properly.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL : | am concluding in just one minute.
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The Government must also fill up the backlog vacancies amounting up
to 7,782 for SCs, 6,955 for STs, and 10,859 for OBCs in six departments. The
information for other departments is not even available.

| would like to conclude by saying that rising walls to hide poverty and
pouring water into the River Yamuna for welcoming dignitaries is a petty and
temporary solution. It is equivalent to mocking the people of our country. Small
steps which give permanent solution must be opted by the Government. It is
also the responsibility of the fellow citizens to discharge their duties humanely.

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SHRI ACHYUTANANDA SAMANTA (KANDHAMAL): Hon. Chairperson Sir,
at the outset, | would like to express my thanks and gratitude to you for giving
me an opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Demands for Grants
under the control of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment for 2020-
21.

First of all, | would like to congratulate the hon. Minister, Shri Thaawar
Chand Gehlotji for taking up phenomenal welfare initiatives in a time-bound
manner, under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modiji, the hon. Prime Minister
of India. | think, he knows poverty, he has lived through it, he knows that there
is a lot to be done for the upliftment of the downtrodden sections of the society
to whose betterment Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkarji was committed, and he is
doing it every single day. He understands it, and is committed to social justice.
The time has changed. Whether you are in power or in Opposition, what
matters is that one should come for people’s help. His Government is doing the
same.

We strongly appreciate that the Budget, 2020-21 presented by the hon.
Finance Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharamanji has given a decisive push to
social sector with enhanced allocations for welfare schemes, renewed
emphasis on education for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, and
emphasis on the welfare of vulnerable sections of the society, including senior
citizens, transgenders and beggars.

We definitely laud and appreciate the 14 per cent increase in the Budget

allocation for the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. | believe that
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the biggest increase in scholarship schemes for meritorious students from
SCs, STs, and OBCs across the Ministries is a testimony of commitment to
social justice. | strongly believe that the difference between insignificance and
prominence is the bridge of opportunities. Given opportunities and access,
anyone can excel. | once again congratulate the Government for this step. To
add to it, we appreciate the vision of the Government that the vibrant India
shall be a caring society which shall attend to its weak, old, and vulnerable
among its citizens.

Now, | would like to highlight some points regarding the State of Odisha.
Our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaikji charted Odisha’s remarkable
turnaround, which was once India’s most backward State. He still remains, by
far, the tallest Leader of the State. He remains unwaveringly focussed on the
development of the State, and pursues it with relentless zeal through his social
security schemes that bring social justice and empowerment. His motto of
being attentive to the requirements of the people by always keeping ears open
to their problems and trying to deal with them as effectively as possible, is the
reason behind the success of his measures in Odisha. The Schemes like
Kalia, Madhubabu Pension Yojana, Mamata Scheme, Biju Pucca Ghar Yojana,
Biju Krushak Kalyan Yojana, Mukhyamantri Swasthya Seva Mission, Barista
Nagarika Tirtha Yatra Yojana, and Kalinga Sikhya Sathi Yojana cover almost
70 per cent of the 4.5 crore people of the State. It is an example for other

States.

Again, under the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment,
programmes that have seen the highest increase include Pre-Matric
Scholarship for Children of Workers involved in Manual Scavenging,
Fellowships for OBCs, Overseas Fellowships for OBCs, Renewed Thrust on
Fighting Drug Abuse, and Care of Senior Citizens and Rehabilitation of
Beggars. A National Action Plan for drug demand reduction with an allocation
of Rs. 260 crore has been introduced. This is very important and needed. We
deeply appreciate the National Action Plan for Senior Citizens which has also
seen an increase of 400 per cent in budget allocation from Rs. 40 crore to Rs.
200 crore.

The Union Budget was woven around three prominent themes -
Aspirational India, Economic Development for All, and Building a Caring
Society. Achieving any of these would require extraordinary efforts on the
social sector front starting with allocating additional resources for health,
education, nutrition, employment guarantee, and also social security schemes.
HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.

SHRI ACHYUTANANDA SAMANTA : Sir, | am the only speaker from my
party and | have been told that 10 minutes have been allocated for our party.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: No; your party has been allotted only five minutes.
Anyhow, you continue.

SHRI ACHYUTANANDA SAMANTA : Sir, the allocation for the social sector
this year once again fails to deliver for the country’s poor and marginalised the

way it is supposed to.
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Now, | come to some other points which really deserve further attention
from the Government. Year after year, the allocated budget for the Post-Matric
Scholarship Scheme has been recording shortfalls and the Ministry has time
and again indicated that this adversely affects the beneficiaries. Even this year,
only Rs. 2,987 crore and Rs. 1,415 crore have been allocated for the
Scheduled Cases and Other Backward Classes respectively, which is a very
small improvement from the Budget Estimates of last year. The Ministry should
be allocated substantially more sum so that arrears can be cleared and fresh
eligible beneficiaries can be identified under this Scheme.

Sir, it is deeply saddening to know that there are nearly no candidates
selected under the National Overseas Scholarship Scheme since its inception
in 2016. This has also led to under-utilization of the budget under this scheme.
So, | urge the Ministry to make additional efforts through advertising or take up
an exclusive outreach programme to ensure that more people are made aware
of the benefits under this Scheme.

It is a terrible truth that manual scavenging is still existing in this country
and news of manual scavenging deaths are reported extremely frequently.
This is a social evil that has to be eliminated at the earliest and the Ministry
should put in a considerable effort to eradicate this. All agencies and bodies of
the Government at all levels at the Centre and States should be informed to
make notification to prohibit manual cleaning of manholes and strict penalties
should be imposed on any contractor who employs manual cleaners. The

amount sanctioned under the Self-Employment Scheme for Rehabilitation of
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Manual Scavengers should be utilised best to rehabilitate these affected
people and a one-time cash benefit should be provided to help them start a
new life of profession. To eradicate the practice of manual cleaning of sewer
systems or septic tanks, allocation of Rs. 10,103 crore to the Ministry of Social
Justice and Empowerment for the year 2020-21, as against Rs. 8,885 crore
given to it in 2019-20 is extremely important. But how it reaches the
beneficiaries is really critical.

The allocation made for SC Boys and Girls Hostels has been extremely
low for the past few years and even during this year, there has not been any
substantial improvement. In the last few years, approximately 40 hostels have
been sanctioned and there is no data as to how many of them are functional.
Education is very important and hostels form the backbone of educational
accommodation. This allocation does not help the backward youth of the
country, and so, | urge that the Ministry may allocate a substantial sum to truly
help the beneficiaries belonging to the Scheduled Castes and Other Backward
Classes. Similarly, Rashtriya Vayoshri Yojana is a good scheme, but only Rs.
1 crore has been allocated for it.

About persons with disabilities, there is 2.8 crore disabled population in
the country, but here also, the allocation is not enough to fully take care of
them.

Lastly, | would like to quote what Martin Luther King said. He said

“Life’s most persistent and urgent question is, “What

are you doing for others?”
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This Ministry has been taking active steps, but the logistics of how it
reaches the beneficiaries is the most important aspect.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you.
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" SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): The budgetary
allocation to the Department of Social Justice and Empowerment in 2020-2I is
Rs. 10,103 crore, which is just a mere 0.3% increment over spending by this
department in 2018-19.

Rashtriya Vayoshri Yojana, Central Sector Scheme that provides
physical aides and Assisted living devices for senior citizens suffering from
Age Related Disabilities/infirmities belonging to BPL Category. Under this
scheme, just Rs. 1 crore is allocated for spending in 2020-21, compared to
Rs.106 crore spent in 2018-19 on physical aides. Through this scheme, many
elderly with disabilities from my Baramati constituency benefitted over the
years and my constituency Baramati is one of the top performing
constituencies in the functioning of this scheme. These assisted devices help
the differently abled people to have easy mobility and improve their integration
into society. Given the immense benefits of this scheme, | request the Centre
to increase the budget allocation for this scheme to at least Rs.150 crores. In
the 2020-21 budget, no funds are allocated to schemes and programmes
responsible for preventing alcoholism, substance and drug abuse.

Assistance to Voluntary Organisations for Programmes Relating to
Aged: The Scheme provides financial assistance upto 90% of the project cost
for running and maintaining day-care centres, old age homes, mobile Medicare

units etc. Also, for a scheme that subsidises provision of old age homes for

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elderly, no allocation is made this year, compared to Rs. 100 crore spent in
2019-20.

Budgetary allocation for post-matric scholarship for SC students
reduced by almost 50% from Rs.5,928 crore in 2018-19 to Rs.2,941 crore in
2020-21. Total amount of funds spent on educational empowerment of
students from Scheduled Castes is reduced by 39% from Rs. 6803 crore in
2018-19 to Rs. 3742 crore in the budgetary allocation for the Department of
Empowerment of persons with Disabilities is Rs. 1325 crore in 2020-21.

The budgetary allocation for the Department of Employment of Persons
with Disabilities is Rs. 1325 crore in 2020-21: Under the Scheme for
implementation of Persons with Disability Act, financial assistance is provided
to various bodies set up by the Central Government and State Governments to
support activities relating to accessible India campaign and implementation of
the Persons with Disabilities Act, 1995, particularly relating to rehabilitation and
provision of barrier-free access. The funds allocated under this scheme to
make India accessible to differently abled persons is reduced by 20% from Rs.
315 crore in 2019.20 to Rs. 251 crore in 2020-21. Total amount projected to be
spent in 2020-21 under National Program for Welfare of Persons with
disabilities, reduced to Rs. 655 crore in 2020-21 from Rs.688 crore of budget
allocation in previous year.

Regarding allocation to denotified tribes (DNT), while the budget slightly
increased in 2018-19 to 10 crore from Rs 6 crore, it has been stagnant since

then. It was significant to note that, the actual expenditure for each year has
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been below the budgetary allocation, showing the inability of DNTs to avail of
funds and resources meant for them. Based on the Renke Committee report of
2018, not much has changed with respect to the impoverished status of
denotified tribes since the Renke Commission (2008) Report. The 2008 report
which submitted its report in 2008, highlighted that 50 per cent of DNTs lacked
any kind of documents and 98 per cent were landless. In such a situation while
the Government has been on an overdrive in accumulating citizen’s data
through Aadhaar and now NPR, these are of no use to those who need proof
of their identities the most.

