SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI : Thank you, hon. Speaker, Sir.

The Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports is giving cash awards to
individual sportspersons, after winning gold medal, silver medal, and so on, in
various sports events like Olympic Games, Asian Games, and Commonwealth
Games but many talented youths are hailing from rural areas and they do not
have enough money to buy requisite sports materials like sports shoes and
such other things. So, | would like to ask the Minister, through you, whether
necessary action will be taken to give cash incentives to those talented
sportspersons who play at the school level, the district level, and the State

level.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, the hon. Member has rightly stated that we give
focus to the rural areas. Under the Khelo India Scheme, when we identify
young players at a very young age and they are selected and admitted in any
of the SAl sports training centres, we provide them stipend. We not only take
care of their accommodation and other needs but we also provide facilities like
coaching and training; and on top of that, a stipend is provided to all the young

athletes who are identified and selected for the training camps.

In the last few months, we have taken many important decisions where

the young talents are being properly monitored and we are trying to increase
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the base so that we can sufficiently have talented young players in our training

centres.

SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI: My second supplementary is this. At present
only very few recognised national sports federations are functioning in Tamil
Nadu. There is no Sports Authority of India training centre in the southern parts
of Tamil Nadu. Further, there is only one Kabaddi Federation functioning in
Jaipur. So, | request the hon. Minister of Youth Affairs and Sports to set up a
Kabaddi Federation in Tamil Nadu, particularly at Erode district for the benefit
and convenience of the kabaddi players from the entire south Indian region
and also Sports Authority of India training centre in the southern part of Tamil
Nadu, that is, at Tirunelveli to enable more youths from rural areas to excel in

sports activities.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: | have visited Tamil Nadu twice. Traditionally, Tamil
Nadu has a great sporting culture. | have visited some of the centres where our
Ministry is giving funds. There are traditional sports also in Tamil Nadu, as the
hon. Member has mentioned. We are promoting indigenous sports also. In the
hill region of Tamil Nadu, there is a high altitude training centre. We are
planning to support that also. It is not that we are not supporting. There are
various other activities going on in Tamil Nadu. Tamil Nadu is known as a very
active State in terms of promoting sports. We will give further support to Tamil

Nadu.

SHRI T. R. BAALU : The National Council of Applied Economic Research in
its report has stated that every Rs.1 lakh investment in residential housing
creates 2.69 new jobs in the economy. Out of 2.69 jobs created, 2.65 jobs will

be in the informal sector and 0.04 jobs will be in the formal sector.

Another NGO, financed by the European Union, has got a survey done
and has reported that there are 4,382 homeless people in 15 cities, including
Coimbatore, Chennai and Madurai. The report says that three out of five

persons are homeless. It means that 60 per cent of the Indians are homeless.

In this scenario, what is the future plan of action of the Ministry? Is it
possible to provide home to all the homeless by 2022, as is envisaged by the

Government?

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, the hon. Member has raised two important
but separate issues. One is, whether the Prime Minister’s flagship programme
of Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana can achieve the target of a home for every
Indian citizen, wherever he or she might live, by the target year 2022. That is

one question, and | will answer that.

The hon. Member has cited one Study in terms of the job creating
effects of construction of homes. Sir, the Study that the hon. Member has
cited has actually relied on the employment data, where there was a

methodological flaw in terms of what constitutes employment. Sometimes, if
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you are in a construction job, it no doubt creates employment but whether the
employment is for 20 days or for 300 days is different. So, the Study that we
rely on is a Study which was conducted in the year 2019. The first Study,
which we have conducted, is by NCAER, which has been mentioned in the
written reply also, which shows that the jobs created in the field of construction

are as follow.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: It says that every investment of Rs. 1 lakh in
housing sector, creates direct employment of 54 person-days and indirect

employment of 108 person-days.

Now, if you look at the overall Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana, the scheme
was introduced in June 2015. At that time, as per the demand assessment --
which was done -- we would have to build one crore houses by the year 2022.
Subsequently, when the scheme was implemented, that figure was revised
upward to eleven crores and three lakh or so. By the month of December, we
had already sanctioned ten crores and three lakh pakka houses under four

verticals. The target has already been met to that extent.
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The operative thrust of the question, however, is on a property-less and
whether there is a correlation between owning property and poverty. | must
submit to the august House that the data on ownership of property and issues
of poverty are not maintained by us. | do not even know that about the State
Governments. What | can share with the hon. Member is that under two of the
flagship programmes of the Central Government -- | have already shared
information regarding the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana -- the earlier target of
ten crores has now been revised to eleven crores and three lakh houses. We
have already sanctioned ten crores and three lakh houses in that. About 62
lakh houses have been grounded and are being implemented. About 32 lakh
houses have already been handed over. So, we are well towards achieving our
objective. | correct myself. It is 10 million. It is 1.2 crore and not ten crore. We
have already sanctioned at the bulk of that. In the last meeting of the
Committee for Monitoring and Sanctioning of Projects, held in the month of
December, they have approved 6.7 lakh houses in that. We have had no
meeting since then, but by the time we have the next meeting, either towards
the end of March or April, the entire quota would have been sanctioned. | am
also confident that well before 2022 all the houses will be given to the

beneficiaries.

Now, clearly, under two of the verticals, beneficiary-led construction and
Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme, it is direct because a beneficiary either already

has a house which needs renovation or the beneficiary goes to a housing bank
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to get a loan as he has already acquired a property. But even under the
Affordable Housing in Partnership, | think, this will be completed within the next

year plus well before 2022.

SHRI T. R. BAALU: The Government is relying on the 2011 Census. That is
why, the figures are not updated. First of all, the Government should update it.

How many homeless are there throughout India?

| want to ask one specific question. The Government has targeted to
provide homes for 3.98 crore homeless. So far, for the past four years, they
have provided 91.86 lakh houses in rural areas and 32 lakh in urban areas.
The gap is 2.74 crore. Only two years are left. Within two years, is it possible to
see that 2.74 crore houses are constructed and handed over to them? It is all
depended on the 2011 Census. They are not updating the figures. How are

you going to fill up this gap?

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: The figures that | have provided to the hon.
Member relate to the urban sector. Insofar as the rural sector is concerned, the
figures are much larger and the construction of homes is also much larger. My
senior colleague, Shri Narendra Singh Tomar, will provide the answer. As far
as | am concerned -- the homeless in terms of beneficiaries -- the demand
assessment here was done by the UTs and the States themselves. It was not
based on the 2011 Census. Even today, this is a scheme operating under

cooperative federalism. It is the State Governments which have to do it.
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This data is not available with the Central Government. If the State
Government tells us that they need more, | would be very happy to give. Take
for instance, the Tamil Nadu figure in terms of urban sector which are the latest
figures which | have got. Under CLSS, the total is 42,113 and in situ slum
rehabilitation — 4,880, affordable housing in partnership — 1,50,423, BLCS —

5,75,798. So Tamil Nadu'’s total is 7,73,000.

Now if the Tamil Nadu Government tells us that their demand
assessment needs to be revised, we would react to that. But today we are
operating on a revised demand assessment which is not based on 2011
Census but is based on figures provided by the States and the Union

Territories to us.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, the Minister has mentioned a few numbers in his
answer but as regards one number, he did say that his Ministry does not keep
track of poverty numbers. But the fact is that we all know that the total wealth
of 63 Indian billionaires exceeds the entire budget of the Government of India.
So, the fact is that we are in a situation where 73 per cent of the wealth
generated in our country went to the richest one per cent of our population,
whereas 67 crore Indians who are bottom half of our population collectively

accounted for one per cent of the national GDP.

In these circumstances, it is very clear that the inequality gap between
the rich and the poor in our country can only be addressed by specific

"inequality busting" policies. My senior colleague, Mr. Baalu, asked about
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homelessness. This question is actually totally relevant because the argument
is that unless you equip the poor with the tools to break through inequality, the
kind of figures that | have given, whether its crores or millions, will remain an
issue. Your Ministry used to be called Urban Poverty Alleviation, the name has
been changed, but the question still is, to what extent are you going to do

poverty alleviation through your housing schemes.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, | would like to share some information with
the hon. Minister. Apart from the history of this Ministry which started as
housing and construction ...(Interruptions). That is a slip of tongue. He used
to be a Minister. He was a colleague of mine in the University. Let me not get

into that.

