SHRI TEJASVI SURYA (BANGALORE SOUTH): | would like to draw the

attention of this House to the recent controversies regarding censure of free
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speech by social media platforms like Facebook, Twitter, and their affiliates in
India. This poses a significant constitutional challenge not only on the grounds of
unreasonable restriction of free speech but also amounts to illegal interference

during elections.

Sir, Facebook, Twitter and similar foreign social media platforms claim
themselves to be intermediaries under the IT Act. However, the key element of
this definition is that the role of the intermediaries is limited to processing, storing
and transmitting data of third-party users and does not include intervention on the
content of the users. Therefore, Section 79 of the IT Act provides these
intermediaries exemption from any liability. An intermediary receives protection

that a regular publisher does not receive.

While this is the explicit spirit of the statute, the Information Technology
(Intermediary Guidelines) Rules, while laying down what sort of third-party content
may be prohibited by the privacy policy of the intermediary, go far beyond the
scope of Article 19 (2) of the Constitution read with Sections 79 and 69 of the IT

Act.

These guidelines are not only ultra vires the parent statute, but also
unconstitutional as the grounds they provide for are so wide that they will fail the
standards of constitutionality set out by the Supreme Court in Shreya Singhal

case while striking down Section 66(A) of the IT Act. They are problematic

because they empower private foreign enterprises performing essentially a public
function to act as censors of free speech without Government oversight, thus

effectively and severely impacting safeguards of fundamental right to free speech.

I, therefore, urge the Government to repeal such unconstitutional guidelines
and issue new ones to govern social media platforms, thereby protecting the
fundamental right to free speech of our citizens, especially those of the

nationalistic approach. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI C. LALROSANGA (MIZORAM): Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me

this opportunity to speak during the "Zero Hour’.

Sir, | wish to bring to the notice of the Government the urgent need for
carrying out its instructions issued nearly two years back to shift the unit of Assam
Rifles from the heart of Aizawl, the capital of Mizoram to their designated location

at Zokhawsang on the outskirts of the city.

The Ministry of Home Affairs, in their Office Memorandum to the Assam

Rifles dated 19" February 2019, had directed the oldest Para-Military Forces in
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the country to shift their units from the capital city of Aizawl to Zokhawsang by 31°
May, 2019. Regretfully, this direction of the Ministry has so far not been carried

out.

The Assam Rifles have been handed over as many as 289 buildings out of
327 buildings constructed for them for shifting their units to Zokhawsang and an
approach road has already been made for them. There have been undesirable
incidents in the past between the Para-Military Forces and the civilians in the
capital city. The tragic incident of firing on civilians of Aizol in 1988 following an
altercation between the Para-Military Forces and civilians are still fresh in
memory. Ten persons lost their lives in that unfortunate incident. These types of
unfortunate incidents should be avoided at all costs. There have been recent
instances of misunderstanding and altercation as well. These types of incidents

have to be avoided at all costs.

Sir, | would like to request the Central Government to positively ensure that
the units of Assam Rifles are expeditiously shifted out of Aizawl city to avoid any

possible friction and misunderstanding in the future.

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SHRI A. NARAYANA SWAMY (CHITRADURGA): Sir, | would like to speak

about the Corporate Social Responsibility Fund Utilisation.

CSR is said to increase reputation of a company’s brand among its
customers and society. The Companies Act, 2013 has formulated Section 135,
Companies (Corporate Social Responsibility) Rules, 2014 and Schedule VII which
prescribes mandatory provisions for companies to fulfil their CSR activities of two
per cent out of their three years average profit. The types of Corporate Social
Responsibility are environment conservation, diversity and labour practices. The
same is implemented even by the small businesses. One way to demonstrate
your commitment to Corporate Social Responsibility is to get involved with local
community, volunteers, go green, alternative transport methods, support the

development of employees and to execute the decision taken by the company.

In many cases, companies have failed to utilise CSR funds as there is no
proper way to inspect the same by Government controlling authorities.
Companies have practiced to evade CSR funds by not showing profits or maybe,
they will implement within their company premises or whatsoever. Due to this,
there is no significant development in the area in which the company is located.
They have to look after the environment, infrastructure, education and providing
basic facilities in their local areas. But they were not doing this and they simply
sponsor sports event or sponsor some other events and publish the same in their

annual report. This has to be completely stopped. A new set of guidelines has to
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be implemented so that the people of the local area get employment opportunities
and development of environment and also to provide basic facilities only. A proper
checking mechanism has to be set up under the Chairmanship of hon. Members
of Parliament representing Lok Sabha. Hon. MPs can review their CSR
implementation along with MPLADs. This will help the local people and local
Government to converge the additional funds available with the CSR. The CSR
funds accountability can be assessed locally. The CSR funds must be utilized
locally so that the local people get benefit out of everything. Like this many new
modifications of rules are to be implemented and the companies should be

accountable to District Administration or hon. Member of Parliament.

SHRI PRATHAP SIMHA (MYSORE): Sir, thank you for allowing me to throw light

on the plight of the Karnataka coffee growers.

