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(viii) Regarding educating women on financial matters

SHRIMATI MEENAKASHI LEKHI (NEW DELHI): In the present age, true
empowerment of women can be achieved not just through literacy but also financial
literacy. Financial literacy ensures that women have a say in financial matters of the
family, provides them access to loans, an understanding of various other financial
products and finally, make them financially independent. According to the National
Strategy for Financial Education (NSFE) survey conducted in 2019 by RBI, women
fared lower compared to men in financial literacy. 21 per cent women crossed the
minimum threshold score compared to 29 per cent men. Moreover, homemakers
fared the second lowest among various professions in the percentage of people
crossing the minimum score (16%) only ahead of agricultural workers (13%).
Therefore, the Government must streamline its efforts towards educating women
on financial matters. This would not just ensure gender equality but also expand

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(xiv) Regarding Angamali-Sabarimala Railway Project

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The Angamali-Sabarimala Railway Project in
Kerala, aimed at putting the hill shrine ‘Sabarimala’ into the Indian railway network,
has been a topic of concern in Kerala. Earlier, the Railways had decided to keep
the project in abeyance and not infuse fresh funds. Further, the hon. Railway
Minister had asked the State of Kerala to contribute 50 per cent of the project cost
as it is not feasible for the railways to take the project forward solely with the
railway funds.

KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): The Kodungaiyur dumping
yard is the largest solid waste dump in the city of Chennai. From a small patch of
land, the dump yard has grown rapidly over the last two decades, to the point
where it now accommodates mixed garbage from 7 out of 10 corporation zones.
The living conditions for residents living in the vicinity of the dump are miserable.
The constantly smouldering garbage dump releases a shroud of toxic smoke that is
blamed for the rampant health problems in the neighbourhood. Local residents are
frustrated that years of petitioning, protesting and meeting officials have brought no
respite. On 23rd August, 2006, an air sample was taken inside the dumping ground
that revealed the presence of 9 toxic chemicals including 3 carcinogens.
Unfortunately, my constituency has Kodungaiyur dumping yard which is causing
severe health hazard. |, therefore, request the Union Government to set up a Bio-

Mining and possibly power generation from the waste.

SHRI BALASHOWRY VALLABHANENI (MACHILIPATNAM): | welcome GOl’s
announcement of setting up of 27 integrated cold chain facilities in various States
under PMKSY for food processing sector.
