Minister is: what measures has he
taken to fill the gap between privileged and under-privileged children so as to
get the same education and also to overcome network issues?

what about the under-privileged children? So, the under-privileged children
were served by small mohalla schools with only 20 students or 10 students.
How they came ...(Interruptions)

So, everybody was covered. The whole education system was intact and
we have made very many new efforts in the field of information and
broadcasting. | can tell you, we have now 34 educational channels -- 22 for
higher education and 12 for school education. We also have DIKSHA platform
on which teachers generate their content and put it on the website. There is
tremendous activity on the DIKSHA platform and through DIKSHA, we have
millions of lectures from various teachers ...(Interruptions)

States have also done and mastered the art and have presented good
lessons in all languages and these are available through QR codes. So, this is
also an important step that India has taken. There are 34 educational
channels. Even YouTube, Jio, Zee TV, Tata Sky — these are also the platforms
which were broadcasting all these channels. So, in India, despite the
pandemic, nobody was deprived of education, which includes online education.
Where there was nothing, there were practical mohalla schools

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SHRI PRATHAP SIMHA : Sir, not all children have necessary knowledge,
skills and resources to keep themselves safe online. ...(Interruptions)
Spending more time on virtual platforms can leave the children vulnerable to
possible online exploitation. ...(Interruptions) So, | would like to ask the hon.
Minister as to what are the measures that have been taken by the Government
to keep the children safe from such exploitation. ...(Interruptions)

Sir, with the presence of two vaccines now in our country, are the
schools going to restart anytime soon? ...(Interruptions)
SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Sir, many States have taken the initiative and
have started schools for Standards 5 to 9 and maybe colleges have also
started. ...(Interruptions) But that depends upon each State. ...(Interruptions)
What is important is, we, as Government have given directions after very
detailed deliberations to all the States that for children up to the age of 7, the
online teaching should be done only for 30 minutes per day, for children
between the age group of 7 to 10 years, the teaching will be only for one hour
per day and for children between the age group of 10 to 20, online teaching will
be for more duration. ...(Interruptions) So, all directions have been issued and
accordingly education has reached everywhere; practically there is no gap now
because those who do not have even television access, they were provided
mohalla access and teachers went door-to-door physically and taught the

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(xiv) Regarding problems being faced by textile and hosiery industry.

SHRI RAVNEET SINGH (LUDHIANA): The textile and hosiery industry in the
country is extremely concerned about the ever-increasing prices of yarn
bringing the industry on the verge of closure. The fabric and garment industries
are predominantly in the MSME segment and are labour-intensive, employing
lakhs of workers. There is undue increase in the prices of all types of yarns
such as cotton, polyester, poly cotton etc. Garment exports to Europe and USA
are less than half compared to last year. In spite of that, there was shortage of
yarns and unreasonable price increase in the last few months. This is because
basic cotton yarns are being exported to Bangladesh and China in large
quantities and for Indian market, they have made a cartel with the traders to
increase the prices. The Government need to ban/disincentivize the export of

yarn or fix a quota of export of cotton yarn to help the domestic manufacturers.
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(xv) Regarding review of existing breakwater at Muthalappozhi fishing
harbour in Thiruvananthapuram in Kerala

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH (ATTINGAL): The continuous accidents occurring
at Muthalappozhi fishing harbour in Thiruvanathapuram district in Kerala is a
matter which requires urgent attention of the Government. During the last six
years, around 50 fishermen lost their lives and many boats were destroyed by
the strange wave pattern in Muthalappozhi fishing harbour. The recurring
accidents are happening due to faulty construction of the breakwater which
has transformed the water flow in a big way. The local people and fishermen
are alleging that the unscientific construction of pulimuttu is the main reason
for accidents here. Ever since the construction of the breakwater, fishermen
have been demanding a review of this project. It is necessary to conduct a
scientific study and take corrective measures to avoid further tragedies here. |
request the Government to consider this matter on priority and take necessary

action at the earliest.
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(xvi) Regarding opening of a CGHS Wellness Centre in Coimbatore.

SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI (ERODE): Coimbatore city is the second biggest
city next to the State capital of Chennai where all the Central Government
Departments and State Government Departments are functioning. So, the
Government employees and retired personnel are facing a lot of difficulties
without a CGHS facility in Coimbatore. For any kind of treatment, they have to
travel to Chennai which is very far away.

Further, the CGHS facility should be extended to Taluk level also to meet
the urgent needs of the patients with the availability of medical staff, doctors,
drugs/medicines and other infrastructure. This is also needed for the benefit of
pensioners and the dependents who are living in the remote areas. All the
medicines/drugs should be made available all the times without a local
purchase from private for treatment. Action may also be taken to increase the
present CGHS rates for various package treatments. Private multi-speciality
hospitals will also give their willingness readily for empanelment of their
hospitals as a result thereof.

Hence, | urge upon the Union Government to open a CGHS Wellness
Centre either in Coimbatore or its adjacent city of Erode to cater to the welfare
of serving Government employees, pensioners, judges, parliamentarians, ex-

parliamentarians and senior citizens.
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(xvii) Regarding immediate resolution of farmers’ issues

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): More than 21 protesters are still missing
since the Republic Day tractor rally violence, and cases have been registered
against 125 farmers so far. The Samyukt Kisan Morcha (SKM), a coalition of
farmer unions, in a press statement said that the information compiled by them
had put the number of missing persons at 21, and First Information Reports
had been registered against 125 farmers. The Government’s efforts to
suppress the voice of disagreement continue. Along with the agitating farmers,
media persons and local people are facing a lot of trouble due to internet ban.
Especially students are facing a big problem as their examinations are coming
soon.

On the one side, the Government propagates the plans like Digital India,
but on the other hand, the people of the country are being deprived of the
internet. Those who are showing solidarity with the farmers are allegedly being
trolled on social media, which is condemnable. The call has been given to
register a strong protest against the alleged conspiracy hatched by the Centre
to defame the peaceful farmers’ movement by engineering violence on the
Republic Day.

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(xviii) Regarding redevelopment of building in the land under
the National Textile Industry, Mumbai.

SHRI ARVIND SAWANT (MUMBAI SOUTH): Mumbai was the hub of Textile
Industry and this city was vibrant because of the Textile Industry. Of late, the
textile industry has almost been closed down and some of the mills have been
acquired by the NTC. At present, on the land of the NTC, there are chawls
which were built for textile workers. At the same time, there are chawls which
are private, but on the land of the NTC. These buildings are now around 100
years old and are in a dilapidated condition but NTC neither gives them the
permission to redevelop nor do they develop themselves, thereby causing
severe threat to the lives of the people who are residing in these buildings.

Earlier NTC had made some joint ventures like one with Bhaskar Group
and allotted the entire land of India United Mills No.1 to the Bhaskar Group but
neither Bhaskar Group nor NTC is redeveloping the residential building
existing on this land which is ground plus five storied building without lift and is
in a dilapidated condition. There are other buildings also like Digvijay Mill
building.

Not only this, a private builder has constructed a tower in the NTC’s
Kohinoor Mill at Dadar. When NTC can enter into Joint Venture and allow
private builder to construct the building within their premises at Dadar (East),
why do they not safeguard the lives of the people who are residing in these

dilapidated buildings/chawls on the land of the NTC? Therefore, | demand
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immediate action to be taken by the Government, Textile Ministry and NTC to
save the lives of the people who are residing in these dilapidated buildings by
either redeveloping these buildings themselves or with the assistance of

MHADA as per the redevelopment laws existing in Maharashtra.

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(xxii) Regarding repeal of three farm laws

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Farmers across the
country are united in protesting against the implementation of three farm laws
which were passed during the Monsoon Session in 2020. While the farmers
are demanding a complete repeal of these new agri-marketing laws, the
Centre is only open to keeping the laws in abeyance for 1.5 years. the
Supreme Court of India has stayed the implementation of these laws. The
farmers are the backbone of the Indian economy. Given the scale of discontent
among the farming community and vehement protests against these laws, |
urge the Centre to repeal the farm laws and draft new agri-marketing bills in
consultation with the farmers and incorporate their recommendations. The
Centre must also guarantee buying of agricultural produce from farmers at

MSP.
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(xxiii) Regarding transfer of Gas Connections

SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): 1000 families from 50 villages of
Bargur hills have been allotted free cooking gas connections under the Ujjwala
Scheme. Their gas connections are allocated through Jyothi Bharat Gas, Agni
Bharat Gas, and KMT Bharat Gas agencies, whose branches are situated in
Anthiyur village. These distributors have declined to deliver the gas cylinders to
the villages in Bargur. Therefore, the beneficiaries are left with no other choice
except to pick up the cylinders themselves. But this involves travelling around
150 kilometers up and down the hill. Since carrying the gas cylinders is not
allowed in public and private transport, they carry the gas cylinders on a two-
wheeler. The route is frequented by wild animals like elephant, bear etc. The
villagers risk their lives in order to get the free gas cylinders. They suffer
financial drain on their already impoverished pockets. This way, the very spirit
and purpose of the scheme to provide free gas supply and to empower the
deprived masses is defeated. When the connections were allotted, the Indane
distributors were not present in Bargur. Now there is an agency of Indane gas
supply, the Bhuvana Indane Gramin Vitarak operating in the Bargur hills itself.
If the connections of these 1000 beneficiaries are transferred to this Indane
gas agency in Bargur, the benefit envisaged in the scheme would flow to the

people in its real sense.
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I, therefore, request the Government to please arrange to transfer the
free connections of the beneficiaries from the Bharat Gas suppliers in Anthiyur

to the Bhuvana Indane Gramin Vitarak in Bargur with immediate effect.

This is
once again an attempt at encroaching on the powers of the State
Governments. | do not know whether these people have studied Sarkaria
Commission recommendations or not.

Let me now come to petroleum products. We all know that the price of
crude oil crashed to 30 dollars per barrel. The Minister of Petroleum and
Natural Gas, who is my friend, is present here. Please touch your conscience
and tell me whether it is fair on your part to adopt a lukewarm approach by not
intervening into the oil price hike issue. What is the price hike? The price of
petrol is Rs. 89, that of diesel is Rs. 82, and that of gas is Rs. 735. Is it

possible for the poor people, who use gas and two wheelers, to pay such a
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huge price? If there is a hike in the price of diesel, the price of all other
commodities increases. There is a cascading effect and the price hike will be
there. So, before doing anything the Government of India should consider what
will be its effect. Now, my request to you is to go for some corrective measures
towards all these things.

