So, we are giving incentives for
the promotion of other fertilizers also. It is quite unfortunate that for the time
being usage of chemicals and fertilizers is going up day by day to a certain
extent which really is a dangerous situation before us. We have planned for
this and we have already taken the initiative in consultation with the Ministry of
Agriculture to see that the use of chemical fertilizers should be reduced. For
this, a masterplan is already prepared.

Recently, IFFCO has come up with the nano-fertilizer. A trial was run
across the country and nearly 11,000 farmers were given this fertilizer. We
have seen that because of the use of nano-fertilizer, the health of the soil is
kept in good condition and even the production has gone up. We have seen
that the cost of fertilizer has come down. So, these are the initiatives that we
are taking and we are giving all sorts of support. The Department of Agriculture
has already permitted the use of nano-fertilizer under the Fertilizer Control
Order. So, we are taking several steps to see that the use of chemical

fertilizers is reduced in the coming days.

SHRI D. V. SADANANDA GOWDA: The intention of the Government is to

see that the fertiliser subsidy is credited directly to the accounts of the farmers.
This is the real intention of the Government. But there are several issues that
need to be debated. All the stakeholders need to be consulted. The technical
aspect also needs to be looked into. A technical committee has to be formed.

A decision has to be taken in terms of the quantity of fertilizer that needs to be
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given to a particular farmer. So, several issues need to be debated and
discussed.

We had a Committee under the Chairmanship of the Cabinet Secretary
consisting of other high-level Secretaries as its members. Of course, they
consult one or two biotech companies also. We want to go further and have
consultations with all the stakeholders, like the State Government, farmers,
manufacturers and other agencies, to come to the conclusion how it could be
dealt with. Even the transaction should be very transparent, which requires
some technical aspect to be taken care of.

We have formed a Committee under the Chairmanship of Cabinet
Secretary. At the same time, a Chintan Shivir was organised to hold
discussion with the farmers. | myself headed that Shivir and held three to four
interactive sessions with the State Governments, farmers and others, but a
final decision has not yet been taken. We are eager that it should be done at
the earliest.

| would once again discuss with the Committee headed by the Cabinet
Secretary. The Committee headed by me also needs to come to a final
conclusion. We hope that it will be done at the earliest. This is also the
intention of the Government because direct subsidy transfer to the bank
account of a farmer will track the actual buyer, reduce black-marketing, and
diversion. The farmers will be at liberty to choose the fertilizers that he should

use. All these things will certainly benefit the farmers. It will also help in
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doubling the farmers’ income. We are working on it and we will do it at the
earliest.

SHRI JAGDAMBIKA PAL : | am thankful to the Minister and | feel that the
Minister is very kind to the farmers. Our Government is also committed to their
cause. The Government has already constituted one Committee under the
Chairmanship of the Cabinet Secretary and the hon. Minister is also Chairing
one Chintan Shivir, a Working Group for the Direct Benefit Transfer Scheme. |
do not have any doubt about the intentions of the Minister. He is quite
committed to allow direct cash transfer to the farmers against fertilizer subsidy.
| would like to know how much time it will take. The Government has already
constituted two committees; one headed by the Minister and another headed
by the Cabinet Secretary. The Government has also decided upon the criteria
for selection of the farmers, their entittement and determining the amount of
subsidy to be transferred to the farmers’ accounts periodically. There is no
ambiguity on this count. So, | would like to know how much time it will take. Is
there any definite time to come to conclusion by both, the Committee headed
by you as also the Committee headed by the Cabinet Secretary?

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Hon. Chairperson, Sir, practically, several
States have already given their opinions because ultimately, in a sense, they
are the implementing agencies. After the transfer of subsidies to the accounts
of the farmers, the State Government concerned is responsible for the
distribution inside that particular State. So, the State Governments are also

taken on board.
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Certain State Governments have given their opinions. Recently, we had
a webinar with the State of Karnataka where they have come up with a new
technology, wherein even the farmer’s data -- his land, crop pattern, and other
things -- is collected in such a way that it is easy to assess how much fertiliser
should be given to a particular farmer because it varies from State to State. In
certain States, the crop pattern is entirely different. In certain States, the usage
of fertiliser is entirely different. So, these are the major issues that need to be
taken care of when we need to come to a solution.

Member because he is very eager to see that the
fertilizer subsidy should go to the accounts of the farmers. We are also not
delaying it. Certainly, within a very short time, this will happen. We should sit

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: We are very particular that it should
directly go to the accounts of the farmers and the farmers should have the
liberty to make use of fertilizers.

SHRI FEROZE VARUN GANDHI : When we look at the existing data on
transfers under the PM-KISAN, we can see that transfers made during the
sowing season are about twice as productive as during the non-sowing
season. About 70 per cent of the money that was given to farmers under the
PM-KISAN transfers was put back into agriculture. In non-sowing season, it

was almost half.
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My question to the hon. Minister is this. When we are looking at DBT for
fertilisers, are we looking at the periodicity of transfers? Are we looking at
doing an emphasis on transfers during the sowing season with, of course,
allowing for cropping patterns, geography, etc., because that will be much
more beneficial to the nation and to the farmers as well?

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: This PM-KISAN fund will be distributed by
the Agriculture Ministry. | have nothing to do with this. In spite of that, we are
seeing that during the cropping pattern, it should be transferred to the farmers
so that they can make use of that.

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SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): Thank you, Madam. At the outset,
| would like to congratulate our hon. Finance Minister for presenting the Budget
during this pandemic time when the world is going through difficult times. We
have seen that economies also crashed. But she has shown a lot of grit and
she led with a lot of exemplary leadership during this pandemic period. So, we
are really thankful to her.

We should also appreciate that to combat recession, she has struck a
fine balance between fiscal caution and Government spending. But even
during the lockdown, our country was going through difficult times. This is
evident from the fact that the economic growth was down to 4.19 per cent and
the tax revenues for our country were down by 3.69 per cent compared to the
previous year before the lockdown.

The States are also going through equally difficult times. In the true
spirit of cooperative federalism, we request the Central Government to help the
States. It is because it is an effort of both the Centre and the States to put the
country back on track.

Before | go to my observations on the Budget, | would like to talk about
the issues of my State, especially Polavaram which is a very, very important
Project for our State. Our State is heavily dependent on completion of the
Polavaram Project. We would request the Government to approve the revised
cost estimate at an earlier date. We are thankful for the commitment given by
the hon. Finance Minister and the hon. Water Resources Minister; they have

given an oral commitment also. We are grateful to you for that. But anything
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without the Cabinet approving it, will not be fruitful. Polavaram Project is going
on in a very brisk pace right now. Polavaram Project is slated to be completed
next year. So, we would request the Government to act fast on this and
approve the revised cost estimate.

Coming to the issue of medical colleges, post-bifurcation, we do not
have tier-1 cities in Andhra Pradesh apart from Visakhapatnam. So, not many
private people are coming forward to set up super speciality hospitals. So, our
Chief Minister has come forward to construct 16 new medical colleges and
super speciality hospitals. So, we would request the Central Government to
help us out. It is because when there are no private people coming in, the only
option is public sector investment in that. Even if you see pro rata figures,
compared to other States, the number of medical colleges in Andhra Pradesh
is very, very less. So, we would request the Government to take care of this.
It is because we have seen in the pandemic how important it is for the Medical
Department to be equipped properly.

Coming to Andhra Pradesh Civil Supplies Corporation, for rice
distributed under PDS, their pending payments pertaining to 10 per cent of rice
subsidy from 2013-14 amounts to Rs.1599 crore. Even for Pradhan Mantri
Garib Kalyan Yojana, Rs.1723 crore is pending. Even in the current year, we
have Rs.960 crore pending for the third quarter of the Financial Year 2020-21
pertaining to advance claims. So, we would request the Minister to take note

of this and help release the funds at an earlier date.
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Nivar Cyclone devastated Andhra Pradesh. There were Central
Government teams which visited our State during November and December.
They have made some assessments. We would request the Government to
release Rs.2275 crore as financial assistance entitled under NDRF-.

A lot of damage has been done and we lost a lot of property and lives.
Cyclone Nivar had created a havoc in the State. | would request the Central
Government to help Andhra Pradesh in time because any delay in helping us
with funds for Nivar cyclone relief will not be of much use in the future.

A lot of BPL people are dependent on MGNREGA. We have more than
Rs.3000 crore pending for material component. A lot of work is pending.
Especially, after this pandemic, MGNREGA is really important for the survival
of BPL people in the State. | would request the hon. Minister to initiate action
to release pending payments under MGNREGA.

In the AP Reorganisation Act, we were given Rs. 50 crore per year, per
district, as Backward District Grant for seven backward districts of Andhra
Pradesh. We are entitled for Rs.700 crore. It is pending for the last two years.
We have requested for the release of this amount several times. | would like

the hon. Minister to take note of it and release it at an earlier date.
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On the floor of the House, while the State was being bifurcated, because
of unviable finances we were promised Special Category Status. It is our
demand that Special Category Status be given to our State. The validity of AP
Reorganisation Act is for ten years. It has already been seven years since the
Act was initiated and just three years are left. | would like the Government to
give us Special Category Status. It is not something that we are asking out of
the blue. It was there in the NDA manifesto of 2014. Every person, who came
for campaigning in Andhra Pradesh, said that Special Category Status will be
granted to Andhra Pradesh. We are now going through a difficult time. The
finances of the State are such that whatever revenues we are getting are
enough only for paying salary, pension, and the basic needs of the State. We
are just surviving on borrowed finances. | would request the Central
Government to grant Special Category Status to us.

Coming to the Budget, | was talking about the spirit of cooperative
federalism. If you see, during the 13" Finance Commission period, 32 per cent
of the divisible pool of taxes was allotted to the States. All the States put
together were getting around 28 per cent share of gross taxes. Subsequently,
during the 14" Finance Commission period, the States got only 35 per cent of
gross taxes even though in the divisible pool of taxes the share of the State
was 42 per cent. Subsequently, the cess and surcharges, which were not part
of the divisible pool of taxes, were increased. This is unfair. During the 15"
Finance Commission period, though the States are entitled for 41 per cent of

divisible pool of taxes, we are getting just 13 per cent of gross taxes, which is
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five per cent less than even the 14" Finance Commission recommendation.
We are at a loss. The hon. Finance Minister and the Government should take
note of this and help the State. It is not just Andhra Pradesh that is losing on
this account. Every State gets to lose because of this.

| would also like to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister regarding
TOR, which was given, of 15" Finance Commission. It says that 2011
population census will be taken into consideration. States like Andhra
Pradesh, which has implemented strict population control measures, are at a
loss. Earlier it was based on 1971 census. If it is based on population, we get
to lose. So, some sort of arrangement has to be made so that we are not at
loss because of controlling the population.

| would also like to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister that in some of
the Centrally-sponsored schemes there is a sharing mechanism. Like, 60 per
cent is given by the Centre and 40 per cent by the State. | do not blame the
Centre or the State. There is a lot of communication gap. They write a letter,
and a lot of procedure is to be followed. There is a lot of delay in execution of
the project due to all this.

If you see per year escalation cost, it is six to seven per cent for any
project and it is apart from the interest cost that | am talking about. If the
project is delayed by two years, it is going to be more than ten per cent loss for
the Government. So, | would request the hon. Minister of Finance to take note
of this and just calculate the loss per year. It is not only related to the State of

Andhra Pradesh, but it is also related to all the States as far as Centrally-
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sponsored schemes are concerned. Why do we need to pay the escalation
cost? Why do we need to bear the interest? | am sure that it is going to run into
thousands of crores of rupees, which is a loss to the nation because this
amount should be put for developing the infrastructure and this should be
efficiently used for capital investment.

If you see the National Highways, they do not have such obstacles
because whatever amount is being used for any infrastructure project is borne
by the National Highways Department. Our hon. Minister, Gadkari Ji, had very
proudly said in the House that they have completed the project in time and
have also broken the records with regard to completion of construction of
roads in time. We really appreciate that. We wish that same model is followed
in respect of other projects also. We request the hon. Minister that whatever
amount you may allot for a particular project, let the State Government or the
Central Government take the responsibility of the same completely. This will
avoid all deadlocks and will ensure expeditious completion of projects and with
this, we will save thousand of crores of rupees in escalation cost and interest.

We are supporting a lot of entities during these times of recession and
crisis. | mean that we are giving a lot of stimulus to various companies to get
out of the bad phase. But a lot of payment is pending to various entities from
both the Central Government and the State Governments. The issue is this.
Once it is built by the State or the Centre, the entities need to pay the GST. On
the one hand, you are talking of supporting them, waiving off their withheld

amounts and waiving off their performance guarantees; and on the other hand,
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you are asking them to pay the GST even before the amount is realised, which
is a drain on their working capital. So, this is a very important issue. When the
Government is not paying, you cannot expect the private people to do it. If it is
pending from a private party, it is agreeable. But if it is pending from the
Government, the business community should not be harassed or should not be
penalised. Only after the actual realisation of the payment, the GST should be
paid. | request the hon. Minister to take a note of this.

| would also like to know what is the rationale or what is the USP behind
selling profitable Government ventures. There is a lot of confusion in the
country. A lot of people are asking why the Government is selling the profitable
entities. This is objectionable. If the Government is selling the loss-making
ventures, it is acceptable. But when the Government sells the profitable
entities, the Government should spell-out the reasons why they want to sell
profitable entities.

We also strongly oppose the privatisation of Visakhapatnam Steel Plant.
It is our sentiment. To build such an organisation, it takes years and years. We
cannot sell it off like that. We allot mines for Visakhapatnam Steel Plant. If we
re-work the finances, it is going to be a big asset for the country and for the
State as well. So, it has another advantage. It has a very huge land bank. It
can be leveraged by way of a debt. With folded hands, we request the
Government not to privatise the Visakhapatnam Steel Plant. It is our request.
Everybody is demanding this across all party lines. Even the BJP in the State

has gone on record in the media that the Visakhapatnam Steel Plant should
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not be privatised. So, with folded hands, we request the Government not to
privatise the Visakhapatnam Steel Plant.

Now, | come to other issues. GST was introduced with the sole aim of
‘One Nation, One Tax'. It was introduced to simplify things. The big enterprises
are fine with whatever it is. But there is a bit of fear psychosis and there is a lot
of confusion when it comes to small and medium enterprises. If | am not
wrong, | would like to tell the House that more than 900 amendments were
made to the GST Act during the last four years.

So, this is leading to a lot of confusion and the small players are really
scared of GST. We are happy that GST revenues have gone up. We are
seeing that in the media. Monthly revenues are close to Rs. 1,10,000 crore. It
is good for the country but we should encourage the small and medium players
and we should see that they are not intimidated. They are not willing to join
the GST. | would like to read out 2-3 points which are problematic. In Section
218 B of the Income Tax Act, 1961 and Section 83(1) of the GST Act, 2017, it
has been proposed that in case of tax evasion due to various defaults, the tax
officer now has the power to attach the assets of the company including the
bank account.

Apart from that, all those people who are involved with the transactions,
even their properties and bank accounts can also be attached. There is a lot
of ambiguity. There is a lot of confusion and people are a bit scared with this
Act. If you see also under Income Tax system, earlier only retired Judges of

Supreme Court and High Courts of India were part of authority for advance
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ruling under Income Tax Act. Now, the proposed change allows Chief
Commissioner level officers to be Members of Authority.

When the third person is there, things are fair but when it is in the
department, there are chances that they might be biased and justice will be
done in one way. So, we request the Government to rethink about this Act
also.

As per the proposed changes in committing a mistake in calculating
excess tax under Section 75(xii) of GST, it will result in the department
charging it as self-assessment tax without issuing any show cause tax notice.
This is a problem for the small and medium enterprises because they do not
employ big corporate chartered accountants to take care of their accounts.
They do it themselves and they are really scared of this. | think this needs to
be simplified.

Similarly, the tax officer can even cancel your registration if they find out
difference between figures of GST in 1 and 3b column. We understand that
the collection of taxes is important but it should not choke the business entities.
It should be like win-win situation for both of them. Even in the case of
penalties also under Section 129 of the GST Act, 2017, the proposed change
states that more than 100 per cent can be levied in penalties which is really
scaring business entities and before | end my speech, | would request the
Government and the hon. Finance Minister that ours is a young State which is

only seven years old. Our hon. Chief Minister is putting every effort to run the
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State efficiently. We have saved cost in power and we have saved in various
other things.

