The Minister of State in the Ministry of Railways (Dr. Ram
Subhag Singh): At about 3.47 hrs. on 28th February, 1965, while train
No. 24 Dn. Siliguri—Manihari Ghat Passenger was running between
Sonaili and Dandkhora stations on the Katihar—Siliguri Metre Gauge
section of Northeast Frontier Railway, fire was noticed in a third
class-cum-postal van coach, the third vehicle from the engine.

The train was brought to a stop and efforts were made ‘o extin-
guish the fire with the available fire extinguishers on the train.

Since the fire could not be extinguished with the available fire
extinguishers, the train engine with the first three coaches was taken
to Dandkhora where the fire was extinguished and the affected
coach detached. Thereafter the rear portion was brought to Dand-
khora and the train left after a detention of ower one hour.

Three passengers sustained slight injuries. First aid was render-
ed to them on the spot and they were allowed to proceed on their

journey.
The cause is under investigation and an enquiry has been ordered.

Shri Madhu Limaye: Whether the chain was alright and it was
pulled?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: Yes, it was pulled and the chain was
alright. But we can’t say definitely at present that how far this
published news is correct.

~ Shri Madhu Limaye: Whether some order has been given that
this chain system may be stopped at this line?

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: There is no such order. The whole
matter is being inquired into. We will be getting the report within
20—25 days.
