SHRI J. B, KRIPALANI : 1 may again
say that this cannot be dome by disturbing
the House,

MR. SPEAKER : Let us heed the advice
of the elder Member,

SHRI NAMBIAR : 1 am very sorry. We
are unable to accept his advice. 1 bow
down before Acharya Kripalani, but 1 am
not able to accept his advice,

MR. SPEAKER : After all, there are 522
Members here......
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SHRI NAMBIAR : I bow down 1o him,
but on this there is no compromise abd
there is no compromise., Let him please
understand. Please underline my words :
There is no compromise. Either they with-
draw all the cases or we shall not allow
the House to have this drama of a demo-
cratic drama.

MR. SPEAKER : The hon. Member has
made it clear; I do not know how many
people agree; he has made it clear that bhe
would not allow the House to coatinue;
that is his point of view; be has made it
clear already.

Now, [ would request Shri Kanwar Lal
Gupta to reply. (Interruptions)

SHRI UMANATH : Unless we pet a
reply from the Prime Minister that she wold
cancel suspensions and withdraw prose-
cutions, we shall not allow the House to
go on. Cancel suspensions; withdraw prose-
cutions; restore mormalcy; institute judiciel
inquiry; stop victimisation., (Interruption)

MR. SPEAKER : Order, order. Will all
ot you now kindly sit down ? (Interrap-
tions). 1 again appeal to hon. Members
who are standing and talking simultaneously
to resume their seats (Interruprions). Wil
all of you now kindly sit down ? (Interrap-
tions,) 1 think you need a little rest after
shouting. Will you all kindly sit down
now 7

There must be some procedure laid down
in this House. 1 have called a meeting
of the General Purpose Committee where
all the party leaders must come, and the
Speaker must be enlightened as to bhow
the House should be run in such circums-
tances. T am only anxious about the House
being run properly. It cannot be discussed
here, it is not possible with 522 members.

AN HON, MEMBER : You are conduct-
ing very well,

MR. SPEAKER : You do not know what
a strain it is. [ have not shouted, but my
throat also has gone.

Therefore, I am calling a meeting of the
General Purposes Committee where all of
us, the leaders of all parties, will sit toge-
ther, That is on the 15th, The point.is this
is Parliament. After all, we attach so much
sanctity to it naturally. All T want to know
is how to conduct this House. Some people
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imay not like a decision, but 1 do not think
in a democracy any Government has pleas-
-ed everybody. You have a right to discuss,
you haye a right to argue with them, you
have a constitutional right to do anything
outside this House, but this House also
must be allowed to continuc.

I would appeal to vou. It is-1 O'Clock
now, J will be in the House again at
2 O'Clock. In this one hour may I ap-
peal to you to think about it. Permit me to
appeal to you to preserve the sanctity of
the House. It is not the monopoly of
Mr. Chavan or somebody else, it belongs
to all of us. The House belongs to the
whole country, it belongs to all parties,
every one of us, Outside there may be
some demonstration or something, but here
what am I to do if something likc this
happens ?  (Interruptions)

SHRI M. L. SONDHI (New Delhi) :
There is no protection. Mr, Chavan is proud
of it that he has come out with flying
calours, We will come and meet you, but
then what will happen 7

MR. SPEAKER : After all, [ cannot
compel anybody to make a speech, nor can
I make anybody make a statement in a
particular way. All T can do is to conduct
the proceedings of the House. Will you
permit that?
