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(iii) Regarding security scenario in Darjeeling

SHRI RAJU BISTA (DARJEELING): In North Bengal, Darjeeling constituency is
in a highly sensitive zone.- Darjeeling is the only district in India with four
international boundaries, i.e. Nepal, Bhutan, Bangladesh and China.

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(v) Regarding Mega river linking Project in Saran, Bihar

SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY (SARAN): The Commissionary of Saran has 3
districts under it with a population of about 1.2 crores. It has 4 major rivers- the
Ganga, Gandak, Ghaggara and a tributary of Son flowing through it. During the
monsoon, due to heavy discharge in Gandak from Nepal, where the Gandak
canal is unable to hold water during monsoons, intermittent discharge of over 4
lakh cusecs is sent downstream, causing heavy flooding in Saran. The State
Government of Bihar is preparing a mega project in Saran to link the 4 rivers and
regulate the water levels. MECON, a PSU of Govt of India is preparing the DPR.
However, there has been inordinate delay in the preparation of the DPR on the
part of MECON causing continued suffering to the people. | request the Ministry of
Jal Shakti to take cognisance of the matter and direct speedy completion of the

project.
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(vi) Regarding Deoghar-Pirpainti via Godda Railway line

DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): | have demanded, in my capacity as the
Godda Lok Sabha MP, that the crucial Deoghar-Pirpainti via Godda railway line
be constructed as per the new cost share of 50-50 as well. The state government
agreed and wrote to the Railway Board that they are happily willing to contribute
50 per cent of the total cost.

In February 2014, the CCEA cleared this 127-km Deoghar Pirpainti via
Godda rail project. The land acquisition has since started. However, in 2017 the
Coal Ministry put up an objection saying that it has been allotted a coal block on
the route between Godda Pirpainti. This came as a surprise, especially as prior
NoC had already been provided by the Coal Ministry which allowed for the land
acquisition to take place. Now, the Godda to Mahagama - 32 Km land acquisition
process is complete and the Railways had awarded the work to lay the railway
line.

However, the 30-km section between Mahagama and Pirpainti is stuck due
to the coal companies last minute objections. Due to this hitch, the state
government is not willing to fund the project, as the new alignment will go through
Bihar.The people of the region are suffering since 72 years and due to this new
problem, their hope seems to be dashed.

It is thus requested that you kindly intervene at the earliest and resolve this

problem which is preventing the development of the region.

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(xiv) Regarding recurring accidents at Muthlappozhi fishing harbour in
Attingal, Kerala

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH (ATTINGAL): The recurring accidents at
Muthalappozhi fishing harbour in my constituency Attingal is a matter of urgent
concern. Union Government had sought a report from the State Government of
Kerala after this issue was raised by me in the Lok Sabha. The State Government
has submitted a status report which denies the safety issues in the harbour. But
the accidents are continuing and two fishermen have died recently. Around 56
fishermen lost their lives, more than 500 injured and many boats were destroyed
so far. The unscientific construction has turned the breakwater region into a death
trap for fishermen. | again urge the Government to conduct a scientific study and
take corrective measures. Presently there is no permanent rescue operation team
posted there. Many lives can be saved by deputing a permanent rescue
operations team in the harbour and | request the Government to consider it at the

earliest.
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(xv) Regarding relaying of Sewage and water lines in North Chennai

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): North Chennai is one of
the oldest (more than 150 years) and most historic part of the city. The
infrastructure of sewage and water lines have got damaged over time. Sewage
water getting mixed with potable drinking water has become a common problem
in few localities of North Chennai, making public of these localities susceptible to
waterborne infections. The situation has put many residents in a tough spot, as
they are now buying water for drinking and other purposes. People belonging to
lower economic groups are using the water, as they cannot afford to buy canned

water.

