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(iv) Regarding better road connectivity between districts of West Bengal
and Garo Hills

DR. SUKANTA MAJUMDAR (BALURGHAT): The road connection needs to be
re-established between Hili-Balurghat of West Bengal and Mahendraganj-Tura in
Meghalaya passing through Bangladesh. This will reduce distance between Hili—
Balurghat and Mahendraganj-Tura, save time and money, boost the economy of
the two states, facilitate cultural exchanges, and above all, benefit farmers and
business community and students of the two States. It will also pave the way for
the proper manipulation and utilization of natural resources stored in the two
states of India. The development in the fields of culture, education, economy,
agriculture and tourism has been greatly affected because of poor road
communication. Therefore, Government should revive, reconnect and re-
introduce the easy communication between districts of West Bengal and Garo
Hills in general and the entire Northeast, which can be made by forming and

introducing a corridor through the land of Bangladesh.

(vi) Need to sanction additional houses under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana
in Odisha particularly in Balasore Parliamentary Constituency

SHRI PRATAP CHANDRA SARANGI (BALASORE): Odisha in general and
Balasore in particular have been very prone to flood, cyclone and other natural
calamities. During the recent cyclone “YAAS’ entire Balasore district was very
badly affected. Countless houses were completely damaged and washed away by
the upsurge of saline water, heavy rain fall and consequential gush of rain water
flowing from the upper region. Many people could not be shifted to the temporary
cyclone shelters. Many shops & market complexes have been completely washed
away in the coastal area. People, therefore, have lost their livelihood. Cattle and
other domestic animals suffered a lot. Many died. The agony of the people in
those areas is indescribable. This happened because the embankments are not
properly strengthened; water discharging system is not scientifically developed
and most of the people do not have a pucca house. The only ray of hope is PMAY
which is not reasonably distributed due to the reasons best known to the state

Government.

While thanking the Hon’ble Prime Minister for sanctioning a good number of
houses this year under PMAY to Odisha, | would like to say that it is not sufficient
to cover all kutcha houses. My humble submission to the Hon’ble Minister of Rural
Development and Panchayati Raj is to consider sanctioning some additional

houses to Odisha in general and Balasore in particular under PMAY as a special
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case, so that all the mud houses can be covered under PMAY to enable the poor

people to fight against such recurrent natural calamities.

(vii) Regarding GST and Import charges waiver on medicines

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The treatment of rare diseases such as,
Gaucher disease, Pompe, MPS 1, Fabry, Spinal Muscular Atrophy are among the
major rare diseases affecting our children, is an expensive affair and medicines
are mostly Imported. Incapacity to afford the treatment, inadequate availability of
medications, inaccessibility to advanced treatment facilities, are just a few of the
problems the families face. Even though, such patients are quite a few in
numbers, however, the treatment, modalities and research for such, result in
exceedingly high cost to be borne by the patient. The average cost of such drugs
starts around 43 lakhs annually for Gaucher disease and goes upto 18 crores for
Spinal Muscular Atrophy. The overhead charges go upto more than 30-40% by

the time they reach the patient hand.

Waiver of GST and Import charges on these medicines will be helpful,
especially, towards people who are financially deprived. Hence, | humbly request

your kind intervention.
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(viii) Regarding new dam construction over Markandeya river in Karnataka

DR. A. CHELLAKUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): | would like to take this opportunity to
highlight the issue of a new dam constructed by Karnataka across Markandeya

river which will affect irrigation in 870 hectares of lands in Krishnagiri district.

Markandeya River is a tributary of Pennaiyar that originates in Karnataka
and enters Tamil Nadu in Krishnagiri district. The TN government, farmers and
parties have been opposing the dam as it would affect irrigation and drinking

water needs of six districts including Krishnagiri.

On the direction of the Supreme Court, Tamil Nadu government in 2019
urged the Union Government to constitute the Tribunal to resolve the issue
immediately, but till now, the Tribunal has not been formed and is yet to become a

reality.

Hence, | request Union Minister for Jal Shakti to constitute the Tribunal
immediately and thereby resolve the water crises safeguarding the interests of

farmers and the public of the six districts including Krishnagiri.
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(ix) Regarding financial crisis in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Andhra Pradesh
Government is reeling under acute financial crisis arising from lacking of income

generating activities.

Government of India is aware that AP Government has already crossed its
FRBM limit. Though interests on loans of the state should not cross 10% of total
GDP revenue, but it crossed 20% above. Due to financial crunch, government is
not in a position to pay salaries of the employees in time. Funds released by the
Centre are being diverted to welfare schemes announced by the state. As there
are no income-generating activities, state is gradually turning into a debt-ridden
state. Recently, RBI had to adjust the revenue deficit grants against the overdrafts
already taken by the state. So, the state is searching for fresh loans at high rates

of interest from various financial institutions by way of Corporations.

Hence, | seek immediate intervention of Government of India for corrective

action before the situation turns worse.

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(xii) Regarding declaration of Durgadevi settlement, Balasore
as a protected site

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): A 4000 year old settlement and
ancient artifacts have been discovered in Durgadevi village in Remuna Tehsil of
Balasore district recently. The Odisha Institute of Maritime and South East Asian
Studies, the archaeological wing of the State Government has sought permission
from the Archaeological Survey of India to document the site which has a circular
mud fortification of about 4.9 kms in between Sona river in the South and the
Burahabalang river on its north-eastern borders. Interestingly, traces have been
found beyond the Early Historic Period, Iron age upto Chalcolithic period which is
2000 to 1000 BC in the excavation site. The fortification signifies the emergence

of urbanisation at Durgadevi around 400 to 200 BC.

| would urge the Government to publicize this 4000 year old settlement of

our country and declare Durgadevi as a protected site.
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(xiii) Regarding National Level Research Institute for
Nano Textile Technology
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Parvathy Mills Limited, Kollam has
been shut down since 2008. The Mill owned R 16.40 acres of prime city land. The
land is not in use. The revival package submitted for the Mill has not been
considered till this date. Various proposals were submitted for proper utilisation of
land and the same has not been considered. The land is suitable for
establishment of National Level Research Institute for Nano Textiles Technology
and Nano Textile Park. DRDO is an agency specialized in research and
development in various sectors. The DRDO has not helped textiles sector in
research and development. The Nano textiles is an area which requires research

and development.

Hence, | urge upon the Government to constitute a committee to conduct
study regarding the feasibility of establishing a National Level Research Institute
for Nano Textile Technology and Nano Textile Park under DRDO in the land

owned by Parvathy Mills, Kollam.
