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(vii) Regarding development of Ambala as a warehousing hub

SHRI RATTAN LAL KATARIA (AMBALA): | would like to draw the attention of
Hon”ble food and PDS minister towards the fact that as GST unifies market, my
Ambala Lok Sabha constituency has a great potential to set up a Majestic
warehousing hub. Ambala is well connected to 0.1. Road and has best Railway

facilities and international airport at Mohali.

A huge investment infrastructure may play a significant role as large
planned Investments such as Dedicated Freight Corridors (DFCs) in road, rails
and Airways across India will bolster trade and consequently raise warehousing
demand. Investment in infrastructure in Ambala will reduce the pressure on Delhi
and NCR region. For eg: Kalka in my Lok Sabha constituency is the Gateway to
Himachal Pradesh and all the fruits and vegetables are supplied to Delhi from
here. If Ambala will be the warehousing hub then we can prevent rotting of fruits

and vegetables.

This warehousing hub may include a hub from Yamunanagar to Ambala,
Panchkula to Ambala, Chandigarh to Ambala, Patiala to Ambala. Ambala is also a
Centre place on 01 Road for Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Punjab, Chandigarh,
Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and Western UP. as the price of land is going up

in Delhi and NCR region, it is very difficult to set up Infrastructure in this region.
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As consumption led demand for warehousing is likely to grow at faster pace, the
advent of Electronic retailing (e-tail) in the past few years has necessitated the
need for huge warehouses close to Urban centres in order to deliver in the

shortest possible time.

Leading E-Commerce players in India and players such as Amazon,
Flipkart and Snapdeal have been expanding their network of warehouse or

fulfilment centres to speed up their delivery and stay ahead of the competition.

I, therefore, demand to make Ambala a warehousing hub.

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(ix) Regarding provision of FTTH connections for online classes in
Attappadi, Palakkad district in Kerala

SHRI V. K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): Attappadi is a taluk in Palakkad
district in Kerala and maijority of people living there are tribals. It is mostly a hilly
region, lacking communication facilities. The students are facing a lot of difficulties
in attending online classes owing to poor or equal to nil mobile/internet
connectivity in Attappadi. About 80 per cent students of this taluk are missing
online classes regularly because of poor mobile or internet connectivity. This
issue can be sorted out by providing Fibre to the House (FIIH) connections
immediately, and thereby, the students can attend online classes uninterruptedly.
| have been given to understand that BBNL can provide FTTH connections in
Attappadi taluk under the Common Service Centre Wi-Fi Choupal Project funded
by the Universal Social Obligation Fund. Therefore, | urge upon the Government
to provide FTTH connections in Attappadi on a time bound basis to ensure that

the education of students is not affected due to poor mobile connectivity.
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(x) Regarding expediting Tindivanam-Tiruvannamalai new broad gauge
railway line project work

SHRI C. N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): | want to raise an urgent matter
of public importance regarding speeding up of Tindivanam - Tiruvannamalai new
broad gauge railway line project work. The Project would enhance overall area
development on account of potential for spiritual tourism as world famous Lord
Arunachaleshwar Shiva Temple in Tiruvannamalai attracts domestic as well as
international tourists for Darshan of Lord Shiva and Girivalam.

The said project, commenced long back but unfortunately suffered from
time-overrun. | request the Government to earmark sufficient fund for the project
and approach all the concerned agencies for expediting the project work for timely
completion of Tiruvannamalai new broad gauge railway line project.

| earnestly request the Minister for the Railways to take all necessary action

to ensure completion of the said project without further delay in the public interest.
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(xi) Regarding building up of Dedicated Freight Corridor (DFC) between
Kharaghpur (West Bengal) and Vijayawada in Andhra Pradesh

SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): As you are aware, the
Dedicated Freight Corridors will play an important role in realizing Prime Minister’'s
vision of an Aatmanirbhar Bharat by providing enhanced connectivity of Railway

Network, reducing logistics cost as well as increasing freight speed.

As a part of Rs. 1,01,055 crore budget for the railway infrastructure
allocated in the Union budget 2021, accepting Indian Railways Proposal
(proposed in 2014-2015), Finance Minister has announced in her budget speech
that the dedicated freight corridor (DFC) of length 1115 KM on the east-coast
between West Bengal’'s Kharaghpur and Vijayawada in Andhra Pradesh will be
completed by June 2022 and electrification of all the freight corridors will be
completed by 2023. Unfortunately, due to unknown reasons, it has not yet

materialized.

The proposed DFC will connect industrial areas in the eastern and western
parts of the country to southern India through major ports like Paradeep, Dhamra,
Gopalpur ports in Odisha and Visakhapatham, Gangavaram, Kakinada,
Krishnapatnam and Machilipatham ports in Andhra Pradesh ensuring faster

movement of goods and capacity enhancement in the over-saturated sections of
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the railway network and would give a major boost to development of Odisha as
well as AP. This will also help in reducing the cost of freight transport as the fuel
consumption is reduced and bigger and larger trains can travel on these routes.
With four ports being in development in AP, officials previously estimated the DFC

would help in handling 300-350 Metric Tonnes of Cargo by 2024-25.

I, therefore, have the honour to put the matter before the Central
Government urging it to take steps for speeding up the process of preparing
feasibility reports, and the Detailed Project Reports (DPRs) regarding the
alignment, land requirement, traffic projections and complete it as soon as

possible.
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(xii) Regarding ameliorating the condition of Anganwadi workers

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The importance of Anganwadi
workers as frontline health workers has increased significantly since the outbreak
of the pandemic. Despite the extra burden of work, their salaries have not
sufficiently increased to compensate them. This is linked to the fact that these
workers are designated as honorary and are provided with monthly honorarium,

and hence, are not eligible to avail minimum wages.

Despite India's 7th Pay Commission mandating the monthly wage rate to
be fixed at Rs.18,000 for skilled workers, they hardly receive this much. Being
frontline workers, they had to conduct surveillance duties to control the pandemic
without adequate protective gear since they are categorized as low-risk workers,

despite the associated health risks.

Thus, | urge upon the Government to ameliorate their status and provide

them minimum wages as applicable to skilled workers.
