SHRI PRATHAP SIMHA : Thank you, hon. Chairperson. | would like to thank our
beloved Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi for his ambitious Smart Cities
Mission. We see unprecedented developmental activities in seven cities of
Karnataka, namely, Belagavi, Bengaluru, Davangere, Hubballi-Dharwad,
Mangaluru, Shivamogga and Tumakuru. Around 817 projects worth Rs.17,160
crore have been taken up. These projects will certainly change the fate of these
seven cities.

Unfortunately, when this Smart Cities Mission was announced on 25" June,
2015, my city, Mysore’s name did not figure in the listed cities. | am not blaming
anyone else but ourselves because we were unable to utilize 80 per cent of the
funds that we got under JNNURM. Mysore City Corporation did not do the
auditing from 2011. So, the Karnataka Government was unable to recommend the
name of Mysore under the Smart Cities Mission.

Sir, as far as Swachch Bharat Mission survey of cities with less than one
million population is concerned, we are at number one position. We are the
cleanest city in India. But, unfortunately, we did not get the developmental funds
under the Smart Cities Mission. | would like to know from the hon. Minister
whether there is a proposal before the Government to extend the list of Smart
Cities and whether they are going to come up with a second list of Smart Cities.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sabhapati Mahoday, | fully empathise with the
sentiment just expressed by my distinguished colleague, an hon. Member from
Mysuru.

The Smart City Programme is a unique programme that has been
implemented in the country for the first time. It was conceived as soon as the
Modi Government took office in May, 2014 and it was announced in June, 2015.
The idea was to use technology in order to introduce ease of living, and inclusive

and sustainable development.

Sir, the process of selecting the 100 smart cities was not a selection
process ordained by the Central Government. In fact, a system of competitive
bidding was announced and all cities, that wished to compete for inclusion in the
Smart Cities Project, were invited to submit specific proposals which they would
implement over a period of five years. Now, the Centre’s contribution to this is
about Rs. 48,000 crore. The overall Smart City Project is worth Rs. 205,000 crore.

The Centre gives Rs. 500 crore per year to each of the selected smart cities.

The hon. Member mentioned that the smart cities selected in Karnataka
have done exceptionally well. Out of the total amount released of Rs. 1,721 crore,
the smart cities of Karnataka have already utilised Rs. 1,563 crore, which

represents 91 per cent of the amount allocated.
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The hon. Member said that these projects will change the fate and the
shape of these seven smart cities. | agree with that. The evidence of that is
already available. Hon. Chairperson, Sir, when | was included in the Council of
Ministers in September 2017, | used to be asked : where are the Smart Cities? |
took some pains to find out, to tell people that the Smart City Project is a unique
project and it takes about a year or two to set up a special purpose vehicle and to

set up a project management consultant. Today, we are seeing the results.

In so far as the inclusion of Mysuru is concerned, the hon. Member is
absolutely right that Mysuru was not included. It was not because the Central
Government was not wanting to include Mysuru, but it was a system of seeking

an election, putting forward a proposal.

| said that the Central Government gives to each of the smart cities a total
amount of Rs. 500 crore over five years, which is Rs. 100 crore a year. | think, |

mis-spoke earlier.

What do we do now? Clearly, it is our expectation that the seven smart
cities of Karnataka or the ten smart cities of Uttar Pradesh or, for that matter, all
the other smart cities, are all being ranked against the performance that they are
registering in relation to each other. Now that is having a lighthouse effect. When
other cities see the kind of progress that the smart cities are registering, they are

wanting their own cities to be included.

Now, will there be a follow up to the 100 smart cities? Hon. Chairperson,
Sir, that is something we will need to see. It is also our expectation that with the
progress registered, other cities may wish to look at the experience gained, the
best practices which these smart cities have shown and maybe apply those
autonomously.

tier-2 or tier-3 cities. ... (Interruptions)

It is our expectation that the experience gained and the experience
demonstrated will result in other cities following suit by learning from those
examples and thereby implementing that experience. ... (Interruptions) On the
issue of our elected representatives, the MLAs, the MPs being involved, let me
state on the record, the city level advisory forum is an advisory body where all
MPs are important Members and they should feel free to give advice in the

advisory forum. ... (Interruptions)

The Special Purpose Vehicle which is required to take the decisions on
tendering and other issues can advise them but the responsibility for the action,
for the implementation of the project will have to be borne by the management of
the Special Purpose Vehicle as per the law. But we would be always encouraging
MPs. ...

