SPEAKER:  Hon.  Members,
 it  is  my  sad  duty  to  inform  the  House
 of  the  demise  of  one  of  our  former
 colleagues,  Shri  Charanjit  Singh,  who
 was  a  Member  of  Seventh  Lok  Sabha
 During  1980-84  representing  South
 Delhi  Constituency.  Earlier  he  had
 been  a  Member  of  New  Delhi  Muni-
 cipal  Committee  during  1975-79  and
 also  its  Senior  Vice-President  during
 1976-77.

 As  a  leading  industrialist,  his  valu-
 able  contributions  in  different  econo-
 mic  and  other  circles  will  always  be
 remembered.  He  had  served  on  the
 Board  of  Directors  of  the  Air-lndis
 and  Indian  Airlines,  He  was  also
 Meniber  of  Telephone  Advisory  Com-
 mittee  of  Delhi  in  1975,

 A  widely  travelled  person,  Shri
 Singh  had  a  lot  of  interest  in  sports.

 He  passed  away  yesterday  mornin
 at  New  Delhi  following  a  massive
 heart  attack.

 We  deeply  mourn  the  loss  of  this
 friend  and  I  am  sure  the  House  will
 join  me  in  conveying  our  condolences
 to  the  bereaved  family.
