{3) The Forward Contracts (Re-
gulation) Amendment Bill,
1957 . . . . . 14 hours.

(4) Discussion on Food Situa-
tion . i . . . 2% hours.

3. The Committee re-examined the time allotted to the Life Insurance
Corporation (Second Amendment) Bill, 1957 vide the Eighth Report of the
Business Advisory Committee and recommend that the time already allotted
to this Bill may be increased from 2 hours to 3 hours.

4. The Committee further recommend that 1 hour may be allotred to
the discussion regarding the crashing of a Dakota aircraft of the Indamer
Company in NEFA area on the 2oth August, 1957.

5. The Committee also recommend that the House may sit upto 6-30
P.M. from the gth September, 1957 till the end of the current Session.
