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(v). Need to take appropriate measures to
check rising prices and to streamline
the distribution system

SHRI BRAJAMOHAN MOHANTY
(Puri) : In the state of Orissa the prices of
essential commoditics have gone very high.
The price of kerosene has gone beyond the
fixed price and in some rural areas the
availability of kerosene has been dificult.
The prices of vegetables, fish and other
articles of common usc have also gone up.
The fixed income group is in difficulty due to
rising prices. The poorer strate of society
is in distressing situation. The middiemen
and unscrupulous traders are taking full
advantage of the situation and are instru-
mental for rising prices.

The Government, thcrefore, are urged
upon to tighten up the public distribution
system and taken up appropriate measurcs in
this regard.

(vi) Need to provide immediate relicf and
financial assistance to the drought
affected people in Karnatahn

SHRI S. M. GURADDI (Bijapur) : The
entire constituency of Chika Ballapur and
Bijapur are reeling under severc drought.
The most affected places are entire Bijapur,
Bagepally, Madhugiri, Nelamangala,
Chikkaballapura, Shidlaghatta, Gowribidanur
and Koratagere, The drinking water is not
at all available in the above mentioned
places. The girls have to walk several miles
to fetch drinking water. The fodder for
cattle is so scarce that the cattle are dying.
The Agricultural labourers are on the streets,
as they do not have any job. About 70% of
the borewells have become dry. The rest of
the borewells are not working properly.  All
the wells have dried up. Under these most
trying conditions, it is imperative for the
Central Government to come forward
immediately with a master plan to be
implemented on war fooling 10 save the
people of my constituency from extemina-
tion.

Therefore, I roquest the hon. Minister to
look into this serious problem of drinkig
water and take up immediate measures to
provide the san.e.

(viii) Need to take over the textile mills of
Modinagar

of the Textile workers of Modinagar. Three -
Mills ‘B’, *'C’ and ‘D’ Silk remained closed
for about a year and a half. Other two
mills *A” and ‘D’ were partially closed.
Recently a sangharah samity has been formed
which includes the unions and political
partics. The sangharah samity has given a
call for continuous strike in the partially run
‘A’ and ‘D’ mills from [3th May, 1985 with
the demand for running all the Textile mills
at Modinagar. There was a complete bunch
in Modinagar and Ghaziabad in support of the
workers’ demand. The workers are restive. In
the circumstances, I request the Government to
intervene immediately and take over the mijlls
in the interest of the starving workers as
well as production.
