TANAYAK (Bolangir): Sir, Bolangir parlia-
mentary constituency is mainly an agricul-
tural area dependent on monsoon for irriga-

, tion facilities. Due to below average rainfall,
the area is facing an impending drought.
Coupled with inadequate infrastructural fa-
cilities, landless and marginal farmers are
faced with problem of starvation or migra-
tion. Though the Central Government has
initiated anti-drought and employment gen-
erational programmes, due to lack of super-
vision, the benefits are not parcolating down
to the poorest. Due to inadequate soil and
moisture conservation measures, the reten-
tion capacity of the land is declining. Inorder
to arrest land degradationandto fight against
drought, Government should draw an action
plan providing employment to rural people
through various anti-poverty programmes.
The local Parliament Members should be
involved in monitoring the employment
generation programmes. Essential com-
modities to the poor people should also be
provided through revamped Public Distribu-
tion System.
