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PROF, RUP CHAND PAL (Hoogh-
ly): When the talks of holding the
Asian games of 1982 were going on
in the last year, the Government of
West Bengal had proposed that the
games might be held in Calcutta
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which would be a very suitable place
for the purpose for many reasons. At
that time it was decided that the Asian
Games would be held in the capital
city of Delhi.

It has now been reported that some
of the games might be held outside
Delhi. In view of this changed think-
ing, West Bengal has again proposed
that some of the games of ASIAD
1982 be held in Calcutta, The Chief
Minister of West Bengal has written
anothey letter to the Prime Minister
on May 26, 1980 for allotting some
of the games to Calcutta where games
like football, hockey and lawn tennis
can be held. The football matches
can be held in the historic Eden Gar-
dens which can accommodate no less
than 80,000 people. The grounds
there are excellent and the Stadium,
with 3 modern and well-equipped
Club House, conforms to internaticnal
standards. Similarly, Hockey can be
played at theg Mohan Bagan Club
grounds which is one of the finest
grounds in India and no less than
32,000 spectators can be accommodated
there. The Netaji
Indoor Stadium has an accommodation
of about 15,000 spemtators. Indoor
games can be held there. Lawn ten-
nis can be staged on the South Club
grounds

air-conditioned

where many irternational
events including Davis Cup and Grand
Prix championship have been held in
the past. There is also the historic
Rabindra Sarobar Stadium where some
other eventd like Athletics, cycling
etc, can be held. The Central Gov=-
ernment is urged to look into the
matter so that the very justified ex-
pectations of a large number of peo-
ple arp fulfilled,
