Recently,the cattle of the farm have been
affected by an epidemic disease, known as
Shital Mata. The spread of the disease Is
$0_ruinous that several thousand cattle
haye died and 40 to 50 cattle are dying daily.
Jt has caused heavy losses to the poor cattle
owners of the farm.

In spite of the fact that as per the techni-
cal advice of the Heads of R.P., Govern-
ment of India, the cattle owners have got all
their cattle vaccinated with Goat Culture
Vaccination and Tissue Culture Vaccination,
cattle are still dying with a loss of lakhs of
rupees to cattle owners. An Inguiry into
:zc matter may have to be started immedia-

for finding out the cause which led to
failure of these vaccinations and the officers
concerned, who had given the technical
advice.

.. Another problem which has ruined these
cattle ownes js the s of cattle in-
surance by the General Insurance Com-
pany. Necessary orders will haveé to be
issyed to renew this insurance of the cattie
immediately. Assistance in the form of
grants etc. may have to be given immedia-
tely to the affected cattle owners. All
these steps have to be taken up on war
goting to save the dying cattle.

The State
Government has accorded top priority
to this project and all the requiements
needed from the State Government to set
up this plant have been fulfilled long ago,
but the project is pending clearance with
the Central Government. I request the Mini-
star of Energy to accord top priority to
this project and give its approval so that
the requircment of power of the Sfate of
UP may be met with as early as possible.
