“Mukti-Man-
dap”, a place of learning and
culture as well asa relizious place
where  learned  pandits,  eminent
ancient  cducationists,  asrrologers,
I)a,hnists cte. sit tepguthcr to give
their verdicts  on Hindu religion
to the Hoindu community in the
country by interpreting the version
of “Manusanghita” “Veda”, “Ved-
anta‘“ ctc. like Kashi in U.P.
This ‘‘Muktimandap” was constryg-
ted along with the world famous
temple of Lord Jagannath about
thousand years back, but is now in
a very bad shap- or condition and
in a dilapidated situation where
profuse leakage of rain water from
the walls and roofs is pouring and
the learned Pandits are not able
to assemble there at the risk of their
valuable lives and give their
verdicts on various problems and
important  maters of Hindu co-
mmunity.
