SHRI K ARJUNAN (Dharmapuri):
Tamil Nadu has been pusheq down
from the 4th pogsition to Tth position
in getting jtg steel otc. Till 1972-73,
Tami] Nadu wag holding the gecond
place in production of labour anf pro-
dur:ing employment, in India. This
fact has been accepted by the Small
Scale Industries, Government of
India's 1977 statistical dJata. ‘Some
States, which have been lagging be-
hind in industrial growth, during 1973-
74, have now surpassed Tamil Nadu.
Most of the industries in Tamil Nadu
are concerned in the field of engineer-
ing and they mostly rely upon iron,
pig iron and steel and other essential
ores. The quota of these things allot-
ted to Tamil Nadu hag been reduced
step by step. For example, during
1973-74, 448968 tonnes of pig iron
has been distributed through the Steel
Authority of India for use in our
country. Out of this quantity Tamil
Nadu wag allotted 49,332 tonneg of
pig iron.
