(1i) ALLEGED CRISEs IN CoaL INDUSTRY
DUE TO SHORTAGE OF MINING ENGINLCERS.

SHRIMATI JAYANTI PATNAIK
(Cutiack): Sir, under Rule 377 1 want
lo raise the following matter of ur-
gent public importance. The coal In-
dustry is facing serious crisig because
ol dearth of mining engineers. The
Government of India has raised the
production larget of coal for the sixth
P.an period. Coal is the primary
source of energy in the country and
the mining engineers play an import-
ant role in the production of coal.
But it is regrettable thut there 1s
dearth of mining engineers in vari-
ous coal fields of the country,

Central Coul Fields Ltd. alone re-
guires al present nearly 24 mining
engineers to fili up the vacancies of
under managers, asstt. managers and
managers. This scarcity of qualified
mining engineers {s due to the fact
that conspicuous less number of
young men are opting for this techni-
cal faculty in course of last several
vears due to comperatively good faci-
lities and amenities offered to elec-
tronics, electrical, 'mechanical and
chemical engineers. With the deci-
sion of the Government of India for
the introduction of modernisation
scheme of the coal mining projects,
large number of mining engineers will
ke required in various coal fields.

Unless some urgent steps are taken
to provide adequate mining engineer-
ing education and training facilities
in the country the demand of the min-
ing engineers for various coal fieids
cannot be met. It will hit the produc-
tion target of coal to a large extent
which will adversely affect the eco-
nomy of the country. Therefore, it
is necesary to set up more number of
