T do
not know whether they have excluded
newspapers bacause even till todav radio
anl TV are confined to a limited popu-
lation; the mass media is newspapers.
Apart from this, T do not think th:
Indian women by and large need educa-
tion to feed their children with their own
milk. The India women are held in
high esteem because they secrific a lot
for their children and therefore, unless
they do not have their own milk, gene-
rally they try to feed their children with
their own milk. When I go through all
these things, it is quite amusing for me
to know that when we want to build a
healthy child, the Government is concen-
trating on limiting the babies and also
banning advertisements adout artificial
milk foods. I do not think it is a solu-
tion at all for having a healthy baby.
First of all. the Government has to
concentrate on producing good and
adequate baby food and they must also
see that they are pronerly d'stributed.
Actually, the advanced countries instead
of restrseting the advertisements, advertise
in a massive way about foodstuff
required for men, women and children
and also animals, Therefore, the Gove-
rnment have io concentrate on the vro-
duction of good and adequate foodstuffs
instead of banning the arteficial milk
foods. If it is really harmfull, they may
also stop it, but that is n>t a solution.
The real solution lies in taking proper
care to see that necessary and adequate
baby foods are produced and if necessary,
they should be widely advertised in order
to help the people to know that adejuate
baby food is available in th's conatry.
This would solve the problem. Thn:re-
foe, I would ['kz to k1o v from the hon.
