STATEMENT RE. REPORTED THREAT
TO HINDUS IN PUNJAB BY SHRI
JARNAIL SINGH BHINDRAN-
WALE, ON.DECEMBER 1,
1983 AT AMRITSAR

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS
(SHRI P. C. SETHI) : Sir, On 2nd Deecm-
ber, 1983, the Hon'ble Chair and the
members of this Awugust House had
expressed deep concern over the reported
statement made by Shri Jarnail Singh Bhind-
ranwale on 1st December, 1983 containing
serious threat to one community.

2, ‘Hon'ble Members are aware that
Shri Bhindranwale has been making
provocative and inflammatory statements
from the sanctuary of Guru Nanak Niwas,
It has been reported that on st December,
1983 Shri Bhindranwale made a statement
that he wanted to make it clear to Hindus,
espocially in Punjab, that if Sikhs living in
any other part of the country were
uprooted, the Hindus should also be ready
to face death. Such a threat naturally
caeated consternation in the country and
has been unanimously condemned by Hon’
ble:Members. It is unfortunate that despite
this Shri Bhindranwale has chosen to
justify his objectionable remarks through
another statement.

3, Shri Bhindranwale has referred to
the recent incident at Churu,in this connec-
tion. According to the State Government
a small portion of one of the doors of a
building under construction had been
damaged. The Police is investigating the
matfter, It has been further reported by the
State Government that there is no organisa-
tion as Jai Hindu Sangh in the State,
Such incidents and attempts at mischief
deserve unequivocal condemnation,

4, It is most unfortunate and deplora-
able that this incident should have been
made a pretext for ventilating communal
hatred and inciting mass murder and
violence by a person who has tried to seek
protection for himself within the sanctuary
of a holy shirine in the hope that he can
thereby escape all consequences of his acts,
The Government will take all necessary
steps to deal with crime and investigation of
crime wherever and by whomsoever it may
be committted,
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5. According to information received
trom the Government of Punjab cases have

already been registered against Shri
Bhindranwale,

6. Government have consistently
maintained that all citizens of India
irreospective of caste, community or religion
will have full and equal protection under
the law and all opporunities of participation
in civic life in any part of the country.
Government condemn and feel equally
pained at apy attempt to harass or
disturb  Sikh, Hindu or any other
community,

DR. KRUPASINDHU BHOI (Sambal-
pur) : Of course, the House was unanimous
and spoke with one voice, but he was not
given any suggestion,

would like to quote what an Hon, Member
referred in his statement on 2nd of Septem-
ber. He said that the Government should
not enter the Gurudwaras. Then it was
said that the Gowvernmen. was incffective
to take action.

Now, you are also telling that
the Government by its inaction is taking
political advantage.

Now, it
is for them to decide how they take action.
Itis for them to decide. Let the Govern-
ment fuoction how will they take action.
It is not our job to tell them how to take

action. What for are they sitting there ?

-SHRI HARIKESH BAHADUR (Gorakh-
pur) : If they are running the Government
they should gnd out the way, The entire
House said they should take action.

The entire Parliament
says one thing and the Government does
not want to obey that.

SHRI RAJESH PILOT : Mr. Speaker,
Sir, none of us is against firm action.
