MATTERS UNDER RULE 377

(i) MIGRATION OF NON-ASSAMESE
SPEAKING FAMILIES FROM ASSAM TO
WEsST BENGAL

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU (Dia-
mond Harbour): Mr. Speaker. under
Rule 377 I wish to raise the follow-
ing:

962 families consisting of about
3861 non-Assamese speaking people
affected by the recent riot in Nalbari
and Barpata sub-divisiongs of Assam
have arrived at Alipurduar Railway
Station in North Bengal during the
last one week. They had been ac-
commodated in eleven Relief Camps
which has been ciosed down by the
Government of Assam on the Tth
March, Some rehabilitation benefits
have reportedly been offered to those
families but apparently they are
still too nervous to go back to their
original places of residence in Assam.
Actually, some of these families had
gone back to their homes but were
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reportedly driven by some local row-
.dieg and this is said to be the reagon
for leaving Assam once again. The
Chief Minister of West Bengal had
long ago requested the Government
of Assam to send an Officer to talk
to about 3000 people who had mig-
rated earlier to Alipurduar and to
help them to go back to the places
wherefrom they had come. The
Chief Minister of West Bengal re-
ceived no response so far, (He had
urged the Prime Minister to request
the Governor of Assam to take this
step without any further delay.

It is also necessary to find out whe-
ther the rehabilitation facilities offer-
ed to the families who had been in
relief camps are adequate and whe-
ther they were actually being intimi-
dated by their neighbours as alleged.
The Chief Minister of West Bengal
had suggested to ascertain the facts
and to persuade the people to return
to their homes and to send a team of
Members of Parliament to visit the
relief camps as quickly as possible.
He hag offered to send one of his Mi-
nisters to visit the relief camps  if
necessary facilities are provided by
the Governmemt of Assam,

This is a very important matter
and hence I wish the Minister should
come forward with a reply.
