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(x) Financial Assistance to Tamilnadu
to rehabilitate flood-affected
people.

SHRI S TK. JAKKAYAN (Periya-
kulam) : The unseasonal torrential rain
throughout Tamil Nadu from February
Sth to 15th has left a trail of destruction.
110 people have lost their lives; 16,300
heads of cattle are dead. 43 lakhs of
people in 5893 villages are affected. The
crops on 2.2 lakh acres have been
uprooted, 327 lakh huts have been
destroyed. 3183 irrigation works, 611
bridges, 1,110 school and hospital
buildings have been damaged. 7000
kms. of roads are under repair.
319 kms. of roads have been completely
destroyed. The districts of 1iruchirpalli,
South Arcot, Pudukottai, Ramanatha-
puram, Tirunelveli North Arcot and
Chengleput are reeling under the flood
havoc. This has been preceded by heavy
rains for three days in December and the
vast areas of the State are submerged
in water, The Central Government has
so far given Rs. 15 crores as flood relief
assistance, But the State Government has
spent Rs. 37 54 crores. After sending
detailed reports about the floods, the State
Government has asked for a sum of Rs,
128 crores, It is requested that the
Centre may sanction immediately flood
relief assistance to the tune of Rs. 128
crores and rehabilitate the flood-affected
people of Tamilnadu,

SHRI DP YADAY : In the life of a
country there are some ocensions when we
should feel happy and proud. [t is not
as if that we should express despondency,
we should express frustration and we
should be on record for all time to come
that this great country has done nothing
for the teaming millions. Definitely there
have been developments, we have made
strides and progress in various fields, of
which our country and the leadership and
the people at large should boast. When
Shri Rashecd Muasood was speaking, it
looked as if we had done nothing 1
will just pick out one paragraph from the
President’s Address, Paragraph 12 The
hon. President has mentioned something
in Paragraph 12 Will Shri Rasheed
Masood deny what the hon. President has
said in that paragraph ? He is sitting by
the side of a professor of physics, Prof.
Madhu Dandavate, At least Prof. Madhu
Dandavate will bear me out that what
the President has said in Paragraph 12 is
cent per cent correct, it is a cent per
cent factual statement., What have we
done in the year 1983-84 ? Take the case
of science and technology. Is the progress
not remarkable 7 The progress is definitely
tremendous for which both Shri Rasheed
Masood and myself should feel proud.
Take the case of Indian space science.
When we look at the chronology of
development of Indian Space sciemce in
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the last two decades, that is in the decades
1970 80 and 1980-90, definitely there has
been a tremendous progress. There was
a time when we had just been hearing
about satellites. I will trace the history of
this very subject, how progressively we
have developed.

India has taken major strides over the
past two decades in the development and
application of space technology and space
science for the socio economic benefit of
the nation, Various facilities have been
created and a whole range of capabilities
development, The expression s ‘a whole
range of capabilities’. It is not a case of
despondency. We have developed a whole
range of capabilities in the field of space
science.

As a result of ths, Ind'a can row plan,
build and test satellites for scientific ex-
periments as well as for practical appli-
cations such as earth observations and
telecommunications, All  these things
have been combined, We start with
ARYABHATA of 1975, What was Arya-
bhata ? It was a very small satellite
which we envisaged, designed and fabri-
cated. What was the purpose of Arya-
bhata ? The first indigenously and fabri-
cated satellite was launched by us and
we had to depend for its launching on
USSR. We took their help, but we de-
signed and fabricated it, What was the
purpose ? This was a technology test
setellite which also carried instruments
for conducting scientific  experiments,
After that came Bhaskara 1 in 1979,
Bhaskara I satellite was designed and
fabricated by our scientists for the pur-
pose of earth observations and it carried
a microwave radiometer and a television
camera system on board....

MR, DEPUTY SPEAKER : In 1979

they were in power.

SHRI D.P. YADAV : Yes, Sir, but
the seed was sown in 1971 when Indira
Gandhi was the Prime Minister. This
Bhaskara I which we launched in 1979
was primarily a remote-sensing satellite.

SHRI RASHEED MASOOD : It
does not concern the common man.
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PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE:
He is trying to tell you how people below
the poverty line ar¢ sent to  outer
space.

SHRI D.P. YADAV: No. I will
come to that—where the satellite is need-
ed for eliminating the poverty line.

