3. This Hon’ble House is aware that
the Central Government have declared the
"~ All India Sikh Students Federation as an
unlawful association under the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967. In spite
of the ban, the Federation has been reported
to be holding meetings, conventions, and
its Jeaders have been making objectionable
speeches in the State of Jammu and Kashmir.

4. The Government have been from
time to time expressing their concern to the
State Government about the activities of
anti-national and secessionist elements in
the State and have been advising them to
take prompt and firm action, The State
Government have taken some action against
these elements, However, the activities of
such clements are continuing.

Not
only they hava not banned but a minister,
Mr. Rafig Hussain Khan has said in the
presence of Shri Farooq Abdullah that it is
not banned in Jammu and Kashmir. I want
to know whether it is correct on the part of
Dr. Farooq Abdullah whom we respect so
much and who is always saying that he is a
nationalist. [ want to know why he is not
following the Indian national policy and why
he has not banned All India Sikh Stndents’
Federation in Jammu and Kashmir. If this
organisation is not banned, it will go on
with its activities in Jammmu and Kashmir
and it will have great repercussions for the
rest of Indja.
