(xv) Crisis in Steel re-rolling units

SHRI LAKSHMAN MALLICK
(Jagatsinghpur) : The steel re-rolling
industry has been reeling under a severe
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cvisis since last three years., The reas-
ons of crises are not far to seek. The
non-availability of major isputs like
coal and power have led to 'the crises of
the industry. The prices of coal have
gone up by over 400 per cent in less
than a decade. The average price of
steam coal per tonne comes to Rs. 270
after last increase effectiee from January
8, this year. Even at these high prices,
coal is not available in adequate quan-
tity, in right quality and in right weight.
Power shoriage is more or less a
common problcm in every State and due
to this, power cut has beecu imposeed on
the steel re-rolling units.

The irdustry wouid restore its
health if the following measures are
taken up with all scriousness by the
appropriate authorities,

Prices of all basic materials should
not be allowed to increase at least for
two years. Joint plant committee of
the main producer should so fix the
rales of semis ensuring that re-rollers
get the conversion cost as fixed by it
for the integrated steel plants. Arran-
gements should be made to supply
major essential inputs of the steel re-
rolling wuniis at reasonable rates, 1
request the hon. Miuister of Steel and
Mines to take immediate steps in the
above matter and make an end to the
crises in steel re-rolling units.
