EXPORT (QUALITY CONTROL AND
INSPECTION) AMENDMENT BILL

MR. CHAIRMAN : Now, we take up
pext item., Shri Nihar Ranjan Laskar :

THE MINISTER OF STATE 1IN THE
MINISTRY OF COMMERCE AND IN
THE DEPARTMENT OF SUPPLY (SHRI
NIHAR RANJAN LASKAR): Sir, 1 beg
to move.**

“That the Bill to amend the Export
(Quality Control and Inspection) Act,
1963, be taken into consideration,”

Sir, while moving this amendment, I
would like to state that this Bill seeks to
provide for the development of export trade
of India on sound and stable basis, through
quality control and inspection and for
matters connected therewith, The hon,
Members who are present here would have
observed from the statement of objects and
reasons attached to the Bill that this legisla-
tion has been moved with a view to remov-
ing certain deficiencies, .inadequacies and
lacunae in the existing Act passed by Parlia-
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ment in 1963, so that the Export Inspection
Council and Export Inspection Agencies
would be able to administer the compulsory
quality control and pre-shipment inspection
scheme more effectively

Since the enactment of the Export
(Quality Control and Inspection) Act, 1963,
exportation of as many as 875 items is
subject to compulsory quality control and
pre-shipment inspection. Besides pre-export
inspection, a number of other measures have
been taken to streamline the quality control
and inspection system and create conscious-
ness of quality amongst manufacturers and
exporters, who are being encouraged to
instal in-house quality control for the
upgradation of the quality of their export
products,

I am just giving a little back ground to
this. While the measures already taken
have had a salutory effect on the quality of
products exported and the complaints
received from overseas buyers on quality
have declined, it is felt that there is a need
to take further steps to enforce quality
standards for building a higher level of
credibility in world markets. In the present
environment of fierce competition. a reputa-
tion for qualitative excellence is an impor-
tant factor in the marketing of products. On
a review of the existing clauses of the Export
(Quality, Control and Inspection) Act of 1963,
certain deficiencies and lacunae have come
to light. It is, therefore, proposed to amend
some of the provisions of the Act for
administering compulsory quality control
and pre-shipment inspection scheme more
effectively.

With a view to achieve the desired
objectives of removing the deficiencies and
lacunae in the existing Act, this Bill provides,
inter alia, for the following changes in the
Act; —

(a) It will enlarge the membership of
the Export Inspection Council by allowing
the Central Government to nominate 15
persons instead of the persent limit of 11

persons nominated by the Central Govern-
ment.

(b) Under the existing provisions, a
certificate of export-worthiness once issued
to a commodity by the export inspection

agency cannot be withdrawn even if there
are reasons to believe that the certificate
was issued wrongly of fraudulently. It is
proposed to empower the agencies to amend
or suspend or cancel such a certificate in
accordance with the procedure to be prescri-
bed by rules under the Act.

(c) The Act st present provides for
prosecutions only for fraudulent use of
export-worthiness certificates or other viola-
tions of the Act. Experience has shown
that this step has not had the desired effect
in curbing the abuses of the quality control
and pre-shipment inspection facilities. This
is also no guarantee that the sentences of
imprisonment: or fine imposed by courts
would also lead to the mopping up of the
ill-gotten gains accruing to persons misusing
the facilities, With a view to removing this
lacuna also in the Act, it is proposed to
provide for the entry, inspection and search
of premises in which notifljed commodities
which have bcen manipulated after examina-
tion by the export inspeciion agencies or
documents or things in connection therewith
are suspected to have been kept or concealed
and to seize them. Provisions for confisca-
tion of such commodities and imposition of
penalties have also been proposed in the
Bill.

(d) In order to have a check on the
misuse or abuse of powers by the officers of
the Export Inspection Council or the
agencies, it is proposed to make a provision
by which the delinquent officers who have
misused their authority would also be liable
to punishment under the Act.

