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incidents of
murder etc., on
Marwaris (CA)

are also being supplieq at concessional
rates. Wherever the educationa] in-
stitutions have a hostel or a canteen,
essential commodities like sugar,
kerosene etc. are being supplied at
controlled rates.

As regards facilities to be given to
the people affected by flood it may be
mentioned that Government have al-
ready raised the house building
advance for fully and partially col-
lapsaed  houses. They have also
announced allotment of house build-
ing imaterials like bamboo etc, at
conckssional rates through the Forest
Corporation. Rehabilitation and Test
Relief Programme in all 10 flood-
affected districts, including Sambal-
pur, Bolangir and Kalahandi are
being undertaken. There is no dis-
crimination between flood affected
areas.

The fifth demand is for the revision
of the decision to increase bus fares
and more than 50 per cent concession
to the studentg for travelling by bus.
The State Government have given
concession to students in bus fare to
the extent of 25 per cent. At certain
places, like Rourkela, where the col-
lege is located at a considerable dis-
tance, higher concession has been
given.

The sixth demand js for adequate
compensation to the families of the
deceased, who were killed in police
firing at Binka, and also to the injured
students, Ag regards payment of com-
pensation ty the victims of the police
atrocities, there are no such vicitms
in Sambalpur district. In respect of
Bolangir district, the family of the
person who died in firing at Binka hag
been given Rs. 5,000 from the Chief
Minister’s Relief Fund. The other in-
jureq person hag also been given 2
grant of Rs. 1,000/- from the Chiet
Minister’s Relief Fund.

The seventh demand is to chack
price rise and supply of essential
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commoditieg through fair price ghops.
The State Government have recent-
ly formed a Cvil Supplies Corpora-
tion to ensure availability and proper
distribution of g larger number of
essential commuodities, So, all the
demands which were made by the
students in the charter of demands
have been satisfied and fulfilled by
the State Government.

The final question was whether there
is any hand of some political persona-
lities in this. Yes, there is some hand
of political persons.... (Interruptions)
and they have played a major role in
inciting the students both inside and
outside the campus, which resulted in
bad relations between the students and
the business community.... (Inter-
ruptions).
