The tolal (uarterly
demand of Kerala is est'mated a1 10
lakhs tonnes, The central allotment to
Kerala has been to the tune of 3.29
lakh- tonnes per quarter. But,
suddenly, the Government has reduced
it to 1.99 lakh tonnes Sir, as you can
very well gee, this meagre a'lotment
will not even meet 20 per cent of our
demand. All the construction® activi=-
ties will have to bc drastically curtail-
ed. During monsoon, due to heavy
rain and floods, many bu‘ldings, roads,
bridges etc. get damaged and these
wiil have to he repaired urgently.

Apart from that, construction work
on the whole lot of irrigation and
vital hydro-electric projects will be
stalled due to the shortage of cement.

In this situation, the drastic reduc-
tion in the ailctment of cement to
Kerala is an unfortunate decision.
Therefore, I urge upon the Minister
of Industry tu restore the allotment
to at least the 3.29 tonnes level
