MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Now, we
take up further consideration of the foliow-
ing motion moved by Sbri P. Rajagopal
Naidu on 27 July, 1984, namely :— .

“That the Bil) 10 provide for measures
10 restrict the growth of population in
the country, be takenm into consider-

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRABO-
RTY (Calcutta South) : This is an import-
aot Bill becavse it deals with population and
also messures that are required for the
cootrol of population. There can be Do two
opinions in this country about the control of
population. [ bave scen no serious political
party opposing cootrol of population unept
certain partics based on religion or religious
sroups. And also the differences are as to
the methods that are 1o be lmﬂi-—wMF‘t
compulsion should be adopted or persuasion
should be the method. 1 feel that the democ-
ratic method is persuasion. Unless and uatil
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people feel for themsolves that It is neces-

sary, by compulsion it is not possible. And

the most important thing is to educate them,

to make them consclous 30 that they volun-

tarily come forward for population control,

for restriction of birihrate. The greatest im-

pediment, to my mind, Is the illiteracy in our
country. Most of our people live in the

villages. And in the villages they are still

ruled by customs, traditions, obscurantist

ideas and in certain spheres, religion also
plays a dominant role. That Is why, some
reform io the religions Is also necessary so

that they can adopt the modern attitude.
While having 0o quarrel with the Governm-
ent in its policy on family planning through

persuasive method, [ have definitely a
quarrel with them so far as their profession
is concerned. Everywhere you will ind the
boarding ‘If you want to have a happy family,
bhave a small family’. Will the Government
guarantee to all the families which are small
that they will be happy ? For happiness
what is necessary is bread, shelter, education,
health and security. I thiok, by simply
restricting the family our people would not
get all these things. And also a very dange-
rous idea is propagated amonst the people
that the root cause of our misery Is our

population. The whole emphasis is on

popolation. Is it true that becavse of our

rising population our poverty is increasing 1

The Government would like us believe that
this is the main reason. 1 would suggest that
this is a very wrong notion.

While admitting that population control
is necessary, 1 must emphasize the fact that
populstion increase is also the result of low
standard of living. It bas beea proved con-
clusively by the wsoocial scicotists, by the
experts, that the countries where the protein
intake is less, where the people live in
poverty, there is a tendency for growth in
population. Look at the Alrican countries,
where the per capita income is low. Some
of thoee countries are developing and some
of them are under-developed. The growth of
population is directly related to the abject
poverty they are in. I would refer to a book,
which is still regarded as an authority on
the subject, Geo-polizics of Hunger by Castro
(pot by Fiedel Castro, but by FAO expert
Castro), where be has proved by statistics

T T pahlinhed in the Gavente of India Extraordinary, Pi-11, sectioo 2, dated 10.8.34.
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that growth in population and poverty go
hand in hand. To fight population growth
one has to fight poverty. If a country can
successfully fight poverty, it can success-
fully contain the growth rate of population.

Again, | would request you to look at the
developed countries, where the growth of
population creates no problem. In those
countrics the problem is that the growth of
population is not enough, which is also a
danger to the economic productive sysiem.
Why is it that we find that in most of the
developed countries they do not have the
population problem or explosion 7 Two
hundred years ago they were faciog the same
problem. But, with industrialisation, with
higher standard of living, with spread of
education, they werc able to control the
growth in population and today in some of
those countrics they have minus growth
rate in population, which is a danger.

1 would like to quote some statistics to
prove that what the Government of India
is saying through its propaganda machinery
is not only unfounded but it is also danger-
ou io the sense that instead of identifying
the real problems, they would be putting
emphasis on a problem which is secondary.
What is the growth rate of population in
India 7 1 can give the figures from tbe 1981
census in thousands @

1911-1920 - 48.1

1921-1930 .t 46.4

1931-1940 e 45.2

1941-195%0 - 319

1951-1960 b 41.7

1961-1970 . 41.2

1971-1980 - 32
So, from 1911 10 1980 the birth rate per
thousand has come down from from 48.1 to
37.2. So, itis pot true to say that it is not

declining. The birth rate per thousand of
population is declining.

Therc is also a happy sign that the death
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rate per thousand is declining. During the
period 1911-1920 it was 48.6 per thousand.
In the decade 1971-80 it has come down to
15. So, there has been a fall in both the
birth and death rate. So, we cannot say that
in India there is an enormous growth in
birth rate. What is the projection for this
century ? According to the 1981 census, the
projection in birth rate per thousand is :

1981-86 - 32.46
1981-91 °t 32.30-
1991-96 .- 31.97
1996-01 .- 31.06

Tbe projection can be maximum, medium or
low. I am not quoting the lowest projection,
but the maximum. So, it would come down
from 48 1 to 31.06.

