 PARASHAR  (Hamirpur)  :  The
 programme  tor  the  supnly  of  drinking
 water  in  Himachal  Pradesh  is  not
 picking  up  sncedily  as  there  is  in-
 sufficient  allotment  ot  finances  tor
 the  Centrally  spensorcd  schemes
 sanctioned  ter  the  State,  though  more
 than  8  months  01  the  current  financia!
 year  have  passed,  yet  the  amounts
 released  so  tar  arc  highly  inadequate.
 To  take  few  instances  DWSS  tor
 Barz-Choru  Bhump2!-Naunghi,  and
 Deosiddhé  in  Hamirpur  district  are
 not  being  executed  speedily  tor  wart
 ot  tunds.  The  position  is  respect
 of  centrally  sponsored  schemes  in
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 Bilaspur,  Kangr2,  and  Una  districts
 and  other  districts  of  H.P.  is  equally
 unsatisiactory.

 In  view  of  the  hopes  aroused  by
 the  launching  of  the  Drinking  Watcr
 Supply  and  Sanitation  Decade
 (1980-90)  the  people  are  looking
 icrwerd  to  an  carly  supply  ४  drinking
 water  at  their  doorstep.

 (vi)  ALLEGED  INCIDENTS  OF  THEFT
 IN  Bomsay  PorT  TRUST.

 SHRI  R.R.  BHOLE  (Bombay
 South  Central)  :  Armed  ganges  0
 thieves  backed  by  powerful  criminals
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 working  in  collusion  with  Police  :
 Port  and  Customs  authorities  are
 systematically  plunderjng  vessels,
 whereas  and  warehouses  for  high
 value  cargo  at  Bombay  Po:t.

 These  gangs  stcal  goods  worth
 approximately  Rs.  1.5  crores  to
 Rs.  3  crores  a  month,  thus  putting
 the  nztional  exchequer  to  __  losses
 in  Customs  revenues  to  the  tune -
 ef  Rs.  20  to  Rs.  395  crores  approxi-
 matcly  a  year.  They  have  all  sorts
 ot  weapons,  as  a  result  ot  which
 60,000  dock  workers  are  teeling  in-
 secure  and  helpless,  with  the  result
 that  the  port  sccurity,  already  weak
 and  lax,  has  virtuelly  disintegrated,
 The  collapse  of  the  security  -and
 vigilance  at  Bombay  Port  has  21-
 ready  caused  alarm  amongst  im-
 porters  and  shipping  companies.
 Unless  some  drastic  ‘steps  are  taken
 and  the  sccurity  system  1s  thoroughly
 re-vamped,  the  incidence  of  thett
 will  continuc  to  rise.

 According  to  Police  records  also,
 the  value  of  goods  stelen  trom  the
 Bombzy  Port  has  increased  ten-fold
 over  the  last  four.  years,  tour  times
 over  the  pest  1-1/2  year  and  by
 78°4  per  cent  over  the  last  year.
 Already  some  mari-time  trade  and
 insurance  ह  11115  in  Europe  have  made
 scothing  criticisms  of  the  security
 system  at  Bombay  Port.  Even  the
 Griling  equipment  for  ONGC  and
 components  for  pumps  used  in  nuc-
 lear  power  ।  stations  and  turbo-
 changer  sparcs  were  stolen  this  year.
