 Shri  Kartik  Oraon  had  a  massive
 heart  attack  when  he  came  to  Parlia-

 ment  House  yesterday  ang  was  imme-

 diately  taken  to  Dr.  Ram  Manohar

 1eia  Hospital  where  he  expired  short-

 ly  thereafter.  He  was  57  at  the  time

 of  his  death.

 Shri  Oraon  represented  Lohardaga
 Constituency  of  Bihar  in  Lok  Sabha.
 In  January,  1980,  he  was  appointed
 Minister  of-State  in  the  Ministry  of

 Tourism  and  Civil  Aviation  at  the  Cen-
 tre.  Later,  he  became  Minister  of
 State  in  the  Ministry  of  Communica-
 tions,

 He  starteg  his  career  as  an  Engineer
 in  the  Government  of  Bihar  in  1950

 ang  10e  to  become  the  Chief  of  the
 Structural  Design  Office  in  the  Heavy

 Engineering  Corporation  1rd,  Ranchi.

 Shri  Oraon  was  a,  Member  of  the
 Fourth  ang  Fifth  Lok  Sabha  also  dur-

 ing  1967—77.  He  wag  Member  of  the

 Work  for  the

 Bihar  Legislative  Assembly  during
 1977—80.  An  active  parliamentarian,
 he  served  aS  g  Member  of  the  2डe-

 mates  Committee  of  Lok  Sabha  during
 1968—70  and  the  Committee  on  the

 Welfare  of  Scheduleg  Castes  and  Sche-

 duleg  Tribes  during  1973—75.

 He  was  associated  with  a  number  of

 educational  institutions  and  organisa-
 tions  working  for  the  welfare  of  Sche-

 duleg  Castes  and  Scheduleg  Tribes.

 He  was  Chairman,  Indian  Lac  Deve-

 lopment  Council  of  Government  of

 India  during  1972—77.

 social  worker,  he  was

 deeply  interesteq  in  organisational
 welfare  of  backward

 classe,  particularly  for  the  Scheduled

 Tribes;  regeneration  of  tribal  religion
 and  helping  them  to  get  an  honourable

 position  in  the  society.

 Shri  Mubarak  Shah  was  under  treat-
 ment  in  the  All  India  Institute  of  Me-

 dical  Sciences,  New  Delhi,  where  he

 passeg  away  last  evening  after  a  pro-

 longeg  illness.  He  wag  59  at  the  time

 of  his  death.

 Before  he  came  to  Lok  Sabha,  he

 was  a  Member  of  Jammu  &  Kashmir
 Constituent  Assembly,  a  Member  of

 Jammu  &  Kashmir  Legislative  eeae

 bly  in  1956  ang  again  during  1973—76.

 He  was  also  a  Member  of  Rajya  Sabha

 during  1978—80.  He  was  Minister,
 Jammu  &  Kashmir  Government  dur-

 ing  1950—53  and  1972—75  holding

 portfolios  of  Finance,  Cooperation,
 Agriculture,  Revenue,  Health  etc.  He

 was  Ambassador  to  Sudan  in  1976.
