 {New  York)  have  found  ecqually  old

 wook,  (aranitic  rocks  called  =  tonalites)
 tn  the  Champua-Onlajari  area.  of  Keanj-

 har  district  in  Orissa,  with  gn  indica-

 Rion  that  even  older  rocks  exist  in  the

 region  of  the  age  of  40,000  million

 years.

 A  report  of  this  study  has  recently
 been  published  in  ‘Science’,  a  renowned

 US_  Scientific  Journal  creating  a  great
 sersation  amongst  the  Geo-Scienti¢ds  of

 the  workd  with  far-reaching  «ientific  and
 fechnoeconomic  ।  significanas-

 it  may  be  further  noted  that  for

 establishing  the  age  of  the  older  meta-
 morphic  group  granitic  and  tonalitic
 rocks  of  Keonjhar,  high  precision
 Samarium  neodymium  —isotopic—du’ing
 method  was  used  which  provided  for  the
 first  1ime  some  direct  evidence  that  parts
 of  the  ecarth’s  mantle  i.e.  middle  layer
 below  the  earth's  crust  were  differentiated
 earlier  than  3,400  million  years  ago  to
 produce  the  earliest  granitic  crus.  The
 uge  of  the  Keonjhar  rock  has  been
 estimated  10.  be  about  4,000  million  years
 old  and  stands  as  the  oldest  granitic
 crust  on  the  earth  surface.
