THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL-
TURE AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT
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AND CIVIL SUPPLIES (RAO BIREN-
DRA SINGH): Sir, it is with great
sorrow that I have to report on the
devastating cyclonic storm that hit
the coast nf Orissa on the night bet-
ween the third and the fourth of June
this year.

According to the India Meteorolo-
gical Department, a cyclonic storm
was first detected at 1430 hrs. on the
1st June about 800 Kms. South-East
of Paradeep. It moved steadily in
the North-Westerly direction without
any appreciable intensification upto
0830 hrs. on the 3rd June. However,
it got considerably intensified with a
core of hurricane wind later and cross-
ed the North Orissa coast around 2230
hrs. on the same day causing heavy
to very heavy precipitation in Cuttack,
Puri, Balasore, Dhankanal, Keonjhar
and parts of Sambalpur and Sundar-
garh districts,

Cyclone in June is a rare phenome-
non and the one in question was the
first of the century. The development
of this cyclone to hurricane propor-
tions was rather rapid. There was
also severe oscillation in wind speed
reportedly ranging between 90 KMPH
and 220 KMPH. This gusting action
caused havoc to the public and pri-
vate properties, buildings, coconut
plantations etc. Life and vproperty
was lost due to combined effect of
- very high wind, tidal waves and high
precipitation.

The India Meteorological Depart-
ment sent cyclone warnings to the
Chief Secretary ag well as to
other Government functionaries on
the morning of the 2nd June.
This was followed by a numben
of signals and cyclone bulletins.
On  receipt of these warnings
the State Government transmitted the
same over the telephone and police
wirelesg grid to the district and block
functionaries. The All-India Radio,
Cuttack, broadcast cyclone warnings
at intervals of half-an-hour round the
clock on the 2nd and 3rd June and
this continued till the early hours of
the 4th June.

According to the memorandum sent
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by the Government of Orissa cteven
out of thirteen distriots have been
affected, the number of villages affec-:
being 15,576 in 110 Community Deve-
lopment Blocks. The total population
affected in this area is about 73 lakhs.
Unfortunately 245 human lives were
lost. More than eleven thousand head
of cattle also perished.

There has been extensive damuge
to the public as well as private pro-
perty in the affected areas. More than
eight lakh houses were completely or
partially damaged. Roads and build-
ings were severely damaged particu-
larly in the districts of Cuttack and
southern part of Balasore. High ten-
sion transmission lines and towers,
and more than 1400 Kms. of the low
tension lines were disrupted. Ingress
of sea water led to saline inundation
of agricultural lands and pollution of
drinking water sources.

On receipt of cyclone warnings, se-
nior officers of the State Government
rushed to the places where the inaxi-
mum damage was anticipated, As per
the Cyclone Contingency Plan, safe
places had been identified for iving
shelter to the people. The affocted
people were accordingly" evacuated to
these places. The repeated and time-
ly warnings kept the loss of life to
the minimum.

The Prime Minister visited the cy-
clone affected areas of Orissa on the
11th June, 1982. She announced re-
lease of Rs. 5 crores as ways and
means advance from the Centre snd
another sum of Rs. 2 crores ag addi-
tional short term loan for agricultu-
ral inputs. She also ordered the re-
lease of Rs 5 lakhs from the Frime
Minister’s Relief Fund.

At the request of the Sfate (.ovt.,
the Govt of India deputed a Team of
Senior Officers between the 8th and
10th June, 1982 for an on-the-spot
study of the situation. The State
Govt. forwarded a memorandum on
the 17th June, 1982 seeking Central
assistance of Rs. 117.35 crores for re-
lief, restoration and rehabilitation.
For the second time a Central Team
visited Orissa from the 22nd to the
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[Rao Birendra Singh)
25th June, 1982. The Central Team
has submitted jts Report to the Govt,
of India. The report of the Team is
being placed before the High Level
Committee on Relief. The Govt. of
India will sanction appropriate ceiling

of expenditure on the basig of the re-
commendations of the Committee.

Apart from the assistance of Rs. 7
crores announced by the Prime Min-
ister on the 11th June, 1982, a sum
of Rs, 1 crore has been released under
the Accelerated Rural Water Supply
Scheme in the cyclone affected areas.
Rs. 45 lakhs have also been released
for raising community nurseries of
paddy on an additional area of 3000 ha.
of land. Further, 5000 MT of food-
grains were released in June to the
State Government and another 10,000
MT of foodgrains would be allotted
this month, At the request of the
State Government, the Govt. of India
have also arranged special allocation
of Kerosene, packed bitumen, levy
cement, steel and GCI sheets.

I fully share the sentiments of the
House on the loss of life and property.
I assure the Members that the Gov-
ernment will provide all possible help
to the State in relif and rehabilita-
tion of ihe affected people.
