THE MINISTER OF LABOUR AND
REHABILITATION (SHRI VEEREN-
DRA PATIL) Government’s attention
has been drawn to a news item in the
Section of the Press regarding death of
3 persons .in Bhatti Bajri Mines on 4th
April, 1983.  According to investigations
made by the officers of Directorate General
of Mines safety on 5-4-1983 the accident
occurred in Manager Bajri Mines in the
‘Faridabad District in Haryana on 4th April,
1983 and not in Bhatti Mines in the Union
Territory of Delhi. The actual number of
persons killed is 2 and not 3 as reported
in the Press.

2. There are three Bajri and Silica Sand

Mines (Anangpur, Pali and Manager) in
Faridabad District which are being operated
by private parties who have been granted
lease by the State Government. The
inspettions carried out by Directorate
General of Mines Safety have revealed
that working conditions have not been
satisfactory in all these mines. Because
of apprehension of urgent and immediate
danger to life and safety of workers in
these mines, Directorate General of Mines
Safety has issued orders under section 22
of the Mines Act in July 1976 in the case
of Manager Mine and in February/April
1979 in the cases of Anangpur and Pali
Mines respectively prohibiting employment
of persons in these mines. Prosecution
cases have also been instituted against the
managements of these three Bajri mines by
Directorate General of Mines Safety for
working the mines in conwravention of the
prohibitory orders. At present 9 cases
are pending zgainst them in the courts.

-

The attention of the State Govern-
ment was drawn in July, 1982 to the fact
that the working of the mines in Faridabad
District was unsatisfactory and the State
Government was also advised that imme-
diate action should be taken against the
leases to ensure working of the mines in
safe and systematic manner. According to
the information received from the State
Government notices for terminating the
leases of these mines have been issued.

SHRI JAGDISH TYTLER (Delhi
Sadar) : On a point of order, Sir. Witn
your permission, I want to say a few words,
which would help the Minister as also the
workers. In fact, the DSIDC people have
misled the Minister very dadly. I have per-
sonally visited the Bhatti mines. There is no
contract with the DSIDC. DSIDC people
are not mining themselves, They are not
only charges Rs. 30/— per truck, which
passes from there. They just issue the receipt
for one truck, and that truck may pass from
there any number of times. Anybody can go,
there and start mining. Even you can go,
Sir, to the Bhatti mines and start mining
tommorrw. There is a big racket. As I said,
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DSIDC people have not properly informed
you; they are not mining themselves. They
are only standing on the roadside and every
time a truck passes, they charge Rs. 30/—
and the same receipt is shown four times or
more, You should make an 'enquiry from .
them. Why have they given you the wrong
information ? DSIDC people are not mining
themselves. The Government gets Rs. 30/—
per truck and the rest goes information clse’s
pocket.
