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(xiv) DIFFICULTIES PACED BY PAS-
SENGERS AT NEw DELHI AND
OLp DELHI RAILWAY STATIONS
DUE TO SEARCHES BY POLICE.

SHRI BHIKU RAM JAIN
(Chandni Chowk) : For the past
few days there had been complaints
from passengers that they were be-
ing subjected to indiscriminate sear-
ches by the Police both at the New
Delhi Station and the Old Delhi
Railway Station. The searches were
being conducted more to harass the
passengers than for any bonafide
reason to track criminals. | here
had been cases where passengers who
had4to change trains at the OId
Delhi Station missed their trains
because they were subjected to a
long search of their baggage.

Another difficulty being ex-
perienced by the passengers at the
Old Delhi Railway Statain was that
persons coming by cycle-rickshaws
were stoped at the outer gate itself
and they had to pay exorbitant
charges to the cooclies for their
luggage. The passengers had also
to walk a distance of nearly 200
yards to purchase their tickets. It
might be mentioned that other
vehicles 1.e. private cars, taxis and
auto-rickshaws are permitted inside.
This discrimination should there-
fore be stopped so that no hardship
is caused to passengers coming by
cycle-rikshaws,

Sir, you see what is the percentage.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE
(Rajapur) :  Mr. Deputy-Speaker,
Sir, I am thankful to the three Cabi-
net Ministers to have shown us
small mercy of remaining present in
the House =t the request from the
Opposition Members that at least
one Cabinet Minister should be pre-
sent ; and [ am happy that three
of them have come. When they
come, they don’t come singly. Three
of them have come. I am very
happy about it.

Sir, I rise to raise the discus-
sion on a very important Ssubject
which is a subject matter of great
importance to our country. |he
atrocities on Harijans and Adivasis
have been increasing in different
parts of the country and the steps
to be taken to see that such atro-
cities can be prevented in the
future.

In our Indian society which al-
ways oscillates between caste  and
economic class, the roots of these
disturbances and arrocities are to be
traced in the socio-cconomic con-
ditions of the country. It is extre-
mely paradoxical that while we cle-
vate cow to the slatus of our
mother, the Harijans and Adivasis—
the flesh of our flesh and the blood
of our blood—are treated as dumb
animals, subjecied 10 alrocitics
and unspeakable inlignities. Tt is
onlywith the pressureof a powe:ful
public opinion and the rousing of
the conscience of thenation that it
will be possible for us to see that
such atrocities in the country are
avoided in the future.

To-day's discussion under rule 193
is intended to give utterance to the
choked-up and suppressed voice of
the nation and to the conscience of
the nation. so that in this House it
becomes the voice, not of a single
party or group but it really reflects
and echoes the suppressed voice of
the nation which will like itself to be
heard in the House and which will
like to be asserted in this House.

Let me explicitly make it clear at
the very outset : as.far as the portec-
tion of weaker sections like Harijans
and Adivasis are concerned, in this
land of Buddha and Gandhi, it is a
moral commitment of the nation; and
it is a constitutional obligation.

Very often we the members of the
Opposition raise this question of
atrocities perpetrated against Hari-
jans and Adivasis....

SHRT M. RAM GOPAL RED-
DEY (Nizamabad) You should
say ‘including the ruling party
members',

PROF. \TADHU DANDAVATE :
Sir, I said it in the beginning. If
his capacity to hear is limited, I
cannot help it. I have said it; he
did not listen. 1 have said. If he
is incapable of understanding noble
sentiments, what can 1do ? I said
it is not the voice of a particular
party or group, butit is the voice
of the nation echoed and re-echoed.

When we raise the question,
sometimes from the Chair also the
question is posed : “Is it not a law
and order problem” 7 1 am very
happy that the speaker has not taken
this narrow and restricted viewpoint:
but there is a constitutional basis
for that.  As fuar as the protection
of weaker sections like Harijans and
Adivasis are concerned, it is not by
mercy that we are demanding a
discussion; but it is as of right that
we are having this discussion.
When I say this, I am saying it not
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only on behalf of my party and the
Opposition, but on behalf of all the
Members of this House, because
there is the backing of a constitu-
tional provision.

When the question is raised viz.
whether the protection of Harijans
and Adivasis is a State subject, or
whether it is a Central subject, [
want to start the discussion by
quoting important provisions of the
Constitution, because once and for
all in this House that issue must be
settled. Article 46 of the Const-
tution is extremely clear. I will
read it :

“The State shall promote with
special care the educational and
economic interests of the weaker
sections of the people, and. in
particular, of the Scheduled
Castes and the Scheduled Tribes,
and shall protect them from social
injustice and all forms of exploi-
tation.”

“State’”’, in this particular Article
of the Constitution, has to be
interpreted in terms of Article 36
of the Constitution. I am delibera-
tely raising this point, so that in the
future when any Member of the
House, from this side or that side,
raises the question of atrocities
against Harijans, the question of
jurisdiction, i.e. whether it relates
to States or Centre, should never
be raised. In this Article 46, the
words “The State”, to which a
reference has been made, are to be
read in the context of Article 36 of
the Constitution.  Article 36 of the
Constitution says :

“In this Part; unless the context

otherwise requires “the State” has
the same¢ meaning as in Part 1117

And in Pa._rt III on Tundamental
Rights, Article 12 says :

*In this Part, unless the context
otherwise requires “‘the State’ in-
cludes the Government and Parlia-
meant of India,...”
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etc. I will read it again. It says:
“In this Part, unless the context
otherwise requires, ““the State” in-
cludes the, Govcrnment and Parlia-
men' of India...

