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the manufacture of Jute Hand- 
looms and Handicrafts, Jute 
Oecoratives, Non-wovens, indus­
trial laminates, jute rigid and semi­
rigid padcaging geo-jute etc. has 
also been initiated.

Industrial Relations in the Country

206.SHRI CHITTA BASU: Will the 
lyimister of LABOUR AND WELFARE be 
pteasad to State:

(a) whether there has been continuing 
deterioration of industrial relations all over 
the country;

(b) if so, the reasons therefor;

(c) whether any comparative study has 
been undertaken regarding the role of La­
bour and employers in the deterioration of 
industrial relations;

(d) if so, the details thereof; and

(e) the steps proposed to be taken for 
improvement of industrial relations?

THE MINISTER OF LABOUR AND 
WELFARE (SHRI RAM VILAS PASWAN):
(a) to (d). A statement showing the number 
of strikes and kxskouts and the number of 
mandays tost due to there is given betow. It 
will be seen that while the number of strikes 
and lockouts has been declining, the toss of 
nandays has generally been over 30 mil­
lions in a year since the mid 1980’s. Lock­
outs have also generally accounted for a 
larger share of toss of mandays than strikes 
in recent years.

(e) The Central and the State Govern­
ments maintain a ctose watch on the indus­
trial relatton situatton. The Industrial Rela­
tions Machineries at the Centre and the 
States take steps to reduce industrial con- 
fltots and minimise work stoppage through 
preventive mediatton, conciliatton and art>l- 
tration.
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
