RAO): On April 4, 1982, the Pakistan
President Gen_ Zia-ul-Haq is reported
to have made zn announcement ap-
pointing three observers from “Nor-
thern Areas” on the Federal Coun-
cil.

This is the first time that the Pakistan
Government have given such a “represen-
tation” to the areas which are juridically
and constitutionally part of the Indian
State of Jammu & Kashmir. Our CDA
in Islamabad has already lodged a pro-
test over the matter with the Pakistan
Foraign Office.

Zresident Zia-ul4Haq is also reported
© have made a statement on Aprit 12,
1982, in which he dectared Gilgit, Hunza
and Skardu in Pakistan-occupied nor-
thern Kashmir as parts of Pakistan, He
is also reported to have stated that the
three territories are part of Pakistan and
not “disputed areas”—a description which
the Pakistan Governmeny has, without
any justification, been giving to Kashmir.

The Pakistan CDA in Delhi was sum-
moned to South Block on 13-4-82 and
was asked to give us an authentic ver-
sion of President Zia’s statement on the
subject. He wag told that Government
take serious objection to Gen, Zia's re-
ported statement. Qur wellknown posi-
tion, viz. that juridically areas mentioned
above are part of the Indian State of
Jammu & Kashmir, was reiterated to the
