RAM  VILAS  PASWAN
 (Rosera):  Sir,  ।  would  like  to  draw
 your  attention  to  an  important  inter-
 rational  matter.  As  vou  know,  Sir,
 India  has  always  worked  for  world
 peace.  Yesterday  a  treaty  was  sign-
 ed  between  Russia  and  the  U.S.  by
 Mr.  George  Bush  and  Mr.  Mikhail
 Gorbachev.  I  think  this  is  a  historic
 treaty.  Government  of  India  and  this
 house  should  have  welcomed  this
 treaty.

Although  power  is  in
 short  supply  throughout  the  country,
 the  situation  in  Uttar  Pracesh  is  parti-
 cularly  bad  and  everyone  in  the  state
 is  facing  the  difficulty.  In  the  situa-
 tion  of  drought  the  farmers  are  un-
 able  to  use  their  pump-sets  and  tube-
 wells  as  there  is  a  shortage  of  electri-
 city.  The  supply  of  power  is  very
 erratic.  The  Power  Minister  also
 belongs  to  that  region.  Even  kero-
 sene  lamps  cannot  be  lit  as_  there  is
 scarcity  of  kerosene  oil.  There  is  no
 electric  supply  even  for  lighting  pur-
 poses.  People  are  facing  a  lot  of
 hardship.  The  Government  should
 make  arrangements  to  se’  up  an  effi-
 cient  power  supply  system  in  Uttar
 Pradesh  so  that  there  is  power  supply
 round  the  clock.
