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(iv) Regarding construction of a road leading to Pune Airport

SHRI GIRISH BHALCHANDRA BAPAT (PUNE): A road was being
constructed for the visitors to Pune Airport for avoiding traffic congestion.
However, it has been stalled due to delay in transfer of Defence land. This
road will be used by both defence and civilians.

SHRI JAYANT SINHA (HAZARIBAGH): For the past 6 months, the ASI has
been excavating a Pala-era monastery-cum-shrine in Sitagarha, Hazaribagh.
The Pala dynasty had established a thriving network of Buddhist monasteries.
The discovery of a Pala-era monastery in Sitagarha, and its proximity to both
Bodhgaya and Nalanda, directly places it in the geographical domain of the
Pala dynasty. It is believed by historians that finding an ancient monastery in
pristine condition in the 21st century is exceedingly rare; and such a large
discovery happens once in a few decades.

The archaeological site at Sitagarha is globally significant, and could
potentially be a large, well-developed monastery or shrine. Owing to the
alleged past negligence of the state government of this historic site has led to
an instance of theft, | request the Ministry of Culture to acquire this land from
the state government and catalogue all discoveries to ensure the security of
these priceless items. Further, | request the Ministry that top archaeologists
and historians be assigned to this site, and create a master-plan for future
excavations that can provide employment to the local population. The
development of this site under the Ministry will encourage tourism in

Hazaribagh and create an extraordinary legacy for the future generations.

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(vii)Regarding regulation of hair transplant market

SHRI PARVESH SAHIB SINGH VERMA (WEST DELHI): The global hair
transplant market size stood at USD 5.94 billion in 2018 and is projected to
reach USD 43.13 billion by 2026. India is a potential market with men and
women experiencing receding hairlines and baldness occurring at a young
age. There is higher demand especially in Tier 1 cities like Delhi NCR,
Mumbai, Chennai, Hyderabad, Bangalore amongst others. This demand has
also started percolating into the Tier 2 cities as well. However, there seems to
be no regulations or rules for practicing in the trade of hair transplant in India.
There is no eligibility criteria or Operation Theatre guidelines for upholding
ethical standards. This gives rise to non-conforming practices and black-
marketing of services. Nowadays, even technicians who are barely 10th or
12th pass, are independently running their own practice and performing hair
transplant surgeries independently without the involvement of a qualified
doctor. Few cases of fatalities have emerged due to hair transplant
procedures. Complications can occur if treatment is not undertaken by trained
professionals. Therefore, | urge the Government to look into this issue and
take immediate steps to regulate the hair transplant market and bring it at par

with other medical fields in India.
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(viii)Regarding safety of women in Odisha

SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI (BHUBANESWAR): | would like to draw
the attention of the Government towards the deteriorating condition of women
in Odisha in terms of safety and health. The "Crime in India" Report 2020,
released by the NCRB in September 2021, reveals that Odisha ranks second
in terms of violence against women. The rate of crime against women in
Odisha is 112.9 cases per lakh of population, as against the crime rate of
103.5 in 2019. There has been an increase of 25.72% in crimes against
women since 2018. Further, the "National Family and Health Survey-5"
(NFHS-5) indicates that nutritional deficiency in women has worsened in the
last 5 years. Two out of three women in the age group of 15-49 years are
anaemic. With over 60% anaemic women in rural and urban areas each,
anaemia is more prominent among women in rural areas, especially among
the younger women.

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(xii)Regarding facilities for CGHS beneficiaries in Kozhikode

SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): The CGHS wellness centre in
Kozhikode was established in 2020. To avail the benefits, there is a necessity
for availability of empanelment of private hospitals. However, due to the
prevailing rates fixed in 2014, large number of hospitals are reluctant to
empanel themselves, thereby, denying the benefits to the beneficiaries. It is,
therefore, urged that the rates should be revised immediately to get more
specialised hospitals and treatments for the beneficiaries.

Secondly, Kerala is predominently into Ayurveda treatment. There is a
need to introduce ISM including Ayurveda and Homeopathy facility at CGHS
WC, Kozhikode.

