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(xii) Regarding Construction of buildings for various post offices in
Attingal Parliamentary Constituency

(xiii) Regarding NH- 85 Green Field Business Corridor
ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The NH-85 is one of the major national
highways in Kerala. It starts from Kochi and goes towards Tamil Nadu. The
new alignment of “NH-85 Greenfield Business Corridor” under Bharatmala has
changed the old route completely. This means that a lot of areas hitherto
touched by the NH-85 will fall outside it now. | submit that the MoRTH should
take note of this. As per the rules under MoRTH, once the new road is
completed, the old road will be transferred to the state government. | request
the Hon’ble Minister that the old road is maintained as a national highway,

since it is a road of particular importance.
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(xiv) Regarding reduced budgetary allocation for scholarships
SHRI RAVNEET SINGH (LUDHIANA): As per Government data, there has
been reduced allocation for scholarships meant for to students from
marginalized communities which is adversely impacting their ability to sustain
their education for the last few years. This can be primarily attributed to the
progressive reduction in the education budget this year which was the lowest
in the last three years.

The board exam fees for SC and ST Students had been hiked from
Rs.50 to Rs.1200 in August 2019. Institutions of higher education like AIIMS
etc. have also increased their fees. The pre-matric and post-matric scholarship
for SC and ST students show a consistent drop and stagnation respectively.
Such fee hikes make education more inaccessible to these marginalized
communities.

Thus, the entire educational sector needs a strong and expanding
budgetary base which alone can ensure the improvement of standards of
education and open doors of higher learning for students from marginalized

communities.
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(xv) Regarding establishment of Kendriya Vidyalayas in Perambalur
Parliamentary Constituency

DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): My Perambalur parliamentary
constituency is one of the under developed constituencies in Tamil Nadu. It is
also an agriculture based constituency and around 70% of the people are
farmers. This Perambalur parliamentary constituency has 06 Assembly
constituencies, in which Peramblur Assembly constituency is the district
Headquarter. It has a Kendriya Vidyalaya. In other remaining five assembly
constituencies, there are no big government schools. So, many parents of my
Parliamentary Constituency are forced to put their children in private schools.
So, | urge upon the Hon’ble Minister of Education to take an early action
to establish a new Kendriya Vidyalaya at Lalgudi (Tiruchirappalli District) and
Kullthalai (Karur District) Assembly constituencies which are located in my

Perambalur Parliamentary Constituency.
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(xvi) Regarding compensation relating to Telugu Ganga Project
SHRI POCHA BRAHMANANDA REDDY (NANDYAL): In the Telugu Ganga
Project, as per Interstate Agreements 1976, 1977 & 1983, the States of
Maharashtra, Karnataka, and erstwhile Andhra Pradesh agreed to spare 5
TMC each from their respective allocations in Krishna river basin for drinking
water supply to Chennai city.

Although, there is a lack of cooperation from other States, the State of
Andhra Pradesh has been supplying water, as and when requested by Tamil
Nadu Government to meet the drinking water needs of Chennai city.

Of the compensation required to be paid for infrastructure, cost
associated with operation and maintenance, an amount of Rs. 338.48 crores
has been pending for the past 10 years.

In this regard, | request that necessary directions and suitable steps be
taken to instruct the State Government of Tamil Nadu to settle this amount at

the earliest.
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(xvii) Regardiing salaries and wages of employees and workers of
Asiatic Society of Mumbai

SHRI ARVIND SAWANT (MUMBAI SOUTH): Asiatic Society of Mumbai is not
only a Library but a treasure of Mumbai. The Society has a rich collection of
books and many rare and valuable manuscripts such as Kalpasutra,
Shahanama, Palm Leaf in Sanskrit, Pali, Arabic and Persian. Their
"Numismatic" collection of about 12,000 coins includes gold coins dating back
to Samudra Gupta and of the Mughal period. The Society is proud of having in
their possession the unique Sopara Buddhist relics. Many scholars from all
corners of the country and even from overseas visit the Society's library to
access rare reference material. This institution has achieved such pride only
because of its employees/ workers who have immensely contributed for the
betterment of this institution. However, due to the financial crisis being faced
by this institution, presently, it has become difficult for the Management to pay
the full salaries and wages of their employees and workers. The employees
are getting 45% of salaries. The Asiatic Society, Kolkata got the status of an
Institution of National Importance in the year 1984. If the Asiatic Society in
Mumbai which is 217 years old is granted the same status, all the issues will
be resolved. | expect your generous and judicious remedial action at the

earliest.

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(xix) Regarding construction of a new green field airport in Ganjam
District, Odisha

SHRI CHANDRA SEKHAR SAHU (BERHAMPUR): The State Government of
Odisha has given in-principle approval for construction of a new Green Field
Airport in close proximity to Berhampur City of Ganjam District. For this
purpose, Ganjam District Administration has identified a land measuring 1532
Acres which is currently recorded in the name of Ganjam - Goka Salt Factory,
Humma under Government of India.

There has been a pressing demand of the people of Berhampur and
Southern Odisha for development of new Green Field Airport. |, therefore,
request the Union Minister of Commerce and Industries to consider for
relinquishment of above mentioned land in favour of Government of Odisha so
that the long pending demand for development of new Greed Field Airport is

fulfilled.
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(xx) Regarding promotion of garment and hosiery sector of Tiruppur

SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Tiruppur is the major source of foreign
exchange of the country through its export of garments. The major industrial
destination attracts foreign buyers. But the roads and public infrastructure is
very poor. Transportation of goods and movement of workers is severely
disrupted due to this.

Tiruppur, the dollar city of India is also classified as a smart city. The
garment industry is a potentially growing industry providing employment to
millions and earning the major part of foreign exchange of the country. The
roads and public infrastructure should be built in order to support and sustain
the major industry.

I, therefore call upon the Minister of Textiles to announce earmarking 1%
of the foreign exchange earned by Tiruppur garment industries exclusively for
building and maintaining good roads and creating good public infrastructure.
