DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Actually, this question raises a very serious issue in
the time of Covid-19. There are reports showing that as many as ten million
school girls dropped out of schools in India during this two-year period of

Covid-19. We are looking at reports showing that COVID-19 has created a
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situation where many girl children do not come to school, and then their
families do not send them back to school.

UNICEF has issued a report saying that, on the basis of a survey across
six States in our country, even the use of the most commonly used online
platforms for digital studies shows an eight per cent differential between girl
students and boy students. UNESCO has compounded the matter with its
report of June of 2020 saying that there is a heightened risk of domestic
violence and sexual abuse amongst those girls who have been forced to stay
at home during lockdown. And all of these situations point to a very grave
problem where the mental and physical well-being of girl students has been
seriously imperilled in the course of the last couple of years.

So, while | appreciate the Minister's replies, they are a bit too
complacent, Mr. Speaker. | would like to ask him if the Government has taken
cognizance of such reports; is it taking any remedial measures to ensure that
our girls are protected; even when it comes to the great gender divide in digital
education, can he think in terms of providing, for example, tablets or other
means for girls to have guaranteed access to education, and when classes
resume then in the classroom. Have any specific new measures been thought
about during COVID?

DR. SUBHAS SARKAR: Yes, Sir. The Government has already issued 13
advisories from 17" May, 2020. They have been issued to all States and Union
Territories. There are Bal Darpan, Shiksha Vani, and so many other things.

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SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI: Sir, education itself is a means of
empowerment to women. We have recently been reading reports in the media,
and there have been cases of sexual abuse in school and college campuses. |
would like to know what the Government’s policy is, and what it is planning to
do to prevent this in future so that the girls feel protected, safe and secure in
school and college environments.

DR. SUBHAS SARKAR: Sir, the Government has issued different advisories
to protect the girls. At the same time, Education and Law and Order are
subjects in the Concurrent List under our Constitution. ...

The
Government of India through the Ministry of Electronics and Information
Technology, with active participation of the Ministry of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship, has created a FutureSkills Prime Platform which is aimed at
basically taking existing technology professionals and giving them the skills
required for the future.

SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY (ONGOLE): Thank you very
much, Speaker, Sir. | would like to bring to your attention the problems of
Home Guards in our country. Their services are equal to police personnel and
causality are also there throughout the country during the police operations but
they are getting very meagre wages when compared to other Police forces.
They are demanding for regularization of their services for a long time.

During the year 1947, the Government of India formulated an Act
regarding the utilization of the services of the Home Guards. The State
Government paying daily wages to the Home Guards and their recruitment is
taking place since 1962. They are mostly belonging to the communities of SCs,
STs, BCs and OCs. Their services were mentioned in Home Guards Act as

"self-voluntary services". This "self-voluntary service" word may be deleted and
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their services may be regularized. The pay and other allowances may also be
sanctioned to them on apar with police personnel working in BSF, CRPF,
CASF, RAF, RPF, RPSF and in various departments like police, fire,
prohibition, excise, forest jails, etc. They should also be absorbed in
uniformed-service departments.

In Andaman and Nicobar, the services of Home Guards were
regularised vide |IA No. 01/2009 in Civil Appeal No. 3379/2009, dated 10-09-
2009. The Government of India also implemented the above orders vide the
Home Ministry’s letter No. N-U-114040/22/2009, ANL dated 28-01-2015.

| would request the Government to take necessary steps, and also
necessary instructions may be issued to the State Governments regarding the
above demands of Home Guards of our country.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Sir, | would draw the attention
of the Government to a very big stretch of wetland in my district and also in my
adjoining district, Kendrapara. It relates to Ashrukhola-Jora, an ancient
wetland. This natural wetland was the lifeline of the people living on both sides
of these wetland, and was instrumental in providing livelihood to about more
than a lakh of people through fisheries and agriculture, besides meeting all the
domestic requirements of water. This wetland was famous as it was one of the
longest fresh water wetlands in the State. Due to various factors of
environmental degradation like siltation, complete stoppage of inflow of flood
water due to closure of inlets, highly eutrophic conditions, weed infestation,

and illegal conversion of land into agriculture fields, this wetland has since
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been degraded gradually in size, threatening the entire ecosystem. As a result,
the utility potential of the wetland has been adversely affected and
disappeared now. As a single flow water body, this wetland is now on the
verge of extinction. Therefore, | would urge this Government to provide
adequate funding for renovation and restoration of this memorable wetland
called Ashrukhola.

| have also written to the hon. Minister concerned but | would draw the
attention of the House towards this issue. As there is a programme of Wetland
Development Authority which comes under the Ministry of Environment,
Forests and Climate Change, | would urge upon this Government to take
necessary steps. The Odisha Government has already sent the proposal to the
Union Government, and | would urge the Government to take the decisions
expeditiously.

"SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI (ERODE): In Tamil Nadu, the Power Grid
Corporation of India and Tamil Nadu Transmission Corporation Limited
(TANTRANSCO) are executing more than 13 power projects involving high
power transmission towers. More than 40,000 farmers are directly affected
due to the implementation of these projects, and more than this number are
being affected indirectly. As agricultural activities are not providing profits
anymore, the monetary value of the land is the only source of livelihood of
farmers. Due to these schemes relating to high power transmission grids and
the installation of towers on farm lands, the value of land has drastically gone
down. Moreover, trees, crops, wells, bore wells, houses and other structures
found on the land are also very much affected. In the year 2015, Ministry of

Power had devised guidelines for providing compensation to the persons

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affected due to the implementation of high-power grid projects. These
guidelines are not on the basis of any law and are also against the fair and
justified means of providing compensation to the victims. The new Land
Acquisition Act legislated by the Union Government in the year 2013 exempted
13 enactments listed in the Fourth Schedule of the Act regarding rights relating
to acquisition and use of land. But the Union Government in its report issued in
the year 2015 affirmed that the 13 enactments regulating the land acquisition,
rehabilitation and settlement will be applicable to the Land Acquisition Act. This
includes the Electricity Act of 2003 and the PMP Act 1963 which are related to
acquisition and use of land. Power transmission companies are denying
rightful compensation to the victims as per law stating that the Land Acquisition
Act of 2013 is only applicable to land acquisition and not for rights relating to
use of land. Keeping in view of the affected farmers. |, therefore, urge upon the
Government to help the victims affected by high power transmission towers in
getting compensation and to order for carrying out the rehabilitation and
resettlement work, that is due to these victims, as per the new Land Acquisition
Act of 2013.Thank you Sir.

DR. M P ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (MALAPPURAM): Sir, | am thankful to
you for permitting me to bring to the notice of the Government a serious issue
related to the Kozhikode airport in Kerala. A large number of passengers,
majority of whom are expatriates from the State of Kerala depend upon this
airport.

A decision regarding restriction on operation of wide-body aircraft from
the Kozhikode airport was taken by the authorities. Earlier, it was operating
very well. The operation of the wide-body aircraft has been withdrawn by citing
one reason or the other. It has caused a lot of problems to the passengers,

who totally depend on this airport.
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Sir, there was a well-functioning Haj embarkation point at the airport as
well. Its permission has also been withdrawn. The Kozhikode airport has been
excluded from the list of embarkation points in the country. It has caused a lot
of difficulties to the pilgrims, who belong to the northern part of Kerala as they
totally depend on this airport.

Sir, the operation of the wide-body aircraft was stopped after an
unfortunate accident, which took place more than one year ago. The official
report prepared by the Committee, which was appointed by the Government
after the accident, has clearly stated that the airport infrastructure has nothing
to do with the accident. So, it seems that there is no justification for this
decision. It is because of this restriction that people are facing a lot of
difficulties. It has badly affected the functioning of the Kozhikode airport, which
was well functioning for the expatriates, who go abroad for work.

Sir, | would like to request the Government to intervene in this matter
and take urgent steps to resume the operation of wide-body aircraft. | also
request the Government to again sanction the Haj embarkation point at
Kozhikode airport. Thank you.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | wish
to draw the attention of this great House towards the increasing number of
atrocities against the SCs, the STs, the Dalits and the minorities. NCRB data
shows that it is increasing in an alarming way. | recently visited Garukhuti
project area of Assam where | saw that thousands of innocent people were
being driven away from the places where they had been staying for years
together. Similarly, we are witnessing hellish experience in other places also.
You know very well the Tripura incident where mosque demolition and
atrocities in the Muslim predominant areas took place. These are all very sad
things. All this is used as an instrument to torture the innocent people.
Recently, there took place an attack on a church in Karnataka. This is also a
worrisome subject.

Sir, | will tell you the saddest thing. In an old area near Gurugram, for
last two to three months, jumma prayer, the congregational prayer is not being

allowed. This is a very sad thing.
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What is happening is that vandalism is going on. What these hooligans
are doing is that when the people come for offering jumma prayers, they attack
them and try to do all kinds of cruelty. It is a story of tears. People are
complaining about that. This is nothing but misuse of power. The police
personnel are standing as silent spectators and are not acting when these
kinds of things are going on. What these innocent Muslims are doing is that
they are escaping from that place, fearing for their lives. In this regard, | would
like to say that approximately 4,25,000 Muslims are there in that area. You can
very well imagine their deplorable condition when they are being denied
congregational prayer. This House may seriously think about that.

Not only that, there is spreading of the hate speeches. There is an
Islamophobia kind of propaganda. That is spoiling the very important secular
nature of this country.

Towards the end, | would like to say that the constitutional rights are
there for everybody, not for any particular religion. When that is the guarantee
given by the Constitution, | urge upon the Government to do justice.
Irrespective of whether they belong to the SCs, the STs or the minorities, they
are the sons of India and they are the population of India. So, what | am
appealing for is only justice for the SCs, the STs and the minorities.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you.

SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS (VIJAYAWADA): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would
like to raise an important topic regarding the development of agriculture export

facilities at Vijayawada International Airport.
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The State of Andhra Pradesh is blessed with two of the major rivers in
the country — the Godavari and the Krishna. Over the centuries, agriculture has
developed on the fertile lands surrounding these rivers. Today, the regions in
and around Vijayawada are well known for their agricultural export
commodities. We have red chillies, mangoes, turmeric, tobacco and inland
fisheries. All these commodities have a great export potential. In the interest of
further promoting the export potential of these commodities, the Agricultural
and Processed Food Products Export Development Authority should develop
agriculture export facilities at the Vijayawada International Airport as was done
at the Varanasi Airport, which was operationalised very recently. Facilities like
cold storage, customs clearance, phytosanitary clearance, etc., should be
established at the Vijayawada Airport.

In Andhra Pradesh, the export commodities have been growing over the
last few years but the agricultural commodities of the Vijayawada region are
currently either transported to one of the sea port facilities in Andhra Pradesh
or Vishakhapatnam Airport. So, developing export facilities at Vijayawada
Airport will further boost the export growth of agricultural commodities of
Andhra Pradesh. Also, such development will facilitate easier and quicker
exports of the agri commodities from the Vijayawada region.

Given the goal of doubling farmers’ income, | urge the Ministry of
Commerce to develop on an immediate basis an agriculture export hub at
Vijayawada Airport.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Sir, thank you for giving me

an opportunity to raise a very urgent matter.
The cashew sector in Kerala was facing unprecedented challenges and
crisis that aggravated further with the onslaught of COVID-19. | would like to

bring to the notice of this House the crisis faced by the cashew sector including
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its workforce and entrepreneurs. Five hundred cashew factories are closed
due to several issues and unsupportive policies of both the Central
Government as well the State Government. In Kollam district of Kerala, more
than two lakh women workers are working in this sector, and due to COVID
pandemic, they are facing unemployment and retrenchment. Their stipulated
ESI and PF benefits are also diminishing.

The entrepreneurs are now being asked to clear their loans within
months when the entire industry is in doldrums due to the existing COVID
induced crisis in production and sales. The cashew sector is already the victim
of a policy driven challenge wherein cashew import is decimating the domestic
cashew industry. The crisis is quite widespread as only around 100 factories
are currently functioning out of 836 spread around Kollam and the
neighbouring districts.

| would like to urge the Central Government to take urgent steps to call a
high level meeting at the earliest for addressing this crisis and recommending
long-term measures for the sustenance of cashew sector, so that the workers
and the entrepreneurs are protected and the industry is allowed to revive. |
would also urge the Government to declare special package for securing better
working conditions to raise the living conditions of cashew workers.

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SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Sir, through this submission, |
would like to bring to the notice of hon. Minister of Transport and Highways an
urgent matter regarding delay in construction of Thripunithura bypass, and the
consequent agonies and difficulties being faced by the landowners. The
bypass to the NH-85 is beneficial for the people of three Parliamentary
constituencies, that is, Kottayam, Ernakulam, and Chalakudy, and also three
Assembly constituencies of Piravam, Thripunithura and Kunnathunad.
Originally, the proposal was for the construction of NH-85 from Kochi
(Kundanur) to Dhanushkodi (Theni) with a bypass at Thrippunithura. Now, the
NHAI, in addition to NH-85, has brought in a new proposal for another bypass
called Kochi bypass from Karukutty near Angomali to Kundanur, as part of
NH-66, and is reportedly considering an alignment which is different from
Thripunithura bypass, for which land was acquired. An alignment avoiding an
already acquired land for Thripunithura bypass would cause irreparable loss
and agony to 219 families - 167 families in Thiruvaniyur village and 52 families
in Thiruvankulam village. They were not allowed to do any construction or
other activities on their properties for the last 30 years.

It is understood that it is a new proposal for alignment, which is different
with an elevated road and also with an additional length of three km. Moreover,
another alignment means additional cost for the NHAI for land acquisition. It is
a matter of grave injustice to these landowners on the part of the NHAI and the

Ministry of Road Transport and Highways, if a different alignment is proposed.
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Sir, under these circumstances, through you, | would like to request the
hon. Minister of Road Transport & Highways to give directions to the
authorities of the NHAI that the original alignment of the proposed Kochi
bypass be aligned through the land already acquired and frozen for the last 30
years for the erstwhile Thrippunithura bypass.

SHRI UTTAM KUMAR REDDY (NALGONDA): Sir, through you, | wish to
bring a matter of urgent public importance to the notice of the Government.
The people of Telangana are strongly objecting to the auction of four coal
blocks - Kalyan Khani block, Koyagudem block, Sathupalli block and
Shravanapalli block. These coal blocks are co-located with an existing public
sector undertaking, Singareni Collieries Company, which is a 100-year-old
public sector undertaking, and the oldest coal mining public sector undertaking
in the country.

