Member has rightly pointed out
the challenges that the country is facing especially with regard to a large number
of cases that are pending for a long time and unable to settle those cases due to

Member that the
Alternative Dispute Resolution Mechanism as well as the Online Dispute
Resolution Mechanism are emerging as an alternative to take care of the

Member that the NITI Aayog
has taken a series of steps in this regard and NITI Aayog has constituted a
committee headed by a former (retired) Judge of the Supreme Court, Justice
Sikri. The report of the committee titled ‘Designing the Future of Dispute
Resolution: The ODR Policy Plan for India’ was released just four days back.
There are a lot of stakeholders who are being widely consulted and the
Government is actively involved in it. My Ministry is taking pro-active steps to

ensure that the steps initiated by the NITI Aayog, are given a proper support. In
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this regard, all the stakeholders will have to come together. The Government and
all the private parties will have to come together. | appreciate the hon. Member for
raising this issue and | assure her that the Government is giving support to all the
private parties. Basically, online dispute platforms are created by the private
parties and we would like to support all those private parties whenever and

wherever they require the support of the Government.

SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI : For a very effective Online Dispute
Resolution Mechanism, we need to have a huge number of trained personnel and
for that matter, | would definitely like to ask the hon. Minister whether the
Government plans to involve the law institutes and the law schools to train or to
have short-term courses to equip our persons. Also, does the Government plan to
introduce a body to accredit persons as mediators or arbitrators or conciliators? A

list of qualified people at the National and the State levels is very important.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Definitely, the concept of ODR, in India, is still at a nascent
stage. Without the support of the Government and the established institutes, it will

be difficult for the other parties to come on their own.
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So, | would assure the hon. Member that the institutes -- whether they are

private or government -- will be involved in terms of strengthening the manpower.

SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI: Hon. Speaker, Sir, the Alternative Dispute
Resolution Mechanism has assumed an important place in the justice delivery
system making it more efficient and Online Dispute Resolution is further going to
promote it. Some time back, there was a network of Para-Legal Volunteers and
Legal Aid Counsels established throughout the country. But after COVID, for one

reason or another, this has been more or lessabundant.

| would like to make a request to the hon. Minister to kindly strengthen the
Para-Legal Aid Worker System and Legal Aid Lawyer System so that assistance
can be extended to people who intend to make use of the Online Dispute
Resolution Mechanism. | would like to ask the hon. Minister what steps are being
taken to further strengthen this important network of Para Legal and Legal Aid
Lawyers throughout the country because they play a pivotal role in making Online
Dispute Resolution Mechanism a possibility. Their remuneration is not being paid
and their days have been slashed down from ten days in a month to just two or

three days in a month.

| would request the hon. Minister to give an elaborate answer to the
question and inform the House about the steps that are being taken to strengthen

this Para-Legal network and Legal Aid Lawyers network.
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SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: The hon. Member, who was a Judge himself, knows about
it very well. We have widespread Para Legal Volunteers across the country and
through NALSA, effective steps are being taken in this direction. Right now, we

are taking effective steps for creating a legal awareness and providing legal aid.

In this august House, | must salute the Para Legal Volunteers for the roles
that they have played. Definitely, we still have certain challenges. We have a
digital campaign which is going on as per the vision of the hon. Prime Minister.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: Hon. Speaker, Sir, through you, | would like to bring
to the notice of the hon. Law Minister the following two points. In fact, there was
no substitute other than holding virtual court proceedings during the pandemic of
COVID-19. There is no doubt about that. It has been done and has also achieved

The first point is this. Whatever data you are providing are all admission
cases and not cases of disposal. The greatest problem is poor connectivity.

Member has made his points that are more
suggestive in nature. | admit that in the lower Judiciary, especially during the
pandemic time, there were more number of admission of cases than disposal per
se. But the trends are encouraging. At the same time, there are certain obstacles
and bottlenecks with regard to connectivity, services which are available,

especially in the rural areas.

| have discussed this with the Chief Justice of India and also with some of
the Chief Justices of High Courts also to ensure that we provide maximum
support to the lower Judiciary because more than 90 per cent of the pending
cases are in the lower Judiciary. | have already stated earlier that unless we take
care of the issues and the challenges of the lower Judiciary, the justice to the
people is not possible at all. In this regard we are going to ensure that the facilities
are provided in a better manner and at the same time we are taking very
important steps with the concept of ‘Justice at the door-steps’, through
establishment of mobile courts, Lok Adalats and hearing cases on the spot. | am

going to Uttarakhand to ensure that the hearing at the rural areas especially is
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conducted in a way where people really do not have to struggle to get the basic

minimum justice.

