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cruited to serve on these projects, lt is
only because of that some benefits
were allowed to be enjoyed by ihis
permanent staff and evern these peo-
ple will ggt only after they get back
to their parent States. That is why I
say, there i no discrimination, For
instance, the Punjab Government has
sanctioned two advance increments lo
their officers who have worked satis-
factorily on the Beas project for at
Jeast three years. Like that the Harva-
na Government has given two advance
increments and the Rajasthan Govern-
ment has also given some project com-
pensatory allowance at the rate of 20
per cent. Whatever terminal benefits
were given in yiew of this assurance
given by respective State governments.
That is why some of these permanent
employees get these benefits. But other
workmen—in fact, there were worker:
working for a number of years--when
the guestion of retrenchment came
they placed before the management a
number of demands. It is only after
discussion with the union representa-
tives that an agreement was reached
whereby a number of retrenchment
benefits were given to these workers.
Sir, if it i3 a question of helping these
employees to get jobs elsewhere we
will certainly help and even now I can
say that a number of workers have
heen employed in other projects in the
neighbourhood. That is why I | am
emphasising that there is no diserimi-
nation.

With regard to various others pro-
blemg that he” has raised about the
hard labour they have put in we do
appreciate and sympathise with the
workers and We appreciate their
sacrificial tendency. That is why we
tried to reach an agreement with the
"Iniop, and tried to settle these dis-
putes by giving them a number of
benefits

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SHRI P, RAMACHANDRAN: The
hon. Member hasg raised some new
points.

He desires to know as to how many
clauseg of the agreement have been
implemented. After all these points
raised in the agreement are about the
retrenchment benefits,.  According to
the agreement, the retrenchment bene-
fits have been given to all thoge emp-
loyees who have been retrenched. And
about their placement in other pro-
jects, as and when vacancies arise, as
and whep the projects are taken up,
definitely these people are given the
very first preference. As a matter of
fact, about 5,000 workers out of the
retrencheq workers have been found
employment elsewhere. The place-
ment cell is very much working there.
All those who have been retrenched
are absorbed there These lists are be-
ing circulated to various project areas
These project authorities are being
persuaded to accept some of the emp-
lovees or all the employees retrenched
from thore. In these cases, it is very
difficut  for us  to  force other
project  authorities to take all
the employees retrenched here. It is
only hecause of that difficulty that a
numhber of benefits are given tn those

retrenched employees as a sort of om-
pensation, and in 5 project like this,
we cannot afforg to keep all the =mp-
loyees till the end of the project. That
is also the difficulty. It is a big project,
and there are many phases of work. As
and when these phases of work are
completed, the employees have to be
retrenched. Otherwise, it will be a
great burden on the project itself. In
a big project like this, there would be
50,000 people working at a particular
period of time and we will not be
able to keep all the emplo-
yees 1ill the project is completed
or till alternate jobs are found for
them, because it wil] be a great strain
on the project itself. Then, this project
is being executed on behalf of :he
States concerned. States like
Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh,
Punjab, Haryana etc. are concerned.
These States are contributing money
for the execution of these projects.
Anything that we do will have to be
done with the consent of these partner
Sates. We are trying to see that these
employees are not put to great difficul-
ties about their livelihood. That is
why, this compensation i; given re-
trenchment benefits are given and
they are also heloed to get jobs
elsewhere,

DR. RAMJI SINGH: I want a clari-
fication, In your reply to Question No.
5724 by Shrj Sivaji Patnaik, you have
enumerated different steps that the
Government are taking to provide em-
ployment to these retrenched workers.
You have enumerated eleven steps
there. How many of these things have
you been able to fulfil by now?

SHR] P. RAMACHANDRAN: Al
these steps are being fulfilleq gradual-
ly. The only thing is this. Suppose we
suggest to these people to go to some
other project, some of them are not
prepared to move out of the
area, even if the employment
is ayailable. It is very diffi-
cult to see that all the people aré
emploved in the nearby area. Tha! is
