SHRI P M SAYEED (Laksha-
dweep) Mr Speaker, Sir, it has now
become my painful duty to bring to
your kind notice an apparently inno-
cent reguest to the officials by the
students of Jawaharlal Nehru Col-
lege at Kavaratti in the Union Ter-
ritory of Lakshadweep and their
parents not to have inauguration of
the official function within 1 fect
away from the college function on
3rd March, 1978.

college premises With this n vicw
a deputation of parents approached
the semor most officials available on
the island as on that day neither the
administrator, nor the collector wos
available in the island, and conveyed
the feelings of the students and hum-
blv requested that the official incu-
guration may not be near the coliege
premises where the students conllege
day celebrations were going on.
This request. to the utter dis-
may and disappointment of the
island community, evoked only hat-
red towards the deputationists and
students instead of sympathy. In
the result, simultaneously When
the official function of inaugurating
their samajam was taking place,
some miscreants threw a chappal on
the stage from amongst the audience
which totally irritated the official
community Somebody hurleg abuseg
from the stage in reaction to *he in-
cident.
