SHRI S. D. PATIL: It 1is true that
there were two incidents in the past.
On the 21st April 1974, one boy of the
age of 12 to 15 was drowned. His
body could not be identified. The death
was due drowning. The second inci-
dent was on 27th July, 1975. Two
boys, Mustafa, aged 22 years and
Mohammed Naqi, aged about 24 years,
were playing football and they were
both drowned. After this event, thus
tragedy occurred on the 26th February,
1978.

It is not true that there are no
boards indicating that the entry to the
lake is dangerous. The boards are
both in Hindi and English. It is clear-
ly written on the board that the entry
into the lake is prohibited. It is true

that there is no fencing. But fencing

could not be provided, because the

periphery or the circumsference nf ihe
lake is so much that it will not be
expenses in-
depth of the

Normally, the
water is 1} to 2} feet. But at certain
points, where there 1s a natural
depression, there are ceriain holes
where the depth of the water is about
4 to 6 feet.

SHRI S. D. PATIL: According to the
information available to us, there are
boards. As far as the filling up of the
depression, which has got a depth of
4} feet’is concerned, the CPWD has
taken- up the matter and it will de«the
necessary levelling. Though there i3
no fencing as such, other precautions
would be.taken. There are slready
two chowkidars, one for the day and
another for the night. As @ matter of
fact, children are not allowed. to play
there. But sometimes children ..take
liberty and take the law into ‘theiwr
hands and indulge in such things.” As
far ag.compensation Ig concerned, 1
have already suggested to the Delhi
Administration to pay them reasonable
compensation. For that funds have to be
made available. They have to make
provision for funds.

SHRI SHYAMAPRASANNA BHAT-
TACHARYYA (Uluberia): What I sug-
gest is that when small boys are play-
ing in Shanti Vana, the Chowkidar
must be careful. When small boys are
playing near about, some grown-up
person must be there to take care of
the children. The Orphanage care.
taker should also be preseni there.
There must be strict instructions in
his regard. If the caretaker is not
there, the Chowkidar should not allow
small boys to play there. These rules
should be strictly followed. Just be-
cause they are orphans, they should not
be neglected. There must be strict
laws for the Shanti Vana and they
must not allow small boys to play
there without their caretaker.

SHRI S. D. PATIL: There are four
chowkidars for Shanti Vana.

MR. SPEAKER: What is the good of
merely having chowkidars if they do
not look after the people?
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SHRI S. D. PATIL: There are four
chowkidarg for Shanti Vana, two for
the day and two for the night duty. In
addition, there are malis, horticulturi-
sts, watchman, waterman and Assistant
Caretaker. There is no chowkidar to
keep a watch around the lake exclu-
sively. On the fateful Sunduy, one
chowkidar was on duty and the other
was on leave without a substitute. In
addition, one waterman and some
malis were working away from the site
of the accident. On hearing of the
accident. they rushed to place of the
accident and dragged out the bodies.

MR. SPEAKER: The hon. member
wants to know firstly why the children
were allowed to go there without some
body to watch over them and secondly,
will you now see that hereafter there
will be a strict watch to see that small
children are not allowed inside that
place?

SHRI S. D. PATIL: Yes. Sir. The
orphanage gives escori to children up
to the age of 7.

MR. SPEAKER: 7 is too small

SHRI S. D. PATIL: It is a society re-
gistered under the Societies Registia
tion Act, 1860 and their managemen¥s
rule is like this. It is for the orphan-
age to take care of the boys, who num-
ber 304. On that fateful day, thev
were engaged in some meetings on the
Gandhi Ground. This is how the -
whole accident occurred..

SHRI SHYAMAPRASANNA BHAT-I
TACHARYYA: After this, you must
take care.

SHRI S. D. PATIL: Yes, the Delht
Administration has already ordered 2
magisterial enquiry and we are await-
ing the result of the enquiry. We wili
fake necessary steps ags soon &as the
report is available.

(i) BANDH IN TRIPURA FOR EXTENSION
OoF RAILWAY LINE FROM DHARAM-
NAGAR TO KUMARGHAT.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU (Diamond
Harbour): On the 25th February, 1978,
the people of Tripura, without excep-
tion, observed a peaceful and total
bandh demanding immediate extension
of the railway line from Dharamna-
gar to Kumarghat and thereafter to
Sabhroom wvia Agartela. The case
for extension of railways in Tri-
pura is as follows: Tripura is a
tiny land-locked state bounded by
the international frontiers of Bangle-
desh. The geographical isolation and
bottlenecks in transport have stood
in the way of the State’s economic
development. The Airlines services
and road transport and communica-
tion inside the state are very poor.
The State's economy cannot advance
without large-scale extension of rail-
way communication. Within  the
state. the need for immediate exten-
sion of railway line upto Sabroom via
Agartala in Tripura through Indian
territory only is a long standing one.
