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Jject implemented without further loss
of time so that the economy of the
backward State may get a boost for
development. They should also teke
immediate steps to start weekly cargo
steamer service with coogdinated road
transport service between Calcutta
and Karimganj which will serve
Tripura, Cachar, Mizoram and ad-
joining areas which are now very
backward and neglected.

(ii) APPOINTMENT OF AN AIR ACCI-
DENT INVESTIGATION COMMISSION

DR. SUBRAMANIAM SWAMY
{Bombay North-East): Sir, 1 am
quoting from a news item in the
Times of India yesterday: Govern-
ment has reversed itg decision to set
up an air accident investigation com-
mission. 1 should like to point out
that air crashes have taken place in
the last few years and finally it was
found on inquiry that the human
factor was the most important. I
have information which tends to sug-
gest that the main reason why these
crashes take place is that senior ex-
perienced pilots are cornering most
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of the flying hourg because by this
they enhance their pay packets and
junior pilots are complaining greatly
about this. Most of the safety regu-
lations of_ the International Civil
Aviation Organisation are being Jout-
ed in the Indian Airlines and the
senior officers pontinue to functian
as if it i1s a private airline. There-
fore I urge a thorough probe into it
and the amount of time being made
available to pilots who fly aircraft.
Sﬁnce the advent of the airbus, senior
pPilots are flying airbuses for about
50—60 hours a week and it is a clear
violation of all regulations. Junior
pilots are not getting beyond the
flight of some aircraft; they are be-
ing made to fly locally and are gross-
ly underutilised, Flying passengers
should thank God that more crashes
are not taking place; God is kind to
this country even if we are not kind
to ourselves. I think a thorough
probe into the manner in which
flights are being scheduled and the
allocation of time for pilots will re=
veal that the Indian Airlines is func-
tioning in an anarchic manner and
a thorough probe is necessary.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: I have
given a short notice question and a
call attention on this issue.

(iv) FORMATION OF A NEw RAILWAY
Di1visION OF SOUTHERN RAILWAY IN
KERALA

HRI A. SUNNA SAHIB (Pal-
ghat): The Minister of Railways
announced during his Railway Bud-
get speech that a new division would
soon be formed with Trivandrum as
headquarters in the Southern Rail-
ways. This announcement has caused
deep resentment among the people of
all sections and the employees of
Railways in the Olavakkot Division,
which is at present the only Division
in Kerala. Olavakkot Division has
been functioning effectively and eco-
nomically during the past 21 years,
forging unity among the people of
North Kerala and of the' erstwhile
princely States of Trivandrum and
Cochin,

Now, firstly, the creation of Trivan-
drum Division will break this unity
among the people of Kerala. Second-
ly, for the formation of Trivandrum
Division, a large part of the present
Olavakkot Division has tg be taken
away, which will inevitably affect
greatly the economic functioning of
both Olavakkot and Trivandrum
Divisions. Thirdly, there will be
great dissatisfaction and resentment
among the Railway employees of the
Olavakkot Division. Fourthly, the
industries of North Kerala wil] be
seriously affected as they will be
made to run to Trivandrum every
now and then. Fifthly, the Railway
Minister has himself been apprised
of the problems arising out of this
proposal by a delegation of eminent
public men and trade union leaders
of North Kerala. They have given
him complete details of the Olavakkog
Division how it was originally form-
