THE MINISTER OF STATE [N THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI1
SHEO NARAIN): Bir, 1 regret very
much to inform the House that at
about 2007 hours on 18-4-1978, while
537 Down Churchgate-Virar EMU local
train wag wating at gate signal of
level crossing gate No 36 ‘B’ situated
between Naigaon and Vasal Road
stations on Bombay Central—Virar
mam kne automatic double line elec-
trified section on Bombay IDnvision of
Western Railway, 7 Down Bombay-
Ahmedabad Janata Express came
from behind and collided into its rear,
resulting 1n the derailment and teles-
coping of the two rearmost coaches
of the local train.

According to the information go far
available, 30 persong have lost their
lives and another 60 injured. This
House will join me In conveying our
heartfelt sympathiez to the bereaved
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families of the wvictimg of this acci-
dent,

Immediately on receipt of the in~
formation, Medical Relief Vang were
rushed to the site from Bombay Cen-
tral and Valsad stations. After ren-
dering medical aid to the injured ot
the site, they were removed to various
hospitals.

The General Manager accompanied
by other Heads of Departments rush
ed to the gite

Minister for Railways, accompamed
by Member Traffic, Railway Board
has flown to the site of accident.

Ex-gratia payment to the next of
kin of the dead and to tbe injured has
been arranged.

The Additional Commssioner of
Railway Safety, Western Circle, Bom-
bay, will hold his statutory inquiry
into this accident
