They had a padayarra fir 21
di¥s in 527 villages of 11 districts in
Mudhya Pradesh. The names of these
districts are given in the foct-notes.
I will not take much time in a detailed
investigation « fit. [t is very revealirg
that so far as entry into the templ:s was
¢ ncerned, out of 527 villages, 140 vilicges

i+
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had no semples, Our of 437 villages,
in 217 villsges Harijans had no access to

the temples.

S) far as taking tea at the stalls was
comrcerned, onjy 38 vill ges were there
where Harijans were allowed to take
tea. 124 villagss denied Harijans even
an ent;y into the tea stalls. If you go a
fittle further, so far as barbers’ services
were ¢ meerned, out of 527 villages, « nly
49 villages catered to the needs ¢f the
Hirijans in this regird. In regird to
wishermen’s services, out« f 527 villeg:s,
only 31 vill ges catered to that need.
As far as equality of social status in the
pinch2yats was concerned, the padayatra
Survey says that ~nly in 299 vill:ges was
there equality of status for the Harijans.

This is the situati n that prevailed not
only in Midhya Pradesh, but in many
pirty f this country. I would now refer
to an incident menrioned at page 187
ab rut itrocities 'n Harijans. There are
a number °f incidents quoted there, I
am picking up an incident which occurred
at Ranmulpu-a villag: in the district of
Su.e1iragirh in the Saucashtra regi- n o f
Guiarat. The incident teok place n
22-6-1974. I willnot give many details
ab-ut it. [ have personal knowledg: « f
th:seincidents. As the wells from which
the Hirijans w:re taking water had
dried up, they were using ancther
¢ 'mm n well: and the village people did
oot like that Hirijans sh uld use that
well, (Interruprions), During the pericd
of these reports, Congress  govern-
ment was n-t there; but I am not
discussing this from that angle at all,
I Jd ' not wish that the H ‘use should dis-
cuss it from that angle. On 22-6-1974
there was some quarrel between the
wom:n-folk - f Hirijansand ca te-Hindus,
The wom:n-folk of caste-Hindus werc
enrag:d and th=yinf rmed their menf - lk;
and after receiving that informurion,
practicilly the whole villige, armed with
*‘dhiras’, and lithis and rth_c.r weap ns,
rushed towards the Harijans, They
even saw to it that the houses were
set 'n fire. 2 Harijans were killed, and
they practicafly made a hell of that inci-
dent. As my hon. friend, Shri Kamath,
was asking [ may say that I was not in the
Cogress at that time;  wasin the oppo-
sition. I went to that village Ranmal-
pura and [ was happy that the leaders
of all political parties went there. As
it was under Rashtrapati Shasan the
Governor went théré immeddiately, the
next day, and tried to solve some pro-
blems.

SHRI HITENDRA DESAI: I am
referring to this incident to show that
atrocities have been there. There is no
dcny:‘p_g that, It is futile to discuss it on
a political plane, Let us also, so far
as this problem is concerned, try to
lock at it and try to grapple with this
problem rather from an all-party point of
view. My point is, when the Governor
himself went there after the incident, he
could pacifythe yarijans. Icouldsee for
myself that the Harijans were pacified.
I am quoting these two incidents, to
start  with, to show the real picture that
exists in this country even today; not
only during 1974 but even today. There
is no much difference, so far as prevail-
ing conditions are concerned,

Iam worried abcut a certain trernd
which has taken plece roday. To start
with, I will refer to this trend also. We
are dealing with a populaticn of &
crores, gzccording to the 1971 census,
plus 4 crores of Scheduled Tribes. As
rightly pointed out, the first report, the
20th Report, was precented to the Flouse
on I1-5-73, The second report was
presented on the 28th  August 1974,
The last report was presented to this
House on the sth May 1976. And
yet, I do ner know whose fault it is.,
whoever is at fault, the fact remans rhat
they were not discussed till today. that
they are being discussed today.  They
are so0 late after the events, because those
events happened almost 6 o 7
vears ago. A remark was made <“‘vour
Government”’. But that is not the

poimt,

PROF. R. K. AMIN (Surendranagar)
What is the point?

SHRI HITENDRA DESAI : I'am
coming to that. Why. do you worry?

Shri Amin need not feel disturbed.