Post matriculation scholarship demands exceed allocations: while there
has been an increase in budget allocations for scholarship schemes for
meritorious students from SCs, STs and OBCs across ministries indicating the
Government’s emphasis on education for vulnerable sections of society, it is
still not adequate to meet the current demand.

According to the report of the Parliamentary Standing Committee on
Social Justice and Empowerment for 2019-20, the schemes were already
underfunded. For 2019-20, the department had sought Rs 14,871.37 crore but
received only Rs 8,885 crore. This “adversely affected the Post Matric
Scholarship Scheme for SCs and Post Matric Scholarship Scheme for OBCs”,
noted the report. It also states: “It is evident that the requirements of this
department are much more to provide Scholarships, than allocation actually
provided to them.” Just Rs 2,926.82 crore had been allocated to the post-

matric scholarship scheme for SCs this year, against a demand of Rs 7,125
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crore. Consequently, there was already a shortfall of Rs.4,198.18 crore. There
is therefore a more significant allocation that is required to be allocated.

Maharashtra-Disbursement of funds under the Post Matric Scholarship
Scheme for students belonging to Scheduled Tribes. In Maharashtra, the State
Government is implementing the post matric scheme to provide financial
assistance to the Scheduled Tribe students Studying at post-matric or post-
Secondary stage, Under the scheme Central and State share is 75:25. For the
year 2017-18, anticipated expenditure under the scheme was Rs.22411.94
lakh out of which the Centre is required to provide Rs.16808.95 lakh. A
proposal for the disbursal of these funds had been submitted to the
Government of India through a state Government letter dated 18 April 2017.
The Government of India has only released Rs.3623.75 lakh grant by a letter
dated May 2017. However the remaining grant is still pending for sanction by
the Government of India. If there are schemes that provide for scholarships,
but the funds are not provided or sanctioned in time, then budgetary
allocations remain only in name and not in action.

Allocation for persons with disabilities — as per the 1995 legislation and
not the rights of the persons with disabilities, Act 2016: There has been a
marginal increment of Rs. 122.77 crores from the budget estimate of the
Department for the empowerment of persons with disabilities for the financial
year 2019-20. It is to be noted that almost all schemes that lead to the
participation of persons with disabilities such as Assistance to Disabled

Persons for purchasing/fitting of aids/appliances (ADIP), Artificial Limbs
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Manufacturing Corporation of India (ALIMCO), National Handicapped Finance
and Development Corporation (NHFDC) show a declining trend. The Research
and Rehabilitation Institutes and as well as the Institute of Sign Language find
no allocation this financial year. Scheme for Implementation of Persons with
Disabilities Act (SIPDA), which is looking at accessibility and district
rehabilitation, finds a reduction of Rs.63.50 crore when compared to 2019-20
(BE).

The budget allocates around Rs 251 crore towards the implementation
of the 1995 Act, which only covered seven disabilities, and not 21 as
mentioned under the new Act. A National Fund has been constituted to secure
finances towards proper implementation of the Act of 2016, but the lack of
budgetary allocations around it have rendered it meaningless. The Accessible
India Campaign (AIC) which is one of the flagship programmes for accessibility
does not find any mention in the Budget. Although the AIC was successful
more on the level of creating a noise around accessibility, its vision was not
translated on the ground due to lack of accountability framework and
transparency. While hopes were pinned on its better implementation, lack of a

financial framework has made it defunct.
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" SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): At the outset let me first ask,
why some are poor? The answer is, they are denied opportunities. Because of
inequality in the distribution of income among people, poverty has arisen.
Depravity of opportunity is the cause of poverty. Moreover, extreme or
absolute poverty, experienced by those whose income is barely sufficient for
survival, remains widespread in our country. Extreme poverty and the
suffering, it entails affect a large proportion of humankind, and major efforts by
Government and international organisations to reduce or eradicate poverty
have thus failed to produce the desired results.

Do these facts and trends suggest a regression in social justice? The
answer to this question, if considered within the framework of the Charter of
the United Nations and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights is not
unequivocal. The persistence, aggravation and very existence of extreme
poverty constitute an injustice. Those experiencing dire poverty are deprived of
a number of the fundamental rights invoked in the charter and enumerated in
the Universal Declaration. Hunger is but one face of poverty; discrimination
poor health, vulnerability, insecurity and a lack of personal and professional
development opportunities are among the many other challenges faced by the
poor.

Unlike justice in the broad sense, social justice is a relatively recent
concept born of the struggles surrounding the industrial revolution and advent

of socialist views on the organisation of society. In our country, Government

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through its programmes and schemes is striving to build an inclusive society
wherein Members of the target groups are provided adequate support for their
growth and development.

When | am putting my views on the Demands for Grants on Social
Justice and Empowerment 2020-2021. As this Ministry is responsible for the
welfare and empowerment of certain disadvantaged sections of the society
such as Scheduled Castes; Other Backward Classes, persons with disabilities,
senior citizens, victims of substance abuse and transgender persons, it
implements various schemes and programmes for the welfare of
disadvantaged sections. | come to know that this year the funds allocated for
the Department of Social Justice and Empowerment the upcoming financial
year has a decline of around 11 percent, Rs.8885 crore from Rs.9963.25 crore
which is the revised estimates in 2018-19. On a cursory look into the funds
allocated, it is found that the extent of under-utilisation has been 18% in 2013-
14. However, in 2016-17 the under utilization was down to 1%. In 2017-18 the
Ministry revised estimates expect expenditure to be 1% more than the
budgeted allocation.

One of the reasons for under utilization is lack of expenditure of funds by
the North East States. It is marked that there is failure on the part of North
Eastern States to send their utilization certificates within time, leading to lapse
of funds and low demand for funds from these states. In 2019-20 Rs.8885
crore was budgeted but Rs.5740.19 crore were utilised by 31° January, 2020

which was 64.6 percent of the total allotted funds. By 15" February, 2020, the
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utilisation increased to Rs.6644.85 crore which became 74.79 percent of the
total allocated funds as RE was Rs.8885 crore, why there is this uneven pace
of utilisation of funds? Why is it so slow in the first three quarters of the year.
Almost 35 percent of the budget remained unutilised despite the revised
instruction of the Ministry of Finance that Ministry and Departments could only
utilise only 25 percent of their BE in the last quarter of the financial year. It is
learnt that late submission of UCs and non-receipt of complete proposals are
the main reasons for the delay in full utilisation of allocated budget, can't there
be a guideline issued stating that release of every instalment of funds to States
there should be a deadline for submitting UCs.

Take for example the case of utilisation of the resources by the
Scheduled Caste Division since 2017-18 which shows that in the year 2017-
18 and 2018-19 Rs.34.18 crore and Rs.21.67 crore were surrendered due to
non-utilisation of the funds. Similarly, in the year 2019-20 out of Rs.6135 crore,
this Division could utilised Rs.3980 crore only, till the end of January 2020,
leaving the rest Rs. 2155 crore to be spent in the remaining two months of the
financial year. That means 35 percent of the allocated resources remained
unspent till the end of January 2020. The spending pattern of the Backward
Classes Division shows that it has surrendered Rs.65.69 crore in 2017-18
overspent Rs.22 crore in 2018-19 and spent Rs.1174 crore out of Rs.1833
crore in the year 2019-20 till the end of January 2020, leaving the rest Rs.659

crore to be spent in the remaining two months.
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| would like to draw the attention of the Minister relating to Post-Matric
Scholarship Scheme for SC Students which is one of the oldest and most
important scheme with the objective to provide financial assistance to SC
students to enable them to pursue post matric education. It is always found
that funds are not released due to lack of complete proposals by the State
authorities in time.

A suggestion has been mooted by the Standing Committee on Social
Justice and Empowerment that similar to the Committee created by Ministry of
Road, Transport and Highways for every Parliamentary Constituency be
created so that local represetatives become well aware of the ground realities
of their constituencies. They can monitor the progress of the schemes and
programmes and become aware about the welfare of SCs, OBCs, Senior
citizens and other targeted groups.

It is learnt that a proposal for transferring funds directly into the Bank
accounts of SC students under Direct Benefit Transfer is still awaiting approval
of the Cabinet. It needs to be pursued vigorously. It is also learnt that a
proposal is there before the Committee to increase the share of the Centre
from 90:10 to 60:40. This only look as an extra burden on them. Construction
of hostels for Scheduled Castes students is not working. The Department is
unable to spend the allocated money which depicts a dismal picture. Except
Kerala, which has established 100 hostels and the rest are just sprinkling, it's

very disappointing. Can we know the reasons why other States could not do it?
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One is also alarmed that after a lapse of three years since 2016,
Transgender Persons are yet to receive any support from the Government.
Hardly any money been allocated. There is a need for higher allocations for the
welfare of Transgender community. There is a need to provide a separate
scheme for OBCs so that they can improve their skill and can be gainfully
employed.

| am aware that National Action Plan for Skill Training for PWDs under
SIPDA was launched by the Department in collaboration with Ministry of Skill
Development and Entrepreneurship(MSDE) in 2015 with the objective of
training PWDs to enable them to have gainful employment. However to my
utter dismay, even after reducing the beneficiary target from 50,000 to 20,000
beneficiaries in February, 2020 for the year 2019-20, the Department could
only provide skills to a miniscule 457 beneficiaries in the first three and half
quarters of the fiscal. You may be confident of achieving the target in terms of
number of trained beneficiaries in the light of MIS Portal being developed by it,
but it is a herculean task that in the remaining part of the financial year and
even have set an revised target this year appears to be difficult. Nonetheless, |
would urge the Government to strive for it and also strengthen the
employability of the beneficiaries after they complete the skill training. It would
be better to maintain the data of beneficiaries who got employed after getting
skill training under the programme and use this data as input for future

streamlining of the scheme, if need be.
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| would like to draw the attention of the Minister towards District
Disability Rehabilitation Centres (DDRCs) which were started as outreach
activity of the Ministry for providing comprehensive services to the PWDs at
grassroot level and for facilitating creation of the infrastructure and capacity
building at the district level for awareness generation, rehabilitation and
training of rehabilitation professionals.