This Ministry started as housing and construction in Shri Mehar Chand
Khanna Ji’'s time. It went on. Poverty alleviation was one of the issues and
poverty alleviation continues to remain one of the focal areas. We have the

National Urban Livelihood Mission as part of this.

If we are to draw a co-relationship between different policies which we
are following and what was done earlier, let me give you a few statistics. In 10
years of the Congress led UPA Government between 2004 and 2014, the
entire expenditure on the urban space, which is the value of the urban
missions of the Congress led UPA Government, was Rs.1,57,000 crore. In the
five years of the Narendra Modi led NDA Government, the figure is six times

higher. It is over Rs.10 lakh crore already. So, let us not get into that.
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Insofar as inequality busting policies are concerned, | can give you the
figures. Under NULM, 43.7 lakh woman in 4.5 lakh Self-Help Groups have
been helped in skilling and employment; 3.4 lakh Self-Help Groups have
received a revolving fund; and 10.6 lakh candidates got skill training. But |
want to go from those individual schemes to the overall -- what is happening
and whether it is Swachhta Mission or Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana. The idea
is to reach the benefits of development to the poorest of the poor. Therefore,
when you provide housing to the Economically Weaker Sections or the lower
income group or the medium income group and you provide a total of 1.12

crore home, | think that is an inequality busting policy.

Over and above, what we need to do is this. Yes, the State is doing it in
a number of ways and inequality is being addressed. But the thrust of this
question is on property ownership. The measurements of property ownership
and poverty are done by the State Governments and not by the Central

Government.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, thank you very much for giving me this

opportunity.

The core of the question is housing project for the property-less. The
basic issue which we are facing is that though there are so many Centrally-
sponsored and State-sponsored schemes, yet for the housing schemes, most

of the people do not have the property to construct a house.

Sir, | would like to ask a specific question to the hon. Minister. In the
State of Kerala, we are having a Life Mission project by which construction of
multi-storied buildings are being constructed which are being provided to the
property-less poor people. | would like to know whether the Government of
India will launch a housing scheme for those people who do not have the

property.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, data on ownership of property or lack of
property is not available with the Central Government. What we are doing
under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana is to take the figures provided by the

State Governments and try and meet the demands of the State Governments.

Sir, let me share the figures with the hon. Member. In the State of
Kerala, under the CLSS (Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme) there are 13,443
beneficiaries; under in situ Slum Rehabilitation, the beneficiaries are 2118; in
respect of Affordable Housing and Partnership, the number of beneficiaries are
488; in case of Beneficiary-led construction, the number is 1,14,529 and the

total number of beneficiaries for the State of Kerala is 1,30,578.

Sir, my understanding is that these figures which have come and which
are the implemented figures for the State of Kerala, Kerala is slightly different
from the other States because Kerala does not have the kind of demand, |
suspect, under Economically Weaker Sections as some of the other States.
Therefore, this Private Public Partnership projects which the hon. Member is

mentioning ...(Interruptions)
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: It is a Government programme.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Yes, it is a Government programme and they
are free to apply for either a Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme, that is, interest
subvention scheme, they can go to a housing bank, get the loan, or if they
have traditional homes of their own, they can ask for a grant under beneficiary-

led construction.

Over and above this, if there is a new scheme which the Government of

Kerala wishes to propose, they can always do that.

Gandhi ji spent
the whole day in Ashram and planted a mango tree which is still thriving. The

ashes from the funeral pyre of Gandhi ji are also preserved there.

The Ministry of Culture, Government of India, had constituted a Gandhi
Heritage Sites Panel in 2006 whose Report identified 39 core sites and created

a Master List of 2000 sites visited by Mahatma Gandhi to be preserved for
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posterity. The Panel recommended the setting up of a Gandhi Heritage Sites

Mission and accordingly the Mission was set up in 2013.

The Government of Kerala has proposed a Mahatma Gandhi Smriti
Museum at the Old British Police Station, a protected monument at Payynur, at
an estimated cost of Rs. 4.45 crore. On this 150" Birth Anniversary of
Mahatma Gandhi, the Government of India may be pleased to given financial
assistance from the Gandhi Heritage Sites Mission to set up the proposed
museum at Payyanur. It would be a fitting tribute to both Gandhi Ji’'s legacy

(ii) Need to establish a Central Agriculture University in
Santhal Pargana region of Jharkhand

DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): Sir, seventy per cent of the Jharkhand
State’s population lives in rural areas and is primarily dependent on agriculture,
but unfortunately, the condition of agriculture is not good in the State. The
State lacks critical inputs such as new technology, good quality seeds,
research, and extension network to transform its agricultural practices in a big
way. The Government is focussing on agriculture in a major way; but we need

more support from the Government.

| would, therefore, request the Government to kindly consider setting up
a Central Agriculture University in Jharkhand on the same lines as is being
planned for Meghalaya. Both Meghalaya and Jharkhand have a large tribal
population and both the States are rich in forest and mineral wealth, but lag far
behind in agricultural production. It will be in the interest of the State if a
Central Agriculture University is established in Santhal Pargana region of
Jharkhand State, which is a historically deprived and backward region of the

State.
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(iii) Regarding establishing a Nepali Language Council

SHRI RAJU BISTA (DARJEELING): Sir, Nepali language is one of the 22
languages recognised under the VIII Schedule of our Constitution on 20"

August, 1992. Across India, there are over 1.5 crore Nepali-speaking citizens.

Even though it is recognised as a second language in West Bengal and
Sikkim in theory, very little has been done for promotion and preservation of

the language.

Even after almost three decades since the recognition of Nepali under
the Scheduled languages of India, there is not even a single dedicated DD

Nepali or AIR Nepali channel.

Academically, nothing much has been done to preserve the language.
Central Universities like Visva Bharati in West Bengal do not offer any course
in Nepali; schools in Darjeeling and Dooars, where majority are Nepali-

speakers, do not have proper teachers and study materials.

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): | would like to invite your kind
attention towards the Corona Virus outbreak which has been declared as a
health emergency by the World Health Organization. The Department of
Health in Kerala has taken all precautionary measures and multiple level
surveillance mechanism is in place. But the biggest impediment faced in such
disease outbreaks, which was seen also during the NIPAH virus outbreak, is
the inadequacy of virus testing facility in the country. Currently, for any
advanced viral testing, the only centre in India is the National Institute of
Virology in Pune. It is a matter of grave concern that there is only one
advanced centre for virology testing catering to 130 billion population of the
country. It is highly adequate in a country like India to have only one viral

testing centre and this delays the detection and containment of deadly
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infectious diseases like NIPAH, Corona Virus and other similar diseases. This
causes delay in getting the results and affects the strategy of containment of
such deadly infectious diseases. Hence, | request the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare to take immediate steps to provide funding support to develop
testing facilities in the National Institute of Virology in Alappuzha and Institute
of Advanced Virology in Thiruvananthapuram and make them centres of

excellence to tackle such disease outbreaks.

(xvii) Regarding MSP for Pulses and Millets

SHRI POCHA BRAHMANANDA REDDY (NANDYAL): My Parliamentary
Constituency Nandyal of Andhra Pradesh lies in a scarce rainfall area. The
Minimum Support Price declared for pulses and millets is not sufficient to cover
the production cost. In addition to this, the Government agencies are not
procuring the pulses and millets in a timely manner. As a result of lack of
procurement by the Central Government agencies, the current rate is Rs.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, |
thank you for the opportunity to speak on the Institute of Teaching and

Research in Ayurveda Bill, 2020.

This is a Bill that is both welcome and disappointing. There is so much
interest in our traditional healing system and it should not come as a surprise
to anyone because it comes at a time of unparalleled popularity and
mainstream acceptance of Ayurvedic practice, both domestically as well as

internationally, as the Minister has said.