My State, Karnataka, accounts for 70 per cent of coffee production in India.
This contribution is achieved by 3,50,000 coffee growers, out of which 98.5 per
cent of the coffee growers are small and medium scale growers. However, since
2016, the entire coffee-growing area from Coorg, Hassan to Chikmagalur is in

doldrums because of droughts, floods and landslides.
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We had severe drought in 2016 and 2017. For the last three years, we
have been reeling under floods and landslides. My constituency, Coorg, alone has
lost over 3,000 hectares of fertile coffee land. Now replantation is not possible
because the fertile surface land has been washed away. Whatever the little relief

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Recently,
Gurdwara Harmandir Sahib was granted the FCRA registration allowing it to
receive foreign donations. This is a commendable step by the Central

Government.

The Government should also grant FCRA permission to the Tirumala
Tirupati Devasthanam. The Temple is deeply ingrained in Hindu culture. Lord
Venkateswara has been worshipped for centuries. The temple receives anywhere

between 60,000 and 1,00,000 devotees every day.
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TTD’s multiple Trusts perform social welfare activities, like providing daily
free meals to 70,000 people. It also provides medical services like consultations,
and even free surgeries through the BIRRD Trust and the Sri Venkateswara

Institute of Medical Sciences.

TTD’s Trusts are running schools and colleges across the country where
lakhs of students are getting high quality education. The Temple Trust also acts
as a guardian of our rich history by preserving and restoring ancient temples.

These social activities are costing them around Rs. 3,300 crore.

Devotees of Lord Venkateswara who are living abroad are willing to offer
their services to the Temple through donations. However, their hands are tied

because there is no FCRA registration for the Temple.

Hence, | request the Government, through you, to take note of this request

and grant FCRA registration to the TTD Trust. Thank you very much.

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SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Sir, when we
are discussing the Major Port Authorities Bill, 2020, we need to take into context

the following points.

First, India’s rank has declined from 35" to 44" in the 2018 report of the
World Bank’s Logistics Performance Index. India is way behind Singapore, China,
Malaysia and UAE. In the other indices also, the average turnaround time across

major ports in India has increased from 59 hours to 62 hours since last year.

Second, the average output per day has reduced from 16,500 tons to
16,100 tons. The third point we should look at is the budgeted Capital Outlay on
ports and lighthouses for this year has declined by 75 per cent since last year

from Rs. 535 crore to Rs. 135 crore.

| come from Andhra Pradesh where Visakhapatnam Port’s traffic share
among India’s major ports has consistently declined from 2014-15. | understand
that there is a need for improving the management of major ports. The provision
of this Bill says that port authorities will don the role of landlords — a model widely
followed globally wherein the publicly governed port authority acts as a regulatory
body and a landlord while private companies carry out their cargo-handling

activities.

Principally, the Bill adopts a three-step approach to achieve its objective.

First step is through a Board representing the Centre, the States, Railways,
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Defence, Customs and independent members. Second step is by giving greater
autonomy to this Board to make master plans. Third step is by creating
transparency in the functioning of the ports through proper accounts which are

audited by the C&AG.

The problem with the implementation of this Bill is related to clause 2 of
Section 22; clause 3 of Section 22; and clause 2 of Section 25 and Section 26.
Basically, it is literally taking away the involvement of the State Government with
the Central Government wherein the Board can actually decide on development
of the port’s master plan and everything. It cannot create an island just by port
itself unless we create some sort of a connection through Railways or electricity
which has to come through the States. So, we have to take the States’ interest
also into consideration. Not only that, even the fishermen also need to be kept in
mind because the inland waterways are also developed by the Ports Trust. So,
the fishermen and the communities which are dependent on the inland waterways
have to be taken into consideration. Just because they are not at the port, they
are outside the port, we cannot say that they are not related to it. It has to be

taken into consideration.

Regarding Visakhapatnam Port in Andhra Pradesh, the turnaround time
has increased in the financial year 2019 because of the unavailability of the train
rakes during peak season. We can request the Government to look into this and

give the train rakes. Connectivity can be further enhanced by connecting ports to

the inland waterways. A pilot project can be taken up by the Government in

Visakhapatnam under the Sagarmala Project.

Another problem that Visakhapatnam Port faces is that it handles 75 per
cent of India’s dangerous chemical cargos including Ammonium Nitrate. Even as
we are speaking, 40,000 tons of Ammonium Nitrate is waiting to enter the port
which is 13 times the amount of what exploded in Beirut. | have already made the
request with our MoS for Home Affairs, Mr. G. Kishan Reddy Garu and he has

already promised to look into it.

| am confident that the Central Government will take note of our suggestion
and undertake a positive review of the key performance indicators of the major

port.

We as the YSR Congress Party repeat our support for this Bill. We hope
that reformed management of the ports will also improve the infrastructure and
operational efficiency by taking into consideration the local people and the

fishermen communities.

2019. The House was dissolved and again, in March, 2020, this Bill had been
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introduced. At the time of introduction, | had also raised certain issues, which

have not been considered as yet.

The first Amendment that | want to propose before this Government, in this
House, is that the composition of the Board of Major Port Authority -- constituted
under Clause 3 of the Bill -- is heavily in favour of private persons. Besides, the

States have been given very little representation in the Board.

Therefore, | am proposing that a Member of each House of Parliament

should be represented on the Board from all the States which have major ports.