There is a windfall profit of Rs. 20 lakh crores because of increase in
prices. This money of Rs. 20 lakh crores goes to the Government of India. My
friend is laughing. | know what it is. May be he is laughing at the higherups.
The Government got Rs. 20 lakh crore because of hike in duties. Only by
hiking duties, the Government of India got a windfall profit of Rs. 20 lakh
crores. Is it not correct? Moreover, the oil companies have been forced to
spend Rs. 3,000 crores for Patel’s statue. These are all atrocities.

Time and again, our Indian fishermen are put to hardship. Our
fishermen, especially fishermen of Tamil Nadu, are facing a lot of hardship.
When they go for fishing within our territorial waters, Sri Lankan Navy is
entering into our territorial waters and are snatching their boats and harassing
them. It happens day in and day out. Every now and then fishermen of Tamil
Nadu are going for dharna. It is the most unfortunate thing. The Government of
India is again adopting a lukewarm approach. They are not doing anything.
This is a very serious matter. This matter should be immediately settled by
calling the Sri Lankan counterparts. We should go for dispute resolution

arrangements so that these things do not happen at least here after.
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During the last days of Sri Lankan cold war, more than 1.5 lakh Tamil
people were killed mercilessly by the then authorities. You know who was that
particular person who did that. As | said, 1.5 lakh Tamil people were Kkilled.
The United Nations Human Rights Commission is going to take up this matter.
The Resolution will be taken up in the ensuing Session. The Resolution is
about taking this matter to the International Criminal Court or to take up a sort
of international inquiry to see that all the culprits who were involved in these
killings are punished. Therefore, Government of India should support UNHRC
to bring international inquiry against the killings in Sri Lanka.

Every now and then, my leader, our Members of Parliament, and myself
are writing to the Government of India about reservation. The court has
ordered to provide 50 per cent reservation in all India quota for BDS and
MBBS. But what has happened? The same Government that is sitting before
me is flouting this order. They are not doing anything. All India quota is not
being shared with the States. This 50 per cent quota has to be distributed to
the OBC people. Candidates belonging to OBCs are waiting for a chance to
punish you at appropriate time.

| wanted to discuss Tamil as an official language. Tamil was cherished
and flourished more than 2500 years ago. The history of Tamil language dates
back to 2500 years. In Rajya Sabha and in Lok Sabha, DMK MPs and
Members of Parliament from Tamil Nadu have been vociferously requesting
the Government of India that Tamil is put into the official language list of India.

What is the problem? It is a small country. Switzerland is having three official
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languages. South Africa, a new country, has got 11 official languages. Why
can the great India not make 22 languages, official languages? My request is
that the Tamil language should be incorporated as an official language by an
enactment, so that Tamil is given proper place in the Constitution. Tamil is one
of the official languages of Sri Lanka. Tamil is one of the official languages of
Malaysia. Tamil is one of the official languages of Singapore. Tamil is the
official language of Tamil Nadu and Puducherry. What else do you need?
Does it not qualify to become an official language? People are providing Rs.
600 crore for a particular language, whereas my language is only getting Rs.
60 crore. Is it proper on the part of this Government? Every now and then, they
shed crocodile tears by reciting Thirukkural, Silapathikaram, and so on. What |
suggest is that, as a first step, you see that all the Government of India offices
and PSUs in my State implement Tamil as an official language. The same
thing can be carried out in West Bengal and in the rest of the country. All
languages should be given preference.

| will now talk about women’s reservation. To my knowledge, all our
womenfolk are crying for more than six decades for reservation. They are
crying. There is no mention about women’s reservation. The President has not
mentioned anything about it. They have forgotten and women also have
forgotten the issue. The fighting spirit of the women has gone. Taking them for
granted, this Government is keeping a lukewarm attitude towards this issue. |
would like to wake up this Government from their deep slumber to see that

women’s reservation is brought in at the earliest.
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With a heavy heart, | would like to point out that 21° February is
observed as "Mother Tongue Day’ as per UNESCO. Our Government of India
is a signatory to the UN Charter. Is it not necessary to see that as per
UNESCO guidelines and as per UNESCO demand, the mother tongue
language is put into forefront? Is it not necessary? | want to know this from the
people here. Is it not proper to entertain Tamil or any other regional language?
We celebrate International Mother Language Day as per the UN Charter, but
you are not giving importance to the regional languages.

There are more than 40-50 Kendriya Vidyalaya Schools in Tamil Nadu;
49 Kendriya Vidyalaya schools are there, but nowhere Tamil is taught. Is it not
a shameful affair? | am questioning the Government of India whether it is not a
shameful affair. The Government of India is refusing to teach Tamil in KV
schools in Tamil Nadu. These people are playing with flames. | only warn
them not to play with flames. You know what happened in 1965 in anti-Hindi
agitation.

You should be more careful while taking each and every step as far as
Tamil Nadu is concerned. As far as language is concerned, you are doing a
wrong thing. The KV schools invariably have to teach Tamil to the Tamil
people. This is most important.

In the long speech, there is no mention about the farm loan waiver.
Crops have perished in three successive cyclones. You know that the South
Indians in Kerala, Tamil Nadu and elsewhere are facing a lot of problems due

to it. All the standing crops have perished in floods and cyclone. There have
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been three successive cyclones there. My people, the farmers, are keeping
their hands tied; shedding tears; and looking for help. Is the Government of the
day not to come forward to help them? The President’s Address is about policy
of the Government. There is no mention in the President’s Address of giving
compensation for the perishing crops.

You are a senior Member of the House and you know how many times
the South Indians are shouting and weeping in the House about inter-State
connection of peninsular rivers. | know why you are laughing. There would not
be any problem between brothers. We will abide by what you say and you will
abide by what | say. ...(Interruptions) He is a fine gentleman and he will
accommodate the Tamils. Actually, we need that the peninsular rivers should
be inter-connected immediately.

Anybody who has committed a murder will be put to jail only for 20
years. After undergoing jail imprisonment, he or she will be released even
within 15-16 years according to the merits of the case of a particular person.
But Perarivalan and six others are put in jail for the past 30 years. Is it correct
on the part of this Government? ...(Interruptions) You may say so many things,
but is there any opposition from anybody? ...(Interruptions) What is the
problem? They are lingering in the jail for the past 30 years. With a huge heart
you should consider it. The President -- who is going to be thanked by the
Parliament -- has to come forward to immediately release all those people. The
Governor has been ordered by the High Court of Tamil Nadu, but he does not

care. ...(Interruptions) The Assembly of Tamil Nadu has passed a unanimous
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resolution and the people of Tamil Nadu are requesting, but nothing is moving.
...(Interruptions) Simply, the requests made by all these pitiable souls are not
being disposed of as of now, in the President’s House. ...(Interruptions)

As regards the North-South Freight Corridor from Itarsi to Vijayawada
and East-West Corridor from Kharagpur to Vijayawada, my only request is to
do it as the corridors are necessary. But at the same time, the Itarsi to
Vijayawada Corridor should terminate not at Vijayawada, but at the Chennai
Port. Similarly, the Kharagpur to Vijayawada Corridor should terminate at the
Tuticorin Port — the Southern peninsular port. These are the most important
corridors and the Government should see to it that things are done in a positive

SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA (KRISHNANAGAR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | rise
to speak against the Motion and in support of the amendments moved by my
Party to the Motion of Thanks on the President’s Address.

Far too many of our fellow citizens today languish in jail or bear the
burden of judicial and police harassment simply for asking questions of this
Government or choosing to voice an opinion on the state of affairs in our
country. So, |, as a Parliamentarian, garbed in parliamentary privilege, now
choose to use this platform that the people have given me to ask the questions
that the people want to ask and to give voice to their thoughts so that this
Government may know that arresting, attacking, and repressing voices will not
hold. | trust my hon. colleagues in the Treasury Benches will not shout me
down and you, hon. Chairperson, Sir, will let me speak for the entirety of my
allotted time and that the Lok Sabha TV, paid by my taxpayers’ money, will not
turn the screens off.

The American journalist, EImer Davis’s words about the United States
are just as relevant for the celebrations of the 72" anniversary of the birth of
our Republic that this Republic was not created by cowards and cowards
would not preserve it. Today, | speak of cowardice and courage, and of the
difference between the two; of those cowards who hide behind the false

bravado of authority, of power, of hate, of bigotry, of untruth, and dare to call it
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courage. After all, this Government has turned propaganda and disinformation
into a cottage industry.

The biggest success of the Government is the recasting of cowardice as
courage. | will lay out various instances where this Government has
demonstrated courage.

The Government claims that it has shown courage to bring in a law that
questions on arbitrary parameters who is or who is not an Indian. The
Citizenship (Amendment) Act was passed in 2019 in this House on the pretext
of granting citizenship to persecuted Hindus and other minorities in the
neighbouring countries. At the same time, it threw into an abyss of insecurity
millions of Indians who have been living in this land for generations.

Meanwhile, very many of us have
mustered the courage to tell the Government “@FST &1 fG@MT “, Trying to
exert Central influence over Shantiniketan, Tagore’s heaven, is not enough to
change their colours. Only a small portion of Jana Gana Mana was adopted as
our National Anthem. | urge the Government to read the rest of it. Maybe, it will
help them understand Tagore as they call him and Bengal a little better. My

colleague, the respected floor leader of the Congress Party happened to also
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quote these very words. But | do not think repeating them over and over again

would do our nation some good.

This is the courage to make India the world’s greatest democracy into a
virtual police state whereby a single dubious complaint under which both an
eminent Member of this House and one of India’s most veteran journalist are
charged with sedition. This is the courage to try and take over every State
Government by hook or by crook whether they have won the popular mandate
or not. They claimed they were wedded to constructive cooperation and
cooperative federalism. Instead of partnering with the State Governments, they
try and muscle them out at every opportunity. Does the Ruling Party wish that
its legacy be that it governs the largest democracy in the world or that it
imposed a one-party rule in India? They should ask themselves. This is the
courage to announce the national lockdown at only four-hour notice causing
untold misery, countless deaths, the sight of thousands walking for hundreds of
miles with no food or money.