So, we request support from the Central Government. And his
governance is evident from the fact that he has been ranked the third best
Chief Minister in the country and Andhra Pradesh is first in ‘ease of doing
business’. We are doing everything possible to put things in the right manner.
Even the people’s blessings are there. In the recent local body elections, we
have won 98 per cent of all the municipalities in the State and we have also
won 98 per cent of the panchayats also.

This is people’s verdict but | request the Central Government to support
us, to support the State, and to help us to come back on track. We wish that
hon. Finance Minister and the Central Government will support us in every
possible way.

Supporting this Budget, | conclude my speech.

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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Sir, | stand here on
behalf of NCP to speak on the Finance Bill, 2021. | would like to go back to a
very important and relevant point made earlier by my colleague Shri Ritesh
Pandey. He made two very, very important points which | think this House
needs to discuss. One is about disinvestment and privatization. Let me put it
on record that we are not against divestment and privatization. | would like to
go back in history that the first time in 1991 when the economy was opened
up, it was the then hon. Finance Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh Ji who actually
opened the economy and the process of disinvestment started and it continued
when he was the Prime Minister. But | have very serious concerns because
yesterday also, in the debate, the hon. Finance Minister gave a very detailed
reply about LIC and insurance. My only question to her was, which is my
personal concern like it is Mr. Pandey’s, are we hurting the economic
sovereignty of the country at the rate we are accelerating this pace? We are
not against it. Nirmala Ji knows my views. She was present here yesterday
when | spoke. But | would like her to clarify this because it sends a signal to
the nation. Like a lot of Members said yesterday and which you have also
repeated that you are not selling the family silver. So, if you are not selling the
family silver, all the symptoms that you are showing to us are triggering us to
understand so. So, will this kind of disinvestment and opening up to such a
large extent, like LIC, as we explained, from 26 to 49 to 74 per cent, which is
absolutely fine, aggressively stop foreign investment? | talked about not any

particular country, but | will give you a small example of China. Once my
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colleague Krishna Reddy spoke about loans given by China online. A lot of
people in Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra have had huge distress issues
because of these loans which were online which were given through a Chinese
App which you have already banned. If the Chinese App could show certain
kind of effects on our economy, will this kind of economic sovereignty be
maintained if we start disinvesting to such a large extent of about 74 per cent?
| would request if you could kindly throw some light on it because it is very
worrisome.

| think hon. Member Shri Midhun Reddy also made a point that profitable
entities are being sold. So, why are we selling profitable entities? This is my
first question on this Bill. Everybody and he talked about petrol and diesel
cess. | think you talked about that cess and | would like to quote you because |
think you have clarified in your reply that to fund agri-infra, Government will
impose a cess. As Ritesh Pandey Ji said, | will not take time of this House, but
| would request the hon. Finance Minister to clarify it. She, in reply at a later
press conference after the Budget, said, “consequent to the imposition of
Agriculture Infrastructure and Development Cess on petrol and diesel, the
Basic Excise Duty and Special Additional Excise Duty rates have been
reduced, so that the overall consumer does not bear the additional burden.”
But that is not the case, unfortunately. | will give you a small breakup of Delhi.
In Delhi, it is Rs. 86.30 per litre. Now, the Centre, out of it, is getting Rs. 32.98
plus VAT and the State is getting Rs. 19.92. So, could you kindly explain to the

House as to how you are justifying it? | understand that you have reduced
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something, but the consumer is not benefitting by it. So, what is the solution to
reduce it? The Hon. MoS, the other day, during the Question Hour, said that
the States should help reduce the cost. Now, States are already under stress.
States after States, be it Bihar, be it Andhra Pradesh, every Member from
every State is talking about how badly, due to the pandemic, States are doing
economically. So, how can the States help? It is almost impossible. So, | would
request you to kindly elaborate on this particular topic.

In the Finance Bill, there are two or three issues which | would like to
highlight since it is in the interest of employees. EPF contribution exceeding
over Rs. 2.5 lakh is now taxable. In these challenging times, do we really need
this one tax to be added? Could you kindly clarify it? Everybody is praising you
for not increasing income tax. It is a welcome step. But at the same time, in
these challenging times, maybe decreasing also could have been a solution
because of the pandemic mode and globally, taxes are going down. So, why
are we taking such regressive steps or even stabilizing?

The insurance payment received under the Unit Linked Insurance Policy
can now be taxed as capital gain under the 2021 Bill.

Now, could you kindly clarify as to why are we taxing this during the
pandemic? | am asking this because presently any sum received under this
was exempted by 10 (10) (d) where the premium payable during the term
policy does not exceed 10 percent of the capital sum. So, if you could kindly

clarify what is the real logic of doing it during the pandemic? | understand that
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you have to balance as there are expenses, but during the pandemic would
this really be the right decision in the larger interest of people?

There is the tax incentive, which is done for the International Financial
Services Centre. Even at that time we have debated this Bill several times
together that Maharashtra should have got it versus Gujarat got it. Now, that is
all redundant because it has already gone to Gujarat. But we would like to
know because the report that time said that this would generate 10 lakh jobs,
which we have not been unfortunately successful in doing year after year. | am
not objecting to giving it to you, but | do not want it to become a tax haven. |
think that even in that debate we had all discussed this issue. So, | think that
this really needs to be looked in, that is, this location of Gandhinagar whether
in a long-term it is going to be beneficial to have this institute there or do we
really need to move it.

There is another very important intervention, which | think Shri
Nageswara Rao ji also talked about, that is, cotton. But | would like to, sort of,
put a different point because the other day the Textile Minister -- when Shri
Mehtab ji asked a question during the Question Hour -- spoke about a very
important point. Now, you have increased the Customs Duty on cotton and
cotton waste by five percent and another five percent because of the
Agriculture Infrastructure and Development Cess on cotton. Now, the cotton
industry has to import extra because of long staple cotton, which is not
available in India. It is not that we are helping our people. What is the logic of

doing it because it is actually hurting our textile industry, which creates
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thousands and thousands of jobs and more so for women? He asked for a
textile park. | have a textile park in my own Constituency where there are 7,500
women who work there, which is under distress because of this.

| would specifically like to read this out with your permission that : “The
extra-long staple cotton in which India has a clear production deficit is largely
imported from Egypt and the US and is used for manufacturing bed sheets,
fine shirting and several products, which are available”. What happens is that
the country is already flooded with cheaper import of readymade garments
from SAFTA countries and if this import duty comes in, then how is the Indian
producer going to adjust it? | think that they have all written to you also. So, |
would request you to kindly relook and rethink of this particular tax.

Tax devolution, which stands unchanged, but | remember that when |
spoke on the Budget, you were very kind enough to take note of it. During the
Fifteenth Finance Commission, modernisation fund for defence and internal
security would be there by garnering resources from the Consolidated Fund of
India. Last time, | had requested you and you had assured me that you will
explain to us at larger length. Maybe, today is the opportunity for it because as
you are aware that one percent, Fifteenth Finance Commission, you very
clearly explained, has gone to us. It is 41 now because of Jammu and
Kashmir, but with this defence clause coming in now, | think that most States
are concerned whether this will be taken from our kitty. If the States, which are
already under so much pressure have to pay for the defence, which is

completely the job of the Central Government, then they will be under a lot of
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duress. So, | think that this is something that we really need to get a
clarification on as a State.

Another thing is that during demonetisation, the whole idea of
demonetisation -- which the Government said -- was to reduce cash inflows.
So, we do not need that much money to be printed because everything is
going to become online. Now my question to you is this because this has come
in the media, and if you could kindly clarify it. Rs. 9 lakh crore was cash in
circulation. Now, Rs. 29 lakh crore is in circulation, and only in the last nine
months Rs. 3 lakh crore was printed. | am not against it. | am not an
economist, but | understand a little bit of it, which explains that since you are
under such pressure you have to print money. But by printing Rs. 3 lakh crore,
when the Government keeps saying that you want to reduce CIC, is this really
the right decision at such times? Would it not increase inflation, which is going
to hurt people and the common man at this time of the year?

The other thing is the cess. Now, there are so many cesses. The CAG
has already said that an amount of Rs. 2.18 lakh as cess is collected, which is
not shared with the States. There is the Swachh Bharat Cess, Road Cess,
Clean Energy Cess, etc., which all go into the Consolidated Fund and there is
no accountability for it. So, could you kindly clarify what the CAG has said?

Everybody talked about the States. You owe the GST worth Rs.28,000
crore to our State. So, | appeal to you to kindly give this money as soon as

possible.
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A small issue, which is the PMC Bank issue, is still pending because
those depositors are absolutely struggling. You specifically brought a Bill for
banking regulation to bring in changes in the PMC Bank. | know, this is not
concerning the Finance Bill, but | took this opportunity because eventually the
Finance Bill is for the next whole year and for everybody, to get the prices in
place and for ensuring development, all the stakeholders have to be included.
The PMC bank is a large stakeholder; its depositors are very poor people. |
think, we really need to address this PMC bank issue. | hate to keep raising it;
the faster you resolve it the better it is; | really not have to raise it. So, | urge
the hon. Finance Minister to look into our State issues.

All the cooperative federalism that you talk about is really the taste of it
is not in just making the pudding but really in eating it. | think, the States are all
in once voice, asking the Central Government to help them. | am sure in this
Finance Bill you will control your spending and make sure that all the States
get their rights and efforts are made to bring inflation down, especially in petrol,

diesel and LPG prices. Thank you.

2eal o TS § 3G JTcT T FHIH Pl §,
SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Mr. Chairman, Sir, we have to
admit in all fairness that this is not a standard year. We have been through
tough times and the hon. Finance Minister, undoubtedly and notwithstanding
the difficult times, has done a fairly good job. Let us realise what were the
difficulties that were created for the hon. Finance Minister. The first difficulty
was the gross misallocation of time resources.

We wasted a good time of early 2020 in programmes like Namaste
Trump and mis-allocated the time that was to be allocated because COVID
had knocked at doors on 30" January. We got busy in some other activities
that should not have attracted our attention, creating difficulties for the hon.
Finance Minister.

Then, there was four-hour notice before lockdown in the entire country
when millions of migrant labourers were stuck in places without any shelter
and without any provision for food. Having that in the background, we have to
be appreciative of the efforts made. Nonetheless, there are some areas of
concern.

The first and foremost is the absence of some kind of tax relief. Ehé AT

will be some kind of tax relief for lower middle class and middle class. We have
not seen that. Though there have been some reforms like exemption from filing

returns for persons above the age of 75 years only in select cases, and lesser
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interface between the tax officials and taxpayers, those are not meaningful in
the background of the difficulties that we face.

The second area of concern, as has been pointed out by Members who
spoke earlier on the subject, is that disinvestment and privatization are
alarming. The hon. Finance Minister said more than once, that this is not
disinvestment in true sense; they have only allowed 75 per cent share in
insurance sector through FDI. But that is a camouflage. In true effect, this is
disinvestment. Why should we go for it? What tempts us to go for it?

So, while | stand in support of the Bill, there are some serious areas of
concerns which need to be addressed by the hon. Finance Minister.

Thank you.
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SHRIMATI PRENEET KAUR (PATIALA): Thank you, Chairman, Sir, for giving
me the time to speak. The Finance Minister in her Union Budget Speech
stated that there were three instances earlier where the economy contracted,
with the fourth being under this Government. The Indian economy has
witnessed a sharp contraction of 23.9 per cent year-on-year in the first quarter
of 2020. This was the largest contraction on record in independent India’s
history intensified, of course, by the nationwide lockdown.

The impact of the pandemic and associated health measures has been
unique as they have affected every sector of the economy. But the silver lining
in all this has been the agricultural sector, thanks particularly to the
hardworking farmers and farm labour of the country. It is these farmers who
are still sitting patiently and peacefully for getting their due justice for their
demands.

As per the The Economic Survey 2020-21, India’s GDP is estimated to
have contracted by 7.7 per cent in FY 2020-21. According to the Centre for
Monitoring Indian Economy (CMIE), the country’s unemployment rate rose
sharply from 8 per cent in March 2020 to 24 per cent in April 2020. This, of
course, was an immediate impact of the lockdown. The biggest hit of the Covid
crisis has been taken by the poor and the lower middle class.

However, as per International Labour Organization (ILO)’s assessment,
even before the Covid-19 crisis, India had been experiencing slower economic

growth and rising unemployment. According to IMF, between 2015 and 2019,
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economic growth fell from 8 per cent to 4 per cent. By 2018, unemployment
rate exceeded 6 per cent, and the youth unemployment rate doubled from 10
per cent to 23 per cent.

Experts are questioning today the claims of the Government about the
likelihood of recovery being “V-shaped” and that “green shoots” will magically
appear.

This is even backed by the ILO’s assessment of our economic recovery
being more sluggish and uncertain with damage persisting throughout the
whole country, most notably in the unorganised sector. Of course, | only hope
that these assessments are proved untrue.

| now would like to talk abut some key aspects of the Finance Bill.
Firstly, as mentioned by many Members, there has been no relief for the
salaried class. There are no tax breaks, no relief. Contradicting huge
expectations, no relief has been a big let-down. We were all hoping that you
would give some relief.

The other thing has been a tokenistic aid to the senior citizens. While
the hon. Finance Minister was giving her Budget speech, she said, and | quote:
“We shall reduce compliance burden on our senior citizens who
are 75 years of age and above. For senior citizens who only have
pension and interest income, | propose exemption from filing their
income tax returns. The paying bank will deduct the necessary

tax on their income.”
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The concessions proposed by the Finance Minister do not imply any
exemption from income tax, as was mistakenly presumed by many in a
moment of glee at that time.

Another cess has been added. A new cess named as Agriculture
Infrastructure and Development Cess was introduced for purposes of
financing the agriculture infrastructure and other development expenditure.

Fundamentally, taxes collected by the Centre are divided between the
Centre and the States, while money collected through cess and surcharge is
not part of this divisible pool. Thus, the States end up effectively receiving
less money than their rightful share under the federal arrangement. The cess
thus not only impacts fiscal federalism but also greatly compromises the
States’ ability to meet their mandate.

The Report of the Audit of the Union Government’s finances, tabled in
Parliament in September, 2020, revealed that the Finance Ministry retained
over 40 per cent of cess collections in 2018-19 in the Consolidated Fund of
India. The Report also said that the GST Compensation Cess amounting to
Rs.47,272 crore over the last two years has not been remitted to the States to
compensate them for loss of revenue, in violation of the GST Compensation
Act of 2017.

There has been a hike in basic Customs Duty on things like screws,
nuts, bolts, etc. This will only further accentuate the severe economic crisis

faced by the people of our country.
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Chairman, Sir, | would like to take the liberty of pointing out that the
Finance Bill, 2021 contains a number of provisions that may not strictly meet
the definition of a Money Bill, as these provisions do not relate to taxes,
borrowing of money from the Government, nor expenditure or receipts
involving the Consolidated Fund of India. Pushing such proposals through the
Finance Bill can only be seen as an attempt to evade parliamentary scrutiny
as in the case of a Money Bill where the Rajya Sabha does not have a right to
reject or amend it.

| would, at this stage, also like to put forward that while this Budget is
going on, the Government should consider revival of our MPLAD Fund. | think
most parliamentarians have asked for this. It is our due right, though very
meagre, by which we can try and satisfy our constituents.

| would also like to reiterate the work done by the ASHA workers, who
were our frontline COVID-19 warriors. Every single Member of the House has
appreciated the work done by our frontline warriors. ASHA workers are part
of that. Madam, do consider to enhance their meagre salaries.

Madam, kindly consider enhancing their meagre salaries that are there.

With these words, | would like to conclude. Mr. Chairperson, Sir, | hope
that our hon. Finance Minister will agree to some of the suggestions that have
been put forward through you. | hope that some of the points will receive a
favourable consideration of the Government and the States -- who are also
reeling under this economic crisis -- will be given their due share. Thank you

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SHRI SYED IMTIAZ JALEEL (AURANGABAD): Sir, | wish to seek some
honest answers from the hon. Finance Minister.