As it involves huge costs, | once again request Centre Governments to
provide fund to State Government under any Central Government Scheme for
relaying of sewage and water lines in North Chennai to help the poor people of

my Parliamentary Constituency.
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(xvi) Regarding train connectivity between Chennai and Tiruvannamalai

SHRI C. N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): Tiruvannamalai Railway Station
in Tamil Nadu is 125 years old. The Passenger Train from Tambaram to
Tiruvannamalai was running till 2007 on meter gauge. The work relating to
conversion of meter gauge to broad gauge commenced in the year 2007 which
temporarily disrupted the railway connectivity to Tiruvannamalai. After completion
of conversion of railway track the daily passenger train which was operating
between Tambaram to Tiruvannamalai has not been restored. The Temple city of
Tiruvannamalai attracts lakhs of visitors for Dharshan of Lord Arunachaleshwarar
and Girivalam. There is a huge public demand for direct train connection between
Capital city of Chennai and Temple city of Tiruvannamalai. Hon’ble Railway
Minister, may take necessary action to resume daily direct train connectivity
between the Capital city of Chennai and Temple city of Tiruvannamalai without

any delay.
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(xvii) Regarding inclusion of petroleum products under GST

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): The petrol prices have crossed the Rs 100-
a-litre-mark in sixteen states and union territories. These include Delhi, West
Bengal, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana,
Karnataka, Jammu and Kashmir, Odisha, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Bihar, Punjab,
Bihar, Ladakh and Sikkim. The Centre and states have to “work together” to bring
the retail prices under control. The government failed to bring down the high
excise duties. As much as 60% of the retail price of petrol, is at an all-time high
elsewhere in the country and is made up of Central and state taxes. The finance
minister had increased central excise duty on petrol and diesel by a record margin
last year to mop up gains arising from international oil prices plunging to two-
decade low, remained non-committal on cutting taxes to give relief to consumers.

SHRI MAHESH SAHOO (DHENKANAL): Talcher Thermal Power Station
managed by NTPC completed fifty years of commissioning and both phases 1
and 2 have been shut down since 31st March 2021. Closure of this 460MW plant
has left the future of 829 employees and thousands of beneficiaries in uncertainty.
Officers who were from power department have been transferred to various plants

across the country.

A few years back it was announced that there will be a 3rd phase before
the closure of Phase 1 & 2 but it is nowhere visible. Whether the old plant will be
restarted or work starting on the 3rd phase or setting up a new plant is not known.
Government should spell out its plan and provide a status report. And if the entire

thing is scrapped what will be the next step?

directives in this regard.
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(xxi) Regarding withdrawal of regulations in Lakhshadweep

ADV. A. M. ARIF (ALAPPUZHA): Lakshadweep is facing an unprecedented
situation as regulations are being imposed arbitrarily and undemocratically by its
administration neglecting the sentiments of native people. Even the Kerala High
Court had to intervene in the issue and stay the operation of two controversial

orders passed by the administration under its new administrator.

Of late, Seven Kerala MPs who had applied for entry permits to visit
Lakshadweep have been asked to produce a sponsor’s declaration vouching for
their good conduct and signed before a magistrate or notary. Applying this
unusual condition meant solely for migrant labourers in the case of visit of MPs is

a breach of privilege of the democratically elected people’s representatives.

| urge the Government to intervene urgently to ward off the anxiety and fear
of the natives and withdraw the controversial regulations and ensure hassle free

entry for the people’s representatives at the earliest.
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(xxii) Regarding demolition of a Church in Delhi

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Little Flower Catholic Church at
Andheria Modh, Lado Sarai in Chhatarpur, Delhi at which thousands of devotees
used to pray for the last 13 years, was demolished on 12th July, 2021 by the
authorities. More than 450 families are members of this church under the
Faridabad Syro Malabar (Syrian Catholic) diocese. This insensible act has
created great distrust among the Christian minorities. This demolition is in
violation of the Delhi High Court’s directions in a case in 2002 and also against
the clear directions given by the NHRC in 2016. Both, the High Court and NHRC
directed the authorities not to single out any person or institution and allowed the
functioning of the church to continue. The church authorities were denied the
opportunity to exercise legal remedies before the demolition. | request immediate
intervention of the Minister of Home Affairs in this matter so that the rights of

minorities are protected.