(xv) Regarding setting up of a Kendriya Vidyalaya in Pudukkottai

SHRI SU. THIRUNAVUKKARASAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLI): Pudukkottai, a
historical city in Tamil Nadu, is one of the assembly segments which comes under
my Tiruchirappalli Lok Sabha Constituency. It is also the district headquarters.
Pudukkottai is having a population of about 25 lakh and 16 lakh voters.
Pudukkottai city is having a number of arts, science, nursing colleges, schools,
polytechnics and a medical college. Various Central / State Government offices
and PSUs are functioning in Pudukkottai district and a number of families of Ex.
Servicemen are also settled.

Government of India has started Kendriya Vidyalayas in various parts of the
country including district headquarters to provide affordable and quality education
to the wards of Defence, para-military personnel and transferable Central
Government employees. However, no such school has been set up so far in
Pudukkottai.

necessary steps for early setting up of a Kendriya Vidyalaya in Pudukkottai.
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(xvi) Regarding delay in sanctioning posts for Aligarh Muslim University
Centre, Kishanganj
DR. MOHAMMAD JAWED (KISHANGANJ): Aligarh Muslim University Centre,
Kishanganj was established by the Government of India in the year 2013 in view
of the shortage of educational institutions in Seemanchal region. The objective of
the centre is to provide higher educatisonal facilities to the students of Kishanganj

and its adjoining districts.

In the year 2014, UPA government had allocated an amount of Rs. 136.82
crores during Xll plans for establishment of Kishanganj Centre for students of

Bihar against which only an amount of Rs. 10 crores have been released.

DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): | would like to urge upon the
Union Ministry of Road Transport and Highways through you to start the
construction of 6 lane elevated corridor from Tambaram to Chengalpattu and 8
laning from Chengalpattu to Tindivanam section of NH - 45 in the state of Tamil
Nadu. Our Hon’ble Minister announced this project proposal on February 2018.
Till now DPR is under process. | request to expedite the DPR and the concerned
Ministry should take action floating tender. Moreover no Land Acquisition is
required for this elevated corridor project from Tambaram to Chengalpattu. Eight
laning work of NH- 45 from Tambaram to Paranur toll gate near Chengalpattu is in
progress. Likewise, | request the Ministry to take necessary action for widening
the NH-45 from Chengalpattu to Tindivanam into eight lane. | also request the
Ministry to provide a expressway from Chennai to Madurai via Trichy like the
Chennai to Bangalore expressway presently planned. As a result of it, heavy
commercial traffic would be benefited to a large extent and the fuel consumption

gets reduced considerably if expressway is formed.
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(xviii) Regarding setting up of Central Tribal University (CTU)
at Salur, Andhra Pradesh

SHRI VALLABHANENI BALASHOWRY (MACHILIPATNAM): Section 93 of AP
Reorganisation Act mandates Government of India to set up Central Tribal
University, in Andhra Pradesh, but before establishing an institution of national
importance, one should look at advantages of the site. Government of AP
proposed the site at Salur in Vizianagaram which has so many advantages like:

It is within Tribal Sub-Plan area., located near NH-26, easily accessible to
Odisha and Chhattisgarh, Saluru is one of the oldest Municipalities, better
connectivity to Araku in Visakhapatnam, Salur is 20 Kms from Bobbili Railway
Station & 60 kms from upcoming Bhogapuram International Airport, plenty of
water is available as the site is adjacent to river and better power, telephone and
net connectivity.

Importantly, VC, CTU, along with a Professor of UoH, submitted Inspection
Report in February for shifting Tribal University to Salur.