Launching at that time was also done
by the USSR, Then there has been pro-
gress and there have bren developments
and we put Bhuskara 1l in space in 1981,
Bhaskara I was a modified and im
proved wversion of Bhaskara I and was
meant for carth observation. Launching
at that time was also done by the USSR.
Then came APPLE, It was the first ex-
perimental thiec axis stabilised communi-
cation satellite. For launching this satellte
we used the European Space Agency, S0
it means that for the purpose of laun:hing
only we had to depend on others.  But
we made our own satellies,  Then came
the Rohmi. In the "resident’s speech
Rohini had been mentioned. What is this
Rohini  satellite 7  This satcllite was
ploced in a near ecarth orbit on 17th
April 1983, This speaks volumus of the
progressive development of space science
in India Rohint was entitely designed
and fabricated and launched by Indian
space scientists for the bencfit of space
to Indian people. Are we not getting
benefit from the space ?  Yes. Even the
carbon di-oxide which is available in
space is used by the nature as well as
by our scientific laboratories for the
betterment of human being.

Then came the Insat-1. In Insat I there
was some improvement.  The design  was
ours  The fabrication was ours. Three
major national services telecommunica-
tion, metereclogy and developmental
television—all  these three were com-
bined....

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : The
best users of this are sitting here.

SHRI D, P. YADAV: This was
launched by a spacecraft which was pro-
cured from abroad. At that time we im-
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ported only the spacecraft, But far how.
long should we depend on foreign agen-
cies for launching ? Now it was entirely
indeed an effort of our scientists that
we have devised our own space launchiog
vehicle also and Insat 1B was successfully
Jaunched on 30th Awugust [983 by our
own veiigle. Is it a small achievement ?
This achievement of launching a s tellite
by our own vehicle, is a remarkable and
tremendous achievements in the field of
Science and Technology and 1 hope
Prof. Madhu Dandavate would bear with
me, (Interrup .ony), Our scientists need
to be congratulationed, But compliments
should be paid to the person who envi-
saged the idea of harnessing the Sspace
for the betterment of Indian people and
the person is none cise but Smt Indira
Gandhi, Since October 15, 1983, INSAT-
1 B has been serving as our Master
Centre in space for the purpose of tele-
communication, television, radio  and
meteorology programme.

From the satellite to the launching
vehicle SLV-3, we have come to a  stage
where we are  happy and are proud.
But, Sir, what is the purpose of this ?
We have in our mind the perspective of
scientific planning and we shall use these
satellites for the purpose of remote sens-
ing. The future of remote sensing is
wellknown to the coming generation, We
shall have to harness our whole scientific
manpower and deploy it for the advance-
ment of our Science and Technology,
mineral devclopment, water etc., ¢ t.c, Sir,
the Indian Remote Sensing Satellite System
will cater to our resource-management
requirements on agriculture, water ma-
nagement, forestry, certain aspects of
mincral geology and so on,

Sir, we are not going to sit back. We
have to go ahead. Science is not static.
Science is dynamic. Science is progres-
sive  We have to march forward and
we have to keep pace with those who
claim to be the most advanced in the
world forum and we hope that a time
will come when we shall be ranked
equal or, we can say, not less than equal
with any of the scientifically advanced
nations who claim to be the leaders in the
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ficld of space technology. Sir, we have
a plan for launch vchicle We have
developed the capability to launch smail
scientifiz satellites inio near-earth orbits.
Rohini RS-1 (35 KG) and Rohini
RS-D-1 (38 KG) were launched by the
Indian SLV-3 launch vehicle in 1980 and
1981 respectively. More powerful launch
vehicles are to be developed during  this
decade This will include the Polar Satel-
lite Launch Vehicle (PSLV) which will
have a capability of launching 1000 kg
cluss satellites into sun-synchronous polar
orbits. In parallel, the Augmented
Satellite Launch Vehicle (ASLV) is being
developed to launch 150 KG class
satellites for scientific and technological

purposes.

Now, Sir, the other part of the FPre-i-
dent’s address says that “‘the first un.t of
the Madras Atomic Power Station, which
was designed and fabricated indigenously,
attained criticality on July 2, 1983, and
has been operating at power levels up
to 200 M.W.”

What we read looks very simple,
But, when we analyse it, it is very
heartening. We aie happy. Why ? I
would like to explam,

hen Jawahar Lal Nechru thought of
nuclear scicnce, many people outside the
Indian territory said that Jawahar Lal
Nehru was planning a nuclear war. He
is envisaging an atomic war and that is
why he is developing and creating the
atomic power at the disposal of this
country. No, Sir, In our scientific
policy resolution and in our atomic power
resolution we have very clearly said that
India will develop nuclear science for
the benefit of mankind and not for the
destruction of human race.