(¢) Under the existing provisions,
commodities notified by the Central Govern-
ment are prohibited from export unless
these are accompanied by certificates issued
by export inspection agencies, There may
be some special contingencies when it may
be necessary for temporary suspension or
relaxation of the operation of all or any of
the provisions of the Act in respect of
certain commodities or areas, Therefore,
it is proposed to provide this power to the
Central Government,

These are some of the measures which
are being taken to make the Act stronger
and more stringent. I hope this Bill will
get the wholehearted support - of the hon.
Members,

With these few words, I commend the
Bill for discussion,

MR. CHAIRMAN : Motion movyed:

Mr. Satyasadhan Chakraborty,

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY (Calcutta South): Mr. Chairman,
Sir, the purpose of the Bill is surely lauda-
ble, and that is why, I have no hesitation in
supporting the Bill. The purpose as
enunciated in the Statement of Objects and
Reasons is :

“For the sound development of the
export trade of India through quality
control and inspection...”

The quality of the export should be such
that the people who buy from us are sure of
the quality and our name in the world
community is not tarnished. Any Govern-
ment should actually see to it that the
commodities that are exported from the
country are of such quality that the custo-
mers, the consumers, are satisfied and be-
cause of this trust, the export expands.
Japan has such a law. Today the Prime
Minister of Japan will be addressing us.
Though I disagree with many of the prac-
tices of the Japanese economy, I should say
that they are very conscious of the quality
of the things they produce. That is why,
they have earned a good name outside
Japan,

The people who buy these goods are
sure that they would not be cheated. Though
Japan has this Act of quality control and
next to Japan, India has this Act of quality
control, as a matter of fact, what is happen-
ing ? Despite the provisions of the Act and
despite the desire of the Government to
control the quality before shipment, the fact
is this is never adhered to,

In the Bill the Government says that the
items which will come under quality control
would be notified. We export roughly more
than 8000 items from India. Only 800
items have been notified, that is, inspection
for quality control is necessary in respect of
these 800 items only, What about the other
items ? Indian traders have already earned a
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bad name because of the low quality of the
export items. The business community
cannot be trusted because by their behaviour
they have proved that they cannot be trusted.
Then why is it that out of more than 6000
items only 875 items have been brought
under notification ? I would request the
Minister to explain this.

The Government has a scheme of self-
certification. Instead of Government issu-
ing the certificate of quality, you see the
traders themselves will certify that the goods
they are exporting confrom to the standard
I am at a loss to understand how the
Government can do it. They are allowing
the traders the right to issue certificates
on their behalf that the goods they
are exporting are good and are of
high quality. I do not understand how
you will be able to enforce the quality
because the people who have to be
controlled are given power to certify that
they are good. Always it is necessary that
there should be some authority which will
have no business interests which should do
it As a matter of fact it is the Central
Government or its agency which inspects
that should certify. Since you introduced
the self-certification scheme, complaints have
piled up. There have been more com-
plaints because the traders have dishonoured
the trust you reposed in them. There
have been complaints from China about the
bad quality of tobacco we exported to
China  There has been a complaint about
the bad quality of leather exports to Soviet
Union, Complaints are everywhere and
those complaints have increased since the
introduction of this self-certification scheme.

I wou'd like to know from the hon,
Minister whether, on the facc of the experi-
ence already gained by the Government
because of the self-certification scheme, they
are going to withdraw this or not. The
quality control should be done by the
Government agencies-by the experts defini-
tely. You have also permitted the private
agencies to do the job of quality control,
I do not understand why these private
agencies are engaged for this quality control
business, It should be the job of the
Government to do that because the traders
will be in a position to influence the private
agencies. Sometimes their interests being
identical, the traders arc motivated by the
law of maximum profit ; they do not bother
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about social welfare ; they do not bother
about the good name of the country; they do
not also bother about any other thing. Their
sole purpose is profit-nothing but the profit,
If you allow the private agencies to do
the job of quality control and issue of the
certificate, the very purpose for which the
previous Bill was passed by this Parliament
is being defeated. So, I want the hon.
Minister to declare that henceforth, this pre-
shipment quality control would be done
only by the Government agencies.

You will see one very funny thing that
is happening. We export iron-ore from
Calcutta and Paradip. I think I am correct
on this, But, the agency which is entrusted
with the duty of the inspection is in Madras.
You could have the agency in Calcutta
because, the iron-ore is exported through
Calcutta or Paradip. Why is it that this is
done through Madras ?