It should also be noted that the birth
ratc in India is lower than that of many
other African and Asian countries. There
are some countrics where the hirth rate is
higher than that of India. Even, then, as I
bave alrcady said, it has to be brought
down. It is true that in spite of the falling
birth rate, in absolute terms the population
is increasing.

Along with the increase in population,
the number of poor pcople is also increas-
ing. In spite of all our development—I do
not deny that there has been development—
why or how is it that the number of people
who are below the poverty line is not falling,
whatever may be the principle ? There are
many statistics given. The people who are
below the povertyline depend on what
criterion you adopt to determine it. In our
country, what is the criterion taken ? If
a man only cats food, he does not buy any
cloth or medicine, if he does not spend any-
thing on education, if he survives just like
an animal, he is above the poverty line.
Even by this criterion, not more than 50 per
cent of the people can cross that line. The
olther 50 per cent are leading the life which
is worse than that of an animal.

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA.
BORTI : Instead of talking of population
as such, in terms of numbers, we should
talk of optimum population.

There is a scientiic approach given by
Collin Clark, the noted Economist, that
whether a country ls over-populated or oot
s to be determined by the optimum popula-
tion neceasary to utilise all its idle resources.
Thereby a country may remain over-
populated even il its absolute population
is wery little. Suppose a country where
the economic growth rate is very low, even
its population is just five crores, it may be
over-populated because pecrple may not
find jobs. So, the basic quezstion is whether
we are in a position to utilise all our
resources, In other words whether we have
been able to maximise our production
brioging all our resources into operation ?
The Miolster will have to say whether in
India we bave been able to do it. 1 would
say Do, we haven't.

Secondly, Sir, poverty is pot simply
because of the growth rate of population.
You may have enough food in the country,
baut even then there may be famine. The main
question is whether the people have got the
purchasing power (o satisfly their demands
or not. So, prodoction is important. The
Government has given the slogan of pro-
ductivity. But if there are not sufficient
people to consume it, it becomes the ques-
tion of produce and perish. The main
question is purchasing power. Recently,
Shri Amratiya Sen, a famous economist, in
his book has said that the famioe or all
this poverty is a question of the purchasing
power of the people.

Suppose in India our production has
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gone up. Is it true that the per-capita
consumption of food has also gone up ?
No, it has not. It is because per-capita
consumption of food will go up only when
the people will have a higher purchasing
capacity. That depcnds on their levels of
income, tho levels of prices, the levels of
employment. So, simply to say that by
controlling population you control every-
thing, not only it will be misleading the
House, but it will bo dangerously misleading
the people also. Of course, the failure of
the Goveroment will be actually concealed
from the eyes of the people and the Govern-
ment will put emphasis that the people are
poor becau'e the people are producing
more children. So, the Government has got
to Jo nothing. The economic level bas got
to do nothing Maximising production and
also the consumption, has got to do
nothing. Oanly if you control the population,
you can have a happy family." That is seen
in the hoardings : Limiting your family is
an apparatus to happioess. Now, tell me
if a man is unem loyed and if be has only
a limited family or even if he is oot married,
then bow is he going to solve his problem ?
1 would never say that there is no ne-d of
population control. There is a need for it.
If we are planning for our economic deve-
lopment, there must be planning in popula-
tion also, but unfortunarely the Government
is over-emphasising this point.

PROF. N.G. RANGA : Which point 7

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY : The poiot that poverty is the
result of population growth.

PROF. N.G. RANGA : Whbo said that ?

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY : They don't say that poverty is
due to the existing systcm that is operating
in our couantry.