etc. I willdraw the attention of this
House further to Articles 256 and 257
of  the  constitution. Article
256 of the Constitution gives
the obligation of States and the
Union and Article 257 refers to the
control of the Union over States in
certain cases; and these cases do
include protection of the minorities,
protection of the SC, protection of
the Adivasis; and therefore, it is on
the basis of constitutional obligation,
far from the moral commitment of
this nation, that we demand that the
rights and privileges and the safety
and security of the Harijans and
Adivasis in the country have to be
safeguarded and protected. When
| am raising the question of the
atrocities on H;uija.m and Adivasis,
let us try to understand what exactly
the dimension of the problem is.
So, I will not rely on some unreliable
figures. Fortunately, the Minister
of State for Home Affairs is present
in the House. He was kind enough
to give a written reply in the other
House on the 5th February, 1982
to a question of murder committed
in which the Harijans and Adivasis
were the victims of the crimes that
were perpetrated against the Harijans
1The Minister of State, who is present
in the House in his written reply
on the 25th February, 1982, gave
very relevant statistics. He indicated
what was the position of murder
on Hanjans in the country. The
Hon. Minister of State informed the
other House that in 1950, 496
Harijans were murdered: in 1981,
464 Harijans were murdered: and
the total Killing of the Hanjans in
1980-81 comes to 960. What about
the precious lives of the Harijans
and crimes against atrocities 7 It is
a shame for us also beca.use. whether

we belong to the opposition or to
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the Ruling Party, we failed to
protect the lives of the Harijans.
I consider it a shame not only for the
Government but every citizen of
this country who swear by the
ideals of Buddha and Gandhiji; for
all of them, it is a matter of shame.
Therefore, I hang on my head with
shame. What is the picture of crimes
committed against Harijans in the
country ? Again the same Minister
of State has given a written reply.
From 1980-82, crimes against Hari-
jans which include murders, rapes on
women and tortures of the Harijans,
that number turns to be 26748 in
1980-81. And what is the position
in one particular State like Uttar
Pradesh ? In 1980, the crimes against
Harijans were 236 ; in 1981, they
were 214 ; and the total crimes in
1980-81 in Uttar Pradesh alone is
450. ‘lI'his i what is happening.

The regime may come and the
regime may go, but we find that the
picture of atrocities continues to be
horrible. If we have the blood of
Narainpur and Belchi on our hand,
the new regime has the stains on
Pipra, Deoli, Sadhupur, Kastara
Village an in Durg District of Madhya
Pradesh and also recently in Gaya
District where the landless labourers
have been killed. Apportioning of
blames may satisfy us politically,
but it is not going to help the Hari-
jans or the Adivasis. And therefore,
we, as a House, we as a totality of
this Parliamentary institution must
be able to devise ways and means so
that in future this dark history of the
past will be ended and the brighter
future will be ensured for Harijans
and Adivasis in the country.

What are the socio-economic diffi-
culties of the Harijans and the Adivasis
in the country? Most of the Hari-
jans, according to the national
survey, happen to be the agricultural
labourers; and those who do not
happen to be agricultural labourers,
who, are thes¢ Harijans. Others
depend on share cropping, small

and marginal farmers, fishing and
low income occupations like weaving
and tanning. Most of the Harijans,
according to the national survey,
are below the poverty Iline.
The national survey on the state of
bonded labour indicates—this again
makes me to hang down my head in
shame—that 66 per cent of the bond-
ed labour in the country consist of
Harijans. That explains the socio-
economic picture of the Harijans in
the country. It is one community
and one caste where we can say that
the socially oppressed caste and eco-
nomically exploited class are co-
terminus. Therefore, the problems
of Harijans are socio-economic prob-
lems. There is a social perspective,
there is a social angle and there is
an economic angle. And only when
they are blended together, we will
be able to ensure the safety and
security of the Harijans in the
country. :

The conscious sections among the
Harijans—thanks to leaders like Dr.
B. R. Ambedkar and the Father of
the Nation, Mahatma Gandhi—have
created a new wave among the
Harijans. Dr. Ambedkar told Hari-
jans: Do not ask for small mercies
from the caste ridden society; ask
for something by way of your rights
and privileges. Do not live on
patronage and doles; live on your
rights and privileges in the country.
That was the message late Dr. B. R.
Ambedkar, the farmer of the Consti-
tution of the country, has given to the
Harijans. It is in this perspective
that when the Government under-
takes new schemes for the re-distribu-
tion of land to the Adivasis and
Harijans, there arc vested interests
in the country, who are disturbed by
that. If the schemes of re-distribu-
tion of land benefit the landless
labour and the landless peasants
among the Harijans and the land is
already distributed to them, the
vesled interests, their hench-men and
their goondas with arms in their
hands, try to trouble the Harijans.
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This is the cause of their socio-
economic problems. You will find
that in a number of places Harijans
are killed, womenfolk are molested
and actually their houses are burnt.
It happened in Pipra. When there
was the President’s rule I went to
Pipra village where actual Killings of
the Harijans took place and they
were burnt alive. I asked some of
the family members of the Harijans :
Is there any political orientation ; 1s
there any election politics ? They
gave the reply : There-is no question
of election politics at all because
after 1952 we did not go to the polls.
Others have told us, you need not
go and you dare not go ; the arrange-
ments have already been made. They
were not making allegations against
any political party. But they say
that this is the terrorised atmosphere
that existed in Pipra and, therefore,
the question of politics does not
come, the question of voting does
not come. | hose villages told me
that only in 1952 they had voted.
After that, in free India, they have
never gone for voting. That is the
experience.

As far as agncultural labour is
concerned, they are socially and
economically boycotted. I know in
Maharashtra that in one of the
villages when the agricultural labour
belonging to the Harijan community
insisted that they must get the mini-
mum wage_ the dominant community,
the land-owners community in that
area decided : All right, they may
ask the minimum wage today, but
they have to live in the society, in
the village and if we socially boycott
them and boycott them from our
land—so0 economic boycott and social
boycott —they will not be able to live
here at all. That is how they tried
to boycott socially and economically

those sections of the Harijans.

In Bihar, instances of rape of
women by brick kiln owners have
taken place. I myself have gone to
Bihar and studied the situation. I

met the brick kiln workers. They
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said : When our women-folk

to work as labourer in some of

brick kiins, the brick kiln owners
rape them, refuse to give them the
minimum wage and sometimes, even
an ordinary wage. One Harijan
with tears in his eyes told me:
Sometimes, our woman-folk
return without wages but with an
unwanted child. That is how, he
described the state of affairs of the
women-folk. In society, Harijans
are one category which 1is socially
oppressed and economically exploi-
ted. And, therefore, the question of
other castes and the question of
Seheduled Castes cannot be put on

par.