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(xiii)Regarding setting up of a Passport office in
Kasaragod district, Kerala

SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN (KASARAGOD): My Constituency,
Kasaragod, has a large NRI Population and a sizeable number of seafarers
who regularly travel across the globe for work in merchant ships. They need
the service of a Passport Seva Kendra on regular basis.

But there is no full-fledged ‘Passport Seva Kendra” in the district. The
nearest Passport Seva Kendra is at Payyanur in Kannur District which is 100
KMs away from the borders of Kasaragod district.

A full-fledged Passport Office in Kasaragod District is a long-time
demand of the expatriates and the seafarers. A Passport Seva Kendra in the
district with sufficient facility has now become the need of the hour to cater to
the ever-increasing users’ demand. Further, | propose that the Uppala Post
Office at Manjeshwar may be used as Post Office Passport Seva Kendra
(POPSK).

Hence, | request the Government of India to sanction a Passport Office
for Kasargod district or at least provide a post office Passport Seva Kendra for

the district preferably at Manjeswar.
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(xiv)Regarding infant and child mortality in Attappadi tribal area, Kerala

SHRI V. K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): The infant and child mortality due
to sickle cell anaemia, etc. in Attappadi tribal area is a regular phenomenon.
More than 120 infants lost their lives during the last 10 years. Malnourishment
among the women folk and anaemic women carrying pregnancy are some of
the reasons contributing towards the death of infants. lllicit liquor and drugs
availability make the health of people there poorer. Alleged mismanagement,
diversion and misappropriation of funds led to less development in this tribal
area and earmarked funds did not really yield any desired results. Lack of
awareness among them, leads to their exploitation. Government Tribal
Hospital at Kottathara does not have much required facilities, therefore, they
have to travel nearly 100 kms for specialized treatment. Therefore, it is
requested that a Central team consisting of officials from all concerned be
deputed to assess the situation. Steps need to be taken to check continued

infant and child mortality at Attappadi.
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(xv) Regarding privatization of Salem Steel Plant

SHRI S.R. PARTHIBAN (SALEM): Salem Steel Plant, a unit of Steel Authority
of India Ltd was established in the year 1981 to promote the industrial
development of the state and economic development of the region. Salem
Steel Plant is having state-of-art technology with an asset-base of around
Rs.15,000 crores including 4000 acres of land. Around 3000 farmers parted
with their precious lands for the sole purpose of the Steel Plant. It generated
2000 direct and 3000 indirect employment opportunities.

Salem Steel Plant has contributed so far more than Rs. 2700 Crores to
the Government exchequer in the form of indirect taxes and also earned more
than Rs 3000 crores foreign exchange. Since the commissioning of the
expansion facilities in the year 2010, the plant is loaded with an interest burden
of around Rs 120 crores per annum.

| request the Hon’ble Minister to explore the possibilities for the growth,
by waiving the interest burden of the plant, setting up a captive power plant &
establishing a stainless steel industrial park in the unutilized land. The Union
Government should ponder over the idea of privatizing the Salem Steel plant

for the welfare of the workers and development of the region.
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(xvi)Regarding deaths of Armed Police Personnel in J&K

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Three Jammu and Kashmir armed
police personnel have died and 11 have been injured after two terrorists
attacked a police bus near a police camp at Zewan on the outskirts of
Srinagar last evening. While 2 policemen died last night, one succumbed to
injuries this morning. One of the fallen policemen is an assistant sub-inspector
and another a section grade constable. The injured have been shifted to the
hospital where the condition of some is said to be critical. Terrorists resorted to
heavy firing on the bus in the highly secure area that houses several camps of
various security forces. The incident took place in the Zewan area. This shows
the Centre’s “false narrative of normalcy” in Kashmir. Government of India
false narrative of normalcy in Kashmir stands exposed yet there has been no
alleged course correction. This attack comes days after two Policemen were
killed after terrorists opened fire at a police team in Kashmir’s Bandipora
district. Two policemen were critically injured and were shifted to a hospital
where the doctors declared them dead on arrival. The incident took place in
Bandipora’s Gulshan Chowk on December 10.