It has had continuous profits for twenty years. In a very bizarre decision,
instead of allocating these coal blocks to the Singareni Collieries Company

Limited, which is a public sector company, the Coal Ministry has gone for an
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auction, and 50,000 workers of the Singareni Collieries Company Limited are
on strike right now causing a loss of Rs. 120 crore per day.

The Singareni Collieries Company Limited currently needs to supply the
coal required by thermal power stations in Telangana, Andhra Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Karnataka and Tamil Nadu. Instead of allocating these coal
blocks to the Singareni Collieries Company Limited, the Coal Ministry is putting
it up for auction which is an irrational and an objectionable decision. We
demand that the auction of these four coal blocks be cancelled and be
allocated to the Singareni Collieries Company Limited.

"SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Post bifurcation,
the state of Andhra Pradesh is being neglected in all aspects. There are many
projects which need to be sanctioned.

This is my request on behalf of farmers
regarding pending dues against procurement of food grains. These dues are
yet to be released by the Union Government. For 2012-13 Rs.17.40 crores, for

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(iii) Regarding Setting up of a Sainik School in Santhal Pargana region

DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): | wish to draw your kind attention to the
backwardness of Santhal Pargana region in general and the area(s) of Godda
and Deoghar, in particular which happens to be my Lok Sabha constituency.
The overall condition of education in this region is a subject-matter of utter
neglect in spite of the fact that since time immemorial, the entire region was
considered to be a harbinger of ancient education practices and played a role
in dissemination of social norms and more. There has been a vociferous
demand of establishing a Sainik School at Godda/Deoghar so that this area
could also share the pride of having quality education to their children.

In February, 2016, the then hon. Defence Minister visited my
constituency and after acknowledging the backwardness of the region, he was
kind enough to announce setting up of a Sainik School at Godda/Deoghar.
Further, as a consequence to the said announcement, the project for
establishing a Sainik School was immediately sanctioned by the Ministry of
Defence.

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(viii) Regarding poverty and unemployment in Kishanganj

DR. MOHAMMAD JAWED (KISHANGANJ): In the NITI Aayog’s
Multidimensional Poverty Index (MPI), Kishanganj’s poverty rate was
calculated at 64.75 % implying the increasing number of non-income earning
population of Kishanganj, Bihar. Keeping this in mind, the expansion of
employment opportunities has to be of paramount importance. Bihar’s
unemployment rate increased 31.2 % points and rose to 46.6%, in April, 2020.
According to a survey conducted by the Centre for Monitoring Indian
Economy(CMIE). In this regard, the Government should set-up food
processing units, SMEs in the ply-wood industry, tea processing plants, jute
industry, inter alia to increase the employment opportunities in Kishanganj,
Bihar.

Per capita income of Bihar was INR 41,000 in FY 2019. Bihar had the
lowest per capita in the last decade, since FY2012. The average earnings of
an individual are rapidly declining amidst start unemployment. Thus, the
Government has to augment investments into the economy of Kishanganj to
increase the employment rate and give opportunities to the youth of
Kishangan.

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(ix) Regarding Use of ‘Utility Corridors’ in laying of Gas/Oil Pipelines

SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI (ERODE): At present, the Ministry of Petroleum
and Natural Gas, is implementing Irugur Devanagunthi pipeline project (IDPL)
of BPCL and Cochin Kootanad pipeline project of GAIL which are in
implementation stage in 07 districts of Tamil Nadu. The pipelines of the said
projects are intended to be laid underground in the agricultural lands. Due to
this, the livelihood of the farmers and agricultural lands are severely affected.
The farmers are facing a lot of problems like fragmentation of agricultural
lands, restriction of cultivation, diminution/fall of land value, rejection of loan
against property by banks and others and problems in family property
partition/fragmentation etc.

GAIL’s gas pipeline has not yet been implemented for more than 10
years due to farmers struggles. There are many precedents wherein oil/gas
pipelines were laid along the roads and highways. Recently, oil pipeline for a
distance of nearly 80 KM from Krishnagiri — Dharmapuri in Tamilnadu was laid
along the Highways without causing any damages to the agricultural lands.

Hence, | request the hon. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas to take
necessary action to develop and create “Utility Corridors” along the roads and
highways and to implement the BPCL’s IDPL and Cochin-Kootanad pipeline
using “Utility Corridors” along the roads and highways. Further, in future, to
implement Gas/oil pipelines by using “Utility Corridors” along the roads and

highways shall be treated as “Policy decision” by the Union Government.

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(xii) Regarding Mental health problems afflicting youngsters

SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY (KENDRAPARA): Sir, the UNICEF conducted a
survey across 21 countries to ascertain as to how many youngsters feel good
to seek support for mental health problems. In India, it was only 41 per cent of
the young people who felt that it is good to seek support for mental health
problems. Further, around 14 per cent of the youth between the age of 15 and
24 reported often feeling depressed or having little interest in doing things.
The disruption to routines, education, recreation, as well as concern for family
income and health, is leaving many young people feeling a sense of insecurity
for their future. This would require introduction of a focussed, youth-oriented,
inclusive and accessible mental health curriculum in schools. Besides
constant involvement in exciting and provocative sites on social media
contribute towards growing unrest in the minds of the youngsters.
Understanding the problem will definitely help in getting over it. It is requested
that the Government may please look into these issues and take remedial
steps. Therefore, there is an immediate need to address these growing
concerns among the young and create awareness about the importance of
emotional well-being, remove the taboo around mental illness and sensitize

students/individuals who may be in distress.

Registration was carried
out in September, 2021 and recruitment was to be done in November 2021 but
it has again been postponed citing Corona. A period of two years passed with

our youth idling at home due to Corona.

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Army recruits are youth aged 18 years to 21 years. Youths who were
preparing for recruitment in Army have crossed 21 years of age due to Corona
and now they are overaged for job they dreamt of and prepared hard for no
fault of theirs.

Hence, | urge upon the Government to relax the age of recruitment in
Army up to 23 years for youth who lost their precious two years due to Corona-
19 pandemic.

Age eligibility has been decided from December month in the registration
exercise carried out in September, 2021. In earlier recruitments, this was
reckoned from July month. So, the criterion should revert to earlier one as
lakhs of youth missed out because of crossing 21 years.

Army recruitment process be initiated and expedited as postponement
will again make lakhs of youths ineligible for recruitment in Army.

DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Sir, Government of India
releases funds under Article 275 (1) of the Constitution as Grants-in-aid to
States for welfare and upliftfment of Scheduled Tribes. The proposals for the
same are sent by the respective State Governments to the Central
Government for approval and sanction of funds. However, the officials in the
Tribal Affairs Department of Maharashtra have been indulging in alleged
irregularities by not utilising the given funds and issuing fake Ultilisation
Certificates for getting more funds from the Central Government under the
barb of development. They are allegedly siphoning off these resources for
other purposes as a result of which the projects proposed under the scheme
have not started and there is denial of benefits to the intended beneficiaries
who are from marginalized communities. |, therefore, request the Ministry to
initiate an inquiry against the officials of the Tribal Affairs Department of
Maharashtra who are allegedly issuing fake Utilisation Certificates and causing

loss to the Exchequer.
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(xxi) Regarding damaged sewerage pipeline between Enchakkal and
Kumarichantha on NH-66 bypass

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Sir, | would like to
draw the attention of the Honourable Minister of Road Transport and Highways
to the problems caused by a damaged sewerage pipeline under the reinforced
earth wall between Enchakkal and Kumarichantha on the NH 66 bypass. The
NHAI has blocked two-way traffic on the bypass because of the leak leading to
heavy traffic congestion during peak hours and inconvenience to motorists at a
crucial junction in the state capital. Over time, the leak is also likely to weaken
the structure of the reinforced earth wall with unknown consequences and
risks. While the NHAI contends that repair work is the responsibility of the
Kerala Water Authority as NHAI was not informed of the pipeline at the time of
construction, the KWA holds that the NHAI is responsible for such repairs.

I, therefore, urge the Minister to expedite the resolution of the matter so
that repair can commence immediately and risk to the lives of the commuters

can be eliminated.
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(xxii) Regarding financial condition of Andhra Pradesh Government

SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Sir, the attention of
the Union Government is drawn to the continuous declining financial condition
of Andhra Pradesh Government due to financial indiscipline causing vertical
fall in the credit position of the State. Government’s Exchequer has become
empty. All the devolution funds from Central Government are being diverted to
welfare schemes. There are no income generating plans. State has already
crossed the FRBM Limits and continuously in search of fresh loans, even at
sky-high rates of interests. As there are no chances of getting fresh loans,
Government is evolving ways to utilise public assets for getting loans.
Mortgaging of public assets has become a daily routine. The Andhra Pradesh
Government has resorted to utilise the LIC Premium money of the rural
DWACRA women and mortgaged Market Yards for getting loans. Further, it is
also trying to raise loans in the names of Corporations. Payment of salaries
and pensions has also become difficult. State’s financial position has
weakened and striding towards the verge of insolvency. In a way, financial
emergency is prevailing in the State — a bad sign of the State’s economy.
Considering the precarious scenario, | strongly urge the Union Government to

interfere in State affairs and impose President’s Rule and save the State.
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(xxiii) Regarding Disbursal of claims under PM Fasal Bima Yojana

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Potato is cultivated on
almost four lakh acres of land in West Bengal between December and March
with about 10 lakh farmers growing the crop. Heavy rainfall triggered by
cyclone Jawad has caused a large-scale damage to standing paddy and other
crops, which were nearing their harvest in the southern districts of Wet Bengal
which include my Lok Sabha Constituency of Arambagh in Hooghly district.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, the House will take up Item No. 18 and 19
together.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Sir, | beg to move:

“That this House disapproves of the Narcotic Drugs and

Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Ordinance, 2021 (8 of

2021) promulgated by the President on 30 September, 2021”

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Sir, | beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend the Narcotic Drugs and

Psychotropic Substances, 1985, be taken into consideration.”

Sir, actually, on this Amendment Bill, which we are bringing now -- and |
am sure that the hon. Member Mahatab, while he would rise to have his
objections mentioned -- | would be keen to put my arguments before on the
assumptions that he objects on certain grounds; and in this case, for
presuming his statement, | feel that there is no ground on which this particular
Amendment Bill can be objected. It is because the primary reason for any

party being in the Opposition, even if we were to be there, to object an
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Ordinance is: ‘you do not legislate through Ordinances; you need to have a
proper legislation going through the House.’

Whereas in this case, that is exactly what we are trying to do. We are
trying to bring in a legislation where an Ordinance had to come, and the
reasons for the Ordinance to have to come between the Sessions is well
explained, and | am quite willing to state the explanations before the hon.
Members.

Sir, so, an Ordinance came in for certain reasons which | shall explain.
Today, we are coming in to say that the Ordinance be replaced by a Bill. That,
| think, is an ideal situation because we are bringing in a Bill so that the House
can legislate and take it up for consideration.

Now, the Ordinance was necessitated because of a court order. First of
all, the content of the Bill and the content of the Ordinance are all absolutely as
was decided by the court and as should have been done even otherwise. It
was as a result of a little clerical error, an error in which some of the cross-
referencing Sections were not corrected when an Amendment was being
brought in sometime in 2014.

Therefore, the Bombay High Court Bench in Goa noticed it and said:
“Yes, there is this anomaly but that can be understood from the intent of the
legislation and allowed it to remain.” ‘Remain’ means, they did not say for
retaining it but they kept it and said: “Go ahead with the Act because where it
should be overlooked, you can.” | am only paraphrasing the words of the

Court. Subsequently, in the Tripura High Court, the same matter came up and
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the Court felt whilst the Bombay High Court, Goa Bench understood it but they
did not agree and said that correction will have to be affected immediately
keeping in line with the intent of the Court. It is that correction of that anomaly
which the Bombay High Court’s Goa Bench saw and kept the spirit of the Act
intact. Similarly, here, the Tripura High Court noticed it but wanted an
immediate correction. It is because they wanted an immediate correction, the
Ordinance had to be brought in only to the limited extent of correcting the
anomaly and it is that and nothing more than the Ordinance. There is not one
more criminality or anything else being brought in the Bill which is now coming.
It is exactly the same as the Ordinance which is getting replaced here. So,
with this said, | would think, hon. learned Member Bhartruhari ji will agree and
hope he does not find a reason to have to get up and voice his opposition to it.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Sir, repeatedly, | have been opposing law
making position of the Government and last time on a different Ordinance | had
specifically mentioned that how many Ordinances per year have been moved
by the present Government. During the UPA regime, | had also mentioned how

many Ordinances have been moved by the UPA regime. Before that, the first
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NDA Government also had moved a number of Ordinances and the average
was, actually, increasing year after year. This provision of Ordinance is a very
unique feature in our Constitution and, especially, in our sub-continent, this is a
unique feature which we have inherited from the British Parliament. But
Britain does not have this provision of Ordinance any more. It is high time that
we should also do away with the Ordinance mechanism. Yes, we sit in four
Sessions — Budget Session in two parts, Winter Session and Monsoon
Session — whereas the British Parliament sits invariably throughout the year.
There are a large number of Parliaments in the world which sit throughout the
year. Here, it is because we have Sessions and Inter-Sessions in between,
sometimes, law-making has to be done through Ordinance. That is the logic
which repeatedly a number of Governments have given. But | still hold the view
that it is not correct to make a law through Ordinance and then subsequently
when the Session is called, withdraw the Ordinance and place the Bill for
consideration. There are instances. | would not go into that aspect when and
how the Ordinance had to be withdrawn or had become nullified because the
House did not agree. Here, | would like to mention that this Bill, specifically the
Bill that is now under consideration, suffers from incongruities and is also
illegal. The hon. Minister just now mentioned about the Bombay High Court
Goa Bench and also subsequently about the Tripura High Court. When will the
House be enlightened? When will we become aware? When did the Tripura

High Court pronounce that Judgement? What is the duration when the
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Ordinance came into being? That will clear a lot of confusion that is there in
this country.

| would come directly to the provision, the Fundamental Rights, that |
had mentioned the other day which is related to Article 21.