1. Article 123 of the Constitution says that selective ordinance making
powers must be exercised and yet these Bills have been brought in through the

ordinance route.

2. Articles 141 and 144 of the Constitution provide for all civil and
judicial authorities to act and aid the Supreme Court. But the Supreme Court in
the recent case of Common Cause vs. Union of India stated that extension of

tenure granted to officers who have attained the age of superannuation should be
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done only in rare and exceptional cases. This Bill seeks to make it a routine

matter.

3. The Bill promotes arbitrariness by failing to provide clarity regarding
the scope of the term ‘public interest’, and provides a completely unreasonable
discretion to the Central Government in matters pertaining to the extension of

tenure.

4. The principles of fair investigation and fair trial guaranteed under
articles 14 and 21 of the Constitution have been encroached upon. The
enactment of the ordinance only days before the expiry of the term of the
incumbent Directors amounts to a colourable exercise of power and an
unreasonable basis for legislation, and this unreasonableness contravenes article
14 of the Constitution. Given the supremacy of the Constitution in our country,
failure to conform to its provisions and infringement of fundamental rights renders
any law made by this Parliament liable to be struck down. And, therefore, Sir, |

wish to oppose these Bills.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, under Rule 72 (1), | oppose the

introduction of this Bill. The reasons are loud and clear.

First, the Statement of Objects and Reasons is confusing and does not
speak anything about the actual provisions of the Bill. That is number one.

Number two is, such an important Bill is being introduced in violation of Direction
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19 (b) also. The proposed extension beyond the two-year term will be contingent
upon the appointing authority subject to pleasure. That is manifestly arbitrary. The
promulgation of such Ordinances gives a leeway to the Government to meddle
with the affairs of the executive at their own will. This is undemocratic and sets off
dangerous precedent. Instead of fixing a tenure of five years, the Ordinances
make the ED’s tenure subject to the executive discretion of two years after their
initial appointment. There were no special circumstances warranting the
promulgation of Ordinances because the Parliament Session was scheduled to

begin.

| would like to refer to the Supreme Court order which says that no further
extension to ED Director Shri Sanjay Kumar Mishra’s tenure will be granted.
However, the Union Government has managed to resort to rules in order to
bypass the Supreme Court’s ruling by making an amendment to the Central

Vigilance Commission Act, 2003.

Shri Mishra’s tenure was scheduled to end on 17" November, 2021 and the
Ordinances were promulgated on 14" November, 2021, just three days before his
retirement. This is just to make the officials dance to the tune of the flute played
by none other than this Government. So, a discussion over this kind of arbitrary
legislation should not be allowed because it is nothing but contrary to the

SHRI M.V.V. SATYANARAYANA (VISAKHAPATNAM): Hon. Chairperson, Sir,

thank you very much for giving me this opportunity.

The Government of Andhra Pradesh through its ‘Nadu Nedu’ Programme,
meaning ‘then and now’, has tried to strengthen the public health facilities,
including the existing medical colleges in the State. However, after the bifurcation
of the State, the absence of large metropolitan cities in Andhra Pradesh has made

it difficult for the private sector to set up super-specialty healthcare services.
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In order to fill this gap, the Government of Andhra Pradesh has proposed to
establish one medical college in each and every parliamentary constituency
where there is none, in the public sector, to increase the human resource and

accessibility to tertiary health care for the people.

For this purpose, it has been decided to develop 16 medical colleges
cumulatively costing Rs. 8000 crore. At present, the State has only 14
Government Medical Colleges over 25 Parliamentary constituencies, which is less

in comparison to other large States like Tamil Nadu or Rajasthan.

While the sanction for three colleges has already been granted, | urge upon
the Government through this august House to expedite the approval and financial
support, for the remaining 13 Government medical colleges to be developed in

Andhra Pradesh.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAWGONG): Hon. Chairman Sir, global warming
and climate change are for real and they have arrived in our country in a big way.
But one is perturbed to note the lacklustre, apathy and indifference of the

Government towards addressing the travails of the climate change.