Therefore, even today we can

even in those reports, presented "3'6
carly, there are no statements of Govern-
ment with regard to action taken by
them on wvarious recommandat’ons.
I tried to make a search in the library,
I must frankly admit, and I got one
statement about the 21st Report. We
do not know what action has been taken
«n the various recommendations of the
22nd  Report. Even today we do not
know whether the Government have
recrived reports for 1974-7§ and
1975-76; of course, not for 1976-77.
This shows the attitude of Govern-
ment, not merely of this Government, but
of all Governments.

When the budget was being discussed
we were told that the annual Plan would
be now raised by more than 25 per
cent. I tried to get an idea of the
provisions made for the welfare of
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
in the budget. The House would be
pleased to know that in 1976-77,
the Plan provision for the
welfare of Scheduled Costes was  Rs.
17 lakhs.  In the present budget it is
Rs. 20 so lakhs. The revised c.timates
for 1976-77 was Res. 24 -85 lakhs. So
far as the welfare of Scheduled Tribes j:
concerned, the revised estimate  of
1976-77 was Rs. 27 71 lakhs. In the
currert year it is Rs, 29 66 lakhs.
The total provigion for the welfare of
scheduled castes and scheduled tribes and
other backward classes in the present
Budget is Rs. 1,60,63,000 again:t Rs.
144,86,000 carlier. There is no
improvement worth the name. That
is exactly what I am driving at. We
could have cxrtainly expected more pro-
vision to have been made in the present
Budget inasmuch as even the corres-
paniing increase in the various sectors is
not taken care of.

Anothur trend which is disturbing is
that ther: is practically an incomplete
Council of Ministers and that there is no
representation to the scheduled castes
and schaluled tribes in it. We do not
count the Defence Minister as represent-
ing the scheduled castes as, after all,
his stature is very high. In the last
Cabinet 1 undepstand that (ut f 6o
Minister., eleven represented the sche-
duled castes and scheduled tribes. 1
am sorry to say that in the present
C;hel:ingt, barring the De:’a}:ce Minister,
t is not one person who represents
the interests of the scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes. This is relevant for
this reesn - that even the foundi
fathers of the Constitution mi"g

certain things. For instance, article 1¢ .
of the Comstitution lays «nin:m’na:mcle 'g

““The Chief Minister shallbe a imed
by the Governor and th‘:poother
Ministers shall be appointed by
the_Govqrqor on the aﬁriu of the
‘Chh:fﬁ hlac;ngiter,d;rnd the Ministers
shall hold office ing th :
of the Governor: WSS

““Provided that in the States of Bihar
Madhya Pradesh and Oﬁ'S:.:
there shall be a Minister in
chaspe of triba! welfare who may
. doitior b in charge of the
welfare -y the Scheduled Castes
and backward classes or any
other work,”

Soitis very necessary, and I am making
this constructive  suggestion, that
there must be a Minister whois in charge
of the welfare of the scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes. Now that we know
that the Ministry is being expanded,
I hope Go.errment will cos sider this
aspect also.

Another important trend which is
worrying us allis the number of incidents
involving Harijans. I am not merely
referring to the number of incidents. and
it would be very unwice to compare in
numbers this immense problem abou:
which every body is worried. We know
for certain that exactly twe months ago,
on the 27th of May, practically atr this
hour or atittle carlier, frem 12 to 3pm.,
a very gha-tly incidert took place at
Belchi. The Home Minister was
pleased to make a statement in the House
in which he said that after all it was
something of a fight between two gangs
of criminals. Then discussicn <cok
place in this House and in the Rajya
Sabha also, and there is some consolation
becauce the Home Mini-.ier !ater clarified
or rather impr. ved upon his carlier stand.
This is what he said in the Rajya Sabha:

“The dastardly incident was so grave
that the Minister has no words to
express hi< anguish overit.  The
Janata Party was determined to
end such atrocities and see to it
that the weaker sectionsof the
society reccived justice. There
might be certain economic reasons
in the occurrence of such in-
cidents, but the social malady of
casteism with which our society
was affiected was the main reason *
behind such cases o f atrocities and
injustice.”

He very clearly admits that ition
that the Beichi jncident was nnt m?e?el! 8
clash between two gangs of criminals -
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it was something where the Harijans
were oppressed. That point has been
taken.