It has come to light that as of now 325 districts have been identified for
setting up of District Disability Rehabilitation Centres(DDRCs) and out of 325
identified Districts, DDRCs have been set up in 264 districts. The funds have
been released only to 92 Districts for the last four years and current year. Can
the Government tell us the specific reasons for non-functioning of large
number of DDRCs set up and the specific measures taken to address them?

DDRCs of Tripura and Sikkim even do not have complete address
available in the Ministry's Annual Report? This scheme needs to be revisited
and be recast so that it can become workable.

It is gratifying to note that Government has generated and issued 32.50
lakh Unique Disability Identity (UDID) Cards in 682 districts and have started a
drive further to speed up the generation of UDID Cards. It is also found that 1.5
crore Legacy Certificates have been taken on board in the Unique
|dentification Cards System, an online Portal. Now States are required to just
upload the revalidated Certificate to generate a UDID Card and medical
examination will be required only for newer disabilities listed in new RPWD Act,

2016. Even for that, the procedure has been streamlined and norms for
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constitution of medical teams have been relaxed. However, performance of
some States is still quite poor, for instance in Manipur only 737 cards were
issued as against grant of Rs.28 lakh and in West Bengal a total of 4 cards
were issued against Rs. 3 lakh funds. Many States and UTs, like Bihar, Assam,
Telangana, Tripura, Andhra Pradesh etc. did not receive any funds till 2018-19.
In this connection, | would appreciate the Department initiation of a colour
coded daily performance report with indicated level of performance of lagging
States/UTs and following it up with States/UTs/ Districts on daily basis to
monitor the progress made by them. | hope that Department will continue with
their efforts to bring all the States and UTs on board and complete the project
at the earliest.

There has always been a demand to have a caste census in the country.
Last caste census was done in 1931 which is around 90 years ago. This is
required because as provisions are being made for upliffment of
disadvantageous section of the society the administration should get the data,
factually correct data of the targeted group. | urge upon the Government to
take steps to include more column in the question when Census in numeration
is done of every citizen.

Reservation is nothing else but positive intervention to help the society
to grow. No nation can grow, when a large section of the Society languish in
poverty because of deprivation. The country has come a long way indeed

during last some decades. It should be continued.
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SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Hon. Chairperson,
| am thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to speak on this very
important subject, that is, Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry
of Social Justice and Empowerment for the year 2020-21.

In this regard, | really appreciate the efforts of our hon. Minister, Shri
Thawar Chand Gehlot-ji for getting an increase of 14 per cent in this trivial
situation, where financial crisis is there. Despite that, with his zeal and
commitment, he has been able to get 14 per cent increase in allocation. |
really appreciate him. We have the leadership of our beloved hon. Prime
Minister, Shri Narendra Modi-ji, who has come from the lower level to the
highest level in the country, and who has been the role model not only for the
country but also for the world. His initiatives are very well reflected through the
hon. Minister in these Demands for Grants.

While | say so, | would like to bring in a few suggestion that are needed.
We have the Rashtriya Vayoshri Yojana for the elderly people in our country.
We have close to 10.5 crore elderly people wherein 70 per cent of them have
been residing in rural India. This is a good scheme to supply them Kkits,
handsticks, and little automation devices for their wellbeing at that age. Our
culture says that we all must respect our elders. The way how we respect our
elders is to take care of them in the best manner. But unfortunately, the
budget allocated for such a good scheme has been drastically reduced to Rs.

1 crore.
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| would sincerely urge our hon. Minister with good heart that let us
remember them, and increase this budget allocation to the required levels. Itis
the need of the hour.

| really appreciate that they have increased the budget allocation for
prevention of manual scavengers by 400 per cent. For every scheme including
Pre-Matric Scholarships and Post-Matric Scholarships, there has been a very
good increase in the budget allocation.

Sir, here, | would be failing in my duty if | do not mention about my
beloved leader, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy, who has brought in several
reforms with regard to the upliftment of BCs. Just to cite an example, in the
recent Rajya Sabha elections, out of four seats, two seats were given to BCs.
We have given up to 59 per cent reservations for BCs and SCs. That way, as a
great social reformer — though he is the youngest Chief Minister in the country
— he has come up with various reforms where in all the temples and
elsewhere, he has given 50 per cent reservations for OBCs and SCs.

That way, in the modern age, while we talk of great reformers like
Jyotirao Phule-ji and Ambedkar-ji in the past, now | would not hesitate --
though he is a very young man — to praise my leader for bringing in these kinds
of schemes for the upliftment of EBCs in a genuine manner.

For such a young Chief Minister, | would also seek the support of the
Central Government by going through various such schemes.

There is one important point though it may not be directly relevant to the

Demands for Grants. But earlier also, | had made a representation to the hon.
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Minister, and | would like to reiterate it here. It is with regard to the same
subject. There is a community by name Turpu Kapu, Gajula Kapu in our State,
who predominantly reside in the northern part of coastal Andhra in the Vizag,
Srikakulam and Vizianagaram Districts. But for their livelihood, some of these
people have started migrating to other Districts. The same community, which is
in the serial number 19 in the List are considered as OBCs only in the three
Districts. But whoever has gone to other Districts for their livelihood, are being
considered as forward caste people. The father is there as OBC, but his sons
or grandsons, who are staying in Vijayawada or some other District for
livelihood, are being treated as forward caste.

It is very unfair, Sir. We have brought this to the notice of the hon.
Minister earlier. He has responded very positively. Some commission has to
be formed in this regard. Though this is not the right forum yet | request the
hon. Minister to kindly consider this issue which is a major issue and as a
State, we cannot do this. The State has also made several representations. |
urge the Minister to kindly consider this.

We are all with you as far as the Demands for Grants are concerned.

" SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH (MANDYA) : | would like to highlight
some of the significant issues to draw the attention of the Government.

As far as welfare of Senior citizens and elderly persons is concerned the
Government is taking various steps, But there is a need to ensure the effective
implementation of the schemes for elderly persons. As we are all aware that
there has been a steady rise in the population of older persons in India. The
number of elder persons has increased from 1.98 crore in 1951 to 7.6 crore in
2001, and 10.38 crore in 2011. The projections indicate that the number of
people in the age group of 60+ in India will increase to 14.3 crore in 2021 and
17.3 crore in 2026.

The traditional norms and values of the Indian society taught us on
showing respect and providing care for the aged. However, in recent times,
society is witnessing a change in the joint family system, as a result of which a
large number of parents are being neglected by their families exposing them to
lack of emotional, physical and financial support. These older persons are
facing a lot of problems in the absence of adequate social security. This clearly
reveals that ageing has become a major social challenge and there is a need
to provide for the economic and health needs of the elderly and to create a
social milieu, which is conducive and sensitive to the emotional needs of the

elderly.
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Hence, | would like to urge upon the Government to take all necessary
measures to ensure that the Senior Citizens are provided the basic amenities
like shelter, food, medical care and entertainment opportunities to lead happy
and comfortable life in the fag-end of their life.

As per the Census 2011, in India, out of the 121 crore population, about
2.68 crore persons are ‘disabled’ which is 2.21% of the total population. In an
era where ‘inclusive development’ is being emphasized as the right path
towards sustainable development, focused initiatives for the welfare of
disabled persons are essential. This emphasizes the need for strengthen the
existing mechanism to deal the issues pertaining to persons with disabilities in
the country. People with disabilities are vulnerable because of the many
barriers we face : attitudinal, physical, and financial. Addressing these barriers
is within our reach and we have a moral duty to do so. There is a need to
unlock the potential of so many disabled people to provide them an opportunity
to contribute to the world. So, | would like to impress upon the Government to
make sure that the persons with disabilities are provided access to health,
rehabilitation, support, education, and employment-and they get the chance to
shine.

The Government has introduced various scholarship schemes to
Promote education by covering the basic costs of Studying, tuition fees or
providing financial help to students. There are several Scholarships for
Students from schooling and college studies. Namely pre-matric, post-matric

some scholarships are for undergraduate, postgraduate courses and PhD
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level. However there is a need to have a rationalization in giving scholarships
to students. Government should ensure that every deserved student are
recognized for his or her talent and fulfil their educational needs. It should be
made available to all category of students including girls, minority students,
college students etc., Apart from this adequate provisions for funding for the
scholarship should be made by the Government.

The Government has implemented Free Coaching scheme to enable
students to clear the competitive exams and secure job opportunities. The
scheme is targeted towards providing coaching of quality education for
economically disadvantaged Scheduled Castes (SCs) and Other Backward
Classes (OBCs) to enable them to appear in competitive examination and
succeed in obtaining an appropriate job. However, there is a need for
enhancing the funds for the scheme to make sure that the scheme is available
to all eligible candidates in the country. Even after 7 decades of independence
and in spite of various measures taken to improve the level of education in the
country, literacy levels among Backward classes, particularly among women,
continues to be low.

The Government has taken several measures to improve the literacy
rate among women and as a result considerable progress has been achieved
in improving the level of literacy and education in the country. However, there
is still a long way to go before respectable levels of literacy are achieved. It has

been recognized that educational and economic support for Backward Classes
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has not been adequate and there is disparity between Backward Classes and
the non- backward sections of the population at every level.

The position of women in terms of literacy among OBC’s population is
also a cause of concern. Considering the important role of women in shaping
the size of the family and outlook of its members, investment in improving
education among women of these communities will not only improve their
social and economic status, but will also help in accelerating the socio-
economic development of these communities and the nation as a whole. It is
self-evident and universally accepted fact that education is one of the key
instruments of effective development of weaker sections. The education
facilities are not evenly distributed throughout the country. Many a times
students from rural areas especially those belonging to weaker sections have
to give up their educational pursuits for the reason that adequate hostel
facilities are not available for them in the quality education centers. Hence, |
would like to request the Union Government to enhance the allocation of funds
for construction of Hostels for Other Backward Classes (OBCs) Boys and Girls.