From the perspective of market conditions, in 2015, the global market for
Ayurvedic products, according to our own Government figures, amounted to
nearly 3.4 billion dollars, a number that will nearly triple to 9.7 billion dollars by
the year 2022, growing at 16.2 per cent. In a recent report, the forecasts
predicted were astonishing. The sale of Ayurvedic products is expected to rise
three-fold to 8 billion dollars by 2022 from 2.5 billion dollars in 2015, and at this
time, an estimated 77 per cent of Indian households are using Ayurvedic
products. Similarly, the export of such products from India, on an average, is
about 780 million dollars a year, and is expected to grow by 20 per cent

annually.
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Sir, which State has been the engine of such remarkable growth and

expansion in the field of Ayurveda?

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Kerala!

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Kerala, of course! Well said, Sir.

The State harbours nearly 1,400 industries associated with Ayurveda,
which pull in a combined total of 37 million dollars and exports of 8.6 million
dollars in addition to an overall 10 per cent market share of the total Indian

market for herbal based products and treatment.

Now, as you all know, the origins of Ayurveda can be traced back to the
Vedas, starting from mentions in the Rig Veda and subsequently in the Atharva
Veda. The term itself derives epistemologically from the word ‘ayur’ or life in
Sanskrit and ‘ved’ or science, and, therefore, it means ‘the science of life’.
There is also a general consensus that the practice of Ayurveda was codified
in the three main cannons, the Charaka Samihita, the Sushruta Sahmita, and

the Ashtangahridayam.

In terms of its remarkable approach to treatment, there is arguably no
equivalent of Ayurveda in Western medicine. As many experts have pointed
out, unlike European biomedicine, which visualised and conceptualised the
body in the form of dissections, Ayurveda looked at the body as a series of
systems where the balance of the key elements was to lead a healthy life and

longevity. In fact, legend has it that the Ashtangahridayam composed by the
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famous practitioner Vaghbatta, reached Kerala sometime around the 6"
Century BC, which is 2,600 years ago, and it subsequently reached the
legendary eight Vaidyar families who, with the help of Kerala’s favourable
climate and abundant presence of medicinal plants, were responsible for

planting the seeds that today have made Ayurveda popular across the world.

Sir, Ayurveda is also associated with Indian nationalism. During the
colonial rule, the popularity of Ayurveda rose nationally, first because of the
fact that the British were indifferent to the health of Indians, leading to a poor
public health infrastructure and the outbreak of several epidemics like the
Bombay plague. This meant that traditional medicine was the only option of
ordinary Indians and so, Ayurveda came back into popularity. The second
reason, of course, was because of the most politically charged revival of
interest in our past that the nationalist movement evoked and that led to a

renewed interest in Ayurveda.

Of course, in the post-Independence era, under many Congress
Governments and others, Ayurveda has revived, and along with Yoga and the
larger concepts of India’s wellness, we have begun to see a soaring popularity
for Ayurveda, which is particularly relevant today when the world is paying
more attention to human wellness rather than merely the treatment of
symptoms. More and more people around the world are turning to Ayurveda as

a preferred source of treatment.
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At the same time, in these conditions, there are factors that continue to
pose challenges to our aim, to realise the full potential of Ayurveda. The first
of these is research and documentation, which of course, | understand, the Bill

seeks to address.

| want to tell you, Sir, that sometime around June 2018, a Paper was
published by Dr. Cyriac Abby Philips in the American Journal of
Gastroenterology. He is a liver specialist, and he talked about how the
consumption of an age-old Ayurvedic digestive, Dashamoolarishtam, had
caused a severe damage to his 40-year-old patient’s liver akin, he says, to
what would have been comparable to an unhealthy and frequent consumption
of alcohol. This article did a lot of damage to India and abroad. Many
questioned the safety of Ayurvedic treatment; many Ayurvedic practitioners
were not happy, but the fact is, whether you agree or disagree with Dr. Philips,
the incident nevertheless revealed the major weakness of our Ayurvedic

practice, and that has to do with credible documentation.

Just the sheer speed of how much damage one article and one peer
reviewed, a medical journal of repute can do against a traditional practice that
dates back 5,000 years is telling. The lack of credible documentation as a
concern may come across as a paradox to many because, of course,
Ayurveda has been gaining in popularity. But what is interesting is that in

western science, they say that ‘for science, you must have a clear diagnosis, a
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clear prescription, the prescription resulting in such and such results, you

document it, you show your research. That is how the science is established.’

Ayurveda is much more instinctive, rather like our ragas, where the basic
raga is laid down, and each player plays his own tune improvising from it.
Similarly, with Ayurveda, each individual Ayurvedic practitioner will treat each

patient differently.

We had a situation where a British Committee on Science and
Technology in 2010 headed by the then President of the World Federation of
Neurosciences, John Walton, declared in a special report that Ayurveda was a
system without any scientific basis. In fact, this Committee, in the value of
complementary and alternative medicine theories, ranked Ayurveda lower than
even hypnosis or crystal therapy. It took official outrage from the UPA
Government at that time, and presentations from a high-level delegation of
Indian experts before that Committee, before the latter was forced to see the
benefits of Ayurvedic treatment. We even had Defence experts from the
Siachen experience, going and saying that the Ayurveda was the most

effective treatment for high-altitude sickness.

So, these are the kinds of things we need to do to be able to document
effectively. In the absence of credible documentation, case-studies on the
proven benefits of the treatment of Ayurveda in specific cases, all it will take is
one article, one paper for the international community to dismiss Ayurveda as

a voodoo science; something all of us here will agree, it is not. Therefore,
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documentation must comply with international standards for reporting and
evidence based research, and that is very important when we decide what we
are going to do in this Bill and beyond, on strengthening Ayurvedic treatment in

our country.

But serious documentation is only one side of the coin. The other
important aspect that we do not adequately deliberate over is that legal
security and safeguards are not provided adequately to Ayurveda, and indeed,

to all forms of traditional knowledge in our country.

That is the ancient wisdom handed down over the
centuries if not millennia. 87 7 39T AT & WRAT &, and of course, it protects us

against common and even uncommon ailments.

So, we have much to offer the world through our traditional and diverse

resources of knowledge.

We lack a comprehensive system to safeguard those who have, over the
generations, protected and honed these resources and this is putting us as
disadvantaged in the globalised world. In fact, many of our indigenous
communities rely on traditional knowledge for their livelihood and their identity;
its misappropriation can prejudice their interests and rights. Ayurveda, for

instance, caters to nearly 65 per cent or 70 per cent of our population in rural
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India but nothing has been done to safeguard its practitioners and their store of
knowledge. In an age when biopiracy is a very real threat, the safety of our
traditional knowledge is not something we can defer but it has been ignored in

your Bill, Mr. Minister.

Contemporary scientific and technological advancements, when married
to tradition, promise great economic potential. That is why, other countries are
trying to acquire exclusive privileges in the form of intellectual property rights
over India’s traditional knowledge by those with very vague connections to our
knowledge. Seeing common Indian herbs patented in America gave us all a

major wake-up call a few years ago.

So, the intellectual property regime seeks to protect researchers and
innovators but it may do the opposite by privileging those who come up with
creative new ways of copyrighting traditional knowledge and exploiting the
discoveries of the ancients. At its very core, the concept of intellectual property
cannot be applied to traditional knowledge because no single person can claim
as their property something that is perennial, evolving and in its very nature

almost amorphous.

As one of the world’s oldest civilisations with a wealth of accumulated
traditional resources, it is our responsibility to do what is necessary to maintain
the integrity of our cultural inheritance. And if we do not take steps now,

misappropriation by others may well lead us to belated, collective regret.
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That is why, Mr. Minister, a few years back, | introduced in Parliament, a
Private Member’s Bill for the protection of Indian traditional knowledge which
provided custodianship of all traditional knowledge to either the State or the
Central Government, with such custodianship transferred to the practitioners
who could show their practices as distinct and exclusive. They were also
empowered to market their traditional knowledge as they deem appropriate,
ensuring that any commercial value in it would benefit the traditional

indigenous people of our country.