The
distress in the MSME sector is real. This rebound is one where large and
strong enterprises have become stronger. It is not V-shaped, it is K-shaped.
One per cent of rich and successful citizens have become richer and the pains
of the MSMEs have only increased. The Government had the courage to say
that it gave Rs. 1,13,000 crore via the Direct Benefit Transfer Scheme only to
take the same money away from those very same people and the middle class
in the way of increased cess on petrol and diesel. We are not a nation that is
growing and sharing its wealth, we seem to be a nation that is only finding
ways to share our poverty.

The hype today is that post budget, the sensex jumped. In a country
where only six crore people pay taxes, only 4.6 per cent of the total population,

What is left of the
resolute media is being targeted with the provisions of the UAPA and other
draconian laws. You keep taunting the Congress about the Emergency. But
India today is in a state of undeclared emergency. But the Government has
miscalculated. There is a fundamental difference between cowardice and
courage. The coward is brave only when armed with power and authority.
The truly courageous can fight even when unarmed. Do not forget this. Do
not forget this when you tell the authorities in Ghaziabad to clear the protest
site overnight when the help of the police and the bureaucracy. You are not
being courageous. You are a ... * wielding power. The truly brave came in
droves from villages wielding nothing, but they believed that their cause is just.
They were propelled by the spontaneous tears of their leader, not by the force
of their water cannons. Do not forget this when you block the roads and cut

the internet off in 17 of Haryana'’s districts. You are not being brave. You are

a ... $wielding power. The State of Haryana gives 10 per cent of India’s Air
Force and contributes to 11 per cent of the total strength of the Indian Navy.
Its people can neither be turned anti-national, nor terrorist, nor gaddars. Do
not forget this when a peaceful 60-day movement is insidiously hijacked and
then you slap FIRs on Punjab’s farmers. You are not being courageous. You
are a ... *wielding power. Baghel Singh and Jassa Singh Ahluwalia, leading

their misls, captured Delhi way back in 1783 from the Mughals. Their

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descendants do not need a lesson in courage from those who captured Delhi
only in 2014.

Tagore in his poem ‘Bandi Bir’, the captive warrior, an ode to Sardar
Banda Singh Bahadur, wrote: “Eseche se ekdin, jibon mrityu payer bhritto,
chitto vabonahin, eseche se ekdin”. That momentous day has arrived.

In the 125" year of Subhas Chandra Bose’s birth, the Central
Government has made every attempt to hijack Netaji’s legacy and weave it into
their own fake, narrow narrative of courage. But this nation needs to know that
Netaji had two clarion calls, both embodiments of his courage and his spirit.
One was the salutation, ‘Jai Hind’. Today, this Government has replaced this
national greeting with a narrow, religious chant that it uses as war cry to
heckle, to bully and to always, always remind the minority about who is in
charge.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): Thank you, Madam, for allowing
me to speak on the Motion of Thanks on the President’s Address. | would like
to bring to your notice that privatisation of Visakhapatnam Steel Plant is a
matter of concern for our State and its people. It has not gone down well with
the people of our State. It is the largest public sector that we have in Andhra
Pradesh. It employs over 20,000 people directly and more than 20,000 people
are dependent on this steel plant indirectly. So, any move to privatise it does
not go down well with the people of our State.

The plant was announced in 1970 by the then Prime Minister after a
decade-long struggle. More than 35 lives were lost. The famous slogan
‘Visakha Ukku, Andhrula Hakku’ echoed for the establishment of this steel
plant. It has a lot of sentimental value for the people of Andhra Pradesh. We
oppose the privatisation of this plant.

The company was gaining profit from 2002 to 2015. The debt burden
now is Rs.22,000 crore with the interest rate of 14 per cent. | would like to
quote what our hon. Chief Minister wrote to the hon. Prime Minister, and he
said:

"The Steel Plant stands as a testimony to the will of Telugu people

and it is continued as an icon of Telugu achievement in our

collective psyche till date. The Government of the Andhra Pradesh

is ready to work with Ministry of Steel to protect the jewel of

Andhra Pradesh.”
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Our Government is ready to work with the Central Government to
put it back on track and help it to recover and become profitable. We
have the following suggestions to put it back on track.

The Company is making a profit of Rs.200 crore monthly right
now. lItis doing a production of 6.3 million tonnes per annum against the
rated capacity of 7.3 million tonnes per annum. This performance must
continue and it should be consistent for years to come so that the debt
burden goes down.

There should be a level playing ground for all the public sector
units. For example, there are no captive mines for the Visakhapatnam
Steel Plant. We are paying an additional cost of Rs.5,260 per tonne for
the raw material. This translates to Rs.3,472 crore per year. If you
compare it with SAIL, a competitor of the Visakhapatnam Steel plant, it
has captive mines where the raw material is available for the next 200
years. So, a level playing ground in terms of captive mines will definitely
propel the Visakhapatnam Steel Plant into profit.

The company has a land bank of 19,700 acres and it is in close
proximity to Visakhapatnam city. It has got great value. The current
market estimates are believed to be more than Rs.1,00,000 crore for
19,700 acres of land. The debt is only Rs.22,000 crore and the interest
rate is 14 per cent, which is very high. So, we suggest that short term
loans may be converted into long term loans. We also suggest that to

save the interest burden, the loan can be converted into equity. We can
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also give the exit option by listing it on the stock exchange. We can
even sell this land and | think 2000-3000 acres will definitely wipe off the
debt burden which is there on the Visakhapatnam Steel Plant. So,
YSRCP would request the Central Government to reconsider the
disinvestment plan and explore other opportunities. We assure all our
support to the Central Government to put this steel plant back on track.

| would also like to seek support from the Government. In line
with the hon. Prime Minister’s vision of achieving 1.75 GW solar power
capacity, the Government of Andhra Pradesh has recently approved a
proposal to set up a 10,000 MW solar power project. Big companies like
NTPC and other top private people have participated in the bids. Power
will be available at below Rs.2.5 per unit. This will also help our discoms
to fall back on track and wipe down the subsidy burden to an extent of
Rs.3,800 crore per year. We would request for the support of the
Central Government to set up more solar power parks and also to put up
pump storage units so that we become more dependent on renewable
energy.

| would like to bring to your notice that during the five years of the
previous Government the, debt of the discoms rose from Rs.33,000

crore to Rs.70,000 crore.
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The then TDP Government had entered into PPAs at Rs. 5.2 and Rs.
5.9 per unit. This has now been brought down to Rs. 2.48-2.49 per unit, which
is a substantial saving for the Government. Even for the wind PPAs, the then
Government had entered into an agreement at Rs. 4.84 per unit. But in the
corresponding period, in Gujarat, the power PPAs were only at Rs. 2.43 per
unit. So, this is a substantial saving and the Government is putting all the good
efforts. Therefore, we require support from the Central Government to move
forward in this direction.

We also request permission to surrender the high-cost thermal power
allocated to our discoms from Kudgi and Vallur NTECL thermal power plants
where the power cost is seven to nine rupees per unit. So, this would bring
about a saving of around Rs. 325 crore to our State per year. We also request
the Central Government to help us in setting-up of the pumped storage
projects which the State Government is envisaging to build in the coming
years. This will provide cheap power to the country as well as to the State.

Madam Chairperson, another concern is with regard to the Polavaram
Project. There have been a lot of discussions on the approval of the estimate.
Though the Water Resources Department has approved the estimate of Rs.
55,658 crore but it is yet to be ratified by the Cabinet. Therefore, we request
the Government to approve the revised cost estimate as early as possible so

that the project does not get affected.
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Despite adversities like COVID and various natural calamities hitting our
State, our hon. Chief Minister -- who is young and is only one and a half years
into his term -- has been putting a lot of good efforts into the whole governance
of the State. The State of Andhra Pradesh has been ranked first in the ease of
doing business by DPIIT. The hon. Chief Minister has been ranked the third
best CM in one and a half years of his coming into power by the Public Affairs
Centre in its Public Affairs Index. Even in terms of governance, the State of
Andhra Pradesh retains the third rank. The State of Andhra Pradesh has
secured the second rank with respect to Commerce and Industries in the Good
Governance Index released by the Ministry of Personnel, Government of India.
We are one of the top States in NITI Aayog’s India Innovation Index. So, in
spite of COVID, Andhra Pradesh has performed well. If you take the growth
rate from June to December, we have had a positive growth. We are one of the
few States who had a positive growth rate even during the COVID. We
attribute this to our young CM and we require the support from the Central
Government so that the various promises which were made in the AP
Reorganisation Act, are kept and promises which were made to the people of
Andhra Pradesh, are fulfilled. We demand a Special Category Status also. Our
hon. Chief Minister has met the hon. Prime Minister and the hon. Home
Minister more than sixteen times. The first thing he requested was that a
Special Category Status be accorded to the State. The promises that were
made on the floor of this House be fulfilled and we request that a special

category status be given to Andhra Pradesh.
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Madam Chairperson, despite putting up such good efforts, despite the
Opposition Leader having been disarrayed by the results in the last Assembly
Elections and Parliament Elections, the Opposition Party is involving in divisive
politics. Recently, we have seen them going and meeting the hon. Home
Minister. They went there and showed videos which dates back to year 2016
on conversions. They are trying to mislead the people which is not good.
Through you, | request the ...* that let us not spoil the interests of the State.
Let us fight it out in the political arena but let us not spoil the interests of the

State. There have been eleven cases where the people who have been

arrested, have got affiliations with the ... *_In one of those cases, there was a
CCTV footage showing them stealing Nandi statue and putting that at the
crossroads. A clear CCTV footage is there and ...* has himself agreed saying
that they have done it and that they wanted to put it there. So, this is how the
state of affairs are going on. It is very bad that some Parties are trying to
indulge in divisive communal politics.

So, we are totally against it.

We also have another long pending request. We have asked for a CBI
Inquiry into Antarvedi Temple incident so as to be transparent and to put things
in the right perspective. In spite of all these issues, fingers were pointed out by
the Opposition Leader on us. So, we demand a CBI inquiry into the Antarvedi

Temple incident. Our Government has already requested for a CBI inquiry into

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Antarvedi temple incident. We also have requested for an inquiry in the AP
State Fibre Net scam where fingers were pointed out at the former Chief
Minister and his son. So, we want a CBI inquiry on this also. If any inquiry is
done by the State, it might appear biased. So, we demand a CBI inquiry into
this.