When the hon. Finance Minister took away the MPLADS fund from all
the MPs for two years citing reason that she will be using that money for
improving the medical infrastructure in this country, we thought, lets chip in
because we were facing the worst of times in this country and we all chipped in
hoping that you will be using that money for improving the medical
infrastructure in this country and especially the rural hospitals in this country
which are still in a shambles.

If you do not believe this, | would request you to send a team to
Maharashtra. | will take them around to rural hospitals in my State to show the
pathetic condition in which they are.

What was the MPLAD Fund meant for? Why do we use the MPLAD
Fund for? Does that mean that MPLAD Fund is used by the MP according to
his own whims and fancies? No, it is not. The MPLAD Fund is used for the
development of the constituency which you have taken away. Everybody in
this House wants the MPLAD Fund to be given back but none of the MPs from
your Party and from your alliance Parties are going to speak openly about it.
Instead, they request us in the Central Hall to speak on this topic because they
cannot speak on this topic.

What is the message that you are giving to the people of the country,

especially to the minorities when you slash the budget of the minorities in this
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country? Let me remind this august House that the Constitution of this country
does not allow anyone in this country to do discrimination on the basis of caste
and religion. Hon. Finance Minister, please give me an honest answer or one
reason why the budget for the minorities has been slashed. You have taken
that away.

The third point is, your Party, the BJP, enjoyed power in Maharashtra
with your so-called natural ally for so many years but just because Shiv Senna,
your ally, has dumped you or abandoned you or rather divorced you and
married the new found love in the form of the Congress and the NCP, does it
mean that the Government has the right to harass the common people of
Maharashtra now?

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, Shri Ram Mohan Naidu.

Please cooperate. Thank you.
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you,
Madam, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Finance Bill.

The hon. Members from Andhra Pradesh, especially from different
parties have been speaking about the Finance Bill or Demands for Grants for
the last seven years since the bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh but the demands
have still remained the same; and | would like to just repeat some of them,
which are very, very important today. They are: special status for Andhra
Pradesh, bridging of resource gap, Polavaram Project, formation of Railway
Zone, Metro, Road, Rail Projects, establishment of Vizag-Chennai Corridor,
construction of educational institutions and many more things.

So, they are still pending on the part of the Central Government. The
financial assistance is required in them. Through the Finance Bill also, | would
request the Ministry of Finance to speed up this process as eight years have
already elapsed since the Reorganisation Act has been implemented. So, |
would request the hon. Minister to release the rest of the fund.

Today, | would like to talk about the most burning issue in the State of
Andhra Pradesh which is the privatisation of the Vizag Steel Plant. An in-
principle agreement has been taken by the Cabinet saying that 100 per cent
disinvestment should be made in RINL Vizag Steel Plant. On behalf of the
Telugu Desam Party and the people of Andhra Pradesh, we totally oppose this
decision of privatisation of Vizag Steel Plant. | would like to present my case
by talking about the history of the inception of this plant. Around seven to eight

years, under the slogan of "Visakha Ukku-Andhrula Hakku", which means, the
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steel of Vizag is the right of Andhra. People of both Telangana and Andhra
Pradesh came together and fought with the Centre for the establishment of the
Steel Plant. Around 32 people have lost their lives and 22,000 farmers have
donated their lands for the establishment of this Plant. So, today, even if the
owner of this Plant is the Central Government, they have to realise that it was
made on the sacrifices of the Telugu people. If the Central Government has a
big heart, then, they would realise that privatisation of this Vizag Steel Plant is
not the right decision. But, | see that they have conveniently ignored all the
emotions and sentiments of the Telugu people and they are going with a
separate argument.

One of the arguments being made is that Vizag Steel Plant is a sick unit.
| beg to differ, Madam. | would like to place some of the statistics on record.
Between 2000 and 2015, the turnover has been Rs. 1.4 lakh crore and profits
after taxes is Rs. 12,600 crore. For 13 consecutive years, it exceeded 100 per
cent capacity utilisation. The Vizag Steel Plant has achieved an all-time high
of 1.3 million tones in exports. Recently, in times of COVID also, the workers
have worked, putting their lives at risk, and earned a profit of Rs. 212 crore in
December, 2020. In January, 2021, they earned a profit of Rs. 134 crore. In
February, 2021, they earned a profit of Rs. 165 crore. In this current month,
they are expecting a profit of Rs. 300 crore or more. So, | beg to differ
whenever they say that Vizag Steel Plant is a sick unit.

The second argument being made by the Central Government often

when it comes to disinvestment of PSUs is that we should not waste taxpayer’'s
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money in the sick units. First of all, | would like to explain that it is not a sick
unit. In the second argument where the tax payer's money is being used, |
would like to present my case here also. Since the inception of the Vizag Steel
Plant, the contribution from the Central Government to the Plant has been Rs.
4900 crore in terms of equity and Rs. 1300 crore in terms of restructuring
package. So, the total amount given is Rs. 6200 crore. But, what has the
Vizag Steel Plant paid back to the Central Government? It is up to the tune of
Rs. 43,000 crore. It is five times more than what the Central Government has
given to the Vizag Steel Plant. So, Rs. 43,000 crore in terms of taxes and
dividend has been paid back. What we request from the Central Government
to do for the Vizag Steel Plant is this. There are a couple of demands and
these are not the demands of just me or the people of Andhra Pradesh,
Standing Committees have demanded on behalf of the Vizag Steel Plant that
they have to be given captive mines. The units of SAIL and other steel plants
are getting captive mines. They have captive mines and they are getting per
ton of steel at Rs. 1500. Since the Vizag Steel Plant does not have the captive
mines, it is getting it at Rs. 7000. What is this amounting to? VSP loses Rs.
5260 crore for every ton of steel it sells which is translated to a loss of Rs.
2300 crore in the last fiscal year alone. So, what we really request from the
Central Government is this. If they want to do something for the Vizag Steel
plant, they should cater for captive mines for this and provide a level playing

field just like other steel plants.
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The other thing which we are requesting is to reduce the interest rates.
When Tata Steel Plant is getting loans from the banks at 8 per cent interest
rate, Vizag Steel Plant, which is under the Central Government, is getting
loans at 14 per cent. This again is resulting in losses up to Rs. 1500 crore just
in interest payments, Madam. There are other solutions also. Why should we
not club SAIL and RNL together and try to take everyone in the same line?
That is not being done. When it comes to exports of iron ore, 82 per cent of
our total iron ore export goes to China. We are blocking apps from China. We
are trying to boost Made-in-India. Now, 82 per cent of our iron ore is going to
China. China accounts for all the global steel output. When you have such
good functioning steel plants within the country, why do not you give the
existing iron ore to them and help them which is under your own care. This is
what we are requesting. Why are you showing this step-motherly treatment
towards Andhra Pradesh?

| am using the word ‘step-motherly’ because of this. ...(Interruptions) On
16" of March, the hon. Minister for Heavy Industries and Public Enterprises
said on the floor of the House that those PSUs which can be revived will be
revived. This is a Statement from the Central Government. Where is it
applicable? It is applicable only in Gujarat. The ONGC acquired 80 per cent of
the Gujarat State Petroleum Corporation’s share, which has been a sick unit,
for nearly Rs. 8,000 crore. The ONGC even pays Rs. 1300 crore. So, this
attitude is being shown to PSUs in Gujarat. What about the plants in Vizag?

Why is this step-motherly treatment being done?
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The Central Government talks about ‘One Nation, One Election’, ‘One
Nation, One Ration’, ‘One Nation, One Constitution’, and so many other such
things. | demand for one nation, one justice. If something is happening from
the Central Government towards Gujarat in a certain way, | would request the
same to happen towards the Vizag Steel Plant, which is in the State of Andhra
Pradesh.

If the Central Government does not want to listen to me, | would like to
give a cue of the former Prime Minister, Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee. We really
miss him, from the State of Andhra Pradesh; especially today, we are missing
him because the same case of privatisation came during the NDA-I rule under
the Prime Ministership of Vajpayeeji. Shri Chandrababu Naidu, who was the
then Chief Minister and Yerrannaiduji, who was the then Parliamentary Party
Leader from TDP, led a delegation from Andhra Pradesh, and met Vajpayeeji.
He listened to the Unions, to the Leaders, and to the people of
Vishakhapatnam and Andhra Pradesh. He understood their emotions, their
sentiments, and then provided equity which made the Vizag Steel Plant debt-
free. ...(Interruptions) Madam, | will just conclude in 30 seconds.

So, | would request today’s Prime Minister to walk on the same lines as
Vajpayeeji, help Vizag Steel Plant by giving them the good interest rates, and

captive mines instead of privatisation. Thank you very much.

SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): There is no question that this Finance Bill is

being debated and passed in very trying times because of COVID-19. It is only
the fourth time since Independence that there has been a contraction of real
GDP by 7.7 per cent in 2021. It is an alarming situation but the constraints are
understandable that the hon. Finance Minister is operating under.

The fiscal deficit this year is 9.5 per cent of the GDP. It is boldly declared
by the Finance Minister. | do not blame the hon. Finance Minister at all. | was
one of the persons who were in the all-party meeting with the hon. Prime
Minister. |, in fact, said, “do not bother about the FRBM Act, go ahead and
ensure that there is enough money and liquidity in the market even if it means
very high fiscal deficit because that was the need of the times”.

What | need to ask the hon. Finance Minister to tell this House is what
happens now in going forward because the past track record is not heartening.
That is the problem. The Government is relying significantly on receipts from
disinvestment in the PSUs to the extent of Rs. 1.75 lakh crore. This is
appearing highly optimistic to me because in 2021, there was a target of Rs.
2.1 lakh crore and the Government reached Rs. 32,000 crore which is barely

one-seventh of the target. Therefore, | do not know what is going wrong and
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where it is going wrong. The hon. Finance Minister must ask the Ministry
officials to pull up their socks because this kind of pace of disinvestment is not
good for the Government at all. We are perpetually going to be falling way
short.

The second aspect which troubles me is the tax revenue receipts in
2021-22 which is supposed to increase according to the estimate by 16 per
cent. | do not understand how that will happen now because as of December,
2020, the gross tax receipts for 2021 is only Rs. 13.38 lakh crore which is 55
per cent of the Budget Estimate. So, if you are already that short in this year,
how would you jump up to another 16 per cent in the coming year?

The hon. Finance Minister has been fairly radical in many of her
proposals. | think the time has come now, on the income tax and direct tax
front, for the hon. Finance Minister to go the extra mile, bite the bullet and be
ultra-bold as, for instance, she has been consistently saying in terms of the
three Farmers Bills that the Government brought. The Government has to be
bold because as the hon. Prime Minister and the hon. Finance Minister have
repeatedly said, out of 5.7 crore income tax returns filed, only 1.5 crores pay
tax, the rest file ‘Nil’ return income. Therefore, if only 1.5 crore people out of
130 crore people pay tax in this country, the tax base is abysmal. You have to
go for widening this tax base. There are, at least, 5000 paan valas in this
country who are crorepatis who do not pay tax. The reason is the exceptionally
complicated manner of tax filing and tax returns and the second reason is the

high tax rates. The tax rates are now gradually creeping up. There is no reason
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why the corporate tax should be at 25 per cent and your MSMEs etc. should
be at 30 per cent.

As regards personal income tax slabs, Madam Chairperson, you and |
here are probably two of the 8,600 people in the country who are over the Rs.5
crore mark. Why should we only pay 45 per cent tax? There are only 8,600
people by the way who are over Rs.5 crore mark in the country. There should
be at least 85,000 people who are over the Rs.5 crore mark. There are enough
number of people doing small businesses who are aggregating huge amounts.
Therefore, if you bring the tax rates down to your 25 per cent slab of corporate
tax, everybody will want to pay the income tax, get rid of the problems, and
decide that white money is white money.

Today look at what has happened. | would say with the greatest respect
that demonetisation, let us face it, has been a complete failure. Today, cash in
the economy is Rs.27 lakh crore. It was Rs.16 lakh crore in 2016. It has gone
up humongously. There is that much cash circulating in the market even
though there might have been some little alarm because of COVID and people
wanted to horde cash. But even then, if Rs.27 lakh crore is the cash in the
economy today, how many of them are paying taxes? Not sufficient numbers
are clearly paying taxes. There is still a very large cash economy which is in
the market.

Madam Chairperson, we are at the ground level. Let me tell you, at the
ground level tens of thousands of crores of rupees are being transferred

everyday by way of hawala between cities in India. Between Chennai and
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Delhi, between Hyderabad and Mumbai, tens of thousands of crores of rupees
by these angadias are being transferred on a daily basis. There is a full cash
economy which is out there, which is outside the pale of your taxation system.
And the ultimate sufferer is the poor person, the middleclass person who
should not be asked to file these tax returns, who should be filing nil returns in
any case, and who is also losing out in terms of much larger revenue incurring
for the Government to spend on them.

There is one other thing, Madam. Here | do not speak on behalf of my
Party, | want to make it clear. Another bullet that | think you may want to bite,
particularly in the backdrop of avowed assertions all along that the reason
these three farm Bills have been brought is to really bring some kind of a cap
on the workings and shenanigans of the farmers of the country, is this whole
shibboleth that farm income cannot be taxed. The poor marginal farmer cannot
be taxed, no question about it. But, why should farm income, for instance over
Rs.50 lakh, not be taxed? They are not farmers who are tilling the land! J &

There is no reason why the big contract-farming landlords who are rich
landlords, who drive in the countryside in a convoy of SUVs, not be taxed. |
think this Government under this Prime Minister probably has the courage, will
be the first Government to have the courage to say, ‘If you are a big landlord
farmer, then you must pay tax like everybody else pays tax because there is

no reason why this country should bear the burden of your excesses and you
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get away scot free.” This is not my party’s line, | am saying this again and
again, this is my personal view which | am taking in this House as an elected
representative of the people. It will serve the people if poor and marginal
farmers will get much more benefit, if rich landlords who are working on other
people’s sweat and blood are taxed.

Apart from that, Madam Chairperson, may | also say that on the
attempts at boosting foreign direct investment | have to again caution this
Government that this Government has to get rid of again some past
shibboleths. | believe that when international tribunals give you judgments,
give you awards, you cannot go fighting them till the last mile and say we will
fight on because we have public money on our side and we will litigate. This
does not help. | hold no brief here for any client, so | am saying this completely
as an individual who feels for this country and who thinks of the good of this
country. Madam Minister, your predecessor Finance Minister, late Shri Arun
Jaitley ji, said on the floor of this House that retrospective taxation is an
anathema in modern times, retrospective taxation should never have been
engaged, it is one of the greatest mistakes that the Congress party did, with
great respect, because it really dampened FDI sentiment in the world. Once
having said that, taken that position, and having said that it will never occur
again, there is no reason why you cannot correct a past mistake and
acknowledge it.

| have no doubt that these companies want to engage with India, do

more business with India. Instead of litigating with them, if your Ministry just sat
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with them, negotiated with them and said, “Whatever we owe you, we will pay
you back over the next 20 years”, it would cost you nothing. It will incur you
goodwill. | have no doubt that they will be very happy to come back on the
assurance that this Government is willing to deal with the industry at an arm’s
length and in fairness and not want to litigate right till the end. Today, the
position is that you have to show political will on this because the bureaucracy
will never take the initiative to end the litigation. Nobody wants to bite the bullet
in bureaucracy and take the decision because they know that tomorrow, they
may be facing Tihar jail.

With these words, | have a general observation that India’s exports are
in an abysmal state. You have to give impetus to exports; you have to give
massive fillip to them. | am sure you are working overtime on it.

Hon. Chairperson, Madam, | am very grateful to you for having given me
the opportunity to speak on the Finance Bill. These are the suggestions that

come from my heart and | hope they are well taken. Thank you.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Thank you, Madam Chairperson.
Today in the discussion related to the Finance Bill, 2021, 25 hon. Members
have participated and have spoken. Many of them have spoken elaborately on
the Finance Bill itself while many others have spoken on matters related but
rather on the Budget. But it is because many of the issues that have been
raised are fairly important and they have repercussions in the sense of
information that is in the minds of the hon. MPs which can of course later be
communicated to the society at large, even if they referred to the Budget rather
than the Finance Bill, | will certainly try to give the explanations. | would like to
highlight a few points although many of the Members have actually gone
through the details and spoken very elaborately. | am very grateful that they
spoke so elaborately on it. But one or two features of the Finance Bill, | would
like to highlight.