Hence, | request Government of India to expedite the process for

establishing CTU at Salur.
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(xix) Regarding New Pension Scheme

SHRI RITESH PANDEY (AMBEDKAR NAGAR): With the introduction of the New
Pension Scheme, the old pension structure for government employees was
modified in 2004 nationally and in 2005 in Uttar Pradesh. Under the NPS, the
government’s contribution to the pension of government employees would depend
on the funds accumulated after investing in market instruments such as
government securities and equity markets. However, in practice, this was not
implemented equally across different states with the result that many government
employees — even after more than a decade of public service — did not get their
due retirement benefits. Therefore, under the banner of the All
Teachers/Employees Welfare Association and the National Movement for Old
Pension Scheme, a significant number of government employees have been
protesting to provide the benefits due to them. | request the Minister of Personnel,
Public Grievances, and Pensions to listen to their demands and end their long

struggle for a respectful retirement after years of service.
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(xx) Regarding collection of caste-wise data under Mahatma Gandhi
National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme

SHRI P.R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): | came to know that the Ministry of
Rural Development has asked the states to provide data caste-wise under
MGNREGA Scheme. This is the first time under the scheme that this kind of data
has been sought since its inception in 2006. According to the rules, every adult of
this country who seeks work should be provided for 100 days of minimum
employment in a year without consideration about his/her religion and caste. In
this connection, | would like to state that at present SC/ST sections collectively
got 140 crore man days which is 37.76%. In our country, SC/ST population
accounts for 24.4% while their participation is more than their population. In the
budget, allocations are made to sub-plan as per the ratio of their population. In
case, funds under sub-plan are to be routed to MGNREGA works, only upto
24.4% is to be allocated on the basis of population. Then, where will the funds for
remaining 13% man-days come from? So in the guise of release of funds under
sub-plan works to dalits, tribals will be reduced by half resulting in enslavement of
these sections to landlords, as in the past. Even OBCs are going to be deprived.
In villages, works under MGNREGA is the life line for dalits and tribals. Caste
based work allocation in rural areas will have an impact and caste feeling will be

aroused leading to formation of caste groups at work places. The feudal forces
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will ensure that dalits and tribals get tougher works and get less wages. The unity
amongst work force will surely get hampered.

So, | request our hon'ble Minister, not to seek caste-wise data under
MGNREGA scheme which besides reducing man days for SC/ST population
which is the life line for their livelihood will also arouse caste feeling at work

places.

OF AYUSH (SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL): Sir, | beg to move:

“That the Bill to promote economical and safe transportation and
trade through inland waters, to bring uniformity in application of law
relating to inland waterways and navigation within the country, to
provide for safety of navigation, protection of life and cargo, and
prevention of pollution that may be caused by the use or navigation
of inland vessels, to ensure transparency and accountability of
administration of inland water transportation, to strengthen
procedures governing the inland vessels, their construction, survey,
registration, manning, navigation and such other matters connected

therewith or incidental thereto, be taken into consideration. ”

Sir, the present Bill aims to fulfil the vision of the hon. Prime Minister, Shri
Narendra Modi ji, towards achieving a forward looking and robust legal regime in
the critical areas of infrastructure and governance. ... (Interruptions) At present,
navigation of mechanically propelled inland vessels plying in inland waters of the
country is governed by the Inland Vessels Act, 1917. However, the Act has

become obsolete and inadequate to address the increasing complexities of this
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sector, and the operational bottleneck inhibits smooth and interstate movement of
inland vessels across the country.

Sir, to realise the potential of inland water transport and promote it as a
supplementary and eco-friendly mode of transport to the congested road and rail
network, it is important that movement along the waterways is absolutely
seamless across the State boundaries.... (Interruptions)

The proposed Inland Vessels Bill, 2021 will go a long way in boosting trade,
commerce and economic activities across the country, and shall promote national
integration. Hence, a new legal regime that is favourable for future technological
development, capable of facilitating present and future prospect of trade,
transportation and safe navigation by inland vessels is the need of the hour.