Sir, we thought that the countries from
whom we take help in the sphere of Nuc-
lear Science shall be friendly and the
help given shall be without strings. We
expected that they will treat us on
equal footing. But unfortunately those
powers who were a bit advanced in the
field of Nuclear Science thought thn_t we
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should entirely depend on their techno-
logy and remain under their tulelage,

The President has mentioned in his
speech  about the commissioning of
Madras Atomic Power Station  People
say whal is spzcal about ths? Yes,
there is a speciality and the speciality is
of total self-reliance in the fi:ld of atomic
power generation. OQOur scientists have
developed the capability of designing,
fabricating fuel processing and feeding
and comm.ssioning of the reactor. We
are self-reliant in the production of ato-
mic fuel and heavy water, the principal
component of atomic power production
unit, From now onwards the situation
is changed. Canada and USA wanted
to dictate terms and put an embargo on
atom.c fucl.  We had no aliernative but
to depend on our own resources—the
resources of nuclear technology man-
power.  We have achieved this, We are
commitied to peaceful use of atomic
scicnee in the field of power geneiation,
agriculture, radio isotopes, radiation me-
dicine, biology and bio-chemistry, food
preservation and metallurgy. The credit
of perspective plinning and use of atomic
energy for the welfare of human being
has been the plank of our political phi-
losophy—and the political philosopher
is none else but Shrimati Indira Gandhi

Now, sometimes a scare is created in
this country that the border is threatened.
Our space is threatened Sir, 1 hope
’rofessor Dandavate will share the view
that ume has come when we can claim
that the order is fully protected, How
this border is well protected, Not be-
cause we only talk in Parliament but
from this Parliament we empower our
scientists and ask them to develop the
technology and science for the betterment
of our Defence forces and for the better-
ment of our defence weapon technology.

We are proud of our defence scientists.
India’s capability in designing and fabri-
cation of weapons like 130 mm and
105 mm self propelled gun is remarkable,
Production of sonars, radars, and major
weapon system and our capability in
electronic sophisticated weapon is an indi.
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cator that the border is safe and sky is
free. Now things are ready, Inputs are
ready. Yes, poverty is there, [ also
represent a constituency and the same
type of constituency is represented by
Shri Rasheed Masood. | don't deny the
fact that there is poverty, but then there
is a difference of poverty of today and
that of poverty of 1946, There has been
a marked difference as of today We
can fight among ourselves, We can
change the Government Before that,
we could not do that, We must, on
this occassion, thank our great leader,
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, who framed the
scientific policy of this country. We had
great scientists like Dr, Bhatnagar, who
created the CSIR  Laboratories in this
country, We had Dr. Homi J. Bhabha
We had Dr, CV, Raman. We had Di.
Sarabhai.

SHRI A, K. SEN (Calcutta North
West) : Mr. Chairman, Sir. I rise to
support the Motion of Thanks on the

President’s Address. We are gratefull
that the President has drawn attention of
the House and th}‘ough the House of the
entire country /to the great problems
facing us. We are also gratefull that he
has indicated the way to solve thosc pro-

blems, It will not be an excessive
statemeny if one would like to emphasise
the evil gcharacter of the various divisive

forces which have been raised by persons
who have no motive excepting to destroy
the fabric of the nation as also to destroy
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everything which has been built up ever|
since Independence. Let us come, first of
all, to the divisive forces which have been
raising their heads all over the country,
from Jammu & Kashmir then to Punjab
and across the Indo-gangetic plains; to
Assam and to other parts of the country.
What is the necessity for these movements
which have been iuitiated by these forces ?
What earthly idealism is there behind these
movements?

Look at the problems in the Punjab.{w;'
have been ever since our young days, nur-
tured with the greal ideals of Guru Govind
Singh, the sacrifices which have been
rendered by the gre:t Sikh commnunity in
the past as also of the leaders like Banda
and others. Iremember as a child 1 used
to get enthused by the poems of Dr.,
Tagore on the life of Guru Govind Singh
and Banda. 1 will try if 1 can translate
one of those great poems; and those were
the poems which raised national instinct of
the people. If 1 may translate one of
those poems inio English it will be like
this. On the death of Banda —you know
after Guru Govind Singh, the leadership
fell on his discipline, Banda; who was
captured by Farooq Shah forces in Gur-
daspur and was brought in chains to Delhi;
and he was, first of all, asked to kill his
own son, which he did; and the son died
shouting Guruji-ke-jai; and then he stabbed
himself to death; and before that, an hang-
man came and took out his flush bit by bit
with a pair of hot spincers; and on that a
greatpoem was written by Dr. Tagore, He
said,on the banks of the § rivers have ri-
sen the great people;he does not say,sikhs;
they have rent the sky with their shouts
of Guruji-ke-jai; and the entire Punjab
has been electrified by one mantra and
that is; *“Alak Niranjan'; aod he said that
when these shouts came and reached the
cars of Farooq Shah in Delhi, he sent
his cruel forces to capture the leader
Banda, He was brought like a lion in a
cage, bound in irons hand and feet, and
then he was brought to Delhi, where he
was condemned to death. And before he
was put to death he was asked to kill
his own son, a young boy, when Banda
knelt down and sang into the cars of that
young child, the Mantra of the Guru and

™
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said, **My child, do not be afraid of

death, Just take the name of Guruji
before you dic” And that is what he
did.