1 Would now ask the hon, Minister to
explain the position of the Government,
Why is this anomalous thing happening?
Why is this inspection not done in Calcutta?
Sir, you will be astonished to sec what we
are doing in thc name of export in our
country. The other day 1 was reading a
book written by a foreigner who came to
India on a visit. He says in that book that
in India, unlike many other countries, the
business communitics, the traders, can
never be trusted. Inside our country itself,
we get the adulterated food. There is no
punishment, We get the substandard
commodities. But, the forcigners are used
to the good quality commodities produced,
particularly, in the developed -countries,
They, therefore, expect that the commodities
they purchase from our country would be of
a high order. At least thcy must not be
substandard.

What is bappening here? We are export-
ing basmati rice. There is a great demand
for this rice outside India. It is very
difficult to believe what is happening here.
We are exporting more of the basmati rice
than what we are producing. How is it that
a country can export this produce ? This is
what exactly we are doing.

I would like to know what is our bas-
mati rice production figure and what is our
export figure. If the export figure is higher
than the production figure then you will have
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explain wherefrom this additional rice is
coming or is it that rice which is not bas-
mati is passed on to the foreigners as bas-
mati as the foreigners do not know about
the quality of basmati. Sir, thereby we are
actually degrading ourselves because any
self-respecting country should not allow the
traders to do this, Low quality rice is
mixed with basmati rice and exported to
foreign countries as basmati rice. If the
Government of India has any self-respect
then it should have a total inquiry about it
and try to stop it so that our fair name
which has already been trarnished is not
tarnished further.

There is another item which we are
exporting more than we are producing
namely, Darjeeling tea. This tea is known
for its guality and flavour, It is in great
demand in foreign countries. It is costly
too. The production of drarjeeling tea is 1
crore kg per year whereas we are exporting
4 crores kg per year, Wherefrom this addi-
tional quantity is coming? (/nterruptions)
Sir, we earn respect and become trustworthy
by our actions. We are definitely cheating
the foreign customers, In the name of
Darjeeling tea we are exporting non.Darjeel-
ing tea of inferior quality and charging the
same price. What is happening as result
of this? They are returning the commodities
we export. Most probably the hon. Mini-
ster knows that sometimes these foreign
countries refuse to accept the commodities
we export as they are below the standard
agreed upon., When these goods go to
these countries they find them much below
the standard. That is why I would request
the government to look into this aspect.

Sir, now with this basmati a famous
name is involved and that is ** who
is engaged in gun production and ** who
is also engaged in export of basmati rice.
(Interruptions),

MR. CHAIRMAN : Why mention
the name?
SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKAR-

BORTY : We have mentioned the name in
connection with the Shiva gun factory,

I am mentioning this because he is
involved,

MR. CHAIRMAN : I will look into it
I will go through the record.

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKAR-
BORTY : Do you mean to say that his
name is not worth mentioning ? In that case
I will not mention it,

Actually he had agency and he exported
it to USSR. It was found that in the case
of Basmati rice this particular ** exported
not Basmati rice but some other inferior
quality rice, This was detected. This
probably is one of the reasons why he has
fallen from grace of the ruling family of our
country.

As I said in the beginning, the purpose
of the Bill is laudable. I have no gquarrel
with the objectives of the Bill Coming to
practice what is being done is contrary to
what is in the Bill. You have Export
Inspection Council, 1 would like to know
how you select people for this Export Inspec-
tion Council. Will you assure this House
that the Director of this Export Promotion
Council has technical knowledge? Can you
assure the House that you are recruiting
people only with technical knowledge? What
are the rules of recruitment? Are they
obeyed? Is it a fact that any person mnot
having technical knowledge but satisfying
very influential people can stay on as head
of the organisation? I would like the Mini-
ster to tell the House whether there has been
any violation of the rules regarding appoint-
ment or not. Whenever any new Minister
comes therc is new recruitment and rules
are violated. It has come to my notice that
the Director has no technical knowledge.
This is what I have collected from the paper
and so I am mentioning it. I would like
the Minister to enlighten the House on these
points.