The economic system based on exploita-
tion of man by man, the economic system
where there are idie resources, the economic
system —Prof. Ranga, where you have the
machine, where you bave the infrastructure,
where you have the man, there the machine
js idle, the man is idle, the machine is
rusting, aod this is the economic system.
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And why is that there is uneployment, why
Is it that there is poverty ? First of all, how
can you give employment to the people
who are living in villages 7 It is a simple
economics. Either they will have to work
on the land or they will have to work in
the amall-scalc or village or Khadi industries
and all that. Because of the fact that a
microscopic minority control greater areas of
cultivation, the majority of them are land-
less. So long as they remain landless, they
have to work on the land of others aod
depend on the wages that are given by the
owners. And the wages are so low that it
is very difficult for them to keep their body
and soul together. Apnd that is why, Mr.
Deputy-Speaker, Sir, today when we talk of
land reforms, some people think that this is
a Left Front Government's thing. When
you talk of sincerely implementing land
reforms, they think that this is a Communist
programme. But look at your Resolutions.
You raised more slogans than the Left
Front Government is trying to implement
today in We«t Bengal. It is the Congress
Resolution which swid that to fight povernty
in India there must be drastic land reforms
and land must go to the tiller. Today some
people say that they arc farmers ; most of
them do not know where things grow. They
arc all ownors, not farmers. The richer
class people do not work on the land, tbhey
only get profits and the Government is out
to protect their interests. ‘'What about those
45 to 50 per cent of the people who have
no land ? With the growth of industry the
surplus population would work in the
industries. But what is happening in India
pow ? Because of the arrested growth of
industries, becausc of the stagnation, the
people who are uprooted economically from
the villages come to the cities, but they do
oot find employment there. This is the
problem. So it is not a population growth,
it is an industrial growth How can you
have industrial growth ? If you do not
have that land reform, the purchasing power
of the millions of our people would remain
low thereby shrinking the market where the
things would be sold. This is economics.
Then, why is it that there is arrested growth
in the factories ? Sir, wlatevor is produced
in the factory has got to be sold in the
market. Who is going to purchase things
that are produced in the factories ? The
poor people. If they remain below the
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poverty line, then there will be a shrink in
the market. Then there will be a drive for
export. But you cannot export because
you have strong competition outside. You
have to expand the interpal market and for
that, land reform is necessary and also for
that the monopoly houses—when we say
‘nationalisation’, some people think that it
is a mantra. No. If you don'tdo this,
You cupnot solve the economic problem
because ‘moncpoly’ means restriction of
production, ‘monopoly” means—you consult
any text-book, Prof. Ranga, you are an
expert on economics. What is the definition
of ‘monopoly” ? Restriction of production
because in perfect competition, what is the
motto 7 No single producer can control
production.

Under monopoly, oligapoly and mono-
psony, we control and thereby restrict
production and also push up prices. We
get extra profit. Thatis why, we demand
that there should he nationalisation of the
big industries and Government should
encourage the growth of small industries
which will give employment and where pro-
duction will go up.

Instead of concentrating on population
and every time saying that there is growth
of population and what can we do, popula-
tion is growing, you only try to conceal
your failure. You do oot identify the real
problem and you do not take correct, appro-
priate and radical measures..You cannot
say because of the fact that you represent
the kulaks, you represeot the monopoly
houses...(Intgrruptions).

1 would like to know from the hon.
Minister talking that they have a different
system and we have this sysiem and all that
1s useless. Say—how China with higher
population is pulling on 7 When you say
inflation is global, you compare. Itisnot
global. Iuis a socialist country and that is
why there is inflation. In China, population
is higher than that of India and the arable
land is less than that of India, how is it
though they control population. 1 have
never said that to control population is not
necessary. Why is it that they have been
able to solve their unemployment problem ?
How is it that their production is higher
than that of India in steel, cement and every-

-
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thing. Going by the World Baok Report
their standard of living is much higher than
that of India. You will have 1o eaplain It

Instead of talking of the populstion
growth, which iz enemy number one, they
must attack the kulaks, landlords, mono-
polists and they must also radically change
economic system whereby with the spread
in education, rise in the standard of living
of the people, there will be a decline In the
growth of population and 1 have alrcady
shown that there is decline in the growth of
population and also there has been decline
in death rate which is good. This is because
of the good medical education facilities.
1 do not say that you have not done any-
thing. For the poor people you have done
very little. Because it is a private Member's
Bill, not to score a debating poiot, I am
raising a fundamental issue. Compare it
with other countrics and say whether they
are going to adopt those measures or pot.

SHR! BISHNU PRASAD (Kaliahor):
The population explorion is the primary
impediment of socio-economic development
io our country. Unless we arrest the growth
of population in our country in a stringent
manoper, we will not be able to come up
with a betier standard of living. The
standard of living will remain asltis. In
our coontry 37% people are living below
tbe poverty line. It is expected that at the
end of the Seventh Plan the percentage of
people living below poverty line will come
down (0 21% and at the end of the Eighth
Plan it will come down to 10%;. This is as
per the Repont of the Planning Commission.

Sir, the Government by trying its best to
control the birth rate and in our country
since it is volumary the Goveroment cannot
conuol the birth rate by force., We have
been educating the people 10 take to the
family planning measures voluntarily. So,
it is ot posibie to bring down the prescat
population growth rate to zero rate or even
less than what it is a1 prescat.