As far as the advanced castes and
communities are concerned, there
are elite sections, there are affluent
sections and there are downtrodden
sections, but this is one commurity
and category of Harijans in which
social status, that is, caste and their
economic class, are completely co-
terminus, and therefore, social exploi-
tation and economic exploitation
18 the root cause of all the dispari-
ties in their life, that is the root
cause of injustice in their life and
therefore, that has to be removed.

Sir, how do you prevent the atro-
cities in the future ? I would urge
upon the Government that on the
floor of the House in various
Committees, in the Consultative
Committee of the Ministry of Home
Affairs and in the Committee for
the Welfare of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes, this problem
has been repeatedly raised. Cons-
tructive solutions have been offered
and this problem must be effecti-
vely tackled once for all.

Sir, very often emotionally sur-
charged people make the proposition :
You give arms to the Harijans and
they will be protected. Sir, I was
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at Deoli after the masacre, 1 had
gone to Sadhupur after the mas-
acre, 1 had gone to Pipra after the

masacre and when I talked to
the members of the Harijan
families and just asked them —

we make certain academic propo-
sitions and suggestions in Parlia-
ment, but I wanted to know
from the family members of the
Harijans : If you are supplied the
arms, will you be able to protect
yourself ? And one ignorant Hari-
jan gave me a reply at Sadhupur. He
said : ‘Sir, how many arms can Yyou
provideus ? How many arms the
Government can give us ? The rich
landlords who are living in affluence
are able to bring arms which will be
far more than the arms that will be
available to us through friends like
you and through the Government
and therefore, there will be no mar-
ching of arms at all.” Ttis something
like the Big Power having the atom
bomb and the other powers trying to
fight with ordinary rifles and pistols.
That is the position today. These
Harijans told me like this. You may
accept that or not, you can weigh
that issue, you can have your own
assessment, you can take the expert
advice, but those ignorant Harijans
told me that ‘instead of giving us
arms, disarm those landlords and
anti-social elements in our area who
are the henchmen of the landlords
and if you are able to rob them of
all the arms and disarm them comp-
letely, [ think that will be a greater
protection to us rather than distri-
buting paltry arms in the country.
I do not know whether that logic is
relevant. The Government should
examine it. | suggested in the
meeting of the Consultative Com-
mittee of the Ministry of Home
Affairs that they should go in depth
into this problem and try to {ind out
what is the approach of arms that
has to be adopted.

Sir, as far as the vulnerable arcas

are concerned, and as far as
the vulnerable sections are con-
cerned, the Committee for the Wel-
fare of Scheduled Castes and

Scheduled Tribes has suggested that
we Should try to modernise those
police stations which are in areas in
which there is a large density of the
Harijan population. Further, it has
been suggested that when the dis-
turbances take plalce, the killings of
the Harijans take place, very often
we find that the policeman himself
is suffered from the aberrations of
casteism, he cannot be a protective
shield for the Harijans and Adivasis.
You cannot blame them because
whatever is there in the society will

" _actually percolate into the police

force. If there 1is casteism 1n the
society, it will percolate in the police
force and sometimes we have police-
men in uniform, but sometimes they
act as criminals in uniform. They
are also infested with the elements of
casteism and such policemen who are
infested with the element of casteism,
if they are asked to look after the
security and safety of the Harijans,
there is no protection, security and
safety for the Harijans at all. There-
fore, the Committee for the Welfare
of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes that has demanded that
those vulnerable areas which are
vulnerable for attacks on Harijans and
Adivasis, when you put the police force
in certain areas like that, 50 per cent
of the police force in those vulnera-
ble areas should consist of Harijans.

That is the concrete suggestion that

has not been made by any individual
leader, that has not been made by
any political party; that is the sug-
gestion that has been made by the
Committee for the Welfare of
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes and I hope that that particy-
lar aspect will be taken note of.
Which way the secority of Harijans,
is the problem? One of the sugges-
tions that has been made by the
Committee for the Welfare of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes is that atrocities on the Hari=
jans are linked up with the land
reforms. Those areas and those
regions where the land reform has
been expedited, the land relations
have been revolutionalised, the land

—
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relations have been radicalised, you
find that the tller of the soil is able
to get a piece of land, he is able to
have some sort of sign that he is able
to live in better way and in a
sense of security. Land reform
should be expedited. Wherever the
land reforms are lacking, you will
find that casteism is taken advantage
of by the landlords in the area in the
garb of casteism and there they try
to destroy safety and security of
the harijans. Therefore, the land
reforms have to be expedited.

In the midst of the prensent poli-
tical climate by instrument of politics
alone, by the instrument of adminis-
trative measures alone, by the pro-
paganda of the political parties
alone, it will not be possible for us
to destroy these aberrations and dis-
tortions cre1ted by casteism.  If men
like Raja Ram Mohan Roy had
initiate ! a certain reform movement
in the social field, wherever they
operated, they created a new
climate. New values were formed.
The life was actually infested with
new values. " herefore, wherever
there is an induction of new values
through social reform movement,
even social outlook of the people can
be changed. | herefore, do not rely
on merely administrative machinery,
do not rely merely on the opposition
parties, do not rely merely on the
ruling party. [ think elucative and
reforms task has to be undertaken
by the social reformers. | herefore,
the House as a whole must make an
earnest appeal to the social reformers
of the country that it is not by the
mere magic wand of politics and ¢co-
nomic reform that we will be able to
bring about complete transforma-
tion of man. Itis in the minds of
man that aberrations and distortions
of casteism are created. Therefore,
it is in the minds of men that ideals
of equality and justice are to be
defended, and therefore, it is this task,
reformative task of social reform,
has to be undertaken and I ho
that the House will appeal totg:
social reformers in the country to
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take greater stridés in the reform
movement so that the entire attitude
of society can be totally changed.