It says:

“No person shall be convicted of any offence except for violation

of the law in force at the time of the commission of the act charged

as an offence, nor be subjected to a penalty greater than that

which might have been inflicted under the law in force at the time

of the commission of the offence” ... Interruptions

| am talking about Article 20 (1) which talks about protection in respect of
conviction for offences. In this respect, | would say, there is a wide acceptance
that amendments to the Taxation Laws may apply retrospectively where the
Government has announced by Press release. During the UPA Regime, we
have seen that an amendment was done to impose tax retrospectively. At that
time, the then Political Party which was in Opposition, both in Rajya Sabha and
also in Lok Sabha, had said vehemently that they oppose that. Subsequently,
in 2014, when the Party came to power, they also effected this change. But
here, | would just like to mention that retrospective effect is not allowed in
criminal law. The protection given in the Constitution has been the main source
of all other judgments with respect to penal provisions in tax cases. The
judgment has made it well settled that there cannot be any retrospectivity in

respect of penalty and confiscation. In the Statement of Objects and Reasons,
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the word ‘inadvertently’ is mentioned. The consequential changes were not
carried out in Section 27 (A) of the NDPS Act at the time of amendment in
Section 2 of the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (Amendment)
Act, 2014. But how is it possible? This leads to another question that this
House had deliberated in 2011. In March, 2011, the then Finance Minister, Mr.
Pranab Mukherjee had moved that amendment. Subsequently, in 2011,
perhaps within six months’ time, the Standing Committee on Finance had
given the Report. | can share it because now, it is in public domain.
Subsequently, a question was asked:

“The necessity of the amendment that you are moving in 2011

came to light in 2001 law. Why it took more than 10 years to move

the amendment?”

The answer to this question that the Department had given at that time
was too frivolous. | have that Report with me. It said:

“The Government changed, and a number of procedures had to

be followed.”

But it took 10 years to make that amendment. Now, what is happening is
this. This is the Act which came into force in 2014. We came to know about
what is called as clerical error after the Goa Bench of Bombay High Court’s
attention was drawn. Subsequently, the Tripura High Court said that they have
to correct it. | will come to what the Tripura High Court has actually
pronounced. But this shows, if | may say so, the lackadaisical approach of the

Ministry or the Department, invariably whoever is there in the Government, be it
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UPA or the NDA, that how they have functioned, especially relating to this
important law. What does the law say? The basic change that was effected is
this. It says that those who deal with narcotics, who harbour offenders, should
be punished.

Those, who indulge in financing illicit traffickings, should be punished.
This was the intent. If this is the intent, how come a mistake has been
committed and this mistake is to be corrected after seven years? This is a
mistake that was to be incorporated over 10 years from 2001 to 2011 and when
it was notified in 2014, it takes another seven years. In 2021, you are making
this effort. | may be wrong. | hope | am wrong. | believe again to have a
retrospective effect, which actually leads to double jeopardy, which is illegal,
you are taking this after-effect with your majority and getting it passed in the
Rajya Sabha. If at all it becomes an Act, again it will be decided in the court of
law.

But here | would like to apprise this House. On three occasions, of
course, retrospective effect has taken place. The essentiality of a right to
protection from retrospective criminal law has generally been accepted without
argument. Literature on the justification for the principle is very scarce. Yet, it
has become well-accepted that individuals have such a right. The principle has
been enunciated in various declarations of human rights from 1789 until the
present. Nevertheless, there are some examples. | would refer to only three. |

am mentioning here three examples of retrospective law-making. One is
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Nuremberg trials of the late 1940s. The second is the decision of the House of
Lords in Shaw vs. Director of Public Prosecutions in 1961 and the third is, the
Commonwealth’s ‘bottom of the harbour’ tax legislation of 1982. These are the
three instances which history tells us, yes, retrospective penal provision can be
effected, but these are totally different from the provision that we are accepting
here.

Here, | would like to mention that in each case the actions of the
defendants were considered so morally repugnant that the principle of non-
retroactivity was relaxed so as to allow them to be punished. These examples
differ to the extent to which the retrospective aspect of each has been
accepted. The Nazi trials at Nuremberg are generally said to have been
adjudged fairly. The decision in Shaw’s case has been criticized widely, and
the ‘bottom of the harbour tax legislation has attracted both critics and
champions.

Retrospective operation is an inaccurate term and open to various
interpretations. | would say the word, ‘retrospective’ is somewhat very
ambiguous. Ordinarily, a canon of interpretation of penal legislation does not
permit the penal provisions to have retrospective effect. But Article 20, sub-
section (1) does not bar a civil liability being imposed retrospectively. What is
prohibited under Article 20(1) is only conviction or sentence but not trial.

A person can be convicted and punished under a law in force which
means a law factually in existence at the time the offence was committed. A

law passed on 30" September but an act committed on 1% August, cannot be
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taken to be a law in force on 1* August, and so an act committed on 1% August
cannot be punished thereunder. A law, not factually in existence at the time,
enacted subsequently but by a legislative declaration deemed to have become
operative from an earlier date, cannot be considered to be a law factually in
force earlier than the date of its enactment. But what | understand from the
hon. Minister's version is that it was in law in a part but it was absent in the
penalty clause. A question was posed and this question also is of greater
importance. Is financing illicit trafficking of narcotics and harbouring offenders
no longer a crime in India? To address that question, these amendments have
been made. What does the provision that was omitted in the Act read? The
provision reads:
“Whoever indulges in financing, directly or indirectly, any, of the
activities specified in sub-clauses (i) to (v) of clause (viiia) of
section 2 or harbours any person engaged in any of the
aforementioned activities, shall be punishable with rigorous
imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than ten years but
which may extend to twenty years and shall also be liable to fine
which shall not be less than one lakh rupees but which may

extend to two lakh rupees:

Provided that the court may, for reasons to be recorded in the

judgment, impose a fine exceeding two lakh rupees.”

The Act which has evolved over the years and has been amended thrice
earlier, and this is the fourth time, is before us. In the Ordinance, it was
mentioned ‘due to oversight’. It was also said that there was a drafting error.
Now, we hear that it is a clerical error. Omission is noticed after seven years,
as | mentioned. What the relevant cause was, that | have also mentioned. So,
why did the provision become inoperable? That is the question,

| hope the hon. Minister will tell us. | have also read the text of the
provisions. But Section 2, sub section (viiia), sub clause (i) to (v), which is
supposed to be the catalogue of offences, does not exist after the 2014
amendment. If Section 27A penalises a blank list or a non-existent provision, it
can be argued that it is virtually inoperable.

In 2016, an accused sought bail citing this omission before a special
judge in West Tripura in Agartala. The District Judge referred the case to the
Tripura High Court. The Law Ministry had argued, and this is the beauty of the
argument here, that the court must overlook the omission and read the
legislation as a whole. It also told the court that the provision would be
amended to rectify the dissonance. The Tripura High Court agreed with the
Government’s view but said, “It may not be the best solution”.

Now, | come to the second aspect that is recent judgement of hon.
Tripura High Court which prompted the Government to take remedial steps to
correct the anomaly. The case no. is Cr1.Ref.1/2020 Court On Its Own Motion

vs. Union of India.
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The Court came to your rescue and asked to take appropriate steps for
amendment as required in Section 27A. | have my doubt whether this insertion
by the Court is appropriate. Therefore, | hold the view that criminal laws cannot
be amended retrospectively.

My question here is: When we accept it was a mistake, why should we
commit another mistake by making it retrospective? We are all for the change,
by adding this provision in Section 27A, but by making it retrospective, we will
make another mistake. There is a flaw in the law. You correct the flaw. It is
necessary. We are all for it. | am for it, but by making it retrospective, you are
making another mistake which will also be challenged in the court of law and

we will wait.
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| have no idea what effect this will have against the alleged culprits who
have been apprehended for a large haul of narcotic drugs from a Gujarat port. |
believe, appropriate steps are being taken.

This Bill seeks to replace the Ordinance which was promulgated on 30"
September, 2021. The Government has put into effect the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Ordinance, 2021, amending Section
27A of the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985. This has
been done to correct a drafting error.

As you know, Sir, the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act
came into force on 14" November, 1985 and is the principal legislation through
which the State regulates certain operations such as manufacture, transport
and consumption that is related to narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances. The Act has evolved over years and it has been amended thrice —
in 1988, in 2001 and in 2014 — which has changed its scope and direction. The
prevention of illicit trafficking in the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances Act was passed in 1988 and brought in to ensure full
implementation and enforcement of the Act.

Now, | come to what the need for the Ordinance was. The Ordinance is

intended to rectify a drafting error. In 2014, the Act was amended and the
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section relating to the definition of such illicit activity was changed. However,
the section on penalty for financing these illicit activities was not amended and
continued to refer to the earlier definition. The Ordinance amends the section
on penalty to change the reference to the new section.

This amendment will be deemed to have been in effect from 1% May,
2014, that is, when the 2014 amendment came into effect. Whoever indulges
in financing, directly or indirectly, any of the activities specified in sub-clauses
(1) to (5) of clause 8A of Section 2 or harbours any person engaged in any of
the aforementioned activities shall be punished with rigorous imprisonment for
a term which shall not be less than 10 years, but which can be extended to 20
years, and shall also be liable to fine which shall not be less than one lakh
rupees but which may be expanded to two lakh rupees.

However, sub-clauses of clause (viiia) of section 2 of the NDPS Act was
amended, relettered and relocated at clause (viiib) of section of the NDPS Act
by the NDPS (Amendment) Act, 2014, which came into effect from 1% March,
2014. Also, clause (viii) of section 2 was relettered, which says: ‘essential
narcotic drug’ means a narcotic drug notified by the Central Government for
medical and scientific use. But the corresponding amendment was not made in
section 27A.

The Tripura High Court in a significant verdict discovered that an
oversight in drafting the 2014 amendment to the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances Act of 1985 had unintentionally rendered the key

provision of section 27A which provides for the punishment of those financing
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illicit trafficking inoperable. The Tripura High Court noticed this anomaly and
directed the Central Government to take appropriate steps for amending
section 27A after an accused sought bail before a special judge in West
Tripura in Agartala citing this omission in drafting.

In 2016, an accused was sought before a special judge in West Tripura
in Agartala citing this omission in drafting. The accused plea was that since
section 27A penalised a blank list, he could not be charged under the offence.
The District Judge then referred this case to the Tripura High Court. In the
Hight Court, Law Ministry had argued that the court must overlook the
omission and read the legislation as a whole. It also told the court that the
provision would be amended to rectify the dissonance. The Tripura High Court
agreed with the Government’s view but said that it may not be the best
solution. The High Court directed to take appropriate steps for amendment as
required in section 27A. Hence, with a view to having a correct interpretation
and implementation of the NDPS Act, it was decided to rectify the anomaly in
section 27A of the Act by substituting clause (viiib) of section 2 in place of
clause (viiia) of section 2.

As the Parliament was not in Session and urgent legislation was
required to be made, the President promulgated the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Ordinance, 2021 on 30" September,
2021 for rectifying the said anomaly by substituting in 27A of the NDPS Act the
reference of clause (viiib) of section 2 for clause (viiia) of section 2. The

amendment does not create any new offence but contains a legislative
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declaration that reference of clause (viiia) always meant the corresponding
renumbered provision in clause (viiib) and the amendment seeks to rectify this
anomaly by making changes in section 27A of the said Act in order to carry out
legislative intent of the statute, which has always been to read clause (viiib) in
section 27A as already stood therein. This Bill seeks to replace the aforesaid
Ordinance.

The Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985, which is
commonly referred to as the NDPS Act, is an Act of the Parliament of India that
prohibits a person the production, manufacturing, cultivation, possession, sale,
purchasing, transport, storage, and/or consumption of any narcotic drug or
psychotropic substance.

The Bill was introduced in Lok Sabha on 23" August, 1985. It was
passed by both the Houses of Parliament. It came into force on 14 November,
1985. The NDPS Act has since been amended thrice — In 1988, 2001 and
2014. The Act extends to the whole of India and it applies to all Indian citizens
outside India and to all persons on ships and aircraft registered in India.

This Act is designed to fulfil India’s treaty obligations under the Single
Convention on Narcotic Drugs, Convention on Psychotropic Substances, and
United Nations Convention against lllicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances.

This Act was brought to Parliament to consolidate and amend the law
relating to narcotic drugs, to make stringent provisions for the control and

regulation of operations relating to narcotic drugs and psychotropic
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substances, to provide for the forfeiture of property derived from, or used in
illicit traffic in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.

India had no legislation regarding narcotics until 1985. Cannabis
smoking in India has been known since at least 2000 BC and it is first
mentioned in the Atharvaveda, which dates back a few hundred years BC. The
Indian Hemp Drugs Commission - cannabis is also known as hemp - an Indo-
British study of cannabis usage in India was appointed in 1893.

It found that the moderate use of hemp drugs was practically attended
by no evil results at all and produces no injurious effects on the mind and no
moral injury whatever. But regarding excessive use of the drug, the
Commission concluded that it may certainly be accepted as very injurious.
Cannabis and its derivatives marijuana, hashish, charas and bhang were
legally sold in India until 1985. Their recreational use was at common places.
Consumption of cannabis was not viewed as being similar to consumption of

alcohol.

Consumption of cannabis was not seen as a socially deviant behaviour

and was viewed as being similar to consumption of alcohol. Ganja and charas
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were considered by the upper-class Indians as poor man’s intoxicant although
the rich consumed bhang during Holi.

Law enforcing agencies are of the view that a number of chemicals in
the Schedule List should be increased as traffickers find ways to circumvent
the existing rules by importing and exporting chemicals outside the List and
then use it to manufacture psychotropic substances.

According to the Department of Revenue possession up to 1 kg. is

termed as small quantity of cannabis and for commercial quantity, it is

involving a seizure of up to 20 kg. or more; and for charas and hashish, small
quantity is up to 100 gms. while the commercial quantity is 1 gram or more.
Separate small and commercial thresholds have been prescribed for various
drugs banned under NDPS Act.

The Act takes a serious view of repeat offenders prescribing rigorous
imprisonment of up to one-and-a-half times of the maximum term of
imprisonment for that offence and also fine that shall extend to one-and-a-half
times of maximum amount of fine. Repeat offenders are liable to even face
death penalty if they are convicted again of a similar offence depending on the
quantity of drugs seized.

According to the 2019 Report prepared for the Ministry of Social Justice
& Empowerment by the National Drug Dependence Treatment Centre of the
AlIMS, cannabis and opioids are the most commonly used substances in India
after alcohol. The Report of the Magnitude of Substance Used in India says
that the survey has found more than three crore individuals had used cannabis
products in five years, while 2.6 crore said that they used the opioids which
include opium and its variants like heroin, swag and brown sugar and the
availability of pharmaceutical opioids.

question of law. I8 BT T g5 &l WIfeld FaTel & | What is the question of law
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that is found in para 5 of the Statement of Objects and Reasons of the Bill.
Para 5 states: “The amendment does not create any new offence but contains
a legislative declaration that reference of clause (viiia) always meant the
corresponding renumbered provision in clause (viiib) and the amendment
seeks to rectify this anomaly by making changes in section 27A of the said Act
in order to carry out the legislative intent of the statute, which has always been
to read clause (viiib) in section 27A, and already stood therein.”

Sir, the question is, can a substantive sentencing provision in criminal
law be given retrospective effect by a legislative declaration. That is the
substantive question of law which unfortunately this Bill does not address.