Sir, | would like to draw your attention that, in my home State, the
Brahmaputra water system is also acutely affected by the climate change. There
is a large number of poor people who actually settle down in the riverine areas
and the river island of Assam. These riverine areas and islands are routinely
eroded because of the water flow fluctuations and erratic floods caused by climate

change. As a result, all these communities who really settle down and live in the
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riverine areas and river islands become homeless, and these hapless people

surreptitiously go and try to find some space to settle down.

On many occasions, they go and settle down the reserved forests and
grazing land but the Government of Assam would always take them as victims
and try to evict them ruthlessly. This is the moot question where would they go?
These communities actually belong to the larger category of climate refugees.

What is the Government doing about these climate refugees?

| would like to quote a figure. A Report was published in December last
(2020) year by Climate Action Network South Asia and Action Aid. The Report
says that, because of environmental reasons, 1.4 crore people have been
displaced by 2020 and this figure would increase to 4.5 crore in just another 28

years.

Similarly, there is an international NGO called the 'Internal Displacement
Monitoring Centre' which found out that, in India alone, there are 4.73 lakh people
who were displaced due to conflict reasons. But Sir, almost double, about 9.30
lakh people were displaced due to 'environmental reasons'. Today’s tragedy is
that both the Indian laws and the International Refugee Laws have failed to

recognise the plight of the climate refugees in our times.
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So, it is very important. | appeal to the Government of India for putting up a
uniform legal and policy framework to offer rehabilitation of the Climate Refugees

and address their plight compassionately.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Sir, India has been witnessing a
continuous declining in its position in Global Hunger Index. In the previous years,
the Government claimed that wrong old data has been uploaded and this year the
blame has been shifted to wrong methodology. Instead of accepting the harsh
reality and working on the problem, the Government, as it always does, is opting

an escapist route.

Sir, coming to the data provided by the Ministry of Child Development and
Women Empowerment through an RTI, 3.3 million children are malnourished in
India. The National Family Health Survey Report published in 2020 by the
Government depicts a grim portrait as well. On the one hand, data of several
States was not published and, on the other hand, 11 out of 27 States performed

worse than expected.

| would also like to point out that most of the figures focus on women and
children of the country. The adult male population is neglected. Just imagine the
scale at which India is suffering from hunger even after the fact that nearly half of

the population is in the agricultural sector.
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Here, | would like to take the opportunity to state the steps taken by our
hon. Chief Minister Mamata Bandopadhyay. Due to her sincere efforts, every
household is receiving ration under ‘Duare Ration Scheme’ which does not limit
its reach to children and women as POSHAN Abhiyan Scheme does and every
person is assured of a plate of highly nutritious cooked food at a mere amount of

Rs.5/-.

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(i) Regarding setting up of AIIMS like Institute at Kozhikode, Kerala

SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): The Government has decided to
establish AIIMS like institutes across the country. The Government has also
approved setting up of about 7 AIIMS like institutes in various states. However,

Kerala has not been included in this list.

There is a huge demand for setting up the AIIMS like institute in the state.
Proposals were under consideration to establish the same in Kozhikode which
covers over 7 districts in various administrative matters of the Malabar region of

the state.

Sufficient Government land at Kinaloor is also available. Setting up this
institute at Kozhikode will have far reaching advantage in the Malabar region
which has reported one of the largest number of cancer patients in state and
various other diseases including the recurring endosalphan victims. It is,
therefore, urged that this may be included in the budget proposal of proposed

AIIMS like institute for Kerala at Kozhikode.
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(i) Regarding construction of road over Kolab reservoir
under CRF in Odisha

SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): Residents of six Gram
Panchayats namely — Tikarpadha, Kumaragandhana, Umbel and Banamaliput of
Lamptaput Block & Badasuku and Lankaput of Koraput Block in the District of
Koraput have been affected due to storage of water in the Kolab reservoir which

is meant for construction of Kolab Dam Project as Hydro Electric Project.