We are grateful to the various Members
of Parliament who really vigited that
lace. And I am proud to say that the
embers belonging to all pa-ties parti-.
cularly that Commirtee was headed by the
Secretary of the Janata Parliamentary
Party and there were 7 other Members
of whom three were from the Janata
Party two from - the Republican  Party
and two from the Congress Party: it was
an all-party committee—have come to
the following conclusion :

““The fact-finding Committee of MPs
on massacre of Harijans in Belchhi
in Bihar has found that the Home
Minister, Mr. Charan Singh‘s
statement, based on the report of
the State Government, that the
incident was the result of a clash
between two groups of hardened
criminals was “totally false'.

The Committce has also held that the
Government version that the grue-
some murders were not
baccd on caste and social inhi-
biitions was <<totally incorrect”.

I will nent read the whole of it because
of shortagr of time. At the end, it says:

«“We are of definite opinion that the
police were in league with the cul-
prits and deliberately dclayed
their arrival to the village so that
the culprits may accomplish their
misdecd. The reported state-
ment of the Bihar Government
that therc was a clash between
two  groups of  hardened
criminals having long standing
rivarly is totally false,”

I am quite sure all the Members of
this House will :peak on this subject.
But I would very strongly urge on the
Home Minister to institute a judicial
inquiry into the incident because in the
Rajya Sabha he has said:

¢«The Centre had suggested to Bihar
Govcrnment that action should be
taken now. There was the
pular Government there. They
had already appointed a committee
consisting of Members of the As-
sembly. The Centre has urged
the State Government to institute
- ajudicisl inqQuiry in to the inci-
dent.”
Even thereafter, I have gota number of

press cuttings. If I merely make » men-
tion of them, it will take along time of the
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House. Even reports coming from dif-
ferent parts of the country especially
from UP, are, tosay the lcast, alarming.

THE MINISTER " OF HOME
AFFAIRg (SHRI CHARAN SINGH) :
The perce:tage is higher im M.P.

SHRI HITENDRA DESAI: I am g'ad
that the Home Minister has given the
percentage. I have never said at any point
of time that there was no incidemt. I
quoted anincident which has occurredin
1974 when the Janta Party was not in
power. So,itis not the question of per-
centage but whet attitude do we adopt.
There was another incident in UP
where after the party victory, the land-
owners have started troubling landle<s
people. I do not want to quote in detail
for wantoftime. Butit is very clear that
incidents have been taking place. The
percentage may be less or more.

Lastly, I will refer to another incident
which took place in Ramnagar village in
Gorakhpur District on July 10. It was
Interesting to read the debate in the
Assembly wherc an adjournment motion
was tabled by Shri Chaudhari, a Janta
Party Member and therc was a debate on
that. In rhe press rcport it is said:

“The Janta Party member, Mr.
Chaudhari, informed the Hou.e
that a ‘Yadava’ youth accompanicd
by two sub-inspectors of police
and other police personnel of the
Maharajganj Police Station,
arrived in the Ram Nagar villag:
on July 10....”

Mr. Chaudhury further said:

“‘After all the crops were cut,
houses set on fire, the police therc-
after lathi-charged the Harijans and
also fire shots in the air to scare
them. In all, 45 Harijans includirg
20 women sustained injuries some cf
them scri ‘usly, 11 Harijans includirg
a 12-year old boy returning from
school at that time were taken to the
Maharajganj police sation and further
beaten up by the police.”

“It is a matter of shame for the
Government”, he said.

I think, the Government instead cf
comparing the earlier figures should im-
mediately try to inspire confidence
amongst Specially the weaker sections
of the Society, I_would Suggest the
apprintment of a Judicial Commissicn
to finvestigate amd inquire into the
various {ncidents which have taken
lace in the last several months.

hat is my main suggestion.
I will discuss other aspects
so €ar as this Report is concerned. At
this stage, I want to make some Sug-
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sider, Firstly, I have said about the
sppolgitee 1 & P! €nimmission.
Sec~ 1 Rave also ssid abowe giving
the chatfle of the weHare of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes to a full-
fledged Mitdster, Thirdty, I would re-
commend a Separste Commissioper for
Scheduled Castes and s separste one
for Scheduled Tribes. I would very
carnestly request the hon, Minister to
bifurcate this pist. Let us have
scparate Commissiuners, one for Sche-
duled Castes and ancther for Scheduled
Tribes scparzately.