In my Parliamentary Constituency Mandya district in Karnataka more
than 50% hostels don’t have own buildings. They are running in the rented
accommodation. In Mandya district there are 49 Pre-Matric Boys hostels and
16 Pre-Matric Girls hostels are functioning. Out of them 32 boys hostels and 7
girls hostels have own buildings. Remaining 25 hostels for both Pre-Matric
boys and girls are running in rented buildings. The construction work of 1 boys

and 3 girls hostels are in progress. However there is a need to take steps for
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construction of 13 boys and 8 girls hostels. As far as Post-Matric boys and girls
hostels are concerned 23 boys and 21 girls hostels are there, among them
only 9 boys hostels and 4 girls hostels are functioning in own buildings.
Remaining 14 boys and 17 girls’ post- matric hostels are running in the rented
buildings. Of them construction of 2 boys and 4 girls post-Matric hostel are
under progress. However, 25 hostels buildings for both boys and girls are yet
to start the construction. Therefore, | would like to request the Union
Government to kindly take necessary steps to start the construction of hostels
with allocation of funds as all these hostels have got allotted the required land
for construction of hostels. | hope the Government will take immediate positive

measures in this regard.

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" SHRI DUSHYANT SINGH (JHALAWAR-BARAN) : | support the Demand for
Grants under the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. | was going
through the budgetary allocations made in past few years and the actual
expenditure undertaken by the Ministry. | found that during the last few years
of the UPA Government, the budgetary allocation for Ministry of Social Justice
and Empowerment did not increase and always fluctuated around Rs. 5000
crore for years. In the year 2011-12, the actual spending of the Ministry was
Rs. 5029.26 crore, in the year 2012-13, the actual spending was Rs. 4939.72
crore, this year they did not even cross Rs. 5000 crore. Further in year 2013-
14, the actual expenditure increased to Rs. 5515.48 crore. Later after the
people provided our NDA Government with a strong mandate, from year
2014, the allocation and actual spending of the Ministry has increased at rapid
pace. In the year 2014-15, the actual spending was Rs.5380.89 crore, further
in the year 2015-16, actual spending increased to Rs.5752.74 crore and
today as per the data available for the Department of Social Justice and
Empowerment, the Department has actually spent Rs. 10070.50 crore and this
year again the Department has allocated Rs.10103 crore. In the Department of
Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities, the BE 2020-21 allocation. has
increased from Rs. 1009.11 crore of actual spending in 2018-19 to Rs.
1325.39 crore for the BE 2020-21. That is an increase of approximately 30%
over the period of 2 years. This is the way our NDA Government functions and

prioritise empowerment of backward classes and the persons with disabilities.

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Coming to the allocation made to the various commissions. If we look
towards the allocation made and the actual spending for the National
Commission for Scheduled Castes, we can see that against the actual
spending in 2018-19 at Rs. 19.08 crore, the allocation for the BE 2020-21
stands at Rs. 25 crore, which is an increase of more than 25% over the period
of 2 years. Even for the National Commission for Backward Classes, the actual
spending for the year 2018-19 has been at Rs. 4.50 crore, it has been
increased to Rs.8 crore over a period of 2 years. The NDA Government under
the leadership of Shri Narendra ModiJi has always put the interests of the
backward classes, schedule castes and scheduled tribes at the top of the
priority list.

Our NDA Government has always pushed for education and self-
development of individuals over giving out subsidies and supporting an
individual to become a self-dependent. Our Government has increased the
allocation for the National Fellowship for Other Backward Classes and
Economically Backward Classes. In the year 2018-19 the actual expenditure
for ‘National Fellowship for Other Backward Classes and Economically
Backward Classes’ was at Rs. 30 crore, and it was increased to Rs. 70 crore in
year 2019-20 and today in the BE 2020-21 the amount allocated stands at Rs.
120 crore. This shows the commitment of Modi Government for upliftment and
empowerment of Other Backward Classes and Economically Backward

Classes.
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In India many student wish to study abroad and it is known that the
education abroad is very expensive and students from not so affluent families
can’t afford it. In these scenario, the students from Other Backward Classes
and Economically Weaker Section are at a disadvantage when it comes to
affordability. Our Government does not want only more affluent students to be
able to go abroad and seek admission to foreign university. Our Government
is committed to support all the students from the OBC and EWS classes to get
education overseas.

Under the head ‘National Overseas Scholarship for OBCs’, our
Government has allocated Rs. 35 crore, which is almost 6 times as compared
to the actual expenditure incurred in 2018-19 at Rs. 5.97 crore. This will allow
the poor students who cannot afford education overseas to seek scholarship
from the central Government and fulfil their dreams and quench their thirst for
knowledge. Our Government continues to allocate funds for development of
human resources which continue to serve the nation and the society in the
years to come. This will inspire other students from community of the
beneficiaries of such scholarship to study and pursue higher education as well.
As we have always said “Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas, Sabka Vishwas”, our
Government has also increased the allocations made to the scheme for
Rehabilitation of Beggars. The beggars of our country might not be tax payers,

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Under the scheme ‘Integrated Programme for Rehabilitation of Beggars’,
the actual spending for the year 2018-19 was at Rs. 50 lakh which was
increased to Rs. 5 crore in BE 2019-20 and to Rs. 25 crores under the revised
estimates for 2019-20 and for the year 2020-21 the allocated amount stands at
Rs. 100 crore. | am very thankful to the Prime Minister Shri Narendra ModiJi for
his vision and direction towards rehabilitation of beggars, a category of people
who were never attended in past. Furthermore, in our country the transgender
community was marginalized for long time and treated badly. They were not
provided jobs or any other employment opportunities. It is recently when the
Parliament passed the “Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Act, 2019”
and this led to empowerment of the transgender community and their rights.
Even we go through the details of the budget estimates, we can find that under

Rajasthan. This is close to 51% increase in atrocities against SCs/STs as
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compared to 2018, when the total number of cases was 5,702. | request the
Hon’ble Minister to take this matter with the Rajasthan State Government at

the earliest to protect the rights of the SCs and STs in the state of Rajasthan.

Hotel Management Institutes, Aviation Training Institutes and
Flying Training Institutes are empanelled under the Scheme, total of 1500
fresh scholarships will be provided under the Scheme. Provision for 30%
reservation has also been made for Girl Students. | congratulate Modi Ji for
this.

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SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Sir, we have no reason to
downplay the efforts made by the hon. Minister and the Government to
ameliorate the lot of deprived, unattended and downtrodden sections of
society. Sir, 14 per cent increase in allocation is also to be appreciate and to
be taken note of.

We have to recognise the efforts made by the hon. Minister which is truly
just to his Department. Sir, the effort has to be compared with the enormity of
the challenge. The Department of Social Justice touches the lives of, at least,
65 per cent population of the society. So, the Departments were expected to
double the efforts and the allocations should have a reasonable connection
with the overall expenditure so that the target is achieved.

Because of historical reasons, more than 50 per cent of our population is
lagging behind in the race of development. We have not been able to provide a
level playing field to the deprived sections of the society. Our efforts are to deal
with the challenge facing us. It is shocking that 13 million people continue to be
the victims of bonded labour, 30 per cent of the population does not go to bed
after a decent meal, the people in old age have nowhere to go with the
emergence of nuclear families and the women and vulnerable sections of the
society continue to be under-represented in the Government jobs, educational
institutions and the higher educational institutions. In some sectors, though
there is 14 per cent increase in the allocations but some of the segments of the
disempowered section of the society have been neglected as has been pointed

by the learned Members. The same situation is there regarding scholarship
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earmarked under matric and post-matric level in favour unattended sections of
the society.

The two main problems facing the Social Justice & Empowerment
Department are lesser allocations and lesser utilisation of funds. Every hon.
Member represents, at least, two million people in this House. We know the
ground reality that the benefits of the well-intended schemes do not reach the
target groups. It is not that we have not achieved anything at all. The Direct
Benefit Transfer to the beneficiaries is a big achievement of this Government
but the benefits do not reach the target groups. The Department has to make
an efficient mechanism so that the benefits reach the target group that is
deprived of the benefits of the well-intended schemes introduced by the
Government. We have to make our implementation machinery more efficient
and make officials accountable. Let them have a reasonable tenure at the key
positions so that at the end of the year, we can ask them as to what are the
reasons for under-utilisation of funds.

Secondly, in Jammu and Kashmir, we have, at least, one million people
who migrate from Jammu to higher regions of Kashmir with their livestock
during summer. The benefits of free gas cylinder do not reach them. Similarly,
the benefits of Deen Dayal Upadhyay Yojana do not reach them because they
have to shift. We have a number of mobile schools but the teachers are shifted
frequently because of which they do not get the benefits. So, | would request
the hon. Minister to come up with some kind of scheme so that the Bakarwals

and Gujjars that constitute ST community of Jammu and Kashmir, who migrate
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from Jammu to higher regions of Kashmir in summer, get access to the
benefits. For example, we can have filling stations in the areas that are close to
the meadows in Pahalgam, Sonmarg and other areas. We can introduce an
aggressive scheme of solar lights for the benefit of these sections so that they
equally get the benefits and they are brought within the fold of these schemes.
Focus on the old age homes and insular minorities should also be there so that
they have the level playing field in getting the benefits that are provided in the

schemes.