By design, my Bill was intended to protect us from foreign appropriation
and would have provided an opportunity for Indians to learn more about culture
and practices through a legally protected system. Non-custodians could work
with the original communities and communities who preserved it. You know,
Sir, we have the Traditional Knowledge Digital Library, a data-base containing
34 million pages of formatted information on some 2,26,000 medicinal
formulations in multiple Indian languages. This is a major step in this direction.
It has helped codify and classify our traditional knowledge so that others
cannot grant flawed patents under their system. Unfortunately, my Bill was not
adopted by the Government and it eventually lapsed. | do hope, Sir, that the
Minister will reconsider incorporating it in his holistic approach on Ayurveda, a
need for a traditional knowledge protection Bill in our country. We cannot

overlook that while we are discussing Ayurveda.
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Sir, | want to make one more point before | turn to the specifics of this
Bill. In the globalising world, it seems that there is a controversy about
Ayurveda. Many disruptive market forces have come in. There is a clash
between the purists and the new-age practitioners of what | once termed
‘Ayurveda Lite’. Now, what does that mean? There is no argument about the
increasing popularity of Ayurveda. Clinics claiming to offer ayurvedic treatment
are sprouting like herbs in places as far afield as London and the Italian
Dolomites, and ‘ayurvedic tourism’ is already a significant money-earner for
our national exchequer. We had a debate on tourism the other day, Sir, and
Ayurveda remains a major feature of it. We, in Kerala, have been advertising
our ayurvedic spas. Many five-state hotels in Kerala, which, a few years ago,
would have looked down at anything so desi, have, actually, cashed on the
rage. But, what are they selling? Tourist brochures often show a winsome
blonde being massaged by a lady in a traditional red-bordered white Kerala
sari, with jasmine in her hair and a brass lamp at her side. This is effectively
packaged exotica. It is not Ayurveda as a remedy for disease, but rather as
an upmarket beauty treatment, a relaxation cure for the jaded. A 5000-year
old science has become the diversion of choice of the era of the 15-second

soundbite.

The purists have been questioning and saying that this not an authentic

Ayurveda, Ayurveda is a total system of medicine, meant to treat the body and
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mind as a whole and cannot be reduced to merely superficial treatment. They

reject this ‘Ayurveda Lite’ as an abomination.

They are compelled towards the principles that originally inspire
Ayurveda. Of course, professional Ayurveda has also rejected the Ayurvedic
cosmetics industry and so on. You can argue that it is a good argument for
creating strong teaching, training and research in Ayurveda. But let me also

offer a slightly devil’'s advocate position. ...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member, your party is having two more
Members. You have exhausted 14 minutes. The time allotted is 18 minutes for
the entire party. Two more Members will speak from your Party. Mr. Shashi

Tharoor, you have to decide as to how many Members will speak in this Bill.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, | will summarize the entire argument to say that
as the tourists came, we should be prepared to compromise and we should be
flexible in our approach in generating awareness of Ayurveda. We have been
discovering that investment in R&D is not enough. It is a fundamental driver on
the deliberations of the future of Ayurveda and this Bill comes up short. As a
Member of Parliament from Thiruvananthapuram, | have continuously pushed
the present Government to establish a National Institute of Medicinal Plants in
the city so that we can establish my city’s and my State’s traditional expertise
on the subject, make the Capital city the focal point of cutting-edge research
and development in this field and sadly, despite repeated attempts, this

proposal has found no takers with the Central Government.
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Similarly, National Ayurveda University has failed to fructify. Both could
have taken us very far in developing our knowledge and expertise in Ayurveda
but there is a dissonance between the Government’s purported claim to
promote Ayurveda and the reality of its actions. This apathy would extend to
other aspects of Ayurvedic education and training. Some of you will recall a

report that . ...(Interruptions)

Between 2016 and 2018, the Ayush Ministry allowed 138 under-staffed
and ill-equipped colleges to teach courses in Ayurveda Science and Surgery
both at post-graduate and at under-graduate level. This was in contravention
of the recommendations of the Central Council of Indian Medicine which had
previously inspected these colleges and found them unsuitable to train future
practitioners of Ayurveda and that does not augur well. So, | urge the Ministry

that we should avoid such self-made disasters.

| also want to point out one more thing. The Bill fails to secure the larger

objective of promoting Ayurveda. ...(Interruptions)

The Statement of Objects and Reasons of the Bill state that the
conferment of the title of Institute of National Importance will be enough to
attain self-sufficiency. But how can the Government expect to cater to the
demands of our country’s 1.3 billion population and fill all the lacunae in our
present system by the upgradation of one university? You cannot promote the
quality in excellence in education, research and training which is the objective
of the Bill by awarding Institute of National Importance to one institution. This
results in the failure to establish a nexus between the classification made and

the object sought to be achieved by the Bill.

Unfortunately, one of the first ever ayurvedic colleges in the country —
the Government Ayurveda College in Thiruvananthapuram was set up in 1889
— a pioneer in this has been ignored, even though it is much older than the

Gujarat Ayurveda University. The fact is that it has not even been upgraded to
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university, much less being considered for the Institute of National Importance

status.

Premachandran. | would support that. But given the long history of Ayurveda
in Kerala which | am sure my other colleagues will repeat, so | would not say it,
there have been many arguments for taking the glorious traditions of Kerala

thank you very much for giving me an opportunity to speak on this Bill.

Ayurveda, as we all know, is very rich traditional form of medicine which
has its roots in India. | would like to quote the famous Saint, if not the greatest
of all Sages, from Tamil Nadu, Thiruvalluvar.

He said:

“‘Noy Nadi Noy Mudhal Nadi Adhu Thanikkum
Vay Nadi Vayppa Cheyal’

This means, for a doctor, fist you have to identify what the disease is.
Then you have to find out the cause of the disease. Then you have to identify
the treatment of the disease and give correct treatment to the patients. So, this
has been said even 2000 years back. That was the time when Ayurveda
system was prevalent all over the country.

Sir, Ayurveda literally translates to life science. It is not about medicine;
it is all about teaching you about how you conduct your life so that you can
lead a healthy life. Apart from that, the medical and surgical techniques were

used even 2000 years back. Even the modern forms of medicine had evolved.

Being one of the oldest forms of medical practices with great medical
and surgical knowledge, they have a saying in our place from where | come.

They say:

“Aayiram Perai Konna Arai Vaidyan”
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It means, if you kill thousand patients, you are half a doctor. But this is
actually a misnomer because a lot of people do not understand the exact

context in which it is said. It actually means,

“Aayiram Verkalai Kondral Arai Vaidyan”

Which means, if you kill thousand roots, then you will become half a
doctor. This goes to exemplify the essence of the medicinal use of herbs and
roots in the olden days. Thousands of roots are being studied by the doctors
where they have to analyse what roots are useful and we have learnt these

things from nature.

One of the greatest examples is, for snake poison, the treatment was
identified by following a Mongoose. When a snake bites it, the Mongoose goes
and rolls itself in some leaves and gets cured of that poison. So, this is the
basis on which the treatment for snake bites was identified. Similarly, we have
learnt a lot from nature. This has evolved over several thousands of years and

thus Ayurveda has come into existence.

A lot of people are under the impression that Ayurveda deals with only
medicine. But one of the oldest surgeons, belonges to our country, Sushruta,
who has written a book called, Sushruta Samhita which is available even now
where he explains in great detail about the different surgeries that can be
done. The common surgery used to be the Rhino surgery. A lot of people
might be wondering why Rhinoplasty surgery was so popular even 2000 years

back. Date back to our culture, whenever you had somebody who misbehaved
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and the people wanted to punish him, they used to chop off his nose. So, this
was a form of punishment which was there. If you see the Ramayana, even
Shrpanakha had the same fate, her nose was cut off. As there were so many

people without noses, Sushruta devised a procedure.

Even today, in plastic surgery, it is described as an Indian Rhinoplasty
Flap, Indian Nose Flap. This is very popular and Sushruta is considered as one

of the founding fathers of Plastic Surgery.

To that extent, surgical expertise of India has grown. Apart from
Rhinoplasty, they were also well versed with the art of treating Urinary stones,
where they used to do surgeries to remove the stones. They also used to treat
cataract. It results in blindness. They were able to treat that. They were also
well versed with the art of suturing the wounds. In fact, there is a story. | do not
know whether it is true or not. They say that they used to allow large ants to
bite the edges of the cut wounds and they used to chop off the heads so that
they stay in place and this was used to be the most primitive form of suturing of

wounds which was done in those days.