We also want an inquiry into ‘vote for note’ scam. We want a reply from

the Government because it was caught on tape. The forensic department has

also said that it is the voice of the former Chief Minister. He was trying to ... i}
MLAs in the other State. We want to know as to what has happened to that
case. Why is it going on at a snail's pace? We also have another request.
There is a press release from the Income Tax Department which says that Rs.
2,000 crore were unearthed from the Chief Minister’'s PA. If a PA is able to
lead to Rs. 2,000 crore, where will the boss lead to? We want to know as to
where this money is. How much has been unearthed? What is the status of
this case? This is public money. We want to know about it.

SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS: Yes, Madam.
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SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): Madam, Chairperson, | am deeply grateful to
you for having called upon the Biju Janta Dal to participate in the debate on the
Motion of Thanks on the President’s Address. | stand in a cautious welcome of
thanks to the hon. President with the normal caveats and the normal
cautionary note that Biju Janta Dal normally likes to employ on these
occasions. We are meeting in the aftermath of the worst pandemic in the last
century and in the worst situation that this world has seen for many, many
decades. Therefore, there is a great deal of tribute that must be paid to the
healthcare workers, the police, personnel and sanitation staff, who have
ensured that the position in this country with regard to dealing with COVID-19
is significantly better than it was when the House last met in most unfortunate
circumstances.

Credit in no small part goes to these braves who have discharged their
duties selflessly. It is a matter of great satisfaction that the State of Odisha,
under the leadership of Naveen Patnaikji, has paid ¥ 50 lakh to the next of kin
of all martyred COVID-19 warriors and also full salary will be paid till their date
of retirement. | would urge the Central Government to follow suit in this matter,
| think, because that is the least that we owe to these brave warriors who have
fought COVID-19 from the forefront.

As India has embarked on this COVID-19 vaccination programme, the
hon. President has, in fact, said and | quote:

“It is a matter of immense pride that India is conducting the world’s

largest vaccination programme.”
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There is no doubt that it is a daunting task. Also, it is a matter of great pride
that, again, Odisha is in the forefront of this. We have a record of 58 per cent
which is the largest vaccination of healthcare workers in the country today. We
hope to keep up this great pace that we have set in our State.

Madam, though the COVID-19 pandemic has shown the urgent need to
ramp up medical infrastructure in the country, the hon. President has
mentioned the sanctioning of 22 new AIIMS which is heartening. AIIMS,
Bhubaneswar is doing well, but we need a second AIIMS in Odisha, which the
Government has asked for, in Sundergarh as well as a NIMHANS at Ranpur in
my Puri parliamentary constituency, both of which, | think, can easily be
sanctioned because there is already sufficient infrastructure in existence there
and we will give quality medical care to the deserving in my State.

Madam, in paragraph 9 of the hon. President’s Address, he says:

“The collaboration between the Central and the State Governments

has not only strengthened democracy but also enhanced the

prestige of the Constitution.”
These are ringing words indeed of the hon. President. The Biju Janata Dal has
always approached participation in parliamentary democracy, both during the
ten-year time when the UPA has been in power and now when the NDA has
been in power, with a spirit of constructive cooperation, of cooperative
federalism with the Central Government and it is in that spirit that | address this

House today.
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In fact, the COVID-19 fight has shown that there is only a decentralised
response, after taking the States into confidence, with which we can fight it
successfully. Odisha was one of the first States in the country to create a
dedicated COVID-19 hospital almost in all the districts, with ICUs in each of the
30 districts. Recognising the importance of local-level institutions, the State
Government empowered panchayats and sarpanches so that the response
could be bottom up rather than top down and community driven. Enjoying the
support of all sections of people, the State Government remained better tuned
to the ground realities and better placed to respond. Therefore, these lessons
must not be forgotten now during the vaccination that the Central Government
wishes to follow up.

In fact, the hon. President has lauded the vaccination drive and hon.
Prime Minister, | heard him in the other House this morning, has again said
that ours is one of the first nations in the world to reach the five million mark
very quickly, but look at what we have to achieve. We have to look at our
density. Our density, at the moment, is very low. We are still at 0.33 dose per
100 people while Britain, where the situation is very bad, has gone to 16 per
100 people and the UAE is at 36 per 100 people and Israel is at 58 per 100
people. We are only at 0.33. We are today in a situation where the
Government’s target of 70 per cent population, which is 800 million people, for
herd immunity is a very big target. The Government is today targeting only 300
million up to August of 2021. Even for that, we need to do almost 1.25 million,

which is 12.5 lakh people, per day. Today, we are doing it barely. In fact, on
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last Sunday, we did 5,600 people. Where is 12 lakhs and where is 5,600? So,
we really need to ramp this up. | believe that the only way to do this is to
ensure that this is totally devolved, this is totally decentralised.

In fact, we have today almost 82 lakh vaccination sites in this country for
the universal immunisation programme. We should be using them rather than
only using the primary healthcare centres. We should also be using them.

There is a lot of vaccination hesitancy. There is a lot of vaccination
scepticism in this country. | believe personally that the top leadership of the
country, the hon. President, the Prime Minister, the Vice-President, the Chief
Justice of India, all the Judges, all Governors, all Chief Ministers, everybody
must come forward and get vaccinated. That is where the people will feel
confident. President Biden, Vice-President Kamala Harris, Mr. Boris Johnson,
everywhere Presidents, Prime Ministers and Members of Parliament have
come forward first to go ahead with the vaccination. So, we should be actually
leading the way, rather than shying away and saying ‘pehle aap’. So,
according to me, that will be a very important step in this vaccination
programme, which is very very seminal for this country.

| am coming now, Madam Chairperson, to some of the other subjects
that the hon. President has touched upon. On agriculture, clearly, every Party
of every shade of political public opinion in this country which has the nation’s
interest at heart, which has the people’s interest at heart is going to condemn
what happened on Republic Day at the Red Fort. The Government must come

up with an impartial inquiry and | believe that those who are responsible must
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be dealt with in the most firm manner possible. There is no question about that.
But, at the same time, the hon. President strikes a cautionary note when he
says that the Government respects the holding of peaceful agitations and it is
in this spirit that the successful culmination of ongoing dialogues hopefully will
fructify. It is because, Madam Chairperson, and, | think, this House will be one
in speaking with me on this, the sight of concertina wires, of spikes on the
road, of massive concrete boulders, etc., is not a happy sight, is not an edifying
sight. It is not the sight that Gandhi’s India wants to portray to the world.

Therefore, | believe — and this Government will be the first to recognize
that — perhaps the top leadership again of this Government needs to step in
more vigorously and ensure that if they are well meaning that they must come
and talk to the farmers and get us a solution quickly. The Biju Janata Dal has
consistently said that. In fact, the Odisha Assembly has now passed a
unanimous Resolution that the Swaminathan Committee recommendations
must be implemented in toto and not only in letter but also in spirit.

| urge everybody to kindly pay heed to what my colleague, Mr. Sasmit
Patra spoke in the Upper House the other day where he gave a very clear
distinction between the A2 formula and the C2 formula which is very artfully
being employed today in this agriculture pricing mechanism. So, the
Government must in spirit implement the recommendations of the
Swaminathan Committee and that includes the assurance that MSP is, at
least, 50 per cent more than the weighted average cost of production because

that is really what hurts the farmer most. Since the Government has repeatedly
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maintained that the reforms will not impact the existing MSP procurement, |
think, a written legally binding guarantee in the farm acts should allay some of
the apprehensions of the farmers and this is something which the Government
must seriously now consider as the step forward in its negotiations.

The hon. President has also spoken at great length about the numerous
difficulties faced by this country, in addition to Covid by way of floods,
cyclones, etc. | need hardly tell the hon. House that the State of Odisha has
borne a significant brunt of the damage caused by these cyclones and floods,
right from 1999 super cyclone to 2013 cyclone Phailin, 2014 cyclone Hudhud,
2018 cyclone Titli, 2019 cyclone Fani and Bulbul, and now, 2020 cyclone
Amphan which hit Odisha as well as West Bengal, of course, in a devastating
fashion. We have always borne the brunt of these super cyclones. Our State,
of course, has now got the best template possible in the world and is
recognised by the United Nations as well as the World Health Organization,
and all other United Nations affiliated agencies. The Naveen Patnaik
Government has virtually now got the best template in the world for evacuation
where 15 lakh people are able to be evacuated over 48 hours or 72 hours,
and, therefore, ensuring minimum casualty and also a maximum R&R, which is
the rehabilitation programme. So, this is something where Odisha has
struggled, despite the fact that we are continuously short of resources. So, we
have requested, and | repeat that again, | believe the Government should look

at special focus status. It is because the Government keeps saying there is no
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‘special category status’ anymore. So, ‘special focus status’ must be there for
States like Odisha which are continuously being hit by natural disasters.

| have little time left. On Railways, the hon. President talked about
connectivity. Again, it is a matter of some concern that while Odisha gives the
Railways the maximum revenue in this country, we keep getting short
changed. If you only give us 50 per cent more of what you are giving us, you
will double your revenue from our State. So, it is a matter of some concern for
us that in the 2020-21 Budget, it was Rs. 4,373 crore which is a 27 per cent
deduction from 2019-20 Budget, which was Rs. 5,993 crore. This kind of
reduction for a State which gives you such high revenue, | believe is not in the
interest of the country. Many very very high paying lines are not being
commissioned. Many of the districts of Odisha, like Deogarh, Boudh, Sonepur,
Kandhamal, Nabrangpur, and Malkangiri, which are all tribal districts, which
used to be Maoist-infested districts, which have now been controlled by the
State Government in partnership with the Central Government, need real
connectivity. We have the Puri-Konark railway line which will make the Golden
Triangle of Puri-Konark-Bhubaneswar tourist spots which are the world famous
ones. So, | believe that is something the Central Government must
immediately look into.