There is no change in the rate of income tax. That is one thing which |
would like to say with a certain sense of responsibility because this is a point

on which, even as the Budget was being prepared, the Prime Minister was
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clear that to meet the contingency which has arisen out of the Corona, we are
not going to generate resources by raising tax. So, very clearly, references to
income tax have to be in that context.

However, there are certain changes being made in the Income Tax
which are largely focused on the issue of ease of doing business, and
compliance which will have to be brought down. In the public domain you have
a lot of thinkers, think tank and also observers of Indian economy who are
repeatedly saying that the compliance burden on business is really big. Some
even quoting it in thousands, which may not be very close to the facts. But
having gone through the reports and also having spent some time on the ways
in which we can simplify compliances, changes in this Finance Bill, particularly
referring to the Income Tax Act, pertain to ease of doing business. There are
some great changes in the Customs Act, which are also being shown here.
Again, in the Customs Tariff Act, the Central Excise Act, and many others,
ease of doing business is also kept in mind when we are trying to rationalise
the tax.

In fact, during my Budget speech | had mentioned that from 1% of April till
end of August, we will be looking at rationalising the existing Customs Act and
duties which have been levied over the decades, which are all lying there
without finding a closure date, will all be put for public discussions. We shall
continue with the exercise of rationalising and simplifying Customs Act. So,

even in this Finance Bill, we are beginning with that exercise. Eventually, we
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hope to have a complete structure for the Customs Act, which is going to be
absolutely simple.

There has been a lot of discussion on the Agriculture Infrastructure
Development Cess. In the larger context of cesses per se, cess and
surcharges being charges levied by the Central Government which do not get
devolved, certain concerns have been repeatedly raised by very many
Members. | will address them, particularly in the context of the Agriculture
Infrastructure Development Cess, which is very important in the context of
wanting to create more infrastructure for agriculture, particularly in the context
of APMCs and marketing yards. It is a complete affair of the State
Governments. Therefore, even as a beginning, | would like to tell you,
something which | said during the Budget speech, and | shall repeat it even
now, that AIDC cess will have to go to the States because it is for improving
the infrastructure of the APMC. It is for the farm yards to have better
infrastructure. So, the cess may be a cess which never gets devolved but it is
a cess which eventually is for the purpose of improving infrastructure for
agriculture. Agriculture, farm yards, and marketing yards being with the State
Government, the cess will have to go to States only. That is one opening
remark as regards the AIDC cess.

In the Finance Bill there are a few new proposals which have been
added, which are of a minor nature. One thing which | want to highlight is the
new proposal, which is coming as tax exemption, being made for the National

Bank for Financing Infrastructure and Development. This is a very important
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step that we are taking. All of you are aware, Madam Chairperson, that we
had announced an infrastructure pipeline. That pipeline has already identified
greenfield and brownfield projects, 7,000 of them, and rapidly with the help of
the State Governments we need to have them built, some with private
participation also. For all of that, we need resources to be raised. Scheduled
commercial banks should not be getting into long-term infrastructure funding
because that is not the core business for a bank.

Banks should be lending short-term and earning money out of it. The
kind of risks that infrastructure investment require cannot be faced by the
scheduled commercial banks. Therefore, there is a need felt to have a
Development Finance Institution. This Bill is already introduced in this august
House. For that, we need to give some tax exemptions and that is also being
brought in here.

The hon. Members have actually covered extensive areas while asking
questions. Therefore, instead of me elaborating on very many points, | think, |
will be able to cover majority of the issues -- which have been raised about the
Finance Bill -- in the form of answering the hon. Members who have raised the
questions.

| will start with the hon. Member, Dr. Amar Singh Ji, who spoke on very
many things. | am grateful indeed. It is also unusual. Kindly pardon me. Shri
Bittu Ji is seated in front taking care of the Opposition. | would like to make a
statement. It is paid with a fairly objective heart. It was very much a pleasing

experience to have an hon. Member from the Opposition Benches recognising
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some of the good work done by this Government. | honestly do want to praise
and put that on record that there is an hon. Member in the Opposition and
particularly, in the Congress Party, who went into the details of the Finance Bill
and who had picked out points on which he thought that appropriate and timely
action was taken. Although he did have points -- and | grant him that space --
where he wanted the Government to do better or could have done differently. |
am quite happy to listen to such criticisms. But | was also pleasantly surprised.
For a change, a recognition that the Government is getting its act together,
was coming from the Congress Benches, So, thank you, hon. Member, Dr.
Amar Singh Ji.

But you did raise questions on one point as to why there should be
Customs Duty imposed on items like, nut bolts and screws, toys and so on,
which are normally used in every household. | thought it is fairly obvious
particularly considering the fact that many of such items are being produced by
MSMEs all through the country and India’s MSMEs have got the capability to
produce many of these items. Punjab is quite famous for these kinds of works -
- toys, shoes, and sportswear, etc. Many of them are small units which are all
doing it. As opposed to that, absolutely thrown for pittance rate, imports were
coming in whose quality was inferior to those items which have been
manufactured in India. Their safety standards, particularly for toys, were
pathetic. Not just | but even Ministers before me, in the Commerce Ministry,
had taken all kinds of steps to stop this poor quality and poor safety standard

toys coming in from you know where.
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So, we have applied our mind and looked at the final consumer goods
which are being manufactured in India. There are MSMEs who are
manufacturing them and we did not have to import them. Therefore, on those
items, we have imposed a duty. That has been a very carefully taken decision.
It is not supposed to be on raw materials which are coming for, let us say,
MSMEs; these are finished goods which are being made by MSMEs in India.
Therefore, it was not as if we wanted to tax those goods which are not being
produced in India which are necessary for us.

I, now, move over to a point which was raised by an hon. Member from
YSRCP, Shri Midhun Reddy, about GST invoices, penalties for those
companies which have fake GST invoice allegations, and whose properties are
being attached. | want to make it absolutely clear on this point and not just on
this point, but on many of the issues which have been questioned on GST that
when the issues related to GST are being posed to the Finance Minister, | take
it on board that | will work on them. The GST-related matters are not the
matters of the Ministry of Finance, but they are the GST-Council matters in
which all States Finance Ministers are members.

It is a collective decision of the Council to take a decision to do it this
way or to do it that way and without the Council’s clearance, no step is taken.
So, it is not as if the Finance Minister sitting in the North Block can say, ‘Right,
go attach this property’. It does not work that way. It does not work that way.

Therefore, first of all, on everything to do with GST, | want to be absolutely
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sure it is a decision emanating out of the decision taken by the Council. With
that said, | want to be sure that | am able to answer Shri Midhun Reddy Ji. It
has been noticed that it is difficult to recover penalties levied on the persons
who are involved in fake GST invoices. It is just becoming impossible. The
proposed provision, which is what the hon. Member has referred to, would
ensure collection of this penalty and would help in discouraging the practice of
fake invoices. Further, this provision would be applicable for only those big
fraud cases where the amount of fake invoice is rupees two crore or more. It is
not going to even touch people who are faking less than that. So, | am only
touching those fake invoices of rupees two crore or more. So, | want you, Mr.
Midhun Reddy to actually extend your helping hand by convincing the business
people out there to say that ‘we are not touching everybody but if you have a
fake invoice allegation against you for over rupees two crore or more and we
are not able to get even the penalty back’. The assets of those people are
lying there, as a result of which the income of the Government is coming down
and fake invoice is spreading. How do you contain it? So, | would want you as
an hon. Member to please go and convince people that they do not need to be
frightened if they had not fake invoices.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): | absolutely do not have any issue
with action being taken on fraudsters but | was only referring to the issue of
harassment on people related to the transaction like chartered accountants or
managers in the company. So, any person who has done fraud needs to be

brought to justice but what | was talking about is there should not be any
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harassment on the other people. If it is done on the owners of the company,
then it is fine. But it should not be done on the accountants and managers.

Madam, we do not have a say in the GST Council. Who else should we
talk to? You are the only person for us.

17.02 hrs (Shri Rajendra Agrawal in the Chair)
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Do you not have access to the GST
Council?

Chairman Sir, | would like to tell the hon. Member the Finance Minister
of Andhra Pradesh is an hon. Member in the GST Council. You have every
access to him.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): It is not that Madam. As a Member
of Parliament, where can | raise this issue? You being there | think you should
influence the other people also to take a favourable decision. Andhra Pradesh
is just one State in 28 States. We have nobody else other than you to
represent us there. Thank you.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: You are welcome to raise but | will also
give my reply which includes that your Andhra Pradesh Finance Minister is
also equally accessible and you should raise there. The other issue you raised
was on the issue of Finance Commission probably not incentivising States
which have performed well particularly on the criteria of population. | would
like to submit through you, Chairperson Sir, that States particularly on this fact
that the last time the Finance Commission prepared its Report, the 2011

census was used and as a result, now because of the performance related
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index, particularly on population, southern States, in your case, you referred to
AP have suffered.

| want to put it on record here that to incentivise States who have
enforced population control measures, 15" Finance Commission has provided
a weightage of 12.5 per cent for demographic performance. They have given
a weightage. As per this criteria, the States will lower fertility, some of the
southern States inclusive of Andhra Pradesh, will get greater inter se State
share. Andhra Pradesh has an inter se share of 6.635 per cent in the
demographic performance. When we compare the overall inter se share of
4.047 percent, yours is much higher than the average.

It may be mentioned that in the 14" Finance Commission period, the
overall share was 4.305 per cent. So, the Finance Commission has already
provided a weightage of 12.5 per cent for demographic performance. Under
this criterion, States that have lower fertility rate will get higher share for this
component, particularly, under this sub-component, the State of Andhra
Pradesh has 6.635 per cent. So, that aspect has been addressed even by the
Finance Commission.

Sir, hon. Member Shri Vinayak Raut ji of Shiv Sena had raised quite a
few important points on diesel and petrol and on the Agricultural Infrastructure
Development Cess which | am proudly covering and which has already been
explained that this cess is brought in. | am telling you on a broad note — | sat
through this exercise three times before the Budget terms were finalised — that

the Customs Duty was brought down and the cess was imposed for
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Agricultural Infrastructure Development. It was imposed far lesser than the
quantum of the reduction in the Customs Duty. So, if Rs. 10 Customs Duty was
brought down and a cess was imposed on it on a particular item, it did not
touch Rs. 10, it was stopped at six or seven or, in some cases, it was just five
rupees, the principle being that eventually that particular importer of that
particular product on whom the basic Customs Duty of Rs. 10 was on, will end
up in that much only or lesser, but never more. So, the end incidence of that
Agricultural Infrastructure Development Cess on that particular item is that
much only, or lesser but not more. So, | want you to appreciate the principle
with which we have gone ahead.

Sir, much before | go over to talking about GST, the hon. Member, Shri
Vinayak Raut ji also raised a question about the new TCS provision which
imposes a tax for sale over Rs. 50 lakh as being burdensome. The TCS is only
at the rate of 0.1 per cent. It is not even one per cent; it is not even 0.5 per
cent. It is 0.1 per cent. It applies only to those big taxpayers whose turnover
was more than Rs. 10 crore in the year before. It was imposed last year, in the
Finance Act of 2020. It is not now. It was imposed then and it is intended to
widen the tax net. Hon. Member Shri Pinaki Misra ji was voicing his concern --
which is a concern of the entire House, which is a concern | too have -- that we
need to widen the tax base. TCS is never an additional tax. It is levied but you
can always reconcile with actually what you have to pay. So, if you have got
something less which has been paid, you can always adjust this. This is not an

additional tax. It is a tax collected but you can always adjust it to the tax due.
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So, credit for tax collected is allowed and hence it is not an additional tax.
Therefore, it is not actually a burden, and | want to highlight that.

Hon. Member Shri Vinayak Raut ji also raised questions about
vaccination and the burden on people who have to take it. The hon. Member
may be aware that vaccination even today in Government hospitals is free.
Anybody who goes through the COWIN and goes to the Government hospital
gets it for free. So, there is no burden on the poor who have to go and get
vaccinated. It is not charged.

The last point which Shri Vinayak Raut ji and many other hon. Members
raised is about bringing diesel and petrol under GST. As | said, and one other
hon. Member also mentioned, the highest tax today on diesel and petrol is in
the State of Maharashtra.

Probably, Shrimati Navneet Ravi Rana mentioned it. So, | am not
pointing out that one State is charging less or more or whatever. The point is,
States also tax fuel and it is not just the Centre. When the Centre taxes, it is
not cess but it is part of the devolvable amount. If | collect Rs. 100 out of taxing
petrol or diesel, of that Rs. 100, 41 per cent goes to the States. Everything
that | tax will have to be also given so long as, of course, it is not a cess or
surcharge. So, fuel tax that the Centre does is shared with the States but the
long and short of it is, Centre also taxes, the States also tax and if there is this
concern - and rightly Members have a concern about fuel tax - why not come

into the DGST?
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| would honestly think, based on today’s discussion - many of the States
would be watching this - in the next GST Council, if that discussion comes up, |
will be glad to have it on the agenda and discuss it. | have no issues about it.
Let the States come and discuss it. It has to be taken as a call there.

| move to the next issue where many Members probably referred to it but
some Members did say about the reduction in the re-opening of income tax
cases. What was six years was brought down to three years. There was this
confusion about, whereas what was six-year limit has now gone up to ten-year
limit. Members are conceding that where it was six years, we brought it down
to three years which is good, but where it was six years, we took it up to ten
years. No. We have not increased the number of years for which the scrutiny
or assessment survey could be done. What was six years was brought down
to three years. Already for ten years, when it can be opened up, we actually
brought in a condition by saying, only where up to Rs. 50 lakh of undisclosed
income is in question, and only in such cases, will it be opened and it can be
opened for up to ten years. For that, even then, the opening can happen only
with the approval of the Principal Commissioner. Otherwise, they cannot open
it.

There are two conditions. One is, it should be Rs. 50 lakh or more of
undisclosed income and if you have some proof in your hand, then you may
open it. But even then, you will open only after taking the approval of the
Principal Commissioner. Otherwise, you cannot touch it. That is what has

been done. It is not to take it to ten years but actually give relief for less than
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Rs. 50 lakh even if it is undisclosed. There is a great relief in that. Only for Rs.
50 lakh and above questionable undisclosed income, we are saying that you
could open it. So, there is no confusion there.

Again, for foreign assets reopening, there was a time limit of 16 years
which has been reduced to three years. This must be restored to 16 years
was the hon. Member's comment. My reply on that point is, for foreign
undisclosed assets, the Act on black money would be applicable and for action
under that Act, there is no time limit. | cannot raise it from five years to ten
years or 15 years to 16 years or anything like that. It is the Act on black money
which governs there.

Hon. Member, Shri Ritesh Pandey spoke about equalisation levy. He
said that tax on online transaction is an extra burden and discourages online
transactions. This Government is very much in favour of digital transactions.
We will never do anything to undermine it. But yet, equalisation levy is a tax
which has been imposed to give level playing field between Indian businesses
who pay tax in India and foreign e-commerce companies who do business in
India but do not pay any income tax here. Let us be clear. We are only trying,
through equalisation levy, to treat equally everybody who is operating in India.
If they pay income tax here, the equalisation levy is not applicable on the e-
commerce companies which are foreign.

Hence, there is no extra burden on any company. Then, through the
Government amendment that | am moving today, | intend to clarify that this

equalisation levy is not applicable on consideration for goods which are owned
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by Indian residents. Thus, the concern raised by the hon. Member of
Parliament regarding extra burden would not be there at all.

Sir, the hon. Member Shrimati Supriya Sule has raised several
questions. First of all, | want to address the question of income tax imposed on
Rs. 2.5 lakh employee contribution on the PF. | think this was responded to
even during the Budget Discussion. | had said that this amount of Rs. 2.5 lakh
actually covers majority of the people who normally invest money here; they
get tax concession; they do not have to pay tax when they withdraw and so,
that is fully justified. But there was this one per cent of people in the EPF
contribution who were making contribution upto Rs. Five crore also, whereas
this limit of Rs. 2.5 lakh is helpful to all the workers. But how many are there
who deposit upto Rs. Five crore? They are hardly one per cent and this limit of
Rs. 2.5 lakh is covering majority of the people; upto 92 per cent or 93 per cent
of the people who are depositing money in the EPF are not affected and,
therefore, | do not think this is going to affect the interest of the workers for
whom assured interest and tax-free concession is provided under this scheme.
The limit has been kept keeping in mind that small and medium tax payers are
not impacted by this step. Through the Government amendment that | am
bringing now, | intend to raise this limit to Rs. Five lakh. This is an addition
which | want the hon. Member to understand. This amount is now being raised
to Rs. Five lakh only in those cases where there is no contribution by the
employer in that fund. Most often, contribution both from the employee as well

as the employer are there. But in cases where there is only contribution made

by the employee and there is no contribution from the employer, that amount is
raised to Rs. Five lakh.