These are the great episodes which
rouse the Indian national fervour of the
country in olden days, and then the sikhs
and the Hindus, all fought together the
Gadars. Bhagat Singh and other maityrs of
the Azad Hind forces, who laid their lives
for the liberty of our people and for the
freedom of the country. And their blood,
when it flowed over the great plains of
India, in Jalianwala Bagh, in Andamans
and Lahore and all over th: country—
their blood did not look different at all,
The Sikh blood and the Hindu blood
mingled together on which flowered the
seeds of Indian freedom and today when
I find that these two communities are
being made to fight each other, that
Hindus are being killed simply because
they are Hindus and Sikhs are being
attacked simply because they are Sikhs,
our hearts are completely destroyed,
Sometimes we seem to lose all our hopes
but the finest hour is the hour when we
overcome all our difficulties. And this
will be our finest hour.

When during the civil war in America
in 1B70 as you will iemember, in 1855
the two parts of the United States were
fighting each other in a civil war, one of
the great battles which was fought was
at Gettysberg. 1t still remains there, a
memorial to freedom and democracy. In
the battle of Gettysberg the Northern
Forces won, But the carnage and the
slaughter was extreme. Thousands died
in that battle, both of the Northern forces
and also of the Southern forces. And
after the batile, President Lincoln went
there to deliver his famous Gettysberg
Speech., 1t is said by a biographer that
he never knew what he used to say; but
on the last day in the train he wrote on
his pad the famous speech which today
ranks as onec of the finest gems of English
literctu-e. I refer to this incident because
we seem to have come almost to the
brink of a disaster, from which America
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was recovered with the great leadership of
Lincoln and others, And Lincoln was
supposed to commemorate the Baitle of
Gettvsberg to those who had died and
fought for the freedom of the country and
for its integrity. These were his great
words. He said,

“Four scores of years ago our fore-
fathers brought on this Jand a
democracy dedicated to the ideal
that all men are born free and
that all of them enjoy the great
rights of humanity.”

He said that, Today we are faced
with a peril which threatens the very basis
of that structure and this war will prove
whether the democracy established by our
forefathers, a democracy for the people,
by the people and of the people, would
survive or not. That is the test that is
before us today. '

Will the great fabric of our socialist
democratic society established on the floor
of this House in the Central Hall on the
26th of January 1950, survive, when our
great leader Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru said
that,

“Today we have fulfilled our tryst with
destiny which years ago we had
started with.”

And he said : Many years will pass
before we reach our goal, but today is
the beginning of that march to destiny.
33 years have passed since that night
when the Constitution was accepted by our
people granting to them a great democra-
tic State and guaranteeing to them the
fundamental rights which enlivened and
enlightened their lives. During these
33 years great progress has been achieved
in every field —in science and technology,
in arts, in education, in nation building,
in every field of human activity, And
a colonial country that we were has now
become the [eader of the non-aligned
world. And a country which never
produced even a screw which had to be
imported before independence from out-
side, has now sent the INSAT to the
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heavans. QOur space ships are cruising
across the skies. Our ships are playing
over the oceans. Our motor cars and
engines particularly trucks are being
exported outside, Therefore, progress
there has been. But the forces of disinte-
gration. have also marched forward. It
is our test of statesmenship, dedication,
nationhood, our loyalty to our ideals and
our country which is now put to the ulti-
mate acid test. We must prove that we
are ready and we are to overcome these
divisive forces. At this state of our nation
what has been achieved with blood and
tears and this strength of the country
and of our nationhood which have
been achieved under the great Ilea-
ders of past, they are there not to perish
but to survive for all times to come,
And we must pledge todav that we shall
not allow this state of our nation to
perish and we shall overcome all the
obstacles that lie in their way, It may be
a long time before we achieve the final
results but that we shall achieve the final

results I have not the least doubt about it.

This House must declare to the entire
nation that this nation is determined to
put down all divisive forces and all the
forces of disintegration and that this
nation shall not perish.