1 agree we have to earn foreign exchange.
But what we produce and the amount we are
able to export and our earning of foreign
exchange depend upon the quality of our
product. That is why I would request the
Government to be very stringent about the
quality of the product we are exporting
because with this money of foreign exchange
we buy things from the foreign countries.
This is an important thing to be taken care
of, when we are facing trouble in the inter-
national market. We are facing more and

**Not recorded,
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more competition. It has become a highly
restrictive international market and also very
competitive, That is why our national inte-
rest dictates that Government should enforce
all the rules very stringently and punish
persons responsible. There are provisions
in the Bill. But itis not merely the desire
of punishing alone which is needed. But
you have to actually punish these persons
and take adequate steps so that people who
indulge in such malpractices could be brought
to book and punished. We have to see
that the good name of our country is not
tarnished in any way. With these words
I concluded. Thank you.

*SHRI D.S.A. SIVAPRAKASAM
(Tirunelveli) : Hon. Mr. Chairman, Sir, on
behalf of my party the Dravida Munnetra
Kazhagam, 1 rise to make a few suggestions
on the Export (Quality Control and Inspec-
tion) Amandment Bill, 1983.

*The original speech was delivered in Tamil:
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In 1964 the Export Inspection Council
of India was established and its main function
is to advise the Central Government regard-
ing measures of enforcement of quality
control and inspection of commodities
intended for export. Since the establishment
of the Council 875 items have been brought
under the purview of compulsory pre-ship-
ment inspection, which comprisa about 40%
of the total export of the country. I would
like to her from the Minister as to when
1009/, of the export commodities would be
brought under the purview of this Council.
I would also like to know from him why it
has not been done so far,

India’s share in world trade is just 19
I am afraid that it is less than that even.
The share of small and tiny nations like
South Korea and Japan is nearly about 209/
the world trade. 1 have no hesitation in
saying that our country’s export trade has
not gone up because wc have not paid
adequatc attention for the quality of the
commodities meant for export,

I am sorry to say that it has taken 20
years for the Government to locate the
lacnae and the loopholes in this law and to
take steps for plugging them. I cannot
appreciate such an inordinate delay in an
important issue of this nature. Recently, I
read in the newspapers that the American
parties had returned the canned fish sent
from India because they found the goods of
sub-standard quality. Similarly, reports are
appearing in the Press that the canned
products sent to other countries also are
coming back because of poor quality. It
seems that we do not show any concern for
the quality of products being exported.

It is also strange to find that 38 private
institutions have been entrusted with the
inspection work. We know that some of the
private exporters do indulge in exporting
sub-standard q'aﬁty goods. If we have
private agencies for this inspection work,
then there will be no end for such malprac-
tices. I want the hon. Minister to do away
with the present arrangement of having
private agencies for the quality inspection
work. Though this legislative measure is
good, yet 1 doubt whether it will lead to
elimination of all malpractices in export, I
suggest that a comprehensive and a stringent

law should be brought forward by the
Government for raising the quality of our
exports.

From my area in Tamil Nadu cardamom
is being exported. In 1979-80 we had
exported 2636 tons of cardamom. It has
declined to 711 tons in 1982-83. I want to
know the reasons for this steep fall in the
export of cardamom. Our cardamom is
high-grade cardamom and there is great
demand for it in° Middle-east countries. But
Guatemala, the recent entrant in export of
cardamom, reduces the price of cardamom
substantially and captures the market. We
have not taken steps to confront this kind
of unequal competition from Guatemala as
far as the export of cardamom is concerned.

Here I would refer to another regrettable
feature. As the demand for cardamom is
slackening  because of over-production
clsewhere, the Cardamom Board is purposely
discouraging the expansion of cardamom
production, In fact, the Cardamom Board
is engaged in giving incentives for lesser
production of cardamom. Thisis a wrong
approach to a national problem. What I
have said can be seen in the Annual Report
of the Ministry of Commerce for 1982-83,
1 want the hon. Minister to look into this
and apprise the house the reasons for such
a wrong approach of the Cardamom Board.
I would also like to know what work is
being done by the Cardamom Research
Institute, particularly in regard to improving
the quality of cardamom. I would request
the hon. Minister to inform the House how
much money is being allotted annually for
Cardamom Replantation and how is being
spent out of it on this scheme., The hon.
Minister should also inform the House the
steps being taken for augmenting the export
of cardamom.