1 may point out how population is grow-
ing in our country. You will be surprised to
koow that since 1925 to 1980-81, ik bas
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risen from zero per cent to 25%. In 1921,
my State Assam's population was 51,57,789
and the All-India  prpulation was
25,12,319,492. Then, the percentage rate of
growth in my State was 19% and that of
All-India was (—)0.40% Now, Sir, after
indepcndence when progress ir made in the
country, the All-lodia population was
36,09,50,165 in 1951 and in Aswuam it was
88,30,732, This percentage rate of growth
was 1930 for Assam and 1320 for All-
India.

SHRI BISHNU PRASAD : In 1961, it
had grown enormously. Assam's popula-
tion was 1,18,73,000 and the growth raie
was 3.457,. During the same period, the
All-India population was 47,90,72,582 and
the growth rate was 21.50%. 1o 971, it
had become 1,49,57,542 in reapect of Assam
and 54,81,59,652 for the All-Indis. In 1981,
when the census was completed, it has been
found that the All-India population was
68,51,85,000 and the Assam population—
projected figurc—was 1,98,87,000. The per-
centage of growth was 36%; in Assam where-
as in the country it was 25%.

At the same time, the death rate ja our
country is decreasing. In Astam, in 1970
it has becn said io the report which I have
801, the death rate was 1625 and the All-
India rate was 15.7%. In 1980, in Assam,
it was 10.7% and All-lndia was 12.4%.

just 30 years ago. Now, it hss been 83
while the population is increasing, e
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{s a division of urban population, and
rural population in the country. At the
same time, where the population is
increasing, the poverty is also increasing
at the " same rate. Particularly in the
rural areas, the population is increasing.
In our country, 76% of our population live
in rural areas and because of this, we have
not been able to provide in the rural areas,
education and other facilities of life and
better standard of living to the people. Out
of 68 crores of population, 52 crores live in
rural arcas and 16 crores live in urban
areas. The urban-rural distribution of
population pattern indicating that India
continues to be predominantly rural, al-
though urban population has increased to
some extent.

The noted environmentalist Dr. Rashmi
Mayur has said that 50%, of the world"s
population would be urbanished by 2,000
AD and most would be urbanised within
the pext 100 years.

At the end of the century, Mexico would
top the list with 31 million people while
Cailcutta and Bombay will be having 23
million and 16 million population respec-
tively.

We have to deal with this present situa-
tion in a manner which we can con'rol and
better the standard of living of our people.

In our country, what is necessary is that
we must give a fillip to the urban areas in
our country. If the rural areas can be
urbanised and we can better their standard
of living and if all the necessities of life
along with education are provided, then it
will be possible to deal with this menace.

Sccondly, if we can industrialise the
country and give more facilities, then it will
be possible to restrict the population of the
country,

Thirdly, literacy must be increased. If we
can educate the people, we will be able to
reatrict the population and then, the accep-
tance of the family planning will be larger.
Where the females participate in large
numbers in the work force, there the popu-
lation is less.

In the Western countries, therefore, the
population is decreasing. Rather it has
reached zero growth rate. This is because
the literacy there is high and also the female
participation in the work force is larger.
Take West Germany and Belgium. There,
the population growth rate is zero. But
the economic growth is increasing. There-
fore, they are having better standard of

living and people could live in a better
way,

We have to reach our womenfolk in the
rural areas and make them understand that
by reducing the number of children, we can
improve the status of the family and raise
the level of life and open up opportunities
of education and employment for
the children. If we can make them under-
stand these things, then the womenfolk will
definitely come forward to accept the family
planning methods. A strong political will
is also necessary to bring down the popu-
lation growth. The message should be
given to people through radio, television and
newspapers as well as through religious
places as is being done in Indonesia, a
Muslim country. There, torough religious
places they pass on the message to the
people and the necessity of adopting family
planning is thus taught in that country.
Therefore, the population is reduced in
Indonesia and some other countries which
are taking to family planning seriously.

The present growth rate of population in
our country is 2.2 per cent and it is expected
that in the Seventh Plan it will come down
to 1.8 per cent. My friend, Mr. Satyasadhan
Chakratorty, was talking about China. In
China they have restricted in such a way
that a family cannot have more than obe
child ; for the sccond child they have to
take the permission of the Governmeant ;
the mother cannot give birth to the second
child without the permission of the Govern-
ment. Even in that country they have been
following family planning in such a strin-
gent manner. The Bill which has been
brought forward by my hon, friend, Mr.
Rajagopal Naidu, has somec stringent
measures. The time is not opportunc to
adopt such stringent measures in our coun-
try because if we adopt such stringent
measures here or pass such an Act or frame
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such a law, then the Opposition Parties will
80 to the people and say, *'The ruling Purty
bas passed such an Act under which you
caonot have more than two children™ be-
cause the Bill provides that a family caonot
bave more than two children But the fact
remains that, unless we ukg some stringent
measures, it will not be possible to bring
down the growth rate in our country. The
population growith has created difficultics in
the field of employment. We have still 37
per cent of owr people living below the
poverty line who do not have a house to live
and food to eat. Government has been
trying its best to provide all the basic
amenities 10 the people and we expect that
by the end of the Seventh Plan from 47 per
cent it will come down to 21 per cent. We
bave still the problems of education, hous-
ing. transport, and so on, and this population
growth has slowed down the rate of our pro-
gress in giving our people a better standard
of living.