There 1s one more phenomenon
that is taking place particularly in
places like Madhya Pradesh, Uttar
Pradesh and Bihar. Recently, we
have been hearing about encounters.
We hear that such an encounter of
police with dacoits has taken place
and as a result of that so many
number of dacoits have been killed.
One does not know who are the
dacoits, who are the genuine dacoits ?
My friends in Uttar Pradesh and Bihar
have told me those who have seen
those who have been killed, they have
been telling me that there have been
fake encounters of the police with
so-called dacoits in Uttar Pradesh,
Bihar and in Madhya Pradesh and
sometimes the police in order to hide
their real intentions engingeer fake
encounters and in the fake encounters
a number of adivasis and harijans
are there. I think proper note must
be taken by the Home Minister while
a seripus allegation has been made
by some of the news-paper editors.
In the editorial column they have
written that come encounters of the
police with the so-called dacoits are
fake encounters and harijans and
adivasis are being killed. If they are
being liquidated and eliminated
under the garb of encounters of the
police with the dacoits, they must
study this problem in depth and try
to see whether better security can be
offered to them.

As far as the efforts to prevent
atrocities arc concerned the trade
unions can play the role. In brick
kilns bondecd labourers are there.
As I said 66 ] of the bonded labour
happen to be harijans according to
the National Survey. 1he Govern-
ment must secure the co-operation
of all the Central Trade Unions
Organisations of the country, no
matter whether it is affiliated to the
INTUC, whether it is affiliated to
CTU, whether it is affiliated to
BIMS Hind Mlzdoor Sabha, no
matter whatever be li
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affiliation and orientation of the
Central Trade Union Organisation.

I am sure, on this particular point,
if we are able to stand shoulder to
shoulder, if we are able to secure
the cooperation, the instinctive co-
operation of Central ‘trade Unions
in the country, the problem of
bonded labour can be solved to
someextent and solving the problem of
bonded labour means the solving the
problem of Harijans, at 66 per cent
of the bonded labour happens to be
Harijans and therefore, their prob-
lems can be solved indirectly.

Kisan organisations are found to
ensure that the fruits of land reforms
in the country directly go‘to those
who are concerned--the Harijans,

the Adivasis and the landless
labourers. 1herefore, the orgam-
sations of Kisans must offer their

full cooperation. But if the Govern-
ment makes concerted eflort,
probably that might be possible.

There is one more aspect whichh is
very important. Large number of
women organisations are functioning
in the country. If you look at the
problems and atv.cities against
women— [ do not want to inject any
element of casteism. But it is a fact
wherever atrocitics against women
take place, wherever rapes take place,
wherever molestation takes place
especially in the working classes
areas and in the villages, they are
not well reported. If one person
from the affluent class is attacked-~-
whether he or she happens to be
male or female then all the Press
is full of all the information. When
the matter goes on record, there will
be headlines in the newspapers. But
if a landless labour is killed and his
wife is molestel and somwhere
thrown in the crops, nobody knows.
It is the expericnce of some of my
colleagues who arc working ia
the villages. When  actually
they try to record their com-
plaint in the policc station, by
the pressure of vested interests in
the society, an effort js made to see

that even the F.LLR. is not allowed
to be registered. Very often, the
molestation and rapes of the working
classes and working women of peasants,
Adivasis and Harijans go unnoticed.
Therefore, 1 hope the Government,
will take full cooperation of "the
women’s organisations in the coun-
try so that with the cooperation of
Kisan organisations, cooperation of
voluntary organisations, coopera-
tion of the reform movement leaders
and also with the cooperation
of the women’s organisations,
it will be possible for us to create a
new atmosphere in the country.
Only when such a new atmosphere
Is created in the country probably,
we will be able to deliver the goods.

We have to face the problem in a
united manner. Sir, there are
series of our social and economic
activities where there can be total
areca of agreement. Whatever Party
you may belong, nobody would
like the Harijans to be destroyed,
nobody would like the landless
labourers to be destroyed. And,
therefore, this is one point on which
the entire House can totally agree.

Therefore. I would say that in
Amritsar when secularism was on
fire, the entire House expressed its
opinion in a united manner. In the
case of Harjan atrocities, Crucified .
Gandhiji is on fire. If we were not
able to save the life of Mahatma
Gandhi, through our action regard-
ing the Harijans, let us see to it that
at least the soul of ‘Gandhiji is
saved. This 1s all I will appeal to
the House.

ir, the phenomenon of atrocities on
Harijans has now become a-national
phenomenon. It is good that now
it is getting publicity. The nature
of atrocities which are appearing in
the press should be seen and studied
and we should try to go into the
root cause as to why this type of
horrible atrocities are taking place
when the country is now advancing
and the whole world is advancing
towards further civilisation. Now,
the atrocities which have already
fained notoricty have been debated
here. I will not mention them—
Tripura, Belchi, Narainpur and all
that. Very recently, there have been
agrocities committed on a big scale
particularly in Bihar and U. P.
Madhya Pradesh also is coming in
the picture. About the Bihar atroci-
ties, I have got here the press report.
I have no direct, knowledge about
them. But the press reports give an
account as to how horrible are the
atrocities committed. The Statesman

report says :

“Six agricultural workers,
including a woman, were killed
and two seriously injured in police
firing at Bhatsemari village under
Rajnagar police Station in Mad hu-
bani district on Saturday night.”

This incident took place on 4th
April, 1982. The workers have been
kiﬁed by police firing ; it is not by
landlords. This is to be un.erstood.

Here is another press report about
an incident in Madhubani, in Bihar.
It says :

“The workers stated to be
Naxalites have been agitating for
the past few months for enhanced
wages. A police force had been

posted in the area since January.”

How can the agricultural wor-
kers be called Naxalites if they
demand a wage increase 7 That has
to be replied by the Government.
What is Naxal polities? It is the
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killing of the landlords, the physical
murder. At least we political elements
know what is Naxalism, what is
extremism. But here the report is
that they were agitating for several
months for a wage increase. The
report says :

“Hours before the firing, the
workers set on fire the house of
Mr. Parmeshwar Thakur, a land-
lord and allegedly looted his
property”.