My learned friend, Mr. Mahtab read out Article 20 (1) of the Constitution
of India. May |, with your permission, hon. Chairperson, Sir, read out that
provision in my own manner? Article 20(1) states that no person shall be
convicted of any offence except for violation of the law in force at the time of
the commission of the act charged as an offence, nor be subjected to a penalty
greater than that which might have been inflicted under the law in force at the
time of the commission of the offence. It goes on to say that no personal shall
be prosecuted and punished for the same offence more than once; no person
accused of any offence shall be compelled to be a witness against himself.
Now, why was this safeguard inserted by the framers of the Constitution into
this document way back in 19507 It is because it primarily encapsulates two of
the founding principles or the ground norms of law. The first ground norm is

that every person is presumed innocent until substantively proven guilty. This
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is the first principle of the law. The second principle of the law is, and this goes
back almost to 2,500 BC, and has held the field in the evolution of classical
legal theory, now for over 2,500 years.

The second principle of the law is that “no person can be punished
except in accordance with a sentencing provision which is in force when the
offence is committed”. If this Bill, Chairperson Sir, is accepted in the form in
which the Government has proposed it, this would mean that Article 20 of the
Constitution of India will become redundant, and we are going to open the
floodgates of misuse.

Look at the implications of what we are saying. What we are saying is
that, suppose, there is an offence committed today, or for that matter, let me
extend the argument differently. If | am carrying out a lawful activity today, five
years down the line, you can amend the law with retrospective effect, then you
make that lawful activity illegal and send me to prison. Is this the kind of
legislation which this House intends to pass because this then sets a very
dangerous precedent? And it absolutely takes away the principle of stability
which is intrinsic to criminal law that if at any point in time in the future, any law
can be brought and can be given effect retrospectively, then no person in this
country can ever be safe. It has implications on the confidence which people
have in our supreme legislative institutions.

Even though the legislative intent of the NDPS (Amendment) Act, 2014
was very clear, still, with great responsibility, | would like to state that the Bill

which has been brought now cannot validate a wrong which got committed in
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2014. Between 2014 and 2021, unfortunately, if someone has to be sentenced
in accordance with Section 27a of the NDPS Act, the fact is that he cannot be
sentenced. And this is the consistent principle which has been upheld by the
courts of law.

Mr. Chairperson, Sir, with your permission, let me refer to a judgment of
the hon.

What did the Division Bench of Justice S. B. Sinha, one of the more
erudite Judges of the hon. Supreme Court, and Dr. Mukandin Sharma, hold in
that case? Let me read it out. Hon. Minister, possibly, this will make you reflect
on the legislation which you have brought before this House.

The judges said, “It is now beyond any doubt or dispute that the
quantum of punishment to be inflicted on an accused upon recording a
judgment of conviction would be as per the law which was prevailing at that
relevant time. As on the date of the commission of the offence and on the date
of conviction there was no distinction between small quantity and commercial
quantity, question of infliction of a lesser sentence by reason of the provisions

of the amendment Act, in our considered opinion, would not arise.” The court
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further says, “It is also a well settled principle of law that a substantive
provision, unless specifically provided for or otherwise intended by the
Parliament, should be held to have a prospective operation. One of the facets
of the rule of law is also that all statutes should be presumed to have a

prospective operation only.” And the court went ahead and dismissed that

This Amendment Act that you have brought which talks about
imprisonment from ten years to life is a substantive sentencing provision. How
will any court allow it to have retrospective effect? If you read Clause 27A, it is
a substantive sentencing provision.

Let me read it out for the benefit of this House. “Whosoever indulges in
financing directly or indirectly any of the activities specified in Subclauses (i) to
(v) of Clause 8A of Section 2, or harbours any person engaged in any of the
aforementioned activities shall be punishable with rigorous imprisonment for a
term which shall not be less than ten years which may extend to 20 years, and
shall also be liable to a fine which shall not be less than Rs.1 lakh but which
may extend to Rs.2 lakh”. This is a substantive sentencing provision.

The opinion is that there is no equity to tax and tax legislations can be
provided for retrospectively. However, even insofar as taxing statutes are
concerned, court has very clearly said that you can collect taxes with
retrospective effect but penal provisions, compensatory provisions, cannot be
applied retrospectively.

This is a 1987 judgment in JK Spinning and Weaving Mills Vs. Union of
India case. The judgment has made it well settled that there cannot be any
retrospectivity in respect of penalty and confiscation. The judgment exactly
says: “It will be against all principles of jurisprudence to impose penalty on a
person or to confiscate his goods for an act or omission which was lawful at a
time when such an act was performed or omission made but subsequently
made unlawful by virtue of a provision of law.”

There are several judgments to the same effect following this leading
judgment like Chief Commissioner of Excise, Ahmedabad versus Orient

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Sir, thank you very

much for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Narcotic Drugs and

Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Ordinance, 2021.
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| would like to quote a couplet from Tirukkural authored by Thiruvalluvar,
a poet who has written about everything under the Sun. He said 2000 years
ago, and | quote:

“Eendral mugatheyum innadhal enmatru

Sandror mugathu kali

This means a mother normally absolves or protects her children from
any kind of crimes which they are accused of. But when even she will not
support their addictive behaviour or drunken behaviour, what can you expect of
learned people?

So, the importance of staying without addiction is being exemplified even
2000 years ago. So many people have spoken about this Bill. This Bill was
brought in 1985 and subsequently amended several times. In 2014, the Act
was amended and there was a change in clause number where the
punishment was not commensurate with the clause number. That has been
rectified through this amendment.

Sir, as every other speaker before me, Shri Mahtab and Shri Manish
Tewari, has said that when you bring a Bill and say that it will be having a
retrospective effect — instead of saying that it will be effective from 2014 you
say that it will be having retrospective effect from hundred years — | do not
know how many people will fall under this law where they will be found
culpable. It was mentioned earlier that it will open floodgates for the future,
where any kind of an amendment can be made with retrospective effect. |

think this should be avoided.
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Sir, we are talking about an Act where you will have to understand what
narcotic substances are and what psychotropic substances are. Narcotic
drugs are substances that cause stupor, muscular relaxation and reduction or
elimination of sensitivity. This is basically something where it removes pain.
Whereas, psychotropic substances are chemical substances that act on the
mind, that is on the conscious or subconscious mental life of an individual.
This is something where the crux of the issue lies. The youngsters nowadays
are getting carried away with these things.

Under this Act, we have 238 drugs. Going through the list of 238 drugs,
| would really ask the Government in the cases that have been filed, how many
of these drugs have been found in possession or in abuse. Out of 238 drugs,
the commonly talked about drugs are only ganja, tetrahydrocannabinol,
cocaine, and a few other chemical compositions. | would request the
Government to see whether these 238 drugs are actually being abused and
whether this list can be shortened. | do not even know if the enforcement
agencies will have knowledge about all these drugs in question.

Talking about the amendment which is being brought, it is sad to note
that the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court has observed that passing Bills
without adequate debate has caused a lot of confusion in the judiciary. When
we are talking about Bills without adequate debate, what can we speak about
the Ordinances? This is a Bill which could have been brought in during the

Winter Session. This was brought in on 30" September, 2021. This could
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have waited for two months. What was the need to bring out an Ordinance?
Was it for a particular case?

Our learned Member from Dhule, Maharashtra, has accused saying that
it is so rampant in Bollywood. If he believes that this drug abuse is there only
in Bollywood, | will say that he is in a paradise. | do not know what paradise
he is in! Today, drug abuse, especially ganja, tetrahydrocannabinol, and
cannabis, has pervaded into schools, forget about colleges and other walks of
life. Today, school children have access to these kinds of contraband, and it is
the duty of the Government to ensure that the sale of these drugs should be
curtailed. When they are talking so proudly, or they take such a glee in talking
about Bollywood, they do not raise a single question. Neither the treasury
benches nor the media raised a single question about the huge haul of drugs
which was caught in one of the ports. Why is it that everybody is silent about
that? What is the status of the drugs, amounting to several thousands of Kgs.
that were caught? There was no mention or talk about that. | feel that it is a
sad state of affairs that we are talking about addiction. Let us not assume that
the Government has brought in this Bill for the welfare of the citizens of this
country. The hon, Member, who is not here now, is a doctor and will say that
cigarette and alcohol are the two biggest threats and the biggest problems in
this country.

The earlier Member was talking about cannabis being sold on the roads.
Today, cigarettes are being sold on the roads. Though you have an advisory,

which says that this can cause cancer and this should not be sold to the school
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children, how much of this is being enforced? You find shops outside schools,
colleges, everywhere and the sale of cigarettes is rampant everywhere. Being
a doctor, | can say that smoking does not have absolutely any medicinal
benefit at all, arguably, because there is only one topic, pre-eclampsia, where
they say that smoking probably reduces BP in ladies who are suffering from
pre-eclampsia. But smoking has one of the biggest health hazards which
causes a lot of respiratory problems and also cancer. It causes cancer not only
in the lungs but also, in several parts of the body like pancreas, urinary
bladder, etc. But we do not talk about smoking and alcohol. One of the biggest
psychotropic substances which causes most of the social evils -- be it familial,
personal, health-wise -- is alcohol. In my State, | have seen families who are
suffering due to alcohol because these men die at a young age leaving their
families destitute. So, when we have these kinds of issues before us, why are
we talking so much about these drugs? We are not even taking adequate
action against those people who are selling or trafficking such drugs. We are
only targeting the people who are found in the possession of such drugs and
that too, a small quantity.

We have a law which says that people who are having the possession of
such drugs in small quantities, should be imprisoned for six months. | find this
very strange because there are several countries where some of these drugs,
especially cannabis, have been legalised. | am not saying that this
Government should legalise cannabis. But to say that a person who is in a

possession of a small quantity of a drug will be penalised and will be
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sentenced to six months of jail, | think, it is unacceptable. | feel that we should
give them adequate protection. Even the Government probably should take
steps to ensure that rehabilitation is provided to these people. If these people
cannot afford such a rehabilitation, the Government can sponsor such a
rehabilitation for them. | think, that is a way forward instead of trying to see
how a person can be victimised and can be taken to task. The Government
legally permits the sale of alcohol throughout the country.

In this kind of a situation, | would like to request the Government to take
adequate steps to ensure that Ordinances of this nature, are not promulgated.
The Government should give an opportunity for a discussion and debate on
the subject in the Parliament.

| know that you have a brute majority. | feel that there is no great support
from the Treasury Benches when the Opposition Members of Parliament ask
for amendments on trivial issues. | have seen this on a number of occasions. |
would like to request the Treasury Benches that the amendments, which are
being moved in the right spirit, to be taken up and considered in the same spirit

in order to help the Parliament to function better.
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SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank
you for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Bill, 2021.

Sir, in a catena of judgments, the hon. Supreme Court has said that in
civil cases or criminal cases, excepting taxing statute, no provision can be
given a retrospective effect. This is a settled principle of law. Despite that, it
has been brought in. Future deeds will decide whether these types of
provisions are ultra vires or not. Since they are having the majority, they will
get it passed. But it is not final here. The final arbitrator of the interpretation of
a Statute or the Constitution, is the hon. Supreme Court. That will be tested.

Sir, | am coming to different parts of the Act. When a person is arrested
with contraband involving commercial quantity according to the provision of
Section 27 of the NDPS Act, no court shall grant bail unless satisfied that there
are reasonable grounds for believing that he is not guilty of such an offence. If
this is the provision, coming to such a finding for a court of law before
recording evidence, is next to impossible.

The offences relating to narcotics and drugs, all over the world, are
considered to be more serious. It needs no debate that with drug addictions
amongst young generation, the future of a nation can be silently killed without

nuclear weapons.

But the issue involved is nonetheless less important.

Many a times, persons are booked and arrested, although, either from
search of a person or place of residence, no drug or psychotropic substance is
seized.

Those persons are arrested merely on the alleged statement of the
principal accused from whose direct possession such drugs are seized.

It would not be out of place to mention that law permits the police to
record statements of the arrested accused while in police custody but does not
permit to use them in evidence during trial.

Sir, Section 37 of the Act is per se a draconian law in view of the
additional limitations it implies over and above limitations of bail as envisaged
in Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973. The biggest fetter it mandates while
dealing with an application for bail is indicated in Section 37(1)(b)(ii) of the
NDPS Act. Legislation mandates in the said provision that where a public
prosecutor opposes the application and the Court is satisfied that there are
reasonable grounds for believing that he is not guilty of such offence and that
he is not likely to commit any offence on bail, then bail can be granted. This is
impossible at the threshold without recording evidence.

Such position of legislation clearly casts a doubt on its operation in as
much as in practicality once cognizance of offence is taken by the Court of the

first instance wherein an accused has been indicated to have committed an
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offence in the police report; then in such circumstances it would be virtually
impossible for the said Court to grant bail to the accused persons.

Sir, such rigorous pari materia provisions were engrafted in the PMLA
and the hon. Supreme Court of India in Nikesh Tarachand Shah Vs. Union of
India in 2017 on a similar provision held it as ultra vires as it really is
contravening Articles 14 and 21 of the Constitution of India. | have quoted the
2018 relevant Supreme Court Judgement at paragraph 43 and 46. Similar

type of provisions have been declared ultra vires.

The concept of presumption of culpable mental state as envisaged in
Section 35 of NDPS Act is also draconian as the statutory presumption
requires the Court to presume the mens rea or knowledge, intention or reason
to believe.

Under this section, the presumption is a rebuttable one. The burden of
proof is on the accused to prove that he did not have the requisite culpable
mental state. The same is anathema to the basic concept of criminal
jurisprudence practice in the country.

Sir, the said Section 35 read with Section 37 makes it extremely difficult
for a person to be released on bail whereby the Right to life under Article 21 of
the Constitution of India is taken away. If anyone gives a statement that he has
bought it from a person, that person will be arrested and he will not get the bail.

Not getting a bail itself is a violation of Article 21. What is the law? The law
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states that bail is to be given in normal times and jail is to be given only in
exceptional circumstances. Even in Arnab Goswami and Chidambaram cases,
the Supreme Court has said that thing. Very recently, it was said. It was first
said by Justice Krishna lyer in 1977-78. This is the line said by Justice Krishna
lyer. Therefore, report of arrest and seizure as envisaged in Section 57 of
NDPS Act mandates that a full report of particulars of the same has to be
made over to the immediate superior officer. The said compliance has to be
understood and read with Section 51 of the NDPS Act and should be placed
together with the same.