The people of these Gram Panchayats depend on Lamptaput Block
headquarters for all sort of activities namely Health Centres, Schools, Colleges,
Bank, Block and Tahsil etc. In the absence of any road over the Kolab reservoir,
the residents face immense inconvenience. The request is for immediate
construction of a 1200 mtrs road over Kolab reservoir under CRF. This would be

an important initiative to tackle left wing extremism in the District.

| would request the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways to kindly look
into the matter for immediate construction of the above road under CRF to

mitigate the sufferings of the people.
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(iii) Regarding financial aid to construct bridges across Cauvery river

DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): The Mettur dam reservoir area
on cauvery river falls in my Parliamentary Constituency and connects the two
district borders of Dharmapuri and Salem. Constructing a bridge is essential

across Mettur dam storage. The following two bridges are required.

1. Bridge from Nagamarai to Pannavadi coracle point which should be of 5

Km length.

2. Bridge from Oddanur to Kottaiyur coracle point which should be of 1 Km
length when the above said bridges become a reality, rounding of 60 Kms through
road and high risk travelling in coracles and boat can be avoided. It helps in

accessing education, medical facilities and other basic amenities.

| would urge the Union Government to look into this issue and provide
necessary financial aid to construct the above said bridges across cauvery river
(Mettur Dam Reservoir area) connecting villages in Dharmapuri district to Salem
district which will help in reaching other ends in a short span. It will ensure the

much needed connectivity for the people.
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(iv) Regarding Net Borrowing Ceiling of State Government

DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): For the financial
year 2021-22, the NBC (net borrowing ceiling) was originally fixed at Rs. 42,472
crores as per the FRBM norms fixed by the Central Government and applicable to
every State. The Department of Expenditure, Ministry of Finance, Government of
India has subsequently informed that an amount of Rs. 17,923.24 crores had to
be adjusted against the Net Borrowing Ceiling fixed for this year on account of the
so called overborrowing of the State during earlier years of the previous
Government in the State. Despite the persuasion by the State Government that
the reduction of limit would be extremely harsh on the State for no fault of ours,
the Ministry of Finance did not accede to the request of the State Government
and has spread the deduction over a three-year period. This unprecedented move
of reducing the borrowing limit to accommodate for the so called overborrowing
pertaining to a 5-year period of the previous Government, particularly during these
extraordinary times of pain and suffering caused by the outbreak of the pandemic,
as well as natural calamities of floods would cripple the fiscal health of the State. |
seek the urgent intervention of the Hon’ble Finance Minister in this regard, to

rectify this anomaly at the earliest and support the State Government.
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(v) Regarding conversion of some Kendriya Vidyalayas from
Project sector to Civil sector

ADV. A. M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Kendriya Vidyalaya, NTPC, Kayamkulam
started functioning on 28-07-1999 in Project Sector under the sponsorship of
NTPC, Kayamkulam mainly to cater to the educational needs of the wards of the
project employees. Now NTPC plant in Kayamkulam has been closed for almost a
decade and hence the authorities are closing down the KV attached to it too. 14
project sector Kendriya Vidyalayas are now going to shut down because of
discontinuation of sponsorship. In adherence with the Govt. policy to establish
more KVs across the country, if all these KVs having full infrastructure facilities
are taken over by the Government and converted to Civil Sector, it would spare
the huge cost of establishing KVs. So | request the Govt. to take urgent steps to
convert all these 14 KVs including Kayamkulam NTPC Kendriya Vidayalaya from

Project Sector to Civil Sector.
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(vi) Regarding grant of interim relief to farmers and others affected by
excessive rainfall in Tamil Nadu

SHRI P. RAVINDHRANATH (THENI): | would like to bring to the notice of this
Government that due to the excessive rainfall in the state of Tamil Nadu, crops
raised in more than 5 lakh acres are totally damaged. In addition, thousands of
houses are partially or fully damaged with significant causalities in poultry and
cattle population. The central team has recently visited the affected areas in the
state to assess the damages. It is expected that the Government would decide
the compensation package for the affected farmers and others once the report of
the assessment team is received. However, due to the total loss of crops, farmers
and others who have lost their houses, cattle are in intolerable hardships.