The hon, Minister is an experienced
administratcr, We have also experience
of that. We know that the problems of
Scheduled Castes are not the same as
the problems ~f Scheduled WTribes.
Their economy is different; their prob-
lems are different. I think, it will catisfy
the semtiments ~f this House and the
~entiments cf all pecple with whem I
have come in contact if we have two
scparate Commissioners, one for Sche-
dTuI%c: Castes and another for Scheduled

ribes.

Now, I come to the actual Rep-rt.
Thsre are three Rcports. Practically,
the problems are the same and, for the
vake of convenience, I will meinly rcfer
t» the last Repirt, the Twenty-second
R oort for the year 1973-74. Apart frcm
the atrocities and untouchebility to
which I have referred, the main prcblem
which we want to tackle and which we
hive been tackling so far is from the
cJucation p int ¢f view. If you refer
0 page 75 f the Report, you will find
that so far as primary educaticn is
concerned, which is the main concern
~f the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes, the cnrolment is extremely
p> r. I will take the latest figures cf
1973-74. AS regards Classes 1 to §,
in the case of Scheduled Cattes, it is
68:9 per cent and in the case of Sche-
duled Tribes, it is $9*3 per cent as
against 90 per cent enrolment in the
g :neral sector, As regmrds Classes 6 to 8,
the general enrolment is 404 per cent
wheress in the case of Scheduled Castes,
it is 22°1 and in the case of Scheduled
Tribas, it i3 15.7 And for classes IX
t X, it i3 251 4 per cent for the general,
11.§ per cent for the SC and 7' 9 per
cent for the ST. Scheduled Tribes
are the worst, 30 far as education is
¢ recerned. Therefcre, we have to go a
1 ng wyy even for universslisation’ of
primary cducation and speciaMy the
attendunce of girls has been very pcor.

We can particularly see the problems
' of the tribals. The problems of the ST
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are very spécial gioblims afd umless
sofié special atterion is given, thege
rod'l problems :;uetlie not be mmthe
m our [ nce  in
various States, espuctaly
in Gujarat, Mihsrashtyra and
Andhre Pradesh,

Scheold ¢r what we cill ashram
schools, About it, a statement is given
on page 19 cf this Repcrt, 7 am mot
going to read it out f r the purp: se, but
it is clear that the States ¢f Andhra
Pradesh, Gujsrat end  Mahareshtna
have faired much better than the ¢ ther
States. I would very earmestly request
the Home Minister to ccnider the
extension of these facilities where they
are not savailable.

From cur own experience, we find
that the normal primary schols are ni t
adequate encugh f «r these tribals, These
tribals have their cwn problems, Even
their children have to w rk. Ab: ut the
ST pers'ns, unless scme residential
schools and m re -:nd m re funds sre
made available, ycu will nct be able t
spread educsticn, sv far a5 SC & ST
are ¢ncerned. In Gujarat end Maha-
rashtra, some «{ these ashram ¢chocls
have been mansged by private agencies,
by persons who adopt ¢ nstructive and
Gandhian out} ok.

AN HON. MEMBER: That is purely
fi r the Harijane.

SHRI HITENDRA DESATI : It is
mainly for the tribals. F r instance, 1n
an arca like Danges, if you go there
even today, you will nit find whether
any civilization exists there. Fir the
n~rmal schools, the diakects is different.
The teachers will have to be tratned in
that dialect. The cducation will have o
be given in that dixlect. All these prob-
lems are there. It is not p ssible f'r
me to go into all these questions, but [
am particularly emphasising the rccom-
mendati~n which the C-mmistion hes
made in this Rep rt ab -ut the extenti n
of these facilities. I would nly refer to
one paragraph which is « n page 79. The
only rec>mmendation is that mcre end
m~re ashram sch ols shculd be there.
Similarly, a provi.ionf r the mid-dcy
meal should alsc be there, because
after all thev are very pocr in diet.
The nutrition is not g od and even f r
giving them incentives, this mi-dey
meal arrangement has been successful
in both the Siates.