Renowned social scientists in
different countries and institutions like UNHRC have made their observations
on the ill fate of our great nation. Hundreds of cases are pending in the
Supreme Court of India. The crux of the petitions are social justice and equality
before law. These points are going to be debated there. Let us forget all these
things and take the authentic report of the Minority Commission of Delhi. |
quote from the newspaper: “After visiting north-eastern districts and other
places, the Delhi Minority Commission said violence during clashes between
anti and pro-Citizenship Amendment Act protesters in the last week of
February was one-sided and well-planned. The Panel observed that the
maximum damage was inflicted upon Muslim households and places of
business. However, 2,000 outsiders occupied two schools for 24 hours and

indulged in rioting, said DMC Chairman Zafar-ul-Islam Khan and Member
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Kartar Singh Kochar who visited the violence affected areas on Monday and
spoke with the people. DMC also said that the Delhi Police should be held
accountable for letting the school be used by the rioters. Several eye
witnesses claimed that police personnel helped the rioters and even pelted
stones.” You do not believe me or you do not believe anybody; believe the
Minority Commission’s report. They have spoken like this. Is it not a shame for
this nation? | request you. You defended your case when we discussed this
under rule 193. You were in a celebratory mood but | am telling you that you
did a major kind of wrong-doing against this country. Even if this Government
takes deep bath in the River Ganga, | am telling you, the stain of the sin in your
hand and heart cannot be cleaned up. This is what is happening in this
country.

The Muslims are the biggest religious minorities in this country. They are
facing social inequality and security challenges. When we are living in India,
we should be free and fearless but unfortunately what is happening is this. We
have to think loudly about this. You are a kind-hearted man. | request you
because | belong to the minority community. Anti-minority legislations are
coming up. ...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : You belong to Parliament. You belong to the people.
... (Interruptions)

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER : | am coming to the atrocities. | do not

want to repeat it. Even the Supreme Court of India has said that we must have

a legislation for preventing this kind of a thing but they have not done that.
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Glorification of provocative speeches — whoever it may be, this side or
that side — | am telling you is very dangerous. The Government should not
support this kind of a thing.

Towards the end, | would like to say only one thing. This is not about the
minorities but physically-challenged persons. What is happening? There is a
Commission for that but the Commissioners are not there at the State-level.
That is one thing. The three per cent reservation for differently-abled persons
is also not being adhered to. There are many other recommendations but
unfortunately there is nobody to check. They cannot speak, they cannot write,
and they cannot walk. We have to protect them but unfortunately differently-
abled persons are not given justice. | humbly request the Government to do
justice for them also.

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" SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT) : Normally we have a
Tribes Advisory Councils (TACs) which advices State Government on matters
pertaining to the welfare and advancement of the Scheduled Tribes, CM heads
the body.

Gumudumaha firing is something that brings shame to the Government
and should be condemned in all forums. 5 tribals including an infant travelling
in an auto rickshaw were killed and seven others were injured in the firing by
security forces suspecting them to be Maoists during anti-Maoist Operation at
a forest near Gumudumaha in 2016. You reduce funds in Eklabya Residential
Schools but increase grants for Private institutions to run Tribal Schools to the
tune of 20+ crs per annum?

Also, when you talk about “Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas”, is there not a
concentrated effort to dilute FRA & PESA? Are not mining mafias sharing
stage with the ones in power. You chase Tribals from their homes and make
public hearings and PESA just mere obligations? There should be a balance
between growth aspirations and interests/ development of tribals.

The Forest Rights Act has the potential to secure rights and livelihoods
of at least 20 crore Adivasis and other traditional forest dwellers over 40 million

ha (50% of India’s forest land) covering 177,000 villages. As per report of the

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Ministry of Tribal Affairs till now individual and community rights have been
recognized in over 10-13% of minimum area, although the report is replete with
illegalities and discrepancies. Recognition of Community Forest Resource
rights is merely 3 to 5% of the actual potential. Adivasis and other traditional
forest dwellers have faced serious assault on their legal rights since 2014 as
the BJP Government has repeatedly set in place enactments and policies to
dilute FRA and democratic governance of forests as well as to encourage
forest officials to grab the lands of tribals and forest dwellers. At the moment
the Government is trying to use two routes — a front door route through
proposed amendments to the Indian Forest Act and a backdoor route through
the Supreme Court — to condemn crores of tribals and forest dwellers in the
country to destitution and extortion, brutality and eviction by forest officials.

On March 7", the Ministry of Environment and Forests sent a “proposal”
for amendments to the Indian Forest Act, 1927, to all State Governments.
These amendments give forest officials the power to take away forest dwellers’
rights and to even use firearms with impunity. This is a declaration of war on
forest dwellers and against the entire Forest Rights Act. The proposed
amendments to the Indian Forest Act and the draft National Forest Policy
proposed earlier seek to allow private companies to take over forest land in the
name of production forests. If these proposals become law they will be the
single biggest attack on this country’s tribals and forest dwellers since the first
British Forest Act in 1865. Thankfully the Ministry has now withdrawn this for

time being.
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Weak defense by the BJP Govt has led the Supreme Court passing an
order on 13" February 2019 for eviction of over two million Adivasi and forest
dwellers' families. The order is a major setback to FRA as it dilutes the spirit of
the law by treating tribals and forest dwellers as ‘encroachers to be evicted
from forests. After nationwide protests the Government was forced to go back
to the Supreme Court. But the eviction order has only been put on hold and
poses serious threat to the FRA and rights of tribals and forest dwellers.
However, in subsequent hearing on 6 August 2019 the Central Government
chose not to argue on the main question of evicting people, but instead just
pointed out that due process have not always been followed, in response to a
question from the court. There is a genuine fear that the Government’s silence
is a deliberate attempt to sabotage the Forest Rights Act and thus allow for a
mass eviction once again.

Forest clearances have got accelerated with alarming speed in last few
years. More than 57,000 hectares were cleared in 2014-2016 alone. Under the
law such diversion is only allowed with the consent of the concerned gram
sabhas and with a certificate from these gram sabhas that all forest rights have
been recognized. But land is being diverted for projects in many states in
violation of FRA and even in States where the Forest Rights Act has not been
implemented at all, such as Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand. Even forest
rights titles have been cancelled by the previous BJP Government in
Chhattisgarh in forests proposed for diversion. The Government has also

issued a series of orders intended to make it easier for companies to take over
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forest land. Orders have been passed to allow forest diversion for mineral
prospecting, forest diversion in areas without "tribal populations”, grant of
mining leases, creation of land banks, etc. without taking the consent of gram
sabhas and with illegal exemption of FRA compliance. Most recently the
Environment Ministry has issued circular on 26" February 2019 to permit grant
of “in principle" clearance without compliance of FRA and gram Sabha
consent.

In 2016 the Government passed the CAF Act without even mentioning
the words “forest rights." The new Act transfers huge funds-about 66,000
crores to the forest department and gives complete power to forest officials to
plant trees in people’s land in violation of FRA and PESA. The CAF Act
legalizes the large-scale land and forest rights violations (as CAMPA
plantations are routinely set up on community land), environmental destruction
(70% of CA is of commercial monoculture plantations), and massive corruption
by the forest officials. Moreover, the MoEF on 8 November 2017 proposed to
set up land banks in revenue forests for CA plantations, where tribals and
forest dwellers have got legal rights, in violation of FRA and PESA.

The Government has also made a constant effort to curtail the access of
forest dwellers to forest produce. In 2015 the state Governments of Madhya -
Pradesh and Maharashtra passed Village Forest Rules that empowered the
Forest Department to bypass the power of forest dwellers to protect and use
their community forests, and instead tried to bring community forests under the

Forest Department again using these Rules - which give the Department
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control over non-timber forest produce and the power to take back people's
rights at any time. Both the Central and State Governments have failed to
record people's rights and ownership over forest produce, haven’t remove
monopoly control over forest produce by forest department even though this is
required under the Forest Rights Act.

As Forest Rights Act faces serious existential threat it is worthwhile to
remember that the law was enacted in response to a protracted struggle by
tribals and forest dwellers of this country for their legal rights.

The FRA seeks to undo the historical injustice against forest-dwelling
Adivasi and other communities by recognizing their pre-existing rights over
forest land including rights for cultivation and habitation, ownership rights over
minor forest produce and other rights. The law recognizes equal rights of
women as well as rights of the most vulnerable communities of pastoralist and
nomadic communities, particularly vulnerable tribal groups (PVTGs), forest
villages and displaced communities. The FRA provides for democratic
governance of forests by vesting the rights to manage and conserve
community forest resources (CFR) in the Gram Sabha.

Maijority of the villages eligible to get forest rights are located in tribal
majority and poverty-stricken regions, and face conflicts over land and
resources, and are mostly covered under the Fifth Schedule of the Constitution
and PESA Act. Evidence from the ground shows that right holders have used
FRA effectively for ensuring food and livelihoods security, employment

generation, forest conservation, gender justice and forest rights of women, and
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land and resource related conflict resolution. Wherever FRA has been properly
implemented, remarkable achievements are observed in livelihoods and forest
conservation in thousands of Gram Sabhas across districts in Maharashtra,
Gujarat, Chhattisgarh, Odisha and many other places.

FRA is a potential legal instrument which can help meet India’s
international legal obligations and commitments to climate change mitigation,
AICHI targets under the Convention on Biological Diversity, and obligations
under universal human rights instruments such as the United Nations
Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (UNDRIP).

" SHRI RAHUL KASWAN (CHURU): The Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment is responsible for the welfare and empowerment of certain
disadvantaged sections of society such as (i) Scheduled Castes (SC),(ii) Other
Backward Classes (OBC), (iii) persons with disabilities, (iv) senior citizens, (v)
victims of substance abuse, and (vi) transgender persons. India’s budget for
the FY'20-21 is estimated at Rs. 30.42 lakh crore which apparently is 12.7%
higher than the revised estimate of 2019-20. The key focus of the budget is set
upon rural development, health care, educational and skill development. While
formulating the budget, it is important to keep a balanced and progressive
approach to strengthen and enrich the foundation of the nation. That being so
the Government has allocated a fair share of funds to MSJE for the betterment
of its targeted population. However, there are certain sections where more
funds could be granted to accomplish the objective of the department. The
Ministry is composed of two Departments: Department of Social Justice and
Empowerment, and the Department of Empowerment of Persons with
Disabilities.