Ayurveda does not concentrate only on giving medicines and surgeries.
It also talks about prevention in the form of Yoga, meditation, nutritional
science and massages. But as these do not have any medicinal value,
probably these should be kept separately as preventive medical systems and

they should be working on that.
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| would like to concur with our hon. Member from Congress. He has
mentioned that by giving one particular institute, we are not doing any great
service to this science. | am aware that the Ministry of Ayurveda exists there. |
believe that, just like you have the Medical Council of India, there should be a
Council to be established which monitors the functioning of the practitioners all
over the country where they should be able to have some reports, if some
quackery or some other issues are happening there and appropriate action

should be taken.

Similarly, they should have journals, more number of journals talking
about the right medicines which are available and the new research which is

being done.

All these things should be incorporated in this form of medicine. Though
| am a plastic surgeon, | understand the value of Ayurveda and | have great
respect for all forms of medicines. | think that whichever form of medicine is
going to be useful for society should be encouraged, and we should patronise

those medicines for our system.

There is another thing that they talk about in Ayurveda. It is not just that
the medicines come in bottles. A lot of the English medicines that we are
consuming today have come from some roots and herbs that were used in
India and it was taken away by the western world, repackaged and sent in
capsules and bottles back to us. Further, | believe that for the preparation of

these medicines there are some texts that describe about what kind of utensils
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should be used; what kind of fire wood should be used to light up fire so that
the temperature can be maintained at a particular degree Celsius; and what
should be the distance between the fire wood and the utensils in which the
medicine has to be prepared. So, they had gone into such great detail to
describe how the medicines should be prepared also. This shows how
advanced our system of medicines was about 2,000 years back when probably

most of the western world was walking on four feet rather than two.

| would like to say that the Government should provide adequate funds
for this particular department to encourage more research. | am sure that we
could know more about medicines and gain more knowledge if we take out the
past texts, translate them and get the wealth of secrets, which are hidden in

those texts. Thank you very much, Sir.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Of-late, Colgate is talking about Ved-Shakti.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Thank you, Sir. | rise to speak

on the Institute of Teaching and Research in Ayurveda Bill, 2020.

Ayurveda is the world’'s most ancient system of natural healthcare, and it
enjoyed unquestioned patronage in the past. The world today recognises
Ayurveda as a science of healthcare while Allopathic medicine tends to focus
on the management of disease. Ayurveda provides us with the knowledge of

how to prevent disease and how to eliminate its root cause if it does occur.
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The Institute of Teaching and Research in Ayurveda Bill seeks to confer
the status of an institution of national importance to a cluster of Ayurvedic
institutions in Gujarat -- Ayurveda University Campus in Jamnagar. The three
institutes, which would be clubbed are the Institute of Post Graduate Teaching
and Research in Ayurveda, Jamnagar; Shree Gulabkunverba Ayurved
Mahavidyalaya, Jamnagar; and the Indian Institute of Ayurvedic

Pharmaceutical Sciences, Jamnagar.

Once again, it will be established in the favoured State of the Ruling
Party, that is, Gujarat. There are so many Ayurvedic institutions across the
country, especially, the J. B. Roy State Ayurvedic Medical College and
Hospital in West Bengal, which is one of the most prestigious institutions in the
country besides the Universities in Chandigarh, Bengaluru, Banaras and the
famous Kottakkal Vaidyashala in Kerala, which has branches across the

country.

| would like to know from the hon. Minister, through you. What is the
reason behind such arbitrary selection of institutes for granting INI? What
parameters were taken into account for selection of these institutes? The
institute that secures first rank in the field of Ayurvedic studies has also been

ignored.

The aim of the proposed Bill is to empower the institute into becoming

the most important Centre in its field. Why is such a step being taken,
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especially, in the State of Gujarat and not in other places where better

institutes of Ayurveda exist?

Now, coming to the other features of the Bill, firstly Section 5 (d) states
that : “The privilege to be enjoyed by the employees of the institute will remain
unchanged”. The Government must see to it that in case any difference exists
amongst the three institutes, then they must be done away with and there must

be a parity of privileges in the proposed institution.

Section 6(1)(k) states that there will be three Members of Parliament of
whom two shall be elected from amongst themselves by the Members of the
House of People. | would like to request the hon. Minister, through you, Sir,
that Government must make sure that one should compulsorily be from the

Opposition party.

Section 7(1) states that the term of office of the elected or nominated
Member will be five years but it is not clear whether he or she stands eligible
for re-election or not. So, | would request the Minister that it must be

mentioned in the Bill in order to prevent any sort of confusion in the future.

Section 8(1) of the Bill states that there will be a President of the Institute
who will be nominated by the Central Government from amongst the members
of the Institute. Instead of nomination by the President, provision must be
made for election of the President by the members of the Institution. This will

enhance and promote democratic ideals within the Institute. More so because
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he or she will lead the executive wing of the Institute and this must be an

elected post and not a nominated one.

Section 15 talks about the financial matters of the proposed institution
but there is no mention of regulation of fess that can be charged by the same.
It is evident that medical education in India is very expensive and unaffordable
for a huge population. Thus, it deprives eligible candidates from becoming a
part of the field. Thus, keeping this in mind, the Government must formulate a
policy to regulate the fee structure of medical education, not only of this

Ayurveda Institute but all other medical colleges charging exorbitant fees.

Section 25 reflects the overpowering and controlling nature of the
present Government. Thus, the ruling party, in case of any differences, the
decision of the Central Government would be final. The Governing Body of the
Institute having people holding high posts and great knowledge who would
always work for the development of the institution. The Government must keep
this in mind instead of stating that their decision would be final. As the party
does not give heed to the amendments proposed by the Opposition parties,

similarly it would not give importance to the institutions.

All the Members of the House are representatives of the people of India.
We might be from the Opposition parties but form a part of the legislative
process, and our right to contribute to law making is not being allowed to be

exercised in the way it should be. The House has become a debating ground
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where the final say is of the ruling party, and it is arbitrarily taken for granted

that the Opposition has nothing to contribute.

| would like to conclude by saying that in order to give Ayurveda the
status it deserves, intensive documentation of the currently available ayurvedic
treatments practised in different regions in the country and their
standardization is more important than the standardisation of drugs. The
former would contribute to consolidation of ayurvedic clinical experience and
improvement of expertise of the ayurvedic professional and the latter will help
the pharmaceutical industry more. This must be mentioned in the Bill in order

to ensure that such process is followed strictly.

| would like to request the hon. Minister to look into the grave matter
under which fake medicines are being sold under the name of Patanjali and
other brands endorsing Ayurveda. Serious steps must be taken against such

industries which are playing with the health of people.

Even to this date, there are numerous herbs and plants that are used by
the tribal population of India and are known to us. The Government must set
up a national expedition to find out these herbs that can play an important role
in curing severe diseases given the current scenario of novel virus posing
threat to the entire globe. India having eight per cent of biodiversity is capable

of contributing in finding out beneficial herbs.

Finally, | would like to bring to the notice of the House that there are two

greatly valuable and informative forms of literature on Ayurveda. Firstly,

Chiranjeevi Banaushodhi by Shibkali Bhattacharya; and secondly, the famous

film named Arogya Niketan based on the novel by Tarasankar Bandyopadhya.

Both are the great sources of information on Ayurvedic discipline. |
would urge the hon. Members to read the book and watch the movie to realise
its value and importance. | would like to request the hon. Minister that the
Books, namely, Dhanvantari, Charaka, Sushruta and Chiranjib Banausadhi by
Shibkali Bhattacharya should be translated in all the languages of the country
in order to make Ayurveda more developed. With these words, | support the
Bill on behalf of my Party and | hope the hon. Minister would consider my

points that | have raised here.
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SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Sir, | appreciate the
efforts of the hon. Minister, Shri Shripad Yesso Naik, to take up this Bill, which
is the brainchild of our hon. Prime Minister, to take Ayurveda forward to reach
the entire boundaries of the world. No doubt Ayurveda has reached the
boundaries of the world already and in the world, it is being practised in a
much better way than us. In Nepal, | wish to say, 80 per cent of the people are
using only Ayurvedic medicines and in Sri Lanka also. Though it was started in

India, yet it is a growing market in India.