Tele density is something which we sourly lack. Banking coverage and
financial inclusion is something which we sourly lack. We are much below the

density levels of urban India as well as other States.
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Madam Chairperson, above all, it is only fitting that | mention this
because you are in the Chair. You have always conducted the proceedings of
this House, | believe, with the most extraordinary empathy as well as rectitude
regardless of political affiliation. That is something which is a matter of great
happiness for all of us. The fact that you are in the Chair and the fact that
many of our august lady Members have spoken, Women’s Reservation Bill is
something very close to my Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik’s heart. |
believe seriously that women are being short changed in this country. Rajya
Sabha passed this Bill almost eight or nine years back. | am so glad that hon.
Shri Rajnath Singh ji is here. He is nodding his head vigorously in agreement
with us. The Bhartiya Janata Party has always been for it publicly. The
Congress Party happily is also for it publicly. All parties are for it publicly. The
two parties which opposed it in the Rajya Sabha are the Samajwadi Party and
the Rashtriya Janta Dal. The Samajwadi Party today has four Members here
and the RJD has no Member here. So, really there is no opposition in this
House. The Biju Janata Dal under Shri Naveen Patnaik ji was revolutionary.
Out of 21 seats, he gave ticket to seven ladies last time. So, we gave one-third
reservation in our ticket distribution. Five of our BJD lady candidates won the
election. Two BJP women candidates have won. So, Odisha actually is the
only State in the country which has seven lady Members out of 21, which is
one-third. So, in Odisha we are one-third compliant. Therefore, | would
seriously urge the leaders of this House — the most illustrious Minister of

Parliamentary Affairs Minister and the Defence Minister is present here — to
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please carry this message that Shri Naveen Patnaik ji has earnestly requested
you, with all shades of public opinion and opinion of this House being one, the
Women’s Reservation Bill must be passed. This will be a fitting tribute that this
Government and a fitting legacy that this Government will leave behind which
people will not forget, and particularly women of this country will not forget
ever.

So, with these words and with some words of caution, | heartily thank
the hon. President for having his Address to both Houses of Parliament. Thank

you very much Madam Chairperson.

The mover of the Motion of
Thanks has done only Modi’s stuti. Nothing more than that. That is why, | rise
to oppose the contents of the Motion of Thanks.

It is not so common for the Opposition parties to boycott the President’s
Address as we witnessed this year. | believe the hon. President is aware of the
circumstances that led to such an unprecedented incident. Yet, unfortunately, it
is not even reflected in his Address.

The farmers of the country are in the streets for the past 75 days across
the country protesting against the corporate-oriented agricultural reforms.

Madam, what was the urgency to bring the three reform Bills, without
any consultation or without giving opportunity for debate in the Parliament, by
promulgating Ordinances when the whole country was fighting against COVID-
19?7 The farmers are apprehensive of the reforms aimed at writing off the
agriculture sector of this country to the corporates seriously affecting the
income and livelihood of the farmers. Do the so-called Annadatas of the

country not deserve a better treatment, Madam? It is disappointing that instead

of acknowledging the reality behind the farmers’ protest, ... “tried to justify the
wrong doings of this insensitive Government in ... * How can ... * claim on
behalf of the Government that Parliament approved the legislations after

extensive consultation in Parliament? How can he forget that his own

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Government refused to send these legislations to a Select Committee for wider
consultations even after repeated requests including from the ruling coalition
partners in both Houses of Parliament? Instead of acknowledging the
reasonable demands made by the farmers, the Government is trying to
suppress the unparalleled uprising of the sons and daughters of the soil of this
country by use of brutal force, imposing draconian laws and portraying them as
anti-nationals.

Madam, in paragraph 25, the hon. President reminds us that his
Government holds in high esteem the values of democracy and sanctity of the
Constitution. He also spoke at length about the Government’s respect for
freedom of expression and peaceful agitations in a democratic set up. The
farmers in Delhi have been agitating upholding these very principles in a
peaceful and respectable manner all these days and even the tractor rally was
conducted after reaching agreement with the Delhi Police and without affecting
the grace of the Republic Day celebrations. But it is said that all of a sudden, a
group of people allegedly reached the Red Fort and hoisted flags there.

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However, Sir with every protest, there has been vilification of the group.
the derision of freedom of speech and an attempt to label them as “anti-

nationals,” Sir there is a psychological term called “Gaslighting.”

Gaslighting is a form of emotional abuse that's seen in abusive
relationships. It's the act of manipulating a person by forcing them to question
their thoughts, memories, and the events occurring around them. A victim of

gaslighting can be pushed so far that they question their sanity.

The Government, the propaganda the media have tried their best with
each protest. With CAA-NRC the government claimed that CAA & NRC are
different, when in fact the Hon’ble Home Minister has established the link

between CAA & NRC in at least 5 different occasions.

Now with the Farmers’ protest, the Hon’ble President has stated that
there was “extensive consultation” with the farmers. Sir, | must point out that
this consultation came in the form of “1.37 lakh webinars and training” which
had been held since June 2020 and 92.42 lakh farmers had participated. All
these interactions happened after June 2020, i.e., after the ordinances were
promulgated. It cannot be said that there were consultations on promulgated
ordinances. If there were any suggestions, they should have been incorporated
in the draft Bills to replace the ordinances. According to the claims of the law
minister, all our farmers are rich as they can receive crores of SMSs from the
Government on their smartphones and give their opinions through webinars via

their laptops and desktops with wonderful bandwidth and continuous power
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supply. Nowhere in the Bills has the Government referred to any consultation
or claimed that some suggestions were incorporated. If there were
consultations then why were the public authorities denying any information
under RTI about these extensive consultations? Why were they relying on
wrongful pretexts? The futility of the centre’s claim was obvious as it has

considered talks in Bihar election rallies as “consultation”.

On December 11, 2020, RTI activist Anjali Bhardwaj asked for specific
details regarding the stakeholder consultations. Within 30 days, two Central
Public Information Officers in the agricultural marketing divisions of the ministry
responded and claimed that they did not have any record of such

consultations.

What was remarkable about both the protests is that they were carried
by the women. Especially women farmers, who have been active in the Farm

protest and are the backbone of these protests.

In India, whenever we talk about agriculture, we think of a man as a

farmer. However, as this protest has reminded us, this is far from the truth.

According to the agricultural census, 73.2% of rural women are engaged
in farming activities but only 12.8% own landholdings. Due to cultural, social
and religious forces, women have been denied ownership of land. This stems
from the assumption that farming is perceived as a man’s profession.

Accordingly, the India Human Development Survey reports that 83 per cent of
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agricultural land in the country is inherited by male members of the family and
less than two per cent by their female counterparts. Thus, women are mostly
left without any title of land in their names and accordingly excluded from the
definition of farmers. Besides 81% of the female agricultural labourers belong
to Dalit, Adivasi and OBC communities, so they also contribute to the largest

share of casual and landless labourers.

The Government too turns a blind eye to their problem of non-
recognition and conveniently labels them as “cultivators or &; agricultural
labourers” but not “farmers.” Without any recognition, women are

systematically discriminated.

Non-recognition as farmers is one of their problems. Adding to their non-
recognition are other pre-existing challenges in terms of, unequal access to
rights over land, water, forests, etc., gendered access to support systems such
as storage facilities, transportation costs, need for cash for new investments,
paying off old dues and other services related to agricultural credit, inputs,
subsidies, budgets and marketing their products as well as meeting household
expenses. Thus, despite their large contributions to the sector, Women farmers
have been reduced to the small and marginal sections which are vulnerable to

exploitation.

The Pandemic has hit us hard. But what made it worse was the
government’s response to it. The steps taken by the government were neither

timely nor thoughtful. While the first three cases were reported
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between January 30 and February 3, it was only after March 2 that reported

COVID-19 cases started increasing.

Between March 3 and March 23, reported COVID-19 cases in India
jumped from five to nearly 500. To contain the spread of the viral disease, on
March 24, at 8 p.m., Prime Minister Narendra Modi announced a nationwide
lockdown. By midnight, with just four hours of notice, India was under one of

the most stringent lockdowns in the world

How can the Government forget that this country has More than 60
million migrant informal workers in Mumbai, Kolkata, Hyderabad, Chennai,

Bengaluru and Delhi who live on daily wages?

The ill-thought-out lockdown led to one of the most tragic exoduses we
have witnessed in Independent India. Where migrants rushed to the station,
Over the next few weeks, thousands were stranded or were forced to
undertake journeys spanning hundreds of kilometres, on foot, to reach their

villages.

The countrywide lockdown imposed on March 24 to contain the spread
of COVID-19 resulted in large-scale job losses in both the formal and informal
sectors. Economic activity came to a standstill, triggering an exodus of migrant
workers from employment hubs in urban India to their villages. According to a
Stranded Workers, Action Network’s report in April 2020, 50 %of the

respondents had no rations left even for a single day; while 96 %had not

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received rations, 70 %had not received cooked food from the government; and
78% of the respondents had less than INR 300 left the one who could not

leave ate into their savings.

To make matters worse, the government did not maintain any data on
the migrant's deaths. While presenting the Union Budget 2020 in Parliament on
February 1, Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman outlined the importance of
data and said that to meet challenges of real-time monitoring of India's
increasingly complex economy, "data must have strong credibility, “adding that

"data is the new oil" has become a cliché.

However, just seven months after outlining the significance of "credible
data", the Narendra Modi Government on September 14 informed Parliament
that it has not maintained any data on the number of migrant workers who
died while trying to reach their homes after the nationwide lockdown to combat
the novel coronavirus was announced. Since no data has been maintained, the
government maintains that the answer to the question on compensation and

assessment of job losses among migrant workers "does not arise."

To put this in perspective, OXFAM has reported that more than 300
migrant workers died due to the lockdown, with reasons ranging from
starvation, suicides, exhaustion, road and rail accidents, police brutality and
denial of timely medical care. They were exposed to inhuman beating,
disinfection and quarantine conditions turning the pandemic into a

humanitarian crisis
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The National Human Rights Commission recorded over 2582 cases of
human rights violation as early as in the month of April 2020. Their exodus was
considered reckless whereas the reasons that sparked it—lack of income, no

access to food and water, fear—remained unexamined.

Another report states that As on May 28, the reasons for migrant
workers' deaths during their homeward journeys include: getting burnt to death
in forest fires, being hit or crushed by truck/bus/trains, exhaustion, heart attack,
blood in vomiting, chest pain, asphyxiation after falling in a deep pit, being
trapped in snow, stomach pain, breathlessness, hunger, exhaustion,

dehydration, fatigue, multi-organ failure, and snakebite, among others.