Then, there was a question about ULIP where insurance gets linked to
the unit. We have segregated that because we wanted to bring in parity for
investment with mutual funds related to units also. So, when units which are
also like mutual funds and that gets linked to insurance, we have tried giving
an equal treatment.

Shrimati Supriya Sule also spoke about long staple cotton. A delegation
has also met me. But | need to state some facts about cotton here. Actually,
the duty on cotton imports into the country was raised from nil to 10 per cent
some time ago and even long staple cotton is being grown in India. So, it is not
as if we do not have long staple cotton in the country and, therefore, imposing
a tax on its import will become disruptive of the industry. No, it is not. Then,
long staple cotton is used for very few items of export. The delegation has met
me. | will try to see what | can do about it. But it is not as if we have brought
this without much of a thought or application of mind.

| just wanted to explain that to you, Sule-ji. You have also raised the
question about Defence Modernisation Fund. The answer that | had given
earlier is the answer that | give you now. We had, in principle, agreed to it, but
no particular details have been worked on it. If the Finance Commission has
not recommended a certain formula, the fear that it might be imposed on the

States is not well-founded at all. We have not taken a call as yet in this case.
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Yes, | think, | have found the cotton related inputs. The import data,
which we have, reveals that all kinds of cotton are getting imported in India
from a larger number of countries outside, and it is true that only one particular
kind of cotton, which is the extra-long staple cotton, is being imported. That is
not true at all. You cannot distinguish long staple cotton from short staple
cotton because they do not have two adjacent different goals.

India is producing good quantity of cotton including certain quantities of
extra-long fibre cotton. Imposition of duty on cotton shall provide much relief
for the farmers, which | have explained to you earlier.

The hon. Member, Shri Hasnain Masoodi-ji mentioned about insurance.
Seventy-four per cent opening up or lifting the ceiling of FDI in insurance will
help private insurance companies because they are out there in big numbers.
| explained that yesterday. They are running short of resources and they do
not have enough money in the market to be raised for meeting their
developmental expenditure. So, that is more towards those private insurers,
who have come into this country post 2015. The other information is about
LIC. | got the impression -- correct me if | am wrong — that you tried bringing in
LIC into that debate. LIC’s IPO is for retail investors in India to buy it. In India,
retail Indian citizens having a share in LIC is what the IPO is for. That and the
FDI are totally different subjects. In fact, yesterday, | kept saying. Yesterday’s
FDI related response and the Bill have nothing to do with LIC at all. So, | want

to highlight the fact that they are two different issues.
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One thing, which | again want to repeat in the context of hon. Member,
Masoodi raising issues here is that the Government through the Budget has
announced a strategic sector policy through the policy of public sector
enterprises. Financial companies, insurance companies and banks are all
recognised as being part of the strategic sectors where the public sector
enterprises’ presence will continue. Public sector enterprises will still be there
because their minimum presence, at least, of public sectors will be in those
sectors which have been identified as strategic sectors. Of course, for
rationalising, we may amalgamate them so that after amalgamation, they get
the scale. There may be one or two, which may not be able to amalgamate.
We have to see how disinvestment can work on them. So, strategic sectors
includes insurance, it includes financial institutions like banks and so on.

| am almost coming to the end so that Members know that my reply is
not too long. Hon. Chairperson, you have been very kind to me. You gave me
a lot of time.

| just want to highlight the fact which | did say earlier. Many MPs have
raised issues related to GST. There are frequent changes in the GST law and
procedure, imposition of late fee, provisions like attachment of property, and so
on. | just want to reiterate the fact that the changes in GST law, procedure,
and rates are all decided at the GST Council. It is not just me. These
recommendations are made by the Council, and only after extensive
discussions, the detailed examinations of the recommendations are done

through the various Committees which are in the GST Council.
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So, it is, | think, important to take into consideration that the GST
decisions are very clearly taken by the Council and not by the Finance
Ministry.

As far as the Ministry of Minority Affairs is concerned, there have been
very many Members who said: “No, no, this is nothing to do with the Budget.”
At that time also | answered this question but this seems to be the point which
gets repeated. So, | want to explain it. The allocation for the Ministry of
Minority Affairs has not come down. Let us be clear, please. In 2019-20, the
actual expenditure for the Ministry of Minority Affairs was Rs. 4,431.65 crore.
What is it in the BE now? Itis Rs. 4,810.77 crore. So, it has not come down.
The BE in 2021 may have been Rs. 5,029 crore but based on the utilisation,
the RE is only Rs. 4,005 crore only. Even over that, | have given Rs. 4,810
crore. So, let us have this comparison with a bit more details looked into. | am
not getting into the details of which State has dues from the GST Council.
Hon. Chairman, Sir, if you just allow me, | would like to read out three data so
that hon. Members who come from various different States are informed.
KUNWAR DANISH ALI (AMROHA): Madam, Uttar Pradesh has utilised only
10 per cent fund allocated for the Minority Affairs. ...(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would like to
come to the point of GST compensation. It is because it interests all the
Members. | would like to just say this as my concluding remark. The GST
compensation due from April 2020 to January 2021 was Rs. 2,17,844 crore.

The back-to-back loan released to States to meet compensation shortfall is Rs.
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1,10,208 crore. The compensation to be released from the Compensation
Fund in March 2021, which is this month or for the end of this month, is Rs.
30,000 crore. So, the likely compensation due to States and Union Territories
in the Financial Year 2020-2021 is Rs. 77,636 crore. So, let this be in the back
of our minds. The breakdown of five States is with me. There were particularly
loud calls for Maharashtra. | would like to say that the GST compensation
pending to be released to the States is this. | have read out for total but now |
am just telling for Maharashtra and not for other States. As far as Maharashtra
is concerned, Rs. 32,295 is the compensation due from April 2020 to January,
2021 and Rs. 11,977 crore have been released to the State of Maharashtra
through special borrowing to meet the short release of GST compensation.
So, that also has to be taken on board.

Sir, the last point is with regard to Shri Pinaki Misra who spoke about
disinvestment and said: “You do not have a record. Earlier, what you claimed,
you did not achieve.” | fully concede that. In a year, where the disinvestment
was to be achieved, the markets were tepid and we could not move because in
the year 2019-20 there were all kinds of stress in the market. So, | could not
see a prospect of being able to successfully engage in disinvestment. So, that
year, the figures were not achieved. | am hopeful now. It is because post-
Corona or even during Corona, we saw the way in which the market has been
buoyant. So, | am hopeful that | will be able to achieve it.

On the tax-base, you are right, we are trying to simplify the returns and

also the filing procedure so that people are attracted towards getting onboard
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and be compliant. The tax rates are also being brought down. The tax
disputes, | think, we have spoken quite a lot on it, are being settled through
various schemes. We shall continue in that mode. Some cases are also being
dealt with the ‘Vivad Se Vishwas’ Scheme. Some of the compliances for the
start-ups have also been extended.

Now, let us understand why the design and the thinking behind this
National Bank for Financing Infrastructure and Development is so bold and so
innovative. There are three aspects to it that | really think we should consider.

Firstly, this is not just a bank. We are actually creating an architect of an
entire financing ecosystem and | will draw your attention to that.

Secondly, as my friend from the Congress was saying earlier, we are
trying to create a professional institution, an institution that will attract the best
talent, that will be run on a professional basis and be able to provide the most
innovative and lowest cost financing solutions for our infrastructure.

Finally, hon. Members, the scale at which this bank is going to operate,
the vast financing capacity that it will deliver is truly going to be significant for
our country. That too is a part of the design and | want to highlight that as well.

Again, | will come back to the requirement that we have of Rs.101 lakh
crore. If we are going to require Rs.101 lakh crore for our infrastructure, of

which maybe 20 per cent, 30 per cent, some small fraction of that, is going to
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be done on a commercial basis, the vast majority of it, Rs.70 lakh crore, Rs.80
lakh crore is going to be or has to be financed either through the budgets of the
Central Government or the State budgets which are of course constrained in
many ways. It is because we have significant social spending, significant
payroll spending that we have to do. So, a large portion of this is going to be,
has to be financed through the capital markets. Maybe, Rs. 40 lakh crore or
Rs.50 lakh crore or Rs.60 lakh crore is going to be, has to be financed on a
market basis. For that, if indeed we are able to scale up this Bank for
Financing Infrastructure and Development, this bank — and | was saying that it
is going to have a very vast financing capacity — is probably going to be
carrying a loan book of some Rs.20 lakh crore or Rs.30 lakh crore eventually
which will put it at a scale where the largest banks of this country like the State
Bank of India are. So, this is an institution of very vast financing capacity that
has been created through this very, very important Bill that we are debating
and we are considering today.

In fact, if you see the Bill, we are saying that we will provide Rs.20,000
crore of immediate capitalisation. It has an authorised share capital of
Rs.100000 crore. At Rs.100000 crore at a 10x gearing, we are already talking
about Rs.10,00,000 crore of financing that can be made available over the next
few years. So, this is a vast undertaking. This is a very important undertaking
for the country.

But | will come to the first point which is that this bank is going to be an

ecosystem architect. Let me just read out something from the Statement of
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Objects and Reasons because, | think, that is very central to the description of
this vast financial institution. The Statement of Objects and Reasons says, and

| am quoting:

“‘Overall, the Institution shall provide a supporting, technology

enabled ecosystem across the life-cycle of infrastructure projects

as a provider, enabler and catalyst for sustainable infrastructure

financing in India with the backing of the Government.”

This is an institution that will really create a financing ecosystem.
It will provide loans. It will raise money. It will be an underwriter. It will
make markets for bonds, derivatives and other important instruments
that are required to be able to create broad and deep capital markets for
infrastructure financing where the requirement is vast, as | have just
said. It will also provide project structuring and monitoring services,
technical assistance and drive innovation. This is the design of this
infrastructure bank where it will be truly an ecosystem architect.

At the same time, what is clearly laid out in the Bill is that this is a bank
that will be set up to provide the most competitive and innovative solutions,
solutions that are affordable, that enable us to build infrastructure as cheaply
as possible. This bank is going to be held by a Chairperson who will be
appointed by the Central Government. But thereafter, the appointments are
going to come through the Nominating and Remuneration Committee of this

institution itself. So, the appointments are going to be made professionally
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through the Bureau as well as the NRC. They will be professionals, world-
class institution builders who know exactly how to come up with these
innovative financing solutions. We will give the professional autonomy that this
institution requires. And, we have also made ample provisions that this
institution will operate on a purely commercial basis, free of the interference
and the bureaucratic meddling that we have seen in institutions that have been
created in the past. There are important clauses in the Bill that support this,
which | will highlight later on.

The other important factor here is, it is said that the Managing Director
and the Deputy Managing Directors will get market salaries. They will be paid
what is required to attract world-class talent. Very importantly, something that
is clearly mentioned in the Bill is that, over time progressively the Government
will reduce its equity in this financing institution from hundred per cent, which is
how it will be initiated, right down to 26 per cent making this an independent,
broadly held, very-very capable professional institution. This is by design in
this Bill and | would really request the House to note that we are creating an
institution that is very innovative. It has only been done once before, to the
best of my knowledge, and that was when we created the National
Infrastructure Investment Fund.

So, this massive financing capacity that is being created, is being
created through this initial capitalisation of Rs.20,000 crore, which will, as |
said, immediately support through a ten x gearing of about Rs.2 lakh crore.

But, as you build up the share capital, as the Government progressively dilutes
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its share-holding, it will be able to support up to Rs.10 lakh crore of financing
capacity, which will really accelerate, speed up, the development of our
National Infrastructure Pipeline.

As the hon. Finance Minister has said in some of her public comments,
the thinking here is that over time we will attract other very sophisticated, very
well-known world-class investors as shareholders in this institution.
Progressively, as we dilute down to 26 per cent, we may get sovereign wealth
funds and other world-class institution investors also to provide their world-
class expertise and their innovations to be part of this institution as well.

Another very important aspect of this Bill is that there is an enabling
provision that will over time allow private sector DFls also to get created. DFls
are hundred per cent going to be in the private sector but will obviously be
subject to the regulation and the supervision of the Reserve Bank of India.
These are important aspects of this Bill that need to be considered and need to
be commended in terms of what the hon. Finance Minister has done for the
design of this Bill.

But, let us step back. Let us ask ourselves, why has it been so difficult
for us to finance infrastructure? Why is it that when the public sector banks
sought to finance this infrastructure during the time of the UPA Government,
they ran into so much trouble with NPAs? The other Development Finance
institutions of the past have not been successful in really scaling up and being
successful. To do that we have to understand the nature of infrastructure

financing itself.

When we are looking at infrastructure, we are building long-lasting
assets. When we build an airport, bridge, Highway or a power plant, these are
assets that are going to be on the ground for 40-50 years. They need to be
financed over a similar long-term period because we will be using them for 40-
50 years. Therefore, to avoid an asset-liability mismatch, we need liabilities
also, that are going to be 40-50 years liabilities, to match the cashflows that
are generated from these long-lasting assets.

These cash flows do take time to ramp-up. It does take time for these
assets to get to maturity to be able to get to the full cash flow that is required to
service this kind of a debt. For some period of time, maybe, the cash flows are
not sufficient to be able to cover their full debt.

Now, there is already one innovation that the Government has brought in
which is increasingly being used, which is the Hybrid-Annuity model, where the
Government provides grant money for some part of these infrastructural
assets, but the remainder does have to be financed through bonds through
long-dated liabilities. Now, banks find this difficult. Our public sector banks and
our private sector banks have found it difficult to generate these long-dated
liabilities. Why is that? Hon. Members, we have to understand that the
scheduled commercial banks do the deposit taking. An average saver, when
you and | go and deposit our money in a bank, typically, the deposits that we
do are short-term deposits. In fact, if you look at the RBI data, you will find that
more than 90 per cent of the deposits that we have given, are short duration

deposits. That means that they mature in three years or less. So, | am giving
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banks money for six months, or for one year, or for two years, or for three
years. What the bank has to do is then lend for thirty to fifty years assets. In the
financial world, this is called maturity transformation. This is a very vital aspect
of intermediation where banks have to do this kind of maturity transformation.
But that is very difficult to do when we are looking at Rs. 101 lakh crore. This
kind of maturity transformation for our public sector banks has not worked very
well. So, we have to develop long-dated liabilities. We have to find a way in
which we can also deepen and strengthen our markets for thirty-year bonds. If
we have to do that and deepen these capital markets, not only are the basic
financial instruments -- the bonds -- going to have to be developed, there are a
number of other associated financial instruments, derivative contracts, and
hedging contracts, that also have to be created.

For example, suppose | want to take a loan in dollars for thirty years. |
am getting all of my revenues in rupees. But | have to service this dollar loan of
thirty years for thirty years in rupees. That means | am taking a tremendous
exposure in my rupee-dollar financing. Today, if | have to hedge that and
today, if | have to buy dollars with my rupees, all | can do is that | can get very
short-dated hedging contracts, that are six months, one year and at best, two
years. So, how do | hedge myself against a movement of the rupee against the
dollar over thirty years? Unless | create a long-dated hedging contracts and
long-dated instruments, that simply is not possible. That is why, | have said
right at the outset, this financial institution is intended to be an ecosystem

architect. To create the financing instruments, the hedging contracts, the
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derivative instruments, that will enable us not only to foster a broad and deep
liquid market in long-dated paper and long maturity paper, but also to create
the associated in an affiliated derivative instrument that will support this deep
liquid market. That is what this financing institution is designed to do.