1 remember the great speach of Chur-
chill when in Dunkrik their allies suffered
a great defeat and the British forces had
come back to England. England was left

without any arms whatsover, France
had succumed and surrendered to
Germany. Only Eogland remained

and everybody thought that possibly
England would extend the hand also of
surrender. But then came a great leader
who said : This is our finest hour for the
great crisis which has overwhelmed us,
must be resolved by our sweat and blood.
We shall fight on the beaches; we shall
fight on the streets; we shall fight in every
park; we shall fight in every house, but
fight we shall and win we shall.  Let that
be our motto that we will fight every-
where against shese forces which are con-
spiring to destory our nationhood and to
destroy- everything, our value and utility
that we have built up all these years.
This, therefore, must be the lesson that
this House must send forth without any
equivocation to the whole na:i_r.m.
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I am glad that the President has under=
lined that in the midst of these forces of
disintegration and the violence which has
fallen, the majority of the people have
remined calm and sobre. Only a hand-
ful are trying to destroy what the
majority wants to build. He has very
pointedly said that we are all glad, and if
I may read from that part of the Presi-
dent’s speach, he has said :

It is however heart warming that the
majority of the people, irrespec-
tive of the community to which
they belong, have refused to be
misled by the sinister propaganda
of hate let loose,™

A few Hindus have died, a few Sikhs
possibly have died. Who has been the
aggressor it is not for us dow to judge.
Whether the Sikhs first let loose this
compaign of hatred and violence or there
are others also in the game or not, it is
not for us to judge because I always hear
that what can the poor Haryanvis do?
When they found that the Hindus were
being slaughtered, just because they are
Hindus across the border, they get in-
flamed. They should not get inflomed,
I do not get inflmed. I am a
Hindu. I never consider the Sikhs out-
side our great Hindu folk because the
Hindu folks have impressed the Jains the
Sikhs and others every religion that has
sprung from the soil of India—the
Budhists, the Jains, the Sikhs and other
great religions, We have ajways been
a great amalgam of ideas A great poet
Dr. Tagore said that into this country has
flowed streams of humanity. Pathans
have come, Mughals have come, Dravids
have come, the Aryans have come, the
Huns have come and others have come
but they have all merged into this great

sea of humanity called Bharatvarsh.
This is a great sea of humanity
and I call it the pilorimade
of man. Therefore this has been

the sea of humanity. Years ago, when I
went 1o see for the first time the caves
of Ajanta, one thing impressed me
immediately and that was this that side
by side over the countries the Buddhists
have built their caves, the Jains have built
their caves next to it, the Hindus have
bulit their caves next to it and they have
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all existed side by side over the cenruries.
They still exist there singing the glory
of unified India, of the great culture of
India which has been enriched by every
stream of humanity which has flown into
it. When I went to Kerala 1 went to the
Synagogue of the Jews in Cochin. The
Rabbi there proudly displayed to me. |
was then the Minister incharge of
endowments also so I made it a point (0
see all the religious places whether they
are of the Hindus, Muslims, Christians
or of the Jews. The Rabbi came and
showed to me the copper grant by which
in the sixteenth century the then Maharaja
of Cochin gave them the land free to
build their Synagogue opposite the Hindu
temple of the Maharaja himself It sull
exists their  Whoever goes to Cochin he
will not fail to notice that Maharaja gave
the land to build the Synagogue of the
Jews mnext to the Maharaja’s ancestral
temple in which they worshipped for
generations, That copper grant is n
Sanskrit because Cochin and Trivandrum
are great centres of Sanskrit learning,
As 1 happened to read Sanskrit I will
translate to you what that copper giant
said, It said: Our Friends from the West
have been driven into our shores by the
storms of hatred. Because these were the
days of inguisition in Spain the first lot
of Jews who came to India came from
Spain driven by the inquisition program-
me in Spain let loose by the Catholic
fenatics and they all came by ship. This
grant says : They have been driven into
our shores by the fury of passion and
hatred, It is my duty which I owe to my
ancestors and to my God whom I worship
everyday, that we give succour and help
and shelter to these unfortugate men who
have come to us without any blame
to be attached to them. He gave
them Jand and the Synagogue was
built on that land and it is still there.
Dozens of mosques have been built on
free land give by the Mahaiaja of Cochin
and Trivandrum, and they still exist today
rent free, Hindu Kings have given free
lands for building mosques to Muslims
And the same thing with the Sikhs,
Maharaja Ranjit Singh did the same thing
He kept Hindu places of worship and
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Muslim places of worship near the places
of worship of the Sikhs. The best of
Maharaja Ranjit Singh's advisers were
Hindus. Every Hindu family of Punjab
used to have at least one man, possibly
the eldest son in the family, who is to be
given to the Sikh community. So, he
grew his beard and long hair and put his
turban. So, the eldest son always became
the Sikh. Intermarriages between the
Sikhs and the Hindus was the most com-
mon thing,