It is not merely cardamom, but the
export of traditional items like tea, silk,
coffee and leather has gone down considera-
bly. I want to knew whether it is due to
fall in quality or due to some other consi-
derations, '

The hon. Minister should not merely
look into the quality control for exports.
We are in fact callous to quality in our
production. We afe importing tin waste
@ Rs. 5000 per tonne. As compared to
the quality of the imported tin waste, the
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quality of tin waste available within the
country for Rs. 10,000™per tonne is very
much low. We talk about BE INDIAN
AND BUY INDIAN. We spend huge sums
on the publicity for instilling the sense of
belonging to the nation, But the quality
of products’does not improve at all. There
seems to be no connection between quality
and production in India. Consequently
this leads to smuggling. We are producing
from pin to ships. We are producing a
variety of cloth, TV, Radio, Casettc,
Aromatics etc, But we are not concerned
about quality, We have constructed many
Five-Star Hotels in the country. All of
them have imported air-conditioners fans,
television sets, loud-speakers etc. because
the quality of our production is very low.
We must pay attention to quality production
within the country. We should tighten the
pre-shipment inspection of export commo-
dities. All the export commodities should
be brought under the purview of the export
inspection council. The private agencies
entrusted with export inspection must be
done away with, There should be deterrent
punishment for those who violate the estab-
lished law of the Jand in this regard.

~ With these words I conclude my speech.

~ SHRI N. SOUNDARARAJAN
(Sivakasi) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, in
order to improve our export trade, certain
amendments necessary in the present Export
(Quality Control and Inspection) Act, 1963,
1 have to congratulate the Commerce
Minister for bringing certain amendments
to eliminate the defects in the present Act,

As our Commerce Minister said in some
public and private functions, the export
front of India does not look very bright.

India’s share in the world export market
has declined miserably, For instance, in
1938 India's share in the world export was
2,91 per cent which had declined to 0.40 per
cent in 1981, Moreover, the figures availa-
ble for the first six months of this year also
have not been very encouraging.

Shri K.K, Modi, President of the PHD
Chambers of Commerce and Industry has
rightly said that there was need for greater
emphasis on the export sector as the foreign
exchange yeserves had declined from Rg,

5,200 crores in 1978-79 to Rs, 3,436 crores
in December 1982,

In order to improve our exports, the
role of the commercial missions abroad
-should be made more active and effective
for markel information intelligence,

We are exporting 51 per cent of our
total export quantities to USA, USSR,
Britain, Japan and West Germany and 20
per cen: to nine countries including France,
Italy and Holland. We also have to take
necessary steps to capture a sizeable portion
of the export market in China which is
emerging as a very big market,

Our Indian industry is enjoying high
reputation in UK. in certain sectors like
engineering components and computer soft-
ware and it is important for our industry
to take advantage of this to develop it in
other countries.

The battle for development of foreign
trade has to be fought by our exporters and
industrialists dnd the Government on its
part has to extend all possible fucilities and
provide all possible incentives in order to
enable them to meet the challenge,

We also have to make special efforts to
upgrade our technology especially for gene-
rating export production,

Moreover, if our country has to improve
its share in the world market, all efforts
should be made both by the industrialists
and the Government to supply good quality
goods at competitive prices, Take, for
example, Japan. In Japan there are no
natural resources. They are importing all
raw materials from various countries and
with their technical knowhow and national
spirit they are producing good and standard
quality goods from the imported raw
materials and are exporting the finished
goods all over the world. They are having
wide world market for their goods. But
in India, though we have a lot of natural
resources, yet we are¢ not able to increase
our export trade. The reason for this is,
in Japan the people are ready to sacrifice
anything for the sake of the nation. In other
countries also people are ready to sacrifice
at least something for the sake of the nation,
but in our country most of the indusfrialists
and exporters .are pot ready to sagyifice
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anything for the sake of their country, They
are purely dominated by personal or indivi-
dual ambitions and not by national spirit,

So, necessary amendments are being
brought forth, to improve our foreign trade
by our Hon'ble Commerce Minister, 1
support this Export Amendment Bill, 1983,
It is very necessary to sustain the quality
of our exports, then only the export trade
will grow.