The countries facing the biggest threat of
falling incomes are those where the popula-
tion is increasing at the rate of three p-r
cent or more in a year. Countries like
Keoys and Equador are having more than
three per cent population growith But some
cast Asian coontries like Kores, Taiwanp,
Hongkong and Singapore have achicved a
remarkable success in reducing the binth
rate. China has been able to reduce its
birth rate in such a way that they have been
able to Lackie the problems of unemployment
and bousing better. Japan has been abie to
halve its birth rate from 34 to 17 per thou-
sand io 8 decade from 1947, but in owur
country it has taken three decades to bring
it down from 43 to 23. Therefore, in our
country we have (0 give a pioper
thought to this problem, and in the interest
of the country, we most frame a law in due
time to bring down the population in a
manner io which we can provide to our
peopie a better standard of living.

*SHRI M. KANDASWAMY (Tirucbea-
gode) : Madam Chairman, my hon. friend,
Shri P. Rajagopal Naidu has focussed the
attention of the Housc on the serious issue
of population explosion through his Anti-
Population Explosion Bill. Sioce the popu-

lstica growtb has aswumed such serious |

dimensions, he has been compelied 10 bring
forward this Bill. As the hoo. Members,
who preceded before me, have highlighted
the scrious conscquences of unchecked
population growth, 1 will confioc myacif Lo
centain issues which have become the stum-
bliag blook in the effective implementation
of Mmily weifare schemes.

When in 1928 the founder-member of
Dravidian Movement, Thaothal Periyar
started preaching th: necessity for family
control measures, be was coafronted with
the question ~how can tbe humanbeings
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check the dispensation of God who is the
architect of human society 7 Today the
very same people who raised this question
have become the ardent advocate of family
control schemes. It is not we alone ip India
who have realised the necessity of controll-
ing the population growth. All over the
world there is great realisation about this.
If we do not control population growth, the
human-flood will devastate the earth, as
havoc is created by the natural calamity of
floods. The control of population s very
much necessary for the very survival of
human society.

1 am not in agreement with the idea of
imposing fioes cic. as has been adumbrated
io the Bill. 1n case of employees, who be-
g¢! more than two children, one-fifth salary
cut has been proposed. Similarly, in the
case of affluent people, a fine of Rs. 20 and
in the case of others a fine of Rs. 10 have
2150 been proposed in this Bill of my friend.
By such penaltics we will not be able to
control the population. 1 do not approve of
negative approach of this kind. There
should be positive approach which will be
appealing to the people.

The preseot population in India is about
70 crores and if this present rate of increase
continues, then we will be 100 crores by the
end of 201h Century. Can we stop this rapid
growth by such penal measures ? No, it will
be counter-productive.

Firstly, the common people must be told
in their own day-to-day language as to what
will be the consequence of tbeir own future
generation, if population growth is not con-
tained. They must be made to upderstand
the efBicacy of adopting family welfare meas-
ures, which are for their good.

Seconily, those, who take to family wel
fare schemes, should be given encourage-
meot and incentives. The people who go
in for vasectomy and tubectomy operations
roust be given per head Rs. 1000/- Presently
a palury sum is being given to them, Ade-
quate Goancial allocation must be made to
tho Health Department for this purpose.

Thirdly, the Primary Health Ceatres io

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the rural areas woefully lack in basic
amenities for implementing family welfare
schemes. There should be abundant availa-
bility of contraceptives in Primary Health
Centres. The midwives who work in PHCs
must be dedicated and committed workers
to the cause of family welfare measures.
Bach PHC must be given audio-visual asids
for publicity purposcs. For one Block ope
mobile van must be supplied for propagating
family weifare measures and for supplying
contraceptives etc. 1o the people. Presently,
the laproscopic sterilization system in India
bas ot been soccessfully implcmented. |
demand that greater attention maust be given
for effective implementation of sserilization,
vasectomy and tubectomy operations, which
are the sure methods for containing popula-
tion growth.