This is police version; you must
take note of it.

“One person was killed when the
police fired several rounds at
Jaliawana village under Ram
Nagar police station in Singbhum
district today to repulse about 200
armed Adivasis who stormed an
irrigation project, the Bihar Chief
Secretary, Mr. P.TP. Nayar, said,
adds P11.”

200 Adivasis went to an irrigation
on project. Is that Naxalism? No.
Because they might have some
demands for a wage increase. The
police version is that they came with
arms and the police had (o resort to
firing in self-defence.

Only yesterday, I have got a
report from Jugantar - this is in
Bengali : T am giving you the trans-
lation regarding an incident in
Madhubani. The reporter has met
the members of the families of those
people who have been killed. The
revorter writes about those agricul-
tural labourers. They have reported
that they were demonstrating very
peacefully in support of their demand
for wage increase. But suddenly
police started firing.

18 that.........
(Interruptions)
Yesterday's paper ‘Jugantar’.

So, police started firing at random,
Thea people started fleeing here and
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there. The report says that 50 rounds
of firing was resorted to by police.

A boy of 18 years, Ramu, his
whole body was completely perfor-
ated by bullets.

That is all in Bengali.

Now his mother has not got the
dead body still.

When the reporter approached the

mother, she told him “I have not

found the dead body. 1 want the
dead body.” But that was not
given to her. What happened to

Ramu? When police started firing,
out of panic, Ramu went up to the
top of the tree and police from
below had killed him on the tree
and shot him down and his body
fell down. Then police surrounded
him and fired several rounds over
his body and his dead body was
dragged away by the police.

there is anotuer person Babulal
Mandal. Immediately after entering
the village, the police went fo
Babulal Mandal aged 45 and a stray
bullet was fired against him in an
effort to kill him, But he was
not killed. He was beater over his

head. |hen he was dragged to the
house of Rameshwar ihal_cm'
who was a land-owner and a rich
peasant.

Then the p,lice went to the son of
Babulal Mandal whose name was
Mahindia. They pulled and dragged
him out of nis house. They killed
him with deadly weapons by beating
over his head.

Then there is another person Kari-
san, a young man of 24 years. He
was beaten severely and left un-
cared for and the whole night, no-
body took any medical care of him
and the next morning he died.

Now the complaint is thata large

number of male population of the
v{llsa are pot tnupd? uptil mow and

the people there think that they will
never be traced. '

There is another man Sukhdev
Thakur. Heis not being traced from
the last 7 or 8 months.

All this happened because the
landlords of the village tried to teach
the villagers a lesson before the vill-
agers raise their demand for wage
increase. The landlords were pre-
pared, with the help of the gangsters,.
to attack the village people.

What is the version of the police ?
According to the police, the village
people came with weapons and they
attacked the police. Police then
killed the villagers in self-defence.

After this attack, people went in a
demonstration no doubt. But then
they were attacked. This is one in-
cident in Madhopur. Very recently,
two cr three days before, there has

been another incident, This hap--
pened in Village Bhira. This is the
Statesman of 28th April. A detailed

report has come in the Patriot. The
Patriot copy is also with me, but I
do not want to read that. This is
from the Sratesman :

‘ ..the Bhira massacre, yesterday...”

That means, on 26th April.

“....1n which landlords’ musclemen
killed three old women and a 14-
years old boy. It was a preplan-
ned attack on landless Harijjans...”

This is what the Reporter writes.
Here they were killed by landlords
and their musclemen, and there,
they were killed by the police,

“35 men who committed the crime
carried sophisticated fire arms.
They set fire to at least four that-
ched huts, No death or injury was
attributed to this arson.”
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[Shri Samar Mukherjee]

Then the names have been given.
The Reporter met one woman and
she has given this reply ; I am read-
ing that._

“Weiling women said, ‘Our only
crime was that we were demanding
higher wages.”

This was their crime :

« «The Harijans have been getting
only one and a half kilograms of
rice and 600 gms. of ‘Sattu’ as
their daily wage.” The women
said that they should have been
given at least three and a half kgs.
of foodgrains in accordance with
the Minimum Wages Act.”

Government has passed the Mini-
mum Wages Act for agricultural
lasourers and they want this Act to
be implemented, That is all. What
is the responsibility of the Govern-
ment here ? Government should
force the landlords to implement the
Minimum Wages Act, Instead of
doing that, the police remained silent
and allowed the landlord to bring
armed gangsters and kill these Hari-
jen women and young men.

MR.DEPU ! Y-SPEAKER : Please
try to conclude.

SHRI SAMAR MUKHERIEE :
Let me make out some main points.

In Madhya Pradesh also, sume
gruesome murders had taken place
on January 26 where 13 Harijans
have been killed ; six men and a
woman of the Satnami Hanjan
family were beheaded ; some have
been burnt to death because their
huts were set on fire.

Though it is said ‘caste conflict’,
below the caste conflict, the real con-
flict is the conflict of ecomomi¢ in-
terests. This is the thing which is
coming out day by day in & bigger
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way. You must take this into consi-
deration. As Prof. Madhu Dan-
davate has said, the Harijans are
mainly agricultural labourers, they are
the poorest sections of the society,
economically most downtrodden,
Now new consciousness, pew awa-
kening, is coming to them. Their
very economic life is forcing them to
raise the demand for wage-increase.
| heir demand is most legitimate ; it
is that the Minimim Wages Act
which the Government has passed
should be implemented. Now,
these  vested interests have
taken it as a challenge and every-
where they now want to teach a
lesson to these people who are now
raising their heads and these demands
are being placed by them. So this
type of attacks and atrocities are
coming in a brutal form. And here
the role of the Police and the adminis-
tration is not in defence of the Hari-
jans or the Scheduled Castes or the
agricultural labourers, but they are
fully siding with the landlords and
the vested interests, So ,in these con-
ditions, the administration and the
Government has become instruments
in the bands of the landlords and
the vested interests to suppress and
bring about atrocities and tortures
over the Harijans. How can you
get rid of this situation ? If you
want to go deep into it within this
framework of this socio-economic
system, there is no remedy. I am not
so optimistic as Prof. Dandavate that
social reformers will bring about a
change. The situation in the country
is not such where social reformers
can Play a positive role. They can
create a favourable atmosphere. A
situation has come where from above
if you fail to defend them, then the
Harijans ought to be organised and
they should be roused in such a way
so that they can hit tack those who
commit these offences including the
offences of the administration. For
that the biggest possible unity should
be built up among the working class,
the employees and the democratic
masses and they must be taught that a
new challenge has come before them,
Otherwise, these atrocities cannot
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be stopped and when voting comes,
because of their backwardness, they
are the voting bank of the ruling party
now. Now the situation is going
to change. That also has to be kept
in mind. So you take their votes but
your entire administration is helping
those who are resorting (o these
brutal tortures over them. This thing
cannot go on indefinitely for a long
time. :hatis why you must have
to rethink very seriously that the
entire social system must have to be
changed.