Sir, we have seen that there are enough laws in our country. There are
no difficulties with the number of laws, but the question is about the
applicability of the provisions of the laws by the persons concerned. | am not
blaming any Government. | am blaming the officers who are in-charge of
implementing them. When no case is made out to arrest someone, even in
such cases, some ganja may be kept in a person’s car; or in his pocket and a
case is made out, although no seizure has been made. No one knows as to
where the ganja came from. Therefore, while speaking on the provisions of this
Bill, | would like to request the hon. Minister to re-visit the provisions that |
mentioned earlier, like 37 (1) (b) etc. | would like him to re-consider if these
provisions can be amended or not, especially in view of the recent judgement,
on the Pari Materia clause of the Nikesh Tarachand Shah’s case, delivered by

Justice Nariman.
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Sir, we hope that the provisions of this Act will not be misused and
abused by the machineries. That is the problem with this Act, nothing else.
There is no reason to oppose the objective of this Act. This Act is, no doubt,
necessary, but with certain modifications. What caution has been taken in the
Act to have control over these officers who have been empowered to
prosecute, investigate etc.

Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on this Bill.

SHRI MADDILA GURUMOORTHY (TIRUPATI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, at the
very outset, | thank you very much for allowing me to make my maiden speech
in this august House. | am very much fortunate to get this opportunity with the
blessings of my voters of my Tirupati Parliamentary constituency and our hon.
Chief Minister, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu in particular.

Sir, according to a 2019 study report by the Ministry of Social Justice
and Empowerment, cannabis consumption was steadily growing across the
country with nearly 31 million people reported to have consumed a cannabis
product in a year, of which 13 million consumed weed and hashish. About 22.6
million were people reported to have consumed opioids which include opium,
heroin, and a variety of pharmaceutical opioids.

Alcohol is the common psychoactive substance used by Indians. Around
160 million people consume alcohol in the country. Over 9.5 million people are
current users of inhalant products in India. There are 2.5 million people who

consume cocaine in India. Nearly, 1.26 million individuals are consuming
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hallucinogens. There are nearly one million people who consume through
injecting drugs in India.

Sir, over 2,300 people died due to overdose of drugs from 2017-19 in
India with the highest number of such fatalities recorded in the age group of 30
to 45 years. According to the data published by the National Crime Records
Bureau, a total of 745 deaths occurred due to drug overdose in 2017, 875
deaths in 2018 and 704 deaths in 2019 respectively.

Sir, | would like to further add, on the enforcement front we should give
more teeth to the Narcotics Control Bureau and push this organisation for a
more concerted and coordinated effort with Customs Authorities, State Police,
Intelligence Wings and specialised units like the SEB of AP Police to achieve
best results.

Sir, | would like to bring to the kind notice of the House that the initiatives
taken by the Government of Andhra Pradesh under the dynamic leadership of
our honourable Chief Minister, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu, are highly
laudable.

The Government of Andhra Pradesh has set up a special task force by
collaborating with the Special Enforcement Bureau and AP State Police to curb
the flow of drugs and other sedatives into the State.

Having said that the Special Enforcement Bureau of the Probation and
Excise Department was established by the Government to curb liquor, ganja

and drug activities in Andhra Pradesh.
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The honourable Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, Shri Y.S. Jagan
Mohan Reddy Garu has directed the Police Department and the Special
Enforcement Bureau to keep a watch on the areas vulnerable to drug abuse
and find out the source of the supply of drugs.

The Chief Minister has also launched a massive awareness campaign
against drug abuse across the State through Madhya Vimochana Prachara
Committee. The MVPC campaigns are specially focussed on the section of
the society which are at a high risk of exposure to drugs.

Sir, as we all know, some youths are nowadays attracted mostly to
alcohol, tobacco, cannabis, methamphetamines, and other stimulants such as
cocaine, MDDM pills, ganja, and new psycho active substances like synthetic
drugs, opioids including heroin, etc.

In this regard, | would like to suggest the Government that blood tests
should be made mandatory in all colleges and high schools in every six
months. The YSR Congress Party-led Government has dealt with narcotics
smuggling with an iron hand under the leadership Chief Minister, Shri Y.S.
Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu.

As the peddlers are using innovative means to smuggle ganja and other
narcotic substances, the Union Government should supplement the efforts of
AP Police to succeed in the fight against the ganja menace.

The Government must promote Inter-State police coordination to

exchange intelligence practices and techniques to curtail cannabis cultivation
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and capture the perpetrators. Anti-cannabis campaigns must be launched
across the country along the same lines as the anti-tobacco campaign.

The Government should take initiative for providing required treatment
and therapy in the rehabilitation centres by establishing more rehabilitation
centres and running de-addiction centres by extending support to NGOs in the
country.

Because of the feel good effect ofextended and heavy use of drugs
especially among youngsters, the Government should sensitize parents about
spending time with their children in their busy schedule as youngsters are
more vulnerable to mental health problems and depression resulting the risk of
adverse behaviour.

The Narcotics Control Bureau and State Line Departments should
sensitize elected representatives, celebrities and make them part of
strengthening and contributing the fight against drug addiction. However, the
Union Government should also design a comprehensive policy to curtail the
narcotics problem in the country.

Therefore, the remark of the Chief Justice needs to be given special attention.

One was the preliminary definition, the second was about authorities
and officers, the third was prohibition, control and regulation, the fourth was
offences and penalties, and the fifth one was the procedure for investigation
and prosecution.

So, it is really unfair to call Bollywood names, and it is
something | think we should all put our minds to it and not corner any fraternity,
especially Bollywood, which is so wonderful and contributing in all social
causes of India.

The other last point is, prevention is much better than cure. So, why are
we not looking at prevention and looking at the larger picture in this House
when you bring Bills for legislation? They do not come here for correction. The
largest supreme temple of democracy is our Indian Parliament. It is the largest
democracy in the world. Then, are we going to spend hours on small
corrections? Why do we not take the larger face of this and look at the whole
larger picture? Have an extensive debate and bring in a comprehensive Bill.
That is what we are asking for. It would have been much nicer.

| want to bring to your notice another small point which is beyond this

Bill. It is about the fertilizers. This is something which came in my reading in
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the newspaper about 5-6 months ago. There is a fertilizer subsidy which the
Government of India gives to the farmers. They are very proud of that.

We are all proud about the subsidies which are given to our farmers.
There is a cartel in a certain State. | would not name the State because that is
not why of | am saying this. But the subsidy, which goes for rice and food, is
moved towards marijuana. This is what is done because naturally if there is
marijuana available, if it is planted somewhere, this subsidy goes there. So,
there is a big story even in the media that all the subsides, which go for rice
and food, are diverted towards marijuana. So, what are the interventions of this
Government? What interventions are you doing to stop such subsidies? | think
this is what the larger picture is. | think you need to take the larger picture and
not just be stuck with the personalities.

| would really like to bring it back to the notice of this House that we
would definitely like to support a Bill which will help eradicate drug and
psychotropic substances abuse. But | think any consumer needs emotional
help. He does not need to go to jail. Jail does not resolve problems. It
aggravates problems. So, if a child or a human being is an addict, he needs to
go or she needs to go to a rehabilitation centre and not to a jail.

So, again, my humble request to the hon. 303-Government is this. You
have a very good strength. You know, you have a lot of strength. It is not that
we see it always. But | request them that they must bring a comprehensive Bill.
We will, in one voice, send a message to this nation that India stands against

drugs and we will not tolerate any such things.
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So, if you want us to support this, please take this Bill back and bring a
comprehensive Bill. Let us form a committee for this and get all the addictions

out of this nation. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Sir, thank you very much for

giving me an opportunity to put forth my views on the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Bill, 2021, which seeks to replace an
Ordinance promulgated on 30" September this year.

The most important question concerning this Bill has been raised by
several of my colleagues here that how can a criminal law be amended with
retrospective effect. | am repeating the same question as the Government is
committing an error in moving this Bill and the Government must redraft the Bill
and come afresh.

| would also quote the Chief Justice of India who stated that the
legislature has passed laws without conducting studies or assessing their
impacts, and this half-baked legislation is a perfect example of the sentiment

expressed by the Chief Justice of India.
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The Statement of Objects and Reasons of the Bill states and | quote,
“The Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Bill, 2021
would replace an Ordinance promulgated in September to correct a drafting
error in the 2014 Amendment to the Act. Before the 2014 Amendment, Clause
(viii-a) of Section 2 contained sub-clauses (i) to (v) which defined the term
‘illicit traffic’. This clause was re-lettered as clause (viii-b) by the Narcotic
Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Act, 2014, as a new clause
(viii-a) in Section 2 defining "essential narcotic drugs’ and was inserted.”

“... However, inadvertently consequential change was not carried

out in Section 27A of the NDPS Act ...".

In a recent judgement, Justice Talapatra and Justice S. G.
Chattopadhyay of hon. High Court of Tripura have held that until the
appropriate legislative change occurs by amending Section 27A of the NDPS
Act appropriately, sub-clauses (1) to (v) of clause (viii-a) of section 2 of the
NDPS Act shall suffer the effect of deletion. So, an entire clause with such
wide-ranging provisions of an important Act was ignored for seven long years,
and now after the court pointed out that an effect of deletion will be resulted,
the Government came running to the House.

Let us look at Section 27A of the NDPS Act. The provision reads that
whoever indulges in financing, directly or indirectly, any of the activities
specified in sub-clauses (i) to (v) of clause (viiia) of section 2 or harbours any
person engaged in any of the aforementioned activities, shall be punishable

with rigorous imprisonment for a term, which shall not be less than 10 years
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but which may extend to 20 years and shall also be liable to fine, which shall
not be less than Rs. 1,00,000 but which may extend to Rs. 2,00,000 provided
that the court may, for reasons to be recorded in the judgement, impose a fine
exceeding Rs. 2,00,000.

Now, we will look into the reason of Section 27A getting inoperable. The
text of the provision says that offences mentioned under section 2 (viiia) sub-
clauses (i) to (v) are punishable through Section 27A. However, section 2
(viiia) sub-clauses (i) to (v), which is supposed to be the catalogue of offences
does not exist after the 2014 Amendment. So, when the catalogue or
description of offence itself is absent, how could the main provision operate
with efficiency and how will it dispense fullest justice? So, if Section 27A
penalises a blank list or a non-existent provision, it can be argued that it is
virtually inoperable. The High Court ruling further ordered that both the Central
Government and the State Government shall publish a notification bringing
about the content of this order, in short, for the public notice so that the
requirement of Article 20 of the Constitution of India is not diminished. Article
20 of the Constitution guarantees protection against double jeopardy. Article
20 (1) says : “No person shall be convicted of any offence except for violation
of the law in force at the time of the commission of the act charged as an
offence, nor be subjected to a penalty greater than that which might have been
inflicted under the law in force at the time of the commission of the offence”.

| am not going into all the details because hon. Members have already

mentioned it here, and many more Members are desirous of speaking on this
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Bill. One must note that the 16" Lok Sabha held its Sessions between June,
2014 and February, 2019 and during these five years 133 Bills were passed
and 45 Ordinances were promulgated and not even once did the Government
think of promulgating this Amendment till the Tripura High Court made a
mention and pushed this incompetent Government towards reality. Therefore,
even when the Bill is necessary in correcting a drafting error that makes an
important clause inoperable, | would say that this Government is inefficient,
incompetent, and lethargic in matters of governance. Its failure and wilful
dithering on an important legislation in a subject related to narcotics Act is a
serious lapse.
With these words, | conclude my speech. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, the scope of the NDPS
(Amendment) Bill is very limited. The government should have brought a
comprehensive legislation which we were expecting. Anyhow, we demand that
such a comprehensive legislation in this area is very much required.

While talking on this subject, | am of the firm opinion that it is high time
that we opened a holy war against this dangerous evil which spoils the
goodness and greatness of this nation and spoils human relations. Sir, | do not
want to elaborate the ill effects of drug abuse as most of the Members speak
about it before me. The drug abuse is disturbing the peace, love and affection
in the family, capsizing the future of the budding generation, sowing the seeds
of enmity, increasing the atrocities against women and children, decreasing the
morality of our nation. It is such a dangerous thing.

The section of population suffering most because of drug abuse is
women. A study released by the United Nations International Drug Control
Programme and India’s Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment says that
misuse of drugs has a serious impact on women as mothers, wives and sisters
of misusers. But this aspect has not been adequately addressed. That is a very
important thing to be noted.

What exactly are the things to be done? Nasha Mukt Bharat and all such
schemes are very good. In order to turn such slogans into reality, the policy of

the Government is very important. Everyday we are reading news stories of
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killing, looting, spoiling family relations, gang rapes, atrocities against women
and children, etc. Who exactly is the villain behind all this? | am of the firm
opinion that the villain is consumption of alcohol and drugs. What is the
solution? People may agree or disagree with me but | would like to say that the
only solution is complete prohibition.

Sir, Article 47 of the Constitution says that it is the primary duty of the
State to raise the level of nutrition and standard of living of people and to
improve public health. It in particular says that the State shall endeavour to
bring about prohibition of all intoxicating drinks and drugs which are injurious
to health.

When it comes to prohibition, everybody says that it will affect the
government revenue. We may get some revenue out of it. It is a fact. But at the
same time, should we allow our children to be drowned in liquor? This kind of
tendencies are developing. Sir, we have to remember what Mahatma Gandhi
said. He said that the curse of drink corrupts the soul within.

Sir, it is not an easy task to fight and defeat this mafia. It is a very
herculean task; we all know about it. But we have to work together in bringing
this kind of a legislation and putting an end to this kind of dangerous things
prevailing in the country. Thank you.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: The next Member is Shrimati Aparupa Poddar.

Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury is not here, he would know. | would like to

mention here that in 2011 when this Amendment was being discussed, Mr.

Ahluwalia referred to a drink extracted from posto, a delicacy that was
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consumed in eastern India, especially in Bihar, Bengal and Odisha. But after
this Bill came into operation, that delicacy is not available anywhere.
Shrimati Poddar.

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Thank you, Chairman, Sir,
for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances (Amendment) Bill. Though it is a very small Bill, and a very small
amendment is there, it is a crucial amendment that has been brought by the
Government for correcting the drafting error.

The Act regulates certain operations such as manufacture, transport,
and consumption related to narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances. The
Bill aims to amend the Act and bring about only a small change but it is
important keeping in view the problem that our country is facing on account of
increase in consumption of drugs and how the youths are destroying their
future by consuming dangerous drugs.