In Andhra Pradesh, with the support of the Central Government, our
honourable Chief Minister took steps to extend services not only for providing
health facilities but also continued the welfare schemes and provided monetary
benefits on humanitarian grounds. All the works have stopped and all the
activities have stopped but extending monetary help did not stop in Andhra
Pradesh. Our Chief Minister, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy garu not only served
as a Chief Minister but also as an elder son of a family and like brothers in a

family.

In Andhra Pradesh, a voluntary system is introduced to provide one
volunteer to 50 families and for every 2000 people, there is secretarial assistance
consisting of ten ward secretaries for all departments including health services.
These efforts have helped close monitoring in extending health services to the

people.

In Andhra Pradesh, service is rendered by our Chief Minister. COVID-19
pandemic was unprecedented in its scale and it has quickly spread across the
world. During the pandemic, Andhra Pradesh has rose to the challenge and has
become a role model in handling the situation.

crores on it so far.
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| would like to share the steps taken by honourable Chief Minister, Shri
Jagan Mohan Reddy garu not only in tackling Coronavirus but also in
implementing various health schemes, providing facilities, doctors, medicines,

labs, etc.

As on 23™ November, 2021, a total of 3,02,23,680 samples have been
tested in which 20,71,567 have tested positive with a positivity rate of 6.85 per
cent. The tests done per million in AP is 5,65,987 as against all India average of

4,56,733.

The current fatality rate as on 23" November, 2021 is 0.70 per cent as
against 1.35 per cent at all India level. The recovery rate is 99.20 per cent which

is the best in the country.

At the time of outbreak of COVID-19, our State used to send samples to
NIV Pune for COVID-19 testing as there are no labs in the State to test for
COVID-19. By October, 2020, we had 150 COVID-19 labs working round the

clock.

Unavailability of required health infrastructure is taken as a challenge and
state of the art health facilities have been created across the State fully geared up
to face the surge. At the onset of epidemic, there were only 3636 oxygen beds

and 123 ventilators in the State. During peak, there were 649 Government and
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private sector hospitals serving as COVID hospitals with 47,169 beds. This is

now further enhanced to 60,000 beds.

Round the clock 104 Central Call Centres for COVID were established at
Gannavaram during April, 2020. Similarly, in each district, a round the clock
satellite call centre was also established. This has become the one-stop point for

all COVID related services in the State.

Role of village and Ward Volunteers: Government has leveraged on the
strength of availability of trained man power at the village and ward level in the
form of village and ward volunteers during the COVID pandemic. In conducting
25 rounds of house-to-house fever survey, management of home isolation,
distributing the medicines to needy, disseminating IEC material, these volunteers

and secretariat system has become a role model for the entire country.

COVID Vaccination status: In COVID vaccination, our strategy of
vaccination 60 plus and 45 plus before starting 45 below population has given
good results. So far, we have vaccinated first dose 3,39,94,451 (86.01 per cent)
and second dose 2,34,41,994 (68.96 per cent).  Strengthening Quality Free
Drugs Programme: Andhra Pradesh Government has allocated and spent Rs.
1034.99 crore for medicines from May, 2019 to November, 2021. Another Rs.
964 crores were spent exclusively during COVID pandemic on drugs. An

additional Rs. 119 crores were spent on drugs for black fungus. All drugs
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supplied to health institutions are from Good Manufacturing Practice (GMP) /
World Health Organisation Good Manufacturing Practice (WHO-GMP) certified

companies only. The number of quality drugs now mandated at our facilities are:

CHCs - 362
AHs - 362
DHs - 478
THs - 608

Nadu-Nedu: We launched a comprehensive programme for revitalisation of
hospital and health care services across the State. We have taken up
construction of YSR health clinics, YSR Urban Health clinics, revitalisation of
Primary Health Centres, Community Health Centres and Area Hospitals and
upgradation of 11 existing medical colleges and two attached institutions.
Further, we have started construction of fie multi-specialty hospitals, 16 new

medical colleges and Super Specialty Hospitals.

Dr. YSR Arogyasri Scheme: Earlier only 1059 procedures were covered
under the scheme that too within the hospitals located in the State. In the last two
and a half years, 1377 new procedures were added and at present, the total
procedures are 2436. The eligibility criteria for Aarogyasri Health cards have

been enhanced from earlier Rs. 2 lakhs to Rs. 5 lakhs. The highest ever
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expenditure till 2019 was Rs. 6 lakhs for a patient. This year, we have spent Rs.