8> far as scholarship is concerned,
the main complaint has been :bcut
the delay, and «n page 86 ¢ f the Rep: rt,
the recommendation’ of the Cmmissicn
is theré.

Therefore, the po.ition cf the Sche-
duled Castes is bad and that ~f the
Scheduled Tribes is much w rse. Yer,
as I was poinmting cut at the preli-
minary stage, the attitude ¢f the Ge-
vernment, the ottitude of thrse whoe
have to emply them is hardly sym-
pathetic. That is where we make a gri-
evance - f it.

Then I come to the public under-
takings. There are a numbcr f public
undertakings; if [ refor to them, I wil)
takc at least half an hour.

The p sition cbeut the LIC, Ficd

“It is however, suggested that the
Ministry of Industrial De-
velupment might consider the de-
sirability ~ of issuing suitable
instructions to various employer
organizations indicating the broad
features of the scheme of reser-
vation for scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes and make it
obligatory on the part of the
various industrial, commercial
private undertakings to imple-
ment the same.”

This is also a very important point.
The recommendation has been made in
the report itself.

PROF. P. G. MAVALANKAR:
(Gandhinagar): How to do that?

SHRI HINTENDRA DESAI:
Itis forthe Governmenyto come tosome
conclusion. Itisnotlwho made this
recommesndation, It is already there
in the report.

Much can be said about the repre-
sentation of the scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes on services, but I am
quite sure, other hon. Members will

take it up.

Another important question is about
the land and forests. A lot of land has
been distributed. Land reforms
should be implemented promptly.
Apart from that, the forest policy should
be such that the tribals are involved
in that and that will only save the forests
from destruction.

About the housing problem, there
has been a scheme far the allotment of
house sites to the landless. I under-
stand that 73 lakhs of house site have
been allotted. Some construction work
has alsobeen going on. More andmore

rovision should be made so far as the
Rousing for the Harijans and scheduled
castes and scheduled tribes is concerned.

Lastly, some progress has been made
in the last few years. But much remains
to be done and it will be the endeavour
ofdlmunbershut&tte;ethltntf!mt
we reach our goals in near _future
about economic and social equality. It
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contradictions in the sense that in the
political arena we ~will have one
man-one vote and one vote-one value
but thatitis not soin the case of eco-
nomic and social spheres. Unless we
do that, I am quite sure that even the
big democratic structure which we have
laboriously built in this House and out-
side is also likely to be blown off if we
are not able to reach that goal. It is
from that angle this aspect is important.

There are many others who want to
speak. Therefore, I conclude by thank-
ing you and the House fcr giving me
this opportunity.

From this, it is indisputable that the
strength of staff belonging to Scheduled
Cates and Scheduled Tribes is declining
in al! categories excepting Class III. I
would!ike to know the reasons for this fall.

Sir, there are orders of the Govern-
ment of India spzcifying 15% reservation

in recruitment for Scheduled Castes and
74% for Scheduled Tribes. Here also I
am mn;mmehdc to take recourse to the
figures furnished by th

of Peons where there is fulfilment of
reservation quota for Scheduled Castes,
in all other categories of staff, it is
confirmad that the Government’s fiat
has become futile both for Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. On 2sth
of this month, this House gave its assent
to the O.N.G.C. (amendment) Bill ensur-
ing employment of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes candidates in the
Vil and Natural Gas Commission cightcen
after its establishment. Thisshows
the callows attitude of the Governmer.t
in gstting its directives implemented
effectively. Whenever Wt micc the
mestion of non-compliance of the
ﬁ?}mm quota, immediately ‘we_are
told that adequate numbsr of qualified
cahdidates belonging to Sh: and S.;;
até not available. You w'll hever
endugh number of eligible candidates

your I1njunctions. The Univerities
have been directed to make 209, reser-
vation ' in admissions for Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribes studems.
You know, Sir, that there are 110 Ugi-
versities in our country. In as many
as 65 Universities there is no reservation;
in 35 there is reservation of 3% to
15%, end in 10 Universities only there
is 20% reservation in admissions for
SC and ST candidates. Similarly there
is the notification of the Government
that there is to bc § 9% relaxation in
the marks for SC and ST boys. It
is regrettable that 61 Universities do
not observe this notification, while
49 Universities give 5% relaxation in
marks for SC and ST boys. In thest
circumstances, 5t is not surprisirg that
you do not gt enough number of eligible

in Government services.