The budgetary allocation for the Social Justice and Empowerment
Ministry in the financial year 2020-21 increased to Rs. 10,103.57 crores from
Rs. 8885 crores (revised estimates) in FY 2019-20, marking a remarkable
13.7% increase in the particular department, considering the 11% decrease in
the previous financial year. The renewed emphasis on educational

empowerment by the Centre with respect to the scholarships and fellowships

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for the SCs and OBCs students aims at building a caring society by attending
to the weak and vulnerable sections. The heavy allocation made towards
National Action Plan for Senior Citizens and National Action Plan for Drug
Demand Reduction ensured empowerment to the disadvantaged sections of
the society.

The DNTs are a heterogeneous group who face various challenges,
especially regarding access to caste certificates, health care and school
enrolment. Despite of Government overdrive in accumulating citizen's data,
this marginalized group has not been effectively reached out, The scheme for
development of DNTs has been stagnant across the years, except in the FY'
2020-21 where the allocation for Development and Welfare Board for
Denotified, Nomadic and Semi-Nomadic Communities increased from Rs. 0.4
crore to Rs. 1.24 crore. The amount of budget allocated to a special category
does not ensure their upliftfment unless the amount of benefit planned reaches
to them at the ground level. The Government should plan awareness drive in
every remote area and grant them with identity certificates to qualify and
quantify their future needs.

The fund allocation for Pre-Matric Scholarship for Children of those
engaged in unclean occupations and prone to health hazards saw a decline of
16.6% from Rs. 30 crores (RE in FY’19-20) to Rs. 25 crores in the current FY.
Such children form an important section of the community who should not be
overlooked considering their vulnerability and existence of social stigma. The

above scheme targets manual scavengers, waste pickers, tanners and flayers
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but is not expanding its reach to other occupations that are equally menial,
degrading and hazardous such as sewage and septic tank workers, who are in
dire need of State assistance.

As per the Standing Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment in
its 50th report to the Demand for Grants 2019-20 of DSJE, the crucial scheme
is not implemented well since majority of States have not identify the eligible
children under the scheme thereby denying them the educational
empowerment they are entitled to.

Despite specific allocation of funds by the Centre towards the most
marginalized section of the society, the State's contribution to this scheme is
under-utilized. Most of the States have even failed to identify their principal
targets, i.e., manual scavengers and there is no such data available to show
that any of the benefit has reached the concerned community. Regardless of
unprecedented deaths and accidents of sewer and septic tank workers, no
educational assistance is provided to the children of such workers, which is
discriminatory. Therefore, the Centre should ensure that, funds allocated for
these children by the Centre are efficiently utilized by the States. More
awareness drives should be conducted to identify the important sections
targeted under this scheme. Proper reports and data should be maintained by
trained supervisors to ensure that funds allocated are effectively benefitting the
children of those engaged in unclean occupations. The scheme should be
modified and should be inclusive of all workers with hazardous occupation

after due investigation and research.
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The budgetary allocation for Strengthening of Machinery for
Enforcement of Protection of Civil Rights Act 1995 and Prevention of Atrocities
Act 1989 saw a 12.6% reduction from Rs. 630 crores (RE in FY'19-20) to Rs.
550 crores in the current FY. The PCR Act imposes a statutory duty on the
State Governments to set up special courts, district level committees, appoint
officers and identify areas where people are suffering from the vice of
untouchability. Similarly, the SCs & STs (POA) Act, imposes exemplary
punishments to ensure prevention of atrocities and seeks to provide legally
justiciable rights to the victims. However, the indignities, harassment and
humiliations faced by such section are rising with each passing day and the
provisions of these Acts are sometimes inadequate to check and deter the
crimes to which they are subjected.

| would like to suggest that more fund should be allocated to this scheme
because, in the wake of increasing attacks and atrocities against the SCs &
STs, it is necessary to provide proper relief and rehabilitation of the victims.
Due to heavy number of pending cases, more exclusive special courts (which
do not exist in the majority of States) should be set up for speedy trial. For the
strengthening the enforcement of Acts, regular monitoring by skilled officers
with right aptitude and better understanding of the matter should be
encouraged. The Centre should lend its support for assisting the States to
achieve the required objective. For providing legal aid to the victims of the
atrocities through NALSA, by conducting outreaches and setting up legal aid

camps.
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The budgetary allocation for Department of Empowerment of Persons
with Disabilities also saw an increase of around 20%, making it to 1325.39
crore from 1100 crore previous year. The funds granted for the National
Program for the Welfare of Persons with Disabilities are appropriate, assisting
the disabled persons through the Deendayal Disabled Rehabilitation
Scheme(Rs.130 crores), Indian Spinal Injury Centre (Rs. 4 crores),
purchase/fitting of Aids and Appliances (Rs. 230 crores) and National Trust
(Rs. 39.50 crores) along with the welfare schemes like Scholarships for
students with disabilities (Rs. 125 crores).

The total budget allocated for the expenditure of autonomous bodies is
estimated at Rs. 465.52 crores which is enormous than previous FY’19-20 at
Rs. 282.55 crores. More emphasis is given to National Institutes and Centre for
Disability Sports (Rs. 100 crores), while the fund for the Indian Sign Language,
Research and Training Centre has been completely phased out. There has
been only a marginal increase in the allocation to Rehabilitation Council of
India considering its responsibility for qualified professionals working towards
the rehabilitation of disabled people. National Institute of Mental Health
Rehabilitation, which is a key body to be encouraged do not find any funds in
the budget. Given the alarming increase in the number of suicides and mental
health issues, substantial increase in allocation for mental health programs and
institutes is required.

Since Mental Health and Rehabilitation are essential areas for the

empowerment of Disabled persons, it is pertinent for the Government to
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allocate more funds (a) For mental health programs, counselling and
rehabilitation institutes, (b)For rehabilitation of disabled persons with rare
diseases. (c) For enhancement of Sign Language Interpreter Services (d) For
raising qualified professionals to guide and counsel the persons with disability,
in order to rehabilitate them (e) For introducing and ensuring that all persons
with disabilities access entitlement to cover disability related extra costs.

Considering that the overall scheme for implementation of the Persons
with Disability Act was altogether done away with in the BE of 2020-21, the
Demand for Grants for the Department of Empowerment Persons with
Disabilities should be substantially increased. There is a need for the
Government to allocate funds, (a) For the research of technology products for
the easeful living of disabled persons (b) For ensuring accessible environment
to transport and communication facilities, lifts, escalators and accessible toilets
in railway stations should be constructed (c) For the increment in the disability
pension that has remained at Rs. 300 for many years (d) For setting up training
and sensitization campaigns in rural areas where a vast majority of disabled
persons reside. The ‘Accessible India’ campaign should be extended even to
rural areas and not only limited to urban cities (e) For setting up a committee or
organization for ensuring accountability and monitoring of the financial
commitments. As programs get subsumed under the large schemes of the
Government, the data becomes invisible.

The Budget 2020-21 has given a decisive push to social sector with

enhanced allocations for welfare schemes. The Government has put a
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renewed thrust on fighting drug abuse, care of senior citizens and rehabilitation
of beggars. According to the Union Finance Minister, the Union Budget for the
FY’20-21 is inspired by three key themes: Aspirational India boosted with
Economic development, to achieve a caring society. Therefore, to accomplish
this goal, it is essential to offer equal opportunities to all the sections of the

society, especially including the disadvantaged ones.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, hon.
Chairperson, Sir.

Sir, | rise to speak on the Demand Nos. 92 and 93. | have already
moved the Cut Motions at Serial No. 1 and at Serial Nos. 3 to 11. One of the
main Cut Motions is regarding the disapproval of the policy, that is:

“Failure in formulating an effective policy for prevention of

desertion of senior citizens by their children and relatives.”

This is the Cut Motion regarding disapproval of the policy which | have
already moved.

The other Cut Motion which | have already moved, and which | would like
to place on record is:

“‘Need to chalk out a separate scheme for providing special

assistance for the skill development of Other Backward Classes,

de-notified Nomadic and Semi-Nomadic Tribes/Extremely

Backward Classes.”

The next cut motion which | have moved is:

“‘Need to provide infrastructure facilities for old age homes.”

Then, another very important point which | would like to highlight
is regarding disabled persons and for that also | have moved a cut
motion. It says:

“Need to launch special programmes for disabled persons so as to

make them self-reliant.”
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| have already moved all these cut motions and they may be taken into
consideration. That is my first suggestion.

Sir, coming to the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Social Justice
and Empowerment, if you examine Demand Nos. 92 and 93, the Budget has
given a marginal increase of 14 per cent in respect of social justice and
empowerment and 7.5 per cent increase for tribal affairs. The biggest increase
is in the sector of Scholarship Schemes for Meritorious Students of Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes. Here, the allocation
is a little bit comfortable. Last year, there was a decline of 11 per cent in the
allocation of funds as it was Rs. 8,885 crore; now it has been enhanced to Rs.
10,103.57 crore, and so, it is a little bit comfortable. | do appreciate it.

What is the main motto of the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment? | would like to submit that it is to build an inclusive society.
That is the sole purpose of having this Ministry. We have to have an inclusive
society wherein the members of the target groups are provided adequate
support for their growth and development. As far as the existing target groups
are concerned, if you see the Scheduled Castes, their population is 20.14
crore. It means that 16.6 per cent of the total population of India belongs to
the Scheduled Castes and 41.7 per cent belongs to Other Backward Classes.
That means, 58.3 per cent of the total population comes under the targeted
groups for whom we are giving Rs. 10,103 crore. This is the allocation which

we are providing from the Union Budget. We have to keep that in mind.
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There is a mandatory obligation on the part of the Government as per
the Directive Principles of State Policy, and especially Article 46 of the
Constitution is meant to protect the interest of the Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes and other weaker sections of the society. So, it is a
mandatory obligation on the part of the Government to see that these
marginalised sections of the society, especially the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes have to be protected and for that purpose, reservation and
allocation of money for scholarships are provided.