Ayurveda is nothing but the ‘Science of Life’ and ‘Longevity’ which was
initially invented by Dhanvantari and we all celebrate Dhanvantari’s Birthday as
Ayurveda Day which comes two days before Diwali. | would request the hon.
Minister and all the hon. Members to name it Dhanvantari Institute of Teaching
and Research as he was the pioneer of Ayurveda. Let us respect the inventor

of this science, the Lord of the Science.

We wholeheartedly welcome the Institute that is coming up in Jamnagar,
Guijarat, but as many of our friends are aware that Kerala is the main centre for
Ayurveda, we should also have four other centres across India. One should be
in Kerala for South India and likewise, let there be four centres of excellence in
different regions. The science developed by Dhanvantari has been propagated
through Sushruta and Charaka. We have great Granthas —Charaka Samhita
and Sushruta Samhita. Maybe, the regional institutes can be named after

Charaka and Sushruta. We all talk of Tirukkural for good teachings and like
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that in medicine, there are so many Shlokas in Charaka Samhita and Sushruta
Sambhita. We should have these reserved institutes take up all the Shlokas,
understand the meaning and make the research so as to pass it on to the next

generations.

With regards to Ayurveda, | would like to talk about one of my real life
experiences. My grandmother had cancer and we took her to Sloan Kettering,
USA. The famous doctor there said, if she suffers pain after surgery, she will
live for one year. Otherwise, there are only six months. We came back. Then
we decided to go for Ayurveda treatment. Fortunately, Ayurveda treatment
coupled with meditation helped her; she is now 94 years old and she is still
strong. So, this is my real life experience of how Ayurveda has worked in my
own family. | want this course to penetrate in the society. We have to serve

generations and generations with this particular great science of Ayurveda.

Sir, we have two Ayurveda institutes in Andhra Pradesh, one in
Vijayawada and another in Tirupati. | request that reasonable grants be

sanctioned to them.

Sir, in my Parliamentary Constituency, | have come up with the idea of
starting a centre in each municipality for yoga and meditation in an area of
7,000 square feet to 8,000 square feet. These centres cater to yoga and
meditation requirements of the people. | now request, through this august
forum, the hon. Minister for AYUSH, that alongside yoga and meditation we

should have an ayurvedic outlet also in such units which will benefit the users
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of Ayurvedic medicine. Ayurveda offers people the most effective and the
cheapest medication with least side effects. Hence, | would request the hon.
Minister to support our yoga and meditation centres by providing ayurvedic
component under the Ministry of AYUSH in my Constituency. Sir, this is the

need of the hour. We wholeheartedly support this Bill.

Last but not least, Sir, the entire world is now adopting Namaste, which
is an integral part of Indian culture, as a form of greeting each other. Our hon.
Prime Minister has made a mention of this. | believe a day would come when
our Ayurveda will become the medicine of choice for the whole world. Thank

you so much.

Now, | come to the issues of Telangana. | would like to state that the
Government Ayurveda Hospital in Erragadda in Hyderabad is having a total
bed strength of about 100 beds and has average outpatients of 250-300 per

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funds from the Union Government. This hospital may be developed as an

Institute of National Importance.

| would also like to state that the Government Ayurvedic Teaching
Hospital in Warangal in Telangana is running with about 100 beds and needs

to be upgraded with other requirements.

Now, | will come to my Medak parliamentary constituency. The
Government Ayurveda Hospital in Toopran which falls in my Medak
parliamentary constituency is having a total bed strength of nine beds with less

staff and has average outpatients of 50 per day.

| request that under the National AYUSH Mission, steps may be taken to
further upgrade this Ayurveda Hospital in near future to help the poor patients
who are residing in the local area and who have represented to me several

times.

| request the hon. Minister of AYUSH, through the Chair, to kindly

intervene in the matter and do the needful. Thank you, Sir.

Madam, while reacting on the provisions of the Bill | have a mixed
feeling, both of happiness as well as sadness. Happiness is for the legislation
that is sought to be passed. It is a good thing that we are doing. Sadness is
owing to the fact that the hon. Minister has ignored the interest of the State of
Kerala. The State of Kerala had a very strong case for having this
internationally known Ayurvedic higher educational centre. There was a
proposal from the Government of Kerala to have a university at Kottakkal
which is the heartland of my parliamentary constituency. All the hon. Members
who spoke before me on this legislation spoke very high about my State. That
was really good to hear. If anybody, inside or outside India, thought about

ayurvedic treatment, their first choice is Kerala and Kerala only.

In that sense, Kerala’s case is very strong. Kerala is having a very

glorious tradition of Ayurveda.

Madam, we know ABC of Kerala. What is expansion of ABC? A stands
for Ayurvedic, B stands for Backwaters and C stands for culture. That is
Kerala. So, in that sense, our demand for a national institute is very important
and significant. It was agreed in principle and the Kerala Government had
included it in the Budget of 2015-16. The Government of India was also in

favour of it. But unfortunately, that has not yet been materialized. We all know
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that there is a tendency around the world to return to the nature. Ayurveda, as
correctly pointed out by my friends, is a Sanskrit word which means “science of
life’. So, | would like to suggest that development of herbal and medicinal plant
is very important since it is a vanishing kind of thing. We all know that
Ayurveda already existed in this country since Indus Valley Civilization or
maybe before that. So, emphasis on research and training on Ayurveda is
very much needed. Creative and innovative kind of things need to be further

strengthened.

| would like to say one more thing. There is a need for institutions for
Ayurvedic Pharmaceutical Sciences. That is an area where we have to give
more emphasis on. We have to give emphasis on other things also which is to
keep the originality of Ayurveda. It is very important. Quality and branding of

Ayurvedic medicines and its standardization is very necessary.

Another important thing that | would like to say is that damage created
by commercialization of Ayurveda is a very dangerous thing. We have to
ensure the quality of it. | feel that accreditation of Ayurvedic institutions is very
necessary. ...(Interruptions). | am going to conclude. Please give me one more
minute. We are from Kerala and it is a very important place for Ayurveda.

...(Interruptions). Necessity of R&D in this sector is very essential.

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SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Madam, | thank you for this
opportunity to take part in the discussion on the Institute of Teaching and

Research in Ayurveda Bill, 2020.

To begin with, | congratulate the hon. Minister of AYUSH, Shri Shripad
Yesso Naik, for introducing a Bill that seeks to promote the importance of

Ayurveda across the nation.

Ayurveda is a necessity, especially today, because of the rising
consumption of modern medicines that use chemical ingredients and
chemicals that are not familiar to the body. So, they behave like foreign bodies
in our body but Ayurvedic remedies are natural and familiar to the body. So, it

does not create any stress for the body to accept and get acted in our body.

However, | have some strong objections to the Bill. This Bill seeks to

merge three existing Ayurvedic institutions from Jamnagar, Gujarat.

The main objectives mentioned in the Bill are to: (i) develop patterns of
teaching in medical education in Ayurveda and pharmacy, (ii) bring together
educational facilities for training of personnel in all branches of Ayurveda, (iii)
attain self-sufficiency in postgraduate education and to meet the need for
specialists and medical teachers in Ayurveda, and (iv) to make an in-depth

study and research in the field of Ayurveda.

The main functions of the Institute include: (i)  providing for

undergraduate and postgraduate teaching in Ayurveda, (ii) prescribe courses
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and curricula for both undergraduate and postgraduate studies in Ayurveda,
(iif) provide facilities for research in the various branches of Ayurveda, (iv)
hold examinations and grant degrees, diplomas, and (v) maintain well-
equipped colleges and hospitals for Ayurveda and supporting staffs such as

nurses and pharmacists.

Now, each and everyone of these objectives and functions can be better
fulfilled by Kerala than any other State in India. Kerala has the largest number
of Ayurvedic Colleges and Practitioners compared to any other place in the
world and Kerala is, probably, the only State in India where Ayurveda is used

as a mainstream medicine.