While Indians stranded abroad were given the option to fly back home
through special flights and provisions for quarantining in hotels were made, no
such travel arrangements were made for the migrant workers. It was only at
the end of May 2020, almost two months after the announcement of lockdown,
that the government as a relief to the migrant workers and their families,
announced travel arrangements to return to their homes. Buses were arranged
for interstate movement and the Indian Railways introduced Shramik special

trains for the relocation of the migrant workers

While In March, April and May, India witnessed its worst migrant crisis in
several decades as tens and thousands of migrant workers were forced to
travel hundreds of kilometres, often on foot and empty stomachs under a

scorching sun, in a desperate attempt to escape the cities, Prime Minister
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Narendra Modi announced a new fund to deal with emergency or distress
situations, like the pandemic. The fund called the Prime Minister's Citizen
Assistance and Relief in Emergency Situations Fund (PM CARES Fund) was
established as a public charitable trust with the Prime Minister as the
chairperson and the defence minister, home minister and finance minister as

some of the members.

This could have been a relief for overburdened health care but as is
common with this government even though it was the money of the
citizens, the fund is plagued by lack of transparency. When citizens sought
information, they were rudely told that the fund is not a public authority and

does not come under the purview of the Right to Information Act.

While the fund website declares that it received Rs 3,076.62 crore in five
days to March 31, no details have been declared on the amount received since
then. An IndiaSpend analysis found that the fund has received at least Rs

9,677.9 crore ($1.27 billion) till May 20.

It has also been especially challenging for our Healthcare workers. While
we stress on self-reliance, we have comfortably exploited the healthcare
worker who has put their lives on risk. The COVID-19 pandemic has added to
the stress of an overburdened healthcare workforce. India has one medical
doctor for every 1,404 people and 1.7 nurses per 1,000 people, according to

the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoHFW). This is lower than

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the World Health Organization (WHO) benchmark of one doctor and three

nurses per 1,000 people.

Frontline health workers such as ASHAs (Accredited Social Health
Activists) whose work can be seen as an extension of care work have
experienced a phenomenal increase in their work. But the remuneration is way

too measly—a mere INR 1000 for the COVID-19 duties assigned to them.

Since the start of the pandemic, India’s healthcare workers
have protested the shortfall in PPEs, delayed salary payments, ever-changing
quarantine rules, poor to non-existent quarantine facilities, long working

hours and disregard for their safety.

The Government boasts of Ayurveda and the healthcare workers but it
ignores the IMA Campaign against the Government’s 20 November notification
approving surgical procedures for postgraduate ayurvedic surgeons and
against broader government efforts to mix traditional and modern medical
practices. Despite Ayurveda’s prowess, the association has said Ayurveda
medicine has “no equivalents of anaesthesia, critical care, or post-operative

pain and infection control.”

The Pandemic lay bare our healthcare system and its many fallacies.
Far from self-reliant, we have overburdened the health care workforce. India
has one medical doctor for every 1,404 people and 1.7 nurses per 1,000

people, according to the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoHFW). This
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is lower than the World Health Organization (WHO) benchmark of one

doctor and three nurses per 1,000 people.

We have stressed so much on our recovery rate that the government
has denied the reality that India had the world’s second-largest cumulative

number of COVID-19 positive cases.

The direct impact of the COVID-19 has been on the poor, marginalized
and vulnerable communities. But he government, however, does not report
case data disaggregated by socio-economic or social categories making it

difficult to gauge the distribution of the disease amongst various communities.

The scare for COVID-19 started in December/January despite this the
government did not provide for a health budget which would effectively grapple

with the then looming COVID fears.

Consequently, we inherited a fragile, weak and understaffed public
healthcare system where people pay 58.7% of their total health expenditure

out of pocket.

Despite this, only half the population has access to even the most basic
healthcare services. Data indicates that countries with high out-of-pocket
expenditure have poorer health outcomes and have a higher risk of mortality
during the pandemic. The consequence of this under-investment is that
existing Primary health centre (PHC) facilities in India are constrained in their

functioning during COVID-19 pandemic. A study of PHC facilities indicates that
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57% reported inadequate ventilation, 75.5 % had negligible airborne infection
control measures while N95 masks were unavailable in 50% of the
facilities. These factors contribute to suboptimal patient safety and infection

control measures.

Again, it is often the poor who have had to bear the consequences of the
weak public healthcare system. In contrast, the rich could access personalized

healthcare experience at private hospitals

Due to the exponential rise in cases, government hospitals in areas with
high case-load were soon overwhelmed. Due to this, state governments asked

private hospitals to reserve beds for COVID-19 positive patients.

Although the government did take steps to make COVID-19 services
affordable by including them under Ayushman Bharat- Pradhan Mantri Jan
Arogya Yojana (PMJAY), the scheme only covers the below poverty line (BPL)
population leaving out the uninsured poor and the middle class. Moreover, its
beneficiary list is based on the SECC (Socio-Economic Caste Census) data,
which is outdated. As a result, thousands of people could not avail COVID-19
services under PMJAY. The Parliamentary standing committee on COVID-19
Outbreak raised concerns on the scheme’s exclusion criteria, which caused
many of those eligible from marginalized sections of society to lose out on the
benefits of PMJAY and hence to pay out-of-pocket for COVID-19 treatment.
Moreover, 66% of the SC and 79 %of the ST households lacked awareness

about free testing and treatment provisions under the Ayushman Bharat
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Scheme. Only 14% of both SC and ST households are registered with the

scheme, excluding those most in need.

While the middle class and poor alike were struggling to get admitted,
the rich, elite and powerful of the country were ‘booking’ ICU beds, even when

they did not show COVID-19 symptoms

COVID-19 demanded the single-minded focus of India's entire
healthcare infrastructure all through 2020. The pandemic hogged so much
attention across all aspects of our lives that most other issues of public health

were put on the back-burner.

In 2019, the Indian government recorded over 2.4 million tuberculosis
(TB) cases--275 cases per hour--including new and relapsed cases and
marking an increase of 14.3% from 2018, according to the 2020 Annual TB

report of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare.

Across the world, India had the highest number of new TB cases in
2019, according to the Global TB Report 2020. India had three times as many
persons with TB in 2019 as Indonesia, which has 8.5% of the world's TB
cases. India also has 27% of the world's cases of drug-resistant TB, again the
highest in the world. Between January and June 2020, India showed "large
drops in the reported number of people diagnosed with TB", recorded the

Global TB Report.
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India has committed to eliminating TB by 2025 but the pandemic could

set back India's efforts by nearly a decade

Most importantly, it is the children who are bearing the brunt of this. The
toll of COVID has resulted in India seeing an increase in child undernutrition,

reversing decades of gains.

The share of stunted, wasted and underweight children has grown in the
majority of states for which data have been made available. Rates of stunting
have risen in rich states such as Kerala, Gujarat, Maharashtra, Goa and
Himachal Pradesh, all of which had lowered their rates of stunting in the

previous decade.

The economic survey to points to this. In the 10 years 2005 to 2015, it
was coming down from 65% of children to still 55%. But in the last four years,

anaemia has gone up terribly.

Same is with Stunting and diarrhoea. Moreover, since one million fewer
children were vaccinated in the month of April 2020, they are at risk from other

diseases such as Polio.

As | mentioned above, the country's health care force is overburdened.
The need was to facilitate medical learning equally amongst all the sections of
our society. However, what we got, as a result, was a discriminatory
examination. Not only was it discriminatory in its nature, but the Government

insisted that children are forced to give take it in the middle of a pandemic.
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Tamil Nadu has already been witnessed to the tragic death of Anitha, a
bright student with dreams of becoming a doctor who dies by suicide because
of the discriminatory exam. It was even more heart-breaking to see five
students Aditya, Jothisri, Durga, Motilal, Vignesh, and Subhashree take their
lives due to your decision to hold NEET. These deaths occurred within one
week in one State. How many more must have suffered due to this decision?

We will never know.

NEET at the moment is only helping the privileged class of students from
the upper caste, students from the urban area. They have the access to
standard, urban schools. Rich students have access to study in urban schools
and to attend and study in private coaching centres (for a few weeks of

coaching).

The Madras High Court, concerning NEET had noted that only negligible

candidates have got admission without undergoing the coaching.

Are we re-creating Manu’s India Sir? Have we forgotten that our
constitution guarantees social justice? Sir our Party leader MR MK Stalin
vehemently opposes it, describing it as the blatant injustice to the students

from rural areas.

Even the 19,000 Students who were offered free NEET coaching

through 412 government-run coaching centre, NONE could clear.
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It is quite clear, that by allowing “a certain quality of students,” NEET
wants to filter out the students from rural, financially and socially backward
backgrounds while only retaining the rich upper caste, privileged students. If
the government is so sure that this will not be the unintended consequence of
this bill then let it maintain data concerning the admissions of the students
made with or without taking private coaching classes, which it doesn’t maintain

presently.

The State of Tamil Nadu has recognised this problem and built an
innovative incentive structure to retain doctors in the rural health system
through incentive systems in the admission process for education in medicine,
who are specialists and yet willing to work in rural areas. For instance, in
2015/16 (pre-NEET), at least about 300 doctors (50% of the state quota) who
completed their MD/MS through in-service quota in government colleges went
to work in the rural health system. The NEET will bypass all these incentive
structures which have worked efficiently to produce socially inclusive health

outcomes.

Not just that the system in Tamil Nadu has upheld social justice. For
nine years before the implementation of NEET, the Tamil Nadu government
had abolished an entrance exam, granting admission to medical courses

based on Class 12 state board marks.
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This year has also been particularly hard for students from
underprivileged backgrounds. With no assistance from the government,
students were unable to access their classes with many dropping out of

schools.

Out of the poorest 20 % of households in India, only 2.7 %have access
to a computer and 8.9 %to internet facilities. 96%of ST and 96.2 %of SC
households whose children are in school lack access to a computer. This is the
harsh reality of the country which this government selectively ignored while it

went thumping its chest on its make-belief achievements on digital education.

The move online also has its risks. With no comprehensive
Sexuality/digital education, children became easy prey to cyberbullying and
child pornography. The India Child Protection Fund (ICPF) recorded a 95 %
surge in child pornography traffic after the announcement of the COVID-19

lockdown.

Despite this India lags to protect its children. out of the 1023 courts that

were announced in 2019, only 918 have been made operational.

When this Government came to power, it came on the strength of the
middle class for it believed that the Modi Government will bring black money,

eradicate corruption and bring inflation under control.
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But what happened has been the opposite. Tens of millions of low-
income and poor households in India are grappling with the cocktail of

economic woes.

After the pandemic disrupted India's economy andled to increased
unemployment and slashed wages, a sustained period of higher food inflation
is now pushing millions of families to cut back on food expenditure, threatening

a spell of nutritional poverty and malnutrition among children.