Again, | will commend the hon. Finance Minister and her team for
thinking it through in this very broad and expansive way so that we genuinely
solve the problems. If we solve the problem only in a half-hearted or in an
incomplete way, again, we have to come back and fix it. But time is of the
essence. Whether it is the infrastructure that we have to build; whether it is the
low carbon pathways that we have to get on to; and whether it is to satisfy the
needs and demands of our people, time is of the essence. As the hon. Prime
Minister says that by 2047, we want to build a developed nation. We want to
get to 5-10 trillion dollars of our GDP. So, time is of the essence. That is why,
this design is a comprehensive and a complete design. Every aspect has been
worked out, which is why, this company is a unique and comprehensive eco-
system architect.

Now, in the past, many DFIs have come. We have had IDBI, ICICI, IIFC,
NABARD, SIDBI, and NHP, etc. None of them has been able to build it up
because they had faced certain challenges which are being solved through this
Bill. One is that they could not raise thirty-year capital or thirty-year liabilities at
low enough cost. So, it proved difficult for them to compete and so they were
not able to provide this kind of financing. They did not have the best talent

available. They did not have the sophisticated expertise to really do the project
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financing and the assessment of what was required to hedge their risks and
because they were operating in a very bureaucratic way, they were not able to
attract the best talent and they could not succeed. Then, they also did not build
sufficient expertise in project finance all of which is addressed through this Bill.

As a result of that, the Narasimham Committee suggested that they
either get converted into commercial banks or in fact, they become NBFCs.
The ICICI and IDFC are today commercial banks. They have stopped
becoming Development Finance Institutions and IIFC, of course, has become
an NBFC.

But let us look around the world. If we look at other countries and our
neighbour, China has done extremely well by utilizing these DFls to accelerate
its investment and infrastructure. Brazil, Germany, Japan, South Korea etc. -
all of these countries have utilized DFls to accelerate infrastructure financing
and grew very quickly. We know that China’s growth has largely been
investment led. | am sure many hon. Members here have been to China. They
have seen the scale and scope of their infrastructure build-out, much of which
has been financed through DFls, through mobilisation of domestic savings,
through these long-dated liabilities to build these world class assets and these
DFls have got quasi-sovereign status and significant tax concessions to
mobilise domestic savings and these are the design elements that have also
been taken into account for this financing institution as well. It is a statutory
institution. Hon. Members, it is very important to recognise that. This is an

institution that is being created by an Act of Parliament like the State Bank of
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India. It is a statutory institution that effectively reports back to Parliament
through our Standing Committees and is accountable that way.

It is the principal institution for development finance, that is, it is going to
be the ecosystem architect. It has as its objectives, it has as its objectives not
just financial objectives, not just financial return but also development which is
why, it will provide the technical assistance, the project monitoring, the
compliance and so on and of course, whether we look at it in terms of financing
features that are built into the Bill, regulation, governance and interference, all
of these are included in the design of this Bill.

Let me first turn to the financing aspect because this is the core of what
is required. If this institution is unable to acquire funds at a sufficiently low rate
and at a sufficiently affordable rate and then lend it on to borrowers, we will not
be able to build the infrastructure as fast and as affordably as we would like. If,
for example, | have to pay 15-20 per cent or 12 per cent or 13 per cent rates,
that are that high for infrastructure, the interest rates will be so high that much
less of the infrastructure will get built. So, low-cost lending is the key.
Affordable lending is the key. Here, there are two or three elements that are
very important and | would like to draw this august House’s attention to that.

First, when we acquire funds from foreign sources, the sovereign
guarantee which means that the Government of India will stand behind this
DFI, that sovereign guarantee is available at a very concessional rate of 0.1
per cent. Typically, when other institutions go out and ask for a sovereign

guarantee for their foreign borrowings, other Government held institutions, they

are paying 1.2 per cent. This institution will pay 0.1 per cent. So, it is saving 1.1
per cent - the 110 basis points - that flows through in the cost of lending or in
the lending rates that they will then have. In addition, the hedging costs will
also be provided for by the Government, as | said, hedging costs are
expensive, and this too will be a big concession that the Government of India is
giving, again which means that lending rates will come down.

Now, rather than distort markets for corporate bonds by giving it a tax-
free status, what the Government has correctly done is provide effectively an
interest subvention of Rs. 5000 crore. An interest subvention of Rs. 5,000
crore that will enable you to provide rates that are competitive but not require
the rates at which you lend that to reflect that as well. So, the sense is that
with the Rs. 5,000 crore that you have, you can lend out Rs. 75,000 crore and
of course, more money can be provided as required. So, Rs. 75,000 crore can
be lent at low rates because of that and the income tax exemption that this DFI
is going to get for ten years reduces the net interest margin that is required to
lend further. So, again this is a way in which you can bring down lending rates.

Finally, another way to bring down lending rates is to enable this DFI to
borrow directly from the RBI, that in fact is also there, it is in clause 17 -- items
22 and 23. If you see that it says that you can borrow directly from the RBI as
well which again will reduce the cost of borrowing and will reduce your lending
rates as well and, therefore, the advantages that are built into the Bill and the
policy announcements that the hon. Finance Minister, the Government of India

has made clearly indicated that this DFI is going to be able to get funds at a far
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lower rate than the DFIs of the past, that will, of course, be passed through two
borrowers and, therefore, our infrastructure is going to be built faster and
quicker.

Of course, there are important elements in chapter four on market
making, that is also very important and in chapter three on governance where
as | said earlier, the board is going to be independent, the board is going to be
autonomous, there is going to be a five-year review through an RBI appointed
auditor. The MD can be removed for non-performance and this is an
independent functioning professional institution that is protected by undue
interference from investigative authorities. This is not a place where people
have lifetime sinecures, they have to prove themselves everyday.

Of course, as | said, the regulations associated with this DFI are through
the RBI and so it is going to be governed by the RBI Act and the Banking Act
as well, and these are laid out in clauses 34 and 35.
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SHRI POCHA BRAHMANANDA REDDY (NANDYAL): Hon. Chairperson Sir,
today | stand here to speak in favour of the National Bank for Financing
Infrastructure and Development Bill, 2021 which seeks to establish the
National Bank for Financing Infrastructure and Development.

Sir, the main objective of this Bill is to support the development of long-
term infrastructure financing in India including development of the bonds and
derivatives market necessary for infrastructure.

Although we have witnessed a significant rise in infrastructure spending
in the country from Rs. 24 lakh crore in 11" Five-Year Plan to Rs. 36 lakh crore
in the 12" Five-Year Plan, it is said that India needs to spend at least 4.5 trillion
dollars on infrastructure by 2030 to sustain its growth rate.

It is believed that, for India, investments in infrastructure equal to one
per cent of GDP will result in GDP growth of at least two per cent as
infrastructure has a multiplier effect on economic growth across sectors. Also,
successful infrastructure development can provide a boost to many sectors,
including steel, cement, auto, real estate and others.

To address the challenges faced by the sector, important
recommendations were made by the High-Level Committee on financing
infrastructure chaired by Shri Deepak Parekh. It had called for enhancing
infrastructure financing by tapping additional avenues from domestic and
international sources and by enriching financing in terms of better risk

recognition, longer tenure and lower cost of debt.
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Sir, the Report of the Task Force on National Infrastructure Pipeline for
2019-2025 released by the Ministry of Finance talks about the reasons why
Indian infrastructure needs an overhaul. It covers increasing urbanisation,
growing working age population, shift to services-based economy and climate
change and disaster resilience.

Sir, as infrastructural bottleneck is the primary constraint in terms of
India’s competitiveness, as reflected in the global competitiveness index of the
World Economic Forum where India’s ranking in overall infrastructure quality
was 70 out of 140 countries, further falling to above 100 in areas like water and
electricity utility infrastructure.

However, major constraints in infrastructure sector are still hindering the
desired growth. The main factors are lack of availability of funds for financing
large projects given the limited fiscal space with public sector and twin balance
sheet problem of Indian economy with overleveraged companies and bad
assets of banks, along with the underdevelopment of the corporate bond
market and absence of efficient credit risk transfer mechanisms such as
securitization, credit derivatives, credit insurance, etc.

There is regulatory uncertainty due to various risks which include
procedural delays, lengthy processes in land acquisition, payment of
compensations, environmental concerns, lesser traffic growth than expected
etc.

As regards weak enforcement framework, India was ranked 163 out of

190 countries when it comes to enforcement of contracts. There are cases
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when a developer enters into agreements without any intention to honour it as
they do not fear enforcement of contracts.

Delays in Indian infrastructure projects lead to time and cost overruns in
the implementation phase.

Then, there is a regressive impact due to aggressive bidding. There is
also a negative sentiment prevailing in the lending community due to rising
ratio of NPAs. We still find ourselves under the shadow of Coronavirus
pandemic. So, it is important for us to focus on health-related soft infrastructure
of the country. That alone can lead us to a brighter future.

When it comes to the State of Andhra Pradesh, | wish to bring to your
notice that the State Government, under the leadership of the hon. Chief
Minister Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy, is committed to build a robust
infrastructure in the State. According to the State Government, good quality
infrastructure is the foundation on which tall buildings of growth in human
capital, manufacturing services, and allied sectors have risen across the globe.
Therefore, the State Government has joined hands with organisations like the
Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank which has expressed its willingness to
give a loan of three billion dollars to the Government of Andhra Pradesh for
taking up development projects.

Then, with key policy measures like Nadu-Nedu for the development of

government schools, hospitals and a proposal to establish a greenfield port at
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Ramayapatnam in the State to meet the ever-increasing cargo demand, the
State is marching ahead like never before.
To conclude, |, on behalf of my party YSR Congress, express my

support for this Bill.

SHRI CHANDRA SEKHAR SAHU (BEHRAMPUR): Sir, this Bill seeks to set
up a new Development Financial Institution, that is, National Bank for
Financing Infrastructure and Development as a provider, enabler, and catalyst
for infrastructure financing and as the principal financial institution and
development bank for building and sustaining a supportive ecosystem for
infrastructure projects.

Sir, DFIs provide a long-term credit for capital-intensive investments
spread over a long period and yielding low rates of return, such as urban
infrastructure, mining and heavy industry, and irrigation systems. DFls often
lend at low and stable rates of interest to promote long-term investments with
considerable social benefits.

In her Budget 2019-20 speech, our hon. Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman-ji had proposed a study for setting up DFls for promoting
infrastructure funding. In her Budget speech 2021, Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman-ji again mooted the establishment of Rs. 20,000 crore DFI with the
intention of assembling Rs 111 lakh crore for financing infrastructure.

DFls, are not new in India. In Independent India, three national-level
DFls - Industrial Finance Corporation of India, now known as IFCI, Industrial
Credit and Investment Corporation of India (ICICI) and Industrial Development
Bank of India (IDBI) - was established during 1948-64 to provide long-term
financing in the industrial sector. In the 1970s and 1980s, some sector-specific
DFls such as EXIM Bank, National Housing Bank, and Housing and Urban

Development Corporation was established. Besides, State-level DFls were set
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up by State Governments to provide concessional lending to small and
medium enterprises. However, DFIs and development banks' role in financing
industrial and other long-term projects drastically diminished with the
withdrawal of concessional funding via long term operation funds from the
Reserve Bank of India under financial reforms introduced in early 1990s. The
change in policy environment forced DFIs to raise financial resources at
market-related rates, making their business model unviable. Consequently, the
Industrial Investment Bank of India was folded up while ICICI and IDBI were
converted into full-fledged commercial banks in India. The financial position of
State-level DFls also deteriorated because of the increase in non-performing
assets and the weakening of the States' fiscal resource capacity.

Sir, | will just conclude by mentioning two or three points. After decades
of free-market orthodoxy, other countries too are revisiting the role of DFls to
meet the challenges of today and tomorrow, as these institutions continue to
play an important role in the economies of China, Brazil, Singapore, South
Korea, Japan and Germany.

Sir, now, | would like to mention some key features of it. The Institution
shall be wholly-owned by the Central Government to foster confidence in its
stability and sustainability and to raise resources at competitive rates. Shares
of the Institution may be held by the Central Government, multilateral
institutions, sovereign wealth funds, pension funds, insurers, financial
institutions, banks, and any such institution but the Government would at all

times hold 26 per cent of the paid-up voting equity share capital as per the Bill.
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The DFI would seek to raise funds from global pension and insurance sectors
for investment in new projects, carrying certain tax benefits. The institution will
have a professional board, led by a person of eminence with enough heft and
stature to meet the requirements of the new century.

Sir, | would like to make some critical analysis. Unlike previous DFls,
the National Bank for Financing Infrastructure and Development is actively
owned, capitalised and directly financed by the Central Government. Although
the Bill allows future dilution of the Government's stake, the provision of
minimum stake holding of the Central Government is a welcome move.
However, the proportion of permanent Central Government should be
increased from the current proposed 26 per cent holding to at least 51 per
cent. This is necessary to avoid a purely market-driven approach towards the
DFI's funding model. In a market-driven situation, the new DFI's business
model would become unviable if it is asked to raise long-term resources from
financial markets at rates determined by market forces and asked to provide
long-term credit to infrastructure projects having large capital requirements and
long gestation periods.

Sir, | would just take one more minute. Now, | come to the point of
accountability and transparency. The governance of DFls matters a lot since
these are public financial institutions dealing with public money. DFls should
be transparent in their operations and accountable not only to the Government

but also to all stakeholders and the public at large.
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The current Bill does not contain adequate provisions of National Bank
for Financing Infrastructure and Development’'s accountability to the
stakeholders and the public at large.

In conclusion, setting up of a new DFI in India through budgetary and
legislative measures is not a difficult task. But big challenges will emerge once
it is established to ensure that it is well-capitalised, well-managed, and remains
committed to its distinct goals and core values.

As the Governments around the world prepare to build a resilient future
beyond COVID-19, they are envisaging DFIs as an integral part of strategies
and structures to tackle the next public health crisis, rather than relying on
these institutions on ad-hoc basis when the crisis hits.

Given their tremendous potential, it is imperative to re-imagine the role
of DFls in the 21 Century. In the 20" Century, DFIs were primarily addressing
the credit market failures. However, their role is far more significant in the 21
Century as the DFIs have the full potential to tackle big societal changes such
as climate change, food security, inequality, and inclusive growth. The DFls
can be a vital instrument in any Government’s policy toolbox for creating
societal and public value.

Sir, on behalf of my party, Biju Janata Dal, and its Leader, the hon. Chief
Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik, | support the Bill.

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SHRI B. B. PATIL (ZAHIRABAD): Sir, | thank you for allowing me to speak on
the National Bank for Financing Infrastructure and Development Bill, 2021.

For any developing country, including India, financing of infrastructure
project is a challenge. Generally, these projects are not commercially viable
and do not provide high returns. At the same time, they carry multiple risks, the
risk of execution, low tariff collection, and escalation in financing cost.
Therefore, it is important for the Government to set out a structured financing
mechanism for these projects.

The earlier DFIs were created during the pre-economic liberalisation era.
During that period, given the controlled nature of the economy and a protected
industry, lending to the industry was relatively simpler. The business model of
DFIs was uncomplicated.

On the liability side, they could raise low-cost long-term resources
through various regulatory dispensations. At one point, the DFIs even had
special status for the purpose of investment from provident funds, etc.

On the lending side, since the industry was well protected, the financier’s
money was not at risk. Given that capacity, the pricing and consumption for
each industry were regulated. There was always excess demand compared to
supply of goods.

With minimal risk of Non-Performing Assets (NPAs), the DFls were
lending at higher rates and making a good spread and return on investment.
They did not shy away from financing even long-term greenfield infrastructure

projects. The concept clearly worked in that environment.
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Post the economic liberalisation in 1991, when the industry started
opening and a lot of special benefits to the DFIs were withdrawn, the equation
suddenly changed.

At that time, there were three large DFIs that were involved in financing
the large greenfield industrial projects. They are IDBI, ICICI-NSE whose
financing was 2.26 per cent and IFCI- NSE whose financing was 4.63 per cent.

Also, SIDBI, a subsidiary of IDBI, was focused on MSME financing.

With the changed business model post the economic liberalization, the
DFls had to compete in the market for raising liability funds.

There were challenges such as assets-liability mismatch because of
market related borrowing, pricing and tenure mismatch, and market volatility.

Further, the industries also became more competitive and started
focussing on alternate sources of fund raising.

This led to a complete collapse of the DFIs’ concept, leading to
conversion of IDBI and ICICI into commercial banks. The IFCI is still struggling
despite the Government’s support.