It is a curious irony of fate that these
two communities have been made to fight,
We must see that this does not happen
in the country. Let us crush that, not
merely by force, but by the might 1dealism
which has been handed over to ms by
Mahatma Guandhi, Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru and other great leaders, the leaders
of the Hindus, Sikhs and Muslims, who
are all great leaders of India as a whole,
There are no Hindu leader, Muslim leader
or Sikh leader; they are all Indian leaders
of the past,

Thercfore, 1 raise my voice very
strongly, with great expectation and with
great temerity also, that these forces
of wviolence must be completly destroyed,
and 1 have no doubt that they will be
destroyed very soon,

Coming to the other poinets, to which
reference has been made by the President,
he has referred to the great progress
which has been achieved in the field of
agriculture. It is now a matter of
universal  acknowledgement that the
Indian green revolution has been one of
the wonders of the third world. 1
remember I want in 1965 to the United
States on my way back from Latin
America, After the Pakistani conflict in
1965, Prime Minister, Shri Lal Bahadur
Shastri, had sent me there to Latin
America 1o explain our standpoint. I
remember T went to the United States and
I saw there some of the imported Ministers
and officials. All of them tried to impress
upon me that we are so poor in agricul-
ture, They said : what 1s the point in
continuing this PL 480, unless you deve-
lop your own agriculture, how can you
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feed your own people and all your plans
are bound to go as under,

Now that lie has completely been
nailed. We have not only shown to the
whole world how magnificently our agri-
cultural sector can revive and can expand,
but we have also set an example for the
entire third world and even the Chinest
Government have now expressed their
gréat admiration for the progress achieved
in the agricultural sector. The only thing
that T can suggest is that we must take
lessons from collectivisation by the for-
mation of co-operatives of agriculture,
because fragmented holdings can never
sustain advance in agriculture, Therefore,
we must organise our agriculturists into
co-operatives so that they can jointly
carry on mechanised agriculture, advanced
agriculture, which will further hasten
the growth of our agricultural
sector.

At one time, I remember it was said by
one of the agriculturists ijn the Planning
Commission—1I think he belonged to the
opposition party; he is in the opposition
now - that have if 2 per cent advance in
agriculture is achieved, he will be very
happy. Between 1982 and 1983 the
advance has been of the order of 9 point
something It is really unthinkable and it
is really significant compared to anywhere
in the world.

Therefore, Sir, I hope that the Govern-
ment, in deference to what the expectation
of the President is—and I take it that it
is the expectation of the Government
also—will organise our agricultural sector
into large-scale cooperatives so that the
fragmented holdings can become unified
holdings with people working together,
sharing together according to their
respective holdings and yet making -the
foundation for modern and mechanised
agriculture,

Now, I come to the question of indu-
stry. When the Britishers were here, this
country was considered to be mainly an
agricultural economy. I remember, when
Sir Jamshed Ji Tata first concecived the
idea of cstablishing a steel factory in
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Jamshedpur for manufacturing steel in
India, the then Chariman of the Railways,
an Englishman, said: ‘Steel in India’.. [
would rather like to bite it and see
whether it is steel or not.”” It is on
record. It is in history. He said:, I will
rather bite it and see whether it is steel or
not. He thought this country would not
be able 10 produce steel. And today our
steel factories are not only modern, but
they produce the finest steel and that our
progress in this field is magnificent. A
country which produced not even a
screw before Independence has sant
INSAT into the space. Thanks to be
leadership of the Prime Minister, the
entire momentum of scientific and techno-
logical advacne has been put into new
motion and gear, And we have sent our
ships to the Antarctica for the purpose of
further exploration. Sir, most of our
ships moving in the ocean are the ones
which have been manufactured in our
own shipyards. Our engins have found
markets outside the country and our
industry today ranks very high in the list
of the industrial nations, [ think we rank
eighth today in the list of industrial
nations. During the British davs we were
a poor agricultural country and it was
said that people here are born in debis,
they hLve in debts and that they die in
debts. That was the concept of Indian
agriculturists before Independence. Today
he is a proud Indian who would wield
his mechanical plough whether hand
driven or tractor driven, he employs
modern techniques of agriculture and n
industry our workers are considered to be
the finest in the world; their still is equal
to the best in the world and their deft
hands are regarded as excellent everywhere
in the world.