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DR. A. KALANIDHI (Madras Central):
Mr, Deputy-Speaker, Sir, at the outset I
express my sincere thanks for having per-
mitted me to express my views on behalf
of the D.M K. -on the Export (Quality
Control and Inspection) Amendment Bill,

In the Statement of Objects and Reasons,
it is stated :

“Under the existing provisions, commo-
dities notified by the Central Government
are prohibited from export unless they
are accompanied by certificates issued by
export inspection agencies.”

1 would like to say, Sir, that it is not
very difficult to obtain a certificate. It is
very casy to obtain it. ]know the cases
that have been reported from Assam where
a senior official has given a certificate for
exporting silk., It is a bogus certificate
issued by taking some money. I know that
some of the agencies give such certificates.
So, merely obtaining a certificate is not a

difficult matter. After that in 1963, after a
lapse of 20 years, we have got only five
export inspecting agencies. Are you not
ashamed that after 10 or 20 years you have
becn able to set up only five export
agencies. My colleague, Mr. Sivaprakasam
has mentioned that 38 private inspecting
agencies are there. I want to know from
the hon. Minister what is the criterion by
which you allow the private agencies,
whether any norms have been fixed. I am
asking this because this type of agencies can
misuse it. If you allow this type of private
agencies, there will be mushroom growth of
export inspecting agencies that may be com-
ing up in the country,

With regard to quality, you have been
mentioned that stringent measures will be
taken. I emphasise the same thing because
as far as the quality control is concerned,
we should take stringent measures so that
not only the image of our Indian goods . will
go up, but our nation's image also will go
up in the eyes of the world. Otherwise,
our products will lose ground in the overseas
markets., Twenty years back there was a
bandlcom product by name ‘Bleeding
Madras’ expoited from Tamil Nadu. The
second shipment of this product was very
good. But what had happened to the first
shipment 7 Completely we have Jost the
market in the United States because we have
ro quality control. So, the Government
should take care of all these things,

The other thing is misuse of power and
the penalty to be given to the official. He
should be given the same punishment as is
given to the exporter.

In regard to the cancellation or suspen-
sion of the order if the quality of goods is
sub-standard, ] may state that it should be
cancelled, Once you black list, permission
should not be given to them in any name-
benami or in the name of any mcmber of
his family. It so happens that once the
order/licence is cancelled, he gets benami or
in the name of any other member of his
family. The family should not be given
permission for exporting ' it.

With regard to seizure of documents
which are not correct, ] may state that faulty
document, product or thing once seized
should not be returned. That should not

be given for re-inspection, There arc ways -
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~ for manipulation. If you give that back to
them for inspection, etc, you give them
loopholes for correcting themselves, That
leads to problems. While doing so, I
request the Government to be very cautious,
What happened during emergency ? The
officials misused the powers. Government
should be more cautious in giving more
powers to them,

Now 1 come to 11A at page 8. I think
the imprisonment should be more than two

years.

In my Constituency more of tan and
reptiles exporters are there. You have
banned export of cobras and phythons. I
have no objection in banning export of
cobras and phythons. But you have banned
whips and water snakes. Three lakh persons
are depending on that. Ban on trapping
whips and water snakes may be removed.
The trapping is done by Erulas who are
most down-trodden and Scheduled Caste
people in the country. They trap them and
give them to the Muslims for the manufac-
ture of products. But you have given this
to Bharat Leather Corporation to export
this. This Corporation is going in loss,
I request the Government of India to recon-
sider it and remove the ban and give per-
mission to the private exporters so that
Government can get revenue by more

foreign exchange. .

Finally, I would like to tell you, in this
Act if you feel there are lacuna, inadequacy
or deficiencies, —I feel there are lacuna, in-
adequacy and deficiencies—Government
should remove them. A fresh Bill may be
brought which may cover all the points men-
tioned by me.