Fourthly, for the employees of both the
Central and the State Governments, one
additional increment must be given 10 those
who restrict their families 0 two children ;
in fact, 1 suggest that they should also pet
one promotion in their cadre. This will
create an almospbere of eothusiasm for
others ;0 emulate. [t shouid also be eosured
through law, if nccessary, that those emplo-
yoes who got more than two children most
be denied the cducational coocessions and
other concessions. We should study the
successful systems thst bave been adopied
in Chins agd we should iry 0 implement
them io India with suilable modifications, if
DECESSAry.

The pogulation control schemes must be
made applicable to the pecpie belonging to
al religions in the covotry. The law in
this regard must be applicable 0 all irres-
pective of caste, creed, community and
religion. Presently thete are some religious
inbhibiticns for practsing family control
schemes. 3Suoch religious 1aboos do not find
a place in modero socicties clsewhere. There
sbould be a law forbidding such religious
injunctions in regard to f(amily welfare
schemes.

Similarly, the afffuent sections volunsarily
take to family control methods, as they have
other avenues of recreation and cntertaio-
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ment. But for the poor, procreation is the
only recreation. They do not have moncy
or opportunities for recreation outside their
bomes. It is very necessary 10 have recrea-
tion centres in rural areas, frce of any
charge.

Population explosion leads to increasing
poverty, which in turn result's in soclal
evils like prostitution etc. If we want to
cradicate poverty, then population control
must be given the prime place in our scheme
of activities. By organising loan meals we
arc pot going 10 drive out poverty from our
country. This is just a palliative, not a
permarcaot cure for the malady of population
growth. Can we climinste the modern
scourge of unzmployment by these loan
meals T Unemployment s the direct con-
sequence of population explosion. We
should have quick-yielding economic pro-
grammes 5o that the twin evll of poverty
and uncmployment can be eradicated, which
in tora will have a salutory effect oo popu-
lation growth.

None in this House can deny that the
prowth o crimes in our country b the
direct consequence of powerty and upemp-
loyment, which is bequeathed to the society
by unchecked population growth. We bave
to get oot of this vicious circle by effective
implementation of time-bound and low-cost
economic programmes for the downtrodden
o the country, whose number is estimated
to be 40 crores.

| will refer 10 Iw0 important issues rele-
vant to this problem aod cooclude my
speech. During thea seven-yoar rule of
D M.K. Government in Tamil Nadu, under
the chief-ministership of Dr. Kalaigoar
Karunanidhi, who is knowo for his conta-
gious dynamism, family plaoning schemes
were cflccted vigosously. Ihe D.M.K.
Government implemented Prime Minister
iodira Gandhi's directives in regard 10
family planning schemes throughout Tamil
Nadu. The State Government was able 10
bring down the population. Unfortuoaicly,
what is the reward that the State has I_Di
for this 7 Tamil Nadu bad ¢1 seats i0
Lok Sabha. Because of fall in populatiod,
this oomber got reduced to 39. Islt the
inceotive for the State of Tamil Nadu which
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implemented family planoing schemes for
the good of the country as a whole ? Simi-
larly, since the Central Finance Ministry
and the Planniog Commissfon allocate funds
to the Statc on the basis of population,
Tamil Nadu has started getting lesser finan-
cial allocation on account of decline in
population. Now, the 8tk Finance Commi-
ssjon has also recommended devolution of
central funds to the Siates on the basis of
population. Again, Temil Nadu will get
Jeaser funds.

My main poiot is that governmental
activities are sproading over a vast area
covering a large portion of our population,
as for exampie, Governmemt employment,
municipal employment, employment by the
local bodies, and then giving of aid, bouse
piots, granting loens eic. So goveramental
activities are covering & vast area of popu-
lation, at least 70 per cent of the populatioa.
So, some sort of discrimioation shoulkd be
made against the people who do Dot contain
their families. If ik s a question of admit-
ting & third child in the school, we should
not give admission. If it isa question of
giving employment lor a third child, even
then whether it s Government empiloyment
or industrin]l employment or whatever it is,
we should not give cmployment to the
third child. Even in respect of granoting a
losn, 8 man with a third child should be
prohibited from getting the bepefit. Our
friecnd was wiing that the idea of lamily
planning is spreadiog to tbe villagos. Of
course, that may be trwe. But the oaly way
of dealing with this problem is that we
should touch the .belly, by oot giviog
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cmployment ctc. Unless you do that, it is
very difficult to check the pojulation. Even
in the application forms, you should put a

column thst the applicant should specify

whether be is having more than two child-
ren. In this way, positive discrimination
should be made in the matter of granting
benefits.