The primary factor is economic.
Unless poverty is removed from the
entire society, unless unemployment
is remove., unless you are capable of
putting a stop to the rise in prices
and all the essential commodities are
are available at cheaper prices to the
masses and their jobs are guaranteed,
this conflict is spreading everywhere,
in factories. in offices and villages.
Everywhere this conflict is growing
and developing. In some places it
takes place in the form of caste
struggle and in some other place it
takes place in the form of class
struggle and this class fight and caste
fight will gradually merge and com-
bine and that is the only way out for
the entire Harijans and the poorer
sections of the people to get rid of
this situation. 1hat is why we ask
that serious thought must be given.
If you realy want to stop these atro-
cities on the Harijans, Harijans must
be given all type of protection and
all type of encouragement so that
they are organiseu and they can
defend themselves and ge! their rights
fulfilled.

SHRI BHERAVADAN K. GA-
DHAYVI (Banaskantha) : Itis indeed
my privilege to participate in this
discussion I quite agree with Proof
Dandavate that this 1s not a question
which is merely pertaining to one
political party or the other. This is
a question, this is a disease which is
eating into the very vitals of our
country since long like a canker.
When we look back to the history,
the origin of this disease may be a
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fact of economic disparity, but sub-
sequently it has culminated into a
compartment of communalism and
ultimately into the segregation of
this entire class from the caste
Hindus.

We are quite aware that the great
philosophers and  leaders  like
Mahatma Gandhi of our country
always espoused the cause of this
class, the weaker section, particularly
and they all wanted that there should
be a complete inter-mingling of this
society with tke caste-Hindus. The
disparity either in the economic
sphere or in the social sphere should
be eradicated once and for all. That
was the reason why when the ques-
tion came, the Britishers thought it
best to give the Harijans a separate
electrorate. Everybody, leaders, and
even the Harijan leaders with a
sharp view tried to supportit. But,
Gandhiji considered the harijans as
the flesh of our flesh and blood of
our society. He did not want to
bracket them separately. He there-
fore went on a fast, ultimately,
there was the Poona Pact. That
was not to be forgotten by all of us.
| hat was the creed of the Congress.
Ghandhiji was the soul of the Con-
gress. | o-day if anybody either in
a subtle way or in a rhetoric way
reads in between the lines, or if
anybody says that the Congress is
not having sympathy for this weaker
section, then, I would certainly, with
all humility at my command, say
that it is totally wrong. It has been
the creed of the Congress—not after
Indepc ndence but ever since the
inception of the Congress. The
weaker section was always viewed
with a feeling of love and a feeling
of brotherhood, a fecling of frater-
nity and therefore, what we say to-
day, everybody in this House and
the entire nation, is that we consider
Mahatma Gandli as the Father of
the Nation.

Sir, Mahatma Gandhi was a con-
vert harijan by choice. He convers

ted himself into a harijan by choics.

In Ahmedabad—I come from Guja-
rat and so I know that—when the
first ashram was established, a hari-
jan boy went to that ashram and
Gandhiji though supported by so
many affluent people and the mill-
owners of Ahmedabad invited the
wrath of the caste-Hindus and other
people who were helping the Ashram
and everything. They told him that
they would stop giving the help.
But it did not deter him from
embracing Harijans.

Gandhiji was the Father of the
Nation. Therefore, if at all we
have the legacy cf that great
man, our saviour and the
emancipator of this country, at least
for this cause, 1 think there cannot
be any two opinions that everybody
should share the concern. | am
very happy to see that this Govern-
ment has promiszad its own time and
has given a time ol 3/1-2 hours for
discussion of this Resolution which
has been moved by the Opposition
Members. That shows that Govern-
ment, on their part, are equally con-
cerned with the facts. While we are
talking about this - talking about the
laudable ideas and serious thinking
about the remedial measures to be
brought about, there cannot be per-
petration of crime against the hari-
jans. We should diagnose the cause.
Naturally, everybody admits that
there have been economic disparities.
These people carry this stigma with
them not only after Independence
but it has been there for many
centuries. Unless there is a comp-
lete rising up of the voice of the
entire nation, the problem cannot
be tackled in a way everybody would
want to tackel. [ know Shri Samar
Mukherjee just now told that
they are our voters. Admittedly
because they have got faith in us and
they know that we do not have vam-
pires’ love for them but we have
the real love for them. [ do not
want to give a political view of a
party in this discussion.

It is time that people do not shed
crocodile tears and do no have
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vampires felling of love. Ultima-

tely, whe the rulers went, the hari-
jans looked forward to us because
they knew that we were inheritors of
the legacy of Gandhiji and we have
got all love, affection aud dedication
for them and we would lay down
our lives, fighting for that cause.
Why should you raise your eye-
brows when Shrimati Indira Gandhi
goes to Belchi ? They told us
about individual and sporadic inci-

dents. Now, let me quote some
figures. Today is last day of
April, 1982, 1/3 of the year is

over. ldon’t think we should be
self complacent but there are cer-
tain figures which we should look at.
1 hese figures are as follows :

1978 Murder 443
Grievously hurt 1535
Rape 517
Arson 1194

Other offences 11,123

Look at the figure in 1982 till
April, 1/3 of the year is over.