The total number of suicides due to drug abuse and alcoholic addiction
during 2018, 2019 and 2020 has increased. The number of cases registered
under the NDPS Act has also increased during 2018, 2019 and 2020. There
are currently 2,58,883 jailed undertrials in India, of which the NDPS Act alone
accounts for 27,072 prisoners. It is a huge number. These figures point
towards a dangerous picture how drug abuse and usage among the young
generation are destroying their future. We have to take steps in this regard.

| have a few suggestions to make in this regard. The National Mental

Health Survey 2015-2016 showed a treatment gap of more than 70 per cent for
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drug use disorders. The recent nation-wide survey on substance use disorders
has replicated the result with nearly 75 per cent treatment gap for drug use
disorders. Adding to the misery, merely five per cent of people with drug use
disorders received an inpatient care. This large treatment gap indicates poor
accessibility, utilization, and quality of health care. To meet this unmet need,
one should expand the treatment and rehabilitation facilities for substance use
disorders. | would request the Government to sanction more de-addiction/
rehabilitation centres.

The Union Social Justice Ministry has recently proposed an important
amendment to the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act to treat
those apprehended with small quantities of drugs as victims rather than
culprits. The Government should take a note of it.

Coming to stringent bail provisions, Section 37 of the Act requires the
court to have reasonable grounds to believe that the accused is not guilty and
that he is unlikely to commit another offence while on bail. If we see the prison
statistics, we find that there is an increase in the number of undertrial prisoners
under the NDPS Act.

| would request that there should be an amendment in Section 37
because the number of cases has been increasing. It is a very important tool.
If we dislike anyone politically, we can easily use it as a tool to victimise those
persons. We have to think about the families of the prisoners also. Even
many prisoners who are in jail belong to very poor families. They cannot even

afford legal aid also.
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With this, | conclude. Thank you very much.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you. You have put across your points very well.
SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Sir. At
the time of introduction of this Bill, | had made my observations regarding the
constitutional validity of the Bill. Unfortunately, at the time of introduction, the
hon. Minister who introduced the Bill did not answer or respond to the
questions raised by the Members from the Opposition. So, | hope that the hon.
Finance Minister may respond to the constitutional validity of the Bill. It is
because almost all the learned Members have already explained regarding
Article 21 of the Constitution; there is violation of Article 21. Since it is a
Fundamental Right which comes under Part Ill of the Constitution, Article 13
will come into play that the State shall not have the right to make any law
which abridges the Fundamental Rights enshrined in Part Il of the
Constitution. That is the only technical objection which we are raising and
which we raised even at the time of its introduction. | hope that the hon.
Minister will respond to it. | think the validity or the justification will be clearly
explained by the hon. Finance Minister.

| will now discuss about the legislative drafting and drafting error of the
Bill. Recently, the hon. Chief Justice of the Supreme Court observed in the
open court that it is finding very difficult to interpret the legislative provisions
made by the legislature because they are vague, unclear, and indefinite. This
is the observation made by the Chief Justice of India in the open court. This

Bill is a very typical example of it. In the legislative drafting as well as passing
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of the legislation, much care or caution has to be taken. Madam, you have
already stated that this has gone to the Standing Committee. | do admit. The
way we are approaching the legislative process has to be taken very seriously,
not only on the part of the Government but also the entire House has to be
serious about it. We have to abide by the rules. Even a full stop, a coma or
omission of a particular word will have its own ramifications. That is very well
established or very well evident in this legislation also. The Tripura High Court
has made its observation, and we are now coming with an amendment. In the
amendment also the same question of constitutional validity is agitating us.
Therefore, we have to give due importance or significance to the legislative
process. This is the first point which | would like to make.

| am not going to the other technical objections. | would request your
good-self, the objections which | had raised at the time of introduction of the
Bill, they may be treated as part of my speech. | have five to six suggestions
to the hon. Minister. | would also request the hon. Minister to come out with a
comprehensive legislation because there is a lot of misuse of the provisions of
the NDPS Act. There is misuse as also the abuse of the provisions of this Act.
So, a comprehensive legislation is required.

We have to abide by the principles of 1961 Single Convention, that the
people have a right to pain relief just as they have a right to protection from the
inappropriate, non-medical use of opioid medicines. Sir, there was a 1961

Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs by which it was accepted throughout the
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world that we should have the right to have pain relief medicines just as we
have the right to protection.

There are a lot of palliative care units in our country. A number of
demands have come from them. The first suggestion that | would like to make
to the hon. Minister is that we should have a clear-cut definition regarding the
licit and illicit activities. Licit entity and illicit entity have to be clearly defined.
The definition clause at present is vague, not clear, and not comprehensive.
So, my first suggestion is licit and illicit should be distinguished in clear terms,
for which an amendment is required. | would say, ‘Any person engaged in the
cultivation of any Cannabis plant for industrial purposes, or horticultural
purposes, under a general or special order issued under Section 14 of the Act’,
should come within the definition, otherwise it will be creating a lot of
difficulties. It should also include any person involved in the administration of
treatment to a patient or addict, or others where the supply of narcotic drugs
and psychotropic substances is a medical necessity. This should also come
within the frame of the definition. So, a clear-cut distinction is required.

The second point is, a new clause is to be introduced saying that
compounding of offences by licit entity, where the contravention involves acts
that do not constitute a diversion. The definition of diversion is also there
which says, ‘intentional dealing and transfer of any narcotic drug, psychotropic
substance or controlled substance by a licit entity or any person in his

employment or acting on his behalf to another person for illicit traffic is
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diversion’. Suppose, if it is not done for diversion, it has to be made as a
compoundable offence, if it is done by a licit entity.

The third point is with regard to the amendment to Section 35 -- no
presumption of culpable mental state in case of licit entities. That is another
point.

The fourth one is the amendment to Section 41. It provides certain
safeguards for entry, search, and seizure involving a licit entity. | am talking
about the ‘licit entity’ and not about the ‘illicit entity’.

The last point is regarding Section 42 -- to provide certain safeguards for
arrest in case of a licit entity. Nowadays, so many palliative centres and so
many such entities and NGOs are there but unfortunately, harassment is also
there. In order to have protective measures for them, a comprehensive
amendment is highly regarded in this. Even in the United States of America
and in other developed countries, it is well-accepted and it is being publicly
sold. | am not supporting that case but the licit entity should be protected from
this. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: It is not throughout the country, but in certain States of
the United States of America.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: No. Last month, | was there in Chicago and |
have seen so many shops there.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: In certain States only.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: Maybe, in certain States.
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Public shops are there. | am not recommending it. But the licit entities --
which are there for medical purposes and for palliative purposes -- should be
protected.

Nowadays, these officers are unnecessarily harassing these agencies. |
have received so many representations. When the hon. Minister was going to
introduce this Bill, | had received so many representations wherein the sole
demand was to have a comprehensive Bill so as to have the protection of the
licit entities.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much, Sir.

ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank you for
permitting me to speak on the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances
(Amendment) Bill, 2021.

Sir, on a very few occasions, this kind of a Bill to rectify the mistake
committed while drafting the previous Bill, should have been discussed in this
House. It is interesting to say that we are rectifying the mistakes which were
committed 36 years ago. Therefore, this Amendment Bill should become an
eye opener for all of us and especially for the Government which has no time
to send the Bill to the Standing Committee concerned for proper scrutiny and
for proper discussion.

Several hon. Members have spoken about the contents of the Bill. It
gives retrospective effect for this Amendment from 1 May, 2014, which is
unheard of in the history of the criminal jurisprudence. | would like to know as

to what will happen to the cases registered, under the Bill, after 2014 till date.
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| would also like to know whether the cases will be called for new trial
and whether those who were already punished, will be punished again. | think
that the Government should answer on these crucial aspects.

The double jeopardy is against the principle laid down in Article 20 of the
Constitution.

Nowadays, illicit drugs are available on the online platforms. There are
s0 many such reports coming in the newspapers daily. So, we have to make a
good legislation to check such online transactions of illicit drugs.

Now, | come to the Ordinance. In our State, there is a proverb. There is
a proverb that if you can wait till the food is cooked, why can’t you wait for it to
cool?

The Tripura Judgment has come to notice on 30" September, 2020 but
the Ordinance came on 30" September, 2021.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: That is a year later.
ADV. A.M. ARIFF: A law made by the Executive and through an Ordinance, is
against the concept and principle laid down by the founding fathers of the
Constitution.

We have to save the new generation from the evil effects of the narcotic
drugs. We have already joined in with the changes that have been brought. But
we have to care about the legislation.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you very much.
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ADV. A.M. ARIFF: So, we have to save the new generation from the evil
effects of the narcotic drugs. We have already talked about the changes but
we have to take care that a good legislation is brought.

SHRI PRATAP CHANDRA SARANGI (BALASORE): Hon. Chairman, Sir, |
stand here to support the Bill. The main objective of this Amendment is to
replace an Ordinance which was promulgated by our hon. President. It is to
correct and to rectify an unintentional drafting error which was committed
during the amendment of NDPS Act, 1985 in the year 2014.

Sir, the Act came into force in 1985 and over the years, it has been
amended thrice, that is in 1988, 2001 and 2014. Before going into the details, |
would like to point out some of the adverse effects of these dangerous drugs. It
decreases the immunity of the consumer leading to severe diseases and due
to huge flow of money, the person becomes very poor and forcing the family to
lead a very miserable life. Premature death is occurring due to consumption of
drugs and rendering the family hapless.

Sir, domestic violence, social violence, law and order problems are the
consequences of drug consumption. Man becomes a machine. Sometimes,
people commit murder at the instruction of their financier who finances them
for drug consumption. Crime increases, anti-national activities also increase.
Life becomes very miserable and brain becomes inoperative. Sometimes,
brain becomes dangerously active. So, such a stringent Act was quite
necessary.

Sir, the NDPS Act came into force on 14" November, 1985. They had to
regulate certain operations such as manufacture, consumption and trafficking
of NDPS. The Ordinance is intended to rectify this error. In 2014, this error

crept in when the Act was amended and Clause number of the definition for
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such illicit activities was changed. However, the section on penalty like
financing these illicit activities was not amended and continued to refer to the
earlier clause number of the definition.

Prior to the 2014 amendment, Clause 8(a) of Section 2 of the original
Act contained sub-clauses (i) to (v) wherein the words fillicit traffic’ had been
defined. This clause was related as Clause 8(b) in the Narcotics Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Act, 2014. As a new clause, 8(a) in
Section 2 defining ‘essential narcotic drugs’ was inserted. However,
inadvertently, the consequential change was not carried out in Section 27(a) of
the NDPS Act. The hon. Finance Minister Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman Ji quoted
the Statement of Objects and Reasons of the Bill. She said the Amendment
does not create any new offence but it contains a legislative declaration that
reference to Clause 8(a) always meant the corresponding re-numbered
provision in the clause.

Sir, exactly the legislative intent is very clear, although there was a
drafting error which is not a small offence but the purpose of the legislation
was very clear. So, it is natural that giving retrospective effect to a criminal law
is normally not accepted but under special circumstances, we should always
think that under the law, a criminal, on getting the clue of a drafting error, will
be free. This should also be deliberated.

The amendment also seeks to rectify this anomaly by making changes in

Section 27(a) of the said Act in order to carry out the legislative intent of the
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statute which has always been to read clause 8(b) in Section 27(a) and already
stood therein as the hon. Finance Minister said.

Why has this Ordinance become necessary? This was pointed out. This
unintentional commitment of drafting error was pointed out by the hon. Court in
Tripura where an accused pleaded that he should not be charged under that
Section since it pointed out to a blank list.

So, for this drafting error, the hon. Court advised the Government to
make an amendment and since the Parliament was not in Session, the hon.
President promulgated this Ordinance and now this has to be regularised. |
think, it would be prudent to regularise this amendment through which the
drafting error could be rectified. This will be in the great interest of the nation.

With these words, | support the Bill.

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"DR. D. RAVIKUMAR (VILUPPURAM): Hon. Chairman Sir, Thank you for this
opportunity to speak on this Amendment Bill. This amendment is very much
necessary. Not only the amendment made in this Bill, as directed by the Hon
High Court of Tripura, | urge that there should be amendments in Sections 37
and 67 of the Bill. Getting bail is a difficult process under this law. And as per
Section 37 of this law, it is not easy to get bail. Therefore, this law has become
a stringent one like that of UAPA. My demand is that this Section too should be
amended. Then comes Section 67. Through 161 of the Cr PC, the statements
we make before the Police Officials, are not accepted by the Courts. Section
67 of this law says that such statements made before the Police Officers will
be accepted by the Court. This Section too makes this law as stringent as the
TADA and POTA. Therefore, | urge that the Section 67 needs to be amended.
An international agreement in this regard was achieved in the year 1961. The
then Indian Government in power did not sign this agreement. Only in the year
1985 when Shri Rajiv Gandhi was the Prime Minister of India, this agreement
was signed by India. Only after that this law was legislated. The then
Opposition parties accused that the Government of India signed this
agreement due to the pressure exerted by the United States of America.
Several banned substances in this agreement were not seen as narcotic
substances in the Indian society. Use of such substances by the rural people

was not even considered as a crime. We should know the way drinking liquor

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has been made a crime due to the approach of moral policing. Therefore, we
should also take into consideration all these aspects.

There is more of a misuse than use of this law. | can cite an example
from Tamil Nadu. During the rule of previous Government, Gutkha was sold in
shops near the Schools and Colleges of Tamil Nadu. This accusation was
made by the present Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Shri M.K. Stalin, when he
was the Leader of Opposition in the State Legislative Assembly. But the then
rulers of Tamil Nadu, instead of taking action against the sale of Gutkha, took
action against the then Leader of Opposition Shri M.K. Stalin and other MLAs
who raised this issue in the Assembly. Therefore, | urge that there should be
amendments in this Bill for preventing these kinds of misuse. If a Bill is brought
with such amendments, | can support. But | oppose the Bill in its present form.

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SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | am
thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion on
the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Bill, 2021.

The Bill was introduced to amend the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances Act, 1985 to correct a drafting error. The Act regulates certain
operations such as manufacture, transport and consumption of narcotic drugs
and psychotropic substances. The Bill amends the Section on penalty. Article
13(2) of the Constitution provides that any law enacted in violation of
fundamental rights enshrined in the Constitution,is unconstitutional. As per
Article 20, which is a fundamental right, there cannot be retrospective
operation of a penal provision. Here, the Bill provides for retrospective
operation of a penal provision. The Government is trying to pass a Bill which
will not be able to pass the judicial scrutiny.

Sir, | want to highlight certain aspects relating to drug menace in our
country. During the last three decades, the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment has conducted two nation-wide drug surveys published in 2014
and 2019. The results of these surveys suggest that drug use in India
continues to grow unabated. More disturbingly, heroin has replaced the
natural opioids -- opium and poppy husk -- as the most commonly abused
opioid. A large-scale epidemiological study from Punjab also concurred with
this finding. The uses of other synthetic drugs and cocaine have also

increased significantly.
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The National Mental Health Survey, 2015-16, showed a treatment gap of
more than 70 per cent for drug use disorders. The recent nation-wide survey
on substance use disorders has replicated the result with nearly 75 per cent
treatment gap for drug use disorders. Added to that misery, merely five per
cent of the people with illicit drug use disorders received inpatient care. This
large treatment gap indicates poor accessibility, utilisation and quality of
healthcare.