18.8 lakhs on a single patient.

Revamped 108 Services: Fleet size increased to 748 to ensure timely
service and better coverage of 108 services Ambulance to population ratio is one

per 74609 which is the best in the country.

Revamped 104 Services: Fleet size increased to 656 to ensure one vehicle
per Mandal. Coverage ratio is one per 44452 persons which is the best in the
country. 74 categories of drugs are dispensed and 29 types of equipment are
available in these vehicles. Another 432 vehicles are being added to this fleet

currently.

Family Physician Concept: All 10478 village secretariats shall be covered
with minimum of two to four visits in a month by a doctor. Each Secretariat will
have one fixed doctor who will visit Secretariat at least twice a month with 104
vehicles. He will conduct tests, dispense medicines and also do follow up at the

PHC for these families.

Aarogya Aasara: Very unique scheme launched to compensate the loss of
wages for patients during post-operative recovery period. Every day Rs. 225 is

paid during recovery. This is implemented for 1519 procedures.

Dr. YSR Kanti Velugu: To provide Comprehensive Quality Eye Care

Service to entire 5.60 crore population free of cost in a phased manner:
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Phase-I-Screened 66,17,613 children and provided 1,58,227 free

spectacles to all children

Phase-Il - “Avva-Tata”- Targeting Eye screening of 60 years and above old
age people. Screened 14,28,265 people, provided 7,82,758 spectacles,

performed 1,13,542 cataract surgeries.

Dr. YSR Village Clinics: Dr. YSR Village Clinic at every village secretariat is
established to provide basic primary health care at village in a newly constructed
building with one ANM and one MLHP (Mid-Level Health Provider). They can do

required tests and dispense medicines for all common ailments.

Dr. YSR Urban Clinics: Established 560 Urban Primary Health Centres (a)
One UPHC for every 30,000 population (b) UPHCs are within ten to fifteen

minutes walkable distance from each household.

One Medical Officer, two staff nurses, one lab technician, one pharmacist,
one data entry operator and one class IV employee are provided to strengthen

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, we take up item no. 271, that is, Compulsory Voting
Bill, 2019. Shri Janardan Singh ‘Sigriwal’ is fortunate enough that this discussion
is still going on. Last time Shri P.P. Chaudhary was on his legs. He can continue

SHRI P. P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | thank you very much for
this opportunity. The debate on the Compulsory Voting Bill could not be
concluded last time and it was two years back. Now, | have to continue my

remaining speech on this Bill.

Sir, we all know that India is a democratic country and our democracy is
mature. That is why, way back in 1950, we included fundamental rights in our

Constitution.

So, if we see the Constitution of India, Article 19 provides for freedom of
speech and expression. The word ‘expression’ means it is a right to express or
not to express. So, if we enforce compulsory voting, then it goes against the

mandate of Article 19 of the Constitution of India which specifically provides that it

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is within the sweet will of the individual and the right to vote or not to vote is a
fundamental right of the citizen. At the same time, if we also see Article 21 of the
Constitution of India it says that no person shall be deprived of his life and liberty
except in accordance with law. When we see the word ‘liberty’, liberty includes the
right to vote and not to vote. It includes both. So, it cannot be enforced in view of
the mandate of fundamental rights which have been provided under Articles 19
and 21 of the Constitution. If such a law is enacted, then it will not withstand the

tide of judicial scrutiny before the court of law.

Sir, if we see Article 326 of the Constitution of India, it is provided that any
citizen can register himself as a voter. He has a right to register himself as a
voter. But it is not a duty to register himself as a voter. No duty has been cast
under Article 326 of the Constitution. It is an option available to the citizen of
India. He can either register himself as a voter or he need not register himself as
a voter. Therefore, in my view, this Bill, basically, cannot withstand the tide of

judicial scrutiny and such a law cannot be enacted by Parliament.

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SHRI P. P. CHAUDHARY: So, at the most, if we want to increase the percentage
of voting, then certain incentives may be provided by the Government by making
a provision under MGNREGA, PDS, etc. But if a citizen did not cast his vote, on
that count also he cannot be denied these facilities . So, such a law also cannot
be enacted. We can only persuade the voters and such type of persuasion is
possible by providing political education. Apart from this, we can do one more

thing because in rural and urban areas, we are applying the same yardstick.