In regard to the competence of SC
and ST candidates in Universities and
1.1.Ts, the hon. Minister of Education
has this t» comment upon;

«We find that theee SCST students
are not coming up to the standards
prescribed for them.  Therefore, even
wlen they are admotted. they cannot
keep pace with the method of teaching.”

If this is the view of our Education
Minister. you can wel! imagine what
will be the impression of others 1n
high <ociety. I woeuld like 1o make
twi suggestions  here. One is  thar
the hon. FEducat'on Alinister  should
ensure that the 8C and 8T students
arc ¢ ven extra coaching during «pare
time and during holidavs.  Sceendly,
the “ n. Educaron M:mister should
di--ct the Univers 1y Grants Comm'ssion
to ~top ine grants to Universities which
do not implement the Government’.
instructions in regard to SC and ST
students. T am .ure that our Home
Minister will convey these suggestions
to the Educaticn Minister and also
exert his good offic in gettirg them
implemented.

When this is the state of affairs in
higher education, let me narratc what
obtains in pr'mary education level. In
Classe- 1to V. the enrolment of children
belcnging to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes i« conly 609, and
579, respectivelv. The mo:t distressing
feature here is thar the precentage of
drop-our in Clas< Vi< a- high av 50,
In this. naturally the SC and 87T children
will be perdgminating. This s the
porit'cn cbtanirg in 1974 Thicalo
proves that the SC and ST people,
are not marching ahead but marching
backward. Sir. the children are the
blossomirg buds of humanity and if
there buds are cruched like thii, how
and when fragrant flowers are going to
bloom among the Scheduled Caste
and the Scheduled Tribe communities,
I demand serious consideration of the
Government of this frustrating feature
in the educational growth of SC and
ST children.

Sir, there is imperative need for
amending Article 338 of the Constitution.
You know, Sir, that the scheduled castes
are spread throughout the length and
breadth of the countrv and the scheduled
tribes are secluded in the hilly regions.
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It has been found from experience
that one Commussioner is unable to
atrend to the growing needs of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. There
should be two Commiss.ioners, one
for the Scheduled Ca.tes and one for
the Scheduled Tribes and the necessary
constitutional amendment  must  be
brought forward by the Government
in this regard.

The Prime Minister has expressed
his in¢clination in setting up a Minorities
C mm-ssion. There 15 general appre-
hension that the constitutional safeguards
of the SC and ST people might get
corroded in this amorphous Minorities
Commis~ion. It is reported that some
Janata Party Members have represented to
the HomeMinister in this matter and
I request the hon. Minister to  clarify
this point,

Sir, it is inexplicable why the
Scheduled Caste members embracing
Buddhism should rot be entitled to
the facilities and concessions beirg
enjoyed by the weaker ~cctions of our
society. After all, Buddhismis the
rebel child of Hinduism ard Buddha
hims<elf was borr in India. There is
no justification at all for jcopardising
the interest. of Scheduled Caste people
who have become Buddhists. 1 suggest
legal safeguards for them.

A few thousarnd; of Scheduled Caste
people. hailing from Tamil Nadu,
are working in Delhi and they are denied
their  legitimate  concessions. The
arguement advanced is that the names
of those castes are rot on the li,ts of
Declhi State Government. To «bviate
such hardships, in the sth Lok Sabha
a Bill was introduced. That Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribe Bill must
be got emacted by the Janata Govern-
ment as carly as possible. It is unfortu-
nate that the first 100 days of Janata
rule has been marred by Belchi and
Meerut incidents in which many Harijans
were killed in open daylighr. At least
as a matter of recompense for that,
this Bill should soon become an Act.

There are no representatives belonging
to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes in Judiciary, in Ambassadorial
appointments and also in gubernatorial
posts. Recently the Janata Government
appointed four Governors and not
one of them belonged to Scheduled
Caste or Scheduled Tribe. As there
are reserved constituencies for Lok
Sabha, I demand that reservations must
be made for SC and ST people in the
Rajya Sabha and also in the Legislative
Councils of the States.