Coming to the challenges which are being faced by the Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes are concerned, the first point | would like to make is
regarding Liberalisation, Privatisation and Globalisation (LPG). Who are the
persons who are directly affected by LPG? According to me, the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes are the worst affected people because of
Liberalisation, Privatisation and Globalisation. You are providing reservation to
them in education as well as in employment. But if you examine from 1990
onwards, during the last 30 years of experience of Liberalisation, Privatisation
and Globalisation, what is happening in our country? There is no reservation.
The right to get reservation in education and employment is being taken away
indirectly by means of rampant and indiscriminate privatisation. That is why, |
am saying that disinvestment and privatisation are adversely affecting the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes who are entitled for reservation.

Then, atrocities against Dalits and marginalised sections of the society

are happening frequently. | am not going into those details. Many such
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incidents are happening in our country. Even in my State, in one such incident
that happened at Walayar, two girls have committed suicide because of
sexual abuse. But unfortunately, no action has been taken so far.

Sir, | would like to highlight one more point which has not been
discussed in this House and that is regarding reservation to the economically
weaker sections of the society. | do appreciate that it was a historic legislation
which was passed by the Parliament during the 16" Lok Sabha; the hon.
Minister has piloted the Bill and it has been passed to provide reservation in
education and employment to economically weaker sections of the society.
The guidelines have been issued by the Government of India. But if you
examine these guidelines, you would find that 99 per cent of the eligible
deserving candidates from the State of Kerala would not get reservation in
education and employment. | will substantiate it. It is a very important point,
which | am making.

The guidelines regarding the family income, area of land and residential
plot are not according to the States. So, | would urge upon the Government to
review and revise these guidelines. It is because if any person or a family
owns a property of any of the prescribed assets, he is not eligible for the
reservation. Having ‘five acres of agricultural land and above’, he is not
eligible for reservation. We agree. As far as Kerala is concerned, nobody is
having five acres of land. Having a ‘residential flat of 1,000 square feet and
above’, he is not eligible. Similarly, having a ‘residential plot of 100 square

yards and above in municipality’, he is not entitled. Then, having a ‘residential
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plot of 200 square yards and above other than the notified municipality’, he is
not eligible. In Kerala, with 2-3 sons, having a residential plot, he is not entitled
to have reservation according to the Economically Weaker Sections norms.
So, please review and revise the guidelines issued by the Government of
India.

There is one last point, and then | would conclude. We are having the
National Commission for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes; we are
having the National Commission for Backward Classes; and we are having
the National Commission for the minorities. So, | would urge upon the
Government to also have the National Commission for Economically Weaker
Sections of the Society belonging to general classes.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much.

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*DR. THOL THIRUMAAVALAVAN (CHIDAMBARAM): Hon. Chairman Sir,
Vanakkam. Thank you for allowing me to speak on the Demands for Grants
pertaining to the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. The objective of
social justice is to ensure equality for all. The Ministry is engaged in providing
justice and ensuring equality for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes,
OBCs, Women, Differently-abled and other sections of the society. But many
of our institutions including the Hon. Courts are engaged in making adverse
impact to the cause of social justice in our country. Hon. Supreme Court, in its
recent judgement, in the case of Mukesh Kumar Vs State of Uttarakhand, has
stated that employment is not a fundamental right and the Hon. Supreme court
cannot issue orders compelling the Union or the State Government to provide
employment. We met the Hon. Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment
Shri Thaawar Chand Gehlot and submitted an application stating that the
verdict of the Hon Supreme Court in the Mukesh Kumar Vs State of
Uttarakhand case is against social justice and will snatch away the rights of
employment. We requested the Union Government to file an appeal in the
Hon. Supreme Court against its verdict in the Mukesh Kumar Vs State of
Uttarakhand case. In the year 1976, a 7-member Constitutional bench, in the
case of State of Kerala Vs N M Thomas, pronounced a verdict explaining

Article 16 of the Constitution.

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Article 16 will have to be read as a whole and Article 16(4) is not an
exception but merely an emphatic statement of concordant principles stated in
Article 16(1).

The judgement said that Articles 16 and 16(1) should be seen together
and thereby making employment as mandatory. The judgement of the seven
member Constitutional Bench is primary, fundamental and strong enough to
put forth the case.

But since the recent judgement of the Hon Supreme Court has made social
justice and employment questionable, | urge upon the Union Government to go
for an appeal against the recent verdict of the Hon. Supreme Court. Moreover
a law should be legislated to protect reservation. | request that the law thus
legislated to protect reservation should be included in the 9" Schedule to the
Constitution of India. On the direction of Hon. Supreme Court, the Law
Commission of India prepared a draft legislation on hate crimes. This draft
legislation on hate crimes has been submitted to the Government. | urge that
this draft legislation on hate crimes should soon become law. Politics of hatred
in the name of caste and religion is being spread in the society. As a result,
hatred crimes are on the rise. | therefore urge upon the Union Minister to bring
a bill to check hatred crimes. After dismantling planning commission, NITI
Aayog came into existence. As a result Union Government gave up Sub Plans
like SC Sub Plan and Tribal Sub Plan. This has resulted in reduction of funds
to the SC and ST people of this country. | request that the Union Government

should pass a legislation in a similar way as passed by the Government of
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Andhra Pradesh. Due to the negligence of Government, honour killings are on
the rise every day. Hon. Supreme Court has even directed to pass a legislation
in this regard. But the Government is in silent mode. | urge upon the Union
Government to pass a legislation to check honour Killings. Post-matric
scholarships have been provided to the Students belonging to Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. Since the Union Government stopped releasing
funds to the State Governments in this regard, the State Governments also did
not pay attention. Similarly the opportunities to study abroad are also being
snatched away from the students. | therefore urge upon you to kindly continue
with the Post-matric Scholarship Scheme and the Scheme aimed to help
students to study abroad. | have one more point to make. Not only Dalits, the
supporters of Dalits are also being arrested and threatened on false
allegations. Those who were arrested in the Bhima Koregaon case are illegally
put behind the bars. Even though the Maharashtra State Government came
forward to grant bail to them, more shockingly, the case has been transferred
to the National Investigation Agency, NIA. | therefore urge upon the Union
Government to do the needful to get the Bhima Koregaon case closed and

release all those prisoners who are in jail.
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‘'SHRI JAGDAMBIKA PAL (DOMARIYAGANJ): The architect of our
Constitution, Baba Saheb Dr. Bhim Rao Ambedkar used to say that political
democracy cannot survive without social and economic democracy. Even the
former Vice President of India, Shri M. Hamid Ansari Ji had claimed inequality
to be the number one risk, threatening the basic, cohesiveness of the country;
which in light of the fact that the richest 1% in India own nearly 60% of the
country’s total wealth and the bottom half of Indians by contrast, collectively
own only 2% of the national wealth- makes it imperative on our part to remind
ourselves of the Gandhian Talisman and the need to wipe every tear in our
society.

Guided by this fundamental spirit of the Constitution and committed to
the welfare of weaker sections, our Government is working towards
strengthening social justice and economic democracy and to ensure ease of
living for the common man. To meet its goal of educational empowerment of
the SC population, a large portion of the department's budget is directed to
scholarships. The flagship scheme of the Department, the Post-Matric
Scholarship for SC students covers approximately 55 lakh students per year,
studying at the post matriculation or post-secondary stage, right up to PhD.
Between 2014 to 2018, 2,29,30,654 students availed the said scholarships and
an amount of Rs 10,388 crores was indeed utilised.

During the period April, 2014 to March, 2018, 8000 Scholars were

covered under the National Fellowship for Scheduled Castes scheme at a total

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cost of Rs.770.80 crore. An important act for protection and dignity of members
of SC and ST community is the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989, which has been strengthened considerably
by this Government, with effect from 14.04.2016.

There are more than 2 crore 50 lakh Divyangjan in our country. Our
Government is continuously working with utmost sensitivity towards their
empowerment and economic inclusion. Government has enacted the ‘Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act 2016’. Provision has been made for 4 per cent
reservation in Government jobs and 5 per cent reservation in higher education
for Divyangjan. In the last few years, over 6 thousand camps have been
organised benefitting more than 9 lakh needy Divyangjan with necessary aids
and assistive devices.

Under the ADIP scheme, grants in aids of Rs. 430.98 crores were
utilised during the 2014 to 2017 period, benefiting 7.03 lakh PwDs through
5265 camps across the India. During the given period, about 794 cases of
surgery were undertaken and all the cases were being extended post-
operative rehabilitation.

Moreover, for the empowerment of Divyangjans, the Accessible India
Campaign was launched by Prime Minister on 3.12.2015 for creating universal
accessibility for PwDs in built environment, transport, information and
communication technology (ICT) ecosystem. A web portal has also been
created in this regard, where people can upload pictures and comments on the

accessibility of any building.
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Under the scheme of Prevention of Alcoholism and Substance (Drugs)
Abuse, cost norms were increased by 30 per cent for de-addiction centres
supported by the department w.e.f. 01 /04/2018. Also, for the first time, a
National Survey to identify victims of drug abuse has been taken up.

In the 151% birth year of the father of the nation, Mahatma Gandhi, the
department is committed to correct the historical injustice and indignity suffered
by manual scavengers and rehabilitate them to a life of dignity. To this end, a
National Survey of Manual Scavengers in 170 identified districts of 18 states
has been undertaken, coordinated and monitored by NSKFDC (National Safai
Karamcharis Finance and Development Corporation) in association with the
representatives of state Government and social organizations. Survey Camps
in 125 districts have been completed and approximately 5365 persons have
been identified as manual scavengers. Manual scavengers identified in the
National Survey are being each given payment of One Time Cash Assistance
(OTCA) of Rs. 40000 and rehabilitated through subsequent measures. Further,
the NSKFDC will focus on areas of training, rehabilitation and awareness
generation. Also, the Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) program is being
utilized to train 10000 sanitation workers and waste pickers in safe, healthy
and mechanised cleaning.

Committed to the idea of “Empowerment not Appeasement”, our
Government is making intensive efforts for economic, social and educational
empowerment of the minorities. Employment opportunities have been provided

to the youth belonging to Muslim, Christian, Sikh, Buddhist, Parsi and Jain
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communities through programmes, such as, ‘Seekho Aur Kamao’, ‘Usttad’,
‘Garib Nawaz Kaushal Vikas Yojana’, ‘Nai Roshni’ etc.