Ayurveda has a rich history; originally shared as an oral tradition,
Ayurveda was recorded more than 5,000 years ago in Sanskrit in the four
Vedas namely, the Rig Veda, Yajur Veda, Sama Veda, and Atharva Veda.
Ayurvedic theory states that all areas of life impact one’s health. So, it follows
that the Vedas cover a wide variety of topics including health and healthcare
techniques, astrology, spirituality, government and politics, art and human
behaviour. In short, Ayurveda is a method of getting pampered and healed by
the best of what Mother Nature has to offer and if Ayurveda is called the
mother of all healings, then Kerala should be called the maternity home, not

any other State.

Kerala is one of the very few places in the world where an average

temperature of 24-28 degrees prevails in the rainy season. Our State
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experience a cool monsoon season with a very good climate throughout the
year. The rich weather, the pristine white backwaters, peaceful environment
and a source of wide variety of plants and herbs with medicinal value are
requirements for the practice of Ayurveda that Kerala offers better than any
other place in the world. The Trivandrum Ayurveda Medical College was
established in 1899. If none of these compelling reasons are still not sufficient,
out of the numerous papers published all over the world on the Ayurvedic

heritage and practices, Kerala has the largest number.

So, | urge the Minister to establish an institute on Ayurveda in Kerala
with national importance and acknowledge thousands of years of practice of

Ayurveda in Kerala.

| would like to first congratulate hon. Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji and
the hon. Minister, Sripad Yesso Naikji for bringing this Bill to further strengthen

the development of Ayurveda in India.

The Bill has been brought in at the right time in view of the rapidly
growing role of Ayush systems in addressing the public health challenges of
India; and conferring the status of national importance to this Institute will boost

the importance of Ayurveda in public health.

Madam, since | have been allotted only three minutes, | will just try to
make some suggestions, through you, to the hon. Minister. The Ministry of
Commerce has said that the total world herbal trade is currently assessed as
120 billion US dollars. India’s share in the global export of herbs and herbal
products is low due to inadequate quality control procedures, lack of research
and development, and lack of regulatory framework in the trade of medicinal

plants.

For development of Ayurveda and Ayush systems, we have to
incentivise and promote the export of herbs and herbal products. Secondly, the
dream project of our hon. Prime Minister, PMJAY offers a cashless insurance

of up to Rs. Five lakh for poor families. In this connection, | would like to
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suggest that if we could include AYUSH system of medicine under this, it will

give a boost to the Ayurveda system in this country.

Lastly, | would like to thank the hon. Minister for sanctioning a 30-bed
AYUSH Hospital in my constituency, Ahmednagar, which will provide
Ayurvedic healthcare facilities to the people of Ahmednagar as well as in its
adjoining areas. However, | would like to request the hon. Minister to increase
its capacity from 30 beds to 200 beds so that a greater number of people can

avail medical facilities.
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SHRI P. RAVEENDRANATH KUMAR (THENI): Madam Chairperson, | thank

you for giving me the opportunity.

The initiative of the Central Government to bring the Institute of
Teaching and Research in Ayurveda Bill is an effort to develop medical
education in Ayurveda, with a view to make it a prevalent practice across the
country. Our hon. Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji is promoting Yoga and

Ayurveda in our country.

As such, | congratulate our hon. Minister of State of the Ministry of
AYUSH, hon. Shripad Yesso Naik-ji, for having brought this Bill for

consideration in this august House.

Sir, the main motto of the Bill, as mentioned in the Statement of Objects
and Reasons, is to conglomerate three Ayurvedic Institutes in the campus of
Gujarat Ayurveda University at Jamnagar in Gujarat by establishing them as
one institutions, and to upgrade standards of Ayurveda with introduction of

various advanced courses in Ayurveda.

On this line, Section 12 of this Bill describes its major objects of
developing patterns of teaching, bringing together in one place educational
facilities of the highest order for the training of personnel in all important
branches of Ayurveda including Pharmacy, attaining self-sufficiency in
postgraduate education to meet the country’s needs for specialists and
medical teachers in Ayurveda, and making an in-depth study and research in

the field of Ayurveda.
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At this juncture, | would request the hon. Minister for AYUSH to upgrade
the National Institute of Siddha situated at Chennai in my State of Tamil Nadu
to the level of national importance like IIT, [IM, NIT etc., so that the Institute
can itself decide the eligibility criteria for admission and standard syllabus as
per national and international demand, duly ensuring the importance to every

student.

Apart from the above, | would also request the hon. Minister for AYUSH
to commence one National Institute of AYUSH at temple town in Palani, in my
State of Tamil Nadu. It is a hilly area where plenty of medicinal minerals and
herbs are available adjacent to my Theni Parliamentary Constituency. The
said place ‘Palani’ is the Samadhi Sthala of the ‘Bogar Siddhar’, who was one
among the 18 Siddhas, with adequate knowledge of Ayurveda medicine,

astrology, spirituality and yoga.

As an expert in medicine, he prepared an amalgam of nine medicinal
minerals using about 4,448 rare herbs. Using this amalgam, that is, Nava
Bashanam, he made the main idol, Moolavar, which is currently worshipped in

the said temple for Lord Muruga.

With these few words, | support this Bill. Thank you.
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Madam Chairperson, | rise to
support this Bill with a suggestion to declare the Thiruvananthapuram Regional

Ayurvedic Research Institute as an Institute of national importance.

Madam, India is proud of the fact that our country is having the origin of
Ayurveda, and the whole world is looking at India regarding the innovative

models of traditional Ayurvedic knowledge, treatment and medicines.

Ayurveda is a system of medicines, which treats both body and mind.
Therefore, it is the right time to give more focus to the Indian Systems of

Medicines, particularly, Ayurveda.

Ayurvedic system is a traditional medicine system in India, which is
widely practised uninterruptedly. Even during the time of the Buddhist period
in India, there are codified literatures dated thousands of years back. For
example, Charaka Samhita and Sushruta Samhita. These are very old
literatures, which were available even at the time of the Buddhist. It is the first
organised form of medicines on the planet, and continues to be a vibrant

system of healthcare for millions of people in the world.

Madam, what is the significance of Ayurvedic treatment? Fifty years
back, a majority or most of the deaths that took place in the globe, was
because of the communicable diseases. But if you examine the 2016 World
Health Organisation Report’ relating to mortality, you would find that 71 per
cent of the deaths are due to non-communicable diseases, namely,

cardiovascular, cancer, diabetics and related complications, and respiratory
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diseases. Non-communicable diseases kill 41 million people per year. That
means, 71 per cent of the death is because of the non-communicable

diseases. That is the recent Report of the World Health Organisation of 2016.

What is the significance and unique feature of Ayurveda? We have to

see it in that circumstances.

The ayurvedic treatment modalities has a great effect on chronic, non-
communicable lifestyle disorders both, in prevention and in improving the
quality of life of the patients. This is the uniqueness of ayurvedic treatment. As
far as the non-communicable diseases like cardiovascular, diabetes and
related complications, cancer as well as all these lifestyle disorders are
concerned, we have both, the prevention as well as improved lifestyle in

Ayurveda.

Madam, | would like to place on record the significance of Ayurveda in
my State of Kerala. My learned friends have almost cited all these things. The
State of Kerala is pioneer in promoting ayurvedic system of medicine. We
have five Government ayurvedic medical colleges and 20 private colleges. We
have the Thiruvananthapuram Ayurvedic College founded in 1889. In 1902, the
Kottakkal Arya Vaidya Sala was started. Most of the eminent personalities, the
then Presidents, Prime Ministers, were getting treatment in Kottakkal Arya
Vaidya Sala, which is 117 years old. It is having academic excellence both, in

theory and practice.
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There are two ways of ayurvedic medicinal preparation. There is a
metallic preparation as well as herbal preparation. In Kerala, we are mainly
depending on herbal preparations and, that is why, the side-effects will be very
less. That is the significant feature of ayurvedic treatment of Kerala. The
climatic conditions of Kerala suits for ayurvedic treatment. Kerala is preserving

Ayurveda without losing its theoretical integrity and pragmatic value.

Hence, Madam Chairperson, | demand that Regional Ayurveda
Research Institute, Thiruvananthapuram also be declared as an institute of
national importance. | also urge upon the hon. Minister and the Government
that a National Institute of Herbal Medicinal Plants be commenced in the State
of Kerala. If possible and feasible, let it be in my constituency, Kollam. We are

ready to provide the land for having such an Institute in Kerala.