In October, prices of most essential vegetables such as tomatoes,
cauliffiowers and potatoes had increased considerably in most parts of the

country.

Food inflation surged to 11%, but it came down only marginally in
November to 9.43%. Even before the pandemic, India's consumer price
inflation hovered above the Reserve Bank of India's mandated 6% upper limit,
as the country's economic growth slowed down to record lows. After the
pandemic hit India, Prime Minister Narendra Modi's sudden announcement of
a total national lockdown disrupted the agricultural supply chain. This resulted
in the spike in food inflation that India has witnessed during the last few

months, experts said.

Even as food inflation has remained high in the months after the
lockdown--this has coincided with a trend of unemployment and depressed

rural wages--the government did not continue its free grain distribution
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scheme under the Pradhan Mantri Gareeb Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY)

beyond November.

This is despite that the food grains are effectively rotting. A study
reports134 that despite having a hold of 77 million tonnes of food grain, more
than three times the buffer stock requirement before the lockdown, only 2.2
million tonnes of this had been distributed to states. Eventually, public stocks
increased to more than 100 million tonnes by the beginning of June 2020,

which meant that some of the stock effectively rotted in the storage facilities.

Despite the adverse impact that the lockdown has had on informal,
migrant workers and the economy, studies show that the relief packages have
been miniscule. An additional expenditure of the government in the first relief
package announced was only 0.5 % of the GDP and the total additional public
spending promised by all the relief measures announced by the end of May
2020 amounted to only around 1 % of the GDP. Much of it has not reached the

intended beneficiaries.

Even after witnessing the struggle of the people who voted for the
Government and brought them in power, this Government refused to tax the
rich. Kindly note the rising inequality, where the rich became richer while the

Govt taxed the Indian middle class
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The wealth of Indian billionaires increased by 35% during the lockdown
and by 90% since 2009 to USD 422.9 billion ranking India sixth in the world

after the US, China, Germany, Russia and France

The government was reluctant to spend on public welfare but the
corporate sector and India’s elites were actively subsidized by the

Government.

The Government always has this policy of increasing taxes on
fuels while it avoids taxing the rich. Media reports have highlighted how the
fourth tranche of the Government’s COVID-19 relief package has benefitted a
range of corporates like Adani, Reliance Group and Vedanta, among others.
The provision of interest-free loans to Medium and Small Enterprises alone is
calculated to have been worth INR 3 lakh crore, almost ten times the quantum
of funds directly given to the poor (including Jan Dhan, PM Kisan Yojana and

transfers to old persons, widows, disabled and construction workers).

For the sake of Corporates and their benefits, the government has

wreaked havoc on the working class and the environment.

Between 2014 and 2020, the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change (MoEF&CC) approved 87% of over 2,500 project proposals it
received for environment clearance. Of these, 278 projects were proposed to
be in and immediately around protected areas such as wildlife sanctuaries and

national parks.
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In the ecologically fragile Western Ghats region, the MoEF&CC has
granted clearances to 76 projects since July 2014. We examined
the consequences of building through a forest using the example of a small
road widening project, the NH-4A, which connects Goa in the west to Belgaum
in the east. In 2019, the coastline along Karwar in Karnataka was categorised
as one of India's 13 "critically vulnerable coastal areas". Now a port expansion
project under the Centre's Sagarmala programme threatens the coastline.
Similarly, with the Kattupalli Port, a project which is prohibited under Coastal
Regulation Zone Notifications 2011 and 2019, has reached the stage of the
public hearing. the project location is already experiencing environmental

damage and is susceptible to more, in the form of coastal erosion

In my State, the Kattupalli Port is being expanded in an ecologically
sensitive area which will not only threaten the environment but also the
livelihoods of the people of the fishing areas in that area. Despite it being
criticised by environment experts and citizens, no Public Hearing as part of the
Public Consultation has not been held. | must remind the government that the
Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board has announced to hold a public hearing for
the project on January 22, 2021. However, citizens are yet to get a chance to
voice their concerns. This is not the first time that the AIADMK government has
ignored the pleas of the citizens. The pleas of farmers whose land will now be
acquired in the Chennai-Salem Eight lane expressway have also fallen on deaf
ears. It's concerning that a party which has been chosen by the people of

Tamil Nadu as an agent of Corporates but against its citizens. Cheaper,
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climate-change resilient alternatives exist, yet the Centre is allowing a project

that endangers forests and wildlife.

So blinded is the Government by corporated that it is selling the interests
of the TRibals and ST Communities encroaching on their land. Envisaged over
a decade ago, a new $1.6-billion coal plant in UP aims to pump more electricity
into India's already oversupplied grids. The plant will add to air pollution in the
National Capital Region of Delhi, already home to six of the world's 20 most
polluted cities. Also under threat are tens of thousands of trees in a wildlife
corridor in Madhya Pradesh, where the plant's feeder mine is proposed to

come up, evicting hundreds of farmers and Adivasi families.

There was a mention if the Tuticorin-Ramnathapuram gas pipeline. | am
glad because of this | can bring to the attention of this parliament to the plight
of the farmers whose fertile lands are snatched in this project and the process

so will their livelihoods.

Moreover, the 142 KM long Ramanathapuram-Thoothukudi pipeline
project is said to be adverse to the ecology as it crosses several canals,

streams and forest areas,

Moreover, to attract business, this Government has brought changes to
the labour laws. These changes in the labour laws violate the established
standards of the International Labour Organisation and are disadvantageous to

the workers. This has led to the filing of several Public Interest Litigations (PIL).
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For instance, the working hours were increased from eight to twelve hours a
day. The PILs eventually pressurised the Uttar Pradesh government to
withdraw the 12-hour work shift. Many other states, however, have continued
with the 12-hour work shift, six days a week which has transgressed the

mandated 48-hour week as per global standards.

According to the Mobile Vaani survey, around 57 % reported having
pending wages and 20 % had not received any support from their employers in
the informal sector. As such, blue-collar workers who are mostly informal and
daily wagers have to work longer hours with low wages in premises that lack
clean drinking water, toilet, medical and other occupational safety measures in

the light of industrial inspection being suspended.

It has to be noted that India has 170 million blue-collar workers. Trade
unions fear that 70 % of factories in the states will fall outside the purview of
labour laws exposing workers to exploitation with no legal safeguards while
large private corporates gain from the dilution of the labour laws are diluting

the existing labour laws and their application.

There has been a lot of talk about how we have improved our standing
on Ease of Doing business. Sir, what ease of doing business are we talking
about? The Economic Survey has pointed out that India has jumped ranks
from 69th to 74th when it comes to overregulation. When it comes to
using “Improper influence” we have gone from the 74th rank to 107th in the

world.
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And the cherry on top is the hurdles for Indians to start their businesses.
It looks with suspicion at anybody doing business. There's a lot of talk about
ease-of-doing business but setting a company is still a challenge in our
country. Let me draw your attention to the fact that we are 130" in the world
when it came to starting business and 154th when it comes to registering
property? What ease of doing business are we talking about when even

registering property is a challenge?

While the motion boasted on the improvement of women’s economic
conditions, | consider that | must remind this House that Seventeen million
women lost their job in April 2020. Therefore, unemployment for women rose
by 15 per cent from a pre-lockdown level of 18 per cent. This increase in
unemployment of women can result in a loss to India’s GDP of about 8 per
cent or USD 218 billion.116 Women who were employed before the lockdown
are also 23.5 percentage points less likely to be re-employed compared to men

in the post-lockdown phase.

Uncertainty, economic hardships and growing anxiety during
emergencies often fuel violent and abusive behaviour directed towards women
and the pandemic has been no exception. This has unfortunately led to an
increase in cases of domestic violence. As per statistics, between March 25
and May 31, 2020, the National Commission for Women (NCW) received 1477
complaints of domestic violence from women in India—a 10-year high than the

complaints received between March and May prompting them to launch a

WhatsApp helpline for women providing a safer option to those who couldn’t
make calls for the fear of being overheard. The number of cases has increased
since May 2020. The highest number of cases were registered in July at 660
but have remained at least above 450 each month since June 2020. As of
November 30, 2020, cases of domestic violence stand at 4687 compared to

2960 in 2019—a 58 per cent rise.

Moreover, women also bore the burden of unwanted pregnancies. In the
first three months of the COVID-19 lockdown, March 25 to June 24, 2020, 47%
of the estimated 3.9 million abortions that would have likely taken place in India
in this span under normal circumstances were possibly compromised. This
means that 1.85 million Indian women could not terminate an unwanted
pregnancy, concluded a May 2020 modelling study conducted by the Ipas
Development Foundation (IDF), India, a non-profit dedicated to preventing and
managing unwanted pregnancies. Of these 1.85 million women, 80% or 1.5
million compromised abortions were due to the lack of availability of medical

abortion drugs at pharmacy stores, the study found.

Women who are unable to access contraceptives are likely to make
decisions that may not be as per their preference--whether it be the
continuation of their unintended pregnancy or second trimester or unsafe
abortion. All of these are likely to have profound consequences for their overall
health and well-being, including physical health since the unintended

pregnancy may not ensure adequate spacing with the previous childbirth, as

well as mental health (beyond the lockdown’s impact). Unsafe abortion may
lead to morbidities with long-term consequences on health and in the worst

case, result in mortality among women.

There would be financial implications as she/her family may have to
spend significantly more in seeking an abortion or in continuing with the
pregnancy. In an environment of job loss and economic instability due to
COVID-19, this could be detrimental to the well-being of the entire family,
including young children, like nutrition, family dynamics etc are likely to be
impacted. Unsafe abortions are the third largest cause of maternal deaths in

India.

Even with the trans community, only lip service was paid to their needs
is insulting. Amid a global pandemic, only 30 days have been given to respond
to the Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Rules, 2020 with comments,
suggestions and feedback. The first draft Rules, released during a national
lockdown, posed a similar challenge.

First being the Police brutality. The lockdown that was announced on
March 24 was extended four times till May 31. On June 1, the first phase of
relaxation of the lockdown began and 19 days later, on June 19, two traders--
father and son--in Tamil Nadu's Thoothukudi district were arrested for allegedly

violating lockdown rules.

Three days after the detention, son J. Bennicks died in hospital, and P.
Jayaraj the next day. They had allegedly endured hours of beating and torture
by the police at the Sathankulam police station. On September 26, the Central
Bureau of Investigation filed a charge-sheet, booking nine Tamil Nadu police

officials for the alleged murders, among other charges.