Subsequently, another attempt was made in 1997 to set up an
institutional financing mechanism for infrastructure project through formation of
IDFC-NSE with 49.6 per cent, a public private partnership with the Government
ownership below 50 per cent.

However, today even IDFC is functioning as a commercial bank.
Therefore, the question remains, whether DFI alone is a solution for long-term

greenfield infrastructure project financing.
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We need to look for the methodologies adopted for large long-term
financing of greenfield infrastructure projects by two major global economies,
that is, America and China. While China used regulated lending by the banking
system, which was in turn funded by the Government through the budgetary
support, the US used the market mechanism to finance infrastructure projects.
To be more effective, India could follow a combined approach, that is, to have
an institutional set up that provides support from the Government and an
appropriate market mechanism.

Sir, the DFls can directly fund projects. It is important to promote
financing through bond markets. While our equity capital markets are mature,
DFls could focus on developing and deepening the corporate bond markets.
Generally, infrastructure companies will have below investment grade rating in
the initial years. A structured credit enhancement program can put the
additional layer of security and get these bonds investment grade, which can
then be placed out in the capital markets.

Sir, a DFI can play an important role to provide the credit enhancement.
This will also result in proper risk distribution through sell-down. For a vibrant
bond market, appropriate liquidity is a must. At the current nascent stage, the
Indian bond markets require support for development. DFIs can play an
important role by providing liquidity support to various players in the market,
who could then make the market more liquid.

Sir, for any markets to become deeper, we need more investors. We

need to attract more domestic retail investors, who are long-term investors,
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and international institutions to provide the proper depth in the market.
Financing for infrastructure project is important for country's progress and the
thought to set up a DFI is timely. However, a simple DFI structure alone may
not be able to resolve the infrastructure financing issues.

| also request the hon. Minister to approve various schemes proposed
by our State Government and allocate funds for the same. It should be
supplemented with a vibrant and liquid corporate bond market and an
adequate credit enhancement mechanism.

With these words, | support the Bill and conclude. Thank you, Sir.
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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Thank you,
Chairman, Sir, for allowing me to speak on the National Bank for Financing
Infrastructure and Development Bill today.

| stand here in support of this Bill. But this is not something that has not
been done before. This is not as innovative as Mr. Jayant Sinha was making it
out to be. But | think it is finally some steps in the right direction by this
Government.

| just have a few questions to ask because banks like this have been
formed before. The IDBI came up in 1964. The ICICI and IFCI were all banks
which were only started for supporting infrastructure. But they failed. They
have huge challenges. | think the intention of starting these banks may be very
good. But | think there are a few issues that | would like to flag before the hon.
Minister.

First, there is a sovereign guarantee being given to this. Now, the idea of
the sovereign guarantee to give low-cost loans is a very, very good attempt.
But my question to the hon. Finance Minister is, if you are eventually looking to
dilute from 100 per cent ownership and bring the Government of India’s stake
only to 25 — 26 per cent, then what happens to the sovereign guarantee?
When you do not own 75 per cent, will the Government of India still be the
sovereign guarantee? When the ownership is not with the Government, why

are we giving sovereign guarantee? If you could kindly explain what the
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thinking of the Government is. The DFI is like the Government. So, when you
are going to give sovereign guarantee, | think it is very people centric and |
want to look at you with a lot of hope.

Second, | appreciate that you are bringing in professionals and going to
give them very high salaries. It is a very good and forward-thinking step.

My concern is, with its ownership diluting, how the Government will
decide who is the right professional for this. What will be the category and how
will you choose them? You are saying ‘professional’. It is too vague. | think, we
protect our stakeholders after all those NPAs that we have had in infrastructure
sector. | think, we really have to take every step very carefully. The entire
Board and the head of the bank is something which | am still feeling a bit
uneasy about because | do not see clarity about it. | am sure that you have
thought it through with very good intentions, but | shall be obliged if the hon.
Minister can throw some light on this aspect. After seeing ICICI Bank, Axis
Bank and Yes Bank, | can say that between the private and the public sector
banks, we actually had a roller coaster in the last few years. So, | will
appreciate if you could clarify those checks and balances of the Board and the
Chairman because it is exceptionally critical.

| am just trying to think how | would place my next point to you. If you
were in the Opposition and the UPA Government had brought in the Bill, would
you have allowed it to be passed? When | read it, in clause 35A, there is no
C&AG, there is no CAC, there is no CVC and there is no CBI. The intent is

very good, but the whole point is whether you think that if you were in
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opposition — for all the times that | heard when you were in the opposition - you
would have allowed a Bill to pass without all these administrators watching it.
Why would the Government, which talks about transparency and
accountability, not want it? Why are we running away from transparency?
What is wrong in having these? | appreciate that the intent is good. In our
larger business sense, this sounds exceptionally tempting and glamorous. |
think, after all the experiences we have had, it should be there. This a Bill
which is going to continue. The whole idea of this Bill is long-term
sustainability. The gestation periods are long of five, ten, twenty or thirty years.
How do we guarantee the safety and security? | think, safety and security is
exceptionally critical when we all talk about such an institution. | think, it is very
important.

Now, how are the loans going to be given? | was thinking about this.
When there is EPC — Engineering, Procurement and Construction — as an
option, why would people go to this bank and take a loan, especially when the
Government is going to dilute? Will loans really be given the way you are
committing yourself? Are we over-committing ourselves? Mr. Jayant Sinha was
giving his speech and what he said was very interesting. It sounded absolutely
fabulous. He said that if there is a rupee-dollar balance issue, there will be
hedges which should be given by the Government and for 30 years the rupee-
dollar balance will be kept. How do you guarantee that? It sounds wonderful on
paper. But is it possible in reality, especially when you are giving the sovereign

guarantee? You will reduce your investment to 26 per cent. How are you going
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to guarantee this? It sounds like a dream. | do not want to use the word ... *
because this is a very serious issue. This is not a political issue. This Bill is
going to have very serious financial implications on all our infrastructure
projects. So, when we have the EPC option, why would anybody come to this
bank? That is my question. How are you going to give these loans? In clause
2(11)A, they have said ‘Infrastructure is at the discretion of the Central
Government’. Mr. Jayant Sinha talked about several projects. He says that
there will be innovative ideas. What are the innovative ideas? We have burnt
our fingers several times.

| would like to know what he has talked about. He talked about best
talents, solutions, innovation, capital markets and world-class infrastructure. It
sounds very glamorous in a speech, but we have had these banks and we
have tried and done these experiments before. How is this experiment different
from the earlier ones? There were very professional people. | do not want to
name them here, but we have all known them and at many places, we have all
spoken on common platforms. Unfortunately, some are in jail; some have been
good to their spouses and are under inquiry. When such long-term loans are
given, how are you going to manage full transparency and accountability?

Even the hedge cost, the lending rate has come down. It is also there in
a part of the Bill. It says that hedging cost in connection with any borrowing of

foreign currency by the institution for the purpose of granting loans and

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advances of its repayment, to insulate the institution from fluctuations in the
rate of exchange, may be reimbursed by the Central Government in part or full.
Again, it goes back to my first point of sovereign guarantee. | think, it is just
going up and down about it.

| would like to make just a small point about Mr. K.V. Kamath. With your
permission, | would like to put forth a quote of him. What he has said is that
India needs infrastructure financing. It is very important, but the key is not to
repeat the mistakes, which has unfortunately happened in the past. What he
has said is the most important: “With all the efforts that the Government is
making, | would think that the sovereign rating itself would need to move up.”
He says that the sovereign rating is not that good right now.

| do not think that they can hold India’s rating where it is; wherever you
look at, this rating is misplaced by at least a notch, if not more. This is what he
says. Even The Economic Survey 2021 has argued about India’s sovereign
ratings which did not reflect its fundamentals. Never in the history of sovereign
credit ratings has the fifth largest economy in the world been rated at the
lowest rung of the investment grade. It had noted adding to the damages of
foreign portfolio investment flows. He stressed that even global development
banks’ soft loans were not really soft. Excessive reliance on international funds
would not be prudent.

We support this Bill but | think we must have complete clarity,
transparency, and professional behaviour. There are several countries which

have done very well, like China. But do we have that kind of financial discipline
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in our country? What has happened in Brazil, Singapore and Germany are
wonderful experiences. We could role model on that. But are we committed to
have other laws also in place to make sure that we have this discipline that all
the others are looking forward to?

| buy your intent but | still have reservations about a few things, if you

could kindly address those. Thank you.
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SHRI S.C. UDASI (HAVERI): Thank you, Madam Chairperson, for giving me
this opportunity to speak on this important Bill. | support the National Bank for
Financing Infrastructure and Development Bill, 2021.

| congratulate the hon. Finance Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman
for introducing this Bill. | also thank the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi for his vision and commitment towards nation building with a focussed
approach on infrastructure. This focussed approach in infrastructure is the
need of the hour. This will play a crucial role in the revival of our country’s
economy from the impact of the current COVID-19 pandemic.

During this type of economic crisis, a well-designed expansionary fiscal
policy stance can contribute to better economic outcomes in two ways. First, it
can boost potential growth with multi-year public investment packages that
raise productivity. The multi-year nature of public investment would contribute
to credibly lifting growth expectations. With the National Infrastructure Pipeline
already laying out the agenda for ambitious public spending, fiscal policy
catering to funding NIP in the first few years can boost growth and thereby be
self-financing. At a time of excessive risk aversion in the private sector, which
is characteristic of any economic crisis, risk taking via public investment can
catalyse private investment and unleash a virtuous circle. It will crowd in
private investment rather than crowding it out. Second, there is a risk of the

Indian economy falling into a low-wage growth trap, as has happened in Japan
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during the last two decades. Implementing the NIP via front-ended fiscal
spending could generate higher-paying jobs and boost productivity.

The Economic Survey is very interesting. We all should read The
Economic Survey of 2021 which has a Chapter Il in Volume No. 1, which says:
“‘Does growth lead to debt sustainability?” The answer is yes, but not vice-
versa.

Madam, | would point out one or two points very quickly about why our
Government has taken up this policy and what is our agenda. It has been a
pre-cursor here. This Chapter establishes clearly that growth leads to debt
sustainability in the Indian context but not necessarily vice-versa. This is
because the interest rate on debt paid by the Indian government has been less
than India’s growth rate by norm, not by exception. As Blanchard (2019)
explains in his 2019 Presidential Address to the American Economic
Association: “If the interest rate paid by the Government is less than the growth
rate, then the intertemporal budget constraint facing the Government no longer
binds.” This phenomenon highlights that debt sustainability depends on the
“Interest Rate Growth Rate Differential (IRGD).”

That is the difference between the interest rate and the growth rate in
the economy. Also, in the advanced economies, the extremely low interest
rates have led to a negative IRGD on the one hand and have placed limitations
on the monetary policy and on the other hand have caused a re-think of the
role of fiscal policy. The same phenomenon of the negative IRGD in India, not

due to lower interest rates but much higher growth rates, must prompt a
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debate on the saliency of the fiscal policy, especially during the growth slow-
downs and the economic crisis.

So, in this Chapter, it has studied the evidences across several countries
to show that the growth causes debt to become sustainable in countries with
higher growth rates. Such clarity about the causal direction is not witnessed in
countries with lower growth rates. By integrating the ideas from the corporate
finance into the macro economics of Government debt, the Survey lays
conceptual foundation to understand why these differences can manifest
between high growth in emerging economies and low growth in advanced
economies.

A mention was made about the Economic Survey just now. Many people
have criticised the Economic Survey. While acknowledging the counter
argument from the critics, the Governments may have a natural tendency to
spend. The Survey endeavours to provide the intellectual anchor for the
Government to be more relaxed about debt and fiscal spending during the
growth slow-down or during an economic crisis. Counter cyclical fiscal policy is
not a call for fiscal irresponsibility. It is a call to break the intellectual anchoring
that has created an asymmetric bias against the fiscal policy.

| would like to come to the provisions of the Bill. How is it relevant to
India? Our Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji believes that infrastructure
development is critical for boosting growth prospects. Our ability to realise
fullest potential depends on making smart infrastructure choices thereby

responding to economic, demographic, fiscal, and environmental changes. We
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have set a target of five trillion-dollar economy by 2025. We will spend more
than Rs. 110 lakh crore on infrastructure in the next five years under the
National Infrastructure Pipeline.

The Ministry of Finance has already identified 7,000 odd projects across
various sectors to create social and economic infrastructure. This is the
Government’s vision. The new and improved infrastructure can serve the
nation for a long time. We have also commenced product-linked incentives in
Aatmanirbhar Bharat scheme.

The aim of these efforts cannot be mere economic growth. Our efforts
should be towards improving the ease of living or the quality of life for
everyone in our country. This would eventually contribute to the United Nations
SDG 2030 Agenda, to which India is a signatory.

So, studies show that there will be an increasing trend of urbanisation by
2030. It is estimated that in 2030, five States in India, that is Tamil Nadu,
Gujarat, Maharashtra, Karnataka and Punjab will have more than 50 per cent
of urbanisation. Also, the number of metropolitan cities in India is estimated to
increase from 46 as per Census 2011 to 68 in 2030. The changed
demographic and environmental situation will need the converged
development of a host of infrastructure facilities, like housing, water, sanitation,
digital services, transport, etc. There is a compelling demand for increased
and improved delivery across the entire infrastructure spectrum. Delivering the
full spectrum of required infrastructure will ensure economic growth, ease of

living, as well as improved competitiveness across the sectors.
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The most important area in the NIP spending is energy. This sector’s
share in the NIP is the highest with 24 per cent of total outlay. As the demand
for fuel consumption increases, there are challenges of supply, sufficiency, and
sustainability. Infrastructure must support this growth, but do so responsibly.
For example, the whole world is shifting towards electric vehicles. Assuming
that the appropriate infrastructure is in place, 90 per cent of car owners in India
are willing to switch over to EVs. Therefore, sustainability needs to be
achieved through renewable energy.

As far as the global infrastructure outlook 2017 published by the Oxford
Economics, the estimated global infrastructure investment requirement is
around 94 trillion dollars during the period 2016 to 2040.

Out of this envisaged infrastructure investment, 50 per cent is required in
Asia alone with China, India and Japan being the major contributors. Another
study has estimated that while the demand for infrastructure is growing at
about USD 4 trillion per annum, the supply of infrastructure is growing at only
USD 2.7 trillion annually, leading to a deficit of USD 1-1.5 ftrillion on a per
annum basis. It is estimated that India would need to spend USD 4.51 trillion
on infrastructure by 2030 to realize the vision of a USD 5 ftrillion economy by
2025 and to continue on an escalated trajectory until 2030.

Infrastructure investment needs to understand the complex needs of
infrastructure development. The existing structure allows significant funding
gaps. The investments need long-term patient capital beyond conventional

project financing. These investments provide long-term positive socio-
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economic returns which may not meet commercial returns standards. All these
investments need to be achieved at a scale for which innovation in financial
structuring is required. It is a challenge raising adequate low-cost funding. It
needs regulatory reforms and re-examining of existing investment guidelines.
Therefore, we need to take the path where conventional financing does not
reach to provide long-term patient financing. Significant shifts are under way in
the global development finance landscape and development finance
institutions are a key part of that shift.

The creation of the National Bank for Financing Infrastructure
Development is a step in the right direction. This Bill has considered complex
needs of infrastructure financing. The Bills provides for Government guarantee
at concessional rates for institutions to attract multilateral institutions,
sovereign wealth funds, and such other foreign institutions. Also, hedging costs
are involved when borrowing in foreign currency would be reimbursed by the
Government. The finances that will be provided by this new institution will be
complementary to private sector investment to develop a balanced finance
strategy. These efforts will create an ecosystem that will deepen the country’s
corporate bond market for infrastructure in financing.

In the Statement of Objects and Reasons, it has been quoted: “This
institution shall provide a supporting, technology enabled ecosystem across
the life cycle of infrastructure projects. It will be a provider, enabler and
catalyst for sustainable infrastructure financing in India with backing of the

Government. This institution shall support the bond market with the aim of
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fostering the complementarity of market raised debt with lending for
infrastructure projects. One of the hon. Members had raised this issue that
though bond market is in a nascent stage in our country, | have data here and
the data pertains to 2014 and also 2015 by IMF. Corporate bonds as a
percentage of GDP has moved up from 13 per cent in 2013 to 17 per cent in
2019 and 2020 in India. When you compare India with other countries,
corporate debt to GDP ratio in US stands at around 123 per cent, South Korea
is at around 74 per cent, a small country like Singapore is at 34 per cent,
Malaysia is at 44 per cent, Brazil is at 99.05 per cent, Turkey is at 142 per
cent, but India is at 17 per cent.