Thercfore, 1 am very happy to acknow-
ledge the gratefulness to the President for
referring to the great grogress achieved by
the nation under the stewardship of the
present Government and our leader.
Shrimati Indira Gandhi. We hope that
they will live long to guide the nation
for further and better prospects and th at
we shall be able to travel very far after
overcoming the forces of disruption and
violence which seem to threaten us for
the moment; but overcome we must, beat
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we must these forces of and destroy we
must these forces of disintegration and
build once again on the foundations Ilaid
by our great leaders of the past, the fabric
for the future, our citadel for the future
s0 that we shall be proud and our
children will be proud to think that 'we
were the architects who destroyed the
forces of disruption for all times to come,
Thank you very much.

(Karimnagar) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, {
rise to support the Motion of Thanks to
President for his kind Address,

1 was carefully listening to the speeches
of the Opposition leaders, particularly
that of the latest speaker, Shri Sura)
Bhan. He was narrating all kinds of
stories regarding Punjab 1 would like
to know from him as to who is responsi-
ble for this kind of situation. It was
the Janata Party which encouraged them
The Lok Dal and the BJP were also a
part and parcel of that Janata Party
The Akali Dal against whom you are

You have no right to blame
this Government, In fact, in 1980 when
we took over from you, we inherited all
kinds of problems, the Punjab problem,
the Assam problem and every other
problem. It is the Janata Party which
is responsible for this kind of situauon.
whether it is disintegration or any ather
situation, it is the Janata Party, which
was ruling this country, which is responsi-
ble for it, We are trying our best to
see that these problems are tackled satis-
factorily. When we wanted to take some
steps in Punjab where the situation was
poing out of control, it was the same
Opposition which came in our way, You
were warning us, you were waining our
Home Minister, ‘Do not enter the
Golden Temple ; otherwise, you will have
to face the consequences’. | am sur-
prised, now the Janata Party leader
Shri Morarji Desai is saying, ‘If ncces-
saty, send your army to the Golden
Temple ; we cannot tolerate all these
thimgs',  The Lok Dal Leader, Shri
Chuaran Singh, has said recently n
Gwalior that this incompetent Govern-
ment is not taking any steps. But these
wetre the very Parties which were coming
in our way to tackle this problem. When
we wanted to take eflective steps, un-
fortunately they were coming in our way.
Now, of late, | do not know what hap-
pened to you, you realise that this
country is going to disintegrate if we do
not conirol the situation, Now you are
blaming this Government for not taking
effective steps against Akali Dal, I am
not blaming the CPI and the CPM. To
some extent, they are also responsible in-
directly. But the other people, the
Lok Dal and the BJP, are definitely res-
ponsible for this, Not only this Punjab
situation—1 tell you, I will give another
instance also, Now in Punjab afler all
this encouragement this kind of situation
is there.

In the
name of self-respect of the Telugu people,
they came to power, Now you ate
hobnobbing with them, Not only that |
am suiprised to read in the newspapers
that in Gwalior a conference was held
and in that confeience the great BIP
Icader, Mr, Atal Bihari Vajpayee and the
great Lok Dal leader Mr. Charan Singh
are siying, ‘Here is a man from the
south, He is playing a great role in
Andhra Pradesh and we hope that he
will play a great role in the nation’. He
has destroyed our State. If you want
to destroy the country; you are welcome—
my friends. But this 1s the attitude of
our fricnds over there....

SHRI NARAYAN CHOUBEY : That
about Mr, Channa Reddy ?

S(iR1 M, SATYANARAYAN RAO :
If you 1alk of individuals, I do not consi-
der them at all. Leave alone individuals.
1 do not consider them ut all Mr. Channa
Reddy or Mr Narayan Choubey do not
matter at all, this man or that man, After
all in the mainstream whoever is not there
will be forgotten. Don’t bother about
any individual. I am not bothered about
anybody. What I want to say is that
1 warn these people. These people are
again encouraging a man who believes in
regionalism. Now you say that because
of election he mav be useful to ‘us’. You
are therefore hobnobbing with  him.
This is because of your selfishness, utter
sclfishness, But is there any alternative
programme ? The only programme you
have is how to remove Shrimati Indira
Gandhi from power and how to remove
the Congress Government from power.
That is all and you have no alternative
programme. The same thing happened
in 1977, Again you want to repeat it ?
For what ? After 1977 we have seen the
destruction of the country—economic des-
truction, political destruction and the
problems which you have left for us we
are now facing and we are trying our
level best to solve them, I want to
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warn the CPI and CPM people—beware
of all these p:ople.