There are industries in the country.
Every industrial unit should be persuaded
to launch propaganda about family plan-
ning among the employees. In fact they
are In a position 10 do it because they have
got greater cortrol of the employees. In
South India one organisation is giving the
benefit of Rs. 1000 to a woman who volun-
teers for operation. Like that the population
can be controlled. On the one side you can
sive iocentives for opcration etc. to the
people and on the other side, there should
be disincentives and positive discouragement
against increasing the number of children.
Even punitive action should be taken. 1 am
told that in China a girl child that is born is
killed on the spot in the villages. The
villagers there believe that a girl child is a
curse. That is the report that 1 read io the
papers. Even with 1hat they are oot satis-
fied bocause there is a vast growth of popu-
lation there. But we do not do so h.re.

So, positive discrimination should be
there o discourage and check the growth
of population. Even in respect of issuing
ratlon cards, you should put some curbs,
You canoot go oo giving the ration cards
to the locreasing children indiscriminately.
This sort of activity by the Government
should be welcome. The Government can
do something positively in this matter, So, 1
suggest that some stops like this should be
taken.

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF HEALTH AND FAMILY

JOSHI): Sir, 1 am grateful to all the boa.
Members wbo have participated in the
debate on this pon-official Bill. As such it is
a very importact topic. When 1 listened to
some of the bon. Members, particularly Prof.
Chakraborty—1 khow he is ap economist
and 1 was expecting a concrete suggestion
from him.
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lMll CHAIRMAN : Prof. Chakraborty, 1
think the Minister is referring to you.

KUMARI KUMUDBEN M. JOSHI : |
have listened to some of the Members—
nearly 18 Members have participated in the
debate. Fortunately I was listening to Prof.
Chakraborty, who is a Professor of Econo-
mics and 1 was expecting from him that he
will grve some concrete suggestions so far as
the problem of population is concerned.

Inspite of that, the way in which he ex-
pressed his views, 1 was a little bit confused,
whether he is supporting the family welfare
programme or he wants to say something
else. But he, unfortunately, politicalised the
thing. We do not want to make this subject
as a political subject. We want to involve
the people, want to make this movement as
the pecoples movement. Population problem
has direct relevance to the socio-economic
programmes.

Some of the Members expressed their view
and 1 share their seotiment that inspite of
systematic economic growth in the field of
agriculture, indusiry, science and other
developmental activities including technolo-
gV, the fruit of development has not reached
the masses because of the simuliancous
growth in the population in the country.

Prof. Chakraborty was giving some sugges-
tions. 1 would like to say something. He
said population has nothing to do with the
socio-economic conditions. Here is a Report
from the ICMR. This report gives how much
we spent only for providing food to the
children.

For a child between the age group of 1 to
3 we had to spend Rs. 120/- per month. Bel-
ween the age group of 4 to 6 we spend Rs.
160/- per month. Between the age group of
10 to 20 we spend Rs. 230/- per month and
between the age group of 10 to 12 we spend
Rs. 211/- per month. So, it bas direct rele-
vapce to the population. When we say on
the one hand that agricultural production is
on the increase, industrial production is on
the increase, but it has direct relevance.

Secondly, Government has rightly recog-
pised the need to control population and
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that is why our hon. Prime Minister inclu-
ded it in the 20 Point Programme along
with other socio-ecopomic development
progtammes. Bul when this programme was
incloded, it was clearly mentioned that it
sbould be voluntarily implemented. In this
repard some of the hon. Members have
given some suggestions. I think it is pot
wifh the philosophy to implement the way
in which we want to implement the pro-
gramme. Unless we involve the people, un:
less we make it the peoples movement, |
do oot think the country will be able to
achieve the goal. We bave achieved the
rarget. | want to give figures. There is
peoples involvement. That has helped us
to achieve the target which we fixed. That is
why 1 disagree with some of the boon.
Members who suggested some dis-incentive
or coercion. We do not believe in coercion.
My Goveroment does not believe lo coer-
cion. Any sensible person will not agree to
that. This is an individual problem. Uniess
individualism is involved, unless individual
is convinced, unicss family s involved, | do
not think we will achiewe it. We do not want
to copy programmes of other countries. We
have 10 sce the psychological background of
our people. Keeping that in view the hon.
Prime Minister said it has to be done
through voluntary agencies and involvement
of voluntary agencies is very necessary.

As a result of the performance in the last
two or three years, the couple protection
rate has shown a sharp increase. At the end
of March, 1982, the couple protection was
23.7% and at the end of March, 1983, it was
25 9% and at the end of March, 1984, it was
29.3%. That means, the couple protection
during ¢981.84 was 50% more than that of
1982-83.