1982 Murder 55
Grievously hurt 123
Rape . 71
Arson 92
Other offences 1104

Look at the ratio. | don’t say
that [ am satisfied ; but I only wish
to point out that there has been
some improvement made in this
regard. 1 am telling my friends that
the crime rate is somewhat on the
decline. Such types of offences are
a stigma on the forehead of our
nation. | here is no doubt about it
at all Nobody can deny this. 1
only want to bring out the point that
these offences are on the decline, |
am not given to advocating Govern-
ment cause or defending the Govern-
ment ; butl am a part of the party
and [ do share the triumph and de-
feat of Government as is dome by
»ny Minister. Let us now see the
figures regarding the highlighted
offences that tok place in the
country : '



-
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Belchi. Crime was committed on
27-5-77. The judgment was deliver-
ed on 19-5-80, that is after 4 months
when we came to power. 2 persons
were sentenced to death. 15 life
imprisonments were there.

Then, Pipra. Offence was com-
mitted after this Government took
over on 25th February, 1980. We
denounced the offence. But prompt
action was taken. Judgement was
given on 5th August. 1981,58 people
were sentenced to life imprisonment.

In Kalia, the offence was com-
mitted on 9-12-78. Judgment was
given on 7-10-80. 3 were sentenced
to life imprisonment and ¥ sentenced
to 2 year rigorous imprisonment.

Take Bishrampur : Offence was
committed on 25-3-78. Judgment
was delivered on 11-4-81. 27 were
sentenced to life imprisonment.

Kafalta : Offence was committed
on 9-5-80. Judgment was given on
15-4-81 within a year. It is one
matter whether persons are acquit-
ted or convicted. I don’t sit over
the judgment and say whether it is
right or wrong. But let me inform
you that the Government has not
remained silent. They have gone on
appeal and the appeal is still before
the High Court and the Supreme
Court. The appeal is pending.
Again in Jetpur, in Gujarat, the crime
was committed on 26th December
1980. The judgement was given on
31st August 1981 and 3 persons were
sentenced to life imprisonment. So,
Sir, what 1 submit is that I narrated
about 6 incidents, which are very
major ones that took place in this
Ccountry, The prompt action was
taken during Shrimati Gandhi’s rule.

I
really regret my inability to make
them understand anything in this
matter. But I do not want to talk
on party lines. I am npot at all
talking on party lines. He did not
understand me. What 1 was trying
to emphasise is that we are conversant
about these things. We do not like
that any crime should be committed
against the society at all. We equally
share the concern of the Hon. Mem-
bers. But what I want to say is
that at least by speeding up the action
and deciding the matter the crimi-
nals who committed the crimes could
be brought to book. If you want to
speak on political party line, I gm
equally capable of doing so. Butl

do not want to speak on ga.mnn
lines, |herefore, so far at Harijans
are concerned, as everybody admitted

as the mover of this Motion, Pro-
fessor Madhu Dandavate also
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admitted, economic disparity and
economic inequality are the root
cause for all these ills. It is the core
of this 1ll.

I am also at the same time very
happy to know that in the Sixth
Five Year Plan, in the component
plan of the Sixth Five Year Plan,
all the allocations have been made
for the weaker sections of the society
Today we find that im the villages
there is a lot of improvement. We
find in the villages that most of the
farm labourers who are mainly the
persons belonging to the Harijan and
Adivasi communities have got house
sites to live in. They have drinking
water  facilities now. Previously
they did not have drinking water
facilitics. Today they have clectri-
city in their huts an' in their BASTIS
Today these facilities have increased.
Therefore, while participatine in this
Resolution, | would urgeupon the
Government that this malady, this
disease is like a cancer and therefore
we cannot have a short-term remedy
for this disease, to eradicate this kind
of crime. When I went for the
election campaign, what happened
was that the opposition people
started telling if Shrimati Indira
Gandhi come to power she would
give pretection an:! other facilities to
Harijans and Adivasis and people
said that in that case they would vote
for her party. If the persons sitting
on the Opposite go and meet those
people, they would also get the same
reply. | do notaccuse any of you
here. But that was also the trend of
the Opposition Parties to incite case
Hindus.

In this context, it is very impor-
tant that society takes a religious
vow to decry these ghastly and in-
human crimes perpetrated against
harijans and the weaker sections.
Let us try to evolve a code of con-
duct for political parties. Let us try
to see that everyone of us do not
bring in politics in solving this prob-
lem. Because of political exigencies
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some opposition people go and speak
to our people inciting them, only to
suit their political purposes. But let
us at least accept in principle that
for political reasons we do not
exploit the issue of Harijans. Prof.
Dandavate is quite right when he

‘said that itis not only a moral but

a constitutional obligation on the
part of all of us to defend the weaker
sections of society. I share and I
agree with his views. What is needed
today is that top priority should be
given for implementation of the eco-
nomi¢ programmes so that these
types of offences are minimised.
Government should see that the
perpetrators of such crimes should
tremble in their feet and should not
dare to commit the offence once
again  With these words I conclude
my speech.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE :

MR. CHAIRMAN : Now, it is
agreed that the discussion will
continue after six. And then the
two Bills be taken up. [Is it all
right ?

SOME HON. MEMBER : Okay.

MR. CHAIRMAN : Now, the
Minister of State.

THE MINISTER OF STATL IN
THE MINISIRY OF HOME
AFFAIRS (SHR1 NTHAR RANJAN

LASKAR) ; Mr. Chairman, Sir, I
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am in complete agreement with what
Prof. Dandavate says that this is a
national consensus that all of us, the
entire nation, should be concerned
with this problem. The atrocities
and crimes on scheduled castes are
a matter of deepest and gravest con-
cern of the Government of India.
As I have already said, these out-
rages against the weaker sections—
the weakest of the weak in our
society— are really to be viewed with

a great concern by the entire
nation. I think that before I say
anything more on this, we

should also analyse what for these
are outrages are committed in grea-
ter numbers now-a-days. If we
analyse this phenomenon, it is to be
viewed with great concern by all of
us and one would legitimately wonder
why such outrages that are being
perpetrated on these people are going
up in the last few years in greater
numbers 7

It is well known to all of us that
in the past the upper castes and
classes in the rural areas were free to
dominate over and oppress these
communities economically as well
as socially.