To meet this unabated need, the Government should expand the
treatment and rehabilitation facilities for substance use disorders. As drug
demand reduction falls under the direct purview of both the Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare as well as the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment, a coordinated and concerted effort is required to fill the
treatment gap with a minimum standard of care.

Sir, current and future challenges in the supply reduction lie in the early
detection and scheduling of new psychoactive substances. The recently
published Report of the International Narcotic Control Board revealed India’s
threat to mephedrone and captagon. Misuse of over-the-counter medications
with definitive or with possible addictive potential is another concern voiced by
the international forum.

The biggest challenge remains to maintain a rehabilitative approach than
a punitive one while punishing the addicts. It has to be well-maintained that

they are treated and not simply punished.
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Moreover, there needs to be standardisation of the rehabilitation centres
across the country. They not only have to be well-equipped but also well-
staffed given the nature of addicts. The rehabilitation centres should not have
overburdened counsellors, and thus maintain a healthy ratio between addicts
and their counsellors.

Sir, to simply maintain a punitive approach would not help to eradicate
the problem from the root.

With these words, | oppose this Bill. Thank you.
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DR. JAYANTA KUMAR ROY (JALPAIGURI): Thank you, Sir. | rise to support
the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Bill, 2021. The
Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985 was enacted to
consolidate and amend the law relating to narcotic drugs, to make stringent
provisions for the control and regulation of operation relating to narcotic drugs
and psychotropic substances and to provide for the forfeiture of property
derived from, or used in, illicit traffic in narcotic drugs; the NDPS Act was
amended in 1998, 2001 and 2014.

The Act regulates certain operations such as manufacture, transport,
and consumption related to narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.
Financing of certain illicit activities such as cultivating cannabis, manufacturing
narcotic drugs or harbouring persons engaged in them is an offence under the
Act and persons found guilty of this offence will be punished with rigorous
imprisonment of, at least 10 years, which may be extendable up to 20 years
along with a fine of, at least, Rs. 1 lakh.

Sir, prior to the amendment of 2014 in the NDPS Act, clause (viiia) of
section 2 of the said Act, contained sub-clauses (I) to (V), wherein the term
"illicit traffic’ had been defined. This clause was re-lettered as clause (viiib) by
the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (Amendment) Act, 2014, as
a new clause (viiia) in section 2 defining 'essential narcotic drugs' was inserted.
However, inadvertently consequential change was not carried out in section
27A of the said Act. Hence, with a view to having a correct interpretation and

implementation of the NDPS Act, it was decided by the Government to rectify
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the anomaly in section 27A of the Act by substituting 'clause (viiib) in place of
‘clause (viia)' in section 27A.

Sir, as Parliament was not in Session and urgent legislation was
required to be made, the President promulgated the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances Ordinance, 2021 (Order no. 8 of 2021) on the 30"
September, 2021 for rectifying the said anomaly by substituting in section 27A
of the NDPS Act, the reference of "clause (viib) of section 2", for 'clause (via) of
Section 2". The amendment does not create any new offence but contains a
legislative declaration that reference of clause (viiia) always meant the
corresponding renumbered provision in clause (viiib) and the amendment
seeks to rectify this anomaly by making changes in section 27A of the said Act
in order to carry out the legislative intent of the statute, which has always been
to read clause (viiib) in section 27A, and already stood therein.

As per the Report titled "Crime in India 2020", published by the National
Crime Record Bureau, total 59,806 incidents were reported in the country
under the NDPS Act during the year 2020. West Bengal has only 1,626 cases
during this period. The numbers, | believe, are underreported.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.
DR. JAYANTA KUMAR ROY: Yes, Sir.

The State police has its own rule book in so far as maintaining law and
order is concerned. When an elected Member of Parliament — myself — is
assaulted and the culprit is still roaming freely, we can imagine the partisan

manner in which the State police is functioning.
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| would like to draw the kind attention of the Government towards the
misuse of NDPS Act by the Government of West Bengal where large numbers
of political workers are arrested or detained under various provisions of the
NDPS Act. It has become an instrument of State oppression against our party
workers. Therefore, | request that there should be some kind of monitoring so
that States’ enforcement agencies may not misuse NDPS Act for political gain.

Sir, Vanakkam. | oppose this Bill. Drug menace has become a challenge in
India. Younger generation gets affected by drugs day by day. Habit of
drinking alcohol is affected the youth including the females. This illness is
spreading in the rural areas as well. Not only alcohol, use of heroin has
also affected our society. Even though we brought stringent laws, such
laws are unable to control the illegal drug trafficking by mafia.

It is a matter of great concern that we are unable to protect our
youth from mafia groups who are into illicit drugs trade. Government

should express more concern. Government has the responsibility to

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protect our future generation from being addicted to such illicit drugs and
narcotic substances.

The nation is aware of the seizure of 3000 kg of heroin in the Mundra
Port, i.e. in the Adani Port, recently. Through the media reports, we came
to know that such a huge quantity of heroin was imported from
Afghanistan. Who has smuggled that? Why was it imported? Who is
responsible for this? It is learnt that the two persons who were arrested
belong to a small organization. Who is behind this huge haul of heroin
smuggling?

The Government should declare the truth to the nation. An anti-
national activity has taken place in a port named as Adani port. How this
huge quantity of heroin, that is 3 tonnes of heroin smuggled to India from
the Taliban ruled Afghanistan? Where it was to be taken?

Government has not ordered for any judicial enquiry in this regard so
far. Even after the opposition parties have raised this issue, why the Union
Government is silent on this issue. This 3000 kg seizure was in
September, 2021. A huge quantity of 25000 kg of heroin was smuggled
into India in June 2021. Where was that taken to? The entire nation is
being affected by illicit drugs. Younger generation is loosing hopes about
their future.

There is a big question mark in their lives. lllicit drugs are openly sold

in the places near the schools and colleges, and in the places where poor

order an enquiry into the seizure of illicit drug or import of heroin in the
Adani port in Mundra. This enquiry should be under the Chairmanship of a
Judge of the Hon. Supreme Court. Government should take into
consideration how privatization is doing harm to the country. We should
understand that how private ports are being used for anti-national
activities. | urge that the Government should have extra concern on this
issue.

| know the paucity of time.

While dwelling on the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances
(Amendment) Bill, 2021, | would like to highlight the fact that the Act has evolved
over the years and has been amended thrice in the years 1988, 2001 and 2014
which has entirely changed the scope and direction of the legislation. However, |
am a little tempted to echo the impression and perception expressed by some of
our esteemed colleagues by saying briefly that the text of the provision says that
the offences mentioned under Section 2(viiia)(1) to (5) are punishable through
Section 27A. However, Section 2(viiia)(1) to (5), which is supposed to be the
catalogue of offences, does not exist after the amendment of 2014. So, if Section
27A penalises a blank list or a non-existing provision, it can be argued that it is
virtually inoperable.

Secondly, the new provision is being given retrospective effect from 1 May,
2014. It means that a criminal provision is being given retrospective effect, which
will not hold good in law. It also violates the Fundamental Rights given in Article 20
because a person can be punished for an offence for which there is a law in
existence at the time of commission of the offence.

Sir, | think, some of the issues need to be addressed or spelt out because in
this Bill, there is no differentiation between the user and the trafficker. We do not

know whether the Government is going to decriminalise personal consumption or
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not. What is the difference between the soft drug and the hard drug? How do you
define consumption? These are the very essentials that need to be addressed.

Despite the existence of the NDPS Act, 1985, nearly 3.1 crore people in
India are estimated to be cannabis users. There is a need for the expansion of
categories for drugs or chemicals in the Scheduled List. A number of chemicals
should be scrutinised again and should be listed as psychotropic substances in the
list of controlled substances.

There is a menace hovering across the country in so far as drugs are
concerned because there is a toxic nexus between narcotics and terrorism.
That is why, it is called, most of times, that we have been affected by narco-

terrorism.

| would like to highlight that in this Bill, instead of providing
institutional counselling and adequate support, which can provide
substantial support to the dependents and help eradicate the menace
of drugs and other psychotropic substances, the Government
continues to penalise people. The Government should factor in the
unemployment, poverty, peer pressure, unaddressed mental health
issues or the reasons that steer most of the people into consumption of
illicit drugs and substances. | would suggest that mere penalisation will
not help address and resolve this problem.

| would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister, because

she happens to be in charge of this Bill, that the law does not define
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consumption - | have already stated — nor does it prescribe any
procedure for determining what constitutes consumption and at what
stage can the crime be considered to have been committed? Is it after
the act of consumption? Is it the ongoing process of consumption?
Does having consumed a narcotic or psychotropic substance at any
point in your life, however many years ago, make you vulnerable to
criminal sanctions for the rest of your life?

There is involvement of many authorities. | think, the multiplicity
of authorities will certainly compound the Act which has already been
complicated by its own definitions and narration. For example, the
involvement of various authorities has led to the functions over-lapping
and added unnecessary burden on the implementation of the NDPS
Act.

A critical overview reveals that the control of illicit drug trafficking
and international organisations coordinating comes under the duty of
the Ministry of Finance. The Department of Revenue in the Ministry of
Finance, which the hon. Minister of Finance is looking after, looks after
the execution of the provisions of the Act and monitors the legal
production of opium. While the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment is responsible for the rehabilitation of the addicts, the

demand reduction and aftercare are under the control of the Ministry of
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Health and Family Welfare. And finally, both the NCB and the
Directorate of Revenue Intelligence provide intelligence. This has
ofttimes led to questioning the reason behind such divisions and their
overall contribution to the administration of the criminal justice system.
It rather seems that these agencies work more efficiently if there had
been a clear demarcation of their functions. To that end, even the NCB
has demanded a reduction in their mandate. The issue emerged from
the very first stage of their functioning is data collection.

Since the statistics and trends are collected by police, NCB and
the border security forces, it creates a difficulty in understanding. Even
certain other agencies are authorized to make arrests such as the
Customs authorities and the DRI. All of this do not allow having an
accurate central repository which, in turn, fails to provide a certain
specific aggregate count to make a precise statement of the numbers.
This has led to the criticism of the National Crime Record Bureau and
NCB statistics. Since the severity of the NDPS Act requires great
deliberations, NCB would only be effective in smoothly fulfilling its
obligations if the changes are made at the institutional and

implementation level.
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Geographically, we have been situated at the crossroads of
South-East Asia and Central Asia, which is also recognized as golden
triangle and golden crescent. India lies in close proximity of this area.
This makes India vulnerable to transit, trafficking and consumption of
opium, derivatives in various forms along the known trafficking routes.

IRAT U 8T 87 | just want to explain that point also as to why do you need to
bring the retrospective aspect to this amendment, correction; it is a clarificatory
amendment. So, you think that it is right.

You obtained the opinion of the SG. It is fine. But then, why with
retrospective effect? It is not substantive, that is why, retrospective is allowed.
But even then, why do you want it? | agree that normally criminal laws are not
amended retrospectively, which | mentioned a minute ago. There is only one

reason why this has got to be retrospective. We don’t want to create through
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this amendment any new criminal liability with retrospective effect but only
seek to embed the intent of the Legislature into the letter of the law.

Between 1° May, 2014, when it was notified with an error, unknowingly,
and today, when the amendment, or earlier, when the Ordinance was brought
in with amendment, we have corrected it - between 1% May, 2014 and the time
when we have corrected it earlier with Ordinance, which was sometime in
September, post the verdict of the Tripura Court. With this legislation, we have
clearly said that this clarificatory amendment is brought in, and the error is
getting corrected. But what happens between the 1% May, 2014 and now? We
don’t want to have anything which is going retrospectively, bringing criminal
liability and making it a grey area, in its own right. Therefore, this amendment
is applied retrospectively.

With this amendment, Sir, the law will be in line with the intent of the
Legislature, which was before the 1% May, 2014. It is fine. Now, it is fine but in
between when there was a time when the error continued and created a lot of
trouble for people, we don’t want to have criminal liability retrospectively.

Therefore, we have to bring this amendment which is not a substantive
amendment but yet, with a retrospective effect.A lot of discussion has
happened. Quite a few larger issues have been discussed about the definition,
about the treatment of licit versus illicit. Both interesting observations and right
observations have come up, highlighting that it is all right now; you are doing a
correction which should have consequentially happened earlier when the

amendment happened. That didn’t happen then.
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We are doing it now but what about the larger issues - the treatment of
people. Even then also while highlighting the point that when you are dealing
with narcotics, there is a need for palliatives or palliative care, where you will
still need a bit of narcotic for that purpose. How are we going to treat them?

Hon. Member, Shri Bhartruhari Mahtab, while occupying the Chair,
mentioned about Posti. Adhir ji can correct me — Posta. That is, poppy seed. In
Telugu, they call it as gasagasalu; in Tamil, they call it as gasagasa. Yes, itis
khas khas in Hindi, which is edible. | like to bring in though that is not germane
to this debate but | would like to say it here. There is no ban on edible Posta or
poppy seed or gasagasalu or gasagasa in different languages.

There is definitely no ban. In fact, | might say, wearing my Minister of
Commerce hat, we import poppy seedsfor edible purposes. Quite a
substantive quantity of it is imported because what we cultivate in this country,
edible poppy, is not sufficient. So, we import every year. In fact, we important
from countries like Turkey, Australia. So, | want to assure, through you, hon.

Sir, there is one aspect which | want to highlight because it is important
for the Indian economy and | am sure majority of the Members would agree.
Because there is translation facility available in the Parliamentary system, a
couple of Members speaking in Tamil went into details of the Mundra Port.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, | want to highlight a fact here that nearly 3,000 kgs of
heroine was confiscated in Mundra Port. | would not want to refer to it saying it
is somebody else’s port. It is nobody’s port; it is a national port. Every port is
an asset for the country, whoever builds it. Mundra Port is Mundra Port and |
would not name it after people whom an hon. Member chose to attribute it to. It
is a national port. It may have been built by individuals or companies who each
one of us may like or not so like. It is a national port. Just because it is a
private port one cannot say things. | am a bit hesitant. Unless we have solid
evidence in our hand, attributing things may not be right.