The Election Commission is required to see to it. In the urban areas where
the distance from the polling booth is very less, the polling booth should be
installed on the basis of the number of voters. Normally, in one polling booth,
around 1,000 to 1,200 voters are there. So, the same yardstick cannot be applied
with respect to the rural areas where the people are living in dhanis and where
the distance from polling booth is sometimes 10 kilometres, 11 kilometres. They
are poor people; and they do not have proper communication; they do not have
transport system in the rural areas. Therefore, the Election Commission is
required to see to it that at least in the rural areas, we must have more polling

booths.

Here, | would like to make a suggestion. Suppose, in one Lok Sabha
Constituency, the number of booths are 2,500; and instead of doing anything
more, if they increase the number of booths to four times, then nothing more is

required. Automatically, the percentage of voting would increase. Only on
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account of lack of communication and lack of transport, the voting percentage is
very poor. This is the main reason, more people do not go for voting. So,
sometimes, we see that the voting is 35 per cent, 40 per cent, 45 per cent, 50 per

cent.

Now, these days voting percentage has increased. Due to political
education, it has increased to 60 per cent or sometimes even to 70 per cent. So,
even in the rural areas, where a particular concentration is more, then in that
particular booth, we see more per cent of voting. But where people are living in

dhanis and the distance from booth is more, the percentage of voting is very poor.

Secondly, if you want to see transparency in the electoral process, then
more number of polling booths are required. Otherwise, the candidate, on the
basis of his money power, can provide more vehicles and fetch more votes.
Therefore, in the rural areas at least, the number of polling booths should be
increased. The distance from the polling booths should not be more than two

kilometres so that every voter can exercise his right to franchise.

So, this modality can be adopted and this reform can be introduced by the

Election Commission.

Sir, apart from this, this issue has also arisen a number of times before the
Supreme Court. The same issue also came up before this august House with

respect to the compulsory voting. This matter went before the Supreme Court
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and even before the Gujarat High Court. The matter was agitated there, and it
was finally decided that ‘right to vote’ cannot be converted into ‘duty to vote’.
There is a difference. Once it is done, then it would contravene the mandate of
articles 19 and 21 of the Constitution of India, and it would go against the

fundamental right.

Sir, we are a democratic country; and in my view, such types of rights
cannot be enforced. So, this Bill cannot be passed by this House. Apart from this,
when this Bill came up before Parliament in1950, this issue was debated; and
even the Constitutional framer, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar opposed it and said that
‘compulsory voting cannot be introduced in the Representation of Peoples’ Act.’
So, it was rejected by Parliament on the grounds that there are so many practical

difficulties; and so, it cannot be implemented.

At the same time, thereafter, in 1990, the Goswami Committee was
constituted and they also rejected the idea of compulsory voting. Again, in 2001,
the NCRWC Committee was constituted on Electoral Reforms and they also
rejected this move of compulsory voting. Finally, in the Tarkunde Committee, this
issue was again raised and a Committee was constituted and they also opined
that ‘no compulsory voting can be permissible and it cannot be implemented.’
They also said that ‘there are so many practical difficulties in implementation of
compulsory voting. We can do it by way of persuasion as well as by political

education.’
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Similarly, in 2004, the then hon. Member of Lok Sabha, Shri B.S. Rawat
moved the Bill and in 2009 also, the then hon. Member, Lok Sabha, Shri J.P.
Aggarwal moved the Bill. It was discussed and debated in Parliament, and finally
it was withdrawn. Even before the Supreme Court in 2009, again this issue was
raised in Atul Sarode Case versus Union of India; and it was dismissed by the
Supreme Court. In Gujarat recently, for the election of local bodies, municipal
corporation, municipal boards and for panchayats, this Bill was assented by the

Governor of Gujarat.

But finally, it was decided by the Gujarat High Court that such type of a law
cannot be enforced because compulsory voting is not possible. It is only a right
and it cannot be converted into duty. It goes against the mandate of the
Fundamental Rights enshrined under Articles 19 and 21 of the Constitution of
India. So far as the duties under Article 51(a) are concerned, even that duty is not

there as far as the Directive Principle of the State Policy is concerned.