Keeping in mind the objective of womens’ empowerment, for the first
time since independence, the restriction on women above 45 years of age to
perform Haj pilgrimage unaccoampanied by their male relatives has been
removed. In 2018 itself, more than 1300 women are going on Haj pilgrimage
without Mehram.

The Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Bill 2019 was recently
passed by the Parliament and received the assent of President of India.

The experiences of Senior Citizens are the Plethora of wisdom.
Therefore, to provide due protection and respect to the same; since 2014-15,
the Ministry has disbursed Rs. 190.62crores to 1595 NGOs towards the
maintenance of old age homes across the country.

Moreover, under the Rastriya Vayoshri Yojana, a scheme meant for
providing living assisted devices to Senior Citizens, a total of 292 districts have
been selected; assessment camps have been held in 52 districts and
distribution camps held in 39 districts, benefitting 43865 senior citizens. A total
of 99431 devices have been provided to senior citizens belonging to the BPL
categories.

In conclusion, to reiterate our Former Vice President Shri Hamid Ansari
Ji, | would like to recall the tablet that was affixed to the pedestal of the Statue
of Liberty and which is something in absolute consonance of the resolve of our

Government under Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi Ji:
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Give me your tired, your poor,

Your huddled masses yearning to breathe free,
The wretched refuge of your teeming shore,
Send these, the homeless, tempest- tossed, to me:
I lift my lamp besides the golden door.

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*SHRI BHAGWANT MANN (SANGRUR): Thank you, Chairperson Sir for
giving me the opportunity to participate in the discussion on Demands for
Grants the Ministry of Social Justice.

Sir, all Governments claim that they will do away with poverty. However,
Sir, no Government has been able to rein in the menace of poverty. Poverty
can be checked only if our children become educated. The poor children will
be able to come out of poverty once they get educated. There is a conspiracy
to deliberately keep the children of poor, the Scheduled Castes etc. poor and
uneducated. Leaders know that once these children get educated, they will
become aware of their rights by becoming officers. Then, these children will
not surround the leaders and plead with them for pea-nuts. So, quality
education is the need of the hour.

Sir, we ask the Government for employment. but, the Government
provides us food-grains as doles. These schemes are misused for getting
votes. Shri Arvind Kejriwal ji, the Delhi C.M. has uplifted the standard of
Government schools. Who takes education in these schools ? The children of
the poor, Dalits, rickshaw-wallahs. In Delhi, the Government schools have
96% pass result. However, private schools have 93% pass result. 1,35,000
students have shifted from private schools to Government schools in the last 5
years. It is because they have faith that quality education is being provided in

Government schools too. So, this process needs to be expedited. The

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standard of education of Government schools should be improved upon
everywhere.

Sir, sweepers and employees working under the Mid-day Scheme are
also poor. They get hardly 1600 or 1700 rupees as wages. Most of them are
working on contract basis. Their jobs should be made permanent or they
should get semi-Government employees status. Also, Sir, in Punjab, there is
an acute problem as far as pre-matric and post-matric scholarships are
concerned.

Colleges do not grant certificates and say that they have not got their
scholarship amount from the centre. Punjab Government says that the centre
has not given this amount. But, the centre says that they have sent the money
but the Punjab Government has misused it under another Head. So, the
Social Justice Ministry should keep monitoring the entire thing.

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DR. BHARTI PRAVIN PAWAR (DINDORI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | thank you
for giving me this opportunity to speak on this year’s budgetary allocation for
the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. | am a daughter of tribes and
this topic is close to my heart.

At the outset, kindly allow me to express my gratitude towards the hon.
Prime Minister, Shri Modi ji; hon. Finance Minister, Shrimati Sitharaman; hon.
Shri Gehlot; hon. Shri Athawale; hon. Shri Kataria; and hon. Shri Krishan Pal
on increasing the total budgetary allocation for the Ministry of Social Justice
and Empowerment. It is a matter of pride that our Government has
continuously increased allocation and ensured focus towards this section of
our society over the last six years.

As such, most of our Government’s schemes are meant for uplifting
weaker sections of the society. Awas Yojana, Ayushman Bharat, Kaushal
Vikas Yojana, Mudra Yojana and many of our schemes for our farmer brothers
and sisters are just a few examples. Having said this, our schemes in this
particular Ministry bring sharp focus on social justice, and equally importantly
on empowerment.

| want to focus on a few suggestions today. The increase in allocation
for Central scholarships under the Ministry to Rs.545 crore; the increase in
allocation for empowerment through education to Rs.3,742 crore; the increase
in allocation for backward classes to Rs.1,750 crore; and the increase in grants
in aid for States to Rs.7,697 crore is almost welcome. Further, | understand

that the National Scheduled Castes Finance and Development Corporation is
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investing heavily in skill development and its allocation has been increased to
Rs.180 crore. Last but not the least, through you, Sir, may | draw the attention
of this House towards increase in allocation of overseas scholarships to Rs.55
crore and the allocation of Rs.125 crore for venture capital funds for the SCs
and Backward Classes? Indeed, this is New India and it is aspirational for each
and every person. All in all, the allocation is the best it could have been.

With your kind permission, Sir, | want to humbly share a few
suggestions. Despite increase in scholarships, we still have unmet demands.
We must try and help the last person in the queue. Therefore, perhaps we can
think of two solutions. Firstly, can we also provide interest subsidy on
educational loans? Secondly, can we introduce some notion of candidate’s
merit in allocation of scholarship? This would encourage good performance.

Similarly, boys and girls’ hostels are a very important issue. Can we
provide either through this Department or through the MHRD, a larger scheme
for construction of high-quality hostels? It is fantastic that we have provided a
major allocation for venture capital funding. Can we also add venture debt
funding because this will accommodate larger number of beneficiaries?

Lastly, | feel that encouragement to work hard and to boost the
confidence in our weaker sections can do more wonders than we can think of.
Therefore, can we think of a communication strategy to build hope, confidence
and take all our weaker sections along? Can we do an allocation specifically

for such communication?
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Lastly, | would say that inspired by the ideology of Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar, the father of our Constitution, our hon. Prime Minister, Modi ji is
working for the progress of India, which has led to Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas
and Sabka Vishwas. So, | support the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of
Social Justice and Empowerment.

| once again thank you very much for giving me this chance to speak.
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DR. K. JAYAKUMAR (TIRUVALLUR): Sir, | thank you for giving me this
opportunity to register a few of my views in this august forum. | would like to
mention a few words about the National Commission for Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes. | would request the hon. Minister to make a note of it.
This Commission is entrusted with the job of safeguarding the services of the
SCs, their educational development, atrocities against them and economic
development. | have been associated with this Commission for a while. As far
as my knowledge is concerned, this is not an effective arrangement; and this
Commission is hardly doing anything. Even the funds the Government has
provided is also proportional to their performance. Only Rs.25 crore has been
provided in the Budget for the National Commission for Scheduled Castes. No
tangible benefit has come to the people. It is not because of the Commission; it
is because of the powers that have been given to the Commission. This
Commission can make only recommendation; it is not binding on anybody.
Therefore, any recommendation it makes is wasteful. Therefore, | request the
hon. Minister to kindly go for amendment of Article 33(a) for two things.

One, it should play the judiciary role, if at all you really want to make this
Commission work. Two, within a reasonable time, the report submitted to the
hon. President should be submitted to the House because, for a long time,
there is no report of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes furnished in
this House. It is submitted to the President. He has to circulate it to the other
departments with the recommendation only which takes two or three years. It

is a wasteful exercise. | strongly request the hon. Minister to take up this matter
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and see that the Commission is functionable because it is the core agency
available to address the grievances of the people.

Regarding the scholarship, the information has not yet been made
official. There is a scheme that is coming. | have gone through the draft of this
scheme. It is called PM Young Achievers Scheme. This scholarship scheme is
going to replace the scheme that had been brought by Dr. B R Ambedkar in
1944 fighting with the British in those days when he was a member of the
Viceroy’'s Council. In the present scholarship scheme which is being
considered, the students have to write one more exam. Already, five exams
have to be written by the students. This is adding more exams. Now, there are
seven exams.

Sir, regarding rehabilitation of manual scavengers, this time it has been
provided Rs. 110 crore and last time, Rs. 99 crore was provided. Every year
the Government is providing the money but there is no meaning in it because
in 1992 itself, this scheme was to be scrapped and scavenging had to be
stopped. There is no point in doing it every year. You give the money in one

shot and close the scheme.
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SHRI DNV. SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Sir, first | would like to
honour the contributions made by the great social reformers and those who
have fought for social justice, Dr. Sahu, Shri Jyotiba Phule and Dr. Ambedkar.
It was because of them that we fought for social justice. With our Dravidian
principles, during Thanthai Periyar, we had enacted the self-respect marriage
law in 1967 wherein marriage can take place without the help of a priest and it
was also enacted in Singapore, Malaysia and among Tamil communities but it
is yet to be enacted across India. | urge upon the hon. Minister to make self-
respect marriage law and enact it throughout India.

Our great visionary, Dr. Kalaignar gave a respectful meaning to
differently abled people like Maatruthirunaligal. | would urge upon the
Government to give the differently abled people and the transgenders
reservation in the government setup. | would also urge upon the Government
to robotise and mechanise sewage cleaning. Regarding bonded labour, people
who are rescued should be given more compensation and rehabilitation should
also be there. | would also like to reiterate that Kurumba and Narikurava Tribes
should be brought into the Schedule Tribes category so that they can have
much more upliftment in the society.

| would like the hon. Minister’'s intervention in a particular case of inter-
caste marriage which recently took place in Tamil Nadu. A police case has
been filed. The bride has been missing right after the marriage and the family

has been threatened and beaten. In spite of CCTV footage being available, the
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police are not taking action against Elamathi and Selvam. | urge upon the hon.

Minister to take immediate steps to rescue them.