Coming to the Bill, | fully support the Bill in having an Institute of National
importance in Gujarat. When we give preference to Gujarat, | appeal to the
Government to please have a look at the State of Kerala which is pioneer in

promoting ayurvedic treatment throughout the globe.

With these words, | support the Bill. Thank you very much.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, Chairperson.
According to modern Ayurvedic sources, the origin of Ayurveda had been

traced to around 6000 BC, when they originated as an oral tradition.

Ayurveda is a discipline of the Upaveda or auxiliary knowledge in the
Vedic tradition. Medicine is as old as life itself. Ayurveda is the system of
medicine that evolved in India and has survived as a distinct entity from remote

antiquity to the present day.

The Sanskrit term ‘Ayurveda’ translates to knowledge of life. Our five
senses serve as the portals between the internal and external realms, as
the five great elements of ether, air, fire, water and earth, the dance of creation

around and within us.

Madam, systematic development of Ayurveda started in Samhita Era
with oldest known manuscript of Charak Samhita. Subsequently, Sushrutra
also made a number of compilations. The text of Charak Samhita is a
transcription of classroom conversation between Atreya Punarvasu and his

students. This is believed to be written in 6" Century BC.

The basic question that arises is who is the father of modern Ayurveda.
It is Dr. Muhammed Majeed. He belongs to the place from where our great
friend Shri Premachandran comes. He is the world ambassador, also referred
to by many, as the Father of Molecular Ayurveda and Chairman of Sami Group

of companies. Dr. Muhammed Majeed is the native of Kollam in Kerala. He
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introduced to the Americans that Ayurveda from India can act as a complete

curative to their various ailments.

Madam, | support the institute being elevated to the status of national
importance. We would also expect that in near future, more such institutes will
be established throughout the country. Odisha has five good institutions
relating to Ayurveda and | would also expect that Odisha also gets adequate

support from the Union Government.

Madam.

There is a vast network of Ayurveda healthcare delivery system in
Kerala, and there is no doubt about it. In Kerala, every Panchayat has one
Ayurveda dispensary; in every taluka we have a taluka hospital; and in every
district we have a district hospital. So, Kerala has a wide network for Ayurvedic
treatment. We are giving equal importance to Allopathy as well as Ayurveda.
However, the problem is that the entire expenditure for dispensary, taluka
hospital and district-level hospital is borne by the State Government. The
National Health Mission should give financial assistance to the Ayurveda
Health Centre, taluka hospital and district-level hospitals. We can improve
infrastructure and other facilities of these hospitals. The problem being faced
there is that sufficient number of buildings for it are not there; there is shortage
of medicines; there is shortage of doctors; salary issue is there; and also

shortage of paramedical staff.

If the Ministry of AYUSH, Government of India gives special
consideration to Kerala and allots special assistance for improving the
Ayurveda treatment there, then it will be very much helpful for the people of
Kerala who are willing to have Ayurvedic treatment. The hon. Minister is very
much aware about the Kerala Ayurvedic treatment as also Homoeo, Siddha

and Unani.
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There are so many super-speciality hospitals and medical colleges in
private sector, and Government Ayurveda medical colleges are also there.
Santhigiri Ashram is also running a hospital and college, and Mata
Amritanandamayi Math is also running the Ayurveda college and hospital. Mr.
M. K. Raghavan also just now mentioned about Kottakkal Arya Vaidyashala,
which is a world-famous Ayurveda centre. These Centres should be upgraded
as deemed Universities. This will be helpful for the Ayurveda sector, the

students as well as patients who would get good treatment and good facilities.

Madam, | am concluding. | would urge upon the Government, through
you, that fund constraint is a very big problem in Kerala. This year, NHM is not

giving funds either for Ayurveda, Siddha, Unani or Homoeo.

The Continuing Medical Education (CME) programmes being conducted
by Rashtriya Ayurveda Vidyapeeth are the only faculty development
programmes formally available in the field of Ayurveda at present. The
programmes suffer from redundancy and repetition of material. There is no
enough emphasis laid upon instructional methods that are innovative in nature,
the examination and evaluation skills are criticised as obsolete, and the
research methods and research ethics need to be more thorough and have to
adjust to the needs of the present day. The way forward in order to help the
practice of Ayurveda in the long-term would be to also try unconventional
methods in the field, as a result of changing needs of the society, and not

wholly relying on traditional methods.

ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me

this opportunity to raise an important matter during the Zero Hour.

Viral diseases are very much prevalent in the State of Kerala. This may
be attributed to a number of reasons. We have a large population of migrants

in the State. Several Keralites work in other countries. Frequent travelling
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between different places can lead to exposure to different viruses and thereby
causing virus-related diseases. In a State like Kerala which is densely
populated viral diseases have a greater tendency to spread. For doing all the
viral disease related tests, earlier we were dependent on the Pune-Manipal
Virology Institute. The Alappuzha Virology Institute was set up in the State of
Kerala with the assistance from the Central Government. When there was the
NIPA virus outbreak in Kerala, the suspected blood samples were tested there
and now the blood samples of people affected by the Corona virus is also
being tested there. But the issue is that after the blood samples are tested in
Alappuzha Virology Institute, they are being sent to Pune-Manipal Virology
Institute for re-confirmation. This is causing a lot of delay for starting the

treatment of the affected people.

So, | would like to request the Central Government to upgrade the
Alappuzha Virology Institute to the standard of the Pune-Manipal Virology
Institute. The Central Government should allot a minimum of Rs. 10 crore at
the earliest for improvement of the infrastructure of this Institute, particularly

given the Covid-19 scenario.

Sir, the other point is that more than 500 Keralites are stranded in
countries like Malaysia, Philippines and ltaly. The State Government has
requested the Central Government for ensuring safe return of these people. |

would like to request the hon. Prime Minister and also the Ministry of External
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Affairs to intervene in the matter to ensure safe return of these people to our

country at the earliest. Thank you.

When this had happened and when this had been
brought up in the GST Council in 2017, the then Revenue Secretary had said
that they will be able to claim input tax credit and wheelchair prices will come
down. But now we see in the past three years that wheelchair prices have not
come down. So, you could please tell the Government to revisit this and to
remove the five per cent GST on wheelchairs, braille paper and implements for

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Sir, India’'s forests are

currently governed by the National Forest Policy of 1988, an update to which is
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the need of the hour. Key policies regarding forests and forest management
are either missing, delayed or left open-ended as of date. For example, at
present, there is no clear definition of forest that is accepted nationally and
States are left to determine their definition of forests. There exists no clear rule
regarding protection of untouched forests. This is the reason why, numerous
plots of forest areas are lost. Several Government reports over the past five
years have pushed for the involvement of the private sector in managing the
forests, this is a huge threat to the tribal population. Even though the forest
coverage area has increased since 2017, the same has decreased when seen

in perspective of tribal inhabited areas.

Thus, | request the Minister to come up with a Forest Policy which will
protect both, environment and people depending on forest produce as soon as

possible. This will help in preventing the indiscriminate fall of trees.

Madho Singh and his
son Kunjal Singh of Village Ghess in the District of Bargarh were hanged. The

history is very long.
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My submission is that the hon. Minister of Culture and Tourism should
take up this cause and give direction to re-write history and sanction funds for
protection, renovation and construction of many such heritage centres in the

District of Bargarh, Jharsuguda and Sambalpur.

Many Members have spoken here in this august House about the
safe return of Indians stranded abroad, particularly from Iran which is one of
the most affected countries in the world as regards Coronavirus. Several
Indians are stranded there. For the last 22 days or so they have been
struggling there in Iran without food and drinking water. They did not get food
at least one time a day. Moreover they were left with no option but to boil and
drink some substandard water which can only be used for bathing purposes.
These Indians are in constant touch with the Indian Embassy in Iran for getting
help to return back to India at the earliest. Hon. External Affairs Minister while
replying in this House today assured that all these Indians stranded in Iran will
be brought back to India. But they are still languishing there. Many Indian
students who were studying in Philippines are now stranded in Malaysia.
Moreover fishermen belonging to Tamil Nadu, Gujarat and Kerala are still
stranded there. | urge that Government should take immediate action to bring

back all these stranded Indians to India safely very soon. Thank you.