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The incident ignited a discussion on custodial deaths in India and their
underreporting. In February, a Scheduled Caste man in Rajasthan, who was
detained on theft charges, was also allegedly killed in police custody. In a
prison system where nearly two-thirds of the prisoners under trial are from
marginalised communities, this incident also highlighted the caste prejudices

and over-targeting of certain communities.

In India 2 in 3 prisoners (69%) are from SC/ST/OBC background. Not a
single state has complied with 14-year-old Supreme court directives for police
reforms. On average, five people die in police or judicial custody every day, but
few are convicted in these cases, but the data is scary as well as scarce.
Further, three in five deaths in police custody occur within 24 hours of arrest.
The low proportion of women in Kerala's police force affected its ranking on the
effectiveness of its police in a 2019 report. The second being the increase

in atrocities in caste-based crimes

On September 14, a 19-year-old Scheduled Caste girl was allegedly
raped and assaulted by four dominant caste men in Hathras district in Uttar
Pradesh. Two weeks later, on September 29, the girl died of injuries in Delhi's
Safdarjung hospital. The state police were accused of delaying the filing of a
first information report (FIR) and the forensic examination, and cremating the
victim's body in the middle of the night on September 30, while restraining the

family from performing the last rites.

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The case triggered massive protests which led to an enquiry by the
Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI). The CBI charge sheet filed on
December 18 indicted the state police for ignoring the victim's statement and
charged the four accused men with gangrape and murder. The incident also

highlighted the caste skew that drives sexual violence against women.

Under Section 3 of the Prevention of Atrocities Act, 1989 (Atrocities Act),
a range of caste- and tribal identity-based discriminatory actions are penalised.
In 2015, the Act was amended to include over 30 offences. However, the
National Crime Records Bureau's annual report on crimes in India has data on
just four offences. All other offences under the Atrocities Act are clubbed as
‘others'. Lack of disaggregated data on atrocities means there is no measure of
the daily, lived experiences of discrimination that have been penalised under

the law.

Also, cases under the Atrocities Act alone constitute just 8.9% of the
total crime against Scheduled Castes and 5.3% of crime against the
Scheduled Tribes. Of the total registered crimes against SCs in 2019, 91% of
the cases are registered for offences under the Atrocities Act read with the
Indian Penal Code. Overall crimes against the SC/ST community increased by

18.8% while rape cases increased by 37%.

In 2013, after the brutal rape and assault of a 23-year-old (who was later
named Nirbhaya or fearless) in a moving bus in Delhi, the central

government set up the Nirbhaya Fund for enhancing the safety and security of

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women in India. However, the fund remains underutilised with only 66.7% of
the amount having been spent. These two cases unravelled our society. We
must not let authoritarian excess go unchecked for it will be a travesty for our

democratic institutions.

Lastly, this year has taken a toll on a lot of people mental health.
While suicides were discussed in the most outrageous undignified
manner where the decencies were ignored, Stress, anxiety and sleeplessness
are making many people reach out to doctors, counsellors, psychiatrists and
helplines, according to healthcare professionals and stakeholders. Past
pandemics led to worsening mental health issues and an increase in suicides,
according to studies. For instance, the influenza epidemic in
1918 increased suicide rates in the United States; suicides of those aged 65
and above in Hong Kong increased during the Severe Acute Respiratory

Syndrome (SARS) outbreak in 2003.

India's healthcare system remains unprepared to tackle the mental
consequences of the disease, the lockdown and financial crisis, mental health
professionals, stakeholders and observers say. They had cautioned about the

mental health impacts of COVID-19.

It is my humble plea that comprehensive data on the mental health
impacts or suicides related to the COVID-19 pandemic, deaths by suicide due

to COVID-19 be reported.

The article was titled as ‘India’s Reformer-in-chief. He says: “As a boy,
Narendra Modi helped his father sell tea to support their family. Today, he is
the leader of the world’s largest democracy and his life story from poverty to
Prime Minister reflects the dynamism and potential of India’s rise.

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*SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): The Indian economy
contracted by 7.7% in 2020-21 FY, being one of the lowest in six years. While
the economy was decelerating, the states found themselves resource strapped
as the funds they ought to receive from the Centre were delayed. Factors such
as low growth momentum and deteriorating Government finances has
contributed to the Moody's Investors Service to downgrade India's investment
rating to 'Baa3' in 2020, which is the lowest grade of investment ratings.

As the economy regains momentum in the last quarter of 2020-21, the
prices of petrol and diesel were increased drastically. For instance, in just one
week in January 2021, their prices were increased four times to an all-time
high of Rs.85.7 per litre of petrol and Rs.75.8 per litre of diesel. Since this
could dampen the consumer demand of the economy, the Centre should
consider reducing the excise duty on petrol and diesel.

From 2006-07, the Terms of Trade (ToT) of agriculture which is
indicative of how remunerative agriculture is, improved to 102.95 in 2010-11.
ToT is measured by the ratio of the price farmers pay for their inputs to the
price they receive for farm output. Since 2014-15, ToT deteriorated to below
100 to as low as 96 in 2018-19. Given this non-profitability of agriculture, it is
important to guarantee MSP for farm output in APMCs. But with the 3 new farm
laws the farm produce can now be sold at any price and place. With such

deregulation of farm prices and markets, there are apprehensions of rollback of

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MSP and agricultural mandis. Given the large-scale protests by farmers
against these laws, these farm laws must be withdrawn and new Bills must be
drafted taking into consideration the farmers’ concerns and demands with the
promise of continuation of MSP for farmers.

The President's Address refers to the Centre's decision to increase the
MSP to at least 1.5 times the cost of production. Between 2006-07 and 2013-
14, there was a 90 to 205% rise in the minimum support price (MSP) of major
crops, including paddy, wheat, arhar, gram, maize and masoor. During the
subsequent six years of the NDA Government, the MSP has grown at a
modest rate of 40-73%. Under the NDA Government, however, the MSP of
paddy only saw an increase from Rs 1,310 in 2013-14 to Rs 1,868 in 2020-21
— a 43% growth as compared to the 126% growth seen during UPA. | would
also like to bring to this Government's notice that the MSP recommended by
the Swaminathan Committee is to be calculated using the more
comprehensive C2 cost formulae and not the A2+FL formulae used by the
Centre.

The President's Address mentions the measures taken by the Centre to
ensure that the poor would not go hungry. During the pandemic when the
migrant workers and poor were facing food grain shortage, the Food
Corporation of India (FCI) storehouses were holding grains in excess of the
stipulated limit. The Economic Survey 2020 has pointed out the Government to
be the single largest hoarder of grains in the country. Instead of mandating

release of food grains above a certain limit, the amendment to the Essential
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Commodities Act (one of the 3 farm laws) excluded the Public Distribution
System (PDS) from the purview of the law, thus allowing the Government to
continue to hoard grains (or) store grains above the minimum required level.

The Delhi High Court also observed that the distress caused to people
by the lockdown has been aggravated by the “denial of access of food grains”
to the poor, under-privileged and marginalised sections. Thus, if we are to
ensure sufficient supply of grains to the needy, food grains above the minimum
buffer requirement with the FCI must be mandated to be released during times
of grain shortage and price rise.

The President's Address applauds the Centre's timely decision to save
lives during the pandemic. But due to an arbitrary lockdown, 198 migrant
workers died in road accidents while countless others died out of hunger and
exhaustion. In a completely callous display of apathy, the Government stated
that it has no data on migrant deaths.

The President's Address refers to the ‘collective strength of federal
structure.' But there is no mention of the funds the Centre owes to the States.
Despite the increased health expenditure by the States during the pandemic,
the Centre delayed the transfer of GST compensation cess to the States. As
per the Finance Ministry data, for the State of Maharashtra, the provisional
amount of GST Compensation due for (April-duly, 2020) was Rs.22,485 crore.
During the same period, the compensation arrear for all States combined was

Rs.1,51,365 crore. Such delay in the devolution of funds from the Centre has
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severely limited the States' ability to spend on their welfare and development
including keeping COVID-19 under control.

The Economic Survey 2020-21 also refers to the record GST collections
of over Rs.100,000 crore in 3rd quarter of 2020-21 ending in December 2020.
Despite such record collections, the President's Address is silent on the
revenues it owes to the states. The Centre must clearly specify the timeline by
when it will transfer the GST compensation cess to states.

The Address stresses the power of Digital India in maintaining growth
momentum. According to the National Sample Survey Report on Education
(2017-18), only 24% of households in India have some members with access
to the internet. The fact that 42% have access in urban areas while only 15%
in rural areas also widens the urban-rural divide.

The President's Address alludes to defence production under Make in
India as a major driver of manufacturing and boost to the economy. | would like
to question the Centre as to what tangible results have been achieved so far
through this initiative. How much have our domestic manufacturing and
industries benefited from this? | would also like to question the Centre on the
efforts being taken to make the Indian defence manufacturing companies self-
reliant in manufacture of advanced aircraft (technical know-how) and to further
the technological advancement at Hindustan Aeronautical Limited (HAL) and

other defence public sector enterprises.
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The very spirit of our Indian Constitution is of tolerance — tolerance for
different cultures, minorities, dissent, among others. But this Government has
shown intolerance at every stage - intolerance to minorities, dissent — which is
primarily reflected in its clampdown of protests against the farm laws in the
country. In the coming financial year, | urge the Centre to consult all the
stakeholders before drafting policies and uphold the federal structure of our

economy.

Sir, the black laws were passed in a tearing hurry. The method too
leaves much to be desired. When Corona was at its peak, there was a
lockdown. At that time, the Government brought the ordinance. The farmers
started opposing it. These were anti-farmer policies. Demands for scrapping
the laws grew. But, instead of handing these bills to a Select Committee or a
Standing Committee, the Government chose to use its brute majority to get
passed these laws.

The Government could have consulted the aggrieved farmers earlier.
Then, there would have been no protests. Secondly, anyone can do marketing
anywhere with the help of his Aadhaar Card. There is no need for him to take
a licence. There would be no check on him without a licence. This is a Black
law. Thirdly, an agreement is reached with a farmer that wheat will be
purchased at Rs. 2000/- per quintal. But, there is surplus production of wheat
this time. Wheat will be available at Rs. 1500 per quintal outside. Naturally,
wheat will be purchased at Rs.1500/- and the farmer will suffer.