So, to capitalize on the bond market, to get finance into the infrastructure
sector, it is a well-designed Bill which is going to create history. So, | will be
concluding by saying that we as a country need to enhance our institutions and
infrastructure significantly if we are to realise our long-term growth potential.
Also, in order to improve our global competitiveness, creating new and
upgrading existing infrastructure will be critical along with structural reforms in
the financial sector.

The hon. Finance Minister has repeatedly told us that finance is a
strategic sector. Today also, when she was replying on the Finance Bill, she
said that finance in the banks is also a strategic sector. So, we need to initiate
a virtuous cycle of higher investments to spur growth and create employment.

Though our country has achieved Independence almost 73 years back,

we are still fighting for social and economic freedom. So, a well-planned
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infrastructure strategy is a great tool in this fight for our country. With his vision
for our country, hon. Modi ji is leading this fight. Therefore, it is apt to call him a
freedom fighter and a visionary Leader who is fighting for economic and social
freedom of this country.

In the words of Prime Minister, hon. Modi ji : “The development of the
country’s infrastructure should be kept away from politics. The country’s
infrastructure should be a mission to benefit many generations and not be five
years of politics. If political parties have to compete, then there should be
competition in the quality of infrastructure, and competition in speed and
scale”.

Therefore, | wish to conclude my speech by supporting this Bill, and | will
ask all the hon. Members of this august House to support this Bill. Thank you

very much, Madam.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Thank you, Madam, for
giving me this opportunity.

The National Bank for Financing Infrastructure and Development Bill
seems to be a good move in the proper direction. Certain safeguards are
required to keep up the Indian interests, which have been mentioned by hon.
Members who spoke earlier.

Ours is a fast-developing economy. We have a lot of dreams and needs,
and in order to meet them and in order to translate all of our ideas into action,
this kind of reforms are really required. But we have to think loudly that with the
Budgetary support alone we cannot do all these things. So, income generation
method will have to be introduced at the national and international level with
involvement of stakeholders.

Madam, | wish to submit a new school of thought. The hon. Minister is
very intelligent and | am hoping to have her special consideration. Kindly
excuse me if | am at fault. This kind of experiment is going on worldwide about
how to get financing. | am mentioning that the developed countries like
Germany, UK, USA, France, Singapore, and other countries in regions like
Middle East, South-East Asia and Europe have all adopted a new method, that
is, Islamic Banking. When we say Islamic Banking, do not be allergic. Why
have all these countries opted for it? India should loudly think about it because

once our former RBI Governor had suggested this. On another occasion, our
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former Prime Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh, also suggested that Islamic
Banking will be a good thing for India. We have to think about it.

Islamic Banking is having its own significance. Hence, a total of 74
countries have adopted this because there is some kind of special thing in it.
When we are in search of good finance, we know that this can give us a very
good support. This is the reason that they all have adopted this. Not only that,
India is having diplomatic relations with these countries. They are not
interested in investing their money in America or any other country. They are
having that much trustworthiness in India. Why can we not make use of this? If
all other countries can adopt this, then why can India not try it? It is only as a
food-for-thought that | am submitting this before you with all the politeness.

We all know that we have to think about our past. Globalization,
privatisation and liberalisation were started by India in 1991. Thereafter, we
have our own experience in this. Till recent past, we were travelling in the path
of a vision and determination by giving priority to the Indian interests, but
unfortunately, now an apprehension has started in the minds of the people that
India’s interests are diminishing and MNCs, etc. are getting more preference in
the matter. So, | am suggesting to have adequate safeguards to protect the
Indian interests, which should be done in that way.

We know that in the initial stage, it is stated in the Bill also, India’s
ownership is 100 per cent. Gradually, that will be slashed down to the extent of
26 per cent. Below 26 per cent, it did not go. Okay, that is fine. But at the same

time, when you are reducing India’s ownership of 100 per cent to 26 per cent,
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a lot of things have to be discussed. | feel that there is lack of clarity in that and
the same has to be thought of.

About the selection of directors and officials, | humbly suggest that it
should be strictly enumerated; we should not give room for any power-
mongers to enter this. | have made various suggestions. Greenfield kind of
infrastructure has also been mentioned. The Minister has stated about the
finance ecosystem and architecture, etc. All of these things are stated in the
Bill. So, | humbly submit that these aspects have to be taken into
consideration. Ours is a developing country; we have a lot of things to do.
When we are doing this, our apprehensions will have to be addressed. | hope
that the hon. Minister will address the apprehensions and make it a pucca and

clean Bank. | wish for the success in this endeavour. Thank you very much.
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SHRI SYED IMTIAZ JALEEL (AURANGABAD): Madam, at a time when the
Government is bent on privatising some of the public sector banks, creating a
sense of anxiety and anger among the 10 lakh employees in the banking
sector, they are already out on the street, protesting. In fact, they have issued
a warning that if the Government goes ahead with this privatisation move, they
may resort to a long bank bandh agitation.

Madam Finance Minister, you said in your Budget speech, and if | can
recall correctly, that along with the IDBI, two public sector banks will be
privatised. Which are those banks? The guess continues. Indeed, we want
development banks; we want infrastructure banks; we welcome that but let us
ask a few questions; some very uncomfortable questions.

You remember, IL&FS — Infrastructure Leasing & Finance Services. This
was a private sector company and when it defaulted in payment obligations to
banks that it had taken loan from, at that time, the total NPAs of IL&FS was
around Rs.1 lakh crore; to be precise, Rs.98,000 crore. Now, please explain
Madam to this august House: Who had taken the decision? When and why
was it to stand guarantee for a private finance company? Please explain. Did
the Government of India just because it stood guarantee, rather sovereign
guarantee, not have to pay a whopping sum to ADB and KfW in dollars and
euros? That amount, | am told was paid from the Contingency Fund so that no

discussion takes place. That was a very clever move! The people’s money,
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that is, the taxpayers’ money has been abused. And who were the ultimate
beneficiaries? This needs a thorough investigation.

Madam, as you open a new Bank, can you please explain the status of
the huge NPAs piling in different banks, the write off amounts? You said last
time, Madam, and | remember very correctly that write offs do not mean the
borrower has been let off. This was your statement, Madam. But the actual
figures, | will give you, and this may not please you. In the last eight years, the
write off amount is Rs.2,78,517 crore from the 12 public sector banks and the
recovery made is just Rs.19,207 crore. This may be wrong because the data
has been compiled from the websites of different banks. We would like some
official figures to come from you. The recovery is just seven per cent. Now, the
question is: What happens to that 93 per cent recovery? How, when, and how
do you plan to recover that amount? It is a million-dollar question.

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THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank you very
much. Seventeen hon. Members spoke on this Bill. It is late in the day and also
having participated in the discussion on the Finance Bill, | thank each one of
the hon. Members who have taken interest in participating in this discussion.

Sir, very many hon. Members have rightly pointed out that this institution
which we are going to create through a statutory provision is a very unique
institution and it has taken this unique shape and structure based on the
lessons that we learnt from all other earlier institutions.

Hon. Member Shri Amar Singh ji rightly asked a question if we know why
all those institutions failed. But this House does not have that information. |
think, periodically this House has been getting the information as to why some
banks could not perform and why some developmental institutions did not
continue to be development institutions. They moved over to become regular
commercial banks. As a result, every such experiment which had happened
earlier resulted in such changes, all of which have been studied before forming
this institution. So, this institution has really acquired that unique character only
because it has been tailored in such a way that it gets over all the handicaps
which other earlier institutions faced; this may not face and this, hopefully, has
come out of all the learnings that we have done as a Government.

Sir, before | get into the uniqueness of this institution, | want to say that

infrastructure financing and project financing long-term, all have a very high-
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risk element. The credit costs are very high; the long-term assessment of the
success of project is also, on grounds, not-so-established in terms of data and
in terms of prior success rates. Each project may be unique for itself.
Therefore, the possibilities of failure are also high when you take up funding for
this sort of an institution. The way in which the current situation has become,
the scheduled commercial banks which borrowed in the short-term and started
lending in the long-term projects ended up with asset-liability mismatch, all of
which are in the public domain and we know how a space which should have
been occupied by development financial institutions gradually got filled in by
commercial banks who did not, in their core business activity, have anything to
do with long-term financing.

As a result, the absence of the long-term financing institution was felt
equally, and the asset liability mismatch of the commercial banks also started
standing out, and at both ends, we started losing.

A third set of institutions - the non-banking financial companies - started
coming and performing what the scheduled commercial banks had to do other
than what they were doing in terms of spreading and reaching out to the far-
flung areas. So, all these together has given us a set of learnings based on
which we have given a structure to this current institution.

It is also true equally that in India the corporate bond market is not really
mature. It is not big enough. We are in no position to say that the bond market

can adequately take care of our financing needs for long-term projects and
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therefore, you can bank on that and leave the rest to be worried about by the
bond market. No, the bond market in India is not yet ready for that.

Therefore, the twin problems have resulted in a situation that you need
to have a specific institution which can finance development and also projects
in this country.

All the hon. Members are aware that in the Budget of 2019-20, we had
very clearly announced that an amount of Rs. 100 lakh crore will be invested in
infrastructure in the next five years. The infrastructure pipeline which was
announced by December, 2019 itself had more than 6500 projects, both
greenfield and brownfield, all working to an estimated cost of Rs. 111 lakh
crore. Obviously, that is the kind of money that is required for India’s
infrastructure building. Purely public funding and tax payers’ money alone
cannot meet that kind of money for building the infrastructure of the country. If
we depend only upon the tax payers’ money and the Government resource,
this might take a 100 years by the time we can even reach all the 6000
projects.

So, through the establishment of this unique organisation, we think, this
DFI will probably meet about eight per cent to ten per cent of the expected
expenditure of the NIP itself.

| said that this institution is very unique because it meets both
developmental objectives and also financial objectives. In this, global
institutional investors as much as domestic retail investors will also participate.

The monies which are expected to be raised from sovereign funds all over the
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world and also from any other big investors who want to invest in India will all
be drawn towards this institution because of the governance structure and the
management structure which we are giving it.

It will have a single tier governance structure in the form of Board of
Directors. Equal representation of the Government and independent Directors
on the Board will be given. On Board appointment, | recall that Shrimati Sunita
Duggal had very elaborately mentioned about how the Board will appoint key
management personnel on the recommendation of the Bank Board Bureau
and safeguards will be provided even for decisions which are commercially
taken, which may lead to questions about why certain decisions are being
taken. Inadequately informed prosecutions will not be entertained.

In this, it is important for me to say that the appointment of the Chairman
may be done by the Government of India but the MDs and DMDs are going to
be appointed on the basis of recommendation of the Bank Board Bureau which
will then get vetted. | remember that hon. Member, Shri Jayant Sinha also
mentioned it. It will be vetted and finalised by the Nomination and
Remuneration Committee (NRC) of the Board and appointments will be made
by the Board itself.

There is one specific data about how much is being given as equity by
the Government of India. | would like to bring this to the notice of the House
because there is a bit of a confusion between Rs. 5000 crore and Rs. 20,000

crore.
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Sir, Rs. 20,000 crore is the equity Government of India is providing and
that was announced in the Budget. A grant of Rs. 5,000 crore is being given for
reducing the cost of funds in lieu of potential cost savings expected from the
issue of tax-free bonds and this has been approved by the Cabinet. So, Rs.
5,000 crore is a grant whereas Rs. 20,000 crore is the equity which is given
and that was announced in the Budget for 2021-22. They can also access line
of credit directly from the Reserve Bank of India.

| will very quickly mention other notable features of the Bill. It will have a
framework wherein the Reserve Bank of India will be enabled to issue
regulations for granting licences to other infrastructure-focussed DFls which
may be set up by anybody else other than the governments. So, in the private
area, the Reserve Bank of India can issue regulations for granting licences for
DFls. Then, for such institutions which are being licensed by the Reserve Bank
of India in the private area, income tax exemptions are being given for five
years whereas for this institution we have given it for 10 years. This institution
and all other private DFls will operate within the prudential framework of the
Reserve Bank of India as applicable to All India Financial Institutions (AIFI).
So, this institution will play a role towards dispute resolution in the field of
infrastructure financing. Since there is a provision for private DFIs, we expect a
very healthy competition for the public DFI which is being set up now through
this Bill. | think due to the separation of ownership and supervisory role of the

Government, we expect a high degree of efficiency in its functioning.
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Apart from this, | would like to highlight one or two things because
majority of the Members have certainly captured the essential features of this
legislation which is before the House. | would like to make it clear that this
institution shall not be listed because of the very nature of the business that
they would be doing. | have already mentioned about the fiscal support that we
are offering in the form of income tax exemption for a period of 10 years, a
grant of Rs. 5,000 crore, a concessional sovereign guarantee fee at 0.1 per
cent, provision of grants and contributions from Government in the future, and
provision of full or partial support for hedging costs. The provision of support
for hedging costs was also mentioned by two Members, especially by Shrimati
Supriya Sule.

Now, monetary support is also available to them. They can borrow
directly from the Reserve Bank of India for a period of 90 days. They can also
borrow from the Reserve Bank of India against bills of exchange maturing
within a period of five years. Statutory Liquidity Ratio status for bonds issued
by this institution would be separately consider by the Reserve Bank of India.
In addition to this, pension and insurance regulators will categorise bonds
issued by this institution as approved investments. So, these are the essential
features.

As | have already mentioned, this institution will not be listed because
this is a long-term funding institution with a low margin business and it is not
amenable for reporting its results every quarter. These are lessons that we

have learnt from the experience of IDFC.
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Sir, some Members have raised very pertinent questions. | would like to
answer them. Shrimati Supriya Sule raised a question as to whether the
Government will be able to give sovereign guarantee when the Government of
India’s share of equity goes down to 26 per cent. Now, we have 100 per cent
ownership. It will be gradually reduced to 26 per cent. But we do not envisage
it to be lower than 26 per cent at any time in future because 26 per cent is
where we will eventually reach in future after a long time.

But the question that Supriya-ji had asked was: “Will you be able to give
sovereign guarantee if, say, you reach 26 per cent level?” Yes, we will be able
to give because the provision of sovereign guarantee is not linked to the extent
of your presence there, not to the extent of GOI stake. It is the Act itself.
Therefore, that is where the strength comes in.

It is a statutorily provided institution, and therefore, it gets the cover
whereas the private one is not a statutorily provided institution...(/nterruptions)
But you are sitting there with 26 per cent.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): | do not want to take
the time of the House.

Again, you had questioned and as much, the same question was raised
by the hon. Member Shri Amar Singhji also saying: “At one point in time you
have this one extreme and you have gone to the other extreme. Why do you
want to do with it? Why do you not go through the middle path?” This is

actually taking the middle path. If on the one hand, you said, CBI, CVC and
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CAG will all be looking at your decisions, and therefore, you are accountable;
and the other extreme, which appears to you as if that there is no oversight at

all.” 1t is not right. It is being created by the Statute, which all of us are going
to be passing it today, hopefully, and | would request all the hon. Members to
kindly pass it. It is a statutorily provided institution. It will be answerable to the
Parliament. It will be absolutely answerable to the Parliament. So, we are not
going from one extreme to the other extreme where there is no oversight at all.

But that heavy fear of taking decisions as a result of oversight -- over
oversight over oversight overlapping over oversight -- is now being given
space wherein legitimate commercial decisions can be taken, professionally be
taken, through a Board run institution be taken, and the Board being appointed
by professionals themselves will be a lot more independent.

As | said earlier, there is a separation of Government control,
Government ownership and Government decision-making. The decision-
making here runs through a complete professional route. Therefore, to say that
there is a complete lack of answerability, lack of absence of transparency is
not right. They are going to be answerable to the Parliament.

So, that is where, | think, most of the issues have been addressed.
Hopefully, | have answered all the questions.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, with that, | would request the House to pass this

Bill. Thank you.