Mr Suraj Bhan says, ‘I am sorry for
what is happening n Punjab Innocent
people are being killed'. Who is
killing,’ The  so-called commu-
nalists whether they are Sikhs or Hindus
are responsible for these things. Instead
of condemning them, you come here and
blame our Prime Minister and our Party
saying, *You are not taking any action
and you are responsible for the killing
of the innocent people, etc.” But 1 hold
you responsible for all these things. You
are encouraging them. Not only that,
you were hobnobbing with these Akali
Dal people at that time. Now in Haryana
who are responsible ? You arc encourag-
ing these pcople—the Hindu Suraksha
Samiti people. They belong to your
Party. You are encouraging all these
things. Instead of solving this prob'em
and instzad of helping the government
to solve them, you are encouraging azam
the so-called communilists only for the
sake of your Party and in the interests of
your Party you are doing all these things.

Yoa have
created the situation and you have
created the problem and when we are
trying to solve it you put so many ob-
structions on our way. You come here
and blame our Party.

Qur elders in-
cluding Mahatma Gandhi have sacrified
their lives for the sake of freedom 1
take the example of Mr. S:n who men-
tioned the namzs of the great Bhagat
Singh and Lala Lajpat Rai who had sacri-
fied their lives for the sake of our free-
dom —not for dis-integration of the coun-
try by killing innocent lLives and they
wanted freedom for the couniry in order
to ahieve economic progress in this
country, In those days, we weie not
having suficient food or houses etc. B,
after attaining indepen foace, we tnied our
best to see that the poorer sectins of
the people get the mimmum facihities.,
Snce the last thirtysix years, we are
duing all these things.

Yeterday, Shri Samar Mukherjee was
telling that there was no progress at all;
we were unnecessarily boasting ourselves,
We should give credit to the monsoon.
When it fai's, you never give credit to us.
We are only blamed. Tt is the God
Almighty which is responsible,  We have
not created irrigation facilities. Now you
say that the credt must go to the
monsoon. It is because of that; we huve
not done anything. Ultimately, 1t is the
soundness of the policy which 1s responsi-
ble for these things. [ am happy to k1 ow
that. We are really proud of it. In the
whule world, particularly, in the African
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continent, the agricultural production has
gone down like anything. They are
facing aggrave problem, They ace now
thinking as to how to feed those people
in that country. At this juncture, in our
country, we have not only progreses but
we have achieved a massive food produc-
ton of 142 mulhioa tonnes.  This is not a
small achicvement for us.  When we have
achieved something, you should have the
courage Lo appreciate that,  If we fail,
you are it bberty o say that, As
Opypwsition leaders, you are at lhiberty to
say that,  When we do some good things
you should appreciate us. If something
wrong happens, you go on blaming us.

The j oor people aie suffering in  the rest
of India too.

SHRI M. SATYANARAYAN RAO :
Yesterday, Mr. Mukherjee was saying that
this  Government is  encouraging the
industriabists and the rich people. When
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I was in Calcutta, I had an occasion
to meet so many people, particularly, the
industrialists, The Estimates Committee
went there. We were examining these
people.  They said that they were very
happy with the C.P. M. Government.
When I asked them ‘Why” they said that
they had not interefered with them and
that they were having a very good relation
with them. You are happy with them
there. Here you blame the Central
Government that it is encouraging these
industrialists and the rich people are
happy with us. They maybe happy with
you in West Bengal—not with us Of
course Prof. Pal was one of the members
of the Estimates Committee  And in his
presence, we were discussing these
things.

This country will remain
a begger for food. But what happened
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later on. During these 10-15 years
whatever policies we adopted they are
responsible for this green revolution.

Now, you speak about poverty, Where
is there no poverty ? Poverty—whether
you are here or we are here—is going to
be there so long as population increases,
(Interruptions) We don’t have any magic
wand to remove poverty within no time,
We are doing our best but, uafortunately,
the increase in population is coming in
our way. Production has increased but
at the same time population has also
increased and that is why we are facing
this problem, We also welcome your
suggestion as to what methods should be
adopted to remove poverty, But instead
of giving suggestions you only try to
tell us we have not done this or done

This motion is to discuss the situation
in Punjab, leading to communal violence
and confrontation between CRPF and
sections of the people, both in Punjab
and Haryana.

Sir, after you admitted the adjourn-
ment mat:on in this House on the 24th,
with the best of intentions, some of the
members of the Treasury Benches suggest-
ed that, since the matter is of an extre-
mely delicate nature, and as the situation
in Punjab and Haryana is rather explo-
sive, we should avoid a discussion of
this subject through an adjournment
motion. [ quite realise the feeling behind
this suggestion, But I must make it ex-
plicity clear that, in a free country like
ours, the sovereign Parliament of the
country cannot function with a fear
complex,

You may recall that even during the
1971 war, to demonstrate to the world
that the morale of the Parliament and
the morale of the nation has not been
cowed down, this Parliament continued
to be in session and we discussed a
number of aspects of the Bangladesh war
ultitately we emerged triumphant,