One of the hon. Members has just asked
about the outlay expenditure for the family
planping progrimmes. 1 would like toin-
formn the House that during the 4th Five
Yecar Plan, ie. during 1969-74, the total
outlay was Rs. 285.76 crores and the expen-
diture was Rs. 284.43 crores. In the Fifth
Five Year Plan, 1974-78, the outlay was
Rs. 285.65 crores and the expenditure was
Ras. 408.98 crores. The Sixth Five Year Plan
started from 1978— 1 am not talking about
the rolling plan. | am talking of the Sixth
Plan from 1978 to 1980. The outlay was Rs.
228 crores and the cxpenditure was Rs.
226.06 crores.

Some of the hon. Members raised some
of the problems which the villagers are
facing. 1 would like to say that so far as the
infrastructure is concerned, we are trying (10
guide the State Government to provide them
some guidelines also to see that all the
primary health centres should bave at least
one doctor and other medical staff. All the
time we are in constant touch with the
State Government to see whether they are
implementing the programme in the right
ecarpest. One of our lady Members said,
doctors are not willing to go to the villages.
1 would like \0 say that we have asked the
State Goveraments o provide some incen-
tives to the doctors who give proference to
80 to villages for service. Now, it is for the
States also to see how best they can accept
our advice.

Now, we have appointed Guide in esch
village having one thousand population. So
far as the infrastructure is concerned, our
hon. Members should also belp us a little bit
because in their constituencies also, the
whole programmes cannot depend only on
the infrastructure. The Government pro-
vides the infrastructure but every-body
should take a lttle care and If there is any
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programme which requires improvement,
they can better contact the State Govern-
ments also because it is the State Govern-
ments which have to implement the pro-
grammes Su far as the family planning pro-
gramme is concerned, 1009, grants {* given
by the Central Government.

MR. CHAIRMAN : After the Minister’s
statement, the Members will be inspired.

KUMAR!I KUMUDBEN M. JOSHI:
Sir, 1 would like to give somc Ggures of
achievement. During the Sixth Five Year
Plan, in 1980-81, the target for sterilisation
was 2.9 millions agsinst that the achieve-
ment was 2.05 millions. [.U.D. target was
0.79 millions against that the achievement
is 0 63 millions. The target for CC uscrs
including OP was 5.54 millions agaiost
which the achievement was 3.81 millions. 1
would not like to go into the details. But in
1984 85, the target fixed was 5.96 millions
and the achicvement up to June, 1984 is
0.48 millions in respect of sterilisation The
targets for 1.U.D. and C.C. users are
3.04 and 11.00 millioos respectively. As a
result of the performance in the last two of
three years, the couple protection ratc has
increased from 23.7% in 198210 29.3% in
1984. 1 can say further that the total pumber
of acceptors of all meihods of family plan-
ping was about 11 milkions during 1982-83.

During 1983.84, it has reached a level of
14.4 mitlion, about 3}0%, more than in the
previous year, an all-time high. It was
possible for this to happen because of the
involvement of voluntary agencies, in which
the involvemeat of participants is more. If
we had used coercion or some other method,
we would not have been able to achieve

the goal.

As a result of family planning pro-
gramme, 37 million births are estimated to
have been avoided during the period
1971-81, Had these births taken place, the
growth rate would have been about 3%
instead of 2.59, as observed during the
decade 1971-81.

An hon. Membher nsked about the growth-
rate. The level of growth-rate during
1977-89 is 2.242,. Now our goal is to reach

We would pot like to accept this type of
suggestions which would affect development.
Therefore, we disagree with all those
points.

The hon. Members are quite aware that
we are talking of the involvement of the
voluntary ageocies and individuals also. We

have given some incentives. This is a hun-
dred per cent Centrally sponsored scheme.

We bave now introduced awards for the
Sistes and Union Territories who perform
well onder this Progtamme. The Family

These are
Haryana, Tamil Nadu, Himachal Pradesh,
Rajasthan, [Orisss, Gujarat, Madhya Pra-
desh, Karnataka and Kerala ; Chandigarh,
Pondicherry and Dadra and Nagar Haveli.

About the question of disincentives,
Government, in principle, i not going to
accept it.

Mr. Rajagopal Naidu with all his senti-
ments and good feelings bhas brought for-
ward this Bill. Unfortunately, be is not
present here. 1 would like to appeal to him
to withdraw his Bill keeping in view the
achievements, keeping in view the philo-
sophy which we have accepted, keeping in
view the people’s participation in the pro-
gramme—because bow it has become a
people’s movement and we want to stren-
gtben it as a people’s movement and we are
going in that direction.