There was no question of mini-
mum wage or land ceiling in those
days. I am talking about pre-inde-
pendence days. 1he British Govern-
ment did not interfere with the
vested interests in lands due to
their own selfish interests.

Lhe members of these communi-
ties (which are now in the list of
scheduled castes) accepted their lot
over the centuries as there was no
other way out. It was insidiously
propagated to them that every
person was born in a caste and each
caste had an *ordained place in
society and in the economy and no
one may alter them; there is no
chance for changing these. ' That
was the philosophy existing at that
time. We are trying consciously
and constantly to uplift the society.
It 1s our aim and ambition as a
party and as a Government to do
this, Since independence and ¢ven
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[Shri Nihar Ranjan Laskar]

prior to independence we have been
marching towards this end. Natio-
nal leaders like Mahaima Gandhi,
Jawaharlal N¢ ru and D . Ambedkar
in. post-indeyendence period, made
tremendous elforts to uplift these

pcuplc.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE :
Through mistake at least you could
have referred to Shri Jayaprakash
Narayan.

SHRI NIHAR RANJAN LAS-
KAR : You take our zreat national
leaders; I am meniioniag 3 of them.
Their efforts are reflected in the
very first collective act of free Indian
people, namely, the Constitution,
which we gave unto ourselves in
which @ number of important safe-
guards for the scheduled castes found
pride ol place. Apart from this a num-
burof impo.tunt developmental and
wellarc schemes were undertaken for
them which gave them new hope and
aroused new legitimate aspirations
and expectations. These hopes, ex-
pectations and aspirations gathered
tempo as the scheduled castes began
io get benefits In an unprece lented
magnitude irom the developmental
efforts of the last few decades.

Just 10 give an example: |he
S.C. wiho could contribute no more
than 114 scholars in higher educa-
tional institutions at the inception of
the post metric scholarship in the
forties now account for more than
5 lakh scholars. [his is by any
account, a tremendous progress. If
you want to uplift them, first of all,
they have to be uplifie | economically
and socially. The coming up of this
large section of educated young men
has 1ntroduced a new dimension to
the thinking of the 10 crore people of
the scheduled castes as well as of the
entire nation. At the same time we
have the modesty to recognise that
even with this, the scheduled castes
have not yet got their due share,
Their number at the university and
college level is only about 7.3% of
the total strength in these institutions
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or approximately half of what it
ought to be. I here has been similar
expansion of the share of the sche-
duled castes in the public services
under Government and the public
sector as the direct result of the
Government's policies in education
and public employment.

SHRINIHAR RANJAN LASKAR :

I am accepuing this. Here too, they
have not yet got their full share.
Thus on the one hand we have been
able to parily meet the legitimate
aspirations of the Scheduled Castes
and are moving towards fully meet-
ing them and at the same time there
1s no ground for the non-Scheduled
Castes to feel that the Scheduled
Custes have got more than their due
share. lhisis what [ want to em-
phasis. Now, we have got the news
which has been spreading all over
the country—perhaps they are ill-
informed —that everything has been
taken away by the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Iribes. 1 want to say
emphatically that this is not correct.

Lven amung those who have not
been able to enter the portals of
lugher education or even of lower
levels of education and aspire for
public employment, the policies after
Independence have sown seeds of
progress. An example is that of land
distribution. Out of 18.49 lakh acres
of celling surplus land distributed
under Revised Ceiling Laws upto
1-4-82, 6.84 lakh acres have gone to
the Scheduled Castes.

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SHRI NIHAR RANJAN LAS-
KAR : This is the figure of what
we have distributed. Out of the
land we have got, we are able to give
this percentage of land to the Sche-
duled Castes. Our aim is that these
people should be uplified. Minimum
wages for agricultural labourers
to which category the majority

of the Scheduled Castes belong,
have been fixed. Mr. Samar
Mukherjec and Prof. Madhu Dan-

davate have pointed out that out of
these agricultural labourers 669
mainly belong to Scheduled Castes
and there are also bonded labourers.
We accept this. But we have at
least fixed the minimum wages for
them and we are always in constant
touch with the State Governments to
implement this.  Recently also, our
Home Minister has sent letters to
this effect.

SHRI SAMAR MUKHERIJEE :
That 1s why they have demanded
that.

SHRI NIHAR RANJAN LAS-
KAR : We are 1. constant touch
with the State Governments to
implement this ~ rt of Act and try
to help these people and save these
people from thic land owners. While
those have beneflited the masses of
the Scheduled Castes, we Kknow
that much more requires to be done.
These gains have also served the
purpose of awakening and surring
their legitimare expectations and
demands.

Thus we understand that the atro-
cities on the Scheduled Castes are
not merely on account of their
weak socio-economic conditions, but
also the product of the benefits,
however limited they might be, or
development that they have been the
recipients of so far and the legiti-
mate aspirations and demands that
thev have stimulated. It 1s not
difficult to understand that if the
Scheduled Castes ha | continued to
be as socio-economically weak as
they were and they not had
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the benefit of post-Independence
development and advancement,
there might have been no question
of any demands from them and,
therefore, of counter-rep:ession by
some people who have not yet
unde:sstood and adjusted to the
changing  situations.  Whenever
any down-trodden group, has shown
the stirrings of advancement, history
has shown that some other sections
have tried to hcld them down. But
we have to see that these things
are checked. We have to see to it
that these people are paid the
minimum wages. . he Government
of India have not only issued com-
prehensive guidelines to the State
Governments for dealing effectively
with atrocities or crimes against
Scheduled Castes but are also in
close touch with the State Govern-
ments (o see that they are imple-
mented fully.