The Department of Revenue Intelligence caught 2,988.21 kgs of heroine
there around 17" or 19" September, 2021. Three persons were later on
arrested. We may call them small fry, unknown Indians, or whatever, the
names are available through the media. On 6" October, which is not even
three full weeks, that case was transferred, vide a Ministry of Home Affairs

order, to the National Investigating Agency. No time was lost. It was done
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within three weeks. On 19" September the seizure happened at Mundra Port
and on 6" October the case had gone to NIA. The case is being investigated
by NIA.

Following that, another arrest, another seizure has been made at Delhi
airport, which again does not belong to any individual but belongs to the
nation. In that incident, 16.105 kgs of heroine was seized. In that case, two
Afghan nationals and one Indian national have been arrested. Even this case
of 6" November also has been transferred to the NIA. The cases are being
taken up with full seriousness. The DRI and NIA are working together to share
all the information so that we ensure that this country’s borders are safer.

Sir, | want to highlight the fact that it is because of alert action taken by
DRI that we were able to stop this huge consignment from coming into the
country. | would think the DRI requires appreciation of the entire House rather
than pointing a finger saying how could this come, it has come from
Afghanistan, etc. It could have come from anywhere. But the point to be noted
here is that DRI did not lose even one minute. It did not even look the other
way when it could have entered the country. It did not. They did not allow it.
They stopped it. And the case has rightly gone to NIA.

Sir, | would definitely want to take your permission to say a few words in
Tamil. Because the questions were asked in Tamil, | would like to respond to

them in Tamil.
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*Everybody is aware about the 2988 kg heroin seizure in Mundra Port
on 19 September 2021. Three persons had been arrested in this regard
immediately.

Bill.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Three major issues have been
addressed by the hon. Minister of Finance. The first is relating to the
Ordinance. She has given the explanation. In the initial stage, while
attempting to discuss on this amendment Bill, | had specifically mentioned that
this is the problem which the subcontinent, including Bangladesh, Sri Lanka,
India, and Pakistan, is facing. After 75 years of our Independence, it needs to
be deliberated.

The question here is, what was replied, not during this debate but during
the discussion that we had relating to two other Ordinances that were
discussed in this House last week. There the hon. Minister of DoPT had
specifically mentioned why an Ordinance has been brought. It is all on record.
The Ordinance has been brought because there was some apprehension that
the House may be washed out. Is this the reason why the Ordinance could be
brought with an apprehension that the House may not function and the House
will be washed out? It is all on record. But on this aspect, of course, the
Ordinance has been brought in September. The Judgment, as you have just
mentioned, was made in June and in between, we had the Monsoon Session.
It is for the country to decide. | am not insisting on that issue.

But there are other two points which need to be deliberated. The first

one is specifically mentioned relating to ‘retrospective’ provision that has been
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factored into. In the beginning, | have stated that we are in favour of the
Amendment that is made but we are not in favour of the retrospective method
that has been injected here, especially, as has been mentioned, 20 sub-clause
(1) is coming in the way. The Solicitor General has clarified saying that it is not
a substantive amendment but a clarificatory amendment. What did the hon.
Tripura High Court’s Judgment say? It clearly mentions and | quote:

“Until the appropriate legislative change occurs by amending

Section 27A of the NDPS Act appropriately, sub-clause (i) to (v) of

Clause viii(a) of Section 2 of NDPS Act shall suffer effect of

deletion and bringing in sub-clause (i) to (v) of clause (viiib) of

section 2 of the NDPS Act in that place.”

It clearly says that it will suffer the effect of deletion. You have also
mentioned it in your Statement of Objects and Reasons. If this is the case, |
have my doubts, Sir, whether it will stand the scrutiny of the law. That is my
point which | wanted to insist upon.

| think most of us are in favour of the amendment that is being effected
relating to Section 27A of the NDPS Act but we have a point of concern and
objection relating to making it ‘retrospectively’.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: | just want to add that ‘retrospective
effect’ is not for going backwards unendingly. It is going backwards to the point
when the notification of this amended law came up on 1% May, 2014 with an

error. We have just gone back to that far only and not beyond.

SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): Sir, | would like to draw the attention of the

House to a very important matter related to the National Highway Authority of
India in my constituency. The NH66 which commences from Panvel in
Maharashtra to Kanyakumari in Tamil Nadu goes through Kerala. It is a

stretch of 1608 kilometres.
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A major stretch of which this highway through Kerala, that is, from
Trivandrum to Kasargod. The Kerala State Government had acquired 30
metres for the highway widening in 2005 but, unfortunately, the Central
Government norms have changed to 45 metres. Later, according to the norms,
45 metres was agreed and in 2017, the detailed project report was submitted.

Sir, the Moothakunnam-Edapally stretch in my Constituency is a major
stretch where there is a lot of local resistance for a small stretch of 1050
metres, starting from Mesthirippadi junction to Sheduppadi in Alangad
Panchayat where the State Government already acquired 5.5 acres of land
which is underutilized.

If a minor change can be made in the alignment, 27,500 square feet of
buildings like houses and commercial establishments can be protected. Also
by utilizing the 5.5 acres of land, a huge amount of land acquisition cost can
also be saved. As we all know, land acquisition cost is exorbitant in Kerala,
especially in my place Cochin.

So, | urge upon the Central Government to make necessary changes in
the alignment to get the confidence of the local populace and expedite the
project. There is a lot of ambiguity in two of the major National Highway
Authority projects passing through my constituency, one that starts from
Angamaly to Kundanoor and another from Kochi to Theni NH 85 bye-pass.
Both these highways intersect through Tripunithura where the people fear that

there would be two land acquisitions separately. | would like urge upon the
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Government to direct the authorities concerned to ensure that land acquisition
is done in a unified manner instead of the present mode.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAWGONG): Sir, the august House reflects the
collective conscience of this great nation and that is why | rise here to appeal
that this august House takes up and recognises the huge dimension of a social
menace.

Human trafficking is the second largest crime in the world today. Our
country is also afflicted by this social menace. Over the last few years this
menace is increasing and that is why it is very important that the appropriate
Government should take note of this and take appropriate measures to contain
it.

That is
why it is very important that there  should be inter-
State collaboration. There are two to three States in the country where the

age-old custom of female foeticide has been practised and these are the
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States where usually human trafficking is taking place because of skewed sex
ratio. That is why it is very important that the Government of India takes up this
issue and devise a mechanism for inter-State collaboration to contain this
social problem.

Sir, the Indian Institute of Petroleum, Dehradun is a premier constituent
laboratory of the Council of Scientific and Industrial Research, an autonomous
body under the Ministry of Science and Technology, Government of India. The
Institute has been defining new technologies, products and services in the oll
and gas sector, and allied industries since 1960.

The Government has been spending a large chunk of amount on health
infrastructure, and well-being of the people is at the core of health policy. This
matter concerns the retired scientists and employees of the Indian Institute of
Petroleum, Dehradun. Although, the retired employees of the Indian Institute
of Petroleum are covered under CGHS, most of the time, medicines prescribed
by the doctors are not available in IIP dispensaries. It must, therefore, be
ensured that, in case of non-availability of prescribed medicines, the same are

made available to the beneficiaries within 24 hours or at the most, 48 hours.
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Alternatively, some chemist shops can be authorised from where
medicines can be obtained against prescribed slips. Moreover, the retired
employees of autonomous bodies in general are not provided cashless
treatment facility in CGHS empanelled hospitals. They have to go through
rigorous process of submitting medical bills to the institute after discharge from
hospitals. Such is not the case as far as the retired Central Government
employees are concerned. So, cashless treatment in CGHS empanelled
hospitals may be made available to the retired employees of IIP and similar
autonomous bodies also. With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much.

The Governor, as
the Chancellor of the universities, is not bound to obey the advice of the State
Government. The primary commitment of the Chancellor is to protect the
autonomy of the universities in tune with the Act of the State.

Sir, the Advocate General, according to Article 165 of the Constitution of
India, is expected to provide advice only if he was asked to provide legal
opinion by the Governor. The Governor has made it clear that he did not ask
the AG to give any legal opinion. It is learnt that the Higher Education
Secretary asked the AG to provide legal opinion for the Chancellor without his
knowledge or information. This amounts to a conspiracy hatched against the
Chancellor.

According to UGC norms, a Search Committee is to be constituted by
the Chancellor consisting of a representative of the University, a
representative of the UGC and a representative of the Head of the State from a

Sir, | would like to draw your kind attention to the problem faced by
UPSC Civil Services aspirants who appeared in the coveted examination
during the years 2020 and 2021.

A large section of our youth aspires to join the civil services but during
the above-mentioned period, they had to bear the brunt of the pandemic like
many others. Some of the aspirants were themselves affected. Some lost their
kin and many were also part of the frontline workforce. The aspirants also
included those who were appearing in their last attempt by either age or
number of attempts available. The pandemic robbed them of the opportunity of
making a fair effort to clear the coveted examination. The number of such
aspirants is around 30,000.

These aspirants approached the Supreme Court with the request for a
compensatory attempt for which the court said that the decision lied with the
Central Government. They made several efforts to meet the hon. Prime
Minister and other senior Ministers in the Government, which did not fructify.
Right now, they are sitting on a hunger strike at Jantar Mantar, New Delhi with
their demand. | have personally visited them at the site and also, | feel that
their demand for a compensatory attempt is genuine and it needs to be seen

with compassion. Thank you.
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"SHRI RAJEETSINHA HINDURAO NAIK NIMBALKAR (MADHA): Hon.
Speaker Sir, Thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to speak in
this Zero Hour.

For the year 2021, around 11,20,011 farmers took the crop insurance
under Prime Minister’'s Crop Insurance Scheme in my constituency. Due to
untimely and torrential rains, farmers had to suffer heavy losses. 5,71,270
farmers intimated the insurance company about their loss well before 15"
October. Subsequently, the insurance company and Revenue Officers jointly
prepared Panchnamas and they accepted that the losses are in the range of
68% to 88%.

It is expected that the compensation of Rs.27000 to 33000 per hectare
would be granted. But, on the basis of a notification issued on 17/8/20 by the
Central Government, the crop insurance company granted mere Rs.13000 to
16500 which forms only 50% of the expected reimbursement amount.

Hence, through you Sir, | would like to request Hon’ble Agriculture
Minister to kindly look into it. The reimbursement amount is only Rs. 407 crore
but if he intervenes, the rural farmers would get additional Rs.400 crore.
Around Rs.5,700 crore was paid to insurance companies as insurance
premium as a cumulative share of Central Government, State Government and

the farmers, but only Rs.957 crore have been paid by these insurance

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companies. It means Rs.4800 crore is the net profit of insurance companies for
the last Kharif season in Maharashtra.

So, government insurance companies should be allowed for crop
insurance so that government owned insurance companies would earn profit
and not the private ones.

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not completed even after several years. In Eriyodu, Vedasanthur Block, there
is also water logging issue due to a closed well under the railway tracks. In
Laxmanapuram Thadikombu Pirivu, Vadamadurai Block, there is water logging
in the under-bridge rendering it unusable. People have to travel over 10 kms.
to cross the railway line.

SHRI M. K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): Sir, | wish to raise an urgent issue
which is affecting the entire people of Kerala. The problem arose due to
continuous strike of PG doctors for the last 14 days. Due to this strike, the
functioning of outpatient unit in majority of hospitals in Kerala has come to a
standstill. This issue has its roots in the delayed PG counselling for NEET
candidates by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India.
This has caused enormous delay in the appointment of Junior Resident
Doctors in the Government hospitals by the Government of Kerala.

All the doctors have to face the burden of working for long hours with
enormous amount of stress and strain. The entire EWS reservation policy for
NEET is being examined by the hon. Supreme Court. The delay in resolving
this issue by the Government of India is further aggravating the pain faced by
the NEET candidates. This is the reason for delay in appointment of Junior

Resident Doctors by the Kerala Government. The Kerala Government has
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issued an order to appoint Junior Doctors, but this appointment falls much
short of the numbers that are required. It has further escalated the crisis.

Most of the States in India are providing large stipends, but the Kerala
Government is reluctant to even reinstate the stipend.

My humble submission before the hon. Health Minister is to urgently
intervene and do the needful to resolve this crisis with complete NEET
counselling for PG admission at a quicker pace. Thank you.

SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN (THRISSUR): Hon. Speaker, Sir, the Kerala-based
Catholic Syrian Bank was established in 1920 as part of Swadeshi Movement.
Unfortunately, on the 75" anniversary of our Independence, this Bank is facing

a series of problems after its foreign takeover. Now, a Canadian company is
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controlling the Catholic Syrian Bank and there are many issues. Salaries were
cut. Employees were terminated or suspended without valid reasons. Pension
age was reduced suddenly. Now, employees are on a strike. The bank is not
implementing the industry level wage settlement. In the run for profits, the
Catholic Syrian Bank is ruining the banking culture itself. | request the
Government to take action to solve issues in the Catholic Syrian Bank and to
ensure employment security in the banking sector as a whole.

Today, if you want to start an educational institution, you need to get a plethora
of permissions. Your curriculum has to be vetted. You have to have a staff of
a certain calibre. You need to pay the staff certain salaries according to,
perhaps, UGC or according to whatever the Government regulations are. But
today, there are online educational companies which are worth billions of
dollars. Some of them are worth even more than the entire educational budget
of India. These companies offer online courses which are not vetted by any
Body. Nobody knows the content of these courses; nobody knows the quality
of these courses; and nobody knows the calibre of these courses. Nobody
knows about the calibre of the tutors who are conducting these courses. Now,
these companies are engaged in predatory marketing practices where they
prey upon the aspirational poor people, who want to give their children a better
education, who want to supplement their education which they are not getting
in Government schools. They force them to buy courses and auto-debit their
accounts. Even when they want to discontinue these courses, the auto-debits
do not stop. These auto-debits are happening regularly month by month. In
fact, they are becoming like loan sharks where they are ‘force selling’ these
courses.

Through you, | would urge upon the hon. Minister of Education to bring
about some sort of a system where we monitor these online educational
companies which are worth billions of dollars, which are owned by major

corporations internationally, which are thrusting these courses on the
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unsuspecting people of India, and are auto-debiting their accounts. It is very
essential to do that.

| would also like to bring to the notice of this House that there are many
social activists like Nidhu Bahuguna, Pradeep Poonia and Aniruddha Malpani
who have spoken about this. But the power of this company is so much that it
is able to bring down the complaints that are there on the social media. If you
put a complaint on social media, they bring it down. In fact, this company
sponsors the Indian Cricket Team now. You know exactly as to who | am
referring to. This company is worth 21 billion dollars. Our entire Indian
educational budget is not worth that much.

So, it is very essential to have some concerted effort to monitor these
companies and prevent them from doing these predatory marketing practices

where they are auto-debiting the accounts of unsuspecting people.