COMPULSORY VOTING BILL, 2019 - Contd.

"SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN (THRISSUR): Sir, | would like to speak in Malayalam.
Malayalam is one of the classic languages of India. In my tenure as a Member of
Parliament, this is the first time that | am speaking in Malayalam. | am supporting
this bill. Sir in our country, the voting percentage is coming down after each
election. Our literacy rate has gone up. Our educational facilities have also
improved. So we are among those countries which have the largest number of
literate population. But whether it be the local self governing bodies, or the state
assemblies or the parliamentary elections, the percentage of votes cast are

falling.

Kerala, has hundred percentage literacy. Even in Kerala, in the local self
governing body elections, we get 86-87 percentage of voting. In the state
assembly elections, we get 76-80 percentage voting. The percentage of voting for
Lok Sabha elections is even lesser than this. Sir, this is not a healthy sign for the

growth of our democracy.

Why is the voting percentage coming down? In northern parts of India, and
other parts, we have 40-45 percentage, 50-55 percentage and at the most we

have less than 60 percent voting. Is it a fact that people are losing their faith in our

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political system? There is increasing instances of corruption, favouritism and
growing communalisation and caste divide in our political set-up. It has affected
the quality of our body politic. Sir, the public in many parts of our Country do not
have a faith in their representatives. People feel that politics is for the personal
gain of the elected representative, for his party, and for his family. So the society

does not have faith in our politicians.

In other words, the people are moving away from the political system.

So, the political parties should reset their political agenda, to bring back the
public interest. Corruption must be wiped out from our society. Whether it be local
self governing bodies or it be state assemblies or the Parliament, the people
should be made to feel that these institutions belong to them. We must take our
decisions for the enlightened citizens who can read our minds. Often in

contemporary politics, the reverse of this is true.

Whatever be the government of the day, they get embroiled in corruption.
The taxes levied from the citizen form a major share of the revenue utilised by the
government. If the citizen feel that even the tax money levied from him, is being
used by their elected representatives for their personal gains, they will lose faith in

the system.
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So, the primary need is that the political parties must reset their political
agenda. All political parties must agree unanimously decide that they will show
zero tolerance against corruption. Anyone engaged in corruption must be
sidelined from political parties. They should be removed from holding any public

office.

Sir governance should be for the society at large and not for any party.
When the public feels that their elected representatives are governing for the
public interest, then faith in politics will grow. This will ensure that people will

increasingly take part in the election process.

Therefore, the need of the hour is quality politics. Public must feel that the

governance is taking place in a transparent manner.

So the mainstream political parties, which have been recognized by the
election commission, must reset their political agenda and make it more and more

socially relevant.

In our country, when candidates are selected and election manifesto is
prepared, we invariably think in a communal manner. Caste and religion become
a crucial factor. When even candidates are selected on the basis of castes and
religion people will lose faith. Quality of the candidates must become the decisive
factor in their selection. Then the public interest in the election process can be

brought back.
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Sir, we can also think in terms of compulsory voting, like many other
countries in the world. These countries have achieved hundred percentage voting.

Sir, our country too must make voting compulsory.

Sir, a responsible government performs many a welfare activities for the
citizen. We have the public distribution system, free rice distribution. From a child
going to an anganwadi to a student studying in the university, are all beneficiaries
of one or the other government schemes. The public exchequer spends crores of
rupees for the citizen’s welfare. Therefore, it becomes mandatory for the citizens
to play his role, by participating in the election process. So voting must be made

compulsory. The mindset of our society must change.

It was Shri Rajiv Gandhi Ji, who had given voting rights to all citizens above
the age of eighteen. Before that the voting age was twenty one. This was to

encourage more youths to cast their votes.

Considering the voting pattern we have now and also the voting pattern in
our local body elections. We can see that the young generation is reluctantly to
cast their votes. If we have to awaken the interest of our youth, we must
encourage value based politics, which aims at social welfare. Our intervention
must serve to achieve this goal. | support this bill. Let me conclude by once again
saying, that this is my first speech in Malayalam. My mother tongue Malayalam is

now a recognized classical language. (...Inconclusive)
